Philadelphia, Jan. 7—Sir George Paish,
noted British financial expert, who is in
this “country to make arrangements, it is
said, for the extension of credit {o Eu-
rope, made an appeal to the American
peaple here last night to prevent a break-
down in foreign exchange and to extend
permanent credit to Europe.

Addressing the annual meeting of the
Philadelphia group of the Pennsylvania

Bankers’ Association, which was attend-
ed by many New York financiers, + Sir
George said he was in the United States
as a private citizen to try to prevent a
breakdown in exchange. He suggested
that credit be organized and that the
credits of the world be pooled. He said
that in order to “restart and restock Eu-
rope, it would take ten billions of dol-
lars over the next few years.”

Halifax, Jan. 7—A recommendation
asking that a minimum salary of about
$300 be fixed by the provincial govern-
ment for teachers in Nova Scotia, and
that all those teachers who are at pres-
ent receiving less than $600°have “their
salaries increased by $100, was unani-
mously passed by the school inspectors
and other educational authorities of the
province at their annual conference here
yesterday.

It was suggested that funds for the
fncrease in salaries must be raised by
increasing the county ° individual tax
from thirty-five cents to §1. L. A. De-
Wolfe, director of rural science in Nova

wtia, said that there were approxi-
mately ten per cent of the schools in the
province for which no teachers were to
be had, and probably another ten per
cent whose teachers were unlicensed. He
said there had been a large exodus of
teachers to western Canada last year.

At the offices of the board of educa-
tion it was said that the average salary
of female teachers of the lowest grade
in Nova Scotia was ' $275.57. There
are upwards of 1,000 of these teachers.

Fredericton, Jan, 7—One of the im-
portant matters taken up by the govern-
ment at this session' was the appropria-
tion of the unexpended balance of $118,-
000, which was the provincial portion
of the patriotic fund of $518,000 oxjdered
to be assessed in 1918.

angel with its Nimbus brightly lighted at
inight, guiding the ships as they enter
the port, like a great star in the heavens.
| Whenever one visits the ancient church
he is sure to find there some worshipper
who has paused for a moment in the
i rush of his down town trading to present
| his petitions before the altar of his
'church. Many a_sailor comes there be-
fore his ship sails for the wide ocean
from Montreal to pray for guidance in
| the voyage.

“Barnato.” Modern order and method,
however, came only when Cecil Rhodes
reached the head of the diamond in-
dustry in the 1880s, and with it came
the famous system of checking the I. D.
B. or illicit diamond buying that had
become common.

Officials consider the work done dur-
ing the last year as creditable, since Lhe
period between Nov. 11, when the armn-
istice was signed, and the first of March,
was occupied in getting ready for oper-
ations.

DODGE APPEALS
FOR NEAR EAST

Tells of the Conditions in
Stricken Lands—Asks Aid

‘ for Orphans of Armenia
and Syria and Funds for
Repatriation.

(New York Evening Pose.)

“The burden of an entire land sunk
‘0 the lowest level of despair; the cries
of many widows and little children; the
wails of thousands of little boys and
girls crying from hunger by the road-
side; the appeal of a host of orphans
who are in the balance between decency
and vice; such is the challenge of the
Near East today,” says Bayard Dodge,
cne of the active workers in the Near
East Relief, formerly the American Com-
mittee for Armenian and Syrian Relief.
Mr, Dodge is the son-of Cleveland H.
Dodge, of New York, recently back
from months of work in the Near East.
“There are thousands of widows with
underfed children to rear,” continued Mr.
Dodge. “There are tens of thousands of
orphans and half-orphans. The burden
of the Near East Relief is the saving of

these orphans. They stand on the
threshold of life or rather at the en-
trance of two lives; that of noble: use-

e

fulness or that of hopeless crime.

“Even the schools and colleges will be
of little avail unless the masses of the
people, and especially the indigent child-
ren, can be started right in life again.
No settled governments are in control.
All turn to America for help. The Near
East Relief is maintaining 500 workers
and many hospitals and industrial
centres are in operation, but this is only
a small part of the work that must be
done.”

While Mr. Dodge, from first  hand
study, says the work of ministering to
the sick and starving must go on, he is |
convinced the next greatest need of the
Near East is education. [For years the
commercial, industrial and farming pur-
suits of these peoples have been demor-
alized by war, massacres, and deporta-
tions. Now industrial and technical
training is needed, while medicine, law,
engineering and other professions must
be taught.

“There is the great problem of re-
patriation of the hundreds of thousands
of these peoples who were driven from
their homes,” continued Mr. Dodge.
“They are returning to find their homes
and farms ruined, their shops and busi-
ness gone, the fruits of their industry
and thrift for generations wiped out and
themselves penniless. In- thousands of
families the wage-earners have been
killed and the widows and orphans must
fend for themselves.

“Among the first great questions is
repatriation, the recovery of thousands
of girls and young women from Moslem
harems and the aiding of families to be-
come self-supporting.

“Tt is not only the Armenians we must
help. During the war the Syrian Christ-
ians suffered heavily at the hands of the
Turks. On the sunny slopes of Mount
lebanon the funeral bells were forever

WHALER KIDNAPPED
IN ARCTIC BY SEAL

Man, Tangled in Harpoon Rope, Drag
ged Till “Catch” Dies,

London, Jan.
a whaler, has returned to Leith
Arctic seas.

“Last spring,” he says, “we were cruis-
ing about to the north of Canada, In
Baffin Bay, between Greenland and Baf-
fin Land, a shoal of large whales were
seen ‘spouting.’

“Several of the crew went out in two
whaling cutters and rowed off in the
direction indicated by the lookout man.
I accompanied them.

“After an exciting two hours’ work
we caught a monster and towed it back
to the ship. At this time I was with
the smaller boat, about 500 yards away.

“Standing up in the bows with a har-
poon in my hand I sighted a fair-sized
seal in the water close by My lmrpnnn
whizzed true and sauck in the seal’s side.

“The shock sent the animal into g-per-
fect frenzy. It bounded through the
water and before I realized what had
happened I had struck the icy cold wat-
er with a splash and was being towed
along at a fearful rate just like a tor-
pedo.

“In some fashion the rope attached to
the harpoon had lassoed my ankle, and
with the result that I was jerked violent-
ly and upset.

“] experienced all the sensations of a
drowmng man, and when I regained
' consciousness I was in my bunk in a
whaler,

ON LONG HIKE IN NORTH.

Atrctic Explorer Making His Way From
Victoria Land to Hudson’s Bay.

Seattle, Jan, 7—On his way out of the
Arctic, Harold Noice, American exnlor-
er, is making his way, on foot, with a
dog team, overland from Victoria I.27d,
which lies in the Arctic Ocean, south—
east to Port Nelson. in the Hudson’s
Bay country of Canada, according to let-
ters received here bv his mother from
him. Noice ig following for a consider-
able distance, the route of the northwest
passage.

Maps and charts of portions of Vie-
toria Land were made this summer by
Noice, he said. He did not state whether
or not he ventured into the interior of
Victoria Land, which, according to other
explorers who have come south, ha:
never heen visited by men from the out-
side world,

No ice has been in the Artic since
1915. He joined the expedition headed
by Vilhjalum Stefansson but when Stef-
ansson turned south Noice remained in
the north. He expects to arrive here
some time next summer.

BIGGEST OF AZTEC PYRAMIDS
FOUND NEAR MEXICO CITY.

Mexico City, Jan. 7—Discovery at
Teotihuaoan of a third pyramid, larger
than those of the sun and moon, which
have long puzzled archaeologlsts and
rival those of Egypt, is announced here.

Experts believe that in the new pyra-
mid may be found relics which will be
invaluable in the study of the age of the
Toltecs.

Archaeologists have for many decades
been interested in the two great pyra-
mids located at Teotihuaoan, a town
twenty-seven miles northeast of Mexico
City, the name of which means “City of
the Gods,” in the Aztec tongue. Their
origin is buried in the remote past, and
confused legends and traditions concern-
ing them throw little light on their hiz;
tory. They were used as burial places,
and in many ways resemble the pyra-

tion of bonuses that will total between
$3,000,000 and $10,000,000, is announced
today by the Ford Motor Company, De-
troit.

Approximately 90,000 employes_of the
‘Ford Motor Company and other inter-
ests of Henry Ford and his son Edsel,
it is announced, will be eligible to par-
ticipate. In a statement accompanying
details of the new policy, it is announced
that the two steps outlined constitute
“only a beginning,” and that “other
plans for enlarging the income and in-
creasing the purchasing power of the
dollar of our employes are under “con-
sideration.” .

The amount of the bonuses, which will
be in addition to the distribution of
profits under the original profit-sharing
plan, will be based on an employe’s daily
wage and length' of service. They will
range from $50 in the case of a worker
fn the company’s service three months
and receiving the minimum wage of $6
a day, to $270 in case of the worker with
five years of service and receiying a wage
of $10.80 a day. Salaried employes re-
ceiving more than $250 a meonth will
participate proportionately, on the basis
of the length and value of service.

The certificates of investment will be
issued in. denominations of $100, $500
and $1,000, and are to be non-negotiable
and non-assignable. They will be re-
stricted to employes in the actual and
active service of the company.

The investment certificates are to be
purchased only with wages received
from the company, or with the bonuses
received, not more than one-third of the
employe’s wages may be thus invested.

While the certificates are not nego-
tiable and not assignable, it is provided
they maybe left standing in the name
of a deceased employe at the discretion
of the directors, to draw interest and

Guarded His Game

(London Times)

What is believed to be an unprece-
dented end to a combat between a fox
and a terrier is reported from the Lake
Country.

A stout hill fox hunted by the Blen-
cathra hounds for three and a half hours
on the mountain heights ‘above St.
John’srin-the-Vale sought sanctuary
in a fissure of rock in a crag near the
skyline of Wanthwaite. Here he faced
one of the gamest terriers belonging to
the pack, and scrambling to a shelf in
the rocks, was able for some time to
give as fierce punishment as he got. The
terrier killed the fox, but refused to
leave it, and followers and hounds had
at last to.quit the crags so that they
might make the descent of one of the
most dangeraus ravines of the mountain
range before darkness. When huntsman
and whip returned next morning to the
crags they found terrier as well as fox
lying dead outside the borran.

An examination of the terrier showed
that the fox had inflicted no mortal
wound upon him. The terrier had drag-
ged the fox out and then, loth to leave
it had laid down beside it. It was clear
that he had died from exposure during
a Dbitterly cold might.

STORAGE OF ICE
FOR SUMMER USE

The storage ‘of a few blocks of ice for
summer use is a very simple matter
where the ice is readily available. Any
unoccupied corner of a shed will serve
for the purpose. A rough board en-

closure 10 feet square and eight feet high |
will hold enough ice to provide 50 pounds !

per day for 130 days, after allowing for
a reasonable amount of wastage. The
smaller the quantity stored, the larger
is the proportion of waste.

The bottom of the enslosure should be
covered with about one foot of sawdust.
If the soil underneath is impervious clay
it will be all the better if there is a few
inches of gravel under the sawdust. In
putting in the ice the boards can be

rough lumber, or slabs, leaving a srace
of about one-half inch betwcen each
board, and tl.e whole covered with a roof
to keep out the »ain. Of course, the ice
house may be built with a regular frame,
lined inside with rough lumber and, if a
more finisned appearance is desired, it
can be covered on the outside with clap-
boards or other siding. There should be
plenty of ventilation above the ice. The
same procedure should be followed in
storing the ice and covering it with saw-
dust as advised in the preceding para-
h. .

If sawdust cannot be obtained, planer
mill shavings may be used for packing
the ice, or in cases where neither is
available hay may be used as a packing
or covering material.

Marsh or “slough” hay or any fine wild
hay which grows in low places gives the
best results. If hay is used, the space
around the ice or between the ice and
the walls instead of being only one foot,
should be two feet, into which the hay
must be well packed. The ice should
also be covered with about two feet of

the hay. .

Military Life Has Produced
Many Athletes.

Some Sprinters Who Can Do
Ten Seconds or Better —

- The Next Sculling Race for
Championship of World.

New York, Jan. 7—Reports from Eng-
land indicate that the English athletic
authorities are actively engaged in pre-
paring for active participation in the
Olympic games to be meld at Antwerp,
Belgium, next summer. Despite the fact
that Great Britain lost hundreds of her

best athletes during the war, the United
Kingdom in making selections for the
games next year, will have more material
to draw from than ever before, according
to experts. This somewhat anomalous
situation is due to the creation of a great
new body of athletes as the result of
military training and outdoor life at the
front.

Very few of the Olympic team of 1912
will be available for the coming games,
Some of these men are dead, and others
are too old to compete. It is also true
that the majority of the new athletes
are “green” men. They are good ma-
terial but they need polishing and ex-
perience. However, English sportsmen
believe that they will be well represented
on the cinder track, although admittedly
weak in field events. It is understood

that Australia and New Zealand, which |

have strong teams, will unite to enter
the games as separate from the mother
country.

England is not, and never has been,
particularly enthusiastic over the Olym-
pic games, although she proposes to go in
to win if possible. The Englishman

akes sport a hobby to which he turns
lr&s attention after his regular day’s work
is done. He objects strenuously to the
specialization and long training neces-
sary for Olympic athletes, claiming that
this virtually amounts to professionalism,
even though the competitor receives no
money. The man who devotes his whole
attention to sports is, to ali intents and
purposes, a professional, it is maintained.

‘Wm. H. Welch, F. P, Mall and Wm, H.
Howell, had the great and joyful fortune
to be able to organize a medical school
from the ground up and on principles as
nearly ideal as the richly endowed na-
ture of this group permitted. Of financial
endowment, indeed, the school never had
any very large share, but this was made
up by the devotion, industry and enthus-
iasm of the-original group of remarkable
men who founded it and shaped it.
Very shortly after this time appcared

the first edition of Dr. Osler’s famous |

textbook of medicine, of which it is dif-
ficult to speak justly without seeming to
exaggerate. Founded as it was upon Dr.
Osler’s own extfraordinary voluminous
and painstaking observations during the
previous twenty years, as well as upon
his very wide knowledge of French, Ger-
man, English and American literature,
this book achieved.at once an eminence
in medical literature which has never
been aproached since. Indeed, no other
single volume text-book of medicine in
any language has ever approached it in
value, 5

Still more important, I think, has been
the influence exerted through his own
students who after their graduation have
occupied teaching positions in almost
every medical school in the country,
where they have consciously continued
his traditions and zealously aimed for his
ideals. Every student of Osler’s feels it

In these
journeys, as in his later and final jour-
ney to England, his minute and pains-
taking studies in medical biography as-
sured him a welecome. Thus he would
go into the Missigsippl Valley and deliv-
er addresses on some of the local worth-
ies of medical fame, showing an appreci-
ation of their work and position in the
community which almost stupefied his
audiences. He had no parochial narrow-
ness and seemed to consider each section
of .the country particularly’his own. Na-
turally each section retutped the feeling.

Moreover, he persis ently attended na-
tional gatherings of physicians, at a time

when most of the wise and great of our:

profession thought it best to hold aloof
from these meetings. Here he read pa-
pers or freely and frankly discussed the
papers read by others, and by his schol-
arship and bonhomme won hearts every-
where.

Spread through these four channels, I
think it is no exaggeration to say that
his always good influence over American
doctors and American medicine was
something never equalled in our profes-
sion.. Indeed, I doubt if any single man
has ever so deeply influenced any other
profession. Countless men who, like my-
self, had never been among his students,
were followed and helped individually by
him, no matter how widely separated
they and he might be.

I'he character of his own work, as a
teacher and practitioner of medicine,
combined the best traits of English and
German schools. He was the first Amer-
ican medical scholar, in an international
sense, the first medical: teacher who em-
bodied and kept abreast of medical pro-
gress in all the important medical cen-

With regard to public utilities the con-
ference made the following statement:

“The plan here proposed presents
greater difficulties in application to cer-
tain public utilities. than to competitive
industry. The continuous operation of
public v Tities is vital to public welfare:
As the capital invested is employed in
public use, so is the labor engaged in
public service, and the withdrawal of
either with the result of suspending
service makes the people the real vic-
tim.

“The conference believes that a plan
of tribunals or boards of adjustment and
industry should be applied to public
utilities, but in the adaptation of the
plan two problems present themselves:
First, governmental regulation of public
utilities is now usually confined to rates!
and services, The conference considers
that there must be some merging of
responsibility for regulation of rates and
services and the settlement of wages
and ‘conditions of labor. Such coerdina-
tion would give greater securjty to the
|public, to employee and to employer.
iSecond is the problem whether some
"method can be arrived at that will avert
2ll danger of interuption to services.
These matters require further consider-
ation before concrete proposals are put
forward.”

After declaring that the government
could not permit its functions, conduc-
ted in the interests of all the people, to
be interrupted by concerted cessation of
work, the conference further affirmed
that government employees econcerned
with the administration of justice or
the maintenance of public safety or pub-
lic order should not be permitted to
affiliate with any organization which
atthorized the use of -the strike. An
essential part of the application of these
principles, it was added, was the es-
 tablishment of tribunals to remedy
