At the same time, we fully admit the
right of any ccclesiastical or religious body
to make and enforce sfich spiritual penal-
ties as may be in accordance with its own
ruleg; but without impeaching or inter-
fering with the civil status of,the parties
concerned.

We do not desire to express any opinion
upon the civil Jaw. We leave that to our
final court of justice. But we would re-
mind you that decisions of various judges
have differed upon this question in the
province of Quebec. It is in the interest
of all our citizens to have the law clearly
defined.

Whatever may be the proper interpre-
tation of the existing law, it is of the
greatest importance that there should be
one uniform marriage law for the whole
dominion.

In conclusion, we urge upon all the duty
of safeguarding in every way the sanctity
of marriage, and we deprecate and deplore
all interference with legally sanctioned
family life as fraught, not only iwith in-
justice, humiliation and suffering to the
parties concerned, but as imperilling the
fundamental basis of our social system.

: EMPIRE DAY

Wednesay next will be Empire Day.
We in New Brunawmk still know it best
as Victoria Dax ;~observed in honor of the
great queen, but siffee the Dominion Edu-
cational Association agcepted.. the sug-
gestion of Hon. Mr. Ross, now Senator
Ross, to observe May 24th as Empire
Day, its observance has grown in favor
in other parts of the empire. The Cana-
dian Courier, in an article on the origin
of Empive Day, says it is estimated that
last year no less than thirteen and a half
millions of children joined in the celebra-
tion of the day, exercises being held in
over fifty thousand schools throughout the
empire, et

There is something very inspiring in the
thought that on this particular day the
children in widely separated countries have
their attention directed to imperial themes,
and are taught lessons in imperial patriot-
ism and loyalty. In no more fitting way
could the birthday of Queen Victoria be
celebrated from year to year. May 24th
as Empire Day is becoming an imperial
holiday; and, as a writer in the Canadian
Courier points out, the first impulse was
given to the movement by a Canadian wo-
man, Mrs. Fessenden ‘of Hamilton, whq
in 1808 persuaded the board of trustees
of that city to seét apart one afternoon in
each year for the ‘purpose of inculcating
patriotic sentiment. Bhe induced the
boards of London and Dundas to do the
same. The matter was taken up by the
Ontario minister of education, amd by the
Dominion Teachers’ Association, and fin-
ally May 24th was set apart as Empire
Day. With us in the lower provinces,
however, the day is a holiday, and the
exercises in the schools take p]nce the day
before.

It is believed that in this way not omly
will children be made familiar with the
sanitary principles which it is sought to
teach, but parents will be interested and
led to join in the campaign against the
pest. The “fiy-fighting committee” of the
American Civie Association sends literature
broad-cast, has a travelling fly exhibit,
and seeks the co-operation ‘of all agencles,
to the end that the breeding of flies may
bs prevented, and that where- they . are
permitted to exist all food products of-
fered for sale 'be proper'l); screened and
protected. ‘“‘Cleanliness,” 8ays the ‘secre-
tary, “is the beginning and end of the
house-fly problem.” New York and Bos-
ton have civic ordinances providing for
the screening from flies and dust:all food
that is offered for sale, and this rule ‘is
being adopted by other cities in: steadily
increasing numbers.

OTTAWA DEMAND
FOR INGINERATOR

‘A straight motlon to accept a tender
for the erection of a garbage incinerator
in Ottawa over which there has been so
much delay, will be presented to a spei-
ai meeting of the council there within the
next few days.

The principal matter under discussion

lat a meeting of the board of control re-

cently was the great increase in the num-
ber of outside privy vaults in the city. A
xeport from the board of health was the
cause of the meeting, and the board was
asked to take some steps to alleviate. tlte
nuisances and menaces to hea.lth There
are many districts in the city in which
there are no facilities for the erection of
inside closets in houses, and many where
the houses themselves are o small that
it is an impossibility to install them. The
board of health is anxious to put some idea
under way whereby the immediate neces-
sities can be improved. Several sugges-
tions are offered, dry earth closets sub-
ject to regular inspection by civie inspec-
tors, and another to have outdoor closets
flushed from the kitchens of the houses.

Many suggestions were given the con-
trollers regarding the alleviation of the
‘privy vault nuisance, and all were discus-
sed, but no final decision was arrived at.
The whole matter was left with Dr. Shir-
reff, who will institute inguiries in mhgr
cities as to how they have dealt with ﬂns
important matter.

Dr. Shirreff asked the hoard how long
it would be before there would he a wa-
ter supply in all parts of the city, so that
dmma.gt could be provided for closets.

“There are many houses in Ottawa now,
explained Mayor Hopewell, ‘“‘where even if

'{ there were drains and other modern facili-

ties, it would be impossible to install flush

! closets, for the reason that the houses are

too small to allow of putting closets in
I know of many instances of this
kind.”

Coal Industry in Nova Scotia
(Boston Globe))

More than $350,000,000 is invested in the
coal-mining industry of the Province of
Nova Scotia, and employment given to 17.-
000 persons. It is estimated that one-fifth
of the population of Nova Scotia is de-
pendent on this industry for a livelihood.

The Dominion Coal Company, the largest
producing coal mine in Canada, attained
the greatest output in its history in 1910
with a production of 3,537,000 tons, as com-
pared with 2,460,000 in 1909. Output of
Nova Scotia Steel & Coal Company in
1910 was 815,000 tons, comparing with 785,
000 tons in 1909.

The Dominion Coal Company’s shipment
up the St. Lawrence river during 1910 was
a record one, amounting to 1,310,172 {ons.
