Hughtown, Sicilly Islands, Dec. 14.— 
Late this afternoon, after a long 
search, Capt. Dow and Engineer Rowe, 
of the wrecked seven-masted American 
schooner Thomas W. Lawson, were 
seen alive on Helwetcher rock, to which 
they had clung for upwards of fifteen 
hours, the tremendous waves prevent­
ing them from making a landing.

A young man named Hicks plunged 
into the boiling seas and swam to thè 
rock, carrying a life line, by means of 
which he and the captain hauled back 
to the boat the engineer, who was prac­
tically uninjured. After assisting Capt. 
Dow, Hicks was able to reach the boat 
unaided, but the effort exhausted him, 
and the doctors ordered him to remain 
quiet to-night.

THE REFORMATIONFETTERMAN MURDER TRIAD?

Verdict of Murder Returned Against 
Wife of Victim—Recommended 

to Mercy. Winnipeg Minister Reviewed History 
of Church Union Agitation 

in Canada.

Macleod, Alb., Dec. 16.—The jury In 
the Fetterman murder trial was out 
for over two hours on Saturday and 
returned a verdict of guilty against 
Mrs. Fetterman charged with shooting i 
her husband with intent to kill. The 
jury, however, submitted a s>rong re­
commendation for mercy owing to the 
fact that the evidence was circum­
stantial, and that the woman had 
three children to look after. The ver­
dict was a surprise.

Winnipeg, Dec. 16.—“If the present 
negotiations for church union come to 
a successful termination the results 
will be farther reaching I believe than 
even confederation. The opportunity 
that presents itself to the Presbyterian 
Church of Canada to-day is not one 
that occurs once in a generation but 
it is the greatest that has been pre­
sented the church since the Reforma­
tion.”

This was the way Principal Patrick 
summed up the church union move­
ment in an address at Westminster 
church when he Reviewed the whole 
history of the agitation. He gave a 
clear idea to the large audience of 
what these changes would mean for 
Canadian Presbyterians.

The reports which have been pub­
lished in the press, said Dr. Patrick, 
had been of the most meagre descrip­
tion because only results had been fur­
nished them. Only a minister could 
construe them so as to gain any ade­
quate idea in regard to what was 
.really being done.

DISASTROUS FIRE
IN BEAUSFJOUR

Flames Made Clean Sweep of Several 
Buildings in Little Town- 

Damage $30,000.

Beausejoûr, Man., Dec. 16.—Fire 
broke out this mdrning in the Bqrger 
hotel and made a clean sweep of the 
Hotel Berger’s livery, barn and pool- 
room,, the Vass * livery barn, M addin’s 
general store and hardware establish­
ment, and also some smaller buildings.

Great efforts were put forth by the 
citizens to check the fiâmes and to save 
the adjoining buildings. The absence 
of fire protection, however, left con­
siderable property at the mercy of the 
flames. The fire is said to have origin­
ated in the furnace room of the hotel.

The house is a complete loss, with all 
the furniture, but several buggies and 
cutters were saved from the stable. 
Thirty head of horses were also saved 
from the livery barn. The loss is about 
$30,000.

FRUIT CULTIVATION
IN OKANAGAN

C. P. R. Superintendent Reports Re­
markable Progress-Great Ir­

rigation Project in Alberta

Winnipeg, Man., Dec. 16.—R. R. 
Jamieson, general superintendent of the 
central division of the C. P. R., arrived 
in the city yesterday from Calgary. 
During the past two weeks Mr. Jamie­
son has been on a vacation in the 
Okanagan valley, where he says re­
markable progress is being made in the 
cultivation of fruit. The general situ- 
tion in Alberta is very favorable.

One of the large ranchers of the pro­
vince whd came east with Mr. Jamie­
son said that there was an abundance 
of water in the sloughs, much hay had 
been cut during the season,. and the 
cattle were in good condition. Work on 
the irrigation project of the C. P. R., 
the largest of its kind on the continent, 
is proceeding satisfactorily. Several 
farmers used the irrigation Water last 
summer, but only in an experimental 
way. Next year the water will be 
available for a large number, and will 
be used In ordinary agricultural oper­
ations.

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GRUESOME EJND 
IN THE PARK

C. WALLER VICTIM OF
FINANCIAL PANIC

Body of Wealthy Suicide, Missing 
for a Week, Discovered by 

Accident Yesterday

From Monday’s Daily.
The mystery surrounding the disap­

pearance of C. Waller, a wealthy Eng­
lishman who came here four weeks ago 
from San Diego, Cal., was cleared up 
yesterday morning when his body was 
discovered by William Dennison lying 
in a clump of bushes at Beacon Hill 
park with a 32-calibre revolver in the 
right hand and bullet wounds in the 
abdomen and head. Dennison’s grue­
some find revealed the sixth local sui­
cide of the past month and the first 
tragedy in this city that can be traced 
to the far-reaching effects of the recent 
financial panic in the United States.

Waller disappeared on Saturday last 
and the city police were at once notified 
by his sist 
520 Menzies street. It was known that 
Waller had been affected by the 
rency situation and that he had been 
unable to negotiate cheques on his San 
Diego bank and, although his loss had 
been slight, the fact that he had been 
much perturbed during the last couple 
of weeks .caused his sister some appre­
hension. " All efforts failed to trace him 
during the week and the solution of his 
disappearance resulted through a mere 
chance.

William Dennison, an employe of 
Prior & Co., while taking a walk in the 
park yesterday morning, strayed along 
an unfrequented path leading into the 
bushes near the bear pits. Hef caîne 
upon Waller lying over a mound of 
earth, with a bullet wound in his fore­
head and another in his abdomen, while 
his right thumb was stuck through the 
guard of a small revolver. The police 
were kt once notified and the body was 
brought into the city.

From all appearances Waller must 
have killed himself a week ago. prob­
ably on Saturday last, the day that he 
was reported to be missing. The man 
was wearing two vests and was dressed 
in a Norfolk suit. He had evidently 
unbuttoned his jacket, raised his vests 
and deliberately shot himself in the 
abdomen, as there were no holes In his 
clothing. Failing to end his life by 
this act, he had raised the revolver to 
his head and fired between his eyes. 
Four empty cartridges were found in 
the weapon.

While no message has yet been found 
among the dead man’s belongings 
which would indicate premeditation of 
his rash deed, there is little doubt that 
Waller took his own life. He had been 
somewhat troubled through the failure 
of a bank in which he was a depositor, 
but it is said that he was a compar­
atively small loser in this instance and 
was more concerned about other finan­
cial matters, none of which, however, 
had resulted disastrously up to the 
time of his disappearance.

Waller was a middle-aged English­
man and had spent several years in 
California, living on his means. He 
came to this ciy a month ago and was 
negotiating for the purchase of Mrs. 
Dunsmuir’s property at the corner of 
Menzies and Quebec streets, where he 
resided with his sister, Mrs. Bell. Mrs. 
Bell came from Australia a short time 
ago to join him here.

ADOPTED PLATFORM 
0E SOCIALISM

Decision of Alberta Unions and 
Farmers’ Society in Convention 

at Calgary.

Calgary, Alb., Dec. 16.—After a lively

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CHURCH RIGHTS 
TRAMPLED ON

POPE PHIS DEALT
WITH IMPIOUS ATTACKS

Alluded to Disastrous Propaganda 
in Bosom of Catholicism- 

New Cordinals Created

Rome, Dec. 16— Pope Pius X to-day 
l^eld a secret consistory in the Vatican 
in which he created four new cardinals 
and preconised several bishoprics.

The new cardinals appointed are Mon- 
I signor Pietro Gasparrs, secretary of 
the Congregation of Extraordinary Ec­
clesiastical affairs; Monsignor Delai, 
secretary of the congregation of the 
council; Monsignor Ludovic Henry 
Lucon. archbishop of Rheims, and 
Monsignor Paul Pierre Andeu, arch­
bishop of Marseilles.

The Pope made the official announce­
ment of the appointment of Monsignor 
Kennedy, rector of the American col­
lege here to be titular bishop of 
Adrianapolis, and the appointment of 
Monsignor Dennis O’Connell, rector of 
the Catholic' University at Washing­
ton to be titular bishop of Sebaste.

The Pope delivered an elocution in 
which he made reference to the. ten­
acious persecution of the Redeemer 
and said that his church has been at­
tacked from all sides in a warfb.ro 
open or dissimulated. The rights and 
laws of the church had been trampled 
on even by those who should safe­
guard them, and the impious and vul­
gar press had fought her even to the 
extent of disturbing the public. The 
Pontiff cited the recent disorders in. 
Italy.

To this must be added, he continued, 
the disastrous propaganda in the 
bosom of Catholicism itself, which is 
being carried on by modernists whor 
disdain Jhe y,ntifical authority, and 
desire themselves authoritatively to 
.sanction a new faith and a conscience. 
If the Modernists would enlist them­
selves frankly among the enemies of 
the church this evil would be less; as 
it is, they proclaim themselves Catho­
lics, partake of the sacrament and cele­
brate mass. Fulfilling his apostolic 
duty, the Pope said he had adopted, 
against the Modernists such measures 
as were necessary, striving particular­
ly to save young clergymen from per­
version.

The conclusion of the elocution reads:' 
“The episcopacy has accepted the 
papal directions with eagerness and 
has applied them with zeal, but the 
Modernists persevere in their rebellion 
and give manifest proof of their atti­
tude even in the press. May God en­
lighten these misled ones.”

DESTITUTE FAMILY. *

Winnipeg, Man., Dec. 10.—A sad case 
of poverty and destitution has been re­
ported to the police in which a family 
of six appear to have suffered ex­
tremely. Stanley Vishnegki, his wife 
and four children, the eldest being a 
girl only 12 years of age, have been 
living for some time past in two dingy 
rooms over a store on Scotland avenue. 
The family only occupied the one room. 
There was no furniture of any kind! 
and the room was empty, but for ai 
mattress. On the mattress were noi 
clothes of any kind, and there wag noti 
a scrap of food in the house.

The father stated his wife had been 
sick and unable to procure proper food 
for the children. The case will be ret 
ported to the city officer and investi-# 
gated.

WINNIPEG'S BALMY WEATHER.

Winnipeg, Dec. 14.—The gras» plot* 
immediately in front of the Canadian 
depot shows up almost as green as a 
day in late spring, and the peculiar!

The balmy weather enjoyed by Win­
nipeg and the west, so far this winter, 
has been the source of animated com­
ment among the old-timers of Winni­
peg. They differ somewhat as to pre­
vious “open” winters, but readily agree 
that all sings point to a continued mild 
winter in the whole north land.

WESTERN EUROPE

Salient Feature of Her Climate is 
Perfection of Summers and 

Autumns.

Ottawa, Ont., Dec. 16.—In an address 
before the Canadian Club on. Saturday, 
R. F. Stupart, of the meteorological of­
fice, Toronto, gave a comprehensive de­
scription of the climate of Canada.

He said that while Europeans 
thought Canada was a northerly 
country, Ottawa was further south 
than Venice, Toronto is 550 miles south 
of London, and Winnipeg about 100 
miles south. The mildest winters in 
Canada are in southern Alberta.

Of the country, lying between Lakes 
Athabasca, Slave and Hudson Bay, Mr. 
Stupart is dubious as to whether it 
could ever be used for agricultural 
purposes. At Fort Churchill the mean 
temperature of June is no higher than 
that of McLeod for April, and the mean 
for July is not as high as in the Mack­
enzie river at the Arctic circle.”

Along other items in the address 
were statements that one inch of rain 
means 72,000 tons per square mile. A?1 
Canada was favored with more sun­
shine than any portion of Great Brit­
ain, Germany, Holland, or Northern 
France. The summer percentage of 
the Dominion was between 54 and 59 
while in southernmost England the 
percentage was generally between 25 
and ^5., The salient feature of Can­
ada’s climate, Mr. Stupart said was 
not the cold of winter but the perfec­
tion of the summers and autumns.

FIRE IN MACLEOD.

MacLeod Station, Alb., Dec. 16.—Fire 
broke out in a vacant building which 
was partly burned last August, and it 
seems from the way it was burning, aud 
the fact that the fire started at four 
o’clock in the morning, that It was in­
cendiary. The flames spread to a Chi­
nese laundry and totally destroyed it, 
together with a building occupied by 
some Chinese as a store.

Chow Sam, a naturalized Chinaman, 
who keeps a restaurant and store, was 
forced to remove his goods into the 
street. W. P. Lippardt, jeweller, and 
D. A. Bain, tailor, also had their goods 
ready to remove as they were in danger 
of being burned out, but the firemen 
got the flames under control, and these 
merchants and others who were in 
danger were able to save their places.

LADIES UNCOVERED IN CHURCH.

Winnipeg, Man., Dec. 16.—With 
scarcely an exception, hats worn by the 
women attending the Central Congre­
gational church were removed last 
evening. In fact they were taken off 
in many cases before Rev. Mr. Gordon 
made the request, just proir to the ser­
mon. There was a little stir while hat 
pins were being removed, and people 
settled into their places, but otherwise 
there was no confusion, and apparently 
all present were quite willing to com­
ply with the suggestion. The church 
was crowded, seats having'to be im­
provised on the gallery Steps.

The belted sides of each armor-clad 
ehip fairly studded to-day with the 
press of heavy stores and ammunition, 
while decks resounded with the foot­
falls of a thousand men in quarters.

President Roosevelt, accompanied by 
a party of guests came down from 
Washington on the naval yacht May­
flower* The Mayflower arrived at Old 
Point Comfort at 8:10 o’clock this 
morning, the arrival being announced 
by the firing of the national salute of 
21 guns from the fleet. When the re­
sulting veil of powder had lifted from 
he ships, the Mayflower proceeded to 
rchor in the very centre of the fleet.
There followed a brief reception on 

board, the president having a farewell 
message for the admirals and the 16 
commanding officers who are taking 
ihe ships through Magellan to San 
Francisco. At the conclusion of the 
meeting on the Mayflower’s quarter­
deck. President Roosevelt shook each 
officer cordially by the hand and as 
they went over the side he bade them 
an official adieu. Then for a journey of 
nearly 10 miles the president, as com- 
mander-in-chief of the American army 
and navy, led the long line of battle­
ships out. Into Chesapeake Bay. They 
followed his flag to Thimble Shoal light 
just five miles inside the capes where 
the Mayflower 
dropped her anchor for the final re­
view. As a naval pageant review 
and departure of the fleet to-day was 
the most notable in American history. 
There have been several presidential 
reviews of the Atlantic fleet during the 
past eighteen months, but in these in­
stances the great ships were lying at 
anchor chains, while the reviewing 
yacht passed up and down their lines. 
To-day the fleet was outward bound on 
a cruise, wbich. as the president him­
self expressed it. “No fleet of such a 
size has ever before undertaken.”

Guns which have voiced welcome to 
the president upon his arrival in 
Hampton Roads uttered a good-bye 
tribute as they passed the Mayflower 
outward bound.

The fleet passed out in single column, 
ihe big government builf Connecticut 
flagship of Admiral Evans, leading the 
way. The vessels were a hundred 
yards apart and from the Connecticut 
to the Kentucky, which brought up the 
rear, the line reached a distance of 
more than four miles,

The schooner turned turtle during the 
night and is now floating bottom up.

Three dead bodies have been found 
off Annette Island, an uninhabited 
island off the Scilly group.

Great Seas Running.

The sole survivor, who has beefi land­
ed at St. Agnes by the lifeboat from 
there, is only partly conscious. Dis­
tress signals were heard at the Bishop 
Rock lighthouse at 4 o’clock yesterday 
afternoon. Two lifeboats at once put 
off and found the Thomas W. Lawson 
anchored in a dangerous position.

Great seas were running, and the 
lifeboats, although they stood by for 
several hours, were unable to render 
any assistance. At the request of the 
captain of the Lawson the St. Mary’s 
lifeboats, masts of which had been 
broken off in attempting to rescue the 
crew, put back with the purpose of 
telegraphing for a tug to come to her 
assistance.

Ottawa, Dec. 6.—In the course of his 
remarks in the debate on the speech 
from the throne, Mr. Fielding gave 
pome illuminating information on the 
progress of the post office department 
Fmce the accession of the Liberal party 
to power, contrasting the showing made 
by the two parties. This is so marked 
that the portion of the speech dealing 
with the subject might well be perused 
by thoughtful students of public af- 

r fairs. The finance minister said:
hon. friend (the leader of the op- 

jL^uton) made some references to the 
' n,t office department which calls for 
a passing notice. He said that he had 
just been out West, and had discovered 
That the postal service there, and he 
believed generally, was in a very in­
efficient condition. Well, if the service 
which is rendered to-day be inefficient, 
in heaven’s name what must have been 
the condition in 1896? There is no de­
partment of the government which has 
done more to improve the facilities and 
convenience of the Canadian people. I 
do not say that it has done all it could.
In the speech from the throne, we have 
the declaration that the 
which have been accumulating in that 
department should and will be paid in 
securing more liberal accommodation 
for the people. But let us not omit to 
take notice of the tremendous progress 
which has been made.

“in 1893 or 1894, the hon. member for 
North Toronto (Mr. Foster) will re­
member that in one of his budget 
speeches he said that some portion of 
the Canadian people were clamoring for 
a two-cent instead of a three-cent rate, 
but that the country could not afford it. 
And so long as the hon. gentleman (Mr. 
Foster) remained in power the country 
did not afford it.

“What was the condition of the post 
office department at the close of the 
last year of Conservative administra­
tion? There was a deficit of about 
$650,000 on that year’s operations, and 
there were accumulations of deficits of 
former years to an amount somewhat 
in excess of $650,000; and a vote had to 
be taken to clean out the old account 
and pay off the old deficits. But in 1896 
these hon. gentlemen, who are supposed 
to possess in such an extraordinary de­
gree the instinct of government, had 
to give place to other men. What then 
happened?

“ have already told you that there 
k accumulated deficit in 1896 be- 

p'Mw'a. deficit for the year. But what 
has been the result since? In 1907, in­
stead of a deficit of $600,000 in the year 
and a three-cent rate, we have a two- 
cent rate in all Canada, we have re­
duced postage to the old country, we 
have reductions all around, and yet, at 
the close of the last year, the post 
office department shows a surplus on 
the year of $1,440,000. That in itself is 
something to the proud of.

“But that is not the whole record, 
Turn now to the question of accommo­
dation.
that the accommodation provided for 
the people by the post office depart­
ment is entirely insufficient. Well, if it 
is insufficient, we will take precious 
good care that a more liberal policy is 
adopted in the future. But what are 
the facts?

“In 1896 there were 9,103 post offices in 
Canada; in 1907 there were 11,377 post 
offices in Canada. In 1896, the number 
of postal notes and money order offices 
was 1,310, and in 1907 the number was 
9,091. In 1896 the post office savings 
hanks numbered 755, and last year the 
number was 1.043. I will not detain the 
House with further figures, though I 
could give similar comparisons with re­
gard to the miles of travel, the number 
of letters carried, the number of arti­
cles carried and so on. But I think the 
figures I have given are enough for the 
purpose. If the hon. gentleman finds 
that the post office accomodation for 
the people in insufficient to-day, what 
must have been the condition of -the 
country in 1896 in.the light of the fig­
ures I have given?”

Mr. Fielding cleverly turned the 
tables on the leader of the opposition 
with regard to the Quebec bridge. He 
said:

“My hon. friend the leader of the op­
position had something to say about 
the Quebec bridge, and he said it had 
always been a marvel to everybody that 
this government had made arrange­
ment with a company to build the Que­
bec bridge. A marvel to everybody! 
Nobody could understand it! It was not 
a marvel to the hon. gentleman on Oc­
tober 22nd, 1903, when the record of this 
parliament shows that on that day the 
project to which he refers was brought 
into this House and when the hon. 
gentleman allowed it to pass without a 
single word of complaint.

“It passed unanimously. It became an 
expression of the whole parliament of 
t'anada and not of this government 
only. Then the hon. gentleman went 
down to Quebec and at a public ban­
quet that was given to him there he 
took credit to himself for co-operating 
with this government in bringing about 
the construction of the Quebec bridge. 
"Well, the bridge, of course, has gone 
down, and we can all be wise after the 
event. My hon. friend has discovered 
that he marvelled much, but the re­
cord shows that he did not marvel 
when the act passed.

“I want to warn my hon. friend 
ü gainst this weakness that he has of 
tiMowing things to pass without oppo­
sition-very often supporting them— 
g"ing out and taking credit for them, 

l ar*M then, when something unexpected 
happens, turning around and condemn­
ing the government for the thing he 
supported. I think my horn friend 
should guard against that.”

Pekin, Dec. 13.—The officials of Shan 
Si province, where tH» ®»kin syndicate 
has its many concessions, have express­
ed their willingness to buy out the syn­
dicate for 2,500,000 taels, explaining at 
the same time that this amount is 15 
times more than the syndicate has ever 
invented in the province

The syndicate values its concessions 
at 10,000,000 taels, and contends that, it 
should be compensated for the balance.

The claim of the Pekin syndicate, a 
British corporation, holding the largest 
concessions China has ever granted, 
arises from the efforts of the provin­
cial authorities of Shan Si to have 
these concessions rescinded.

The pressure which is being exerted 
upon the Chinese government by the 
presence of a British fleet off Kwang 
Tung is beneficial to British interests, 
and at the same time it is increasing 
the unpopularity of the provincial au­
thorities of Shan Si. These latter have 
come to expect nothing from the cen­
tral government.

The latest mails from Indo-China, re­
ceived by the steamer Shawmut to-day, 
bring the details of the ceremonies at­
tending the Installation of Duy-Tan as 
King of Annam. This new sovereign 
succeeds Than-Tai, who was recently 
deposed after having committed a num­
ber of shocking outrages, for which, 
however, he is not considered respons­
ible, it being generally admitted that 
he is absolutely and hopelessly insane.

His Majesty Duy-Tan, who is barely 
eight years of age, was full of amaze­
ment as he passed through the various 
stages of the process by which he was 
established upon his throne.

His eyes opened very wide when M. 
Beau, the governor-general of Indo- 
China, paid his respects to him and de­
livered a long address to him, in which 
he told with what satisfaction France 
would hear of his assumption of the 
Annamite sceptre.

“I offer to your Majesty,” said the 
governor-general, “the most sincere 
good wishes of the government of the 
French republic. The name by which 
you will be known to the world, ‘Duy- 
Tan,’ has been most felicitously chosen, 
and promises well for the happiness of 
your people. ‘Duy-Tan!’ These two 
words designate you as the friend of 
reform.”

The poor little king was quite mysti­
fied with this grandiloquence, and more 
bf the same sort which came from the 
lips of the governor-general. It was 
news, to him that he was a friend of 
reform.

The survey canoe was piloted by

dangerous current, with which he w^s 
familiar, having passed it successfully 
on several occaions in his own canoe 
alone. Dick, however, did not acknowl­
edge the advantage of delay, although 
the sun was in full blaze on the water 
in front, so that accurate vision 
considerably discounted. As Mr. Mc­
Naughton was only a passenger, he 
yielded to the Indian’s judgment. But 
feeling that there was a considerable 
element of danger in the voyage, he 
advised the men to divest themselves 
of heavy boots and clothes.

“We did not go over half a mile from 
where I said this word until we struck 
a rock and were all in the water,” said 
Mr. McNaughton.

Of what happened subseqnently it is 
sufficient to say that McNaughton and 
Evans found themselves footing to­
gether in a deep canyon, whose per­
pendicular sides were insurmountable, 
and they had to fight their way six 
miles further down the river before 
they found a way of escape. The point 
where they landed was ninety-six miles 
from Fort George, the nearest point of 
succor, and after enduring hardships 
which only experienced woodsmen could 
withstand they succeeded in reaching 
the port. During their journey through 
the woods they were for three days 
without food other .than one partridge, 
which McNaughton chanced to kill with 
a stick.

Mr. McNaughton has had a life ex­
perience in the lumber woods of Cana­
da. He was reared on the Ottawa river 
and logged and cruised in the Lake 
Temaskaming district for the late Hon. 
Peter White and others years "ago. He 
was one of the three hundred odd Cana­
dian voyagers who joined Wolsey’s ex­
pedition from Ottawa for the relief of 
Gordon in Khartoum, and holds medals 
for this service. This expedition left — 
Halifax on the steamer Ocean King in 
October. 1884. Among the men who rep­
resented Canada in this famous service 
Mr. McNaughton recalls Tom Maloney 
of Revel stoke, John Pratt of Golden 
and Tom White, who afterwards be­
came a C. P. R. conductor at Winnipeg. 
“Big Bill” Galligher. who now repre­
sents a British Columbia constituency 
in the Dominion house, was also one of 
the number.

Mr. McNaughton purposes to go into’ 
the upper Fraser country again this 
winter to continue his explorations for, 
timber.

The vital thing is 
that the trip is intended as a demon­
stration of the ability of the United 
States to defend all parts of her coasts, 
west as well as east, against a possi­
bility of invasion. There is but one 
power in the world that is likely in tly 
present stage of human progress to 
menace the western coast of America. 
That power ,is of course Japan. Diplo­
matically the relations between the 
United States and the only exclusively 
Asiatic power possessing a fleet are 
of the most cordial character. Each 
nation expresses on paper its very sin­
cere admiration for and anxiety to cul­
tivate the good graces of the other. But 
diplomatic exchanges do not invari­
ably express the sentiments of nations. 
An overwhelming public sentiment may 
force statesmen into situations of which 
they distinctly disapprove. The United 
States hag been forced against all the 
traditions of the nation to enter into 
the business of colonial expansion. All 
lier colonies are in the Pacific Ocean. 
These possessions are not likely to ex­
cite the ambitions of any other nation 
than Japan. The Japanese, being 
essentially an insular people, may some 
day, if they continue their process of 
expansion, let their covetous eyes rest 
upon the Philippines as strategically a 
portion of their natural empire. Pos­
sibly they may consider the Hawaiian 
Islands in a similar-light. Consequently 
the expedition of the American fleet 
may be taken as a quiet and inoffensive 
intimation' op the part of the United 
States that what she has gained she 
intends to hold even against the forces 
of manifest destiny. The Philippines 
and the Hawaiian Islands are rapidly 
filling up with Orientals, principally 
Japanese. The Americans in Hawaii 
have intimated that they cannot get 
along and increase in wealth lacking 
the presence of Orientals. So that, all 
things considered, the dispatch of the 
American fleet is full of significance 
It may protend much for the 
future balance of the world. It Is 
not likely the whole of the squadron 
will go back to the place from whence 
it came. We do not mean that any of 
the ships will come to grief as a result 
of evil weather or defective seaman­
ship, but that, the political conditions 
considered, the Pacific is the ocean in 
which the services of American ships 
are most likely to be in demand. Or 
probably it would be more correct to 
say, the Pacific is the ocean upon 
which their, moral effect will be most 
salutary. There is very little probabil­
ity of the United States being attacked 
by a Europeon power. Japan is a na­
tion in which a spirit has been engend­
ered which does not fear any power. 
The Pacific is the only ocean in which 
the United States is vulnerable. It is a 
recognition of these facts which has 
prompted the expedition of Admiral 
Evans.

Ottawa, Dec. 16.—Ralph Smith, P., 

Nanaimo, moved in the House of Com­
mons to-day “that steps should be 
taken to restrict the influx of Oriental 
immigrants into Canada. Inasmuch as 
the policy of the government concern­
ing Chinese immigration has proved 
entirely satisfactory, a definite policy 
should be immediately put into opera­
tion looking to the accomplishment of 
equally satisfactory results with regard 
to all other Oriental immigrants.”

Mr. Smith spoke at length, ably and 
eloquently, on the whole subject. “The 
question,” he said, “was. not a pro­
vincial one but a Canadian one. What 
was bad for British Columbia was bad 
for Canada, and what was bad for 
Canada was bad for the empire. To 
understand the Oriental question it had 
to be studied on the spot. Eastern men 
who xVere opposed to exclusion" became 
converts after visiting British Colum­
bia.

“It is generally said that the -preju­
dice is all on the one side, that of 
Occidental against Oriental, but race 
prejudice was stronger among the Ori­
ental than among the occidental. The 
question was not only a local one, but 
was a Canadian and international one 
as well.”

He was willing to look at it from 
all sides as well as the local one.

What Weak­
ened one link in the chain of the em­
pire weakened all. He had no belief 
in the military invasion of Canada, but 
the labor invasion was within reacn.

Record of Wheat Transported by 
Vessels from Head of 

Great Lakes.

United Kingdom Swept by Gales • 
River Thames Overflows Its 

Banks-Rising Rapidly

Winnipeg, Man., Dec. 13.—With the 
close of navigation on Tuesday came 
the announcement that 20,093,363 bush­
els of what had been shipped by vessels 
from the head of the lakes during the 
season, which began officially on Sep­
tember 1st, but as a matter of fact not 
actually until September 21st. This out­
ward movement was not all the crop of 
1907, as a considerable amount of the 
crop of 1908 was on hand when the 
new season opened, and a portion at 
least must have been shipped out in 
the latter part of September and the 
begininng of October, but the bulk of 
the movement was new crop.

When the lateness of the season is 
considered and the delay occasioned by 
money stringency allowed for, it is 
most gratifying to find that shipments 
of wheat have come within 500,000 
bushels of those for the corresponding 
period of last year, when the season 
opened promptly on September 1st, and 
there was a heavy rush of wheat dur­
ing the whole of the month as well as 
during October and November. This 
year the receipts of wheat ^pere not 
heavy until October 21st.

During the month of November 12,788 
cars passed inspection at Winnipeg, 
against 10.018 for November, 1906.

London, Dec. .14.—The fierce gales 
which have raged on the coasts of the 
United Kingdom for the past few days 
show little signs of abating, and the 
heavy rains have flooded almost all the 
interior low lands, 
generally is much hampered. The har­
bors and bays are crowded with vessels 
that have run in for shelter, 
have been many small wrecks, but out­
side the loss of the American schooner 
Thomas W. Lawson, the fatalities thus 
far reported are not numerous.

The most serious wreck happened 
near Sheerness this morning. The cut­
ter gunboad Speedwell was struck by 
a heavy sea and went down. There 
were thirteen liberty men aboard at the- 
tfme, and only five of them were res­
cued.

The entire Thames valley is a huge 
lake. The river is out of its banks and 
is rising rapidly.

CASE IS IN COURT NINETIETH BIRTHDAY

E. & N. Railway Company Take 
Action Under the Provincial Act

A Presentation Will be Made To­
morrow to Honored Clergy­

man of This City
j

to Claim Possession

MAGISTRATE DID 
NOT GIVE DECISION From Monday’s Daily.

To-morrow, the 17th inst., one of the 
most prominent local celebrities and 
one of the Dominion’s leading divines, 
Right Reverend Bishop Cridge, will be 
the recipient of a shower of congratula­
tions upon the attainment of his nine­
tieth year. A committee from his 
church, the Reformed Episcopal, will 
present him with an address expressing 
the well-wishes and congratulations of 
numerous citizens who have embraced 
the opportunity to sign it.

The reverend gentleman, who, al­
though already well beyond the allotted 
three score years and ten, enjdyg the 
best of health, has been identified with 
the growth of the Protestant church in 
British Columbia since the year 1855, 
when he first came to Victoria from 
Devon, England. Upon completing a 
trip of six months’ duration from Eng­
land, by way of the Sandwich Islands, 
Bishop Cridge was appointed chaplain

From Monday’s Daily.
The case brought by the E. & N. 

Railway Company against Mrs. Fid- 
dick was opened this morning in the 
Supreme court, with Chief Justice 
Hunter on the bench.

There was some show of popular in­
terest in the case, quite a few specta­
tors being in attendance. But there was 
nothing very satisfying popularly in 
the nature of the proceedings, which 
were given almost exclusively to a dis­
cussion of dry technicalities touching 
the admission of documents in evidence 
and the proprieties of procedure in con­
nection therewith.

E. V. Bodwell, K. C., and A. L. Lux- 
ton, K. C„ appeared for the plaintiff 
company, and L. G. McPhlllips, associ­
ated with Wooten & Go ward, for the 
defence.

This case involves the determination 
of settlers’ rights to minerals on their 
lands under the Settlers’ Rights Act. It 
was occasioned indirectly by the pur­
chase of a certain coal property on the 
Fiddick farm, nçar Wellington, by 
John Arbuthnot and others who are 
now mining there, and against whom 
an injunction was applied for and dis­
allowed. The railway company con­
tends that the coal is not included in 
the grants under which the settlers got 
their lands, and that consequently they 
have no right to dispose of the same.

Certain documents, including the 
order irt council, incorporating the rail­
way company, were put in evidence by 
Mr. Bodwell, and Wm. Gore, formerly 
deputy minister of lands and works, 
was examined in connection therewith. 
He testified that the lands in question 
were included in the reserve made in 
1873 for railway purposes. After the 
passing of the Railway Act the pro­
vince acted as the agent for the lands, 
until they were patented to the rail­
way company. Prior to the reserve of 
1873, 86,343 acres of land within the 
railway belt were disposed of.

Mr. McPhillips submitted the crown 
grant issued by the province to Mrs. 
Fiddick in 1905, and there was some 
dispute on technicalities concerning its 
admission. This crown grant was sign­
ed by F. J. Fulton, chief commissioner 
of lands and works.

George Courtney, formerly traffic 
manager of the E. & ^ was called by 
the plaintiff to prove that there 
transfer connection between the .island 
line and the Canadian Pacific since 1900, 
the purpose of this point being to show 
that the E. & M. was subject to federal 
legislation during this period.

Cross-examination was made by Mr. 
McPhillips to show that this transfer 
of freight between the railways 
made under an agreement which was 
of a common character in railway busi­
ness.

Mr. Bodwell produced documents set­
ting forth the grounds on which the 
Fiddick crown grant was issued, and 
considerable dispute ensued as to the 
purport and propriety of this evidence.

The case is being continued this af­
ternoon, it being^intimated that 
her of witnesses would be called on 
both sides.

Judgment Reserved in' Case Taken 
Against the Dallas Hotel 

for Violating Law /

From Monday’s Daily.
Judgment has not yet been given in 

the case taken against the Dallas 
hotel for selling liquor on Sunday con­
trary to the Liquor Act. The evidence 
for the prosecution was given this 
morning, but the defence contented it­
self with an application for a dismissal 
without putting in any evidence.

The circumstances In connection with 
the case are well known to Times read­
ers. The offence is alleged to have 
been committed several weeks ago, the 
liquor being sold to Wm. Lang.

This morning Mr. Lang gave evi­
dence, but could remember little of 
what took place.

Dr. Hall told of the condition of Mr. 
Lang while at the hospital, where he 
was taken.

The evidence of Mr. McLean, who 
had been in the hotel on the day in 
question, gave occasion to provoke 
some sharp passages between W. 
Moresby, representing the defendants, 
and Chief Langley, who had charge of 
the prosecution.

Mr. Moresby objected on several oc­
casions to the chief’s manner of ques­
tioning his own witness. He intimated 
that he was treating him as though 
under cross-examination. The style of 
the chief alone was objectionable.

The chief took serious objection to 
the construction put upon his question­
ing. He said he was but doing his 
duty as a public prosecutor, and should 
not be subjected to such insinuations 
as had been used against him. He was 
but carrying out the instructions of 
those who got the evidence.

Mr. McLean in his evidence said he 
had got brandy and port wine in the 
bar of the Dallas and taken it to Mr. 
Lang’s room, but he did not take it. It 

'was thrown away.
In reply to Mr. Moresby witness said 

the chief had tbld bins th^t if the case 
was won by Ufe ptosêcutîOn he would 
probably get about $2.50. If the other 
side won he would probably get only 
15 cen.ts.

In reply to Chief Langley witness was 
made to expalin this fully, which 
to the effect that when witness had 
become anxious to know what fees were 
to be paid, Chief Langley had said that 
under the criminal code only about 75 
cents would be paid if the case 
lost. If the prosecution succeeded and 
the defendant had to pay costs, proba­
bly about $2.50 a day might be charged 
as witness fees.

Mr. Moresby, on the completion of 
the case for the prosecution, applied to 
have it dismissed, arguing that It had 
not brfen shown who were the holders 
of the license for the hotel, an essential 
feature of the case.

He also raised the point that 
Lang, under the law, was a guest at 
the hotel, as he was registered and had 
a room. He was therefore entitled to 
receive liquor on Sunday.

A third point taken was that the new 
by-law of the city was defective, inas­
much as .it did not cover such a case 
as this. Licensed premises under the 
new by-law, he held, only apply to the 
barroom and a billiard room attached. 
The liquor, according to the contention 
of the other side, was not consumed in 
the barroom, and therefore 
could be established according to the 
charge laid.

Magistrate Jay reserved his judgment 
in order to look into the points raised.

Throughout his long and useful life 
Bishop Cridge has won and held the 
respect of all who have been honored 
by his acquaintance. His ninetieth 
birthday is an event of importance, not 
only In his own life, but in the history 
of the city. He attains it serenely, 
joying the evening of his career in the 
retreat of his home.

In consequence of the regrettable In­
disposition of Miss Cridge, no formal 
reception will be tendered to-morrow, 
but Bishop Cridge will be pleased to 
see all friends desirous of expressing 
their congratulations on 
event at his residence to-morrow after­
noon.

Mr. Clay outlined the early years of 
young Howe, alluding to the fact that 
at thirteen years of age he had begun 
the serious work of life by joining the 
staff of the Royal Gazette as a printer. 
During the next ten years the future 
statesman by reading much and writ­
ing a little laid the foundation of that 
masterly style which afterwards gave 
to state documents from his pen the 
raciness and fascination of fiction. His 
poem on “Melville Island,” once a mili­
tary prison in the northwest arm of 
Halifax harbor, was written at that 
early period and attracted general at- r 
tention.

From the time when Howe pur­
chased the Nova Scotian he commenced 
his campaign for reform, for respon­
sible government and release from the 
then prevailing system of a govern­
ment for the few and by the few, a 
condition intolerable to a man of 
Howe’s Independent mode of thought 
and wide sympathies. The feeling of 
discontent, against existing conditions 
had been daily growing and Howe, in 
the columns of the Nova Scotian, threw 
himself into the movement for reform 
with an enthusiasm and effectiveness 
which ultimately was crowned with 
complete success, but not until his 
political enemies had done their utmost 
to overcome him.

His triumphant acquittal on a 
charge of criminal libel, which he de­
fended himself, was a ‘notable victory 
and resulted in his being elected to the 
house of assembly to represent the city 
and county of Halifax. At once he 
took a leading part in debate, showing 
a vast and accurate knowledge, splen­
did courage, indomitable energy and a 
rare diplomacy. His most notable 
achievement during the first session 
was the proposing of a series of twelve 
resolutions setting forth the grievances 
of the people and securing their adop­
tion, and their transmission as part of 
an address to the crown.

With characteristic foresight Howe, 
from the very first, recognized Lhe im­
portance of railroads for the province. 
It was due to his efforts that the very 
year in which responsible government 
was secured the line for a railroad was 
surveyed from Halifax to Windsor. 
Howe was sent to England to interest 
the people of the old country in the 
resources of the colony and he suc­
ceeded so well that financial support 
was forthcoming and ultimately the T. 
C. R. was commenced.

As an evidence of Howe's farsighted­
ness and belief in the future greatness 
of British North America, and par­
ticularly of the West, his words at a 
meeting at Halifax at this time seemed 
almost inspired. He said:

“Throwing aside the more bleak and 
inhospitable regions, we have a mag­
nificent country between Canada and 
the Pacific, out of which five or six 
noble provinces may be formed, larger 
than any we have and presenting to 
the hand of industry, and to the eye 
of speculation, every variety of soil, 
climate and resources. With such a 
territory as this to overrun, organize 
and improve, think you that we shall 
stop even at the western bounds of 
Canada? Or even at the shores of the 
Pacific?

“Vancouver island, with its vast coal 
measures, lies beyond. The beautiful 
islands of the Pacific and the growing 
comrperçe of the ocean are beyond. 
Populous China and the rich East 
beyond; and the sails of our children's 
children will reflect as familiarly the 
sunbeams of the south as they* 
brave the angry tempests of the North.
I believe that many in this room will 
live to hear the whistle of the steam 
engine in the passes of the Rocky 
mountains and to make the journey 
from Halifax to the Pacific in five nr 
six days.”

Youth Arrested at Rainy River, Ont. 

Clears Up Mystery of 
Strange Robberies.

Rainy River, Ont., Dec. 12.—The mys­
tery surrounding the many thefts from 
local stores which have occurred with­
in the past month was cleared up this 
morning with the arrest and conviction 
of Alfred Warner, a 12-year-old boy. 
Last evening' he was seen by A. F. 
Gormley, of the firm of A. P. McDonald 
& Co., to be acting suspiciously in front 
of the store where some goods were dis­
played. A clerk secured the boy and 
brought him into the store, where, af­
ter close questioning, he confessed that 
he had stolen articles from other stores 
In town.

A search warrant was secured, and 
the house of his uncle, William Bren- 
dell, with whom he lived, was searched, 
which disclosed what appeared to be 
the results of months of stealing, dry- 
goods, clothing and articles of almost 
every description, valued at 
hundred dollars, much of which 
claimed by local merchants.

MONSTER NAVAL GUNS.

The two Brazilian battleships build­
ing in England are to have four 13.5- 
inch guns each. The order for the two 
was booked by the Elswick firm, and 
the building of one was sub-let to 
Vickers’, of Barrow-ip-Furness, who 
are also building the propelling machin­
ery for both, which Is to be of the Im­
proved reciprocating type, and of 23,000 
I.H.P.

It has been known for some time 
that guns of this remarkable size were 
being constructed, but the British ad­
miralty were credited with the Inten­
tion of placing them on their new 
Dreadnoughts. Whatever is their in­
tention, the information is to hand 
that the Brazilians are to have four 
each, which will be mounted in a great 
central barbette, and so arranged that 
the fire of all of them can be directed 
fore or aft or on either broadside. This 
means that the vessels will have to 
be very strongly constructed to stand 
such a very heavy shock whén they are 
discharged.

It is not yet known what the other 
guns are $o be.

The vessels are to have a displace­
ment of 21,000 tons, with a breadth of 
84 feet, and their length will be 
ceptional. They will thus be ahead of 
any other battleship of the Dread­
nought type, and when within firing 
range of any ship could sink her with 
comparative ease. The building of 
these vessels Is under the Inspection of 
Brazilian officers and engineers, and 
this sets at rest any doubt, that

GAS FROM REFUSE.

Vf. techârâchmidt Will -Introduce Pro­
cess on Yukon Steamers.

The question of coaling the Atlantic 
fleet on its cruise to the Pacific has 
excited much interest i& shipping cir­
cles, says the New York correspondent 
of the Shipping Gazette. President 
Roosevelt’s offer to pay American 50 
per cent, more than English colliers 
for his cruising coal is described as 
“generous,” but many ask, Is it? It 
seems a case where the administra­
tion should be just before it is gener­
ous, and to decide that ‘the smartest, 
’cutest, most hurtling people on earth 
need an advantage of only 50 per cent, 
over foreign rivals is most unjust. 
Why, look at the tariff! Some of Its 
duties are 200 per cent. How, then, can 
struggling American coal transports 
expect to do anything but founder with 
only 50 per cent.? Besides, as the 
spokesman for American shipping In­
terests (and their own pockets)^ elo­
quently pointed out to the president, 
the terror of the American fleet to for­
eign nations will be much impaired if 
they see the American admiralty car­
rying coal for the American battle­
ships in anything but American bot­
toms. The Evening Post of ,New York, 
commenting upon this matter, says: 
“We hope that a Republican president 
is not going to admit that any price 
can be too high for Americans to pay, 
provided they pay it to Americans, in 
American money, for American goods, 
and in order to make Americans look 
like fools.” After all. only one Ameri­
can steamship company—the American 
Hawaii—has accepted the offer of Pres­
ident Roosevelt to pay as much as 50 
per cent, ffiore than the bid of foreign­
ers for transporting the coal for the 
battleship fleet that is to be sent to 
the Pacific. The company offered to 
transport 21.000 tons on its steamer, 
the Virginia, at the rate of $8 per 
ton. But as the capacity of the Vir­
ginia is less than 10 per cent, of the 
amount of coal needed for the cruise, 
foreign vessels, chiefly British, will 
transport 90 per cent.

Russian Generalissimo in Late War

Chicago Statistics Show That Single Men 
Are More Immune From Self- 

Destruction.

Chicago, Dec. 14.—Married persons are 
much more liable to commit suicide than 
single ones, according to the annual re­
port of Coroner Peter M. Hoffman, which 
he lias completed for the county board.

Of a total of 407 persons who committed 
suicide in Chicago in the twelve months 
ending December 1st, 1907, 200 were mar­
ried, while only 124 were single. Thirty- 
six widowers also were in the list, and 
thirteen - widows and ten divorced per­
sons. In twenty-four cases the coroner 
was unable to learn whether the persons 
had ever been married or not.

The subject was illustrated by a se- < 
lection of lantern slides, showing some ' 
of the more important waterways with 
which the Island coast is indented, the 
remarks of the speaker being intro- » 
duced to emphasize their importance 
from a commercial point of view, as 
promising easy exploitation of the tftn- 
ber and mineral resources.

The chair was occupied by the presi­
dent, F. A. Pauline, and one or two 
items which stood on the agenda paper 
were first disposed of. The committee 
which has been investigating the bona 
Aides of the proposal to build a line of 
railway from Victoria to Edmonton, 
was granted further time to complete 
its commission. Mr. Carmichael was
then introduced.

In order to assist intelligent com­
prehension of the subject a map of 
Vancouver Island was first thrown on 
the sheet, from which Mr. Carmichael 
elucidated his points with respect to its 
advantages for shipping.

Off the North Coast he pointed out 
the position of Scott island, a place 
very difficult of approach, owing to the 
tide rips and the turbulence of the 
waters surrounding it. Some years ago 
a prospector, now dead, had shown 
him some fine specimens of silver ore 
found on the island, and Mr. Carmich­
ael suggested that prospecting might ! 
yet lead to discoveries there.

Views of Quatsino sound were then 
exhibited, and served to give the aud­
ience a realistic conception of this 
wonderful waterway, which penetrates 
the island for a distance of 25 miles. 
The location of the coal discoveries in 
this region were indicated, and the 
speaker remarked that owing to the 
occurrence of a fault at that point, 
there was doubt that coal would be 
found In commercial quantities, al­
though he thought the deposit might 
be located southwest of that place. In 
this district is located the only de­
posit of bog iron found on the island. 
He described the beauties of Marble 
canyon, of which views were shown. 
The Douglas fir which is not found on 
the coast Immediately south occurs 
here in considerable abundance. In 
connection with the timber possessions 
of the country the speaker observed 
that it w$is already all stakeçl by cruis­
ers.

CLEMENCY E0R 
WENDIG0 MURDERER

Fiddler, Sentenced to Death for Kill­

ing Insane Indian Girl,

Will Not Hang.

Winnipeg, Dec. 12.—Joseph Fiddler 
will not hang. Such is the decree of 
the Dominion government, word of 
which reached the city to-day. It will 
be remembered that at the trial of this 
Indian for the inhuman murder of an 
insane girl, a member of the same 
tribe, near the shores of Hudson’s Bay, 
he was sentenced to death by Com­
missioner Perry, of the Northwest 
Mounted Police, who with special pow­
ers presided as judge at the time. The 
death sentence was to have been car­
ried out on the morning of January 7th 
next.

The trial took place at Norway 
House, and it was conclusively proven 
by witnesses that the Indian was 
guilty of having, with his brother, who 
strangled himself to death, while under 
imprisonment, foully murdered several 
members of the tribe under the ancient 
rites of the Wendigo. It was to stamp 
out this dread practice forever that the 
Dominion government took action in 
the matter and members of the po­
lice force made a long and weary trip 
through the northern country to the 
shores of the Hudson’s Bay to effect 
the arrest.

An order in council has been passed 
at Ottawa commuting the sentence by 
Commissioner Perry to life imprison­
ment, and the officer commanding the 
police post at Norway House has al­
ready been notified to that effect. The 
change of sentence has not come as a 
surprise, for it has been known for 
some time that the cabinet was enter­
taining the proposal to commute his 
penalty to life imprisonment.

The headquarters division of the 
Royal Northwest Mounted Police at 
Regina has been officially notified of 
the action of the Ottawa government 
in this regard, although the Indian 
commissioner, David Laird, in Winni­
peg, has not as yet received official in­
formation of the action of the govern­
ment. The Indian will be brought 
down to the penitentiary at Stony 
Mountain during the coming month to 
live out the rest of his natural life be­
hind stone walls. He is already a 
about sixty years of age.

Branch Line of White Pass & Yukon 
Will Assist Mining.

A. L. Berdoe, general manager of the 
White Pass & Yukon route, stated in 
an interview that the completion of the 
extension of the White Pass & Yukon 
to the copper camp will bring about a 
material reduction of the transporta­
tion of ore from the mines to Brit­
ish Columbia coast smelters. At pres­
ent the rates are high, and while Mr. 
Berdoe is not prepared to state what 
the reduction will be, he says it will 
be an appreciable one.

Mr. Berdoe states that his company 
will build bunkers at Skagway, of a 
capacity of 5,000 tons. He stated fur­
ther that the building of the extensions 
which, with spurs, will be about six­
teen miles long, will be a great bene­
fit to the northern camp and to Van­
couver also, as it is from this city that 
all supplies are drawn.

Plague at Osaka.
From Osaka, Japan, come reports to 

the effect that the plague is still ram­
pant in that port and quarantine regu­
lations are of the strictest possible na­
ture. New cases are being reported 
daily, but the authorities are optimistic 
and large sums of money are being 
spent in an endeavor to stamp out the 
scourage. Cholera is also prevalent and 
the daily average of plague and the 
other diseases is about ten cases.

Severe Earthquake Felt.
Tokio papers state that a severe 

earthquake shock was felt in that city 
and in Yokohama recently, 
buildings rocked “like ships in a choppy 
sea.” and considerable alarm was oc­
casioned. The Yorodzu, a vernacular 
paper, publishes a report on the earth­
quake, which lasted for nearly six min­
utes, given by Professor Amori, the 
famous seismologist, which says that 
it was sharper than the earthquake 
which shook Tokio on February 24th, 
last year. The maximum amplitude, as 
shown by the selsmological recorder at 
Kanda, was 23 millimetres, being nearly 
double the maximum amplitude of the 
earthquake of last year. The sharpest 
earthquake in Tokio in recent years 
was that which took place on June 20th, 
1904, when the maximum amplitude was 
71 milimetre.

NE should take great care in em­

broidering stems, for here many 
people fall.

This is really one of the most im­
portant points of embroidery, yet so 
many amateurs consider it only a minor

Much of the beauty and strength of a 
piece depends on how the stems are 
worked.

Baste the braid on first, then whip 
the edges slightly down. It takes three 
yards of braid and a quarter of a yard 
of chiffon or net or lawn for the aver­
age sized cap.

Care must be taken in basting the lace 
in position. Begin at the center top and 
let the ends just meet exactly in the 
center of the back.

Clip all bastings from the inside of the 
paper linings and remove the cap very 
carefully trom the paper.

Shadow Applique Monograms on Underwear
HEMI6E, corset covers and night­

gowns are usually marked on the 
left side of the front with a mon­

ogram. It should be placed about two

Where a very simple embroidery de­
sign has been used, the monogram may 
be made more elaborate by placing it in 
the centre of a shield-shaped outline In 
Bermuda fagoting, or the background 
may be closely seeded, and then out­
lined to form a shield In plain or satin 
outline.

Materials for Cutwork
HE material best suited for cut- 

work Is smooth, rather heavy, 
closely woven linen, upon which 

the design is stamped.
The keynote of cutwork is buttonhol­

ing. Unless one has a large share of 
patience, the work may seem tedious, 
especially to beginners.

Then there are the lace stitches, which 
consist of the twisted bars and woven 
spiders. Then comes the buttonholing, 
done in a short, regular stitch with soft 
cottons.

The appearance of the piece Is greatly 
improved if the edges to be buttonholed 
are first padded by running several rows 
of darning stitches in the space.

Ottawa, Dec. 14.—In his annual re­
port to parliament, P. H. Bryce, chief 
medical officer, sums up the results of 
the medical inspection of immigrants 
inaugurated in 1903 in these words:

“There seems to be but one conclu­
sion to be arrived at which is to the 
effect that whether compared with 
those entering from the United States 
or those crossing from Britain. Canada 
to-day is absolved, not only from the 
accusation that she is the recipient of 
undesirables not admissable elsewhere, 
but further that she is receiving and 
welcoming more largely than ever a 
population whether from Britain or 
the States, who will mingle at once 
with our own people, and adapt them­
selves to our customs, employment and 
laws.

During five years of médical inspec­
tion 11,807 immigrants have been de­
tained, and 2,222 deported. In the Ori­
ental immigration inspection there 
88 new arrivals of Chinese at Victoria 
and Vancouver detained, and of return­
ed Chinese formerly in Canada, 185 
were detained, but only one deported. 
Of Japanese, one in every two was de­
tained and 1 in 54 deported at Victoria, 
while at Vancouver 1 in 3 was detain­
ed and 1 in 10 deported. Of Hindus, 
totalling 2,117, 508, or 1 in 4, were de­
tained, and 119, or 1 in 18 deported.

MORE COMPLAINTS 
ABOUT CREAMERY

Pekin, Dec. 14.—The policy of Jap­
an in Manchuria is threatening to 
bring about an acute crisis in Chinese 
affairs, and as a result of the course 
pursued by the Tokio government, 
there is danger of Russia cancelling 
the Russo-Chinese telegraph conven­
tion, signed last October.

The failure of China to conclude a 
corresponding agreement with Japan 
will have the effect of annulling the 
agreement made by China with Russia, 
and it may result in a Russo-Japanese 
convention, under the terms of which 
China will be excluded from the Man­
churian telegraph traffic In the same 
way that the Russo-Japanese postal 
agreement resulted in the possession 
of the Manchurian postal service by 
these two powers. Japan to-day has 
ten telegraph stations in Manchuria 
In violation of the treaty, and she 
has also committed other acts of 
aggression.

The Tokio government maintains 
that China should concede its original 
demands, embracing the recognition 
of the stations outside the railroads 
here and the independence of the en­
tire system of communication, the 
waiving of telegraph royalties, the 
recognition of the Dalny-Sasebo cable 
rights between Dalny and Creefoo and 
special rights on the Chinese connect­
ing links. This last is a special priv­
ilege.

Japan has not even taken China’s 
arguments, which are based upon 
claims of sovereignty, into considera­
tion, and she has not replied to the 
communications of the Chinese gov­
ernment in the matter.

It is thought that Japan desires to 
bring about the annulment of the Rus­
so-Chinese agreement by refraining 
from entering upon a similar agreement 
with China.

In connection with this dispute it is 
interesting to note that the powers 
have persistently discouraged China 
from expecting any intervention. 
China’s plight in Manchuria is aggra­
vated by the comrhercial distress due 
to the lack of Chinese currency. The 
Pekin government is being urged by 
Japan to relieve the Manchurian finan­
cial situation by means of loans to 
the native banks.

Allen & Co.George Ginnett, one of the original 
Ginnett family of circus fame, has 
died at Brighton, England.

The Ginnetts were the forerunners 
of Barnum and Bailey, and after the 
death of J. F. Ginnett some fifteen 
years ago, his sons George and Fred 
still carried on the business. The fam­
ily’s fortune was founded at the be­
ginning of the last century by Jean 
Ginnett, a Frenchman, who was 
brought to England a prisoner after 
Waterloo. He became a horse breaker 
to the famous Ducrow, the eccentric 
proprietor of Astley’s circus.

Andrew Ducrow, although so illiter­
ate that he seldom adventured upon a 
speaking part, was unrivalled as a 
horseman, and his taste and talent as 
a stage manager made the Westmin­
ster Amphitheatre, as Astley’s was 
then called, a famous house of enter­
tainment; while later he extended his 
scope even to Drury Lane, producing 
pageants there. His contempt for the 
literary drama was great, and he was 
the originator of the famous phrase, 
“Cut the cackle and come to the 
’osses.”

“Hold hard gentlemen,” he would say 
to the actors in the middle of a long 
dialogue, “Here's a deal o’ cackle with­
out any good in it. I’ll show you how 
to cut it. You say: 'Yield thee, Eng­
lishman.’ Then you (indicating the 
other) answer ‘Never.’ Then you say, 
‘Obstinate Englisman, you die!’ Then 
you both fights. There, that settles the 
matter; the audience will understand 
you a deal better, and the poor ’osses 
won’t catch cold while you’re jawing.’’

• If Ducrow could not speak a part he 
could act it. The shepherd in the 
“Noetfes Ambrosianae” says of him: 
“As Ducrow takes his attitude as 
steadfast on the steed as on a stane, 
there ye behold stanin’ before ye wi’ 
helmet, sword and buckler, the image 
of a warrior king.”

Jean Ginnett played Dick Turpin 
under this remarkable man’s manage­
ment, a part which descended to his 
son, and to his grandson who is just 
dead.—Old Country Exchange.
