THE PORTO RGA DISSTER:

A Former Victorian :Writes of the Terrible
Resuits of the Storm Which Devastated
the lsland.

Under date of August 14th, Mr. lsaac
Hamilton, formerly a eorporal in C. Bat-
tery here, and "'now & sergeant
in the Signal Service Corps of the Unit-
ed States, writes from San Juan, Porto
Rico, to a friend in this city, giving some
interesting  details of the terrible storm
which swept over the igland shortly be-
fore: ; o X

Mr, Hamilton says: ‘“Theré has been
an awful time in Perto Rico. The is-

land has been completely devastated. and
as I write, thousands' are starving to
death. Thousands are already dead,
killed either by the fall of their houses,
or drowned in the floods which accom-
panied the storm. ‘The conditions at
Ponce, the second largest town on the is-
land, are terrible. Ponce seams to have

‘got the worst of it. The day after the
storm the courtyard behind the Nignal
Service office there was an awful sight.
The enclosure was -packed to' a dep‘h
of several feet with all kinds of debris;
mud, carcases of animals and human
bodies, all tightly jammed together. T'he
office itself, like every other building in
town, was completely wrecked. -

“Dozens of small towns and villnges in
the interior are wined off the earth. The
growing crops of coffee, sugar, fruit and
other food stuffs are destroyed. 'The
suffering is great and will be much worse
later on.

“Governor-General Davis immediately
‘cabled a full report of the disaster to
the authorities at Washington. asking
for help. and they at once responded. by
sending a shipload of supplies, principal-
ly food. This vessel is due in a day
or two, and will soon be followed by
others. )

“It is reported from Ponce that-the peo-
rle whose houses had been destroyed
were refused admittance to the Catholie
church, where they applied for shelter,
this being one of the few buildings in
town which esesped destruction. The
priests refused to open the doors.

' “We in San Juan did not suffer the
full fury of the storm: several buildings
were wrecked. but no lives were lost that
are known of. A few were hurt by fiy-
ing timber, but not fatally.

“As the goverrment controls the tele-
graph lines here., the Signal Service
Corps has been hit sretty hard. Al
over the country the wires are down or
gone altogether. The whole corps here
are now working hard to re-cstablish
communication. Owing to the monn-
tains in the interior and the long spans
across ravines, ete.. there is an awful
job ahead of us. The eable i& kept hot
.between here and Washington jiust now.

mines is very easily answered.
public are aware the government lately
issued a special order to the effect that
all persons employed in coal mines must
be able to read and understand the rules
and reg;llatlons governing the operations
carried on there. To any intelligent per-
son this must appear to be a very ordin-
ary and reasonable precaution, but the
Colonist endeavors to show that it is the
reverse and asks some very silly ques-
tions.

Te Colonist-forgets that the Chinaman
is also totally 1gnorant.ot what gas
means, its dangers and the great care
that must be exercised in places where
it is likely to be. The Chinaman who can-
not read this word or understand it
whén spoken must be, as anyone can see,
a source of danger in coal mines where
gas is the main terror of the miner’s life.
No one can seriously attempt to dispute
the assertion that a man‘of that kind
has no right to work in a coal mine,
and also that it is little short of homi-
<idal on the part of any company to al-
low him to; do so.

Where there is danger even when in-
telligent men who thomughly understa‘nd
the rﬁiés and regulations are employed,
and vﬂ'ho take reasonable precaution to
prevent accidents, surely there must be
infinitely more danger where ignorant
men of low intelligence, who do not read,
write or speak our language, are permit-
ted to enter the mines.

Three members of a Sam Francisco
party are dead on Black.river, a tributary
of the Porcupine, as a . result of scurvy
which attacked them last winter. A
.fourth meraber survived and this suinmer
drifted down the Porcupine to Fort Yu-
kon. The news has just reached here by
way of Dawson. :

The four men, E. F. Amstor, Herbert
Eitrl, J. B. McDonald, and O. D. Whit-
mpre, known as the Amstor party, sailed
from San Franecisco for Black River. After
gétting 160 miles up the stream they went
into winter quarters. Scuivy attacked the
men and three died, C. D, Whitmore, the
surviving member, rigged a boat and when
the lce went out driffed down, the river,
uitil. he was picked up by some men .t
the ‘mouth of the Porcupine in a perfeetly
helpless state. He was taken to the Circle
City, hospital and {s recovering.

This morning, wWwhile *walking home
from his work, Mr. McMunn, the night
operator of the telephone company, went
down to the beach, as his habit is, to look
about.. At a point about one hundred
yards weést of Oswego street and almost
opposite Senator' Macdonald’s residence,
hetéame upen the body of a young girl,
evidently washed -up by the sea. 1t was
dressed in ordinary street habit, and from
its appearance had not been in the wa-
ter many hours.

Robert Marwick, foreman miller for
Brackman & Ker, came along aboyg the ;
same-time. and telephoned to the police
station. Constable Redgrave and Mr: W.
J. Hanna went. out and conveyed ' the’
body to the morgue.

Here the ‘remains were identified as
those of Katherine or ‘“Katie” Bruno,
as her girl friends called her. She lived
with her mother at 52 Pandora street
and was also working as an apprentice
in:her mother’s dress making establish-
ment over Spencer’s Arcade. Her step-
father, George Heller, is in the Klon-
dike. She would have been seventeen
years old in October. :

Yesterday afternoon the girl went to
her lunch at noon, evidently in her ordi-
nary- spirits; About 12:45 she return-
ed 'to werk where, after following her.
ordinary occupation for about an hour,
she suggested to her mother that she
practice on the sewing machine before
goiné to take her regular lesson at the
Singer ‘sewing machine shop on Broad
street. About 2:30 she left her mother’s
place to go to the Broad street office of
the Singer Company, and this was the
1ast seen of her by her friends until the
recovery of her body' this morning.

Although slié did not return last night
her mother was not greatly alarmed,
thinking she had met some friends and
had gone with them to the band concert,
afterwards going home with them to

er done; but it suggested itself as the
only explanation of her absence.

The deceased girl had no male friends
or associates so far as known, and how
she came to go to Beacon Hill, er in
what ~manmner: she came .to her
death, is inexplicable. The rocks at the

ten feet above high water mark, and had
she fallen off the edge she would not
have fallen into the water.

The theory of suicide is scouted by
friends ,and acqifaintances of the de-
eéased; as up to the very moment she left

as usual. Mis Kelly, who worked with
her, and who entertained a strong aft-
fection for: her, thinks she was a little
quieter than usual, but not sufficiently so
to eause remark. g .

She was most exemplary in her char-
acter, modest and respectful in her con-
duet, and all attempts to explain the

Until an autopsy is held the police will
be - unable to formulate a theory of
death, as the result of it will establish
very largely whether the matter is to be
treated from the standpoint of murder or
suicide. { . '

There was some blood on the clothing
and some on .the face, but whether or
not this was caused by the body coming
in comtact with sharp rocks cannot -be

A’.‘McCor&n‘a‘ék, of the Queen’s Hotel,
was in Beacon Hill Park last night
about 9:30 and saw a young man and
woman walking in .the direction of the
Cliff House,” The girl was of about the
size of the deceased, but she was at too
great-a .distance for him to identify her.

A post mortem will be held this after-
noon and a corener’s inquest to-morrow
at eleven. o’cloek.

One of the sisters of deceased girl was
mentally deranged for several months,
but recovered under the treatment of Dr.
Ernest Hall. Her derangement, being
purely from physical causes, is not taken
a8 indicating family weakneks in that
respect, or of strengthening the theory of
suicide.

It is said that Katie Bruno was seen
yesterday afternoon riding a bicycle in
company with a man and woman, but in-
quiry at the bicycle shops failed to throw I
any light on the matter.

Mrs. Rosie Heller, mother of the de-
ceased, identified the body as that of
her daughter, Katie Bruno, and detail-
ed the actions of the deceased on Thurs-
day, the day she disappeared, Katie had
apparently been in her usual health, but
for three or four days had seemed some-
what quieter than usual.

In answer to the corondr, the witness |
said she did not known that Katie had'
any trouble at all; she was not in debt,

Last
week she was away from work for two !

Agnes BElizabeth Wilson last saw the |
deceased alive about a quarter to two on
Thursday afternoon. She had been |
sewing on the machine in the dressmak-
ing parlors since ome o’clock, For a
week: deceased -had been much quieter;
than usual. She had not complained, !
and when deceased asked her why she
was mot so jolly as usual, had replied
she didn’t feel well, During the last
few days she had sat somewhat apart
from the other girls in the same room.

Deceased stayed away from home on
Friday and Saturday last week, and
witness called at the house on Pandora
street, to ask her what was the matter.
Deceased said she was not feeling well,
but did not make any. statement as to
what was her ailment.

In answer to a juryman, witness said
that she had worked with deceased for !
three or four years, and had always
found her a very nice gifl. They had
rot gone out together, and witness only
saw deceased - with' one other girl.

Frank Chapman testified that on
Thursday afterngonyhé and his family
were down at the little bay off the Dal-
las road. He saw a young woman sit-
ting. on the grass some 30 or 40
yards from the water, apparently rest-
ing, about 4 o’clock. About an hour af-
terwards, just before witness came
home, he went with his little boy down
to the beach for a final play, and while
there the youngster found the work bag,
now produced, and held it up, crying:
“See what I have found.”

Bernard Johnson was on a raft jn the
bay off the Dallas road, Thursday after-
roon, and saw a young woman, appar-
ently about 17 to 20 years of age, sitting
resting on the grass.

A Large Increase Ov-r That.of
Last Year--Only ‘Surpassed
by That of 1897.

Six Vessels Chartered to Carryj

the Fish to England--
Rates Higher.

The salmon pack for the season now
closing will be the largest. with the ex-
ception of the great pack of two years
ago, in the history of British Columbia’s
fisheries. The exact figures are as yet
unattainable, as a couple of the northern
canneries are still taking fish, but the re-
sults ‘can be told approximately, Mr. R.
J. Ker, of R. P. Rithet & Co., has pre-
pared a statement showing the total
pack to amount to 679,000 cases, 182,471
more than-that of last year, but over
400,000 less than that of 1897, when the

The product
of the Sound and Columbia river cdan-
neries is being sold for the most ‘part
in the United States, a market for it
having lately been opened up.- As is
known, the British Columbia pack goes
for the most part to the United King-:
dom, :and six big sailing vessels have ai-i
ready been chartered to carry the fish'
around the Horn. Last year the fleet|
numbered but five. Canners have been
obliged to pay higher rates for the ton-
nage secured by them this season, ow-
ing ‘to the scarcity of ships, which has
advanced freights considerably. Last;
yvear the * rates ran from 32s to 34s!
3d, while this year the price paid runs
from 36s 3d to 40s. Two of the first
vessels chartered for the salmon fleet for
this season failed to make port, the Cel-'
tic Bard and Carradoc. They left the
Orient about a year ago, and were never

Mrs. Blatt, the
mother of the girl, raported that her son
Alaud had just recovewed from a mash
sickness and had that day returned to
work in a down-town store. She gave
the name of the physician-attending him,

. who, however, had pronounced the dis-

ease not smallpox, The boy was sent
for and Dr, McKechnie on seeing him
pronouniced his case a light one of small-
pox, commonly called varioloid. The
place down town where the boy had been
working was promptly notified. and al-
though there was little danger, measur>s
to prevent any spread were promptly
taken. It is not believed by Dr. Me-
Kechnie that the place has become in-

Before I proceed to that, however, I will
just say one word on another point as to
which my words have ‘been frequently
quoted; hamely,” thé-eorruption WHICH$
former times I alleged was likely to take
rlace from profuse expenditures of pub-
lic moneys. I have to say to you that I
think -the statements I made have been
justified "up  to the hilt. (Applause.) I
am ‘hot going to dwell to-night on the
policy of our predecessors on the subject
ef extravagant expenditure, of Curran
bridges and canal scandals.

I am not
going to refer to the iniquities of which
Mr. McGreevy was made the scapegoat,
for the last twénty years. I am willing
to allow the dead past to bury its dead,
and do not desire to revive those matters
again beyond. calling your attention to
the fact that the development which took
place from 1891 outwards show super-
abundantly to any who choose to examine
the records for themselves how affairs
had been conducted from 1878 to 1896.

Comparative Tests.

That record will show that I am am-
ply justified in the. fullest .detail. But
what I propose to do and what I prefer
to do to-night is not to revive all the old
scandals but rather to explain the ac-
tual facts of our .position to friend and
foe, nere or elsewhere. 1 propose to take
three -separate tests which 1 think will
commend themselves to every business
‘man. in this country and this audience
and to every other person who has the
interests of Canada at heart. I propose
to compare the actual expenditures of the
two governments for the years- 1895 and
1398, which is the last year for which we
have full and detailed records. And here
I may teil you, that I utterly refuse to
accept the statements of the expendi-
tures in 1896 as being fair evidence of the
expenditure of the people of Canada, and
for this reason: In:1896 the late govern-
ment ‘and Mr. Foster for reasons best
known to themselves—(laughter)—cooked
our accounts. They did great injury to
the public service by reducing the expen-
ditures 'in various branches, not perman-
ently, as was afterwards shown, but for
a temporary purpose. The motive was
to coneceal the enormous deficit which
would confront them. First of all, they
refused to allow the militia to be drilled,
making it impossible for instruction to be
carried out by refusing to give them any
annual pay.

Then, sir, for a second test I will take
Mr. Foster’s estimates for the year 1897,
and I will compare those estimates with
the estimates which we have Ilately
brought. down for the year 1900, and I
will invite your serious attention to the
resualts which will become apparent to
you; and for a third test I will apply
whit is known as the per capita test--
that is to say, I will show how, measured
by the present population of Canada, our
expenditure compares with that incurred
by our opponents. Now, sir, I think that
with these three tests there will be very
little difficulty indeed for anybody who
so desires to form. an accurate opinion
of the truth or the untruth of the charges
which have been preferred against us.
And here I would like to ask my friends
who are here present, or ask some of our
opponents who may be present, one or
two of whom I have heard inquiring a
little while ago as to what we were go-
ing to do with the fifty-eight or fifty-
nine millions that we are asking for the
expenditure of 1900. Sir, I would like to
ask these gentlemen, I would like to ask
any man here, what they suppose is the
total addition to the fixed charges of
Canada which'will be made when our ex-
penditures for 1900 are completed. Now,
you are aware, you have all heard, that
we have run riot; that our expenditure
is the most monstrous ever known or
ever heard of. You have all heard that
no such outlay was ‘ever contemplated,
ever thought of, ever dreamt of by a
Conservative administration,as that to
which ‘'we have committed ourselves.
how much, again I ask, do this audience
suppose has been added teo the fixed
charges of Canada between 1897 and 1900.

Population Better Than P‘lrsimony

Surely it must be evident to every Imais
who will give the subject a second thought
that it would be far better for Canada to
have an expenditure of 40 or 42 millions
a year to a population of six or seven
miliions than -to reduce the expenditure
to 35 millions, let us say, and retain our
| population of barely five millions here.
(Cheers.) But, sir, as we are on this ques-
tion. of population, let me here say one
thing. I have pointed out to you the ex-
treme slowness of the growth of Canada
according to population from 1881 to 1891.
As probably most of you know, over whole
{ provinces of this Dominion there was no
i increase at all.’ In the province of Ontario
i our increase was scarcely half of that
which occurred between the years 1871 and
1881, and the same is true of the province
of Quebec. But, sir, we have every reason
to believe that, bad as the record of the
' census was, that that census was cooked—
, that that census was a fraudulent census.

: Dr. Borden, the present minister of militia,
rose in his place and gave the government
che names of fifty people in one single

tied fill to-day. {Hear, hear, and cheers.)

The National Debt.

Now, wgir, I desire to say a little as io
the question of the condition of the debt,
and here is a most remarkable fact, to
[ which I ‘call the attention of these enter-
| priging journalists, that in all the dia-
i tr'bes which have been levelled at us for
. increasing the national debt I have failed

to-find one single word, in the Mail, in

. the Gazette, or in the Star, alluding to the

. trifiing fact that the late government went
i cut of office leaving liabilities to the extent
:.of sixteen millions’ undischarged behind
| them. (Hear, hear.) Sir, when we took
| office: the first thing we’ found was that
{ In order to complete the canals which they
! had in progress we would require twelve
' millions of dollars at least, perbaps more.
{ The next thing we found was that in order
| to pay the railway subsities which they
{ had left undischarged four millions further
{ would be required,-and that, bear ip mind,

! takes no account whatever of the railway
fysnhdldlos tbat they proposed to add im
11898, or of the expenditure for Prince Ed-
;\\ ard Island, which they also proposed to
| add, or, for that matter, of the Crow's
Nest. Now, here let ‘me say that I never
heard any Liberal leader, and I certainly
| myself never pretended, that fhere was
any reason in -a country  like Canada for
| objecting to a reasomable expenditure, al-
| ways provided that that expenditure was
useful -and ' fruitful. (Hear, hear,)- What
i we objeat to—what we have a right to ob-
!je(‘t to—was piling tens and tens'of mil-
lions of debt upon the people and making
! them no return: (Hear, hear.) What we
objected ts and what we bad a right to
object to, was 'that the whole future of the
old provinces should be mortgaged, as
i they were mortgaged, for the benefit of the

younger provinees; and at the same time
{ that the lands from ‘which we ought to
i have been recouped were practically
thrown away.

Klondike Administration.

You want to know how the Liberal party
have discharged their trust in that respect?
(A volce—We do.) I Invite you to compase
their conduct in respect of the administra-
tion of.the Klondike with the conduct of
o'xr .predecessors with respect to the ad-
i ministration of the Northwest, In eacnh
case great possibilities were open; in each
E case a vast heritage was put at the dis-

i posal of the people of Canada. We have
| taken the Yukon in hand; we have expend-
| ed large sums in the Yukon; but up to
| date the Yuken has not cost the rest of
the people of Canada one copper. (Hear,
hear.)  Up to date all that has been ex-
! pended in the Yukon has been extracted
, ffom those ‘who have been ecarrying on
mining operations in the Yukon, most of
them, be it remembered, aliens and for-
eigners—(hear, hear)—who were justly en-
titled to contribute to the reyenue here.
(Cheers.) Now, as I have sald, we always
contended that any expenditure should be

lately I had occasion to inquire of a gentle-
man very well conversant with that whole
country what the result of expending that
money in construeting the Crow’s Nest
Pass had been in the way of adding to the
vealth and value of the properties thereby
developed; and, after taking some consider-
able time to examine it, he gave it to me
as his opinion, and as a very conservative
estimate which he supported by very am-
ple proof, that in all human probability
the construction of the Crow’s Nest Rail-
way under the government subsidy of $3,-
300,000 had resulted in developing wealth
to the extent of thirty or forty millions in
the region which was  then opened.
(Cheers.) He went on to show—and this
is of importance, ladies and gentlemen, to
all of you—by constructing that railway
we had developed industries from which
at this present moment something like
three or four millions are being expended
in wages and in the purchase of neces-
saries for enterprises -vhich could by no
possibility have been developed unless this
Crow’s Nest Raillway had been construet-
ed; and I have in my hand here very am-
ple evidence that so far as the revennes of
Canada are concerned we at least have
been no losers, but. on the contrary, very
great gainers, by thc amount which we
sunk in that rallway.
A Paying Investment.

Our capital charge on this $3,300,000
amounts roughly to some $80,00C or $90,000.
Sir, the return that we get in added cus-
toms duties and in added excise duties is,
in all human probabhility, a matter of $500,-
000 or $600,000 a yvear from that source
alu,ne—(cheors)——uhd probably in thiee or
four years, or five at the atmost, the add-
ed receipts to your customs and excise
.arising from the construction of that same
railway will amply recoup you for every
farthing that has been spent. Now, I call
ihat good political ecanomy.. (Hear, hear.)
1 call that a wise expenditure. I say that
if T am able to spend $90,000 and put
£500,000 ov $600,000 a year into the treas-
ury I do a good thing for the people of
Canada. (Cheers.) I only wish it were
possible for -us toinvest, not three mil-
lions, but thirty millions of your money
equally profitably, and if I could I would
do it to-mofrow. (Hearty cheers.) Why,
sir, within three years th2 revenues of
British Columbia, fer customs alone, have
risen from .about a million to two-and a
quarter millions, and, although a large
share of that is undoubtedly due to the
development of the Klondike, a very large
share of it, as our customs returns suffici-
ently show, is due to the expansion of
‘Rossland and the Kootenay country ani
the rest of the regions that have been
opened up by the Crow’s Nest Pass. Why,
sir, to-day the excise revenue in Rossland
and Nelson alone would more than pay the
whole interest on the capital that has
been expended by us in constructing the
Crow’s Nest Pass; and I only trust that
the expenditure which you are now about
to undertake for the purpose of opening up
New Ontario and developing the Rainy
River, will prove half as useful and half
as good. (Cheers.)

Prudence and Economy.

Gentlemen, remember this: I do not for

one moment desire or pretend that all this"‘

is any excuse for extravagance or waste.
On the contrary, the greater the revenue
the greater the occasion for prudence and
wise economy in laying it out; but I do
contend that it is a justification fer liberal
expenditure for worthy objects. Sir, if
there ‘were any one of you who found his
income within three ; years suddenly
doubled, I think that that man would and
should, and that you would admit that he
was perfectly justified in indulging in some
expenditures which would have been ab-
surd for bim to have undertaken before. If
a merchant’s capital was suddenly doubled
he would be justified’ in taking ventures
which ‘would have been foolish in the ex-
treme for him to have undertaken before.
Now, sir, in this connection of capital ex-
penditure, I desire to call your attention
to one or two somewhat significant facts,
showing how far the accusation is justi-
fied that the present government has been
reckless in adding to the capital charges of
this country. I have here our capital ex-
penditure for the years 1894 to 1899. In
1894 I find that the late government ex-
pended four and a half millions on capital
acocount. They added that to the net capi-
1al debt. I find that in 1895 they added
$5,801,000 to our capital debt. In 1806 they
added $5,422,000 to our capital debt; and Y
find that in 1897, under  this administra-
ticn, we added in all $3,041,000 to the net
capital debt; In 1898 we added to our na-
ticnal debt $2,417,000, of which $930,000
was simply the disconnt of a 2% per cent.

year. I find that in 1899, the year which
i®s now closed, our total expenditure has
been larger than usual, but the total addi-
tion to our national debt will amount: to
one million of dollars. and no more.
¢ (Cheers.) Now, gentlemen, {if you deduct
the discount of the loan, which is in no
respect the ordinary increage of our capital
debt, seeing that we obtained the loan at
an extremely low rate, you w)ll find that
in three years—1807, 18088 and 1899—the
total addition we have made to our capital
debt amounts to $5,528.000: being, as near-
ly as possible, one-third of the amount
which was added to the net capital debt in
1894, 1895 and 1896. (Cheers.)

Canada’s Enormous Wealth.

And here you may very fairly ask, if you
see fit: Granted that this country has in-
creased enormously in imports and exports:
granted tbhat it has increased for the time
being in the annual income of its citizens,
what fair ground :is there for belleving
that these increases will be permanend?
And here, gentlemen, I admit that we
must, to a certain extent, depend on esti-
mate and calculation; but, for my part, I
belleve that we have barely scratched the
enormous mineral deposits which Canada
possesses. I think there is every reason to
believe that within the course of the next
few years the gross mineral products of
Canada, of all sorts, from her coal mines,
irom mines, nickel mines, gold and silver
mines, will likely equal somefhing like one
hundred millions of dollars, and I need not
‘point out to you what an enormous source
of wealth, rot merely for the miner, not
merely for the capitalist who invests his
property in mines, but for the Canadian
manufactuyer, for the Canadian artisana,
for the Canadian grower of produce, which
these miners must consume, will be founi
in the extension and new addition to the
wealth“of the country, even if it amount

St. Lawrence and its tributaries.” Up to
the present time we have depended almost
exclusively on ¢oal as a motive power; but
there appears to be very good reason for
believing that the huge water-power whici
Canada possesses will shortly become a
source of profit and wealth to its citizens
and manufacturers equal, possibly greater,
than the wealth which we expect to ex-
tract from our mineral resources; and, gen-
tlemen, it may interest you perhaps to
nake a little comparison for one moment
between the volume of trade of Canada
and the volume of trade in the United
Srates. Sir, it is not a matter which any
Canadian, I think, need bé ashamed of. I
have received within the last few days the
details of the total volume of trade of the
United States for the year 1899, They
amount to $1,924,000,000 of exports, and
$697,000,000 of imports, on which, be it re-
membered, a duty of $206,000,000 was col-
leeted. Canada for the same year has a
tetal trade of $319,500,000; so that Canada
with a population of about 5,300,000 in
1899, as against the United States, with a
population of 73,500,000 by estimation 1a
the same period, has a total trade of
$57.73 per head, as against a total trade
for United States of $26.16—(loud cheers)
--ihe total volume of our trade being thus
somewhat more. than double the total vol-
ume of trade in the United States. (Ap-
plause.) In the matter of exports Canada
exports $25 worth of goods for every man,
woman and child in the country, as against
$16.70 per head in the United States. (Re-
newed applause.} Im this connection 1 may
cbserve that ‘it. Is worth while noticing
that the dutiable goods imported. into the
United States in 1898 amounted to $396,-
844,966, and the amount .of percentage on
those goods was 52. . The' percentage on
goods imported into Canada amounts to a
little over 28 per cent.,,very little more
than one-half of the percentage imposed in
the United States. That bears on a ques-
tion which has been brought' forward, not
infrequently, namely, the allegation that
the present tariff is a highly protective
tariff. There is an easy method of dis-
tinguishing between a high revenue and a
Ligh protective tariff. Ours is @ high
revenue tariff, it is true. But there never
was a protective tariff under which the
imports increased as fast as those of Can-
ada have done in a single year. Look at
the American tariff and you will find that
sfter the passage of the Dingley bill Am-
cerican imports fell from §750,000.000 to
under $700,000,000. Remember this, too,
that in imposing the tariff it is quite pos-
gible for you, under a high revenue tariff,
te impose a higher duty on American
goods without prohibiting impertation than
¥ou e¢an impose on British goods. (Ap-
plause.) American imports will bear as a
revenue tax a higher tariff than, British
gcods will bear, for reasons apparent to
all, and if there was no other good reason,
and none other is wanfed. for the prefer-
ence which we have extended to the
Mother Country, that should 'be sufficieut.
(Loud applause,) I may add that it is a
gredt - mistake to- suppose that the reduc-
tion of taxes which has taken place in our
preferential tariff is confined to the goods
imported from England. Bear this in
mind, that you compel the American manu-
facturer to reduce’ his prices to you in
proportion. It may be true, and it is true,
that the vo'ume of our trade with the
Ubnited States has not greatly diminished,
but the volume of American profits har
greatly diminished, and in such case the
<Janadian consumer  very largely benefits.
(Applause.)

Perfinent Questions’

Now, I desire to address a question or
two to our opponents in this hall or else-
where. I would like to know why they
have counsidered our proceedings so mon-
strous, why they have considered wé have
been so extravagant, ro careless, so indif.
ferent as to iuncreasing the public debt,
when they have carefully concealed from
the people the liabilitles ‘of over $16,000,-
000 which they incurred, over $20,000,000
in fact, if I were tov add the additional
sums they proposed to expend? (Appiause.)
Why have they chosen to concedl from the
people of Canada the fact that for every
dollar of the great bulk of the additions
we have made to the expenditure frem
year to year we have recelved eash and
put it in the treasury, Iincluding the
amount we have spent on the Intercolonial
Rallway? Why have 'they chosen to con-
ceal from' you that a large proportion of
our increased expenditure consists simply
of sums expended in the Yukon for the
preserving of law and good order, and
every penny of which comes out of the
pockets of the people there and does not
add to your burdens? (Applause.) Why
have they concealed.the fact that the fixed
chiarges now paid by the people of Canada
are scarcely more than $65,000 over the
sum demanded by Mr. Foster in 1897? Why
Lave they seen fit tc conceal the fact that
he asked for almost the same sum for 1897
as Mr. Fielding asks for 1900? Why are
they so terror-stricken at the idea of ounr
udding $6,000,000 of indebtedness to. the
capital amount, and under) $70.000: a year
to bur fixed, and had not a word to say
against the government that preceded us
iu a like space of time adding $16,000,000
to our debt .(Applause.) I make no
claim that the  present government is a
perfect one; that it has not committed its
errors and mistakes, as. all governments
have done. There is nch still to be
done, but I take the positrion broadly and
say that for every new expenditure we
have made you have recelved an ample
return. (Renewed applause.) Where we
have added one million to the public debs
ten millions have been added  to the
wealth of the people. Where we have
added oue hundred thousand dollars to the
annual fdxed charges, we have added five
or six hundred thousand dollars to the an-
nual income of the people of Cauada
(L.ong continued applause.) The general de-
velopment of the country has been greater
than it has even been up io the present
time. There has been no rash outrage
committed, and in all human probability
when the 1st of July, 1800, is reached the
Gebt per head of the population of Canada
wiil be less than in 1896 or 1897." Suppos-
ing we had adopted the other course. Sup-
pcse, for instance, we had allgwed the Yu-
kon to remain without proper gavernment.
Disorder would have reigned. Dawson
would be like Skagway, the nest for every
cut-throat and scoundrel in the Yukon.
Put the way in whieh the Yukon Territory
on the whole has been administered is in-
finitely to the credit. of Canada and the
present administration. (Loud applause.)
I ray, and I believe, that here I3 no intel-

Sir Richard Cartwright—You may leave |
the Senate to Providence —(loud cheers)— |
which in its own good time. will ‘doubtless |
take that milistone from off the necks of
the people.

How Trade Has Grown.

And now_ here let me call your attention
to one or two important facts. Sir, I said
just now that I would show you that it
was no mere rhetorical flourish but a sim-
ple fact when I stated to you that, be-
iween 1806 and 1899 thé trade of Candda
Lad Increased as much in a period of three
vears as it had done before in thirty years.
&lr, T go back to the.first year. of Cana-
dian Confederation, when = we na@i. 10
Prince Edward Island, when we had ne
British Columbia, when we had no North-
‘west Territories, aud when we had no
Mgnitoba; and I find that in 1868 our total
volume of trade was just $131,000,000.. In |
18u5 our total volume of trade had ingreas-
ed to $224,000,000, being an increasy in
that Jong interval of something like $92,-
000,000. Since 1895 down to 1849 cur total
volume of trade has increased from $224,-
000,000 to $319,500,000, being an increase |
of $95,000,000 in those three or four yesrs, !
as compared with an increase of $92000,-
000 from 1868 to 1895. (Loud cheersi): I :
call your attention also to the faet that :
the gross income of Canada has ipcreased :
from $34,000,000 in 1895 to $46,000,000 and ,
better in 1809. I call your attention e the
fact that the income of Canada has in-
creased in all human probahility—I mean
the income of the people “collectively—by
over $50,000,000 in that interval;. and,
what is perhaps more important than all,
that whereas our population was very
nearly at a standstill it has increased
something more than 100 per cent. faster
withini the last three years.thkan it had
done in the preceding period.

A voice—How much did the debt inerease
in that time?

Sir Richard Cartwright—I am golng to
give my friend a statement which I see
his political preceptors have forgotten to
tell him. (Laughter.) We inherited ob!i-
gations amounting to $15,000,000 from our
predecessors, and they were willing to.have '
tdded six millions more. By 1899 we had
discharged those fifteen millions, and we !
have only added six millions to the net
capital debt of Canada. (Loud -cheers.)
Where we have made any expenditure, as
in the case of the Crow’s Nest Railway, it
has been, as I have pointed out to you, of
a wholly fruitfu! character. More than |
that, by the reduction which we *“have
effected in the rate of interest, by which
in all probability we will be able to fund
our debt at a rate of between 214 and 3
rer cent., ‘we have made provision' that
within the next few years,  during which
time about $150,000,000 of *our debt will
mature, will enable us to refund an in-
debtedness on which we are now paying
for interest and sinking fund at the rate
of 4% per cent. per annum at something
between 2% and 3 per cent., thereby sav-
ing between two and three millions to the
public exchequer. (Cheers.)

A volce—What is the debt of the’ coun-
try?

Sir Richard Cartwright--I will give my
friend the figures if he will allow me to
collect the memoranda I have here. . The
net debt of the country was $265,000,000
on the 1st of July, as nearly as it-is/pos-
sible to estimute. It is a large debt, and
as I have had occasion to say before on
the floor of parliament, and I do not hesi-
tate to repeat it here, If the people of
Canada in 1878 had chosen to renew thelr
confidence in. honest and sagacious Alex-
ander Mackenzie in all human probability
everything we have done since would
Lhave been done then, and the debt would
have been well under $200,000,000.

The .Alien Labor Law,

A voice—Sir Richard, why does not Sir
Wilfrld Laurier enforce the allien labor
act?

Now, sir, I have pointed out to you that
the apparent increase of expenditure has
been almost entirely due to cross entries,
that is to say, to expenditures for whicn
we received a full equivalent and which
in' no respect add to the burdens of the
people of Canada, And while I am on
that point I might say one word about one
particular item in our estimates, which
has been made the subject of very severe
eriticism—that is, the large sum which my
friend, Mr. Tarte, found himself obliged
to demand for the public service in the
matter of public works

Expenditure on Public Works.

Now, I want to call your attention to the
fact that there are in Canada at this mo-
ment an immense number of public works
500 or 600. of ‘various
that many of these ure exposed to .on-
stant dilapidation, and that they require
to be carefully preserved and protected,
unless we choose to incur at a very short
date a large expenditure for the purpose
of restoring them. More than that, Mr.
Tarte when he came into office, besides
finding that a great many public wcrks
had been allowed to get into a condition
which calied for urgent measures of re-
pair, Mr. Tarte found, as I testify
that In a very considerable numbler of
counties from one end of the Dominion to
the other which had the misfortune to re-
turn Liberals during the period from 1878
to 1896, no works at all had been carried
out, no matter how urgent the wants of
the locality might have been, and that to
a very great extent the public works that
had been previously constructed in them
had been allowed to go to rack and ruin.
Mr. Tarte did as Mr. Mackenzie had found
himself compelled to do under somewhat
similar
remedy the injustice that had been commit-
ted; he determined to repair the works
which had been allowed to go into disuse,
and he demanded for that reason a rather
unusually large sum, it is true; but let-me
recall to the minds of my elder. auditors
thefact that under similar‘conditions with
far fewer public, works to do, while Mr.

000, Mr. Mackenzie had found himself com-
pelled in 1876 to ask for $2,791,000—a sum
in  proportion to the. number of public
works under his control at that time quite
as large as the sum which Mr. Tarte has
demanded.

Future ,Expenses Iighter.

There is no reason whatever for expect-
ing that after these works have been put
in proper repair and that justice has been
done to these localities who were punish-
ed by the late government for their fidel-
ity to Liberal principles, there is no rea-
son whatever to suppose that any unusual
or abnormal, expeénditure will be required
for public works; and, in any case, as I
have said, 'it"is fair to conclude that while
we have a full treasury there is good
ground and fair ground for making a
reasonable expenditure for reasonable pub-
lic purposes. If they can show that this
expenditure is extravagant or misplaced,
then, gentlemen, they will have very good
ground for attacking the present govern-
ment; but it is noteworthy to observe that
while they charge Mr. Tarte with all man-
ner of extravagance they only backed their
opinion in the late parliament to the ex-
tent of about $32,000, for that was all that
they voted to reduce his estimates by,
(Cheers.) More than that, I have told you
our future obligations by the end of the
year 1900 are at present entirely inSignifi-
cant, :

Costly Senate Obstruction,

It is true that the conduct of the Senate;,
of which I do not desire at present to
speak too harshly—the unfortunate eon-
duct of the Senate in-refusing to allow us
to construet a railway communication be-
tween Glenora and Teslin did most wunp-
doubtedly gravely embarrass the govern-
ment in their recent negotiations with -the
United States, and will in its long result
entail upon us a ‘very considerable ex-
penditure for the purpose of opening com-
munication through our own territory
with our own country. _But, bar that, I
know at this present moment of no larger
expenditure which need be incurred by us,
unless very good and clear ground is shown
for believing that it is in the public in-

| terest to do so.

A Business Administration,

And now, sir, what else have we done?
Well, =ir, we have done this: over and
above what we have done in the way of
developing this country, what we have
done in the way of promoting trade, what
we have done in the way of reduecing

| taxation, we have settled, and successfully

settled, one of those dangerous and burn-
ing questions dividing religious denomina-
tions of one kind from religious denomina-
tions of another, dividing race from race,
setting province against province—we have
settled that, and settled it so successfully
that I do not believe to-day in Manitoba
that either party takes the slightest notice
of the former discussion and dispute over
the separate schools in that region.

Taen, sir, we have done another
thing, which, I think, all true Canadians
will agree with me is one that this gov-
ernment has a right to be proud of, which
the people of Canada have a right to be
proud .of. ‘We héve:shown, sir, that we
at any rate believed in the unity of the
empire, and we have done more for the
purpose of developing a wholesome im-
perial sentiment between Great Britain
and her colonies than has been done by
all the talk, all the bluster, all the Jjing-
oism, with which this plaece and others
have resounded for the last twenty, years.
(Hear, hear, and a great cheering.) When
we gave a specific preference to English
manufacturers, then, sir, we showed thdt
Liberals were prépared to do what Con-
servatives had only been prepared to talk
about. (Hear, hear and’ laughter 'and
cheers.) We showed, sir, that We at any
rate were prepired to recognize and deal

fairly with the country which dealt fair-

ly with us; and we have not heard the

last word about that yet. because I be-

lieve that the example we have set is

likely 'to be’followed by every English |
speaking race, by every English colony, by
every English dependency from one-quar-
ter of the habitable globe to the other,
(Hear, hear, and cheers.) And, sir, while
these gentlemen ask us: ‘Why didn’t you

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Britain’s
~ Lolonies

The London Times D:.scusses
Their Present Position and
Prospects.

Believes They Are Entering
Upon-a Period of Fat
Years.

Washington,  Aug. 24.—Ambassador
Choate is evidently a close reader of the
London papers. He has begun a system-
atiec clipping service, sending to the
state department such extracts from the
British press as he believes will interest
the government and the people of the
United States. Knowing that the co-
lonial question is uppermost in the minds
of the American public at this time, he
has devoted considerable attention to
that. One clipping from the London
Times gives a resume of the general
prosperity of ‘the British  colonies
throughout the world, in which much
space is devoted to €anada. ;

The whole article will be published by
the state department in the consular re-
ports, but as the number of these is ex-
tremely limited and by no .means suffici-
ent to supply the demand,. newspaper
correspondents generally are requested
by the department to make use of such
extracts from them as will be, likely to
interest the readers of the papers they
serve,

As a summary of the financial and
industrial position of the various groups
of self-governing colonies the Times
says:

‘“The lean years have gome by, and
there is every reason to hope that Brit-
ish communities in different parts of the
world are entering upon a period of ‘fat’
years.

“First in the prosperous list,” the ar-
ticle continues, ‘“stands Canada, where
the fiscal year ends on June 30, and Mr.
Fielding, the Dominion minister of
finance, was able, in making his budget
speech the other day, to estimate the
surplus for 1898-99 at $4,600,000. The
revenue for the year,  assuming that the
estimates of receipts for the last three
months are well founded, will be $46,-
632,398, and the expenditure :will
amount to $42,026,028. This is a sub-
stantial advance on. the revenue of last
year, and the advance in the expendi-
ture, though considerable, is quadrupled
by the receipts, In addition to the ex-
penditure from income in the Dominion,
there is every year for purposes of rail-
ways, canals and other public works and
services a further expenditure from capi-
tal account., This expenditure amounted
last year to $8,662,795. Allowing for
the deduction of the surplus and the
outlay for sinking fund estimated in the
regular expenditure, the net increase to
the public debt of Canada will this year
be $1,700,000. It was last year $2,417,-
802. In every particular the year shows
a better result than last year.

“Good harvests and the better prices
ruling in the markets of the world for
the staple produce of the ecolonies have,
of course, much to do with the prosper-
ity of Cahada, as well as with that of
Australia, to which allusion will present-
ly be made. But there is something to
be attributed to the increase of loeal en-
terprise: which has resulted from or ac-
companied these conditions, The _de-
velopment of wheat farming and cattle
breeding on the prairies’ and the open-
ing .of new productive mineral districts
have helped to swell the total of Can-
adian . foreign trade, as well as to in-
erease the demand made by one part of
the Dominion upon the produce and in-
dustry of the others. In the years which
have been quoted the mineral produetion
‘of Canada rose, in round figures, from
an annual total of $19,000,000 to $38,-
000,000. The actual increase of animal
and agricultural produects is more diffi-
cult to arrive at, but it has very vastly
increased, and the number- of farming
homesteads taken up on- government
“Tands in Manitoba has grown from 2,406
in 1897 “to 4,848 in 1898, Along the
course of the railway lately constructed
through the Crow’s Nest pass of the
Rocky mountains into the mineral dis-
tricts of southern British Columbia, new
towns are described as having ‘sprung
up like mushrooms in a warm shower.’
In the Yukon district, where two and a
half years ago there was a population.of
a few hundred persons, there are now
upwands of 30,000, and the Atlin gold
fields, in the northern territory of Brit-
ish Columbia, bids fair to rival the Klon-
dike .in thelr wealth,

“The Eastern and maritime provincus
contribute their share to the general to-
tal. The annual reports of the boards
of trade of Toronto, Montreal, St. John
and Halifax give satisfactory accounts
of the condition of affairs in the pro-
vinces -for which they speak. The result
of the general activity, though imper-
fectly summarized by export and import
returns, is yet very perceptible in the
fact that in the years for: which the
figures of revenue and expenditure have
been given the total of Canada’s foreign
trade has risen from $240,000,000 to
$304,000,000. It is the first time in her
history :that Canada has touched ,or
even approached a total of $300,000,000;
but Mr. Fielding, in estimating the pros-
pects of the coming year, anticipated re-
suks of a still more satisfactory charac-
ter.

“If we turn to Australia gs it hovers
on the brink of federation, we find a con-
dition' of affairs which, notwithstanding
the heavy blows of the past, promises
searcely less well for the future. In Vie-
toria, where among the more important
colonies the financial position has given
the greatest cause for anxlety, the
revenue returns are such as to justify
the anticipation of a surplus for the year
of £250.000 ($1,216.625), and there also
treasury returns do not stand alone i
bearing witness to an era of reviving
prosperity. In mineral development, gold
and coal, which are the two principal
products of Vietorian mines, show a sub-
stantial increase, while in agricultural
and garden produce the total value of
the output has risen in five years from
£5.000,000 ($24,332,500) to £7,000,000
($34,065,500) in round figures. The value
of pastoral and dairy produce remained
stationary in Vietoria up to the end of
last year, but the.steady advance which
has been taking place in the price of
wool and meat is now making itself felt,

“In_South, Africa the prospects of po-
litical unification are more doubtful but
there also the dominant industrial note
is one of revival and expansion. 'l‘he'_re,
apart from political 'troubles,‘the prin-
cipal feature of the amxiety in the in-
dustrial situation has of late years been
a heavily preponderating balance of im-
ports over exports, For the two years
of 1896-97 the excess of imports over ex-
ports .was very great; but in 18Y8 the
balance restored itself in favor of the
export trade, and the figures of trade
were £26,709,000 ($129,979,349) worth of
exports and £24,500,000 ($119,229,250) of
imports, giving a combined fotal of £51,-
209,000 ($249,208,599) as against a com-
bined total for 1897 of - #£48.674,906
($236,876,430). ' The ‘entire white popu-
lation of South Africa does not yet reach
1,000,000 persons, apd when this total of
foreign trade is compared with the £61,-
000,000 ($296,856,500) done by the 5,-
000.000 inhabitanls of Canada and with
£74,000,000 (360,121,000) of external
trade done by the 4,500,000 inhabitants
of Anustralasia, it is evident that some
special circumstance must govern South
African trade relations with the outside
world. :

‘“The special circumstance is, of course,
to be looked for in the very large out-
put of gold and diamonds, and the fact
that South Africa has to import almost
everything that is required by the white
population. South Africa has practical-
Iy no manufactures. and it does not
feed iitself. The gold output this year
reached £16.000,000 ($77.864,000) in va-
lue, and though this must not be reckon-
ed as the produce of -a British colony,
coming as it does mainly from the Trans-
vaal, it is largely the result of the in-
dustry of British subjects. The existence
and development of. the.gold mining in-
dustry of the Rand have profoundly af-
fected the industrial position, of the sur-
rounding British colonies, and its pros-
perity is secarcely less a matter of co-
lonial concern than the existence of the
Kimberley diamond -industry. The com-
panies working at Johannesburg employ
nearly 10.000 white men, at an average
fage of £24 (116,80) a month, and about
68.000 natives at an average of £2 Ys, Yd.
(812.11) a month and rations.

“These companies in 1898 increased
their gold output by about £4,500,000
($21.899.250) as compared with ; 1897.
They also distributed  in dividends £4,-
834160 ($23.525.400). or £2.120.890 ($10,-
321,311) ‘more than in 1897. From Rho-
desia during the past year a contribution
of about £200.000 ($978,300 worth of gold
has been made.from the little beginning
of five paying mines powworking with
ninety stamps in the northern distriet,
and that number of stamps will be treb-
led by the end of this year. The princi-
pal industry of South Africa has there-
fore, in spite of the too well known dif-
ficulties by which it has been hampered.
made very remarkable progress in the
past vear. Putting gold. diamonds and
copper aside as special products, there is,
further, the satisfactory indication of the
existence of +he elements of prosperity
in the fact that the exports of general
produce from South Africa rose from
£4.401.000 ($21,417.467) in 1897 to #5.-
551,196 ($27,030.955) for 1808. Outside
the gold industry, South Africa possesses
through a great portion of its extent one
of the best climates and most fertile
soils in the world. "o give the natural
elements of prosperity the sanie fair
chance of fruition that they have in
other countries developed under the pro-
tecting power of Great Britain is an ob-
jeet which President Kruger and Sir Al-
fred Miiner may well unite in seeking
as the outcome of the conference at
Bloemfontein.” é

The vein
appears to be inexhaustible

“This mine will be equipped with the
most modern electrical machinery, will
be lighted by electricity, and the ’ coal
taken from the mine to the depot by
electric locomotives. ‘The contract for
this plant has already been let'ts a lo-
éal tirm, The electric tram line will be
nearly five miles.in length and operated
by t4vo 150 horse power, generators of the
most approved tvpe, directly ‘conméected
with automatie high speed horizontal en-
gines, also 150 horse power each.. Dhis

plant also includes two standard mining

locomotives, specially constructed  and
very powerful, each of 100 tons capacity. '

“From the electrie road the eoal wilt
be carried 13 miles on a standard guage
railway to Ogyster Harbor, which will, |
after July 1st. be the point of shipment, |
instead of Departure Bay. as heretofore.

‘Lhe
ties and lumber come from the mill at
‘Chemainus, the cars are built at the Al-
bion ‘Tron Works, of Victoria. the iron
for the rails comes from Wngland. and
the locomotives from the United States.
Five hundred men are now at work in
this new Wellington mine. and it is ex-
nec.ted that the nnmber of operatives will
be increased to 1,500 within the next two
rears.

“A population of 2,000 is Zathered
around the Wellington collieries, The
machine shops and terminus of the Hs-
quimalt & Nanaimo railway are also
located at this point, A narrow-gauge
railway runs four miles east to Depar-
ture Bay, where the shipping wharves
are situated. In 1897 the output was
232,642 tons, and foreign shipments
188,189 tons, IL.ast year the output was
815.788 tons, and the foreign shipments
232,642 tons. Of the exports for 1898
220,180 tons were shipped to the United
States, being carried by 194 steamers
and 80 sailing vessels, of which 82
were of American register, including 40
steamers plying between Puget Sound
snd Alaska. Theése mines are reported
now to be mearly exhausted. but there
are 300 acres of good land adjoining
them on the north, where the extension
heretofore alluded to is located.

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“Considerable improvement has taken

place in Nanaiwo during the past year,
due to the phenomenal increase in the
quantity of ecoal-shipped; -which has in-
duced miners to move here and bring
their families. The total population is
now about 4,500,

“The output. of coal during 1897
amounted to 319,277 tons, and last year
to 520,222 tons, an inerease of 200,943
tons. During the same time the foreign

., shipments increased from 233.349. tons
in* 1897 to 403,585 tons in 1898. This’

coal was shipped in 157 steamers and 23
sailing vessels, of which but 12 were of
American register, although of the coal
shipped 335,025 tons went to United
States ports.

“During the past year the New Van-
couver Coal Company iIncreased its
storage | eapacity in that - city 8,000
tons. It also erected’ a new load-
ing wharf, fitted with improved steam
machinery that' can load 6,000 ' tons
of coal in 12 hours. A separate wharf
is now being constructed with the same
machinery, so that two ocean steamérs
can hereafter be loaded at the same
time.. The mines are lighted and mo-
tive power furnished by electricity from
the company’y own’ plant, c¢onsisting of
two dynamos. All ‘the electric plant is
of American mantfacture, as are also
the air compressor used in the mines. A
new  compressor’ and 100 tons of rails
have arrived from San Francisco to be
placed in the ‘mines, All the new ma-
chinery, wire rope. and six locomotives
are of American manufacture. The com-
pany is alfo a large importer from the
United States of bar iron, steel and iron
pipe, .. One thousand two hundred and
sixty .men are employed by this company,
all white except 160 Chinese.

“The New Vancouver Coal Company
has started to sink a shaft on the north-
east side of Newcastle Island, Nanaimo
harbor, which”will connect with the pre-
sent workings at. Protection and: New-
castle Islands. The shaft will be sunk
about 350 feet to the coal, which was
found by the bore to be of satisfactory
thickness and quality. The compa iy
will .prosecute the work continuously by
the employment of three shifts until the
coal is reached. The sinking of this
shaft will materially increase the facili-
ties of .the company for the output of
coal, and the record of 2,600 tons a day
will, it is said, be eclipsed by a produc-
tion of 3,000.tons, i

“A sawmill is in process of erection in
connection. with the sash and door fac-
tory, which is expected to have, when
completed, a capacity of 75,000 feet. per
day, and give employment to 140 men.

“A’ small boot and shoe factory, which
employs seven men and makes heavy
shoes for miners, loggers and prospect-
ors, has recently been started. The pres-
ent output is about 600 pairs per year,
and it is increasing. - American sewing
machines are used, Also oak and sole
leather from' the United States. |

“The Victoria  Lumber & Manufac-
Juring Company, composed almost whol-
ly of United States capitalists, has the
most extensive mills in the provinee, lo-
cated at Chemainus, on the East Coast
of Vancouver Istand, 52 miles north of
Victoria, on the line »f the Island_ra‘ll-
road, It is under the management of E.
J. Palmer, with Samuel Herd as super-
intendent,

“This company has over 150,000 acres
of woodland, and 100,000 acres have not
yet been touched. .The -capital is $750.-
000, 90 per cent. of which is Ameri-
can, The mills were constructed six
years ago, but have. not been in full op-
eration more than three .years. In .the
mills are employed 160 men, and 60 ad-
ditional men are given constant employ-
ment on the adjacent grounds and . for
loading ships. The mills: are equipped
with all the modern improvements, and
turn out 500,000, feet per day of twenty-
hours. Last year the output was 35,-
000,000 feet, whieh was loaded at the
wharves in deep-sea vesséls and shipped
to various ports in Australia, South Am-
erica, Africa, China and Japan,

“The company has built short lines of
railroad to logging camps, equipped with
locomotive and. thirty flat cars, . It also
