Extended microscopical examinations 
have convinced Prof. Reinsch that coal is 
largely formed of remains of a low order 
of marine life, and not entirely from land 
plants.

Ninety per cent, of the yellow sand of 
the Sahara desert is found to be quartz 
grains, the angles of which are remarkably 
rounded—evidently by attrition through 
the action of the wind.

The electrical piano of Boudet is a 
recent novel application of electricity.— 
An ordinary instrument is provided with 
tw o sets of hammers, the upper or elec­
trical series being brought into action by 
pressing certain keys, 
effect is produced by the electrical ham­
mers, which continue striking the wires 
rapidly so long as pressure on the 
ponding keys is given.

Kaltenbach lias described an astonish­
ing number of insects ns found 
kinds of forest-trees in Europe, only 
paratively few of which are particularly 
destructive. Thus, 537 species are injuri­
ous to the oak, and 107 are obnoxious to 
the elm ; the poplars afford a livelihood to 
264 kinds ; the willows yield food to 396 
species, the birches harbor 270, the alder 
119, the beech 154, the hazel-nut 97, and 
the hornbeam 88. Among the coniferous 
trees, the junipers feed 33 species, and 
299 species prey upon the pines, larches, 
spruces and firs collectively. Little is 
known of the number of insects which at­
tack the trees of the United States, but it 
is undoubtedly large.

The great earthquake record of Mallet 
catal ogues between 6,000 and 7,000 earth- 
quakes between the years 1606 В. C. and 
A. D. 1842. Probably the most memor­
able of these is the terrible earthquake 
which destroyed Lisbon in 1755. With 
scarcely a moment of warning rumble, a 
violent shock came which overturned the 
city, and in six minutes 60,000 persons 
had perished and a portion of the town 
was perman ently engulfed at a depth of 
600 feet below the suaface of the bay. 
The shock was felt with greater or less 
severity over a great area, extending from 
the Baltic to the West Indies and from 
Canada to Algeria. Humboldt estimates 
that a portion of the earth’s surface equal 
to four times the size of Europe was affect-

The coal’s * ------
energy might then be transmitted to the 
metropolis over a copper wire in the form 
of electricity, at a vast saving of expense.
He estimates that 84,000 horse power, re­
quiring au annual consumption of over a 
million tons of coal, might in this way be 
conveyed to London over a single copper 
wire one inch in diameter. An important 
advantage of the plan, in addition to the 
saving in cost, is that the combustion of 
so large an amount of coal at a distance 
instead of in the city limits would consid­
erably reduce the quantify of smoke in the 
Loudon atmosphere.

To the Editor of the Montreal Witness.

Sir, —In your issue of May 17th, I read 
a communication from Fairm&n Hall on 
the subject of, “The Decay of Spruce 
Timber.” I am pleased to read in 
valuable paper a few lines from an experi­
enced person on such an important sub­
ject. .1 was nut aware until I read Mr- 
Hall’s letter that the spruce timber in 
Quebec was dying, 
trouble was confined to our own Province 
alone. It must be a universal decay all 
over the Dominion, I am a man of 
siderable experience in the spruce timber 
woods of this part of the country, being 
engaged for the last sixteen years each 
winter cutting and hewing spruce roots 
and other timber for ship-lmilding pur­
poses. In the winter of 187^and ’73 I 
first noticed the timber dying. My atten­
tion was drawn to it by observing wood­
peckers at work on green, healthy-looking 
trees. On examining those trees I found 
the bark in the first stage of decay. On 
cutting such trees I closely watched for 
signs of rot about the roots but found 
none, as I had to remove the boughs and 
hew the timber up to nearly the extreme 
top, I had a good opportunity of observ­
ing all that was then to be seen ; but, 
strange to say, the bark for nearly the 
whole length of the tree and the 
lower branches was all that showed, 
any infection—the timber itself ap­
peared to be perfectly sound. From 
that time up to the present I have, 
each winter, taken notice of the gradual 
decay of our spruce trees. The first year 
they will show a decaying of the bark 
the second year those trees will be quite 
dead to the extreme top, but the timber 
inside seems to be perfectly sound, and 
will make lumber for house building pur­
poses bet totally untit for ship building 
use.i fclie third year those trees are useless 
for any purpose, and others alongside 
seem to be in the first stage, and so each 
year the decay goes on. When I first 
observed it in 1872 I conceived the idea 
that it was occasioned by a succession of 
heavy gales we had in August, September 
and October ot 1871, which shook the 
forests and disturlied the roots, and con­
sequently broke off the small fibrous roots 
which give life to the trçe, and the decay 
began in the bark and boughs, although 
the great secret was the disturbing of tne 
roots by heavy wind, and our forests being 
rapidly cut away and thinned out, expos­
ed the remainder to other gales, but since 
that time I have observed the timber in 
small valleys, where it was completely 
sheltered from all winds, to be affected, in 
some cases nearly every tree, some in the 
first stage, and others in an advanced 
stage of decay, so that my theory of it 
being caused by gales of wind would seem 
to lie wrong. I am now at a loss to 
account for it. It certanly looks like a 
blight or distemper, and I would like to 
hear from others on the subject.

workings of the Adalbert silver 
mines in Bohemia—about 3,400 feet below 
the surface—is far from being excessive. 
The temperature of the rock is but about 
76 degrees Fahrenheit, while that of the 
atmosphere is a small fraction of a degree 
higher. In some parts of the Comstock 
lode in Nevada the temperature is 130 to 
157 degrees at a depth of 1,800 to 2,000 
feet. It is generally known that geologists 
find the average increase in the earth's 
internal heat from the surface downward 
to be one degree for every sixty feet of 
descent. In the case of'-the Adalbert 
mines the increase—allowing the surface 
temperature to be 50 degrees—would be 
one degree for each 131 feet of descent ; 
and the highest average in the Comstock- 
lode cannot be less than one degree to 
every 19 feet.

Of the inconceivable minuteness of cer­
tain forms of life, some of which are of 
vital concern to mankind, Prof. Proctor 
says : "The minute organisms capable of 
inducing changes analagous to the fermen­
tation caused by yeast have received great 
attention of late years and several impor­
tant diseases are distinctly traced to them. 
Bechamp estimated that 8,000,000,000 of 
germs of ore micro-ferment only occupied 
one cubic twenty-fifth of an inch. Not 
one of these minute bodies could develop 
except by carrying ou complicated pro­
cesses of a chemical nature, involving very 
active movements of its atoms and mole. 
cules. The mathematicians have made 
calculations founded on the pressure 
exerted by the gases, and other considera­
tions, which show that a particle of the 
sort of matter—such as albumen and 
protoplasm—chiefly concerned iu life 
processes, contains iu a space of one cubic 
thousandth of an inch more molecules 
than any one could possibly form any 
conception of. Sorby, taking a probable 
mean of such calculations, supposes one 
cubic thousandth of an inch of water to 
contain 3,700,000,000,000,000 molecules. 
A sheet of ordinary note paper is about 
one-hundredtn of an inch thick. One 
tenth of this would, of course, be one- 
thousandth of an inch, and a little square 
box of that size each way would hold the 
amazing number of water molecules men­
tioned. Perhaps a few thousands of such 
molecules may suffice for some manifesta­
tions of life, but even if many millions 
should be requisite for the structure of 
the humblest and simplest germ, we could 
never expect to see the actual beginnings 
of life.”

Other claims remained unsettled, to 

which he gave the fullest aud most labori­
ous attention. The claims for damages 
sustained by owners of property along the 
line were also very numerous and every­
one received the fullest attention. Nearly 
all were satisfactorily settled through his 
efforts. Some were resisted by the rail- 
way officials, and at the instance of Mr 
Anglin and others an act was passed in 
1878 providing for the settlement of such 
claims by arbitration. It is under that 
Act (passed by the Mackenzie Govern­
ment) that several of the claims of which 
we now hear so much in the county (in 
connection with Mr. Turgeon) have since 
been settled.

Mr. Anglin’s latest service to the 
County was his su2ce8sful effort to estab­
lish the claim of the fishermen to the four 
and a half million dollars paid by the 
Americans to Canada under the award of 
the Halifax Commission, and his effort to 
obtain for fishing vessels of less than ten 
tons, payment of the bounty of $2 a ton, 
instead of $4 for each ten ton vessel which 
the Government proposed to pay.

He has done all he was able to do to 
obtain a line of railroad from the Interco­
lonial to Caraquet and Shippegan; first 
when Sanford Fleming proposed his 
scheme for the shortest line of communi­
cation between Europe and America, and 
recently in the House, when the Govern­
ment showed themselves inclined to sub­
sidize several branches of railways in the 
different Provinces.

If there are still any persons on the 
Miramichi who entertain the belief that be

sidy of $6,000 a mile, and complete it 
in two years. If that arrangement had 
been carried out the Valley Railway 
would have been in operation several 
years ago. Such being the fact, the 
enquiry naturally presents itselfWhy 
was it not carried out t We answer, 
because Mr. R. R. Call, as President 
and Mr. Michael Adams, as Secretary 
of the, so-called, Miramichi Valley 
Railway Company, together with other ke 
gentlemen connected therewith prevent- Ac 
ed it. Men of influence with the Gov­
ernment at that time,—Hon. W. M. 
Kelly, Wm. Swim, Ësq., then a mem­
ber of the Assembly, and others,—held 
a joint conference with the Secretary 
of the Riviere da Loup company and 
others and the Government, and the 
offer was made as we have stated, viz. 
that that Company would, in considera­
tion of the subsidy of $6,000 a mile, at 
once undertake the construction of the 
road and finish it in two years. The 
writer well remembers the satisfaction 
which he and others experienced on the 
night the matter was thus arranged.
The contract was to be drawn up at once 
and work begun that spring. It is true 
th%t the Government was not the best 
pleased party to the arrangement, but 
Mr. Kelly had forced the matter upon 
his colleagues, backed by Mr. Swim, 
whose influence at the time was strong. 
And, here, we will, as a matter of just­
ice, say of Mr. Kelly, that in this, as in 
other matters affecting the Miramichi, 
he led his colleagues in the Executive, 
and when he made up his mind that 
Northumberland was entitled to Gov­
ernment assistance in anything, he in­
sisted on her having it. The Bridges 
he constructed for us, and the Chatham 
Railway—although he was not alto­
gether fortunate in his mode of conduct­
ing that work—are witnesses of his effi’ 
ciency as a representative and of his 
loyalty to Northumberland’s interests.

On the day after the understanding 
above referred to was had, a blight 
came upon the prospects of the Valley 
Railway. A blow was struck against it 
by our own people—by those who have 
marred and mismanaged and stood in 
the way of it ever since. The good 
news had come over to Chatham and 
Newcastle, but there were those at the 
latter place who received it and sprung 
at once to oppose the good work going 
on in Fredericton. These gentlemen 
were Messrs. Call, Adams & Co.—the 
President, the Secretary, the “ dele­
gates,” etc. A telegram was sent to 
the Government, followed immediately 
by a petition, earnestly protesting 
against any persons or company, save 
themselves, being given a contract for 
the construction of the Railway, on the 
ground that it would interfere with 
their rights and franchisee and with 
negotiations then pending, by which 
they were to place themselves in a posi­
tion to go on with the work. Messrs. 
King, Fraser, Stevenson, Young and 
other members of the Government 
only too glad to have this protest as an 
excuse for going no further in tie

Registrar, Theotine Blanchard, Esq., 
Daniel Kelly, Esq., Michael Devereux, 
Esq., Peter D. Robicheau, Esq., Henry 
Burke, Esq.

The nomination paper of O. Turgeon, 
Esq., was signed by 33 electors, and that 
of K. F. Burns, Esq., by 25 electors.— 
At two o’clock the Returning Officer 
closed his Court and the electors adjourn­
ed to the outside, where a platform had 
been built.

John Sivewright. Esq., was appointed 
Chairman.

Mr. Anglin spoke first. He referred to 
his previous elections in the County, many 
times by acclamation. The people then 
supported him and he felt they would 
support him jiow. He referred to the dis­
solution of Parliament a year before the 
proper time—an evidence of weakness 
and fear on the part of the Government. 
There were three candidates in the field, 
all, he supposed sanguine. He had visited 
all sections of the County and was confi­
dent he would be returned by a handsome 
majority. He had formed his opinion from 
his own observations and from the opinions 
of gentlemen and leaders whom he had 
found reliable before. He referred to the 
defeat of the Government in 1878. Per­
haps then the Liberals were too confident 
and relied too much on the justice of their 
cause. For the Liberals now—men who 
are in a position to know, say—there can 
only be victory, and the Government of 
Edward Blake will be returned to power— 
“and gentlemen” said Mr. Anglin, I be­
lieve it. He next referred to the charges 
of corruption against the Mackenzie Gov­
ernment, and, in eloquent language, 
showed how false were these charges, how 
much contrary to the facts. Speaking of 
the surplus of the present Government, 
he showed it came out of the pockets of 
the poor men of the country. He referred 
to the statement of Sir Charles Tupper that 
we should have no surplus. There, Sir 
Charles was right The Government had 
no right to have a surplus. Every dollar 
they take out of the pockets of the work­
ing man deprives him of many comforts, 
perhaps of the necessaries of life. Sir 
R Cartwright had surpluses for two years, 
but the Tories said nothing of that. They 
assert—they cannot prove—that $2,000,- 
000 should be charged to the previous ad­
ministration. Sir Richard Cartwright 
had, one year, nearly $1,000,000 surplus. 
The Government charged the Liberals, 
when times were bad, with being “flies 
on the wheel, but could Government, by 
Act of Parliament, bring prosperity to 
the country? No man can be deceived by 
such stories as these.

When the Tories came into power their 
first year was the worst Canada ever ex­
perienced. That year wages fell to a lower 
ebb than ever before and bank stocks 
fell. Then came the revival of trade in 
the United States and England ; then 
came the demand for lumber. Then 
there were bounteous harvests here and 
poor ones in Great Britain. Our farmers, 
in the Upper Provinces, got higher prices. 
These causes led to a partial revival of 
trade—causes providential altogether.

He then went fully into the N. P. and 
explained the celebrated Boyd-Macdonald 
telegram on “readjustment” and traced 
out the whole policy minutely. He show­
ed how our population had left us in 
thousands; showed what had been its 
effects in St John, Montreal, Halifax, 
Ottawa, etc. He regretted it was so, but 
such were the facts. He referred to duties 
on breadstuff’s, corn meal, cottons, etc., 
the effects were to make a few manufac­
turers and monopolists rich at the expense 
of the poor man. He showed how rich 
men’s goods were lightly taxed and the 
poor man’s heavily; that the policy had 
been made in the interest of a few manu­
facturers, who actually were present when 
the tariff was framed; no farmers, no 
fishermen, no mechanics had part in it— 
it was all for a few manufacturers. It 
you vote for me, gentlemen, said he, you 
vote for a reduction of duty on flour, corn 
meal, breadstuff’s, woollens, cloths, etc. 
He discussed the question fully and to the 
satisfaction of the electors.

He then referred to the Pacific Syndi­
cate contract and the Onderdonk job, and 
general extravagance of the Government, 
and showed how they had wasted the 
people’s money.

Referring to personal matters he showed 
that the charge of his non-residency should 
have no weight; that on that account he 
had to watch more carefully over the 
interests of his constituents than he, per­
haps, otherwise, might have done, know­
ing the charge would be made against him. 
He showed that he was a non-resident 
when they elected him before, when they 
invited him to the County. He showed he 
had looked after the interests of Gloucester 
well. He worked hard for the I. C. R. 
He, with Mitchell, did what he could and 
the result was the road of to-day. “ Is 
that,” said he, “no service ? If on no 
other account I have deserved wall of the 
people for that ” There were no light­
houses when he came here, or but one. 
Now, the bay is studded with them. The 
lighthouses at Caraquet Island, at Traça- 
die, Big Tracadie, at Miscou. Pokemouche, 
Bathurst, Petit Rocher and other places had 
his advocacy. The last year the Mackenzie 
Government was in power, the money was 
given for the latter .work. There is not 
now, in the world, a district better 
equipped in that way. Could they expect 
more from him ? Bathurst harbor was 
dredged also and the dredge is now pro­
mised on eve of an election for so many 
places that nobody van really tell where 
she is. iShippegan Gully had been in a 
bad state ; so with Grand Anse, but that 
had been remedied. Shippegan and Clif­
ton Breakwaters were the results of his 
labors. What more could he do? He 
secured all the mail accommodation possi­
ble to the County. He spoke on behalf of 
Caraquette Railway and worked hard for 
Government claims on I. O. R., and got 
nearly all of them settled. He did not 
publish what he had done, as some gentle­
men would do. He referred to Tracadie 
Lazaretto and showed what he had done 
to improve the management there and it 
was now much more comfortable than for­
merly. He showed he had only accepted 
the Speakership at the urgent solicitation 
of the Bishops. He at first had refused it, 
but by their advice and that of leading 
gentlemen in the County he took it.

In withering terms he referred to the 
charge that he had betrayed the Catholics 
on the School question. He read Bishop 
Sweeney’s letter showing he had not done 
so; but far from it, he had done all he 
could and that was much, 
proud, then, when those charges were 
matje, to produce such a testimonial from 
Bishop Sweeney as he was now to produce 
that of Bishop Rogers. That mean, low 
contemptible charge of his betraying 
Catholics on the School question he had 
refuted then, he thought, but now Mr. 
Burns had been repeating it again, and in 
this connection he was glad to read for 
them Bishop Rogers’ letter. That showed

m supporters to look to as allies iu the great 
tight for Confederation.

Some one in the audience sung out that 
Mr. Anglin had opposed Confederation, 
when Mr. Mitchell said Mr. Anglin had 
talent, brains, and great ability, but some 
of the old Tories had neither. He passed 
on to review the purchase of the N. W., 
and dwelt on its great value and future, 
after which he gave an hour to the Paci­
fic Railway, justifying the contract with 
the Syndicate, and pronouncing the syndi­
cate, of which Mr. Gibson was a mem­
ber, as a bogus one, although he admitted 
Mr. Gibson was behaving in good faith; 
but he asserted Mr. Gibson was the only 
man who intended or was able to put up 
his part of the money required. He con­
demned tyfr. Mackenzie’s Pacific Railway 
water strptch policy, and said he had 
sunk hundreds of thousands in it, 
wKIchrwere lost to the country. He 
declared himself a free-trader, as far 
as it was possible to apply free trade 
principles to the revenue-raising necessi­
ties of the country and looking also to the 
duty of giving protection to certain 
manufactures. He claimed that Mr 
Blake w as temporising in the tariff matter, 
as he alw'ays did. He would give the 
Government a fair general support. He 
claimed that there were too many men in 
Parliament, who were mere party ma­
chines, pulled up and down as by a string; 
they belonged to both parties, although he 
thought the Liberals were more open 
to the charge than Sir John’s folfowers. 
With him it would be country before 
party He would insist on the Corn and 
Molasses duties being taken off and other 
beneficial changes being made in the Tar­
iff. He thought Sir Leonard Tilley had 
been more sectional in disposing of patron­
age than he ought to have been, hoped 
the rival candidates on the Conservative 
side in Kings and Restigouche would 
sink personal interests for the party's sake.

He charged that Sir Albert J. Smith 
was wearing honors which he had received 
by making use of the results of his (Mr. 
Mitchell’s) labors in connection with the 
Halifax Fishery commission. [Mr. Mit­
chell made personal references to that 
gentleman which seemed very much out 
of place. The time and circumstances 
were in ill-accord with these matters 
which are altogether personal and cannot 
affect Northumberland.]

Mr. Mitchell’s speech occupied nearly 
3 hours and we regret that our time and 
space are so inadequate as to prevent us 
from going more fully into it this week, 
as well as giving Mr. Snowball’s remarks 
as fully as they deserve. We will give a 
fuller report next week.

Mr. Snowball was well received, and 
after premising that he addressed the 
electors only by courtesy—not being a 
Candidate—he thanked Mr. Mitchell for 
his courteous and complimentary refer­
ences to himself, expressing the hope that 
they would be better friends hereafter 
than they had been in the past. He 
claimed that Northumberland was as 
thoroughly Liberal to-day as ever it was. 
[Hon. Mr. Adams here sung out, “No !”J 
Mr. Snowball said there might be a few 
persons in Newcastle calling themselves 
Conservatives who would deny this, but 
they must remember they were not the 
whole County. [Applause.] Because Con­
servatives were in power for fifteen years, 
with exception of four, that was no reason 
why Northumberland should be charged 
with turning Tory. Sir Leonard Tilley 
was the only man out of all the Liberals 
iu the coalition Government formed at 
Confederation who had turned Tory and 
was now in the Tory Government. The 
true Liberals—those who had stuck to 
their principles—had been driven out by 
Tory practices. This Province had never 
yet authorised its representatives to turn 
their coats and never would. (Applause. ) 
He believed Peter Mitchell had no desire 
to join the Tories and was a Liberal at 
heart still. [Applause.] That gentleman 
had declared he was not satisfied with the 
N. P., but he had not in his speech, as in 
his present canvass, declared against the 
flour and pork duties.

[Mr. Mitchell here explained that he 
had shown the flour duty to be very light, 
only $7,000 in New Brunswick, but he 
was against it. (Applause.]

Mr. Snowball proceeded to argue against 
the flour, sugar, and other taxes which 
were exorbitant, and showed how unrea­
sonably and unnecessarily the cotton and 
woollen taxes had been increased, bearing 
down upon our industries and assisting in 
depopulating the country. He believed 
in the greatness of the Northwest, but 
proceeded to show up the bad bargain 
made with the Syndicate for the construc­
tion of the Pacific Railway, and he 
thought Mr. Mitchell would not have 
gone into that subject so fully because of 
his connection with the Company. He 
could not be expected to do anything but 
defend it, no matter how bad it was. He 
claimed the country was wronged by the 
bargain, and Parliament and people defied 
by the Government in their mode of deal­
ing with the matter.

He reviewed Sir Legnard’s broken 
tariff and other pledges, and showed that 
Sir Charles Tupper made it appear that 
the Intercolonial was paying expenses, by 
charging large items spent for maintenance, 
to capital or construction account In 
this connection he said he had no reason 
to complain of Sir Charles, personally, for 
that gentleman had always treated his 
representations as a member of Parliament 
with due consideration and courtesy. He 
claimed that although he had been absent 
in England for a time during the parlia­
mentary sessions it was largely due to the 
fact that the government had summoned 
parliament to meet at unusual times, but 
he could prove that during the four years 
of his representation of Northumberland 
he had been more actual hours in the 
house than ану other member she had ever 
sent there. He referred to efforts made 
by himself and others to induce some 
other Liberal to take his place at Ottawa 
and said the delay of his announcement 
of his inability to again offer 
by their being unable to get an eligible 
Candidate who would consent to run. be­
fore Mr. Mitchell had come down and 
entered the field, a thing he had not 
believed that gentleman had seriously 
contemplated. He felt his friends would 
blame him, but he had acted for the best. 
At another time, when he could give his 
time more fully to the duties, he would 
relieve Mr. Mitchell of the position, for 
unless that gentleman placed himself fully 
in accord with the Liberal sentiment of 
the County he could not expect to repre­
sent P. He hoped, however, he would do 
well for the County and if so he was will­
ing to help him. [Applause-]

R. R. Call Esq., proposed three cheers 
for Sir Leonard which were given. Then, 
he proposed three for Mr. Costigan, which 
were also given and three for Mr. Mitchell 
which were heartily given. Mr. Mitchell 
proposed three for Mr. Snowball, which 
being given the meeting dispersed very 
quietly.

who are entitled to their grants under 
their terms of settlement are still without 
them.

His attacks on the fathers of two 
opposing candidates may be very properly 
omitted, because both of these gentlemen 
are very favorably known as among the 
best men in the County.

We, seriously, ask every elector in 
Northumberland County, when he goes to 
deposit his ballot on Thursday next, to 
consider the position and policy of the 
present local government and the conduct 
of Mr. Adams and its influence upon their 
better thought and higher aspirations iu 
reference to public administration. We 
ask the electors to judge the Govervment 
by that gentleman, and vote according to 
their sense of what is right.

The settlers of Rogerville, whose inter­
ests are almost identical with those of 
Acadieville, will probably prove to Mr. 
Adams on 22nd inst., that they are iude. 
pendent enough to resent his treatment of 
them. It is believed by him that they 
will vote for him through the fear that 
if they do not, and he should be elected, 
he will persecute them. This however, 
should not deter them from doing what 
they feel to be their duty.

Mr. Adams is very ready to spend 
money by the thousands of dollars for steam­
boat subsidies, railways in the southern 
part of the Province, bridges over the St. 
John and the St. John Dry Dock, but the 
poor settlers who look to him to have jus­
tice done them may look in vain. He has 
left three miles of the vast end of Roger­
ville without a road, excepting the little 
done by the settlers themselves. There 
are twelve families in this district who are 
really without a road, while it is Mr. 
Adams’ duty to see that they get it.

Every elector ought to resent Mr. 
Adams’ persecution ot Mr. A. K. Me 
Dougall. He not only assisted Hon. 
Robert Young of Caraquet in carrying out 
his scheme for turning Mr. McDougall 
out of the Secretaryship of the Lazaretto 
Board, but he persistently deprived him 
of his usual work as a Deputy Crown 
Lands Surveyor. There are some men 
who have, through necessity, been obliged 
to succumb to such treatment by Mr. 
Adams but it is to the credit of Mr, Mc­
Dougall that he resents the indignities 
and insults he has suffered, like an honest 
and honorable man. No man who is ac­
quainted with Mr. McDougall’s case can 
vote for Mr. Adams.

The people of Rogerville complain that 
just before the late Surveyor-General went 
out of office Surveyor Crocker visited 
them and induced them to waive their 
claims to a large sum, in the aggregate, of 
Free Grants money, which he said the 
Government would spend in making roads 
for the accommodation of the settlement. 
Claims to sums aggregating over $1,000— 
money actually due and payable in cash to 
the settlers—were thus waived, but after 
Mr. Adams came into power the work on 
the roads was not done. The matter was 
brought by Mr. Johnson, M. P. P. to the 
notice of the Government, and he wrote to 
parties interested saying the money 
would be put on the roads, but up to’ the 
present time not more than $50 out of the 
$1,000 belonging to the settlers have been 
expended.

The Post Office.—On and after the 
first of July the charge for Money orders 
on Great Britain, and Newfoundland will 
be reduced to a uniform rate. This will 
be ten cents for all sums up to ten dollars, 
from ten to twenty dollars, twenty cents, 
so on for each increase by tens. Thus, an 
order for any sum b)$ween say forty and 
fifty dollars will be 56 cents, fifty dollars, 
as before, being the maximum sum for 
which an order wiU be issued, although 
any person may obtain as many orders as 
he pleases for this amount.

After referring to his position and expe­
riences in the County and Province during 
the thirty-one years of his active political 
life he said that before going into the 
details of the whole history of that time, 
as he proposed to do, he must refeisto the 
action of his friend, Mr. Suowball, who 
had beaten him in 1878 and had now retir­
ed. He called him his friend, because 
although they had bitterly contested 
against each other and their relationships 
had not been of the most cordial charac­
ter, at times, yet he knew that they both 
felt such things were but incidents of the 
struggles between them and that both 
desired the prosperity of the County. 
Mr. Snowball had found that his immense 
business required too much of his time to 
allow him to spare sufficient to enable 
him to attend properly to the duties of a 
representative. Mr. Snowball was an am­
bitious as well as a plucky man and, 
whatever he did he desired to do well, or 
not at all and his pluck and spirit had, no 
doubt, led him to make sacrifices for the 
County during the last four years, which 
he could not afford to repeat. When he, 
Mr. Mitchell, was beaten in 1878 he felt 
proud that it was done by a man of Mr. 
Snowball’s high character, pluck and 
strong business influence, but he also felt 
—and he had no doubt the electors felt— 
that Mr. Snowball had made a mistake in 
offering on that occasion, as the electors 
had made in returning him. With 
his enormous business, 
doing so much good to the County 
Mr. Snowball had, therefore, felt he had 
his hands full. He also, lie had no doubt, 
felt that Sir John was to be continued in 
power—that though strong iu the last 
House, he would be stronger in the next 
—and, like a sensible man, he saw it was 
best for the County, under the circum­
stances, to retire and let him (Mr. M.) 
represent it. Mr. Snowball’s pluck
