INQUEST OVER
MILLIE GEE.

Eye Witnesses Deseribe the
Brutal Murder.

The Murderer Strod Unmoved
While Dying Girl Aecsused Him
of Killing Her,

(Special to the Star),

BATH, N, B, March 18.—~The In-
quest into the death of Millle Gee was
begun by Dr. Cummins at Bath yes-
terday afternoon.

The first witness, Ben. Gee, stated
that George Gee \was at his house Sa-
turday night. hey drank and play-
ed cards. George Gee and Miillie went
outside, George saying he had some-
thing to tell the girl. As Millie start-

ed to come in witness héard a rifle re-

port and saw the girl fall., She warn-
ed witness that George intended to
shoot him too.

Peter Gee, sworn, said that Geo. Gee
came to his place about 4.30 a. m., call-
ed for Willie Gee, a nephew, told him
he had shot Millie and wanted him
to go and see how she was, The boy

id not believe the story and refused

go. Peter went instead, accompan-
ied by George part of the way. When
they reached Ben. Gee’s house Bennie
came out. George asked Bennie to
come out on the snow bank. Bennie's
answer was “You have killed Millie.
If you don't come out, just put your
cowardly head out.” He had the
rifle with him.

Willie Gee, sworn, said George Gee
told him about three weeks before
that "he would shoot Millle, but gave
no reason, ~ He said he had “done
what I told you I would.” He had
“shot her through the hips, but was
sorry it was not through her —
heart.”

Other witnesses testified to seeing
George Gee early that morning and
hearing him say he had shot a girl
He telephoned for doctors and the
sherift.

When the inquest was resumed to-
day, the first witness sworn was John
Farley. He said he was at the house
of Bennie Gee on Sunday last at 2 p.
m, In addition to the written deposi-
tion already published he said Millie
Gee, when questioned by him if 'she
thought she was going to die, replied
“Phe doctors say so.” He did not
know that she expressed her own be-
lief that she was going to die. George
Geg was present when dying state-
ments were made and heard them
read, He did not say anything,
though he had an opportunity.

Dr. F. M. Brown, sworn, sald he was
called to the house of Bennie Gee on
Sunday, 19th inst. He examined Mil-
lie Gee, found wounds on the right and
left sides, about two inches above the
axillary line. He examined the same
wounds at the post mortem examina-
tion and found that there were small
pieces of bone in the right side
wound. He believed them to be sliv-
ers of the spine. He found the abdo-
men slightly distended -and believed
the bullet to have perforated the bow-
els. Subseguent examination showed
that none of the intestines were in-
jured.

Dr. M. E. Simmgns believed that the
girl died of peritonitis.

The inquest is being continued this
afterxuoon.L

SUBMARINE BOATS
PROVED VALUE.

Successful Experiments Conducted at
Portsmouth.
o e ) e

LONDON, March 16.—A remarkable
test of submarine boats has been
made at Portsmouth. It was decid-
ed to attack the defences of the har-
bor and learn what could he done by
the submarine in repelling the as-
sault, |

The assailant was the home fieet,
under Admiral Wilson, consisting of
four battleships, with five cruisers,
which received orders to force an en-
trance into Portsmouth harbor. The
submarine fiotilla was aware that the
attack would be made at night, and
when the battleships were within
range of the forts the latter opened a
terrific fire,

Under cover of this cannonade four
torpedo destroyers put to sea and
steamed . toward the assailants. Along-
side each destroyer was a submarine,
screened from the battleships. The
destroyers approached within striking
distance of the battleships amid a
fearful roar of blank ammunition from
the forts and ships. When the ap-
pointed distance had been reached the
four destroyers fell back.

At the same instant the submarines
sank and a few minutes later rose,
one alongside each battleship and
claimed the latter as their victims,

IS NEUTRAL

Russia Won't Recognize Her
as a_ Belligerent.

Russian Admiral Denies Japanese
Reports” and Says His Fleet
Was Ready for War.

RUSSIA SAYS KOREA IS NEU-
TRAL.

ST. PETERSBURG, March 18, — A
communication from the foreign office
is published here confirming the state-
ment made to the correspondent of the
Associated Press that Russia does not
regard Korea as belligerent and will
not do so until there is evidence that
Korea is actively making common
cause with Japan. The communica-
tion, after reiterating the assertion
that Russia considers Korea simply a
neutral state acting under violent
pressure by Japan and deprived of the
power of free,action, and that Rus-
sia, therefore, cannot regard as valid
any treaty to the benefit of Japan,
nor the abrogation of Russian conces-
sions, proceeds:

“Should the Russian troops encoun-
ter Korean forces operating against
the Russians under the influence of
Japanese officers who are forcing them
to act against the wishes of the Kor=
ean government, the Russians are in-
structed not to fight them as though
they were troops of a belligerent state,
but to confine themselves to placing
them under arrest.”

JAPANESE REPOF TS DENIED.

ST. PETERSBURG, March 18, 12.16
p. m.—Admiral Stackenburg, who on
account of illness, turned ovey the com-
mand of the Vladivostok squadron to
Captain Reitzentein, has arrived in St.
Petersburg. He gives an entirely dif-
ferent version of some of the’ reports,
emanating from Japanese sources re-
garding the events before he left. The
cruise of his squadron from Feb. 9 to
Feb. 15 in Japanese waters was made
by order of Admiral Stark for its ef-
fect upon the population of Northern
Japan. Admiral Stackenburg denies
that he filred on and.sank Japanese
merchantmen. He says the ships were
captured, and that while attempting
to convey them to port a terrific bliz-
zard sprang up and, not wishing to en-
danger the Russian cruisers, after tak-
ing off the crews and pasSengers from
the merchantmen, three 6f them load-
ed with contraband rice were sunk, The
other, which was a worthless tramp
steamer, was released to carry to the
Japanese the story of the presence of
the Russian warships In those waters,
or moral effect. ‘There never was any
ombardment of Hakodate, which is
heavily fortified. The admiral adds
that he cannot understand how such a
stupid story was credited. He express-
es the opinion that the war will be of
long duration, judging from the exten-
sive Japanese preparations, which were
thoroughly understood at Vladivostok
where war was expected even earlier
than it came.,

GIRL WOULD FIGHT FOR RUSSIA.

ODESSA, March 18.—A young girl
named Sorka Jllieva, who fought and
was wounded in the ranks of the
Macedonian insurgents, has arrived
here and volunteered for service in
Manchuria. She wears masculine at-
tire, is an expert horsewoman, and
handles rifle and sword. The girl saw
General Kaulbors, the commander-in-
chief here, who promised to endorse
her application. She brought with her’
a full campaign equipment.

RUSSIANS DOUBT JAPS' REPORTS.

ST. PETERSBURG, March 18, 2 p.
m.—The war experts here are question-
ing the truth of the Japanese official
report, asking for instance how the
torpedo boats of Vice Admiral Togo
(the commander-in-chief of the stand-
ing squadron) could lay mines welgh-
ing 400 pounds in the heavy sea which
Admiral Togo admits was running,
even If the boats had room for them
aboard, how fire could break out of
Russian torpedo boats, which carry no-
thing inflammable, and how a Japanese
torpedo boat preserves its full fighting
capacity if a steam pipe on board
bursts, and the Russian boats got
away.

INTERNATIONAL COMPLICATIONS.

ST. PETERSBURG, March 18, 2 p.
m.—The Gazette expresses the hope
that the Anglo-French understanding
will result in a more friendly attitude
on the part of Great Britain toward
Russia.

A diplomatist representing a small
European power, expresses the hope
that China will join Japan, on the
theory that all the white powers will
then be compelled to form a coalition
and stop the war, which would ruin the
trade of the whole world with China.
But he fears Japan realizes the danger
and will decline China's aid. The Red
Cross Society is considering a proposi-
tion to fit out an auto-train to convey
the wounded over the high-road, 3850
miles from Mukden, Manchuria, to
Blagvotechensk, East Siberia, on the
River Amur, where they would be
placed on board barges for conveyance
to hospitals estaplished along the river.

AN EXPERT'S OPINION,

An expert, in the military organ, says
that even presuming there are four
divisions of Japanese at Ping-Yang,
Korea, they could not venture to ad-
vance till reinforced by two more div-
isions, which would require another
month or six weeks. The writer con-
tends that they could not advance more
than seven miles a day, owing to the
conditions of the roads, compares Ping-
Yang with Plevna and says the great
drawback to the town is that it is sur-
rounded by marshes which will breed
insects and malaria when the warm
weather comes.
