Fire in the Tower of
Londomn.

ADDITIONAL PARTICULARS.
( From the London Morning Herald. )

Thronghout the whole of Yesterdiy the rame
species ol exciteient which has prevailed-in the vi-
cinity of the Tower of London since the lamentable
catas‘rophe of Satarday night, continned without
the slightest abatement. ‘T'he satne precautiotaty
theasnres which had been adopted with relerence
to the admission of strangers prl'vmmly, was still
tigidly auforeed by the wardens, acting under the
directions of Major Llrigton, the Governor, with-
ot whose order no one conld be permitted to puss
