Notified Of New Tariff.
Collector Dunn received word from 

Ottawa yesterday that the reduction 
of 2 1-2 per cent upon articles Included 
iu 13 tariff Items went Into effect on 
and after March 31st. and was instruc­
ted to notify outposts. The collector 
said the new tariff would have no 
effect upon manufacturers, except pos­
sibly those engaged In the soap mak­
ing industry. The reduction applied 
mostly to articles that New Bruns­
wick had to Import from other coun­
tries anyway, and might lower prices 
In some lines.

A man who gave his name as Em­
ery, belonging to the city, and who 
was better known here aa James Rood, 
committed suicide in the Royal Hotel, 
Sussex, yesterday, by drinking wood 
alcohol.

Rood and hie wife stayed at the El­
liott Hotel for the greater part of the 
year. Mrs. Rood was employed at 
the hotel as cook, but left there at 
Christmas, and at the same time sep 
arated from her husband.

A few days ago Rood learned that 
his wife was stopping In Sussex and 
went there on Tuesday last. He was 
unable lo locate her. however, and 
yesterday morning was found dead in 
a room at the hotel.

An Inquest, was held Into the cause 
of his death yesterday afternoon, and 
the Jury brought in a verdict, that de­
meaned met his rieath as a result of 
drinking wood alcohol, and that he 
was ignorant of the dangerous char­
acter of the liquid. They recommend­
ed that in future wood alcohol should 
only be sold on a doctor’s prescrip­
tion.

Rood was a man of middle age and 
worked here for the past year as a 
cabinet maker In the employ of W. O. 
Dunham. Chief of Police McLeod of 
Sussex. Is making an effort to find out 
something about his people.
