MOST IMPORTANT SEA FIGHT OF WAR SINCE BATTLE OFF
HELIGOLAND.

The announcement of this engagement and victory,
which was the most important naval engagement of the war,

Allies on Offensive all Along Front from Swiss Border to the
North Sea and Now Holding Strong Positions—Flanders
Fairly Safe from German Attacks.

RUSSIA REPORTS “GRAVE DEFEAT”
OF AUSTRO-GERMAN FORCES IN EAST.

Britain Now Controls Persian Gulf—Proclamation of Holy War
by Turkey Leads to Uprising Against Italians in Tripoli
—Servia to Stay in Struggle to the End.

London, Dec, 9.—The victory off the Falkland Islands,
where the British squadron sank the German cruisers Scharn-
horst, Gneisenau and Leipzig, and the success of the Indian
troops on the Gulf of Persia, where they compelled the sur-
render of a Turkish army, have for the moment overshadow-
ed, so far as England is concerned, at any rate, the larger
events which have taken place on the continent of Europe.

The sinking of the German cruisers materially lessens
the menace to British shipping, while the success of the In-
dian forces has given Great Britain control of the Persian
Gulf, the Delta of the Tigris and Euphrates rivers, and threat-
ens a part-a® Tuarkey on which German  railway builders
have had\iieir eyes set for years,

With this good news for the Allies comes what is con-
sidered here as a favorable French communication of the op-
erations in Flanders and France. There is also a somewhat
clearer view of what is taking place along the Russo-Ger-
man front,

SUCCESSES IN WESTERN WAR AREA.

The withdrawal of German troops from the west to
strengthen their armies in the east has enabled the Allies to
resume the initiative along the front, reaching from the
Swiss border to the North §ea, and while they have not made
any marked advance they have been able, according to offic-
ial announcement, to organize and consolidate the | positions
won In the last few days, This naturally has not been done
without opposition from the Germans, who claim to have in-
flicted heavy losses on the French, particularly in the Argonne
and north of Nancy,

Flanders is at present considered fairly safe from Ger-
man attacks, which, when thef/ do materialize: is believed
here will be dlrected more at the French centre.

« RUSSIA ADMITS LOSS OF LODZ.

The Russians have at last admitted the occupation of Lodz by the
Germans but say they evacuated the city fifteen hours before the Ger-
man occupation, and that they changed their positions without the loss
of a single man.

“The German official communica-
tion says that the Russians must have
had enormous losses In evacuating
Lodz. The confidence that should be
placed in this communication is evi-
denced by the fact that the Rusian
troops withdrew from Lodez about/|
midnight on December 6, while the|
Germans remained motionless for
fifteen hours in front of our empty
trenches, the atack of which had cost
them more than 10,000 soidiers, and
upon which they dared not advance.

“Only at three o'clock in the after-
poon of december 6, did the Germans
move forward to verify that there was
nobody in the trenches facing them.
They entered the town.

“In changing our positions in the
region of Lodz we did-not lose a sol
dier. We undertook this manouvre
only after we had ascertained that the
(Germans had definitely decided mot
to continue thelr atacks in the dis-
trict.

“Our manoeuvre was entirely inde-
pendent of any aggressive action on
the part of the emwemy.”

Servia Wins Victory and
Recaptures Two Towns.

Rome via London, Dec. 10,—The
Servian legation makes public a re-
port from Servian headquarters to the
effect that the Servian army has won
a complete victory, resulting in the
re-capture of the towns of Vaijevo and
Ushitza, in Servia, and the rout of two
Austrian corps.

The Austrians, says the report,
abandoned everything, even their
treasure chest. The Servians took

twenty (thousand prisoners, fifty can-
pon and large quantities of rifles, ma-
chine guns and munitions of every
description.

Petrograd, Dec. 9.—The German at-

tacks on Loecz, to the west of War-

saw, vesterday was conducted with ab-
solute disregard of the consequence
and according to a report reaching
there enormous losses were incurred.
The German method of threwing col-
umn after colimn in close ranks, the
men marching shoulder to shoulder,
was evidence of the determination to
take this position, which is on the
direct road to Warsaw, and nearer to
Warsaw than any other fighting centre
on the Lodz front. In spite of the mun
derous fire of the Russians, the Ger-
man infantry lay in the shallow tren-
ches, dug out with their bayonets and
their hands, at a distance of 200 paces
from the Russian entrenchments, had
brought up their artillery to within 800
paces of the Russian positions.

The Army Messenger, an official or
gan, declares that while the Germans
were moving forward yesterday from
Lask, they attacked Pabianitzi, ten

THE DAY'S WAR NEWS

The good news of the success at-
tending the action between Vice Ad-
miral Sturdee’s squadron and the Ger-
man war vessels under Admiral Von
Spee, in which three German cruisers,
the Gneisenau, Scharnhorst and Leip-
zig, were sent to the bottom, comes
as a speedy and most satisfactory off-
set to the loss of the Good Hope and

disposed of yesterday were responsi-
ble. It also affords an interesting in-
sight into the British way of doing
things. Until his name was mention-
ed in despatches telling of the,vic-
tory it was believed by the general
public that Vice Admiral Sturdee was
serving in home waters while the
squadron he commanded was dispat-
ched from England without any pre-
liminary trumpeting or bombastic an-
nouncement. It went silently and ef-
fectively about its business with the
splendid results as told of in our news
columngs this morning.

But the naval victory was not the
only piece of good news brought hy
the cables last night. The Indian ex-
peditionary force has been particu-
larly successful in operations
against the Turks, while from both
the eastern and western war theatres
successes have been reported. In a
communication to his Government
Gen. Joffre, the intrepid commander
of the French forces, intimates that
he may have an important and desir-
able Christmas gift for the people of
France and as Joffre, like Kitchener,
is sparing of predictions it may be as-
sured that an intimation of the sort
is but the prelude to more exact tid-
ings of an important victory

In the east the Russians admit the
loss of L.odz but, apparently, it was a
bloodless victory for Germany. The
reason for holding the city ceasing
to exist, the Russians simply “moved
out” and allowed the Germans to
come in and take possession while the
Czar's troops busied themselves more
effectively elsewhere.

The most interesting political phase
of yestérday's developments again
concerns Italy. It is said that as a
result of the Turkish proclamation of
a “holy war” there may be an upris-
ing against Italian authority by the
natives of Tripoli. Such an event
would certainly bring Italy into action
against Turkey and, as German forces
are aiding the Turkish troops, against
Germany as well. Altogether the war
vesterday is decidedly the
best which has come forward for sev-
eral days and may be regarded as
only the prelude to even more impor-
tant events in the near future. The
assurance that Germany will be ab-
solutely whipped both on sea and land

is daily becoming more certain.

[EPPELING ARE
VEAY EXPENGIVE

It was on Augfiust 14, 1913, that the
world was startled by the news that
Count Zeppelin's airship, Zeppelin IV.
had smashed all world's records for
dirigibles, says Pearson's Weekly.

She had sailed triumphantly from
Friedrichshafen to Mayence, and then
by Bale, Strassburg and Mannheim to
Sturtgart. England, as a nation, was

mang possessed an aerial cruiser ca-
pable of dropping bombs on Londoa
and then returning to Germany with-
out descending to earth.

The Fatherland went Zeppelin mad,
and when a little later Zeppelin IV,
came to grief a national subscription
of $1,500,000 was raised to replace and
to build more like her.

Germany, if we can belleve what we
hear, still pins her faith to Zeppelins,
and intends to use them against the
English fleet.

One of the great arguments in fa-
vor of Zeppelins 'is their cheapness as
compared with warships.

So far as construction goes, this is
true. The newest of these huge alr-
ships, which are about the same length
as a first-class battleship, can be con-
structed for about $1,000,000., Thus
nine can be built for the money spent
on one dreadnoght.

But if a Zeppelin is cheap to con-
struct she is anything but cheap to
run,

First of all, she must be filled with
ras. The gas used is not common
coal gas, but pure hydrogen, which is
made at a factory and transported in
cylinders under pressure.

The original Zeppelin IV. required
no less than 1,000 cubic meters of gas
for each filling, and, as each meter
tosts eight pence, this operation alone
meant an outlay of $2,800. To fill one
of the newer and larger airships costs
about $3,500.

No fabric has yet been invented
which is absolutely gastight, and the
valuable gas is constantly leaking
away. A filling lasts for a few days
only, and for perfect efficiency it is
necessary to feed a Zeppelin with gas
every day.

Then as to fuel. A large forty-horse
motor car will run about 15 miles to
the galion of petrol. A Zeppelin will
not travel much more than one mile
to the gallon. Her great motors drink
up the spirit at a simply appalling rate
Running at full speed and doing, say,
45 miles an hour in calm weather,

At the time the Hon. J. D, Hazen be-
came the representative of the City
and County of St. John in Parliament,
various schemes for the betterment of
the shipping facilities at that port
were in the air, which had been talked
of and discussed for a very long time.

Position in Great Britain,

In Great Britain the period immedi-
ately antecedent to the declaratiom of
war was marked by considerable ease
in the money market, coupled with a
slight recession in trade, following a
long period of unrest and depression
caused by the Balkan chaos and other
adverse factors.

The outbreak of hostilities broughty
about the collapse of the whole finan-
cial fabric, the closing of the bourses
and a world-wide financial cataclysm.
For a time at least a condition of wel.
nigh general insolvency was threatenr
ed. The steps whioh were taken (o
cope with the crisis are of too recent

Britain’s command of the sea Wwas
undoubtedly the chief factor in bring-
inz about a recovery of confidence, but
great credit is due to the government
and their able financlal advisers of
tkeir bold and statesmanlike views of
the situation and their prompt action
in meeting the crisis, as well as to the
Bank of England for the courage and
activity with which the plans of the
government were carried out.

The great latent wealth of the Em-
pire has been demonstrated Dby the
patriotic response to the recent gov-
ernment loan, and this is being follow-
ed by the removal of barriers to trade
which is now once more approaching
a normal condition.

What the consequences of the war
will be must depend, 1 think, to a
large extent on the duration of hostil-
ities,

Whether a long period of depression
and economy, in order to repiace the
wasted wealth of the world will fol-
low its conclusion, or whether the re-
moval of political apprehensions and
the prospect of a long era of peace
wili bring about an immediate restora-
tion of prices—not alone of commo-
dities but of stock exchange and of
other securities—it would be idle at
the moment to predict.

In either event, all borrowing coun-
tries, including Canada, must expect
their facilities to be largely cur-
talled while the wastage of war is
being repaired.

In the United States.

In the United States, the reviva. of
business which had begun to be per-
ceptible met with an abrupt check
upons the declaration of war, and in
consequence of the cutting off of sup-
plies of European capital, plans fer
development and expansion in all
directions were either deferred or
abandoned,

Notwithstanding that the Western
sections have reaped more than usually
bountiful crops, the tendency there, as
elsewhere, is towards general curtail-
ment and the avoidance of capital ex-
penditure.

These conditions do not appear to
result so much from an absence of
resources or umsoun] trade as from
doubts and uncertainties touching the
future, affecting corporate bodies as
well as all classes of the community
This distrust will, no doubt, gradually
disappear and conditions right them-
selves in time. The increased prices,
together with shipments of grain and
food stuffs, and tre large sale of war
materials are having a stimulating
effect on business generally, and grad-
ually offseting the adverse balance
of trade.

The embarrassments caused by the
disarrangement of the foreign ex-
change market have been ldrgely over-
come. .

There appears to.be a growing fee:-
ing i favorof givingsome measure
of relief to the rallways by way of
increased freight rates so that they
may be the better enabled to negotiate
gecurities to meet their present needs
and to provid for necessary expan-
sion.

The coming into force of the Federal
Reserve Bank's operations should
cause an easing momey market until
funds created thereby, and it will likely
prove a potent factor in restoring
normal conditions throughout the
country, as wel. as preventing those
perlodical crisis which have been so0
disturbing in the past.

The opening of the exchange has
heiped to relieve an acute cotton situa-
tion. It has also been further con-
siderably eased by the declaration that
cotton will not be ccnsidered contra-
band. The operations of the New York
stock exchange are gradually being ex-
tended and the fact of its now having
been opened, even with restrictions has
had a good sentimental effect upon the
whole financial situation.

Position in Canada,

In Canada, a period of several years
of remarkable growth and progress
was accompanied by large—and in
some cases imprudent-—capital expenr
ditures by industrial, municipal and
other corporations, and an ambitious
programme of railway construction,
made possible by the ease with which
money could be obtained.

substantial improvement of $85,000,-
000 the more satisfactory in view of
the practical closing of the London
money market to Canadian loans.
The transportation interests of Can-
ada have also been benefited by an
increase in the value of exports of
United States products through our
ports from $19,000,000 in the seven
months period of 1912 to $41,600,000
this year.

Legitimate Business Sound

I am glad to be able to say that
from the reports which reach me from
all parts of the country, legitimate
business is fundamentally sound.
While trade generally is quiet, and in
many branches restricted, especially
those dependent upon construction
work, there is compensation in a mea-
sure by ‘activities in others which pro-
vide the vast supplies required by the
war.

A general suspension of new un-
dertakings is apparent. Agriculture—
the backbone of the coutnry—contin-
ues prosperous notwithstanding a
shorter crop yield, owing ta the high
prices being paid for grain and other
farm products, The great increase
in the. number and value of live stock
in the Northwest is especially grati-
fying.

Farmerg are preparing to increase
the acreage of land under crop, and
manufactarers are taking advantage
of the situation to extend their sales
where foreign competition for the
time being, has been eliminated. There
is, moreover, an undiminished confi-
dence in the future which is an asset
of no little importance

Considerable unemployment exists,
but the extent of it is probably over-
estimated and I think our position in
this respect will compare favorably
with that of other countries.

These conditiong are overshadowed
at the moment by a war so disastrous
and so unexpected that even yet many
of us do not grasp the full signifi-
cance of it all, New local conditions
and new problems had to be met.

Government’s Wise Course

The wise and timely action of the
Finance Minister in providing facili-
ties for rediscount, and in making
Bank Notes legal tender, had a steady-
ing effect throughout the country, and
has enabled the Banks under all cir-
cumstances to meet the legitimate de-
mands of business and to keep in
hand ample resources against depos-
its.

Power was taken by the Govern-
ment to declare a moratorium, but
fortunately it has not been necessary
to put this into effect, for all must
recognize the supreme consideration
of maintaining our credit in the money
markets of the world.

The war, by closing the financial
markets of all countries, has preclud-
ed us from obtaining capital for con-
struction and development work and
so long as these conditions prevail,
it will be necessary for us to con-
serve our resources rather than pro-
ceed with other tham unavoidabl

London.

The interest taken by Canada in the
London financial situation is due to a
combination of firm patriotism and
monetary dependence. Not only are
we solicitous for the welfare of our
Empire's financial centre, but the
Dominfon has financed its require-
ments in that market to an extent
obvious enough to the few but only
recently fully appreciated by the
people of this country as & whole.

It might be added without boast-
fulness that this Bank’s London busi-
ness has steadily increased in impor
tance step by step with the develop-
ment of our country until we have
attained a prestige, and what has been
tezmed by others a unique position
among Colonlal Banks repr d in
the great metropolis, that you, its
Shareholders, can regard with a mea-
sure of national-and may [ say indi-
vidual pride,

New York.

‘We are naturally greatly interested
in New York conditions, as not only
is that city the Clearing House of
North America, .but also the channel
through which the bulk of our foreign
exchange transactions :pass. Further
the financial relations of the two coun-
tries become more intimate and fur-
ther dovetailed with the everin-
creasing establishment in Canada of
branches of great American industrial
companies.

Policy-Liquidity.

1t is common knowledge that the
policy of this Bank is conservatism,
a policy that tends in prosperous days
to arouse in some quarters a measure
of criticism, but one meeting with
unstinted approval in times as troub-
lous as those we face at present.
Thanks to a reasonably liquid
position, the unexpected outbreak of
war found us not unprepared. It
was an easy transition for us to con-
vert into actual cash and bank bal-
ances, to the extent we deemed advis-
able, our dary line of deft in
the shape of other rserves held as
you are aware, in London and New
York.

Profits—Patriotic Fund.

As banks are not eleemosynary in-
stitutions, it-is our duty to earn for
the shareholders such measure of pro-
fit as is consistent with the safe em-
ployment of your capital and the de-
posit monies entrusted to our care, Un-
der normal conditions our first con-
sideration has ever, as you know, been
safety, but with the financial world
ofit of joint we have felt it our duty,
both in self protection and in a desire
to bear our share of the national bur-
den in safeguarding the general situa-
tion, to take additional precautions.
In pursuance of this policy our cash
reserves and bank balances have been
brought up to a percentage point that
seemingly precludes danger,

Naturally the greater volume "of

capital expenditure.

The financial fallacy of issuing in-
flated currency for such purpose—
abundantly proved by experience of
other countries—is well known, and
Canada is to be congratulated on hav-
ing avoided the miseries of a depre-
ciating paper currency.

In this connection I may remind
you there is a homely adage that “no
one has yet succeeded in lifting him-
self by his boot straps.”

Nor should it be forgotten that we
have a large foreign interest indebi-
edness to be liquidated by exports or
new borrowings.

For the latter, the London' market
being now less available, we shall
have to rely partly on such facilities
as the United States market can of-
fer and, in a measure, upon our own
resources, to solve the problem of re-
stricted trade and shrinking revenue,
as well as to meet maturing interest,
capital commitments, and other obli-
gations.

Foreign Reserves Valuable

Our reserves abroad have proved
valuable in this connection as they
are enabling ug to comserve the gold
supply of Canada.

Mexico.

The Effect Upon Canad

Your President has adequ y ree
viewed the general situation in a
masterly maner that makes further
remarks superflous, but perhaps I
may be permitted to say in summary
of my own comments that from a
financial point of view the outstand-
ing result of the war upon Canada
has been the instantaneous stoppage
of the suppiy of British capital to
which we had become so accustomed
that sight wae too frequently lost of
its importance as a factor in the
devel t of the Domini

Money from this source flowed to
us in such increasing volume - that dur-
ing a considerable ante bellum period
it amounted in round figures to at
least $25,000,000 per month. Canadian
public borrowings from : the London
money market for the seven months
ending 31st -~ July were $177,000,000.
Since the outbreak of war the inflow
of such capital has ceased.

This monetary deprivation coupled
with the necessity of using our earn-
ings and income for the purpose of
payingat& Eirent Britain interest on

not enjoying the same e of
prosperity as a year ago, economic
conditions may be summed up as

being fairly healthy, and surprisingly
good as compared with those the
world over. This, perhaps, may be
attributed to the fact that previously
there has becn an absence of inflation
and fictitious prosperity, and conse-
gquently no severe reaction,
The farmers are more than usually
prosperous, The apple crop has been
large and of excellent quality, but
this unfortunately is offset by the low
prices prevailing.
Much money has been invested in
the black fox industry, but this busi-
ness has proved hazardous, and the
possible result of a marked decline in
prices must not be overlooked.
The demand and price for lumber
declined during the early part of the
year, but the foreign trade is improv-
ing with a resultant upward tend-
ency in prices.
The fishing industry has been less
satisfactory. The_ catch shows a
reduction and lower prices prevail.
There has been a diminution of up-
wards of 250,000 tons in the coal min-
ed in N?v: Scotia as compared with
last year, largely accounted for by
the partial closing down of steel plants
and other allied industries. This un-
favorable feature of the situation is
1l d in the facturing towns.

North West Provinces.

In the North West Provinces agri-
culture and stock-raising are of prim-
ary importance, and all other indus-
tries and businesses are more or less
directly or indirectly dependent upon
the success of the farming community.
The results of the crop for the year
1914 have been satisfactory. Cer-
tain districts suffered severely from
drought at the critical period, and the
total yield is consequently less than
last vear, but with the higher prices
prevailing the value of the grain pro-
duced is somewhat greater. More land
is_being brought under cultivation, and
owing to the early harvest and favor-
able autumn it is expected that a rec-
ord acreage will be under crop next
year.

Mixed farming is receiving more
attention with gratifying results and
more live stock is being raised,

The flour mills are well employed,
but other manufacturing industries are
quiet.

Trade conditions are not altogether
satisfactory, but credit is granted less
freely than formerly. °

There has been a decline in realty
values with few transactions,

The North West Provinces undoubt-
edly are passing through a period ‘of
stregs, but with their great areas of

farm lands still uncultivated
capable of producing vast food sup-
plies, we look to the future with a
justifiable measure of confidence. -

can safeguard the situation.

LETTERS CEGOVERED
FROM WRECKED SHIP

Mail from 11 fated Em-
press of Ireland received
by St. John people.

W. D. Stewart, who 1s now a pri-
vate in the 26th Regiment and train-
ing for duty at the front, was surpris-
ed man yesterday when he received
a letter that had been sent to him
from the Dead Letter office and which
bore the mark that it had been re-
covered from the sunken ship, Em-
press of Ireland in the St. Lawrence,
Mr. Stewart had sent the letter ad-
dressed to his mother in Sheflield,
England, and while he had only sign-
ed his name Wilfred, he had fortu-
nately placed at the top of the letter
his St. John address, 36 Clarence
street. This was ail that would cause
any person to know from whom the
letter had been sent, 8o when it was
recovered with others and taken to
the dead letter office, it was opened,
and when the address was seen on the
top it was remalled to Clarence street
and was delivered to Mr, Stewart.
The soldier loocks on the letter as a
souvenir, and while the address on
the envelope has been obliterated by
the water, the wording of the contents
is ali right.

Private Stewart sald last evening
that he intended to remail the letter
along with other presents to his moth-
er at Sheffield as part of her Christ-
mas presents.

Captain R. W. W, Frink wu,nnov.h-
er citizen who received a letter from
the Dead Letter office on which was
stamped the words “Recovered by the
divers from the wreck of the steam-
ship Empress of Ireland.” The let-
ter was apparently undamaged and
the ink of the address to a business
firm in England was not damaged, nor
was the lettering of Mr, Frink's firm
on the top of the letter. The con+
tents were about the same as when
sent from the office on Prince William
street. On the front of the envelope,
however, there was a pink stain and
two round marks as if eaused from
being in contact with some other
articles in the mail bag, or from a
metal part of the bag. Captain Frink
had mailed the letter to a firm in
England, and he npw 'holds the re-
covered letter as a souvenir.

Rev. Dr. W. E. Mclntyre's, mail
yesterday morning brought him a let-
ter written on May 27 last, and ad-
dressed to Rev. J, Jenkins, M. A,
Arranford, Carmarthenshire, Wales,
The envelope bore the inscription:
“Recovered by divers from the wreck
of the 8. 8. Emprus of Ireland.”
The return is made by the dead letter
office, which is sending back to the
senders mall that went to the bottom
with the ill-fated steamer. The let-
ter, despite its long immersion, was
perfectly legible, but the envelope bore
unmistakable signs of the disaster,

OPEFATION OF THE
EVANGELINE HOME

Report for year ending
September 30th shows
work done by Salvation
Army Institutien.

A statement of the work done at
the Evangeline Home during the year
ending September 30 last gives the
following interesting particulars:

Number of girls in the home on Sep-
tember 30, 1913, fourteen; ‘number ad-
mitted during the year fifty-four, total
sixty-elght; number of girls sent to
situations, seventeen; sent to friends,
twenty-one; sent to another home,
one; left of own accord, three; died,
one; number in home, September 30,
twenty-five, total sixty-eight.

Sixty children were also admitted
during the year, thirty-one of whom
remained at the close. The fact that
a large percentage of these girls were
unable to pay anything toward their
support threw a heavy burden upon
the institution for its financial up-
keep.
