WE ALL WILL BE COUNTED

If ‘Alive at Midnight--Hoped a
Fortnight Will Do the Work--
Gathering of Other Statistics--
A Conservative Caucus on the
Party Leadership.

Ottwa, Jun. 10—The Canadian census
will be taken on Sunday, March 31, which
is also the date appointed for the census
of the United Kingdom. All persons kv-
ing at midnight of that date will be count-
ed in the enumeration and most of the
other matters of the census will have
relation to the same date.

The actual work will begin Monday,
‘April 1, and it is hoped that the bulk will
be completed within“a fortnight. The plan
selected by the government is the DedJoire
system, which has been in use in previous
dominion censuses.

The country will be divided into census

* districts corresponding as nearly as pos-

sible and the polling sub-divisions used in
the recent general elections will be taken
as the units. i

With an enumerator for each sub-divis-
jon the work may be accomplished in
shorter order than on previous occasions
and if each enumerator is a resident of the
polling sub-division, which he ought to be
it competent men can be tound, he will
have the advantage which local knowledge
affords.

One commissioner will be appointed for
cach census district, who will have the
oversight and direction of the enumera-
tors; but if the district is very large or
has a large bi-lingual population, two
commissioners may be appointed.

Provision is also made for the appoint-
ment of four chief officers for the provinces
of Ontario and Quebec and one for each of
the other provinces and the Northwest
Territories. It will be the duty of these
officers to instruct the comnissioners con-
cerning the work of the census, and the
commissioners in turn will instruct the

enumerators.

The census of the fisheries may also be
taken by one or more special agents of
the marine and fisheries department, or
the provinces which have the administra-
tim of the fisheries. In the same way
Mines and minerals may be taken.

The pay of the enumerators will not be
More than $3 per day and commissioners
# per day. The commissioners are ex-
pected to be engaged for six wecks and
the enumerators for two weeks. Those who
are after commissionerships should have
their applications in before the 23rd inst.,
and those who want positions as enumer-
ators should apply before February 16th.

There were 226 questions on the old
schedule and there are 588 on the ones to

used now. The present schedules are
1o date and so prepared as to obtain the
industrial statistics of the country.

The arrangements for enlisting and en-
rolling candidates for South African con-
stabulary will not be effected until the ar-
Tival of Capt. Iall, who is now on his
way to Canada.

They Were Cheered by Citizens and Banqueted at the Dufferin Hotel—-Addi?es‘s

Read by Mayor Daniel—The Welcoming Crowd at the Depot

Once more loyal St. Johin was all ex-
citement and, as on previous occasions,
gave her returning soldiers from the front
a right royal welcome. The city was
decked with bunting, nearly all prom-
inent business buildings, the city hall,
post office and other public edifices were
decorated with flags.
sup’s resi(lfrm'c. Waterloo sireet, was gay
\\:lrtll bunting in honor of the return of
his son William. Capt. J. H. Pratt had
strung across the street a code spelling
the words “Welcome Home to Will”

The soldiers who arrived in the city
early yes-torda_v morning enjoyed them-
selves about the city during the morning
and those bound for Fredericton left for
home in the afternoon with the exception
Ok A. Tibbetts, who remained over to
join in the celébration given at the Duf-
ferin Hotel last night.

Four More Came.

Yesterday afternoon when the Quebec
express arrived about one o'clock there
was a large crowd of people at the depot
to welcome home four more of the return-
ing soldiers. These were Bomb. Norman
McLeod, of Fredericton, and Gunners
Walsh, Searle and Cameron, of Wood-
stock.

As the soldiers stepped off the train
they were given a hearty cheer. They
were officially met by Mayor Daniel, Ma-
jor Armstrong, Col. Markham, Mr. VL
Skinner and others. The men had their
baggage checked through to their homes
and were then taken to the Dufferin
Hotel to receive the hospitality of the St.
John citizens.

The train, which arrived about 4.45
o'clock yesterday afternoon, brought an-
other and larger lot of the soldiers, there
being about 14 men hailing from St.
John, Woodstock and Fredericton.

Surging Crowds.

A couple of hours before the train was
due to arrive the people began to gather
at the 1. C. R. depot and an hour before
the train rolled in the large building con-
tained a mass of people who stood in the
cold for a long time, happy to be able
to gain a place where ithey could at once
see the soldiers leave the train und avoid
the crush on the train shed floor. - Amonz
the officials present to receive the soldiers
were Mayor Daniel, Lieut. Good and the
ofticers of the local regiment. The artil-
lery and 62nd brass bands were also pres-
ent and before the train arrived played a
number of selections.

As ‘the train rolled in the first glimpse
of a boy in khaki was the signal for one
long continuous dheer. Men, women and
children crowded and shoved each other
in a giant crush. Al were happy and
full of excitement. The 62nd band play-
ed the Maple Leaf for KEver, and the
beantiful strains of Home, Sweet Home,
could be heard from the artillery band
who were stationed in another part ol
the shed.

The returning soldiers were alimost
carvied by the crowd and were placed
in a large sleigh, but here there was a
slight hitch, for there were not “enough
cleighs to take care of the two bands
and the returning soldiers. There were
twa sleighs. One was occupied by tihe
soldiers and the other was filled with
the members of the 62nd band while the
artillery band were forced to walk. The
mayor and other members of the recep-
tion comsmittee chartered a large baggage

Outside the depot was another large
crowd of people as was the case all along
the route of the procession and. the boys
were cheered to the echo. Targe numbers
followed the sleigh along the streets and,
finally, Charlotte street in front of the
Dufferin . Hotel was blocked with people
aavaiting the arrival of the boys in khaki.
The route of the procession was from the
depot up Miil, down Dock, up King,
along Charldtte, to the north side of King
square; thence up Syduney to Princess,

Here the men were given three rousing
cheers. They had a hard time to get
through the crowd to reach the hotel.

The artillery band, on foot, were left
away in the rear on Dock street, the
sleighs containing the 62nd band and sol-
diers being driven too fast. Behind the
artillery band was formed a long pro-
cession of members of the 62nd regument
.and other citizens. This procession went
up King street to Chailotte and joined
forces with the already large crowd. The
scene in front of the hotel was a wild
one and at one time Manager McCafirey
was afraid that he would have the glass
front of his building broken in by the
surging crowd.

When the soldiers got in the hotel office
thc‘sd played the national anthem and
then Ndeparted, but this did not serve
to make the crowd disburse and there
was a blockade in front of the hotel for
an hour after the soldiers arrived.

Sergt. Kilpatrick and Officer Earle, of
the police, were stationed at the hotel
door to keep order.

Mayor Daniel for St. John Welcomes ad
Commends the Soldier Lads.

Afiter the menu had been exhausted
Mayor Daniel read a letter of regret from
Senator Dever and a telegram from Alder-
man J. B. M. Baxter, who is at Moncton.
1Iis worship then read the following ad-
dress to Lieut. Good and men:

“To Captain Good, mnon-commissioned
Wfficers and men of the Royal Canadian
Actillery and Mounted Rifles:

‘It is with great gratification and pieas-
ure that, as mayor, I convey 1o you the
heartfelt welcome home with which every
citizen of St. Johm greets vou today, both
those who belong here and those who
ave passing through to other parts of the
province. - The manner in which you, in
common with the other forces in Canada
who volunteered for active service n
South Alrica, have borne yourselves
through the terrible hardships and priva-
tions and arduous campaign; as well as
your gallantry and successful operations
with the enemy, have filled us with pride
and gratitude, have brought honor on
yourself and placed Canada on a higher
place among the nations than she ever oc-
cupied before—and in one short year have
done more to cement together, in one real
band of brotherhood and union, the vari-
ous portions of our great ompire, and es-
pecially wilh the great mother land, than
all preceeding events added together.

“We have read with the greatest satis-
faction laudatory words in wihich your
great commander, Farl Roberts, expressed
his high appreciation of the mnmner in
which the C(anadian troops have borne
{hemselves while under his command, and
I am sure you must feel honored to have
so thoroughly earned the commendation
of that great gencral. Major (reneral
Smith-Dorien also  issued an order in
which he stated that he ‘cannot allow the

| Royal Canadian Dragoons and D Bat-
tery and the Canadian Mounted Rifles to
leave his command without thanking them
for the grand work which they have per-
formed for him in the Belfast flying
columns.

And the glory of your achieve-
mients will always remain among the
brightest and most cherished possessions
of the history of our beloved country.

“We feel, as a.people, that we are
safe while we can command the services
of men like you, who, urged by the pa-
triotic impulse of love for Queen and
country, have gone to the field of batitle
ready to lay down life jtself if mecessary
to uphold the honor of the flag and keep
it unsullied no matter who may be the
agressor.

“Qur city is honored by your presence
and welcomes you with open arms and
asks those of you who are passing through
to accept its hospitality and be its guests
while you remain.

“] have only. to add that I hope your
future lives will be in all respects happy,
useful and as successful as has been your
campaign in South Africa.

He and his men had only
done their duty and were happy to have
been able to perform the same. He was
given three rousing cheers on resuming
his seat.

The toast to the Queen was then drunk
and all sang the national anthem. The
health of the governor general was next
proposed and drunk with musical honors.
The health of the lieutenant governor fol-
lowed. Deputy Mayor Maxwell then pro-
posed Our Guests. This was responded to
in a short speech by Lieut. Good- Lieut.
Jones was received with great cheering,
and told many amusing stories about the
tanadians in South Africa. He came here
to do honor to the Royal Canadian Rifles
and Artillery. They had seen very little of
them, but what they heard of them was
very good. He had not yet heard of a
(Canadian regiment  having surrendered.
The men from Canada had made a name
for their country. Not only the officers
but the men were able to do their duty
and did it and were able to do their work
whether the oflicers were therc or not.

Lieut. McLean was the next to respond
and said he felt very much flattered on
being called on. They of the first con-
tingent felt proud of the good reports
received of the other contingents. This
went to show that the Canadians were
able {o do their work. :

Hampson said he had really en-
joyed the campaign. He thanked all for
his being present this evening and was
glad to be with his fellow-Canadians. Ile
was ready at any time to serve his country

with rifle and life.

Private Morley was glad to be present
to do honor to the artillery and mounted
men. He asked the party to drink to the
Gordon Highlanders, which was done with
cheers. He called on William Donochue,
who was a friend of the Gordons, to re-
spond. Donohue was received with cheers
and song and said that for the Gordons all
the boys could tell you of the good work
they had done.

Private Percy Fairweather was the last
to respond and thanked the citizens, for
the grand reception.

Recorder Skinner then, in an excellent
patriotic speech, proposed the toast to the
commander-in-chief, the naval powers, and
the military forces of Canada. His speech
was frequently interrupted with applause.

The toast was received with cheers and
the sing'ng of the Red, Whitc and Blue.
Tt was responded to by Lieut.Col. Me-
Lean and Lieut.-Col. Jones.

Ald. Macrae proposed the provincial
legidature. Hon. A. T. Dunn responded
to the toast and said that owing to a
business call Premier Tweedie was unable
to be present and asked the speaker to
convey his regrets. Hoa. H. A. McKeown
also responded in an eloquent speech. Mr.
William Shaw also spoke in very high
termss of the women who gave their sons
to the country’s cause and spoke partic-
ularly of Mrs. Withers who had one son
killed in South Africa and allowed her
second son to go out and take his broth-
er's place.

Wiarden John MeGoldrick proposed the
toust to the dominion government, in oue
of his witty speeches. The toast was re-
sponded to hy Senator J. V. Ellis in a
brilliant speech.

Col. Armstrong proposed the Red Cross
Ladies and the Soldiers’ Wives League.
Ald. White responded in a brief speech.
Ald. Robinson, after responding, proposed
the absent comrades, especially mention-
ing Beverley Armstrong.

Mayor Daniel proposed the health of
Mr. ¥. B. Carvell, of Woodstock. It was
drunk with musical honors and he was
given three cheers. He spoke briefly,
thanking the mayor and citizens of St.
John for honoring the soldiers from his
town with the others.

A. G. Howard was a member of “E”
Battery, R. C. F. A., enlisted in Quebce.
He was in Boston at the time the war
broke out and came here‘to enlist.

Washington, Jan. 10-=The propositior
submitted by the president to transfer the
negotiations of the questions of indemnity
and revision of commercial treaties to
some place other than Pekin was designed
to facilitate the conclusion of the Chinese
negotiations as a whole, by separating
those still requiring considerable delibera-
tion from those already determined. As
some of the powers do not look with favor
upon this separation, and othérs hesitate
to decide the question, the president has
deemed it advisable to cease to press the
proposition and has directed the diplo-
matic representatives of the United States
so to inform the governments to which
the proposition was addressed. ;

At the same time, desiring above all
else to avoid delay in the progress of the
negotiations, the president has directed
M. Conger to urge forward their comple-
tion at Pekin. The other governments
also have been urgently requested to avoid
all unnecessary delay in completing the
settlement of the Chinese question. Now
that this phase of the negotiation is closed
the officials here feel that it would be
ungracious to disclose just what powers
did not look with favor upon the removal
plan and they decline to confirm the cur-
rent speculation to the effect that consid-
erable of the opposition ‘has come from
Berlin.

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‘UNDER TORY RULE

The People’s Money Went
Far Too Rapidly.

IMPORTANT DISCOVERY.

The Government Fleeced to the
Extent of $50,000--Discoveries
Made by the Northwest Town
Sites Commission--A Handsome
Price for Lands.

——— .

Ottawa, Jan. 4—(Special)—J. A. Smari,
deputy minister of interior, and E. Frederic
Stephenson of Winipeg, crown timber agent
of the dominion government, were appointed
some time ago joint commissioners to audit
all accounis and investigate and report upon
all matters connocted with the administra-
tion and sale by the trustees of lands com-
prised in a number of town wsites in the
Canadian Northwest. The commissioners
inquired into the town sites in Virden,
Qu’Appelle, Regina and Moose Jaw. Their
report has been prepared and submitted to
the minister of the interior. It re-
veals a rather startling state of affairs,
and shows how the government was deprived
of momey which, the commissioners say,
shculd have found its way to the public
treasury instead of going to parties who
were not entitled to the same.

To give a brief histery of this it is neces-
sary to go back to the spring of 1882. At that
time the 'minister of the interior entered
into an agreement with the C. P. R.
whereby the dcininion government and the
company each would contribute an cqual
arca of land to coostitute the above named
town sites, which were to be laid out in
town lots and sold, and an equal division
made ¢ the proceeds. The surveys were com-
pleted that year, when the lots were offered
for sale, first, under the management of
the land commissioner of the C. P. R. at
Winripeg, and afterwards by trustees ap-
pointed by the trust desd which was ex-
ecuted by the government of Canada and
the Canadian Pacific Railway, on October
29th, 1883. Under this agreement, which also
contained provisions for the management of
the town site, the dfollowing were named
trustees: Sir Donald A. Smith, E. B. Osler,
R. B. Angus and W. B. Scarth. Under a
previcus agrcement €ach ecmpany, that is
the C. P. R. and the Canada Northwcst Land
Cempany, was to hold a half interest in the

the irterest of each of the two town sites
was oue-quarter, the government holding
the cther half. Although there were four
trustees appointed only two appearcd to have
taken an aclive pant in the ccnduct of the
business, namely, E. B. sler and W. B.
Scardh, who assumed to act jointly as man-
agirg trusiees for a portion of the time and
afterwards, in 1884, Mr. Scarth it appears
tad been given sole management.

The agreement beiween the government
and the Canadian Pacific for the manage-
menit of the town sites provided that certain
lands should constitute the town sites; that
the government shculd have the right to
take whatever land might be required for
government or public buildings, and that
the company should have whatever land was
necessary for buildings and offices and cther
works for railway purposes; that the trustces
should have power to fix the price and con-
sideration and the terms of payment under
which lots should be sold and should pay
over every half-year one-half of the net
proceeds after deducting the legitimate ex-
penditures to the government aud one-half
to the company. The Canadian Pacific gave
a guarantee fcr the trusiees performing the
duties. &

The agreement provided. that each interest
should contribute an equal area of land to
constitute the town site. So far as it relates
to those of Qu’Appelle, Regina and Moose
Jaw, this was carried out. In the.case of
Virden there appears to have been a dif-
ferent arrangement. The south half of this
saction was held by T. M. Daly and the
north by Mrs. Sussangh Willis. The entries
of Mr. Daly #nd Mrs. Willis were cancelled
by tte department, and the land revented to
the crown. The trustees show that this land

and the government made to pay ope-half.
The evidcnce shows that the C. P. R. paid
Mr. Daly §6,400, or at the rate cf $20 an
acre, for his righis in the section, although
he appears to have had none. He never went
into residence on the land nor had he, as
far as can be ascertained made any improve-
ments thereon. How the C. P. R. became
half-owners in the proceeds of the sales in
this contract, without having paid the gov-
cromernt for one-half the land, is a point
that the ccmmissioners have not been able
to ascertain. In any case the government
should not have heen charged with any
share of the: money paid to Mr. Daly when
it contributed the north-half. The commis-
sioners thercfore say that the government is
cnfitled to receive credit for $3,200 charged
against it on account cf this town site.

The accounts in the books of the trustees
show transaciions’ to have been carricd out
by them, which, it is szii, they had no
authority to undertake. The most important
are the ercction of a large building in the
tewn of Regina for stores and offices; the
loaning and investing of {rust moneys: tb:
refunding of money foir cash purdiascs
after sales had been completed; the debiting
cf certain acounts on account of experces of
management direct to the government which
should have beem made a charge to joint
account.

“fhe . ropert shows that the government
paid four or five thousand dollars more for
the Regina building thaa it could have been
ercoted for at the time of purchase. This
was after it had been rented by the govern-
ment for a number of yeers. The time the
building was rented to the government 10
per cent. on an investment was considered
a fair charge for rental  in Regina, but in
this case 16 per cent. was paid. This shows
i that an excessive rent was charged for the
building, amounting to about $6,000 or $7,00).
Admitting the investmert to lLave been ‘&
proper one, says the report, the government
should not have paid more as purchase
i money and in rentals than $22,500 fcr the
property, whercas' it was charged no less
than $33,435 for it, showing an excess of it
to the trustees after deducting $1,100 paid
for fire insurarce, of about $10,000.

The commissioners ulso report that the
trustees made certain advances from trust
moneys as follows: N. F. Davin, $3,465;
Judge Richardson, Regina, §$2,000, and South
Qu’Appelle Building Society, $300. With re-
spect to the loan to Mr. Davin this moeney
was paid in connection with a mortgage in
1882, given by Davin to Millar & Richard-
son, type-founders, Toronto, for plant and
! material, purchased from them to establith a
newspaper in Regina. Mr. Davin having
failed to meet his obligations, W. B. Scarth
obtained for him an exteasion of time by
giving his personal bond to pay them off, if
Davin failed to do so. Mr. Scarth also took
from Davin a mortgage covering oertain
lots which had been given to him by the
trustees as a bonus for establishing his
newspaper. . He also got from Millar &
Richardson an undertaking to transfer to
him (Scarth) the mortgage hel!d by them
from Davin, and other securities they held
in the plant and stock of the Regina Leader:

< It eveniuvally transpired that Scarth had to

pay Davin’s indebtodness to Millar & Rich-
ardson, which was done by his drawing
from the funds of the joint trust $2,455. The
i mortgage is from Davin to Millar & Rich-
ardson, W. B. Scarth, and to the trustees,
]Wﬁlo were all discharged, releasing Davin
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proceeds of sales. In view of tliis agreement |

was purchascd from the C. P. R. for $6,400,”

\ from all responsibility, on his conveying to
the trustees the lots covered by the mort-
gages. This was in June 1898, although the
books show that the account was closed in
November, 1897, at which date Davin owed
$3,684. The only excuse given by Mr. Scarth
for the transaction was that “If we took
the plant from Mr. Davin he would be ecrip-
 pled entirely.”” The commissioners, there-
fore, recommend that the government should
be credited with half of the loss sustained,
31,775,

The temporary loan made to Judge Rich-
ardscn cf Regina, in 1889, was repaid within
the next year. Beyond that the trustees
‘exceeded their authority in advancing this
money no loss was sustained in the tran-
saction.

The books of the trustees show that in
1886 W. B. Scarth and A. H. Nanton sub-
scribed each $150 worth of stock in the
South Qu’Appelle Building Society. Later on
_Mr. Nanton assigned his stock to Scarth, in
whose name it at present stands. The comn-
missioners consider thut Mr. Scarth should
transfer the same to the benefit of (he
trustees.

The trustees without obtaining the per-
mission of the government refunded to 13
purchasers the sum of $26,473. This was in
1886. In 1837 an order-in-council was passed
authorizing certain refunds to be made
amounting to $60,981. One-half of this sum
represerted the government's interest. The
irustees borrowed from the Canada North=
west Land Company an amount necessary te
make the refunds and charge interest to the
extent cf $1,350. This sum the commission-
ers decided should be credited to the govern-
ment account. W. B. Scarth also drew @
salary of $7,469 and E. B. Osler $500 for ser-
vices rendered. F. C. Campbell also got
$3,187 on salary. These amounts the com-
missioners hcld should be charged to the
general expense_account of the trustees,
and credit thercfore given to the govern-
ment for one-half of the sum so paid. The
balance to the credit of the government ac-
count on 3Slst December, 1899, was $15,765,
and if all the credits referred to are added
this would make a total of $46,855, which
the government ought to be credited with.
In other words upwards of $31,000 found its
way to other parties. _

There does not appear to be any provision
in the trust deed whereby nesignations will
be carried into affect, and the result is that
W. B. Scarth, although he has been depu!_y
minister of agriculture fer some ycars, iS
still a trustec under the trust decd.

The question of municipal taxation was
one under discussion for a number of years
betwern the trustees and the municipalities
in which the town sites are situated. The
position assumed up to 1890 by the trustees
was that they were not taxable. The gov-
ernment also took the position that the
town sites were not liable to taxation. A
settlement wes finally effected by which the
trustees should pay a rate of taxation cgual
to the interest of the Canada and Northwest
Land Compary, which was one-quarter, and
this arrangement has bcen renewed from
year to year-up to the presenit time and
taxes have been paid on the unscld Iand be-
longing to the trustees, amounting to $26,-
938. This amount, however, has been charzed
against the joint interests instead of being
provided for by the Canada Northwest Land
Company, outside of the trust agreement.
The commissioners have therefore credited
the government with the sum of $12,410, be-
ing one-half of the amount cf taxcs paid.

After carefully comsidering the matter from
all points the commissioners are af the
cpinion that it is desirable that ‘*“the pari-
nership agreement made regarding the ad-
ministration of the four town sites be termi-
nated, and that immediate steps be taken to
dispose cf the lands in the best way that
can be devised in onder that they may be-
come taxable. It would appear to be a
practical impossibility for onc party to the
agreement to dispose cf his interests in-
dependent of the other and your commis-
sioners are, therefore, cof the opinion that
only one course is open, namely, to dispose
of the lots where practicable, separatciy, or
in Jplocks.’”” The Mr. Daly _referred to is
Hen. T. M. Daly, at one time minister cof
the irtericr. Mr. Scarth was a member of
parliament, and is now deputy minister of
agriculture, while Mr. F. B. Osler is one of
the members for Toronto.

Considering the Fact of Reduction
in the Rates the Financial Show-
" ing is Very Satisfactory--Minister
of Justice Decides to Return’ a
“Prisoner to Tacoma,

Ottawa, Jan. 8—(Special)—The annual
report ¢f the postmaster general for the
year 1899-1900 has been printed and dis-
tributed. In mhe matter of postage rev-
enue it should be remembered that the
year was the first during the whole of
which ithe reduwction of domestic postage
from Ithree to two cents per ounce and
of ithe interimperial postage from five to
two cents per half ounce had effect, the
higher rates -'harvin‘g prevailed during the
first half of the previous year.

The wvevenue for the sale of postage
stamps, cards, evc., for the past year,
therefcre, -falls short by $53,000 of the
total amount derived in the previous year.
The tetal net revenue of the post office
from all sources except from the Yukon
and Atlin exceeded that of the previous
year by $1,035 and the gross revenue in-
creased by $20,391. On the other hand
the expenditures of the department, omit-
ting ithe Yukon and Atlin districts, ex-
ceeded that of the previous year by $63,-
797.

It appears, / therefore, that a larger
volume of postal business was handled
at an increased expense of slightly over
one and a half per cent. The net revenue
for the year was $3,183,98¢ and the ex-
penditures $3,645,646, leaving a deficit of
$461,661. The deficit last year was $398,
017.

The total number of letters posted in
(lanada during the year was 178,292,500;
post vards, 27,130,000; registered letters,
4,312,000; {ree letters, 6,318,000; newspa-
pers (trandient), periodicals, etc., 72,972;
packages, ete., 3,803,700; fourth class mat-
iter, 2,940,000, and closed parcels for Brit-
ain and elsewhere, 31,939. By provinces
the mumber of letters posted was as fol-
lows:

The success or failure of Secretary Hay’s
latest effort appears to depend chiefly
upon the powers of the triple alliance,
which are now exchanging despatches on
ithe subject. The indications are that they
would only accept the proposal as a last
resort.

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TRANSPORTATION CHARGES.

Notwithstanding the development in our
export trade in agricultural and indus-
1

" ¢rial products- the Canadian farmer and

manufacturer is still hampered by the ex-
cessive and discriminatory transportation
charges. This was prominéntly brought to
the public notice at the recent meeting in
Brantford of the Fruit Growers’ Associa-
tion. The committee on transportation
pointed outl very strongly a gross injustice
which is being done our farmers. We will
give a few of the very numerous examples
given by a member2of the committee as
{hey will suffice to make clear the case in
point, A baskét of grapes which would
sell at Brantford for eleven cents could

" not be sold in Brandon for less than fifty

cents, “and thisﬂya_s almost entirely due
to the excessive freight charges. The
freigTt" O~ carload - of grapes from Om-
tario to Winnipeg is about $100, while the
freight on a carload of produce from Win-
nipeg to points in Ontario is but $50, al-
tiiough in many instances the railways have
to take back to Winnipeg empty cars.

The appointment
of an absolutely impartial railway com-
mission with the power of regulating the
freight and passenger rates and the in-
vestigation of secret discriminatory freight
rates would do much to overcome the
present unsatisfactory . condition. of af-
fairs. . i :

GOLD PRODUCTION OF CANADA.

In yeterday’s iesue our Otitawa corres-
pondent gives the returns of the principal
gold producing couniriees for the year
1900.

The estimated gold yield as compiled
by ‘the Engineering and Mining Journal
shows that Canada, during the past year,
Has only been exceeded in the production
of ithe noble metal by the United States
and Australia, and we have risen from the
fifth to the third position.

It is estimated that the Canadian gold
fields yielded 1,257,862 fine ounces of gold
valued at $26,000,000. Compared with the
prececding year, 1899, this is an.increase
in ounces of of-about a quarter million
and in value of $5,000,000.

This is exceedingly satisfactory, and
we have no doubt but that the .coming
vear will show an equally good increase
as we are daily developing new mines in
the different pants f Canada.

We have now passed Russia, which
formerly held fourth place and temporarily
South Africa which has fallen behind
owing to the war.

PARKS' COTTON MILLS.

The news of the closing down of the
Parks cotton mills on Wednesday, while
not unexpected, was the general subject of
conversation yesterday, and considerable
sympathy was expressed by all at the sus-
pension in the_operation of one of St.
John’s most important industries. Even
should it prove only temporary, as is gen-
erally believed, the closing of these mills,
giving employment to so many peeople, will
be seriously felt in the city this winter.
* Tt had been very commonly rumored that
the deaths of Mr. Wallace Turnbull and
Mr. George A. Schofield would necessitate
changes likely to prove embarrassing to
the Parks Company. The former gentle-
man was known to have advanced a con-
siderable sum of money to relieve the
company at the time of its celebrated legal
trouble with the Bank of Montreal some
few years ago, and the late Mr. Schofield
had up to the time of his death acted as
financial supervisor of the concern. How-
ever, it was hoped that some mutually
satisfactory arrangement could be arrived
at which would enable the cotton mills to
continue operations.

The stiff rise in the price of raw cotton,
and the inability to obtain satisfactory
advances to permit of advantage being
taken of the stazte of the market in pur-
chasing the raw material, are given out as
the reasons for the closing down of the
mills. An effort is being made to arrive
at a solution of the difficulty in regard
to advances so as to permit of the mills
cont nuing operations. The general busi-
ness outlook seems too pright for such a
valuable property to be permitted to lie
dormant for any length of time. The
good showing made by the Parks Cotton
Mills Company in the past few years in
the marked reduction of their liabilities
seems to be a guarantes of the paying
nature of  the business under proper busi-
ness conditions. The Telegraph joins in
the very general wish that so important
an industry may speedily reopen its doors
for business. 7

‘Was a Deficit, and Assistance Is
Asked from Citizens, City and
Province to Assure an Annual
Fair,

At the annual meeting yesterday of the
St.' John Exhibition Association, the re-
port of the directors stated among other
things that it is the desire of the board
to continue annual exhibitions and that
to meet this some means should be adopt-
ed to secure funds which will cover all
expenses. As. the object of the associa-
tion is to carry on exhibitions solely in
the public interests, the report says that
it would seem as if those of our citizens
who are pecuniarily or otherwise benefit-
ed should financially assist the associa-
tion from year to year and the city au-
thorities should give liberal grants. The
exhibitions of our association, the report
states, have enabled farmers,dairymen and
stock breeders to bring together the best
product of their industries, and present

_an-objeet lesson ‘which must be of great

value to the commonwealth. The prov-

ince and city have materially aided us

in paying the prizes, yet experience proves
that the sums granted ‘have not enabled
us to meet the deficiencies arising from
our general receipts.

The secretary’s report showéd the re-
ceipts and expenditures up to Dec. 21 to
be:

MUST BE IMPERIAL OFFICER

For Head af Kingston College—Minister
Has So Decided.

Ottawa, Jan. 9—(Special)—The minister
of militia has decided that the man to
succeed Lieut.-Col. Kitson as commandant
of the Royal Military College, Kingston,
mudt be an imperial officer. Col. W. D.
(Otter, whose name had been mentioned
for the post, will be otherwise provided
for when the oppor.unity presents itself.
Col. Obter has waived all claims that he
may have had for the position.

The appointinent has yet to be made
by the council, but the war office some
t'me snce submitted the name of an of-
ficer, Major Reade. The gentleman is
about 39 ycars of age and belongs to the
infantry wing of the regular army. H2
must possess, however, a special knowl-
edge of the other branches—cavalry, ar-
tillery, engineening work and the rest, or
he would hardly have beéen chosen. No
doubt Major Reade will be accepted by
the Canadian government seeing he has
been named by the war office.

The mention of Col. Otter's name for
the position had induced hostile eriticism
from some of the men who had served
under ‘'m in South Africa, but it is not
on this groumd that he is not chosen. 1t
is because the Royal Military College has
been recognized as a training school for
commissions in the imperial army and be-
cause the minister of militia would not
I'ke to take any siep that would interfere
with the standing which its cenlificate
¢commands in the imperial force.

The selection by the war office of the
commandant has been a guarantee in Lon-
don that the college was under efficient
control, and it is because it might not be
in the intere:ts of the institution, as the
imperial authorities see it, that the pro-
pesal to banish the imperial and indro-
duce the Canadian officer to its direction
has not seemed good policy., The general
public would have liked to have seen Col.

LOOKS SERIOUS AGAIN.

Word from Panama Seems to Indicate

Trouble.

Washington, Jan. 8.—The state depart-
ment received advices today from Con-
sul General Gudger at Panama, indicating
that the Colombian revolution had again
assumed a serious aspect. He states that
the Colombian government announces
that the revolutionists are approaching
Panama and are making preparations for
a fight, which is likely to occur soon.

S. government will adopt a vigorous line
of action in case the city of Panama is
attackegd or there is any interruption of
the transit facilities of the isthmus. Ac-
cording to a treaty arrangement with
Colombia, the U. S. has been given a
certain measure of protection over the
peaceful conduct of thisx {raflic across
the isthmus. Mr. Gudger’s present des-
patch does not indicate that the city it-
self is about to be attacked, but if 1t
developes by later information that there
is any prospect of bombardment, wvigor-
ous procedure will be instituted.

PROVINCIAL PRISON,

Subject of Establishing One at
St. John for

SHORT TERM PRISONERS.

Committee Interviews the Attorney
General -- Objection That Other
Counties, Satisfied with Present
Conditions, Might Not Favor the
Added Expense. !

]

Yesterday afternoon a committee of the
municipal council interviewed the attor-
ney general, Hon. William Pugsley, with
regard to the establishment in St. John
of a provineial prison for such short-term
prisoners as are confined in the county
jails and respecting the carrying out of
a hard labor law in connection therewith.
The committee comprised Councillors Mil-
lidge, Macrae, Baxter and Secretary Geo.
R. Vincent.

The first question discussed was as to
whether or not the provincial government
would favorably entertain the idea of es-
tablishing such a prison. The question of
codt was taken up and the altorney gen-
eral expressed the opinion that as there
appeared to be no complaint in regard
to the confinement of short<term prisoners
in other counties he doubted whether the
different municipalities would approve of
the idea wihich would necessarily involve
considerable additional expense.

Upon heaving this objection, which the
membens of the commilttee thought well
founded, the discussion proceeded along
the line of the establishment ot a prison
in St. John by the municipality of the
city and county to be managed in con-
nedtion with the jail.

The attorney general was asked if he
would favor the passing of a law for the
confinement therein of short-term- pris-
onens convicted of offences against the
provincial giatutes and empowering the
municipal council to make regulations for
the emplioyment of such prisoners at hard
lubor during their term of confinement.

The attorney general replied that he
felt quite sure that the government would
be disposed to introduce any reasonable
legidtation in this direction which the

1 municipal council might ask for, and re-

quedted the committee to acquaint the
government with the decision of the coun-
cil as soon as one was arrived at.

Aflter thanking the attorney general the
committee withdrew.

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SAXE-WEIMAR DEAD.

The Grand Duke Passed Away Sunday.

Berlin, Jan. 6.—Charles Alexander,
Grand Duke of Saxe-Weimar, is dead.

[Grand Duke Karl Alexander was born
June 24, 1818, the son of Grand Duke
Karl Friederich and the Grand Duchess
Marvie Paulowna, daughter of the Czar
Paul I. of Russia. He succeeded his father
on July 8, 1853, and married Oct. 8, 1842,
Sophie, born April 8, 1824, daughter of
King Willem 1I. of the Netherlands, who
died March 23, 1807.

Karl August, his only son, was born
July 381, 1844, and married  Aug.
26, 1873, Princess Pauline of Saxe-
\Weimar; he died Nov. 20, 1894, and has
one son who succeeds to the title, Wil-
helm Ernest, born June 10, 1876.

The two daughters of deceased are
Frincess Maria, born Jan. 20, 1849, and
married Prince Heinrich VII. of Reuss-

Schleiz-Koestritz; and Princess Elisabeth,
born Feb. 28, 1854, married Nov. 6, 1886,
to Johann, Duke of. Mdcklenburg-Sch-
werin. The cousin of Karl Alexander i3
Prince Edward, a major-general in the

Pritish army.

The late Grand Duke was an uncle of
the Qucen of the Netherlands and is pos-
sessed of a private fortune inherited from
his wife. He was also brother of the late
Empress Augusta of Germany. His prin-
cipal rcsidence was at Belvidere, near
Weimar, but had castles at Dornburg
and Kisenach. He is succeeded by his
grandson, Wilhelm Ernest.

THE BOYS' INDUSTRIAL HOME.

Inmates' Have Been Conducting Them-
selves Badly.

e

The diveciors of the Boys' Industrial
Home held their amnual meeting yester-
day afternoon at the city building. Supt.
Bus.inpresented his report, which showed
thait there were 20 boys in the home on
January 1st, 1900; the number admitted
during the year was 17 and the number
at present in the home is 2¢. During the
vear six boys escaped and five were re-
captured.

‘Phe conduct of the boys during the past
year, he says, has not been very satisfac-
tory. The boys admitted during the past
n.ne months are, with a few exceptions,
the modt incorrigible of any in the home.
I'he superintendent announced that some
repairs and improvements were made af
the reservoir and about the buiidings and
grounds and that about 50 pairs of shoes
were made during the year, besides the
mending. As the best worker is gone
and only small boys are learning the
irade, it is necessary to engage a shoe-
maker for a month to give proper in-
s.ructions. During the year all the sew-
ing for the home was done by three or
four Dboys, under the -supervision of the
teacher.

The superintendent asked for a pung or
two-seated gleigh and new harness. He
advised that the boys’ room be sheathed
to prevent the boys breaking the plaster.
New sanitary appliances were strongly
urged, ofi the boys’ bath room. The
finanecial statement showed the disburse-
ments were $25250, arid’ the receipts $258.-
55, leaving a balamce on hand of $6.05.
There is on hand a considerable quantity
of farm produce and stock, also farming
appliances.

The report was approved. The execu-
tive amd finance committees approved of
the suggestions made by the superintend-
ent. ‘Ihe executive committee for the
vear is composed of Mayor Daniel, Lady
Tilley and Mrs. E. A, Smith, and the
financial commiitee are Mayor Daniel,
Hon. .. Ritchie and Mr. Joseph Allison.

At the close of the year the blance at the
credit of the depositors in the post office
and government savings banks amounted to
$53,140,722.40, an increase of $2,908,006.95 over
the balance held on June 30, 1899. Part of
this increase, $1,501,932,09, :represents in-
terest added to the various, accgunts and the
remainder, $1,406,014.86, the excess of re-
ceipts over withdrawals. >

Dominion notes to the amount of $26,094,-
923, were outstanding on 30th June, 1900, as
against §$24,286,466 on June previous year, or
an increase of $1,858,457. ‘.

There has been a continued éxpansion in
the circulation of notes of the denomination
of one and two dollars. The .demand for this
c¢lass of currency makes itself felt, especially
during the months of September and
Oatober, on account of the activity caused
by the movement -of the harvest.

On the 31st October last the isue of one
and two dollar notes exceeded the ten
million dollar mark for the first time. The
following is the statement for 1899-1900:

It may be of interest to refer in this con-
nection to the increase in the circulation of
the notes of the chartered banks, ‘although
the subject is cne that does not relate di-
rectly to the accounts herewith submitted.
The business conditions that demand a
largely increased issue of dominion notes of
the smaller denominations influenced in the
same way the isues of the chartered banks.

On October 31, 1899, the banks, according
to their returns, had notes in circulation
amounting to $49,588,236, and at the corre-
sponding date of this year $53,198,777, or an
increase of $3,610,540. In the five years, from
October 31, 18%, there has been an increase
of over 53 per cent. in the volume of the
ciruculation of the notes of the chartered
banks.

Investments on acount of the sinking fund
of the various loans were made during the
yvear to the amount of $2,465,639.84, making
the total amocunt held on this acount of
June 30th—$45,824,282.37.

The net debt of the dominion at the close
of the fiscal ycar was $265,493,806.89, or a de-
crease of $779,639.71 from the previous year.
The average rate of interest paid on the
gross debt for the year was $3.09, as com-
pared with $3.14 for the year previous, and
the net rate of inferest paid fell from $2.68 to
$2.60.

The tone of the money market in Great
Britain has been firmer of late than it was
at the close of 1899. The prices of securi-
ties of the very highest class, such as con-
sols, owing to special causes, have not re-
covered to any extent, the severe decline
experienced in the previous year. Corpora-
tion stocks remain dull and quotations fail
to show any recovery from the falling away
of 1898 and 1899. In fact the market quata-
tions for securities of the gilt-edged class
generally have ruled weak.

Notwithstanding these features of “the
market, the prices of Canadian isues have
been uniformally and distinctly firm, in the
knowledge that the market for them would
be brcadened by their price. No entry ap-
pears in these acounts for interest accrued
during the year from the following sources:
Alb>rt Railway Company, Three Rivers
Harbor Commission, Quebec Harbor Com-
mission, Fredericton and St. Mary’s Bridge
Company.

She was horrified to find that the wed-
ding was over, and declared that she had
been ‘married against her will. She at
onte returned to her parents, and took
steps to have the marriage annulled.

Questioned by the judge, she said the
bridesgroom had bothered her for three
years, and at last she yielded to pressure
and consented to marry. Before the altar
d¢he fainted at the horror of having. to
wed a man she disliked. -

She whs unconsdious during all the
necessary legal part of the ceremony, and
did not therefore amswer “yes” when the
priegt put the customary question.

The priest admtited that he had mnot
heard Miss Helmer uhter the response
“yves,” but brides were often so bashful
and spoke so quietly that he did not con-
sider the omission important.

The court ruled that the marriage had
been concluded without the necessary con-
sent of one of the contracting parties, and
annulled it.

Sir Edward Spence Symes, K. C. I. E,,
was born in‘London 16th August, 1852,
third son of E. S. Symes, M. D. He was
educated at University College, London,
and entered Indian civil service in 1873.
He has been commissioner of central, east-
ern and southern divisions of Upper Bur-
mah. He was decorated for services in
connection with the annexation of Upper
Burmah.

Amusing Experience of a Duke.

The late Duke of Argyle, the premier
lord of Scotland, was small of stature,
and was afflicted with red hair. One
evening he got into a first-class carriage
in the London station of the Great
Northern line to go home to Scotland,
says the Chicago Chronicle.

'PRIZE BUTTER.

Bow {Ile Ameriean Exhibit at Puh
Was Made.

The butter I sent to the Paris exposi-
tion at the solicitation of the United
States department of agriculture that
was awarded a silver medal was made
from cream raiged in large pans, about
b feet loxg, 30 inches wide and 6 inches
deep, each pan holding one milking,
writes Benjamin Sharpless in Ameri-
ean Agriculturist. The pans have dou-
ble bottoms and water running through
in warm weather to cool the milk. It
was skimmed at 36 hours and churned
twice a week. The cows are Guern-
seys, Jerseys and thelr grades. Almost
no coloring was used, and the butter
was salted one-half ounce t2 the

pound. All the butter is made in. half |

pound round prints with my name on
the face around a wheat sheaf. What
went to Paris was part of the regular
churning. It was sent three times—
in June, August and September—to
keep up the show.

‘The churning is done by a hotge

sweep power. A revolving barrel churp *

fs usell. Care is taken to have the but-
ter come hard, and that can always
be done by having the cream cold
enough. In‘summer it is kept in cold
spring water, taken out and put in
the. churn ' immediately. In. warm
weather a four gallon pail of cold wa-
ter is put in the churn when the butte®
is just ready to break. This is of great
help to make the butter firm, then
churn on till the buttermilk can be
drawn off without much butter com-
ing. The crumbs that do come are
skimmed off and put back in the churn,
also enough clear cold water to float
the butter. Turn the churn a few
times and draw off the water, turn

again to gather it, then take out, salt

and work. Pile it up on the table for
half an hour, then work again and go
over it with a sponge wrapped in a
plece of linen. Weigh, print ard set the
tin cooler in the yater to harden. Next
morning wrap in_parchment paper or
new muslin and send to market. This
in brief is my way.

The butter made in this way suits

my customers, and they pay a price
much in excess of the ordinary market.
I have tried the separator and.have a
first class dairy turbine and used it
awhile, but the butter did not give as
good satisfaction as when made in the
old way. Then it was twice as much
trouble for me to get up steam, sepa-
rate and ripen the cream right. I could
make a little more butter with the sep-
arator, but not enough to pay for the
extra work. I could not get as good a
price for the butter and had some com-
plaints, so I went back to the old way
and have had no complaints since.
The separator skimmilk tested .01 per
cent fat; that from the pans .02. So I
lost only one pound of buytter in 1,000
pounds of milk. Still the separator is
much the best for a person who has
not a cold spring of water on a little
higher ground than his dairy building,
which very few have.

Difference In Creamery Returns,

There .i8 a great difference with .

creamery patrons in the amount of
money they.receive per cow and per
herd of the same number of cows, says
Hoard’s Dairyman. We illustrated that
point last summer in printing the divi-
dends received for the milk of 15 pa-
trons in the month of May at a neigh-
boring creamery.
b1 cents a hundred, 10 cents below the
average of the creamery for that
month, and another received 83 cents,
or 22 cents above the average. That
difference was all in the degree of
dairy gumption and intelligence of one
man, in the management of his herd
over the other.

There seems to be nearly the same
difference in the averages of different
creameries. We have before us the
returns, per hundred, of milk of four
Wisconsin creameries for the month of
November last. One paid 83 cents per
hundred of milk, the second 90 cents,
the third 94 cents and the fourth $1.03.
It is evident that the patrons of the
creamery which received 83 cents, or 20
cents per hundred less than the best,
need to wake up and ask themselves
the question, “Why is this thus?”’

We can see in these two instances
what it costs the individual patron or
a cominunity of patrons to be sluggish
and indifferent to their own dairy edu-
cation.

The creamery that received 20 cents
less was handling about 10,000 pounds
of milk per ‘day, or for the month
300,000 pounds. A loss of 20 cents a
hundred is $G00 for one month alone
This loss was all at the farm end of the
business, for their butter sold in the
general market as high as did the best.

Milk and Thunder,

From various experiments respecting
a connection between thunderstorms
and the souring of milk Professor B
W Conn draws the conclusion that
electricity is not of itself capable ot
souring milk or even of materially has
tening the process, nor can the ozone
developed during the thunderstorm be
looked upon as of any great impor
tance. It seems probable that the con
nection between the thunderstorm and
the souring of milk is of a different
gharacter. Bacteria grow most rapid
Iy in the warm, sultry conditions whict
usunally precede a thunderstorm. and it
will frequently happen that the thun
derstorm and the souring occur togeth
er not because the thunder has hasten
ed the souring. but rather because the
climatie conditions which have brought
the storm have at the same time been
such as to cause unusually rapid bac-
teria growth.

II Samuel xmii. 4. *‘Amorning with-
out clouds.’

‘“What do you: mtpect of this new
century?’’ is the guestion often asked
of me, and many others have been
plied with the same inquiry. In the
realm: of invention I expect some-
thing as startling as the teleg’ra,ph
end the telephone and the X ray. In
the realm of poetry I expect as great |
poets as Longfellow and Tennyson.
In the realm of medicine I expect the
cure of cancer -and comsumption. In
the realm of religion I expect more
than one Pentecost like that of 1857,
when 500,000 souls professed to have
been converted. I expect that uni-
versal peace will feign- and that be-
fore the arrival of the two thou-
sandth year gunpowder will be out
of use except for blasting rocks or
pyrotechnic entertainment. I expect
that before the new century has ex-
pired the millenium will be fully in-
augurated. The twentieth century
will be as much an improvement on
the nineteenth century as the . nine-
teenth century was an improvement
on the eighteenth. But the conven-
tional length of sermonic discourse
will allow - us only time for .one
hopeful consideration, and that will
be the redemption of the cities.

Pulpit and printing press for the
most part in -our day are busy in
discussing the condition of the cit-
ieg a$ this time, but would it not
be healthfully encouraging to all
Christian workers and to all who
are toiling to make the.world better
if we should this morning for a little
while look forward to the time when
our cities shall be revolutionized by
the gospel of the Son of God and all
the darkness of sin and trouble and

crime and suffering shall be gone
from the sky amnd it shall be “‘a
morning without clouds?”’

I have noticed that a man never

likes a city where he has not behav-
ed well. People who have a free
ride in the pgison van never like
the city that furnishes the vehicle.
When I find Argos and Rhodes and
Smyrna = trying. to' prove themsclves
the birthplace of Homer, 1 conclude
right away that Homer behaved

him. We must not war on laudable
city pride or with the idea of build-
ing ourselves up at any time to try
to pull others down. Boston must
continue to pomL to its Faneuil hall
and to its superior educational ad-
vantages, Philadclphia must continue
to point to its Independence hall
and its mint and its Girard college.
New York must continue to exult in
ts matchless harbor and its vast

opulation and its institutions of
mercy and its ever widening com-
merce.  Washington must continue

to rejoice in the fact that it is the
most beautiful city under the sun.

If I should find a man coming
rom any city having no pride in
hat city, that city having been the
lace of his nativity or now Dbeing
the place of his residence, 1 would
feel like asking him right away:
‘What mean thing have you been
loing there? What outrageous thing
yave you been guilty of that you do
10t like the elace?’”’

Every - city is influenced by the
haracter of the men who founded
t. Romulus impressed his life upon
lome. The Pilgrim Fathers will
qever relax their grasp from New
England. William Penn left a legacy
»f fair dealing and integrity to Phil-
delphia, and you can now any day,
m the streets of that city, see his
‘ustoms, his manners, his morals,
iis hat, his wife’s bonnet and his |
nceting house. So the Hollanders,
founding New York, left their im-
pression on all the following gener-
ations. So this capital oi the na-
tion is a perpetual eulogy upon the
Washington who founded it.

I thank God for the place of our
residence, and while thcre are a
thousand things that ought to be
corrected and many wrongs that
ought to be overthrown, while I
thank God for the past, I look for-
ward this morning to a glorious fu-
ture. I think we ought-—and I take
it for granted you are all interested
in this great work of evangelizing
the cities and saving the world—we
ought to toil with the sunlight in
our faces. We are not fighting in a
miserable Bull Run of defeat. We
are on the way to final victory. We
are not following the rider on the
black horse, leading us down to
death and darkness and doom, but

the rider on the white horse, with
the moon under his fect and the
stars of heaven for his tiara. Hail,

conqueror, hail!

I know there are sorrows and
there are sins and there are sufier-
ings all around us, but in some bit-
ter cold winter day when we are
thrashing our arms around us to
keep our thumbs from freezing We
think of the warm spring day that
will after awhile come, or in the
dark winter night we look up and

The nation is to be sav-
ed; of course;-all the cities are to be
saved. "It makes a great difference
with you and with me whether e
are tciling on toward .a defeat or
toiling on toward a victory.

Now, .in this .municipal elevation
of which I speak, I have to remark
there will be greater financial pros-
perity than our cities have ever
seen. . Some people seem to have .a
morbid idea of the millenium, and
they think when the better time
comes to our cities and the world
people will give their time up to
psalm singing and the relating of
their. religious experience, and as
all social life will be purified: there
will be no hilarity, and as all busi-
ness will be purified there will be no
enterprise. There is no ground for
such an absurd anticipation. In the
time of which I speak, where now
one fortune is made there will be
a hundred fortunes made. We all
know business prosperity depends
upon confidence between man and
man. Now, when that time comes
of which I speak, and all double
dealing, all dishonesty, and all
fraud are gone out of commercial
circles, thorough confidence will be
established, and there will be better
business done and larger fortunes
gathered and mightier successes
achieved.

In that day of which I speak
taxes will be a mere nothing. Now
our business men are taxed for

everything. City taxes, county
taxes, state taxes, ., United States
taxes, stamp taxes, license taxes,

manufacturing taxes—taxes, taxXes,
taxes! Our business men have to
make a small fortune every year to
pay their taxes. What fastens on
our great industries this awful load?
Crime, individual and official. We
have to pay the board of the villains
who are incarcerated in our prisons.
We have to take care of the orphans
of those who plunged into their
graves through beastly indulgence.
support the  municipal
governments, <which are expensive
just in proportion as the criminal
proclivities are vast and tremendous.
Who supports the almshouses and
police stations and all the machinery
of municipal government? The tax-
payers.

- But in the glorious time of which
I speak grievous taxation will all
have ceased. There will be no need
of supporting criminals. There will
be no criminals. Virtue will have
taken the place of vice. There will
be no orphan asylums, for parents
will be able to leave a competence
to their children. There will be no
voting of large sums of moneys for
some municipal improvement, which
moneys, before they get to the im-
provement, drop into the pockets of
those who voted them. No oyer and
terminer kept up at vast expense
to the people. No impaneling of
juries to.try theft and arson and
murder and slander and  blackmail.
Better factories, grander architec-
ture, ﬁner equipage, larger fortunes,
richer opulence—‘‘a morning With-
out clouds.’”’

In that better time also coming
to these cities the churches of Christ
they
will be larger, and they will be
more devoted to the service of
Jesus Christ, and they will accom-
plish greater influences for good.
Now it is often the case that
churches are envious of each other,
and denominations collide with
each other, and even ministers of
Christ sometimes forget the bond
of brotherhood, but in the time of
which I speak, while there will be
just as many differences of opinion
as there are now, there will be no
acerbity, no hypercriticism, no ex-
clusiveness.

In our great cities the churches
are not to-day large enough to hold
more than a fourth of the popula-
tion. The churches that are built
—comparatively few of them are
fully occupied. The average attend=
ance in the churches of the United
States to-day is not 400. Now, in
the glorious time of which I speak,
there are going to be vast churches,
and they are going to be all throng-
ed with worshipers. Oh, what
rousing songs ‘they will sing! Oh,
what ecarnest sermons they will
preach! Oh, what earnest. prayers
they will offer! Now, in our tine,
what is called a fashionable church
is a place where a few people, hav-
ing attended very cavefully to their
toilet, come and sit down—-they do
not want to be crowded, they
like a whole seat to themselves—and
then, if they have any time left from
thinking of their store, and from
examining the style of the hat in
front of them, they sit and listen to
a sermon warranted to hit no man’s
sins and listen to music which is
rerul(*ljed by a choir warranted to
sing tunes-that nobody knows! And
then after an hour and a half of in-
dolent yawning they go home re-
freshed. Every man feels better after
he had a sleep.

In many of the churches of
in our day the music is simply a
mockery. I have not a cultivated ear
nor a cultivated voice, yet no man
can do iy singing for me. I have
nothing to say against artistic
music. The $2 or $5 I pay te hear
one of the great queens of song is a
good investment. But when the peo-
ple assemble in religious convocation
and the hymn is read and the angels
of God step from their throne 1o
catch the music on their wings, do
not let us drive them away by our
indiffecrence. 1 have preached in
churches where vast sums of money
were employed to keep up the music,
and it was as exquisite as any heard
on earth, but I thought at the same
time, for all matters practical, 2
would pre.er the hearty, outbreaking
song of a Dbackwoods Methodist
camp meeting.

In that time also of which I speak
all the haunts of iniquity and crime
and squalor will be cleansed and will
be illumined. ¥ow is it to be done ?
You say perhaps by one influence.
Perhaps I say by another. I will
tell you what is my idea,  and v
know I am right in lt‘ The gospel §

Christ

' abominations,

the Son of God is the only agency,
that will ever accomplish this.

In that day of which I speak do
you beliecve that there will be any
midnight carousal? Will there be
any kicking off from marble steps of
shivering mendicants? Will there be
any unwashed, unfed, uncombed chil-
dren? Will there be any blasphemies
in the street? Will there be any in-
ebriates staggering past? No. No
wine stores, no lager beer saloons,
no breweries where they make the
three X's, - no bloodshot eye, mno
bloated cheek, no instruments of
ruin and destruction, no fist pounded
forehead. The grandchildren of that
woman Who goes down the street
with a curse, stoned by the boys
that follow her, will be the reform-
ers and philanthropists and the
Christian men and the honest mer-
chants of our great cities.

Who are those wretched women
taken up for drunkenness and carried
up to the courts, ard put in prisen,
of course? What will you do with
the grogshops that made them
drink? Nothing. Who are those pri-
soners in jail? One of them stole a
pair of shoes. That boy stole a dol-
lar. This girl snatched a purse. All
of them crimes damaging society less
than $20 or $30. But what will you
do with the gambler who last night
robbed the young man of $1,000?
Nothing. What shall be done with
that one who breaks through and
destroys the purity of a Christian
home and with an adroitness and
perfidy that beats ithe strategy of
hell, flings a shrinking, shrieking soul
into a bottomless perdition? =~ Noth-
ing. DBut all these wrongs are going
to be righted. I expect to live to
see the day. I think I hear in the
distance the rumbling of the King's
chariot. Not always in the minority
is the church of God going to be,
or are good men going to be. The
strects are going to be filled Wi ith
regenerated populations. 'Three hun-
dred and sixty bells rang in Moscow
when one prince was married, but
when Righteousness and Peace Kiss
each other in all the earth ten thous-
and times ten thousand bells shall
strike the jubilee. Poverty enrich-
ed. Hunger fed. Crime purified.
Ignorance enlightened. All the cities
saved. Is not this a cause worth
working in?

God’s love will yet bring back this

ruined world to holiness and hap-
piness. An infinite IFather bends
over it in sympathy. And to the

orphan he will be a father, and to
the widow he will be a husband, and
to the outcast he will be a home,
and to .the poorest wrelch that to-
d.y crawls out of the ditch of his
crying for mercy, he
will be an all pardoning Redeemer.
The rocks will turn gray With
age, the forests will be
unmoored in the lhurricane, the sun
will shut its fiery eyelid, the stars
will drop like blasted figs, the «sea
will heave its last groan and lash it-
self in expiring agony, the continents
will drop like anchors in the deep,
the world will wrap itself in  sheet
of flame and leap on the funcral pyre
of the judgment day, but God's love
will never dic.

ST, STEPHEN MAN KILLED.

Run Over by the C.P. R. Near
McAdam Junction.

EDWARD B. KIERSTEAD

Intending to Leave the Montreal
Train Evidently Forgot--Was Car-
ried Beyond and It Is Thought
Jumped Off--Body Awfully Mutil-
ated and Death Soon Ensued.

Word reached the city last evening of
a horrible fatality which occurred on the
C. P. R, belween McAdam and Viance-
boro, Me., by which Mr. E. B. Kierstcad
lost his life.

Mr. Kierstead, who is a member of the
firm of Ganong Bros., St. Stephen, arrived
here on Tuesday afternoon, accompanied
by his son, W. (. Kierstead, wiho was en
route to Acadia College, Wolfville, where
he is taking a course. The young feliow
had Dbeen to his home in St. Stephen
spending the Christmas holidays. The
father and son spent the night at the
Vietoria hotel and yesterday morning the
boy left on the steamer Prince Rupert
and it was his father’s intention to reach
his home in St. Stephen last evening.

He spent part of the day about the
city with Mr. Fred. Iutchinson, the re-
presentative of the Ganong firm, and Mr.
S. Harris, of Harris, Harkness & Co., of
Montreal.

e boarded the Pacific express yester-
day afternoon, intending to change cars at
McAdam and take the train on the St.
Stephen branch. Arriving at McAdam,
Mr. Kierstead apparently forgot to get off
the train and did not find out his mistake
until the train had started out of the
McAdam yard. Then, finding he was be-
ing carried along to Vanceboro, he ran to
the platform of the car and it is not
known whether he fell or jumped from
the train. The train was stopped and
backed up to the place where Mr. Kier-
stead had left the train and the unfortun-
ate man was found lying partly on the
track. When he struck the ground he
slid under the rails and his left arm was
cut off above the elbow. The left leg was
cut off below the knee, his back was
broken and his body was badly crushed.

The badly injured man was placed on
board "the train and taken to Vanceboro
as fast as possible. There he wus lovked
after by a surgeon, but his hfe couid not
be saved and he died an hour alter the
time the accident occurred.

Mr. Kierstead’s partners, the Messrs.
Ganong, are in the city with the St.
Stephen curlers and, like Messrs. Hutch-
incon ard Harris,” did not know anything
about the accident until informed of it
by The Telegraph last night about 11
o'dlock. All felt deeply grieved over the
awful occurrence. .

The deceased was well known here. As
a business man he was very keen. tle
was about 42 years of age and leaves a
wife and five children, thrce boys and
two girls. The oldest ¢hild is the son
who passed through the city yesterday
en route to Acadia College, he being about
17 years of age.

Mr.  Kierstead was a prominent Free
Mason and Qdd; Fellow, and an officer in
the Masonic lodge at St. Stephen.

GERMANY’S PARLIAMENT,.

The Diet Was Opened Yesterday by the
Chancellor-

e
Berlin, Jan. 8.—The diet was opened
today in the name of Emperor William;
who is suffering from a slight cold, by the
imperial chancellor, Count Von Buelow,
who read the speech from the throne. The
principal point in this was the announce-
ment of the immediate presentation of an
extended canal bill, comprising not only
the. Rhine and Elbe scheme, but also the
construction of a, waterway for large ship«
between Berlin and Stettin, a, more prac
ticable waterway between the Oder and
Vistual and improvements in the Wartha,
lower Oder, lower Havel and Spree.

The speech referred to the continued
catisfactory financial ertuation, siying a
considerable surplus had been obtained in
1809 and that equally favorable results
were expected for 1900, while the budzet
for 1901 showed a marked increase 1in
revenue and the profits from the state
railways were satisfactory,

It was proposed, the speech added, to
introduce bills dealing with the form of
the local government of Berlin, the relief
of provincial fiances, the housing prob-
lem, ete. The speech concluded with an
appeal for the patriotic lnbor of the mem-
bers of the diet and with a reference to
the Ii-centennary of the kingdom of
Prussia.
