KILLED ON THE RAIL.

An Aged Tramp Struck by a
Northern & Western Engine

While Lying Unconscious
Acrass the Track.

Loitering Along the Track for a
Week Past.

A report was circulated about town yes-
terday morniog that ao employes of the
Northern & Western rajlway bad been run
over and killed & few hours before by the
Chatham accommodation a sbort distance
ap the Nashwaak ; but who the man was or
how the accident occurred no one seemed to
know. This gave rise to various rumors,
and every ene who bad heard anythiog of
the fatality, gave s different version of it.
A Greayer reporter proceeded at once to
the Northern & Western railway station at
Gibron, and ascertained that the report was
not correct and that it had originated from
a fatality that occurred the night befors
about ten wiles from Tross Creck, by which
& man vamed Hastler bad been killed. A
special was despatehed abeut nine o'c’ock
Toursday night to flange out the road, aod
it was this trnin, which bad burled the uo-
fortunate man into eternity. Beyomd this
no information could be got, and it was not
until nearly seven o'clock last night, when
the accommodativn from Cha'bham
wrrived,  that aoything  like the
particulars of 1he sad aff«ir were received.
As far as can be learned they are as fol-
lows :—A gpecial, consisting of an engine
snd flanger, and in charge ot Driver Dennison
from Gibson, ar.d Trackmaster Scott, started
nfter vine o'clock for the porpose of
flargiog out the road. It ran aloog at a
good spred and without any iuterruption
until about ten miles north of Cross Creek,
near Foibes landing, when it struck & man,
who was )ying across one uf the rails, and
pitched bim several feet into the air. It
wus about miduight and very dark. The
man was not woliced votil tle train was
withina few feet of him and then it was too
Iste. He was stretched out across one of
the rai 8 with his head lyiog on the snow
undbis feet over the bank The cow catcher
struck him with great force, caught bim uvp
and threw him several feet, Lut he was not
runover. The train was stopped and it was
found that life was extinet. The man
bruised considerably about the head,
and oue of  bis  hauds was
torn off, but beyord tlis the
wouuds were very slight. He hud nothiog
on his feet besides his socks. His moeca-
sios were in his pocket. It wes not uotil
yeaterday morning that the man's name
could be learaed, sad then it transpired that
1t wus the same mun who bad been off und
on the truck between Chuthsm and Douk-
town for & week past. He was an old tramp
about peventy years of age, and bad given
bis name 1o people along the rond as
Hustler, The conductor of the freight train
which arrived at Gibson, Thursday after-
noon, says that be passed Hustler about
vight miles fiom the place where he was
lying, on his way down during the after-
noun. The remains were tuken to Cross
Oreck yesterdny morning, sod Coroner
Moore was summonrd to hold an inquest.

A jury was empannelled, and after bear-
ing the evidence returoed a verdict, exhon-
orating the railsay company from al
blame, and to the effect tnat the decedsed
came 10 his death by'belg struck by an en-
gine while lying in an unconscious and per-
ishing condition.

A Gueaxz« reporter called upon driver
D nnison this moruiog, aod bis statements
concerning the fatality were in substancr
the sume a8 above. He said be stopped the
train as goon as possible after the accident,
and with trackmaster Scott went buck to
exanioe the unfortunate man.

I.MIDMAHKS OF FREDERICTON.

Some Bits of History
Romanee

and

Connected with the Old House
on Sunbury Street

Which was Set on Fire Tuesday
Night=<Over 100 Years Old.

The little, old, wooden building which
was the scene of that mvaterious fire on
Nunbury street the othe: night appears to
ba one of the old historical landmarks of
Fredericton. Ceuld the old building talk
as well as it could burn, it could. no doubt,
tell many thiogs of interest. Were it not
that the other buildings in the viciaity of
the fire were in danger, the firemen would
more than likely bave been tempted to let
the building pass away in smoke. But rouf-
less and toothless se it stande to-day it
should yet be respected forits age if nothing
else. It is ene ot the few coonectiog links,
80 we are creditably informed, between the
landing of the Loyalists in Feedericton snd
the present day. the older part of the build-
iog baving been erected by Cornelins
Ackerman, on what is now knowa as
Wat-rloo Row, in the year 1785 or 1788,
about 103 years ago. It was removed by |
bim to the present site on Sunbury street,
about tenfyears later and converted ioto &
college. Ackerman's pame is well known,
as itis the first in the origioal grant of Fred-
ericton, called for that reason the Ackerman
grant.

He was a Hessian by birth and one of the
coantingent who served ia the revolutionary
war on the British eide. The fortunes ot
war threw him ioto a cavalry corps com- .
manded by Col. Richard Lawrence,of Staten
Island, and the misfortunes of loye caused
the Culonel’s daughter to lose her heart to
bim. On the conclusion of the peace,
Ackerman baviog no other place to go to
came to New Brums+ick and his sweetheart
iufluenced in part by the harshoeds of a
step-mother, and in part by the desire to be
with her soldier-lover left home sccom-
pavied by a younger brother, aad took pas-
sage in one of the ships beund for Bt. Jubo
Her father was in E gland at that time ne-
gotiatiog with the British government fur
the setilement of losses sustained by bim iu
bis operations agaiost the rebels. He dird
there in 1785. His claim was subsequently
recoguiz-d and paid, but by & strange irony
of fate, the momey went to tbe step-mother,
who was too wise in her day and generu-
tivn “10 forsake ber friends aud all for &
howme in the British land."

Miss Lawrence was married in 1785 to Cor-
nelius Ackerman and with her bhusband
opened the first house of public entertaio-
wment in Fredericion, The house they occu-
pied was oo Waterloo Row. They lived
here about nine or ten years when they
moved a portion of the building ba k on the
rear of his lot and fitted it up as a eotlage
tor himself and wife. This is the sell-same
old house that was partially destroyed by
fire the other might, 1t is therefore neatly
ooe hundred years since the baildiag asit
now stands was erected and over one hun-
dred years sioce it was first built

Ackerman became possessed of a large
amount of real estate in the latter pirt of
the last century. He built at the sugges-
tivn of Gov. Oarleton, what is now knowa
as the Oreighton house on Queen street
which was then some distance away from
the rest of the town, but was intended for &
place in which the legislature might meet,
and was used for that purpose for some
time, Ackermanlived tothe age of 29 yea:
He lett several children who have numerous
descendnnts in the province. His dsughter
Mary, wife of John Stevens, was the grand-
mother of Mrs. W, P. Flewelling and Mr. O.
H. Lugrio.

After ¥r. Ackerman left the house it was
oceupied by Mra. Stephens until about 25
years ago, since which time it has been oc-
cupied by sundry tenants, until it become
so old and out of repair that for the last
few years it has been left usoccupied, ex-
cept stated in the last issue as an oc-
casianal meeting place for the hoys and &
| sort of lodglog bouse fo- tramps. The pro-
perty belongs at present to Mrs, Stephens,
of Summerville, Carleton county.

Although over 100 »ears old, the building
is not tne oldest in tha city. The oldest
building in the city of which frequent re-
reference has been made is the buildiug now
occupied by Mr E. J. Howell, near the
Bishop's residence but has been renovated
and repaired so often that it is g diffierent
bouse from what it was in 1761, when a sur-
vey was made of St Anos point i the inter-
istof & enlony from New York. The old
Fisher house on Negro Hill is also over one
bundred years old, but only & portion of
this bulldiog is loft standiog.
