Liquor Prosecutions.

There were 235 prosecutions by the
provinecial police under the liquor
licenses act and 179 convictions. There
were 33 persons discharged and 17 now
await trial. The number of prosecu-
tions was 59 more than the previous
vear. The total amount of fines col-
lected from this source was $18,949, a
decrease of $4,768 compared with the
previous year. The seizures were 4,730
bottles of whiskey, and 160 gallons of
bulk whiskey, two barrels of wine and
13 gallons of bulk wine, 50 gallons of
high wines, 186 bottles of gin, 2,188
bottles of beer and 91 barrels of this
beverage.

There were 101 prosecutions under
the fish and game laws, in which four
persons paid $3,370 in fines, a decrease
for the year of $313.

WAVES SMASHED IN
PILOT HOUSE - AND
BURST STEAMPIPES

Captain Tells of Terrible Storm
Which Wrecked the Turret
Chuef.

GOVERNMENT INQUIRY

Crew Lived in the Woods for
Three Days After Escap-

ing.

[Canadian Press.]

Kingston, Nov. 21—Captain H. St.
G. Lindsay, Dominion wreck commis-
sioner, opened an inquiry in the city
council chamber today with regard to
the circumstances of the siranding of
the steamer Turret Chlef, five miles
east of Copper Harbor in Lake Su-
perior, at 4 a.m. on Friday, Nov. 7, dur-
ing the terrible storm which swept the
lakes. The Government desires to as-
certain why vecsels were out in the
storm when warned for two days pre-
vious of heavy gales. This is the first
of a series of inquiries to be made by
the wreck commissioner. 1t is under-
stood that the next vessel’'s crew to be
examined will be that of the Acadian,
but the place for the hearing has not
vet been cettled.

With Captain Lindsay, and acting as
nautical assessors are Captain Francis
Nash, of Montreal, and Captain W. G.
Batten, of Kingston. J. T. Rowan, of
Ottawa, is official stenographer.

A Canadian Boat.

The Turret Chief is owned by the
Canadian Lake and Ocean Navigation
Company and managed by the Mer-
chants’ Mutual Line. The owners
are represented by Francis King, K.C.,
of Kingston. The commander of the
Turret Chief is captain Padgington, of
Port Colborne, who with four other
officers came to Kingston to give evi-
dence at the investigation.

According to the officers the storm
struck them with awful suddenness
about 9 p.m. on Thursday, Nov. 6. Af-
ter drifting for hours, the big vessel
was finally dashed on the rocks. The
crew got ashore by sliding along a
cable, and for three dayc lived in the
woods, afterwards making their way
to Copper Harbor.

Took No Soundings.

He said he took no soundings, and
did not think if he had findings in Lake
Superior could be relied upon. Wit-
ness was questioned regarding the
storm,

He said that everything was O. K.
at 9 o’clock on the night of 6th, when
it commenced to blow very hard,
changing from the southwest to the
north. The barometer gave very little
indication of a change. The ve:sel
continued to head north. “The sea and
the wind came together suddenly. I
was on deck at the time. It staved
that way for about one hour. My log
book, which was in the lower pilot
house, was lost. The waves were so
strong théy broke in the door and the
steampipes burst.”

Greyson
Smith, a partner in the office where
the late S. C. Smoke had his quar-
ters, sent word through Mr. Proud-
foot, that he had searched for hours
last night but had been unable to find
any of the papers which J. C. Moyes
said he turned over to Mr. Smoke,
when he (Moyes) resigned.

Secretary on Stand.

Hon, J. MacEwen, secretary of the
Lake Shore Railway Company, was the
first witness. He said he had never
seen anybody connected with the Hu-
ron Construction Company. All the
business in conenction with that com-
pany, so far as he knew, was conduct-
ed by Mr. Moyes. MacEwen said he
remembered the meeting where it was
stated by Mr. Moyes that a contract
had heen entered into. between the
West Shore Railway Company, and
the Huron Construction Company, but
had never seen the document.

He had never received any wages
himself, MacEwin said, except in the
way of promises. He did not know
where the books of the railway com-
pany were, and the minutes of the di-
rectors’ meetings had been sent to To-
ronto and so far as he knew never
returned. There had passed through
his hands as secretary, said Mr. Mac-
Ewen, $170,000 to the construction
company, and $25,000 to the account
of Mr. Moyes, He had personal knowl-
edge of. no other moneys expended.

THE MAIN ISSUE IN EAST
MIDDLESEX.

In spite of every possible effort to
divert attention, the Conservative
speakers and the Conservative press
are unable to turn the electors of Kast
Middlesex from the  predominating
issue of the campaign.

The Whitney Government is opposed
to the abolition of the bar. Mr. Rowell
has offered to co-operate with Sir
James Whitney in carrying out this
great reform. The offer has not been
accepted. The bars are still open, and
are being kept open by the aid of the
Whitney Government, just as the
Whitney Government is being helped
in turn by the liquor interests. The
alliance, for defensive and offensive
Ppurposes, is natural and inevitable.

Such an alliance, however, is fatal to
good government, and fatal to the well
being of any state. To allow it to con-
tinue, would be to invite and condone
the very forces that lead to national
deterioration and destruction. Material
interests of the most sordid kind
would replace ideals of clean and
wholesome government.

Peanut Butter.

Peanut butter is made by passing a
quart of shelled peanuts through the
meat chopper, and mixing the paste
thoroughly with half a pound of but-
ter.

One pound of figs, six ounces of
sugar, the juice of one lemon and one
pint - of water. Place the figs, sugar and
lemon juice in a jar; boil the water,
and add to the fig mixture. Cover
closely, stand the jar in a saucepan of
boiling water or in a slow oven and
stew gently from one and one-half to
two hours.

GIRLS IN CANNERIES.

A study of the working hours of wo-
men in the pea canneries of Wiscon-
sin has recently been made by Marie
L. Obenauer, and published by the
United States Bureau of Labor Sta-
tistics. The distinguishing features of
all fruit and vegetable canning indus-
tries are the shortage of the season
and the extreme fluctuation in the
working hours. Whether the present
conditions under which women work
overtime can be alleviated by improv-
ing the equipment of the factories,
planting with reference to the probable
time of ripening, more ample storage
facilities, and other causes within the
control of the canneries is the problem
that this report should help to solve.

In view of the number of canners
who objected to any restrictions on
the working hours of women, there is
peculiar interests in the statements
from come of the same canners as to
what actually happened in their own
plants during the five years prior to
the enactment of the 5&5-hour law.
Thus, among the 26 canners reporting
in regard to this matter, days of 15,
16 and 18 hours were frequent, and
runs of even 20, 22 and 24 hours were
reported by several canners.

The Women Lawyers’ Journal, in
commenting upon the facts brought
to light by the report, says:

“Instead of asking for special, con-
cessions and over-working its women
employees, the canners should be com-

pelled to adopt efficiency methods in
their particular industry.”

:: FOR THE COOKY JAR

The cooky jar is an all-important
household equipment. That it may be
filled with varlous tasty cookies,
some tried recipes gathered from
near and far are here given:

A simple sugar cooky is made by

creaming together 114 cupfuls of sug-
ar and a cupful of butter and drip-
pings mixed. Then stir in two well-
beaten eggs and five tablespoonfuls
of sour milk in which has been dis-
solved a small teaspoonful of soda.
Flg.vor with nutmeg or vanilla. Roll
thin, and, when the cookies are cut
out, sprinkle with sugar and top
each witlt a raisin, Bake in a mod-
erate oven.
: There are countless recipes for mak-
ing molasses cookies. One calls for
a cupful each of brown sugar, mo-
lasses and shortening; when these in-
gredients are well mixed, add a beat-
en cgg, three teaspoonfuls of soda
dissolved in nine tablespoonfuls of
boiling water, two tablespoonfuls of
ginger and just enough flour to roll
out very soft.

Molasses cookies, which should be
mixed the night before they are
baked, are made after this recipe:
Dissolve two tablespoonfuls of soda
in a teacpoonful of boiling water
and ctir into a pint of dark New
Orleans molasses; mix thoroughly the
molasses mixture and a cupful of
dark brown sugar, then add a tea-
spoonful of cloves, ginger and cinna-
mon, and about five cupfuls of flour.
Put away in the refrigerator or in a
very cold place till next day. These
g:jokies are best rolled out fairly

sugar, a cupful of grated chocolate,
two teaspoonfuls of vanilla, a beaten
egg, two cupfuls of flour, and a
tablespoonful of water. Let the dough
stand for an hour, roll very thin and
bake in a quick oven. On taking the
cookies from the pan, slip them on
paper to harden. If the cookies are
cut with a square cutter they will
look well. The recipe will make be-
tween 60 and 70 cookies, says a writer.

To make fruit cookies, crécam two
thirds of a cupful of shortening and
a cupful of salt and two beaten eggs.
Now, stir in two teaspoonfuls of cin-
namon, quarter of a teaspoonful of
cloves, and a pinch of nutmeg, half
a cupful each of chopped raisins and
currants, floured, and four table-
spoonfuls of cold water in which has
been dissolved a teaspoonful of soda.
Add enough flour to make soft dough,
probably a quart will be necessary.

A cimple cooky, which may be flav-
ored with almoad, and each cooky
topped with half a blanched almond,
is this: Cream a cupful of butter
and two cupfuls of sugar, then stir
in two beaten eggs. Add three-quar-
ters of a cupful of milk, two tea-
spoonfuls of baking powder, almond
extract to flavor, and enough flour
to make a dough that can be rolled
out.’

To make jumbles, cream a pint of
sugar and a cupful of butter. Then
add two beaten eggs, half a cupful
of sweet milk, a teaspoonful of soda
and two teaspoonfuls of cream of tar-
tar. Do not use a rolling pin, but
make the dough into a roll about 10
inches long. Slice it off. Put the
slices into a piate of Sugar, pat with

BOOKS. MISSING

- NTPROBE INTO WEST SHORE BY.

Promoter Fails To Shed Any Light On
Where Over $600,000 Went — Lax

Business Methods

Disclosed at Investi-

gation— Valuable Records Gone.

[Special to The Advertiser.]

Toronto, Nov. 21, — The long-look-
ed-for and much-delayed probe into
the West Shore Rajlway Company’s
doings began yesterday, and from
present indications the outlonk for
those whose money is in the line and
who want a statement, is not cheer-
ing.

After siaying away from the
sessions of the Ontario Railway
Board for months, Mr. Moyes final-
lJy put in an appearance yester-
day, but the most strenuous efforts of
Mr. W. Proudfoot, K. C, and P. A.
Malcolmson, K. C, representing the
municipalities, failed to extract much
information from him,

Unwilling Witness.

Mr. Moyes gave evidence under pro-
test, and throughout the long hours he
was in the witness chair insisted that
he could not be expected to remember
details, The matters counsel asked
about were matters of record, and
could be learned from the books.

But the books were not produced.
Mr. Moyes early in his evidence stat-
ed that he had retired from the presi-
dency of the West Shore Railway, and
had turned all his books and papers
in connection with the line over to
C. S. Smoke, of Toronto, the vice-
president.

Was Mistaken.

This statement brought a Tre-
minder from counsel that in his evi-
dence some time ago, Mr. Smoke stat-
ed that he could not give certain in-
formation without getting the papers
from Mr. Moyes. The promoter main-
tained that he had turned over all
the records upon his retirement, and
that if Mr. Smoke thought there were
any others he was mistaken,

Records Are Missing.

In themeantime, records that are
absolutely nécessary to show the exact
status of the West Shore Railway
(fc»mpany, and the Huron Construc-
tion Company, that wag supposed to
have received the contract to construct
the line, are missing., Last night, af-
ter final attempts to get Mr. Moyes
to become definite on several points,
Mr. Proudfoot asked for an adjourn-
ment, in order to give Mr. Moyes an
opportunity to see if he could pro-
duce some of the records.

: Had an Agreement.

Some glimmering of the manner in
which the road@ was constructed—or
partly constructed—was secured Dby
counsel from Mr. Moyes. It was
brought out that the West Shore Rail-
way entered imto some sort of an
agreement—the exact nature of this
could not be learned—with the Huron
Construction Company—a somewhat
mythical. concerm—to censtruct the
line, It wag to receive as payment
the whole of the $600,000 bond issue,
$400,000 of which was guaranteed by
the municipalities, and a considerable
portion of common stock. When
;)ressod to state what this amount was
Mr. Moyes claimed that he could not
tell definitely without having access
to the records.

Piresented Certificates.
+ According to the evidence, certifi-
cates of the engineer of the Huron
Construction Company, amounting to
$639,949, "were presented to the Trust
Company holding the bonds. These
were honored “nder the agreement
tinder which th Jsnds were deposited.

Counsel maé¢ An attempt to secure
from Mr. Moyes a statement as to
whether this amount represented ma-
terial and services that had been put
into the construction of the line, as
et forth in the certificate.

i The promoter answered it in
own way.
How Money Departed.

He declared that the Huron Con-
structior Company was to receive a
certain amount in bonds and stock
for the construction of the entire line.
The $£639,949 represemrted the propor-
tion of the total sum for the final
completion of the road it was entitled
to for the amount of work done.

This did not satisfy the municipal
representatives, and first one and then
the other tried to secure from Mr.

William McDonald Scores Con-
servatives for Attempt To
Hoodwink Electors.

Byron, Nov. 20.—Rousing speeches
by Mr. William McDonald, M. P. P,
Centre Bruce; Mr. J. C. Elllott, M. P.
P., West Middlesex; Mr. U. A. Buch-
ner, London, and Mr. J. W. Laidlaw,
fast Middlesex candidate, were deliv-
ered at the Liberal rally in Byron
Town Hall tonight. Mr. Warren El-
son was nominated chairman, and
expressed his delight at being asked
to preside over a meeting in support
of Mr. Laidlaw, of whom as a candi-

date the electors had every
y eas
be proud. o B
h_Tho attendance was good and a
1g.h measure of enthusiasm charac-
terized the meeting.
A Great National Issue.

Mr. Laidlaw explained the circum-
stances leading up te his nomination
by bo_th the Temperance Alliance and
the Liberal party convention. Some
people affected to think, he said, that
t..he alliance was dragging temperance
into party politics. Temperance was
not, however, he said, a question of
party politics, but a great national
issue. In Ontario alone some $29,000,-
000 was annually spent in intoxicat-
ing liquors. Added to this, was the
cost of ‘maimeuance of houses of re-
fuge, prisons, jails and asylums, which
were very largely necessitated by the
evils of the liquor traffic. An untold
amount of suffering was caused by
the open bar. There were a great
many men who would never think of
touching intoxicating liquors were it
not for the open bar. The issue in
East Middlesex would appeal, he be-
lieved, to all fair-minded men and wo-
men. He was proud to be nominated
to support a leader llke Mr, Rowell,
who with an Opposition of only 20
against 84, was not afraid to come out
openly against the bar. The electors
on Nov. 27 would have an opportun-
ity .to show on which side of the issue
they stood.

F. P. Assertions Absolutely False.

Touching on the question of hydro-
electric power, Mr. Laidlaw emphatic-
ally and straight-forwardly denied the
assertions of the London Free Press
that he, as reeve of Westminster, was
opposed to the extension of hydro
power to the farmers of his township.
Such assertions were, he declared, an
utter falsehood. He with other resi-
dents of Westminster,
petition .for hydro power for the vil-
lage 'of Lambeth, but the hydro com-
mission had taken no action on the
matter. Hon. Adam Beck had said at
Wilton Grove that if a radial road
through the township would use hydro,
power could then be supplied readily
to the farmers along the line. The
Traction road "was using hydro, but
was not allowed by the commission
to supply power to the farmers.

Free Press had absolutely no grounds
for the article which alleged that the
eouncil of Westminster Township was
opposed to the extension of hydro
power in that township. He, with other
members of the council, would wel-
come the advent of hydro power sup-
plied to the farmers at reasonable
rates.

Mr. McDonald said that “this talk
about hydro” by the Conservatives
was merely attempting to draw a red
herring across the track. It smelt
fishy. When Mr. McDonald reminded
the audience that he came from the
celebrated riding that returned Mr.
TruaxX with so fine a majority, it was
the signal for rounds of applause. He
was a temperance man and a Liberal,
he said, and was glad to speak in sup-
port of a candidate like Mr. Laidlaw,
who was young and brave,- and with
a clean record. The Toronto World
had characterized Mr. Rowell as
“young and brave, and clean and elo-
quent.” Mr. Laidlaw would ‘“make a
mighty good representative for East
Middlesex,” and would soon come to
the front in the House.

Speaking on assessment and taxre-
form, Mr. McDonald said that Sir
James Whitney had objected to what
he terms a ‘“checkerboard system” of
assessment. but it was to be found
already in the province, at least in
the county of Bruce. Assessors on
witness stands had testifled to habit-
ually assessing properties at per
centages on their values varying all
the way from 60 to 90. In his own
town paper he had seen advertise-
ments in which owners of pasture
farms offered barns and houses for
sale in order to lower their assess-
ment. Would it ever advance a coun-
try selling the barns and houses oft
the farms? he asked, He did not
blame the owners of vacant town lots
for holding them for advances in
value caused by other people building
on adjacent properties. He blamed
the system that allowed such a thing.

Tax reform would work for the
progress of the towns and cities, by
forcing the sale of vacant lands held
for purposes of speculation,

Pink Teas With Hamilton Flaver.

He criticized the reckless expendi-
ture of a million dollars on Govern-
ment House, which, he said, was only
built for a bplace where Toronto S0+
clety could hold pink teas witha little
Hamilton flavor thrown in. The farm-
ers of Ontario would never get a “look
in” at Government House.

Referring to the defeat of the
measure to give spinsters and widows
the franchise, he declared that it was
the influence of the whiskey ring and
men like George Gooderham that kept
the ballot from these women, because
the liquor traffic feared the enfran-
chisement of woman. “I will guaran-
tee,” said Mr. McDonald, ‘“‘there are
no licensed hotelkeepers working for
John W. Laidlaw. They worked so
hard against me in my riding that I
was elected. The temperance senti-
ment of the people was against them.”

All the churches had declared for
temperance reform, said Mr. McDon-
ald, and ranged against it were the
Hiram Walkers, the Seagrams, the
nine distillers, the 55 brewers, and the
1,660 licensed victuallers. “Which
side are Yyou going to be on?”’ he
asked.

All Eyes on East Middlesex.

The eyes of Ontario, of Canada, of
the world, in fact, were on East Mid-
dlesex, he sald, and the defeat of Mr.
Laidlaw, would be a serious setback
for temperance.

Mr. U. A. Buchner said that for in-
tegrity and straightforwardness, a
better candidate than Mr., Laidlaw
could not have been selected. He had
known Mr. Laidlaw fo¥ many years.

The great need of the Legislature
was the election of more upright,
straightforwarq men from the coun-
try, who could not be got into line
by the corporationg for the further-
ance of their selfish interests.

An Unprogressive Government,

If ever a legislative body did not
progress along the lines it should, it
was the present Government. The
present issues Were greater than
party. Mr. Laidlaw’s policy was
straight for temperance, and the con-
scientious. electors of East Middlesex
need have no hesitation in supporting
him.

Mr, Laidlaw and his party were not
opposed to hydro power, but he would
not be surprised to know that Mr.
Rowell agreed with him (Mr. Buch-
ner) that the farmers in this district
were entitled to power on as easy
terms as the farmers east of Ham-
ilton., Hydro should be Government-
owned and Government-operated.
Why should farmers in the audi-
ence pay $48 per horsepower, while
farmers in other districts secured it
for $12 per horsepower?

Discriminating Against Westminster.

No excuse had ever been given why
the Traction Company was not allow-
ed to sell power to the farmers. He
would not make the assertion, but he
was inclined to think that a little bit
of prejudice existed against the peo-
ple of Westminster on the part of the
powers that be. Electric railways in
other parts of Ontario were given
the right to sell surplus electric
power to corperations and individuals,
the Monarch Railway and the Morris-
burg Railway, for instances.

He wasg suspicious that there was

something wrong With the people of
Westminster. They didn't vote right,
for one thing. It might be policy for
the Westminster farmers, if they
wanted electric power, to turn Tory.
But would they do it? Or woulg they
not rather stand for & straightforward
man of Mr. Laidlaw’s principles?
Mr. Buchner also emphasized the
needs of tax reform in the province.
Buildings should not be taxed at all,

he claimed. British Columbia, Alberta
and Saskatchewan had already re-
moved or were gradually removing all
taxes and assessments on buildings
and improvements.

Unfair to Western University.

The attitude of the present Govern-
ment towards the Western TUniver-
sity was also criticised by Mr. Buch-
ner,

Mr. Elliott paid a glowing tribute to
the high ideals and Sterling character
of Mr. Laidlaw, which was received by
the audience with enthusiastic ap-
plause. It was a high compliment to
Mr. Laidlaw that he had been nomin-
ated by both the Liberal party and the
Temperance Alliance, said Mr. Elliott.

It was not necessary for Mr. Laid-
law to deny the charges that he was
oppesed to the extension of hydro
power. As reeve of Westminster
Township, he had but been a careful
guardian of the people’s rights in the
negotiations of the council with the
hydro commission.

Mr. Elliott read from an address by
Mr. N. W. Rowell on the hydro ques-
tion, and said he was at a complete
loss to understand how any paper or
individual could hope to make either
Mr. Laidlaw or Mr. Rowell appear oD-
posed to hydro power.

Referring to the question of the ex-
tension of the franchise to women, he
said, he could not see why married
women holding property should not be
allowed to vote. It was virtuaily pen-
alizing marriage to take away from a
woman the vote to which she was en-
title@ before marriage.

Mr. Elliott compared the progress
¢f Ontario with that of the western
provinces. If Ontario was the “banner
province,” as he claimed it to be, why
should she be falling behind in the
race with her sister provinces in re-
cent years? The people of Ontario, he
thought, were not receiving from the
Government the sympathetic treat-
ment to which they were entitled.

Mr. Elliott criticised the appoint-
ment of men to the heads of depart-
ment for which their experience did
not gualify them. The deputy minis-
ter of agriculture did not receive near-
ly so large a salary as the deputy min-
icsters of other departments. When he
(Mr. Elliott asked why the deputy
minister of agriculture received only

2,500 a year, Hon. Mr. Duff took half

an hour to explain in the House that
it was all “the boy was worth.” “And
he convinced us of that fact,” said Mr.
Elliott. “Mr. Roadhouse is an excel-
lent young man, but all the agricul-
tural experience he had, either scien-
tific or practical, was derived as a re-
porter on the Toronto Evening Tele-
gram. In brief, he knows as much
about agriculture as a United States
senator knows about religion.”

As an evidence of the inactivity and
indifference of the Ontario department
of agriculture, the Government had
done practically nothing in the way of
improving the live stock of the prov-
ince, while the western provinces were
draining Ontario of her best stock. It
wag true that the department h;u.d
sent men to England to buy dairy
Shorthorns, but they had purchased
cattle that, unless he were sadly mis-
taken, could not be registered in Can-
ada under the present regulations of
the live stock associations.

Mr. Elliott aimed some apt criticisms
at the educational policy of the Gov-
ernment. They had curtailed the
powers of school boards, foisted new
books, including the famous “Public
School Primor,” on the people, and
abolished the model schools. Am:a re-
sult of the latter action, 1,100 teachers
were the next year found teaching i_n
Ontario on permits. Realizing their
mistake, the Government had given
back to the people several of the model
schools closed.

The so-called improvements
by the Whitney Government to the
educational system of Ontario had
made that system about as dead as it
could be.

Instead of explaining 1
which have crept in the bilingual
schools of Ontario, said Mr. E}lliott,
Hon. Mr. Lucas had weakly said he
woulg like to know where the Liberal
party and Liberal leader stood on the
bilingual question. The Liberal lead-
er, Mr. Elliott said, was not the man
charged, but the Liberal leader had,
however, declared that his party be-
lieved that every child in Ontario
should be instructed in English, the
language in which the business of the
province is conducted.

The Government on the other hand
had attempted to deceive both the
French, assuring them that their lan-
guage would still be taught, and the
English, telling them that there are
no bilingual schools in Ontario.

In No. 4, Springer, they haa forced
a French teacher on a two-thirds
English population, where the inspec-
tor was in sympathy with the French
teachers, and had refused a permit to
the English teacher, although the lat-
ter had a higher standing.

Concluding his address with a refer-
ence to the temperance issue, Mr.
Elliott clearly enunciated the positions
of the two parties. The way to get
rid of drinking is to do away with the
place where drinking takes place. This
attitude, taken by the Liberal leader,
was a reasonable one, and it had cut
al] the bridges lying be.ween him and
the trafflc. The issue between the two
parties was the question as to what
wag the best way to remedy the evils
of the liquor traffic, the enormity of
which both parties admitted. Mr.
Rowell had declared his policy on the
temperance issue, but could anyone in
the hall or out of it say what was the
policy of the Government on the
issue? Sir James had proposed with
an anti-treating law to kill out the
liquor traffic in five years. Two years
out of that five had already passed
away, and the Government had gone
no further than a resolution in the
matter. If they were honest, why
didn’t they make the resolution a law?

If the electors elected a man like
Mr, Laidlaw, who stool four-square to
all the winds that blow, it would show
the Government that the people were
in favor of temperance, and if the
liquor traffic were not abolished by
Mr. Rowell, the chances were that it
would be abolished by Sir James. And
none of Mr, Rowell's followers would
be averse to see the Conservatives
take the credit for the abolition of the
traffic.

The meeting closed With rousing
cheerg for the Liberal leader, the Lib-
eral policy and the local _candidate,
Mr. Laidlaw.

MINISTERS EVADE ISSUE

Attempting To Conceal the Fact
They Are Hand in Hand
With Liquor Interests.

The Toronto Globe publishes the fol-
lowing from a special correspondent
in the East Middlesex campaign:

London, Nov. 19.—The fight in East
Middlesex is becoming more and more
a fight between the temperance and
liquor interests. The Government and
the Free Press are doing all in their
power to divert attention from the is-
sue, but it is incredible that they
should be successful. This is the first
by-election in which the local tem-
perance organization hag thrown
itself into the fight. It is the first by-
election in which it has named a can-
didate. Mr. Laidlaw is the first fusion
candidate. These new factors in the
contest upset all normal calcula-
tions.

In the last Dby-election, the Free
Press told the electors that the tem-
perance question was not an issue,
and apparently the temperance
Conservatives Dbelieved them, and
voted with the Government. Now
the Free Press says the people “voted
down the Rowell policy a year ago,”
and that temperance is not an issue
this time. The number of temper-
ance Conservatives who are support-
ing the temperance candidate, and
the interest’ manifested at all the
meetings when the temperance ques-
tion is discussed, shows that the elect-
ors are becoming alive to the truth
and the importance of the issue. The
liquor interests are very much alive
to the issue. They claim they won
East Middlesex for the Government a
year ago., Perhaps they claim tgo
much on their side, for the riding is
normally Conservative by a very sub-
stantia] majority. The ILiberals car-
ried it in 1911 Dbecause of the unique
personal popularity of the late Robert
Sutherland, and of a division in the
ranks of the Conservative party, but

part in the last by-election, and they
are determined to hold the seat at any
cost.

Forcing the Fight.

Mr. Hanna was here on Monhday go0-
ing over the ground, and it is under-
stood he is the member of the Gov-
ernment in charge of the campaign
on behalf of the Government and the
liquor interests, and he has assisting
him in the riding Mr. Hearst, Mr. Lu-
cas, Mr. Duff and several members of
the Legislature. Apparently nothing
that the Government and the liquor
interests can do to hold the seat will
be left undone.

The crild's right to be born,
and to be well-born—well-born, he ex-
plained, meant to be born of heaithy
parents, In healthy gurroundings—to
be well-born physically, mentally and
morally.

The child also has a right
to live, and it is a disgrace to all
great civilizations that statistics of
infant mortality should be as they are.

Speaking of
education, he stated that the aim of
all education should be the develop-
ment of character, and referred to the
school cadet movement as being one
that is altogether for good, as it in-
culeates principles of self-discipline
and unselfishness,

He went on to speak of the necessity
for a general improvement in manners,
and said that the day of the rough
diamond was passed.

Wilson proving that on examination
fully 50 per cent. of the children at-
tending the public and separate schools
were defective, c¢hiefly through en-
larged tonsils, adenoids, defective
vision and bad teeth.
Medical Inspection.

A resolution was adopted setting
forth “That the provisional depart-
ment of education take cteps to pro-
vide for the early establishment of a
provincial system of medical and
dental inspection of school children.
That a special grant of money be set
aside towards the employment of a
competent school nurse in each school
district to follow up the work of the
school health officer and for whatever
else may be deemed necessary to the
cuccess of the work.”

EDMONTON UTILITIES
ARE PAYING WELL

Net Earnings Were Over $60,000 Dur-
ing Past Year.

[Special to The Advertiser.]

Edmonton, Alta., Nov. 21.—Oflcial
announcement is made that the city of
Edmonton has sufficient funds, as the
proceeds of its bond issues amount-
ing to $11,800,000, of which more than
$9,135,000 has been paid to date by
English bankers, to complete its con-
struction program this year. The debts
of the council of 1912 have been paid
and the municipality’s credit is gilt-
edge. The city has $3,500,000 worth
of unsold debentures on hand. These
issues and $10,000,000 worth of bonds,
the amount of money required for
1914, will be placed on the market
early next year.

The city of Edmonton, which owns
and operates all public utilities, has
$16,000,000, invested in its street rail-
way, telephone, light, paving, incinera-
tor, water and other systems, which
returned net earnings of $60,000 last
vear. Though costly extensions have

RAW MILK GREATEST
OF DISEASE GARRIERS

Cooking of Meats Destroys the
Germs, Declares Dr. W. H.
Hill.

That by cooking meats disease germs
are destroyed was the assertion of Dr.
W. H. Hill, director of the Institute of
Public Health of London, last evening
in the assembly hall of that building.
Meat inspection cannot prevent dis-
ease, he explained. However, rigid in-
spection discovers imperfections in
meats, and in this way is beneficial.

The speaker also declared that it is
not the tubercular parts of an animal
which is taken as a food. We eat the
muscles of the animal, which, of
course, are not affected.

The greatest disease carrier is raw
milk. It is impossible to estimate the
harm which may come from the milk
which has not been kept in sanitary
cans,

In discussing foods, Dr. Hill classi-
fled them as follows: proteins, carbo-
hydrates, fats, salts and water. Some
time was also given to the explanation
of the manner of assimilating foods.
The body is composed of cells which
are fed from the blood pumped from
the heart. The nutriment in the blood,
the speaker aptly referred to as “keys”
which fit different “locks,” in the mul-
titudinous cells. In this way certain
food parts have an affinity for cer-
tain cells, and in this manner the dif-
ferent foods are taken to build up the
human body. >

Discussing adulterations, the speak-
er stated that there are several
varieties prevalent. There is the mix-
ing of foods with things of lesser qual-
ities, substitution, coloring and pois-
ons. Adulterated foods also included
decomposition of matter.

I believe in allowing manufacturers
to make and sell whatever they like,
providing they honestly label the in-
gredients used. Then people are aware
what they are buying.” =

The methods of combating harmful
adulteration are rigid inspection, ad-
vertising the adulterated foods, and in
extreme cases, prosecution.
