Ottawa, Aug. 6.—About two hundred additional delegates ar­

rived this morning to attend the Liberal convention, and more 
/ are expected in time to participate in the vote for the leader, 
,which will take place on Thursday. There is still much specula-| 
Ition as to who is likely to be the successful candidate, but this 

morning there appeared to be a swing in the direction of Hon. W. 
S. Fielding. This is largely due to a report that Hon. William 

Martin, the Saskatchewan premier, will definitely decline to allow 
1his name to go before the convention.
. Hon. Geo. R. Murray, premier of Nova Scotia, is being men­

tioned as a probable candidate, but, on the other hand, it is gen­
erally known that Mr. Murray is favorably disposed to the candi­
dature of Mr. Fielding. Hon. Geo. P. Graham, Hon. W. L. Mac­
kenzie King and Mr. D. D McKenzie are all still in the race with 
many supporters.

At the present time the indications are that none of the 
candidates are likely to secure a majority of the votes cast on the 
first ballot, and additional ballots will be necessary.

Ottawa, Aug. 6.—The second day of the national Liberal con­

vention opened with the resolutions committee sitting in full force 
and the convention proper ready to deal with and discuss the reso­
lutions which might emanate therefrom. There is no apparent in­
clination on the part of the convention committee to lightly accept 
any tentative proposals which may have been made for the facili­
tation of business on the business sheet. Rather there is an in­
clination on the part of many to the erroneous view that the com­
mittee is a legislating body and that it is really only called upon 
to lay down the broad principles on which progressive legislation 
may be based. However, the fault is a healthy one.

ADVOCATES DOMINION AUTONOMY.
The first resolution to come before the convention from the 

committee was one which proposes that no organic change may 
be made in the Canadian constitution in regard to imperial rela­
tions without a referendum to the people.

Senator Dandurand, who moved the resolution, and M. A. 
MacDonald, who seconded it, both laid down the principle that the 
best way to preserve the ties which bound the Dominion to Great 
Britain was imperial duty with complete dominion autonomy.

The proposal to submit any change to the people was based 
on the democratic doctrine of self-determination.

Pritchard recommended literature called 
"objectionable" by the crown, which was 
sold at the Industrial Bureau Socialist 
meeting last Sunday, at which he was 
the principal speaker, a Royal Northwest 
Mounted Police detective swore yester­
day at the trial of W. A. Pritchard and 
seven other labor leaders for seditious 
conspiracy.

This statement brought from Magis- 
trate R. M. Noble the remark that: 
"During the trial such activities on the 
part of the accused should cease,” and, 
"I think if they do this it is wrong that 
they should be on bail."

The same detective at the morning 
session told of a conversation with R. E. 
Bray on June 10, in which Bray declared 
he had a fully organized army of 3,000 
to 4,000 ready to seize arms and take 
possession of Minto Barracks at a given 
signal.

Ald. A. A. Heaps, also on trial, was 
present, when Bray, not knowing the 
identity of Detective W. H. McLaugh­
lin of the R. N. W. M. P., the witness 
told of his plans, McLaughlin swore.

A Communist Publication.
The booklet containing theV'‘objec­

tionable" matter was the "communist 
manifesto” written in 1848 by Karl Marx 
and Frederick Engels. McLaughlin said 
W. A. Pritchard, at the close of his ad­
dress last Sunday, announced that it 
was for sale and recommended it. Mc­
Laughlin bought one in the meeting.

J. G. Coyne, prosecuting counsel, after 
putting the booklet in as an exhibit, 
then read the following excerpts, among 
others to the court:

"In short, the communists everywhere 
support every revolutionary movement 
against the existing social and political 
order of things.

"The communists disdain to conceal 
their views and aims. They openly de­
clare that their ends can be attained 
only by the forcible overthrow of all ex­
isting social conditions.

"Let the ruling class tremble at a 
communistic revolution. The proletar­
ians have nothing to Jose but their 
chains and a world to win.”

IRI IANS SERVE ULTIM 
HUNGARIAN COVER

Paris, Aug. 6.—The plan recently 
adopted by the French food ministry to 
reduce food prices is working success­
fully in some of the French cities. At 
Havre eggs have been reduced from 
$1.20 per dozen to 60 cents, onions from 
10 to 5 cents per pound, and potatoes 
from 4 to 2 cents per pound. The re­
ductions in some food stuffs vary from 
20 to 50 per cent. A local committee has 
been created, representing both the deal­
ers and consumers, which determines 
fair prices and accredits dealers who ac­
cept the prices specified. This results in 
practical blacklisting of unfair dealers 
by public opinion, without any formal 
legislation.

BOLSHEVIKI DISPERSED.
Triest, Tuesday, Aug. 5.—A group of 

Bolsheviki made its appearance here 
today on the streets and attempted to 
start rioting. The disturbers, however, 
were dispersed by the police with the 
assistance of the population. As a re­
sult of the demonstration, seven hun­
dred arrests were made.

NOW ON HIS WAY
TO VISIT CANADA;
LEFT ENGLAND TUESDAY

Men Who Supported Union Government During War Turn 
From It Now and Condemn It As an Administration

That Has Betra yed Its Trust.

[Special to The Advertiser.]
Ottawa, Aug. 6.—The national Liberal convention has already 

more than justified its calling together, and has already vindicated the 
conception in the mind of the man who in the first place decided it 
should be held. In the course of the last speech which he delivered 
at the eastern Liberal convention in Ottawa in January, Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier declared that such a convention should be called, and that no 
man who came would be asked for his past, but would be required 
only to subscribe to the progressive policies laid down by the conven­
tion. That principle has been adhered to the letter. The calling of 
the convention was in accordance with the wishes of the old chief. 
The method of Its calling was the same. And no man who has come 
has been asked for the record of his past, or for his stand at the last 
election. The utmost harmony prevails, and there is neither recrim­
ination or discrimination.

BETRAYED ITS TRUST.
To Premier Murray who approved union during Its formation was 

accorded the English chairmanship. This morning John Wilton, 
M. P. P. for Assinibola, Man., who espoused union during the last 
election, was given the task of moving the resolution condemning the 
Government because it had failed to properly enforce the income tax. 
While having recognized the principle of direct taxation the Govern, 
ment, asid Mr. Wilton, had been playing up again to the capitalistic 
class, and had betrayed Its trust. Mr. Wilton has been overseas as an 
officer.

Organization on a broad basis will follow the convention. A reso. 
lution providing for such organization came from the organization 
committee this morning. Practical harmony will rule in connection 
with the tariff, on which at present there are but minor differences 
with regard to details, but not with regard to principle.

In the final decision on the matter of leadership national considera­
tions will prevail.

Demands Made by Rumanians Call For Reduction of Hun­

garian Army to 15,000 Men, the Surrender of Fifty per 
Cent of the Harvest, Animals, Farm Machinery and Rail­
way Supplies.

Paris, Aug. 6.—The Rumanians have served an ultimatum on 
the Hungarian Government, according to messages reaching the 
peace conference. The ultimatum, it is said, makes demands far 
in excess of the armistice terms and gives the Hungarians until 
8 p.m. today to comply with them.

It is greatly feared in conference circles that the Rumanian 
action will result in the overthrow of the new Hungarian Govern- 
ment..

French circles state that the Rumanian army is not under the 
command of Marshal Foch, the allied Commander-in-chief, the 
Rumanian generals refusing to accept orders from the French, 

iThe Rumanians have not been actively participating in the peace 
conference since Premier Bratiano some time ago took exception 
to the decision of the conference upon the principle guaranteeing 
the rights of minorities within national borders.

In their ultimatum, the Rumanians demand the reduction of 
the Hungarian army to 15.000 and the surrender of 50 per cent 
of the harvest animals and farm machinery and 50 per cent of the 
railway supplies.

© Dr. W. D. Gregory, Liberal candidate 
for Halton, moved in amendment that 
the resolution should voice against the 
campaign for centralization now being 
carried on by the "ultra imperialists." 
John Boyd of Montreal supported the

AUSTRIAN COUNTER 
PROPOSALS IN HANDS amendment, characterizing the cam­

paign above referred to as an Insidious 
one, calculated to disrupt imperial ties 
in the long run. "We should remem­
ber/* he said, "that we are for Canada 
first, Canada last and Canada all the 
time." (Applause.)

Mr. Boyd reiterated the right of Can­
ada to absolutely govern herself and to 
be master of her own destiny.

In replying. Senator Dandurand de­
clared that his mandate from the com­
mittee was not to discuss imperial re­
lations but simply to present the reso­
lutions. He had no objection to the 
amendment. The resolution expressing 
opposition to centralized imperial con­
trol was then put.

Lemieux is Applauded.
Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux rose. "First 

Of all,” he declared, "let me say, as a 
representative of the French-Canadian 
people, that we are British subjects, 
proud to be so, happy to be so. (Ap­
plause.)

"We are a conquered people, hut we 
have made a conquest, we have se­
cured a conquest, we have secured a 
constitution which we desire shall re­
main unimpaired.” (Applause.)

Canada was no longer a colony, she 
was a nation. Downing street days were 
done. "We have the same King, tho 
same flag, but we have our own govern­
ment. and we want that government to 
be run by Canadians.”

The insidious movement for centrali­
zation had received a severe blow dur­
ing the recent session. "Titles have 
been done away with,” said Mr. 
Lemieux, "and I am glad to say that 
the man who moved the motion was W. 
F. Nickle of Kingston, an honest Tory.” 
(Applause.)

Mr. Lemieux referred to the naval 
policy of Sir Wilfrid Laurier. The late 
chieftain had evolved the idea of a 
Canadian navy. Instead, the Borden 
Government favored the handing over 
of "a paltry tip of 35 million dollars." 
When war broke out, Canada was de­
void of defence for her coasts.

"Let us stand by the principles, not 
only of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, he declared, 
but of Sir John A. Macdonald, of Sir 
Charles Tupper, of Baldwin and Lafon­
taine, of George Brown, of William 
Lyon Mackenzie.”

The convention burst into wild cheer­
ing, and the resolution was carried as 
amended.

Mr. Duncan Marshall, minister ot 
agriculture for Alberta, who was called 
upon for a speech, declared that he 
would "be glad to burn every custom 
house between Canada and the United 
States." He emphasized the necessity 
of encouraging increased production.

Mr. H. H. Dewart, Ontario Liberal 
leader, who followed, declared that the 
Union Government which had been 
named to govern on one issue was 
abusing its powers. He told the con­
vention that "Ontario was getting rid 
of its middlemen,” and declared that It 
was the duty of Liberals to fight for the 
rights of the people.

A resolution condemning the Govern­
ment because it has not properly en­
forced the income tax law, moved by 
Captain J. W. Wilton of Winnipeg, 
and seconded by D. A. Lafortune, M.P., 
was carried unanimously, and the con­
vention adjourned until 2:30. Subse­
quent to the adjournment the dele- 
gates were photographed outside the 
convention building.

VON TIRPITZ’S STATEMENT 
IS DENIED BY GERARD

Former U. S. Ambassador Declares He 
Always Warned Germans Against 

Sub Warfare.

Newport, R. I., Aug. 6.—James W. 
Gerard, former ambassador at the Ger­
man imperial court, denied absolutely 
yesterday afternoon that he had evel 
made any statement during the course 
of his stay in Germany that could lead 
the German Government or German 
people to believe that the United States 
would not resent ruthless submarine 
warfare.

Mr. Gerard declares that he always 
informed the Germans that the resump­
tion of ruthless submarine warfare 
would be followed by hostile action on 
the part of the Americans.

The cabled article by Karl von Wie­
gand, published in yesterday morning’s 
Sun., purporting to quote from the me­
moirs of Admiral von Tirpitz, states 
that Mr. Gerard, in an address before 
the Bremen Chamber of Commerce, 
gave the Germans the impression that 
America would not take offence at the 
operation of ruthless submarine activi­
ties. Mr. Gerard denies the entire state- 
ment of von Tirpitz as it relates to him.

Double the Amount That Was Con­
fiscated In 1917.

Montreal, Aug. 6.—According to the 
1918 report of Dr. A. J. G. Hood, chief 
food inspector for the city, which was 
made public yesterday, nearly a half 
million pounds of food was confiscated 
in Montreal last year, having been found 
unfit for consumption, which is twice 
the amount seized for the same reasons 
in 1917.

CONCENTRATE ON MISSIONS.
London. Aug. 6.—The conference on

They rode to 
this city from Windsor on freight trains, 
they told the police.

Second, that the same method could I 
be applied to other articles, such as 
household utensils, if they could be! 
standardized. Whether it should be ap-| 
plied was a question of politics.

Third, that the costing department' 
(which fixes prices) could do for other I 
articles what it had done for food..

Fourth, that a single department [ 
should be responsible for publishing; 
facts regarding the cost of living here 
and in other countries.

Fifth, that with a reduction in work-! 
ing hours and without an increase in 
output a further increase in prices 
seemed inevitable without control.

Controlled Prices.
Mr. Roberts said that 94 per cent of 

the food in England was subject to 
maximum-controlled prices. Part of 
the balance, he added, was more costly, 
but a part was lower in price since con­
trol had been lifted.

The food minister said that unfor­
tunately much of England's food had| 
come from America, because other 
sources had been shut off, and that in 
America the exchange rate had worked 
hardships.

Mr. Roberts said the ministry was un­
able to do anything regarding an alleged 
American meat combine. He suggested 
that this situation called for interna-| 
tional action. The board of trade. Mr. | 
Roberts added, was inquiring Into what| 
might be done to protect the country 
against high meat prices.

In cases of flagrant profiteering, Mr. 
Roberts said he favored sentences of ! 
Imprisonment and the permanent with­
drawal of the licenses of guilty per­
sons.

"In the course of my conversation 
with Bray he stated that this affair 
was going to end in a fight, and when 
I lamented the fact that we had no 
guns, Bray said, ‘Don’t worry about 
guns.

ranks of the opposition. Bray had 
heard that a raid was to be made on 
aliens in the north end of Winnipeg 
and said that he got a car and a girl 
who could speak their lingo to warn 
the aliens. Bray was quoted as say­
ing that "the way the bohunks ran to 
their homes to get something to fight 
with was plain evidence that the police 
would get what was coming to them.

McLaughlin’s reports covered various 
meetings of the strikers and their com­
mittee and dealt exhaustively with 
revolutionary utterances made by vari- 
ous leaders as the strike progressed.

Grand Army Veterans Pass 
Resolution--Indorse the 

Liberty League.Reckless Driving Charge Now

WASHINGTON, Aug. 5. — Confer­
ences with Republican and Democratic 
Senators on the league of nations have 
definitely been abandoned by the pres­
ident until the problems of the high 
cost of living are solved. Secretary 
Tumulty announced today. The pres­
ident, Mr. Tumulty said, is going "to 
give his whole time to the question of 
the high cost of living."

Whether the president will go before 
Congress to recommend steps design­
ed to relieve the situation in which the 
country now finds itself will depend, 
Mr. Tumulty said, on the nature of the 
report to be made by Mr. Palmer.

Members of the president’s cabinet 
went into conference early today with 
Mr. Palmer to receive the report of 
the special committee appointed last 
week to tabulate the various sug­
gestions as far as advanced. The con­
ference was expected to continue until 
just before the regular Tuesday cabinet 
meeting at the White House.

Mr. Palmer’s report was to be sub­
mitted at the cabinet meeting, and the 
president then planned to discuss a 
free market for wheat with Julius H. 
Barnes, president of the United States 
Grain Corporation.

Laws Inadequate.
While the cabinet officials were in 

conference, the federal trade commis­
sion began a study of all British laws 
against profiteering. Some officials 
regarded it as probable that Congress 
would be asked to enact legislation 
dealing directly with all classes of 
profiteering. The attorney-general has 
said that existing laws are Inadequate.

Meantime Congress devoted further 
attention to the general subject of 
living costs with the Senate agricultural 
committee voting to begin hearings 
August 18 on bills by Senators Kenyon 
of Iowa and Kendrick of Wyoming, 
proposing federal regulation of the 
meat packing industry.

Senator Johnson. Democrat, South 
Dakota, told the committee drastic 
action must be taken to meet the 
present situation.

"If we don’t, we will have a revolu­
tion," said he. "It is in the air."

SARNIA. Aug. 5.—Another protest 

against the importation of alien labor 
was added tonight, when Listening 
Post, No. 12, Grand Army of Canada, 
passed a resolution objecting to the 
bringing in of any class of foreign la­
borers, including negroes and Mexi­
cans. The resolution will be forwarded 
to the headquarters of the association 
in Toronto and to the representative 
of the association in Ottawa.

The Principles of the Liberty League 
of Canada were indorsed by the asso­
ciation. The Liberty League now has 
about 500 members, including promi­
nent businessmen, and is growing 
rapidly. An active campaign is to be 
started in about two weeks, it is ex­
pected. The Grand Army branch is 
also Increasing in membership here.

700 AIRCRAFT ENGINES
FOR CANADA AND U. S.

LONDON, Aug. 5.—The Central News 
says it learns that the minister of 
munitions has contracted for the sale 
of 700 aircraft engines and a great 
number of airplanes for Canada and 
the United States.

It was announced at military head- 
quarters here today that members of 
the Royal Air Force, resident in this 
district, who have been awarded medals 
and military decorations not yet re­
ceived by them, will be presented with 
their awards by the Prince of Wales on 
the occasion of his visit to London. /

A list of soldiers of this force who are 
to be recipients here during the visit of 
the prince will be announced in the 
near future. These veterans will receive 
their decorations along with members 
of the Canadian Expeditionary Force 
entitled to same, at the hands of the 
prince at the public presentation to be 
held here.

Charles and Albert Coffin, aged 21 
and 19 years respectively, of this city, 
who were yesterday morning com­
mitted for trial on a charge of auto 
theft, appeared before Judge Talbot 
Macbeth in the county court this 
morning, and pleading guilty to the 
charge, elected trial by judge. The 
prisoners were not represented by 
counsel.

Charles Coffin, the elder of the pair, 
stated to Judge Macbeth this morning 
that in company with his brother he 
started for Walkerville in his Chev­
rolet auto on the evening of July 19 
last. While proceeding westward near 
Glencoe, his car backfired, and before 
it could be stopped the engine burst 
into flames. He jumped with his 
brother for safety, and the burning 
car ran into a ravine.

Purloined Another.
Seeing that the auto was to be de­

stroyed by fire, the brothers removed 
the numbers, and on the suggestion of 
Albert Coffin, they proceeded to the 
garage of D. A. Dobie nearby and 
purloined his Chevrolet car. Albert 
stated that having worked on farms 
in the vicinity, he was aware of the 
location of the Dobie garage. The 
accused youths then returned to Lon­
don with the stolen car, and in a few 
days painted the wheels a bright yel­
low and substituted the numbers. The 
markers bearing Dobie’s license num­
ber were thrown into the river at 
Delaware, according to Charles.

His Own Property.
He stated that the burned car was 

his property, which he purchased from 
a chum, with gratuity given him by 
the military authorities for war ser­
vice. e Both brothers denied piling 
stakes and other wooden material 
around their car and deliberately ignit­
ing it. They were arrested recently by 
city detectives, Albert Coffin being in 
possesion of the stolen car when 
apprehended at Mount Brydges.

The accused youths made no applica­
tion for bail today, and they will be 
held in the county jail for trial in the 
near future on the above charge.

New York, Aug. 6.—Service on the 
elevated, subways and trolley lines of 
the Brooklyn Rapid Transit system was 
demoralized at the rush hour early to-| 
day by the strike of part of the com­
pany's 13,000 employees. The walkout set 
for 5 a.m. did not assume serious pro-i 
portions until 8 a.m., when thousands; 
of commuters on their way to work in' 
New York from various boroughs across 
the river waited in vain for cars.

The East River bridges were soon 
filled with processions of automobiles, 
motor trucks and other vehicles pressed 
into service to carry the throngs to 
Manhattan. Congestion in the subway 
trains which were operated on a limited 
scale, was most marked. Trains on the 
"L" roads ran desultorily, and the sur­
face cars gave only partial service owing 
to the activity of the pickets.

Non-union operators began pulling the 
cars into the barns at 7:30 a.m., saying 
they were afraid to run their cars be-' 
cause of the threatening attitude of the 
strikers.

Coney Island practically was isolated 
so far as “L" trains were concerned, 
few of the trains reaching there. No 
tickets were sold and guards were sta­
tioned to keep the people out at the 
beach resort depot.

Motormen employed on the elevated 
and subway lines of the Brooklyn Rapid 
Transit Company who are members of 
the Brotherhood of Locomotive Engi­
neers will quit work at 4 p.m. today 
in sympathy with striking trainmen 
and guards, according to Edward 
Smith, chairman of the executive com­
mittee of the street carmen’s union, 
who said he had been so advised by a 
representative of the brotherhood.

Lambeth, Aug. 6.—At a meeting of 
the temperance workers of the Town- 
ship of Westminster, the following 
resolutions were passed unanimously:

On Tuesday night the city council, 
by a vote of 6 to 5, with the mayor 
deciding the tie offered 90 cents per 
hour, but not a cent more. The men 
were willing to co: ac down to 95 cents, 
but the council remained firm.

Excepting the garbage teams, the 
city does not own a horse. The men 
who struck used their own horses when 
doing city work. If necessity demands 
such action, the city will use a few of 
the garbage teams for road work.

Meanwhile the city is not worrying. 
There is plenty of work for all other 
civic employees.

The construction of two storm sewers 
on Front street and on St. George 
street was commenced this morning. 
This work does not require the use of 
teams. Such work as this is plentiful, 
so that the loss of the teams is not felt 
to any great extent.

I have no doubt 
that the kaiser would have abdicated the 
evening of the 8th.

“Certainly there would have been an 
uprising, but only by the radical ele­
ment. The troops in Berlin would have 
conducted themselves more reliably. One 
of the most dangerous points of contact 
between the rioting workmen and the 
soldiers was the fact that the kaiser had 
not abdicated."

"Now, we must venture upon uncharted seas, 
to some extent, in the future. In the new league 
of nations we are starting out on uncharted seas, 
and, therefore, we must have, I will not say the 
audacity, but the steadiness of purpose, which is 
novel in such circumstances, and we must not be 
afraid of new things, at the same time that we must 
not be intolerant of old things. We must weave out 
of the old materials the new garments which it is 
necessary that men should wear."

In these conclusions he discloses the mind of 
the true reformer, as Whittier puts it:

"‘Twas but the ruin of the bad,—
The wasting of the wrong and 111, 

Whate’er of good the old time had
Was living still.”

He concludes his speech by an eloquent refer­
ence to the brotherhood of man:

"The heart of the world is at very simple fire- 
sides, the heart of the world is in very humble 
circumstances.

"To live and let live, to work for people and 
with people, is at the bottom of the kind of experi­
ence which must underlie justice.

“In a sense, the old enterprise of national law is 
played out. I mean that the future of mankind de­
pends more upon the relations of nations to one 
another, more upon the realization of the common 
brotherhood of mankind than upon the separate and 
selfish development of national systems of law; so 
that the men who can, if I may express it so, think 
without language, think the common thoughts of 
humanity, are the men who will be the most service­
able in the future.

“God grant that there may be many of them, 
that many men may see this hope, and wish to ad­
vance it, and that the plain men everywhere may 
know that there is no language of society in which 
he has no brothers or co-laborers, in order to reach 
the great ends of equity and of high justice."

The president has the heart of the true 
democrat and it is to be hoped the views he so 
well expressed will be realized and that America 
will respond and do “that thing which he has 
been privileged to call upon it to do.”

Let the United States join the league of na­
tions and do its part to maintain the peace of the 
world.

The twisted end of cloth is similar to a 
hernia or "rupture."

Of course, the intestine is not ruptur­
ed. It is often the muscle fibres that 
are ruptured and allow a bit of the in­
testine to bulge.

Although a hernia is harmless in 
appearance and is unaccompanied by 
pain, there is always the threat of a 
strangulation and death from it, even 
though mechanical means may be 
adopted to reduce it. Hernia can be 
positively cured only by surgery.

There are so many persons with her­
nias that two New York surgeons alone 
have operated on 8,589 victims in 27 
years. As a result of this long experi­
ence these two surgeons believe they 
can demonstrate the efficiency of cer­
tain operative methods of treatment in 
certain types of hernia.

Their methods or similar ones are 
now in general use by many surgeons.

There were only 15 relapses or recur­
rences among all those thousands of 
operations. The average stay in the 
hospital was about one week.

Compared with these very real and 
definite facts it may be said that non- 
surgical methods for the "cure" of her­
nia are failures, and will not cure her­
nia in any one but an infant, and then 
very seldom.
