Marjon, Ohio, Aug. 10.—The dust
,ot Marion’s first citizen was laid to-

day in a place of rest.

Warren G. Harding passed through
! the quiet streets of his home town,
.and with a ceremony as simple and

brief as though he had never been
aught but an honored citizen of the
. town, was given to God for eternity.
The natlon’s greatest were at the
tomb, but they stood there no higher
than the lowliest man in Marion.
Warren G. Harding was the
‘ tion’s; today he is - Marion’'s,
with love’s privileges his widow and
aged father, and his friends ~pd
neighbors, claimed the right to lay
his body away with their own hands.
A column of people standing four
ebreast, stretched nearly a mile down
East Centre street from the Harding
. home, began moving past the casket
, early today. At 5:30 a.m. the line
was five blocks long, waiting for the
door to be opened.

Twenty-four thousand, according
to estimates of army officers handling
the crowds, looked upon the dead face
of the President yesterday. They kept

. passing until an early hour this morn-

ing. There was no sound except ghe
chirping of crickets and the shuffling
of feet.

Food Stocks Run Low.

Thousands more were trooping into
town by automobile, in rickety bug-
gies and surreys and on foot. Some
of the dust-covered pilgrims looked
as if they had tramped miles. Ming-
ling with them were gaily-dressed,
smart-looking weomen, from the big
cities, laughing and chattering with
¢hejr escorts as though it were a lark.

&ndreds slept in the lobbies of
hotels, and were up at dawa to join
;the struggle for food in the restaur-

ants, some of which ran low on pro-
yisigiis. Those going through the
hoyse were admitted by a side door,
where soldiers stood to assist the
twisted cripples, the old folks, who
stood in line hours before even get-
ting within sight of the building.

NOT FORGE ISSUE
OF WORLD COURT

New U. S. President To De-
vote Attention More to
Domestic Affairs.

FEARS PARTY SPLIT

Associated Press Despatch.
‘Washington, Aug. 10 — President
Coolidge apparently intends teo de-
vote his attention chiefly to domestic
rather than international matters.
The evidence to date is that he will

not make any special effort to force
the world court issue on the senate
and that when his first annual mes-
sage is laid before the next session
of congress it will be found to em-
phasize the need of legislation on do-
mestic questions and to give little
emphasis to the world court or par-
ticipation in the afafirs of Europe.
It is said here that President Coo-
lidge realizes the world court resolu-
tion could not be driven through the
senate without a bitter fight whick
would spliet the Republican party.
The opponents of adherence to the
court are convinced the president will
not bring pressure and that the world
court will simply bg gy the boards.
If the president does not make a
fight for the world court, and in ef-
fect abandons the proposal, there are
many in Washington who believes
Secretary Hughes and Secretary
Hoover will quit the cabinet.

LIMIT MISSIONARIES

Geneva, Aug. 10.—This city is pre-
paring for the September assembly of
the League of Nations. Hotels have
received requests for room reserva-
tions, showing the attendance is ex-
pected to be larger than in previous
years. In the secretariat reports are
being completed and commissions are
bringing their business to.a close.

Today the permanent advisory
commission on mandates held its
third public session before 200
American tourists, Resolutions were
tead showing the efforts of the man-
datés commission to supervise
measures intended to protect the
rights of natives in mandated lands.
Marquis Thedoli, the Italian member,
and president of the commission,
stated: “We have been able to de-
termine that the guarantees written

in the pact aimed to protect natives

have been scrupulously respected.”

One proposition apparently approv-
ed by the commission is the sugges-
tion to grant spheres of influence to
various missionary societies, “when
the governor thinks it necessary in
order to prevent grave incidents
arising from competition among
missionaries.”

Ask Frontier Adjusted.

Another point of discussion was the
frontier between French and British
Eamerun, the British seeming to svg-
gest a readjustment of the frontier
to reunite the tribes. A suggestion
to equalize duties on aleoholic drinks
entering mandated lands would indi-
cate a protest against bootlegging.

When - asked if the problem of
reparations from - Germany will be
considered, members of the league
secretariat sdid the league itself can-
not start the discussion. In'the sec-
retariat they speak with pride of the
league’s work in Poland and Austria,
and the registry of 450 treaties in the
league’s big book.

London’s Fine Old Battalion
Served Through War With-
out Regimental Standard. :

REUNION TOMORROW

After serving throughout the great
war without regimental colors, the
'18th Battalion of London, the senior
unit of the second Canadian over-
seas contingent, will take steps to-
morrow to secure a standard.

No battalion from Canada covered
itself with more glory on the field of
battle than the old 18th and yet it is
the only battalion of this city which
cannot boast of a flag to commem-
morate its deeds.

Unlike all other units raised in this
city, the battalion left its homeland
uninspired by a presentation of colors.
It was faormed in 1914 and left for
France early in 1915 before the peo-
ple of London or Western Ontario
could find a way to honor their brave
sons. [

Through the long war years the
battalion maintained its identity al-
though because of gret sacrifices the
personnel for the most part changed
bdime and time again. Altogether
more than 5,000 men, nearly all from
Western Ontario served with the bat-

talion.
To Hold Re-Union.

The™ war ended, battalion after
battalion returned to the city and
one after the other they deposited
their colors in churches of London,
but no flag hangs in memory of the
18th either in St. Pauls Cathedral or
the Cronyn Memorial Church.

Tomorrow ‘the veterans of the 18th
more than 600 strong will gather at
Springbank for a grand re-union and
a picnic and in the evening a general
meeting will be held to decide on
some course to scure colors. If thy
are successful in their quest, the
flags, according to Lieut.-Col. C. M.
R. Graham, secretary of the veterans
of the battalion, will be hung in St.
Paul’'s Cathedral.

The veterans and their wives and
children, it is expected, will gather
from all parts of Western Ontario.
Communications have been received
from parties in Kitchener, Galt, Clin-
ton, Stratford, Kincardine, Goderich,
Windsor and Sarnia.

In addition to a long list of races
and novelties, a baseball game will
be played between teams representing
London on the one hand and mem-
bers from outside points on the other.
Some valuable prizes will be award-
ed for the racing’ events. ;

Col. Wigle Chief Speaker.

The glorious story of the battalion
will be told once again by Lieut.-Col.
E. S. Wigle of Windsor, the original
officer commanding, who will be the
chief speaker of the day.

The luncheon will be provided from
baskets provided by the members,
but ice cream and other treats will
be supplied by the London commit-
tee.

In the evening a general meeting
will be held, and at which initial

_mental colors for the battalion. The
18th Battalion is the only unit to
leave London which was not so
equipped.

A general invtiation has been ex-
tended to all war veterans from the
United States or Canada who might
now be visiting in London.

Feels Warmth of Welcome
To All Old Boys In London

“Bill” Powell, Well Known to Older Generation, Gives Impres-
sions of Visit to City After Long Absence. ’

That Old Boys’ Week has been ap-
preciated by thousands of visitors is
evident everywhere, and the following
letter from “Bill” Powell, one of the
Old Boys, and a one-time printer
in the city, records the impressions
the week has left on the mind of
one of the old brigade.

Bill, who is well-known to a host
0¢ Londoners of the older generation,
tells of former days. He says he is
coming back for the centennial cele-
bration in 1926, and predicts that this
celebration will be even greater than
the present Old Boys’ Week. Here
is the letter:

“London-in-the-bush feels that
way on a hot day. In fact, it would
be a good substitute for White River
in the good old summer time. Just
the same, it is a pretty little city,
with its wide streets and well-buiit
homes in what is known as _the new
survey, that is east from llington
street, formerly the old-town bound-
ary. ‘“Welcome Home!"” said a
streamer strung across Richmond
street at York; and the bells of old
St. Paul's peeled “Home, Home,
Sweet Home.” And an old Canadian
cockney felt as if the welcome was
genuine. It went deeper than words
can convey. The bunting and flags
added their warmth. The Stars and
Stripes mingled with the Canadian
It was
Old Home Week.

Visitors From Distance.

The round-up included Old Boys
from Texas, from California, from
Oklahoma, from Wyoming, from
Kentucky, Illinois, Ohio, New York,
New Jersey, Pennsylvania, from
Michigan. The license plates on the
automobiles told one from whence
they came. Next to Ontario, Mich-
igan plates were most in evidence.
There were more old-homers from
that state than from Ontario. We
were back in the »old town where
we stubbed our toes in the long agn.

It was but a step across the gap of
time. School boys and girls once
again. Hair that once was black,
brown, blonde and ginger was white
—white-headed kids again. And
when the Grotto band struck up
“Hail, hai\, the gang’'s all here,” we
were just that—dull care left behind.
And some were not there—for we
were told that Bill and Mary or Jack
and Jennie were out under the green
hillocks in the silent cities of the
dead.

Remembers Paddy Wallace.
A grou~ of the old newspaper bunch

jammed just outside headquarters.
Started with two from Toronto, To-
ledo added its quota, New York
came, then Louisville, Chicago, De-
troit and so on. Shades of Paddy
Wallace, the cop, seemed to say:
“Now move off wid ye's—ye parcel
of divils.” Paddy was not there in
the flesh—~nor were his worthy sue-
cessors on London’s finest. So we
jammed on and called on the Free
Press and The Advertiser—and ad-
journed to Jerry McDonald's, just
as we did 40 years ago.

The old town used us white. And
we expected it. For was it not the
spot where mother soothed our woes,
and then dug the grime from our
ears—and drew our faces into an
angle of 90 degrees, one ear and one
foot higher than the other. Across
from the old swimmin' hole are the
beautiful new buildings of the West-
ern University—reached now by a
handsome bridge of classic design.

And it was just here that we hunt.
ed Indians and chipmunks and things
with slingshots and bows made from
pine hoops and arrows split from pine
boards, and whittled to the deadly
point with mom’s tater paring knife.
We had the imagination, and it was
cultivated by Nick Wilson, Kit Car-
sor, Henry Hudson, Barney Boyle,
famous schoel teachers, but nick-
named after celebrities of other days.

Will Return in 1926.

Those of us who may be this side
of the grave are invited back in 1926,
{0 celebrate the founding of the little
settlement one hundred years agone,
when Peter McGregor cut down
the first tree and commenced the
erection of the first log cabin, just at
the forks of the Thames, foot of West
Dnndas street, which 28 years after,
with a population of over 10,000, was
incorporated as the city of London,
and through which on the old Great
Western Railroad passed the first
steam train of Western Ontario in
1853.

It was a progressive city. New
York’s Central Park, with its sheep
cropping the grass, is a back num-
ber. Larry Powers, (the cop), sheep
clipped the lawns in the now fash-
ionable north end 50 years ago. Ninny
Noggins chased us, and Peter Mec-
Ginnis fitted himself for the heavy-
weight championship on grandad’s
ram, and got the worst of it. Paul
Peel was oarrying around in the
school yard at play the talent that
produced *“After the Bath”; and
Robert W. Service, counting bank
bills, never dreamt of war nor “The
Rhymes of a Red Cross Man.”

PAY SILENT TRIBUTE.

Washington, Aug. 10.—The United
States paid the tribute in silence to
Warren G. Harding as his body was
entombed today at Marion. From
coast to coast and from border to
border every wheel of the Federal
government and practically every one
of industry and of commerce stood
still. Theaters and other amusement
places were closed; baseball games
postponed and other events of sport
deferred. As recommended by Presi-
dent Coolidge in his proclamation of-
ficially announcing the death of the
late president, the day was one of
mourning and of prayer. At sea on
g8reat passenger liners, prayers were
said and memorial ceremonials held
in a number of foreign lands — in
historic Westminster Abbey, in
France, Switzerland and South Amer-

fca and elsewhere,

Trains Stand Still.

President Coolidge did not proclaim
this burial day a national holiday, as
it was not his purpose to recom-
mend a stoppage of industry, prefer-
ring rather to leave it to each indi-
vidual concern the choice of the
method by which it would pay a last
tribute to the dead. In many states,
however, a state holiday was pro-
claimed,

In many sections, factories, ship-
yards and places of business generally
were closed throughout the day.

J. Crowe, Toronto, Negotiates

ARTIFICIAL 1GE
SKATING ARENA

Four-Story Structure To Have
Dining Hall and Roof *
Garden.

ACCOMMODATE 4,000

Special to The Advertiser,
Brantford, ' Aug. 10.—October of
this year will see the beginning of
the financial campaign to be waged
here for the sale of stock for the arti-
ficial ice arena which will be built
next year on Colborne street directly
opposite the Kerby House, the front-
age on Brantford’s main street to be
150 feet. The building will be four
stories high at the front and will
allow seven stores to be run directly
on the street level. These will have

a window space of 18 or 20 feet and
will be 40 feet deep, The second
floor will be occupied by a community
dining hall, while the third and fourth
stories will be divided into offices.
Underneath the floor of the arena,
which will have an ice surface of 80
by 200 feet, there will be two base-
ments, entrance to the upper floor to
be gained off Bain street. This area
will be used as a parking space for
cars. Small shops, such as tonsorial
parlors, will be located on the Col-
borne street end of this parking’
floor just below the street level.
Plan Roof Garden,
The lower basement will open on
Wharf street and will most likely be
used as a curling rink. Otherwise it
also will be a parking area. The
plans also call for a roof garden on
the top of the structure.
The Hockenbury people, a financial
concern of Harrisburg, Pa., recently
looked over the local field-and they
now report that conditions here are
favorable for the sale of sufficient
stock to finance the proposition. The:
plant will be. capitalized at $500,000,
although that much stock will not,
be sold this October. The Hocken-
bury people will be in Brantford for
the month and as they have a record
of having put across more than 500
community schemes of this nature
such as patriotic fund appeals and
Red Cross drives, it is confidently
expected that their efforts in Brant-
ford will meet with success.

Will Seat 4,000,

Incorporation papers are now being
taken out for a company which will
have charge of the arena. The build-
irg will be of brick, concrete and
steel construction, The arena proper
will be able to seat in the neighbor-
hood of 4,000 as the seats will curve
around the corner., The ice plant
will have a capacity of 50 tons a day
and will be used as a commercial
venture during the summer months.
Under the seats there will be dress-
ing rooms and shower baths for the
players.

FRENCH DETERMINED

Associated Press Despatch.

Berlin, Aug. 9.—Passive resistance
in the Ruhr and the Rhineland, which
Chancellor Cuno yesterday informed
the Reichstag would be continued un-
til France decided to create an at-
mosphere conducive to negotiations
on an equality basis, is now approach-
ing the stage where its further main-
tenance along peaceful lines will de-
pend wholly on the government's
ability to keep the resisting popula-
tion well fed.

The falling mark, curtailment of
local food supplies, due to natural
shortage and the interrupted rail
facilities, also the punitive measures
which increasingly are being imposed
by the French, now rapidly are con-
triby ting to the growing irritation and
restlessness among the miners, steel
workers and civil service employees.

The government’s apprehensions in
this direction are liberally shared by
Hugo Stinnes, the Thyssens and
other Ruhr industrialists, who equal-
ly are alarmed over the prospects of
an era of lawlessness stimulated by
the food shortage quite as much as
they are apprehensive on account of
the aggressive procedure of the
French authorities.

French Action Certain.

That the French authorities are
determined to break down all resist-
ance along the entire fromt, and will
not be over scrupulous in their selec-
tion of methods to cause this end, is
viewed here as an impending certain-
ty, and also forecasting a season_ot
sabotage, the ramifications of which
cannot be foreseen in advance.

The French and Belgian authori-
ties are now freely indulging in the
practice of seizing the Reichsbank’s
funds which are destined to meet the
miners’ payrolls, but this is only one
of the many factors which is aggra-
vating 'the situation, as it leaves
whole communities without currency
to meet the demands of ordinary
family shopping.

Realize Danger.

Chancellor Cuno’'s government is
fully cognizant of the importance of
safeguarding the food situation in the
occupied area, especially with refer-
ence to delivering winter supplies of
potatoes before the frost sets in, and
is now restricting railway schedules
to the extent of eliminating certain
passenger trains and urging agricul-
tural producers to place the new
crops at the government’s disposal.

The Ruhr areas are chronically
short of fresh milk, due to the spoil-
ing of shipments which are delayed
en route or detained by- the French
railway regime.

One proposal is for the German
government to assume the task of
feeding the miners and steel workers
and their families in order to keep
the resistance alive. It weuld mean
tfeeding 1,000,000 families.

URGES GREAT CAUTION
ON GOOD ROADS POLICY

At Zurich.

Toronto, Aug. 9.—Canadian Pres-
byterianism is not departing from thc
principles of a reformed church by
entering into the United Church of
Canada and the United Church, de-
spite its lack of the distinctive name,
“Presbyterian,” will still be eligibie
for membership in the Pan-Presby-
terian Alliance, according to Principal
Alfred Gandier of Knox College,
moderator of the Presbyterian Gen-
eral Assembly, who returned to
Toronto today from a meeting of the
eastern section of the alliance of re-

formed churches, commonly known
as the Pan-Presbyterian Alliance,
held at Zurich, Switzerland. In an
interview he confidently expressed
the belief that the United Church of
Canada would be eligible for mem-
bership in the alliance.

At the first session of the meeting
in Zurich he was specially requested
to give an account of the church
union movement in Canada, and to
outline the faith and constitution of
the coming United Church. Officials
and members expressed the earnest
bope that the United Church of Can-
ada would continue in the alliance.

In reply to a question regarding
the recent Anglo-Catholic congress in
London, which sent greetings to the
Pope, the moderator declared that
Britain was fundamentally Protest-
ant, and that the Anglo-Catholic
movement would not seriously affect
the Church of England. “There are
two parties in the movement,” he
said, “one of which may look toward
Rome, while the other desires to
place more emphasis on the sacra-
mental and mystical element in re-
ligious life. The movement is no
doubt part of a reaction from the
wave of nationalism that has passed
over the churches and may do some
good.”

Dr. Gandier visited Zurich as a
representative of the western section
of the Alliance of Reformged Churches.

OEBTOFCANADA
SHONS DECREASE

Net Liability Reduced By Six
Millions During Month
of July.

GROSS INCREASE

Canadian Press Despatch.
Ottawa, Aug. 9.—The net debt of
Canada according to the statement’

issued by the department of finance,
fell by a little less than $6,000,000
during the month of July, although
the gross debt rose by something alss
than $3,000,000. |

The net debt of Canada at the end
of July stood at $2,403,235,609, as com-
pared with $2,409,001,672 at the end
of June. The gross debt at the end
of July was $2,928,212,777 as compar-
ad with $2,925,668,384 at the end of
June. The increase in the gross debt
is due to a rise in the circulation of
Dominion notes.

The difference between tha two
statements is explained by an in-
crease in the investment of Domin-
ion funds over and above those which
are classed as inactive, such as the

railways.
Drop In Debt.

During the year ending with July,
there was a drop of about $47,000,000
in the gross debt, but the net debt’
during the same period went up by
approximately $11,000,000. The reduc-
tion in the gross debt is explained
chiefly by a decline in the debt pay-
able in Canada. There was also a
decline in the temporary loans during
the year, but there*were increases in
the note circulation and the miscel-
laneous banking account of the gov-
ernment. The increase in the net
debt is explained by a decline in
government investments generally
accompanied by an increase in those
investments which do not produce a
revenue. .

The revenue of the Dominion for
July was $32,759,524, showing an in-
crease of about $2,500,000 over the
month of June. The current expen-
ditures for the month of July showed
a decline of well up taq $9,000,000,
standing at $18,356.720. The capital
and sp~cial expenditures stood at
$907,085, showing a decline of about
$100,000.

Revenue Increases.

Taking the four months of the fis-
cal year up to the end of July, there
was an increase of about $11,000,000
in the current revenue during the
present year, while there was a cut
of something over $4,000,000 in the
current expenditures. The revenue
for the four months in the year was
$152,265,643, and the current expen-
diture $91,145,399.

The largest single source of revenue
during the month of July is found in
the sales tax and other excise taxaes,
which produced $11,019,857, an in-
crease of about half a million over
the previous month. The customs
duties which came second wera ve-
sponsible for a revenue of $9.763.656,
a decrease of something over hali a
million from June. The excisa duties
on tobacco and spirits brought in
$3,432,629 during July, or approxi-
mately to same as the previcus
month. The revenue from income tax
was $3.871.022, nearly three times as
much as in June but almost a mil-

lion and a half less than in July,
1922,

_mew city hall? And if not, why not?

This is undoubtedly one of the leading local issues
,of thie day, and one that is creating more interest than
‘during any period sfnce 1912, when the defunct “federal
‘sguare” project was launched in city council circles.

“Where and when are you going to have a new city
:hall befitting the old town?” is the gist of continual
‘queries from Old Boys and Girls from near and distant
‘places who are making their headquarters in London
ithis week.

Last December the ratepayers of this community,
in a most emphatic manner—a majority of 4,000—ruled
that no new city hall be constructed on the Spencer
Block location,

In his pre-electfdn pledges, Mayor Wenige promised

Promptly disclaiming the title of “obstructionists,”
the latter have submitted a variety of reasons why no
‘pew hall should be commenced during 1923, and why
another vote of the people should be taken next Decem-
ber upon this aged and vexing problem.

Orders directing strict enforcement of traffic regu-
lations are in accord with the obvious demands for
public safety. But are these orders carried out? If
they were, at least a dozen young irresponsibles in the
city of London would be serving jail terms.

The alarming increase in street accidents is to be
attributed largely to increasing disregard of traffic laws.
Speeding, reckless driving, operation of motor cars
while drunk, and other violations ef rules designed to
protect users of streets and country highways against
injury and sudden death have crowded the crime roster.
Those charged with enforcement of traffic laws should
so perform their duty that drivers will hold observance
of regulations as the part of economy and self-interest,
no matter how disposed they may be to violate them.

Your Health:

What To Do To Profect
and Heal Some Slight Burns

By ROYAL 8. COPELAND, M.D.

Modern inveation has brought the
gas stove and the electric heater.
The presence of fire is so hidden ghat
many a little burn has resulted from
contact with these convenient instru-
ments. Burns are the most frequent
of all he household accidents.

Burns differ in degree and severity.

Their seriousness depends on their
extent and depth. A burn so mild as
merely to redden the surface will re-
sult in death, providad two-thirds of
the entire body is involved. A deep
burn of limited area is very much
less dangerous.

Burns of the face and hands are
more important and serious than
burns elsewhere. There is more shock
usually from such injuries.

For light and superficial burns
gsome protecting agent should be
used. There are numerous remedies
to be tholight of in this connection.
Perhaps the first one is vaseline.
Lard, butter, cream or any other
grease will do as well.

Boracic acid, flour or soda may be
smeared over the painful surface. The
powder will exclude the air and pro-
mote the comfort.

During the war, paraffin and amber
oil were used for burns. They were
sprayed on the damaged surfaces.
Several such mixtures, sold under

various trade names, are to be found
in drug stores.

The British army had a paraffin
mixture, known as “Government No.
7.” or “Paraffin No, 7.” It is made
as follows:

Hard paraffin, 67 per cent; soft
paraffin, 25 per cent; olive oil, 5§ per
cent; weucalyptus oil, 2 per cent;
resorcin dissolved in alcohol, 1 per
cent.

This mixture is warmed till it is
fluid and then painted on the burned
skin. A brush may be used for th
purpose. Then a thin layer of cotton
is spread over the surface and wet
with the paraffin mixture. Over all
this is placed more cotton and a
bandage is applied.

“ A simple remedy is made as fol-
lows:

Eucalyptus oll, 6§ drops; menthol, 2
grains; carron oil, 1 ounce. e

Some of this mixture may be ap-
plied to the burn gvery little while.

Picric acid in a one per cent solu-
tion is another useful and pain-
allaying application. It produces a
lemon-colored stain on the skin,
which can be removed by an alkaline
solution of some sort.

The benzoatad oxide of zinc oint-
ment which is useful in many skin
conditions will add to the comfort of
the person who is burned.

D. J. Tallant, member of the Lon-
don Housing Commission, and an of-
ficial of No. 1 branch of the London
Labor Party, who has already an-
nounced his candidature for the pub-
lic utilities commission, stated that
if both Ald. Colbert and McKay stand
he will leave that field and try con-
clusions again in Ward 3 as an al-
dermanic candidate. He was de-
feated by a small margin at the last
election.

Mayor to Run Again.

Mayor Wenige and at least ten
members of the city council will seek
re-election (all other things being
equal), if not for the council, for
other offices.

This is the situation roughly out-
lined today by those prepared to
speak with assurance.

In the first instance Mayor Wenige's
name will again go to the people.
He has already stated so, and “a
wink is as good as a nod”’ to his
oppositiog, who are eagerly preparing
for the fray.

Here are just a few of these men-
tioned to date: “Ernie” Dennis, past
president of the local Conservativé
Association; “Big Jim” Childs, ex-
chairman of the finance committee
and unsuccessful contender for the

yor's chair last December; Major
Hume Cronyn, Col. W. G. Coles,
“father of the federal square schere;”
S. F. Lawrason, Philip Pocock and
Ald. Albert Judd, chairman of the
finance committee.

Others are loitering negligently
about the pasture, waiting for the
urge from their supporters, such as
Ald. W. A. Wildbn, aldermanic battler,
who has volunteered the assurance
that ‘“he will run against Wenige
if no others have the nerve.”

From present indications the ma-
jority of the city councillors will seek
a mandate from the electors in their
respective wards. Ald. Judd is doubt-
ful. While his friends are urging
him to enter the mayoralty race, he
fs reluctant to even consider another
aldermanic nomination.

Just what Ald. George Burdick
will do is another question that
baffles reply. As a sturdy supporter
of the new city hall project, it is
more than likely that he will again
seek election in Ward 4, as there
seems but little hope of the new
structure being commenced this term.

Ald, Leonard Douglass, chairman
of the board of works. now serving
his second term for Ward 2, is an-
other mayoralty possibility and v4ll
in any event come back for alder-
manic honofs.

BLAZE CAUSES $150,000

IN WINDSOR

Windsor, Aug. 10.—Captain James
E. Hyslop and Firenjen John McCrae
and Stephen Jackson were seriously
hurt in the fall of a brick wall during
the course of a fire which did damage
estimated at $150,000 to the Fournier
Building, on the bank of the Detroit
River, here early today.

The three men were buried by the
collapse of a wall and were dug out

! ported as serious.

The fire, one of the most spec-
tacular which the city has seen in
years, broke out shortly after 6 a.m.
Every piece of fire apparatus in the
city was called to the scene. When
it was found that the flames were
gaining headway, and that the fire
companies were in an awkward posi-

tion to fight, a fire tug of the Detroit
department was sent for and did
splendid work from the river in
checking spread of the blaze. It is
practically certain, however, that
only the absence of a wind prevented
the main part of the city's business
section from being wiped out.

The building is located directly ba-
hind a line of stores on Sandwich
street, one of the main business thor-
cughfares. It was of brick construc-
tion, but was entirely of wood inside,
and most of the floors were oil soaked
as the building has been used as a
factory for years. It was occupied
by several firms, the largest being
the Fournier Manufacturing Com-
pany, manufacturers of tools. The
offices of the Border Civies Y. M. C.
A. board were also located in the
building,

Early this morning pure fun turned
to roughness which soon became
rampant among the huge crowds
thronging downtown streets.

But, according to Chief of Police
Birrell, those responsible were not
old boys or girls.

They
had plannd to march to where the
dancing was being held singing old
time songs but when they saw ‘he
number they decided it would be bet-
ter if they went off by themselves.

Traffic on all the main streets was
practically at a standstill until long
after midnight, and the lot of the
traffic policeman was not a happy
one Mayor Wenige for some time
helped direct the traffic at the corner
of Dundas and Richmond streets.

Raided Fruit Store.

One or two items of rowdyism stand
out. In one case the “revellers” en-
tered a wholesale fruit and vegetable
house on Dundas street and played
havoc with the goods. The large
signboard in front of the Allen theater
was carried away from its porper
resting place b,\';a.nother crowd.

Many were the straw hats destroy-
ed, certain persons among the
crowds snatching them off the wear-
er's heads and throwing them high
into the air. This and many other

Prof. Kingston Promotes
An Interest In Astronomy

Makes It His Hobby To Instil In the Public a Love For the
Stars' and Phenomena of the Sky. g

A small boy looking up at the stars.
Just an ordinary sort of boy, know-
ing nothing about them, but just
wondering with the wonderment
grown-ups never have. And today
Prof. H. R. Kingston of Western
University, mathematician and as-
trologer, starting off on one of the
most important scientific expeditions
of the year, to observe the sun during
its total eclipse.

Prof. Kingston himself does not
connect the observations of the small
boy at Picton, Ontario, with the man
who has made astronomy his hobby
as well as his work. The small boy

. knew nothing, he says. It was only
, chance that he looked at the stars.
! The first impulse to study astronomy
came during his college course at
Chicago. He became so interested
at that time that he made it an im-
portant part of his university work,
and since then has lectured on as-
tronomy, not only to university
students, but to the jnterested public
; as well.

Would Interest Public.

It has been Prof. Kingston's aim to
win over the: public to an interest
in the heavenly bodies. He was
closely associated with the Winnipeg
fCenter of the Royal Astronomical
tSociety, lecturing there extensively.

It was quite natural then, that when
he came to London he should organize
a center of the society here in the
city.

The organization came on the re-
| quest of a number of citizens, who
' heard his first extension lecture under
‘! €he auspices of the Western Uni-
| versity. And so successful has it been
! that there are now fifty enthusiastic
! members.

! Prof. Kingston himself was signally
honored this summer, when he was
.made a fellow of the Royal As-
tronomical Society of Great Britain,
‘ with which the Canadian Society is
: affiliated.

But Prof. Kingston was not content
with lecturing alone as a means of
interesting people in his beloved
study of the stars. He thought of a
still hetter way to get in touch with
the people. That was to publish a
book which would be readable to the
man and woman who knew nothing of
astronomy. Accordingly this book
was published a year ago last July,
and received the title, “An Easy

Pocket Star Guide for Beginners.”

The book is vest pocket size, as its
title indicates, and is filled with at-
tracfive and comprehensive maps of
the heavens,

Stars Not Difficult,

“People imagine that the stars are
difficult to understand,” says Prof.
Kingston, “and it has been my object
to show them how simple astronomy
really is, and what keen enjoyment
they can get out of it.”

\ Prof. Kingston, as far as he knows,
is the only Canadian this year to
take part in such an expedition as
that which leaves shortly for the
Catalina Islands, about three hours
off San Francisco. The expedition is
being sent out by the Yerkes Observa-
tory of the University of Chicago,
and its chief object will be to test
Einstein’'s theory of relativity, In
1918. Prof. Kingston took part in the
observations at Green River, Wy-
cming, when the Yerkes Observatory
party first tested the Einstein theory.

At that time he represented the
University of Manitbba. Today he
represents the Western University,
but on both occasions it has been
Prof. Kingston's interest in astronomy
and his knowledge of the subject
which has brought the invitation from
his alma mater. .

During one summer Prof. Kingston
worked at the Dominion Observatory
at ©Ottawa, following which he was
asked to give a paper on the result
of his work before the American
Astronomical Society which was then
meeting at Smith College, Northamp-
ton. Before returning from his present
trip, Prof Kingston will attend a
meeting ‘of this same society, this
time at Pasadena and the Mount
Wilson Observatory, where the larg-
est telescope in the world is located.
Prof. Kingston leaves Saturday.

Worn Window Shades—Window
shades that are somewhat faded or
worn at the bottom can be reversed,
putting the bottom at the top, there-
by securing an even distribution of
wear and making the shade an even
color all over. A good way to mend
a window shade is first to place the
shade on a table, then cut a piece of
passe-partout picture binding the
same length and breadth as the worn
part of the shade, and apvly it to the
dilapidated portion by putting a dry
cloth over the binding and pressing
!t against the shade with a warm
iron. The passepartout must be the
same color as the shade. If the edges
are frayed, they can be bound with
the passepartout in the same way
that you would bind a picture, then
pressed with the iron. This is easily
and quickly done, and is a neat and
excellent way to lengthen the time
that .a window shade can be used.

Way to Make Tassels—When mak-
ing tassels, instead of clipping the
threads short that are tied around
the top of head, leave them long, pull
them under the binding thread and
cut to the same length as the tassel.

DEMAND HOLDS STEADY

Good butcher cowa brought $4.00 to

was some demand for food milch cows
at fair prices. The bull trade was dull.
A few heavies sold up to $4.75.

It is probable that prices will be
about the same next week. There will
be 300 to 400 cattle carried over, aii
common stuff. Western cattle continue
to come in, and lack of pasture is
forcing Ontario farmers to send un-
finished cattle to the market. The de-
mand for a limited number of choice
butcher and export cattle promises to
continue steady.

All night flying will be
done between Chicago and Cheyenne,
for which service the eight new ma-
chines are built. v

Chicago Board of Trade Presi-
dent Declares Scheme
Unsound. /

Chicago, Aug. 9.—The plan advanc-
ed by the American Farm Bureau
Federation to store 200,000,000 bushels
of wheat on the farms in the hope of
raising prices was declared today to
be unsound, impracticable, and of no
permanent benefit to the farmer, by
John J. Stream, president of the
Chicago Board of Trade.

Farmers in distress are not those
with storage facilities, nor are they
financially able to comstruct such
containers, Mr. Stream said. If stor-

age space was available and if far-
mers were a unit in following the
plan it would still be far from solu-
tion, he added.

“Keeping wheat off the market
never has and never will, change the
supply and demand status,” he de-
clared. “It would simply add to the
confusion that has resulted from agi-
tation and ridiculous public pro-
nouncements by ill-advised poli-
ticlans. We must get rid of the sur-
plus. If held until next year it would
have to compete with the new crop.
