ACTION WOULD MEAN CUT FOR EMPLOYEES

Unless the London Street Railway and the city council can get 
together and devise a new franchise before March 8, 1925, the road 
will automatically cease operation.

This is the ultimatum thrown down by Charles Currie, president, 
and Richard Ivey, vice-president of the London company. The road 
cannot possibly operate under the bill brought in and approved yes- 
terday by the Ontario Legislature respecting decreased fares, they 
declare.

The revised wording of the bill passed by the legislature means 
that the inere used fares granted the company shall end on March 8, 
1925, and revert to the old schedule of seven and nine tickets for 
25 cents.

Mr Currie, over long distance telephone from Cleveland, stated 
to The Advertiser this morning that there were three possible out­
comes to the decision of the Ontario House. They were:

1. That a new agreement as to fares must be arranged between 
the company and the city, involving a new franchise.

2. That the city take over the company at a reasonable figure.
3. That the company cease operation.
"We certainly cannot keep going on lower fares," Mr. Ivey said. 

"As I see it. the only solution is in the council and the company 
framing a new franchise to take effect on Mareli 8, 1925.

There is no hope of continuing under the provision which calls 
foi a reduction of fares, other officials of the company stated. 
Street car service would be demoralized if the company attempted 
such a thing. Besides, the wages of employees would have to be

The London Street Railway start­
ed today to construct supports on 
the Ridout street bridge for the pur­
pose of making it doubly safe for 
passengers. After the near accident 
last summer when the track almost 
collapsed under the weight of a. 
crowded street car, reinforcements 
were placed on the bridge. Addition­
al supports, work on which com­
menced this morning, will insure 
perfect safety, C. B. King, manager, 
said.

Mr. King added that the company 
would be quite willing to shoulder 
their part of the expense involved in 
building a modern structure to re­
place the bridge which, despite its 
rather wobbly condition, is still giv­
ing service. He suggests that a 
modern bridge be built by the city 
with the street car tracks in the 
center, and two one-way traffic sec­
tions, one on the west and the other 
on the east side.

The Ridout street bridge, it will 
be recalled, was condemned as un­
safe by ex-City Engineer Brazier two 
years ago.

AT IWO FALSE ALARMS
Why should the city pay coal con­

tractors a profit on every ton of coal 
they supply to the London schools is 
probably a question which will be 
raised at the next meeting of the 
local board of education by some of| 
the trustees when the question of 
asking for tenders for the coal sup­
ply comes to be discussed.

It is pointed out that the coal, some 
three thousand tons every year, is 
bought directly from the American 
mines, that it comes across Lake 
Brie, and over the L. and P. S.—a 
cheap transportation! route—to the 
city, where the coal contractor mere­
ly packs it into wagons, delivers it 
to the schools.

Why the city board could not do the 
teaming themselves is what some 
members want to know. It is true 
that four years ago this scheme was 
tried, and that the next year it was 
dropped, but they say that it never 
had a fair trial or a long enough 
trial, and see no reason why it should 
not be given another run over the 
course this year.

The coal is ordered and delivered 
in the summer time, and all the con­
tractor does is to order it, and deliver 
it: two things which the board could 
do as well.

Another point raised with some in­
sistence by a trustee is that if the 
coal were ordered in this fashion it 
would do away with a great deal of 
lobbying and petty politics that sur­
round this matter, and generally 
would pour the oil of satisfaction on 
the troubled waters of accepting coal 
tenders. There has been some sharp 
criticism of the letting of this par­
ticular contract for many years, and 
he suggests this direct buying by the 
board as a happy solution of a tick­
lish question.

Tokio, April 15.—Foreign Minister 
Matsui, in a statement tdoay to 
newspaper correspondents, protested 
against exclusion of Japanese from 
the United States, declaring: "We 
have cause for grave naxiety, and we 
appeal against any action which can 
only wound us to some extent and 
bring little satisfaction to you."

CABINET CONFERS.
Tokio. April 15.---Eyes of Japan 

are today anxiously turned toward 
Washington, and immigration has 
become an all absorbing topic. The 
people are following each detail of 
action in the United States congress 
as chronicled in newspaper extras. 
Official concern, already deep as a re­
sult of passage by the house of the 
Johnson immigration bill, was fur­
ther intensified by news of the sen­
ate’s overwhelming refusal to indorse 
the gentlemen’s agreement. A cabinet 
meeting was held to discuss the 
problem, after which, according to 
vernacular newspapers, “new im­
portant instructions" would be des­
patched to Japanese Ambassador 
Hanihara at Washington. The ques­
tion was considered also at a meet­
ing of the Koseikai and Chawakai 
parties in the House of Peers, and 
leaders of both parties demand a 
stiffening of the foreign office atti­
tude in the matter.

In some quarters there was a dis­
position to regret Ambassdaor Hani- 
hara's reference to "grave conse- 
quences" if the pending measure pro­
viding for exclusion of Japanese im­
migrants from the United States 
should become a law. It is felt a 
milder translation of the Japanese 
expression would have been better 
and more accurate.

White Star Liner Sunk 12 Years 
Ago Today—U. S. Cutter 

Holds Service. The Inquisitive Reporter.
Our Inquisitive Reporter yesterday

Halifax, N.S., April 15. — Twelve 

years ago this morning at 2 a.m. the 
White Star liner. Titanic, on her 
maiden voyage from Liverpool to 
New York sank off the grand banks 
of Newfoundland and took 1,634 of 
her passengers and crew to their 
deaths. Some four hours previously 
on the night of the 14th she had 
struck an iceberg.

Yesterday afternoon at 3 o’clock a 
memorial service was held at or near 
the place of sinking by the United 
States ice patrol cutter, Modoc, one 
of the vessels which this spring pa­
trols the North Atlantic to warn of 
the presence of icebergs and to pre­
vent a recurrence of the Titanic dis­
aster. The service was participated 
in by all ships and shore stations 
within wireless communication of 
the Modoc and al ships in the vi­
cinity were asked to keep their wire­
less silent for five minutes.

That the cut in the playgrounds',

to provide an adequate and safe 
opportunity for boys' games sought 
to solve the problem by forbidding 
them.

"More than $14,000,000 was spent 
last year by cities in the United 
States and Canada, on behalf of 

1 I playgrounds and recreation centers 
In 690 cities there are 6,591 play­
grounds conducted under raid lead­
ers. and the daily attendance was 1,- 
200,000. This is four times as many 
as came to the grounds in 1913.

“The reason for the steadily in­
creasing expenditures for children's 
recreation at a time when municipali- 
ties are bent on economy, is that play­
grounds and recreation are recogniz­
ed as a great investment. Delinquency 
and crime costs are reduced.

“Chiefs of police, probation offi­
cers, and judges all over the country 
attribute a greatly decreased de­
linquency to the effect of the super­
vised playgrounds. Where play­
grounds are in operation the number 
of street accidents to children is 
always reduced.

“The nation's playgrounds have in­
creased over 175 per cent in the last 
ten years, and the number is in­
creasing every day.”

It would only create a rumpus, and London 
does not want a rumpus—it wants a street car 
service.

The city might even take possession of the 
road; grant for the moment that they have the 
right to do such a thing. The next question 
would be to arrive at a price at which they were 
to acquire the property.

Instead of going through all these motions, 
which are now possibilities on account of the 
measure put through the legislature, why not 
face the last issue now, and make a definite 
attempt to get a figure?

The policy of forcing fares back out of all 
proportion to the earnings of the road and costs 
of operation will prove a bad thing for the 
municipal ownership of the road. If we do get 
nine and seven tickets for a quarter, it is well 
known that the city cannot maintain that price 
if it operates the road. It might be necessary to 
raise the price to a six-cent fare, and that jump 
from a three-cent rate to six cents would not be 
a pleasant one.

The bill put through by the Ontario Legis­
lature is bad business from any angle. It singled 
out London for a state of affairs that the legis­
lature would never think of imposing on any 
other city. It is not economy, nor is it good 
tactics. It simply serves to further confuse an 
issue that is sufficiently confused already.

The company knows its position; knows that 
it has not a desirable franchise, and should be 
willing to come to some fair arrangement with 
the city of London to dispose of its property. 
It has no franchise to sell, simply its physical 
assets, and the fact that it can collect fares only 
on the basis of seven and nine tickets for a 
quarter does not enter into the terms of bylaw 
916 at all when it comes to arriving at the price

London, April 15.—Probably no for­

eign delegation visiting England for 
a conference has ever had the oppor­
tunity of reading in the British press 
such outspoken comments on its gov­
ernment and itself as the present 
group representing the Russian soviet 
government. To a great extent it is 
admitted in the press that a trade 
settlement with Russia is desirable, 
but the circumstances of the soviet 
revolution, the policy of the Moscow 
government, and the reported utter­
ances of leading Russians of the 
present day come up for condemna­
tion in the majority of the comments, 
and the Bolshevik visitors can read in 
the newspapers such intimations as 
the following from the Daily Tele- 
graph:

"To most Britons it will appear 
meaningless to talk of normal, 
friendly relations on any conditions 
whatever with a government of such 
character and having such a record 
as that seated at Moscow."

In view of such feeling on the part 
of the newspaper commentators, it. 
is not surprising that Premier Mac­
Donald’s frank admonition to the 
Russians yesterday against any at­
tempts at propaganda while here 
meets with the strong approval of the 
press.

The Daily News alone makes a 
plea on behalf of the visitors, and 
roundly condemns the criticism of 
the Russians in yesterday’s papers as 
anti-bolshevism gone mad, insulting, 
grossly mischievous, unfair and un­
patriotic. But even this paper com­
mends Premier MacDonald’s candor 
as well as his cordiality toward the 
soviet delegates.

60,000 REFUGEES

World Organization Finds Rus­
sians Now in China Living 

Under Bad Conditions.
When a young man quits going with his best

Associated Press Despatch.
Geneva, April 15.—The long arm of 

the League of Nations lias extended 
to far-away China, and there has 
discovered that some 60,000 destitute 
Russian refugees are desperately in 
need of relief. Ten per cent of the 
refugees are women and children. 
They are spread throughout China, 
and live in unhygienic conditions, 
have insufficient clothing and no 
money.

Two immediate remedies are sug­
gested, the first repatriation, and the 
second emigration. It is proposed to 
obtain a guarantee first from the 
soviet government similar to that 
accorded returning refugees from the 
Balkan States and Constantinople, 
that if they go back to their home­
land they will receive fair treatment.

The League, of Nations believes 
that those who refuse to return to 
Russia even under such a guarantee, 
should be permitted to emigrate from 
China, to countries requiring white 
labor. It is planned to open negotia­
tions with various governments to 
facilitate this movement.

Big Convention Will Be Held 
in Cleveland, Beginning 

on June 10.Compass for Fliers
-The aeroplanes now on a 30,000-mile flight 

around the world, carry a new type of aeroplane 
compass, developed in preparation for the flight. 
Although all the nations of the world have been 
engaged on this problem, during and since the 
war, the new compass is the first instance of 
success. To date, the ordinary magnetic compass 
has proved ail but useless.

The new compass is of the "earth inductor" 
type. At the start the pilot sets the needle at 
zero. Any deviation from the course is recorded 
on the dial, and he may correct it by changing 
his course until the indicator again reads zero.

The compass obviates two hitherto insur­
mountable difficulties of the old magnetic com­
pass. First, it has no “memory”-that is, it does 
not spin on its axis with sudden changes of 
direction, as the old compass did, making it 
impossible to take an accurate reading for con­
siderable periods of time. Second, it is not 
affected by magnetic fields or forces due to the 
metal parts of the aeroplane. The instrument 
can be read with an accuracy of one-half a 
millimeter, which corresponds to two and one- 
half degrees of change of direction of the aero­
plane from its predetermined course. This small 
deviation only slightly lowers its efficiency.

Its value in flying in fogs or clouds is obvious. 
It is expected that on the flight around the world 
this compass will contribute greatly to the suc­
cess of the trip.

A Poor Way to Start.
With its last gasp of breath the Ontario 

Legislature gave assent to a bill brought in 
by Sir Adam Beck to place the fares to be 
charged by the London Street Railway at seven 
and nine tickets for 25 cents, starting on the 
Sth day of March, 1925.

It is significant that the measure was 
changed, on instruction from the government, 
from one of general application to one that 
applied to the city of London alone. It did not 
apply to the city of Toronto, where they charge 
a higher railway fare than they formerly did; 
it did not apply to Guelph, Windsor, Brantford, 
or any other city where the same thing has 
taken place. But London was singled out in 
spite of the fact that this place, with the excep­
tion of Hamilton, is the only place* in the 
province with a five-cent fare.

Sir Adam Beck is a man of big accomplish­
ment: in his hydro schemes he has figured in 
millions, and has succeeded in playing a big 
part in building up a great public enterprise. 
It is a fact, though, that big men, as well as 
others, have their small days, and Sir Adam 
had one when he lent his energies to a measure I 
that on the face of it is not fair, and which was 
brought out with the one object of starving out 
the street railway in London.

What London needs above all else is a 
definite, clear-cut policy looking toward the 
acquiring of the property as its own at a fair 
price, and in the interval securing for the citi­
zens of the city a good service in the matter of 
transportation. London does not want to impose 
impossible working conditions on the men em­
ployed in the operation of the street railway 
•yetem.

The president of the street railway company 
stated on a recent visit to this city that if the 
fares of seven and nine tickets for a quarter 
were put into effect the company would cease to 
operate. What then? The city would have to

WOMEN and THE HOME
for cooking and eating, the one set 
being reserved for meat dishes and 
the other for milk or butter dishes. 
And the crockery and cutlery of one 
set must be kept rigorously apart 
from those of the other.

This separation of things "meaty" 
from things, “milky” is observed by 
the strict housewife in every con­
ceivable direction; there are separ­
ate table cloths and napkins, sep­
arate pans for washing the dishes 
and separate towels for drying; and 
in the more elaborate kitchens there 
are even separate cooking ranges, 
tables and sinks.

A Special Utensil.
There is a special utensil for the 

preparation of meat, from which the 
blood must be drained in accordance 
with the Biblical command (Gen. 
ix.4; Lev. iii. 17). It is a slanting 
board or piece of wicker-work upon 
which the meat, after having been 
soaked in water half an hour, is 
sprinkled with salt; after another 
hour, the salt is rinsed away, and 
the meat is ready for cooking.

The kind of food whicli is con­
sumed in the Jewish household is 
familiar to the majority of people, 
who are not Jews. They kn w that 
the Jew refrains from eating the 
flesh of any beasts except those that 
are cloven-footed and that chew the 
cud, and that hence pork, bacon and 
ham are taboo in his home, and so 

: on.
An interesting custom in the Jew­

ish household is connected with the 
baking of bread, for the frugal 
housewife bakes her own loaves, and 
performs a deed of religious merit in 
sacrificing a handful of the dough 
upon the fire, a survival of the of­
fering made to the priest in Temple 
times (Num. xv. 20).

No Cooking on Sabbath.
No cooking is done in the Jewish 

household on the Sabbath, and one 
of the most distinctive Jewish dishes 
"shalet" is due to this restriction and 
the desire to have hot food on that 
day. It consists chiefly of meat, 
stewed with potatoes and fat, or with 
peas, beans and barley. The pot 
containing it is generally out into 
another and larger pot containing 
hut water and the whole is placed 
in the oven or upon the stove on 
Friday afternoon; this dish requires 
no further attention and is quite hot 
enough when served for the mid- 
day meal on the Sabbath.

Water may not be boiled nor tea 
brewed on the Sabbath, but if the 
tea is prepared in a samovar before 
the incoming of the Sabbath, and a 
cup drunk therefrom, the beverage 
may be kept hot throughout the 
holy day without any infringement 
of the law.

Because of the fact that th re may 
be no cooking on the Sabbath the 
Jewish housewife is usually busy 
marketing, cooking and cleaning 
from Thursday morning until Fri­
day night. And the Feast of the 
Passover which commences Friday 
will bring her just that much more 
work. But she does it cheerfully 
and happily because it is part of her 
religion and she has been trained to 
it from girlhood.

-Biblical Law Requires Four 
Complete Sets of Dishes in 

Hebrew Household.
)

If the Christian housewife thinks 
she has something to grumble about 
in the spring of the year, when the 
attic has to be turned out and, 
bureau drawers explored for ob- 

.scure particles of dust, just let her 
think once of her Hebrew sister and 
she’ll never say another word. For 
the Jewish housewife, on top of the 
spring house-cleaning, has all the 
added duties which the celebration 
of the Feast of the Passover entails. 
And the Passover week practically 
involves a. culinary revolution.

For some time now the women in 
orthodox Jewish families of this city 
have been busily engaged preparing 
for the biggest feast of the year, 
which commences on Friday of this 
week and continues for seven days. 
It is not only the preparing of special 
food for this lengthy period of feast­
ing. which involves additional labor 
for the women of the house, it is the 
Jewish custom which requires that 
all the dishes and cutlery of the 
house used during the year be packed 
away, and special Passover dishes, 
which have never come in contact 
with anything leaven, be brought up 
from the cellar and unpacked for 
use during this one week.

Four Sets of Dishes.
This regulation involves dishes for 

both cooking and eating. And as 
there are always two separate sets 
of dishes used in a Jewish household

of the oppression of Pharaoh; a pasty 
confection of almonds and spices, 
into which the bitter herbs are 
dipped before they are eaten, typi­
fying the mortar wherewith the cities 
of Pithom and Rameses were built; 
the shankbone of a lamb, represent­
ing the Paschal offering of the 
Temple Day; and a roasted egg, 
which stands for the private offering 
made by every Jew on his pilgrimage 
to Jerusalem three times a year in 
the romantic past.

“The Cup of Elijah.”
And before each member of the 

family group is placed a glass of 
wine, which must be filled and emp­
tied four times at fixed intervals in 
the service, in memory of the four­
fold utterance in which the Almighty 
announced the redemption after 
bondage in Egypt. An extra cup of 
wine is kept ready for any possible 
quest, and is called "the Cup of 
Elijah," as the guest most desired is 
Elijah, the forerunner of the Messiah.

This great Feast of the Passover 
is made the occasion for family re­
unions. and already plans have been 
made in London Jewish homes for 
the reception of many guests from 
out of town. In some instances the 
reunions are to bo very large.

The unleavened bread, which forms 
the chief article of diet during the 
Passover week, comes in the form 
of large, thin, round biscuits, and is 
not only a staple article of diet itself, 
but is the ingredient of most of the 
other Passover dishes. This un­
leavened bread is ground into meal 
with which little dumplings, puddings 
and pancakes are made.

Complicated Kitchen.
Perhaps few people, not of the 

Jewish faith, are aware that even 
during ordinary days, the arrange­
ments in the Jewish kitchen are nec­
essarily very complicated, because 
they are subject to dietary laws. All 
meat foods must be kept strictly 
separate from the milk-foods, as the 
contact of one with the other—such 
as meat with milk, butter or cheese

in all with four sets of cooking and 
eating utensils. Throughout the 
year the Passover dishes are usually 
stored away in some out-of-the-way 
place where they are safe from con- 
lamination by anything "leavened"- 
that is. the customary food of the 
rest of the year.

A staple food of the coming week’s 
diet in the orthodox Jewish house­
hold is the brittle unleavened bread, 
first baked in the sun by the Israel­
ites in their flight, from Egypt, The 
distinguishing feature of the cele- 
bration is the service of praise and 
prayer offered up on the first two 
nights around the festive table, upon 
which, beside the gleaming candles, 
are the dishes that symbolize the 
Egyptian bondage and the divine re­
demption.

Three cakes of unleavened bread 
covered with a cloth, take the place 
of the two twisted loaves which ap­
pear on the table every Sabbath. 

. These three cakes represent the 
“bread of affliction." There is also 
a bowl of bitter herbs, such as horse- 
radish, which recalls the bitterness

SUBMIT HEALTH REPORT Negotiations Between Officials 
and Coal Operators’ Repre­

sentatives Broken Off.

At the monthly meeting of the 

board of health held at the city hall 
last night a considerable -amount of 
business was gone over. It was de­
cided that the recommendation for 
the sewer from Wellington to Wat­
erloo on Cheapside go through. The 
members also decided on a type of 
bubbler for drinking fountains.

The action of the medical officer of 
health, Dr. W. S. Downham, was 
heartily commended and approved of 
in every way in his methods regard­
ing smallpox and scarlet fever. The 
reports of Dr. Tamlin, dairy inspec- 
tor, and R. H. Saunders, sanitary in­
spector, were also highly recommend­
ed.

The report of the tuberculosis clinic 
for the month of March showed two 
new cases for reserved diagnosis and 
five cases non-tuberculosis. The 
total number of patients at the dis­
pensary was 116. The number of 
deaths, 2.

Dr. W. S. Downham reported two 
eases of smallpox under quarantine. 
Both cases have been of several 
weeks’ duration and one will likely 
be released this week. No new cases 
have been reported for two weeks.

He recommended that provision be 
made for a place to take care of cases 
of smallpox that, might develop in 
hotels or boarding-houses, as there 
is at the present time no place to 
take care of such cases.

It was shown that the efforts to 
get people vaccinated voluntarily is 
meeting with success. The Institute 
of Public Health has given out to 
city physicians sufficient vaccine to 
vaccinate 8.400 persons. In addition 
to this some vaccine made by drug 
firms has been used. The medical 
officer of health has vaccinated 470 
persons.

While there are still several cases 
of scarlet fever, the disease has de­
clined from 25 to 15. There are two
