9. This was to have been expected. The increased duty and the

still further enhancement of price due to the enforced warehousing

for one year prior to sale, has curtailed consumption nearly 20 per

cent., and perhaps this may be esteemed an advantage especially
when it is known to the general public that the maturing of spirits,
even for 12 months, eliminates the most deleterieus ethers and

noxious elements, which not only injure the stomach of the con-

sumer but create and stimulate a vitiated taste.

10. The quantity of spirits used in bonded factories in the production

of vinegar and methylated spirits was 286,078 proof gallons, being

an increase of nearly 42,000 gallons upon tha average of the past

tour years.

il. The Department is of opinion that the increase is not in the
interest of the Revenue;-it has in fact become a serious question

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whether the privilege of manufacturing in bond all articles in which
spirits are used as a base, should not be withdrawn.

12. Appendices j and L show the consumption of spirits, tobacco
and other goods subject to Excise, andof sirmilar goodAs imported sub-
ject to Customs per head of tho population, and also in respect of each
Province separately. It must be remembere, however, that a large
proportion of the goods entered for cinsumption at the chief import-
ing centres, are consumed beyond the limits of the Province in
which those duties are paid.

13. It may be re :arked, that after reducing all spirituous and malt
liquors, ani wines-domestic and forigu-to the basis of aleohol,
the allowance per head of the population does not exceed three-
quarters of a gallon per annum, barely one-third the quantity per
head consumed throughout Europe.

Works, and under the provision% of ths 58th section of the Act passed in the session of the
Parliament of Cana la, held in the 31st year of Her MajestT's reign, chaptered 12, and in-
tituled " An Act respecting the Public Works of Canada,' His Honor, by and with the
advice of the Queen's Privy Council of Canada, has been pleased to order, and it is hereby
ordered, that in addition to th Tolls authorized to be levied by Order in Council, dated
the loth September, 1874, for the use of the Locks at Hastings, Newcastle District a charge
of fifty (N0) cents be and the same are hereby imposed and authorize, te be collected on
steamers (when tuwing freight) and on other boata passing through said Locks.

O. O., 22nd A pril, 1884 -The Oommittee, on the recommendation of the Minister of Inland
Revenue, advise that the Order in Council, dated 18th September, 1873, authorizing that
all vessels owned or chartered by persons baving contracts for the enlargement or repair of
any of the Canals and employed by tbem in removing earth or carrying materials necessary
for the prosecution of such works, be entitled to p iss through such Canals free of Tolls, be
amended by adding thereto after the last word " Volla " the words " upon such vessel and
cargo," and that the said amendment be deemed to apply from the date of the aforesaid
Order in Council.

O. 0., 21st April 1886 -On a memorandum, dated 20th April, 1886, from the Minister of Railways

BASIN, LACHINE CANAL.

O. C. 26TH JANUARY, 1883.

1. On a Report dated 19th January, 1883, from the Minister of Railways and Canals, submit-
ting an application dated 17th August, 1882, from the Montreal Harbor Commissioners for the
extension to the new Lower Basin of the Lachine Canal of certain powers of levying tolls conferred
upon the Corporation by the Act 18 Vic., ch. 143, in respect of the Lower Basin on the old Canal.

2. The Minister further submits that the Commissioners urge that the new Basin is used by
sea-going vessels which have traversed the improved deep-water channel between Quebec and
Montreal, upon which large sums of money have been expended by the Trust, and that by this
action the Harbor revenues are likely to be seriously affected.

3. The Minister represents that the matter having been referred for report to the Chief
Engineer of Canals, who states to the effect, under date 12th January inst., that at the time of the
passage of the Act cited (1855) the municipality was responsible for the expenditure incurred in
deepening the channel of the river, and that the GoverDment about ten years later assnmed the
debt in respect of Lake St. Peter, amounting to $1,164,235 ; further, that the Harbor Commissioners
have not in any way aided in the construction of the new Canal entrance and Basinê, and that he
is unable to see grounds for giving them control over the revenue which may arise therefrom.

4. The Chief Engineer suggests that the Commissioners should be allowed to retain the right
of levying dues in respect of the old Lower Basin, but that the Government should retain full con-
trol of the new works and Basins, and of the revenue that '.may be derived from their use, and he
advises that the rates should be levied by ihe Government on vessels loading or unloading in the
new Basins equal and similar to those levied by the Commissioners in respect of the old Basin.

5. The Minister concurs in the view taken by the Chief Engineer, and recommends that
authority be given in accordance therewith.

CHARGES FOR REPAIRING VESSELS ON THE BANK OF LACHINE, BEAUHARNOIS
AND OHAMBLY CANAL8.

1. I hereby certify that by order of His Excellency the Governor General in Council, passed
on the seventh day of February last, authority was given for the enforcement of a rule by which
persons using the banks of the Lachine Canal as a site for the repair of their vessels, shall be sub-
ject to a charge of tour dollare ($4) payable in advance, for each vessel; the period during which
such site may be occupied, under any one payment being limited to six months, and permission
for repairing being first obtained from the proper officer, in conformity with the existing canal
regulat ions.

2. It is further declared by the said Order in Council that in the event of failure to remove
vessels so occupying the banks at the expiration of the period named, no fresh permits baving been
obtained, such vessels, may be sold under the 16th clause of the Regulations of the Canal.

The Deputy Governor, on the recommendation of the Honorable the Acting Minister of Rail-
ways and Canals, has been pleased to adopt the following rules with respect to the repairing of
vessels on the Banks of the Lachine Canal, the Beauharnois and the Chambly:-

lst. Repairs shall only be executed at such points as may be indicated and approved by the
Superinteudent.

2nd. For each vessel hauled up or beached for repairs, a charge of one dollar, over and above
all other charges, shall be made, carrying the privilege of remaining for one month, a further sum
of one dollar being charged for each additional month or fraction of a month the vessel may re-
main.

In cases, however, where a vessel hauled up for re pairs upon the Canal bank remains there
throughont the winter, a charge of $4 only shall be made (in addition to the ordinary winterage
dues) the period covered being trom the lt of November to the lst of June, inclusive.

3rd. Any vessel remaining on the Canal bank after having wintered thereon shall be charged
at the rate of one dollar a month or fraction of a month of her subsequent stay.

4th. Any vessel remaining more than one year on the bank of the Canal shall for such time as
she may remain in excess of that period pay at the rate of two dollars a month, or fraction of a
month throughout the whole year.

5th. All charges shall be payable at the Collector's office in advance on the first day of each
month.

6th. These rules shall be understood as applying to all cases where the Canal bank is used in
any manner for the repairs of vessels, whether such vessels are actually hauled up or not.

REGULATIONs in persuance of the 28th Chap. Con. Stat. of Canada, for landing Firewood on the
line of the Rideau Oanal, in the City of Ottawa, and In addition to the Regulations for the
management and protection ot the Provincial Canals which were authorized by the Governor
in Council, 20th May, 1857, Sections 14 and following, and were made applicable to the
Rideau Canal, under the order of His Excellency in Council on the 2nd of June, 1860.

lst. No Firewood to be landed on the easterly side of the Basin from Sappers' Bridge to the
line of Little Sussex Street.

2nd. Firewood may be landed between the line of Little Sussex Street and the By-wa3h or
waste weir, but must be removed within twenty-four hours after having been placed there; a fine
of three cents per cord will be charged for every day the wood remains on the wharf after such
notice has been given.

3rd. Firewood may be landed and piled around the Basin on Government Land within forty
feet of the water, leaving a roadway of at least fifteen feet between every four piles of Firewood,
which roadway must be as near as practicable at rigbt angles to the margin of the Canal ; this
wood must also be removed within twenty-four hours after the owner or person in charge has been
notified to that effect, and in default, a fine of three cents per cord will be levied upon it for every
day it remains thereafter,

4th. Two cents per cord will be charged as wharfage or ground rent upon Firewood placed on
any part of the Government Canal Reserve.

5th. No Firewood may be landed without a permit having been first obtained from the Lock
Master or Collector, and the Let-Pass must be given up to this Officer before the wood is unloaded,
under a penalty of forty dollars.

SiR,-I have the honor to submit my Report on the Canal Statisties for the
season of navigation of 1887.

1. The statistics for the season of 1886 are printed with the Annual Report of
the Department, and ' comparing them with those now submitted ' it will be seen
that the aggregate revenue has decreased during the year 1887 to the extent of
843,130,99.

2. These figures, however, are somewhat changed by refunds under Orders in
Council hereinafter referred to.

There was refunded, on gain in 1886 tolls to the amount of $37,408.02 and in
1887 $33,412.62, which makes the astual decrease of revenue for 1887 $39,135.59.
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3. In compliance with the request of the forwarders and shippers of Montreal
for a continuance of the reduction of tolls on grain: His Excellency the Governor
General on the 28th March, 1887, authorized a reduction of tolls to two (2) cents
per ton on grain passing down the St. Lawrence Canals to Montreal or ports east
of that point, for the season of 1887 and no longer.

4. The full amount of tolls on the Welland Canal was collected, and a refund
of 18 cents per ton was made on proof of the delivery of the grain at Montroal.

5. It will be seen by the following figures that the quantity of grain passed down
the Welland Canal from United States ports tol United States ports bas decreased
16,683 tons as compared with the previous year and an increase of 87,839 tons as
compared with 1880.

6. The quantity passed down from Lake Erie to Montreal shows a-decrease of
18,906 tons as compared with the previous year and a decrease of 147,772 tons as
compared with 1880.

7. The quantity of barley, corn, oats, pease, rye and wheat, passed down the
Welland Canal from United States ports to United States ports, for a period of

bly Canal ; Provided always, ihat the articles to be entitled to the above exemptions shall
go downwards through the whole length of the Canal to Montreal, or pass upward from
Montreal through the whole length of the St. Lawrence Canais, or the Ottawa and Rideau
Canais to Lake Ontario.

All articles, goods or merchandise not enumerated above, to be charged to clasS No. 4.
No Let Passes to be issued to Steam Tugs or other small vessels for less than 25 cents, as a

minimum charge; but such vessels, not carrying freight or passengers, can obtain, on pay-
ment cf $30 a Eeason " Let Pass," which will pass them up and down the Canais as often
as desired.

Goods shipped to any port west of the St. Lawrence Canais, To'ls upon which have already
been paid for passage through such Canais, may be re-shipped from such ports and be passed

for the prosecution of such works, be entitled to pass through such Canais free of Toils, be
amended by adding thereto after the last word " Toils' the words "upon such vessel and
cargo," and that the said amendment be deemed to apply from the date of the aforesaid
Order in Council.

COERTIVIC Cor'v of a Report Of az Committee oj the Honorable the Priy Couneil, approved by fis
Excellency the Governor General in Council, on the 28th Masrch, 1887.

On a memorandum, dated 26th March, 1887, from the Minister of Rtailways and Canals, recom-
mendia g that for the coming season of navigation, and no longer, the rate uf Toll to be paid
for the passage through the Welland and St. Lawrence Canais only, of the undermentioned
food products. when shipped for Montreal or any other Canadian port east of Montreal, be
fixed at two (2) cents per ton, namely, Wheat, Indian Corn, Peas, Barley and Rye.

O. C., 13th June, 1887.-On a memorandum, dated 9th June, 1887, from the Minister of Railways
and Canais, representing that oy an Order in Council of the 28th March, 1887, a special
reduced rate has been granted for the current season in the case of Wheat, Indiai Corn,
Peas, Barley and Rye, for passage through the Welland and St. Lawrence Canais, when
shipped for Montreal or for any other Canadian port east of Montreal, this rate being two
(2) cents per ton covering all those Canais.

The Minister further represents that under the ordinary rates al goods on which full toile have
been paid for passage through the Welland are entitied, provided they go downwards the
whole distance to Montreal, to free passage through the St. Lawrence Canal System, such
goode, however, if they enter the St. Lawrence System, and do not pas through to Mon-
treal, are not exempt, but pay the full local toll, 31 cents, for eacu section enterad out of
the four sections into which this system is divided.

The Minister recommends that in the case of the food products above enumerated, they shall be
entitled to exemption even if they do not traverse the whole of the distance to Montreal,
and that having paid faill toile for passage through the Welland Canal, they shal be froc
from any further toil on the St. tawrence Canais

RATES AND DUES LEVYED ON VESSELS LOADING AND UNLOADING IN THE NEW
BA8IN, LACHINE CANAL.

0. C., 26TH JANUARY, 1883.

1. On a Report dated 19th January, 1883, from the Minister of Railways and Canais, submit-
ting an application dated 17th August, 1882, from the Montreal Harbor Commissioners for the
extension to the new Lower Basin of the Lachine Canal of certain powers of levying toile conferred
upon the Corporation by the Act 18 Vie., ch. 143, in respect of the Lower Basin on the old Canal.

2. The Minister farther submits that the Commissioners urge that the new Basin is used -by
sea-going vessels which have traversed the improved deep-water channel between Quebec and
Montreal, unon which large sums of money have been expended by the Trust, and that by this
action the Harbor revenues are likely to be serionsly affected.

3. The Minister represents that the matter having been referred for report to the Chief
Engineer of Canais, who states to the effect, under date 12th January inst., that at the time of the
passage of the Act cited (1855) the municipality was responsible for the expenditure incurred in
deepening the channel of the river, and that the Government about ten years later assumed the
debt in respect of Lake St. Peter, amounting to $1,164,235; further, that the Harbor Commissioners
have not in any way aided in the construction of the new Canal eDtrance and Basins, and that he
is unable te see grounds for giving them control over the revenue which may arise therefrom.

4. The Chief Engineer suggests that the Commissioners should be allowed to retain the rigbt
of levying dues in respect of the old Lower Basin, but that the Government shoutd retain full con-
trol et the new works and Basins, and of the revenue that may be derived from their use, and ho
advises that the rates should be levied by the Government on vessels loading or unloading in the
new Basins equal and similar to those levied by the Commissioners in respect of the old Basin.

5. The Minister concurs in the view taken by the Chief Engineer, and recommends that
authority be given in accordance therewith.

6. The Committee submit the above recommendation for Your Excellency's approval.

For each vessel hauled up or beached for repairs, a charge of one dollar, over and above
al other charges, shall be made, carrying the privilege of remaining for one month, a further sum
of one dollar being charged for each additional month or fraction of a month the vessel may re-
main.

In cases, however, where a vespel hauled up for repairs upon the Canal bank remains there
throughout the winter, a charge of $4 only shall be made (in addition to the ordinary winterage
dues) the period covered being from the 1st of November to the lt of June, inclusive.

3rd. Any vessel remaining on the Canal bank after having wintered thereon shall be charged
at the rate of one dollar a month or fraction of a month of ber subsequent stay.

4th. Any vessel remaining more than one year on the bank of the Canal shall for such time as
she may remain in excess of that period pay at the rate of two dollars a month, or fraction of a
month throughout the whole year.

5th. All charges shall be payable at the Collector's office in advance on the first day of each
month.

6th. These mules shall be understood as applying to all cases where the Canal bank is used in
any manner for the repaira of vessels, whether such vessels are actually hauled up or not.

Firewood may be landed and piled around the Basin on Gov 3rnment Land within forty
feet of the water, leaving a roadway of at least fifteen feet between every four piles of Firewood,
which roadway muet be as near as practicable at right angles to the margin of the Canal; this
wood muet also be removed within twenty-four hours after the owaer or person in charge has been
notified to that effect, and in defaalt, a fine of three cents per cord will be levied upon it for every
day it remains thereafter.

4th. Two cents per cord will be charged as wharfage or ground reat upon Firewood placed on
any part of the Government Canal Reserve

5th. No Firewood may be landed without a permit having been first obtained from the Lock
Master or Collector, and the Let-Paso muet be given up to this Officer before the wood is unloaded,
under a penalty of forty dollars.

SIR,-I have the honor to submit herewith my report on the inspection of
Weights and Measures and Gas, with the usual statements in relation thereto, for
the year ended 30th June, 1887.

1. The total revenne collected during the year for the Inspection of Weights
and Measures was thirty-four thousand three hundred and ninety-six dollars and

«fty-one cents ($34,396.51), as compared with thirty-three thousand two hundred
and thirty-three dollars and fifty.nine cents (833,233.59) collected during the year
1885-86.

The total expenses were sixty-seven thousand seven hundred and thirty-nine
dollars and sixty cents (S67,739.60), as against sixty-six thousand four hundred
and five dollars and ninety-seven cents ($66,405.97) during the year 1885-86.

4. Since the date of my last "report, the Weights and Measures Divisions of
Montreal, Kingston, Belleville, Toronto, Orillia, Hamilton, London and Windsor
have been visited by Mr. Johnstone, Chief Inspector of Standards, by whom all
the brass standards of weiglit, as well as all the iron 50 lbs. standards in use in the
Toronto, Orillia, London and Windsor Divisions, were carefully verified, and
records of the verification of.the brass standards given to the inspectors.

There being no mechanic attached to the Weight and Measure Branch capable
of performing such work as the adjustment of the brrss standards there was conse-
quently no attempt made to adjust them. Mr. Johnstone did the best he could under
the circumstanees, which was to carefully compare the several sets with the official
standards in charge of the Digtriet Inspector of Inland Revenue, and give a record

of such comparison to the Inspector having charge of the inspection standards

verified.

The 50 lbs. iron standards of weights were all carefully adjusted, verified and
officially stamped.

Quite a number of portable kits have been repaired and partially renewed,
nd their weights adjusted, verified and stamped.

There are at present in the Department many standards of weight and measure,
tandard balances and portable kits which require to be carefully cleaned, repaired,

adjusted and verified before they can be re-issued, but there has nover been any
provisions made for the employment of a specially qualified meochanie to perfornm
such work. I would, therefore, take the liberry to urge upon you the pressing need
there is for having an intelligent, first class scale-maker attached to this branch of
the service.

APPENDIX I.

A REVIEW OF THE GAS INTEREST IN CANADA.

After completing the second verification of the standard instruments used for
the testing of gas meters and of the purity and illuminating power of gas in the
Dominion of Canada, the resuit of which I reported to you on my return, I think
that a short review of the gas interest in the Dominion may be interesting to the
Public, and perhaps of some utility to the companies themselves.

Everyone is aware, I suppose, that the first introduction of the electric light in
Cities either for public or private establishments caused a great commotion among
holders of stock and ail parties interested in the numberless industries connected
'With the production of artificial light. Many thought that the new illuminant would
soon extinguish and replace ail the old systems which hal cost the expenditure of
s0 much labor, science, ingenuity and capital. This, however, bas not yet been
aeomplished, and the new competitor for the public patronage, instead of discourag-
ing its predecessors in the field, seems to have spurred gas engineers to further
Offorts in self-defence, and, so far, they have succeeded so well that it is now gener-
ally acknowledged that instead of having been annihilated, as predicted by many,
the gas-light interest bas, on the contrary, been considerably promoted, and occupies
to-day a better position in a financial point of view than ever before; the public
itself having been at the same time, on the whole, notably and permanently bene.
fited.

A cursory review of the improvements brought out by the competition between
eleotriciani, and gas men may be of general interest. I will therefore, I think, be
Justified in mentioning some of those I have met with and which would seem best
clculated to secure, in a permanent manner, the object for which they were con.
cocted. As soon as it was first discovered that an electric current could be applied
to the production of light, philosophers, engineers, chemists, and a crowd of inventors
11m1nediately set to work in search of the best means of evolving, guiding and con-
trofling sncb current for the purpose of producing the most powerful illumination at
the least eost. It would be too great a task to enumerate the differert systems
Offered to the publio within a few years in every part of the world; suffice it to say
t hat the patents through which the discoverers of processes considered as useful and

are counted already by thousands.
iBefore electric light was proposed every system of illumination was exclusively

fOtunded upon the destruction by combustion of some substance, solid, liquid or gaseous.
Electric currents opened a new field when it was ascertained that under certain
cOnditions they transform themselves into heat which in its turn, when accumulated,
ernitted brilliant rays of light. This property was immediately seized by inventors
to utilize it, but in such a multiplicity of forms as can hardly be enumerated.
]i0wever, in the end they resolved themselves into two systems, one in which the
actual combustion of two pieces of carbon through which pass an intense electric
eurrent. This current detaches atoms of carbon which are sufficiently heated during
their transit from one piece to the other as to omit a brilliant and far reaching light,

his is called the arc light and can be effective only by the passage of a considerable
electric current. The other system known under the name of incandescent light
consists in passing an electric current through a filament of carbon or a very thin
r4etallie wire suspended in a glass globe from which air has been excluded and there-
by prevent actual combustion of the light-giving substance. The arc light is more
Specially adapted to street or open space lighting. It has great illuminating power,but its varied intensity is an inconvenience which has not yet been avoided and
detracts much from its usefulness. The incandescent light is softer, much more
Pleasaut and efficient for house lighting, but as it requires a proportionately greater
'Current than the arc light it is not, mainly for reasons of economy, adopted to out-

59
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side illumination. The incandescent system, however. seems to have pointed a new
path to gas engineers in which to seek for improved means in consuming their
product. Many exerted their ingenuity in seeking for the means of burning the gas
in such a manner as to heat an incombustible substance to such a degree that it will
emit a brilliant light without destroying the substance go heated. Some have
succeeded in a greater or lesser degree, and the public may already make a choice
between several chandeliers which economize gas while increasing the light given.
The great inventor Siemens, who devised the regenerating system of furnaces 80
usefully applied to many metallurgic processes and to gas manufacture, has con-
structed a gas hurner in which the gas and the air required for its combustion are
heated by the flimes of the burning jet before reaching it, the flame obtained after-
wards is very brillant, of a soft, white color, is perfectly still and possesses great
illuminating power, which some prefer to the electrie light.

This improvement is founded upon the fact that no substance can ignite and
burn when cold, and that gas even cannot inflame before a part of its volume bas
been heated to the igniting point. In an ordinary gas flame the lower portion of it
is dark and emits light only after it has acquired a sufficiently high temperature.

This apparently simple idea of Siemens has been imitated and modified under
many forms, so that already a considerable number of gas burners, possessing the
regenerative and incandescent features, are gradually finding their way into public use,
and contribute thus notably to peroetuate the gas as an illuminating agent. Another
gas burner called the Walsback gas light Dossesses also the in-eandescent principle, it
produces a most beautiful and pleasing effect while diminishing considerably the vol-
ume of gas required. In that laamp a mixture of gas and air, as in the so called Bunsen
burner is drawn downwards through a short tube at the lower end of which it burne
in contact with a ring, made with cotton fibre, covered with a newly discovered clay
which seens to be infuaible and incomhustible and remains in position after the cot-
ton fibre bas been carbonized ; it forms a very brillant and white circular flame in
which every foot of gas consumed produces a light equal to that of over nine sperm
candles, or more than double the illuminating power required by law. Another
claimant for public favor is a gas lamp in which the volume and intensity of light
obtained is more than doubled by the combination of some of the gas with a small
proportion of volatizable carbon, such as paraffine, or other solid of the same class
obtained during the gas making procems. This enriching hydro-carbon is introduced
in a copper globe in the vicinity of the gas flame, which heats the naphthaline
sufficiently to vaporize it and by mixing with the gas passing through it increases
remarkably the brilliancy of the flame. Small pieces of thai solid cai bon are to be
added to the globe about once in two weeks. I have already seen a striking instance
of the effect produced by the return to gas light after an experience of several
months of electric illumination. One of the incandescant Siemens' lamps was placed
in the office of one of the hotels in a city of Ontario in the position occupied before
by an electric arc-light. Every one present after a short time seemed to accept the
change as a decided improvement.

At the same time that gas engineers were making efforts to improve the burn-
ing of gas, others were giving their attention to the means of reducing its cost or of
improving its quality. New processes have been gradually adopted to economize
the amount of fuel required.

Professor Siemens has contributed more, perhaps, than any other through hi@
regenerat-ng system to reduce the cost of gas-making by diminishing the amount of
fuel used in generating the gas. This has been mainly affected by causing the
products of combustion, such as heated air, smoke, &c., after leaving the retort
furnaces to pass through a massive pile of bricks having many flues leading to the
chimney. These bricks acquire a very high temperature from the heat that would
otherwise be lost. At certain intervals the cold air necessary to keep up the come
bustion of coal is suddenly directed through the heated mass of bricks before arriving
at the gas furnace; this additional heat, which otherwise would have been lost,
economizes a large proportion of the coal otherwise required.

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In many cities of Canada where coal gas works would be too expensive, gas
companies have adopted the so-called water gas, which is produced hy the decompo-
sition of steam passing through ignited hard coal or c ke. This product, which is
mainly purq hydrogen, mixed with some other substances, which are consumed with-
out emitting any light, requires to be enrielAi by the addition of a certain proportion
of substances rich in hydro-carbon. This is &btained by the introduction of petroleum
through a syphon pipe into a deeomposing upright retort. The gases generated by
the decompomition of water or steam mix ffnd combine into permanent gas with the
vaporized petroleum. The illuminating power of those mixed gases is proportionate
to the relative quantity of petroleum and decomposed stiam. It is easy to under-
stand how companies can, with but little trouble, furniàh to their consumers gas of a
high illaminating power. Water gas, or a combination of it with coal gas, is a
system most convenient for small localities. Water gas is generated very rapidly
when required, and its purification is not so coinplicated as that of coal gas. From
what I have stated above it can be seen that gas as a light-giving agent does not as yet
run any risk of defeat from its electrie competitor. Both electricity and gas have a
part to play in contributing to the progress of manufacturing, arts, and of the com-
forts of civilized life. The new and mo§t surprising applications of electricity which
are discovered every day predict for it new and even more useful fields. Gas
itseif is eonstantly finding new applications which perpetuate the necessity of its
preparation. The heating of dwellings, the cooking of food, its use as fuel in many
metallurgie arts, its utilization as one of the most convenient and cheapest sources of
motive power in combination with electricity as an agent for its transmission, will
necessitate the production of gas for à long period yet, even if it were abandoned as
a producer of light.

P S.-When lately passing throngh Quebec in my journey through the lower
Provinces, I was asked by His Worship Mayor Langelier, if the amount of light
afforded by the Eloctrie Light Companyr in the streets of that city was such as
agreed to by the contract. I had a temporary and portable photometer bastily
constructed, by means of which we could test the degree of illuminating power

"furnished. The saine evening, with the help of the company's engineers, who
placed some of the lights in such positions that enabled us to obtain the necessary
data on which to base calculations, we found that the average illuminating power
of eaoh light was equal to that of about 2,029 sperm candles, 2,000 being the amount
indicated in the contract. I think I may properly mention here that the streets of
Quebec are the best illuminated from electric lights w hich I have seen. They seem
to have avoided there most of the errors ocmmitted in other localities. All the lights
are at a proper height or position to remh the largest space of ground, and great
advantage has been taken of the motive power of the Montmorency Falls to secure
for the heights a superior steadiness. They were located under the superintendence
of the able and distrnguished city enginee, Charles Baillargé, Bsq.

Sia,--Having received instructions from the Department in June last, to col-

lect and analyse samples of milk with a view to the establishment of a standard.
1, accompanied by an officer from the Inland Revenue here, collected 36 samples
in the vicinity of Halifax, Dartmouth and Windsor, from herds of from 4 to 12
cows, numibering in all 229 animals.

The cows were milked, the milk mixed, and samples taken in our presence.
I may state that the summer was exceedingly hot and dry for this looality,

so much so, that in nearly every case the pasture was entirely insufficient, and
had to be supplemented by hay, shorts, &o., the yield of milk being very small.

With the exception of a few grade cows, the larger number were the ordin-
ary breed of the country.

The following are the results, each sample being done in duplicate, the pro-
cess being the Adams', with filter-paper coil, extraction with petroleum ether.

Baking P&wders.
In the absence of any " standard " it is impossible to report any of the baking

powders as adulterated.
It is evident, however, that any admixture of flour should be considered an adul-

teration and alum should be prohibited.

Butter.
The chief adulterations in the samples examined were water and excess of sait.
h would be interesting to have some special examinations made of " butterine"

and the various imported butter substitutes.

Cheese.
The greater portion of the cheese sold in this city is found to be of good quality.

Coffee.
There is considerable variation in the quality of coffee sold in this market,

although very little adulteration was found in samples examined.
Ait the samples sold in packages are more or less adulterated.

Milk.
With regard to the nilk sold in this city, some improvement can be noticed,

although in the majority of cases the cream is removed from the evening milking
and the skimmed milk mixed with the morning supply.

In very few cases is any considerable amount of water added.

Sugar, &c.

The sugar, molasses and syrup appear to be of excellent quality.
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Super-phosphate and Guano.

These substances appear to be somewhat variable in composition, but they gen
erally contain the various constituents required to admit of their sale under the
Fortilizer Act of 1885.

In this district no canned goods, drugs, tea or sweets have been examined for
some time and there appears to be a desire on the part of many citizens to have some
analyses made of such articles.

During the month of June I co]lected myseif, with the help of an officer, twenty-
six samples 0f maili. This was done at the time of the milking, so that absolute
purity be secured. These twenty-six samples were analyzed in duplicate. The3e
precautions were necessary in order to establish a standard for milk.

Twenty.s3ix sampleisduplicated equals fifty-two. This ni uber beiug dedn.cted f romu
the total of 126, there remain eighty.four.

These eighty-four satuples have been collected with the view of deteting the
numerous adulterators of this istaple. Indeed, nearly one-third of the samples ana-
lysed, viz., twenty-four, have bean found adulterated, either by addition of water or
by removal of creatu. It is plain that the proportion of adulterations is high enongli
to cati for a check. I beg, therefore, to draw speciat attention to, the question of
adulteration. This question, as you are aware, is one of great importance; but I
have not to treat it here.

coffée

0f the twenty.two samples of coffee analyzed it will be noticed that only one
was found adulterated.

In colleoting the samples the officers, according to instructions received froni
the Department, have bean asking for pare coffee and pare coffee was, sold to, thern.

ln Quebec, as elsewhere, altogether too mucli adulterated coffee is retailed, and
if I have no more adulteration to record in this respect it 18 due to the colleeting
officers who should simply ask for coffee and not insist on having the pare article.

Butter.

Generally good6 llowever, the salting is occasionally defective.

Of good quality.

Baking Fowders.

Of eighteen samples fifteen are reported as adulterated. The main adulteration
consists in the addition of flour in varying proportions.

It appears from this table that the proportion of adulterations is about the same
as that shown by my previous reports, that is about 20 per cent. It is, therefore,
neediess to consider one by one ail the articles analyzed, and I beg to refer you toMy Previoua reports. But there is one subject upon which I wish to dweil, in orderto call attention to a danger which is becoming greater every day-I mean the useof various baking powders.

it shall close this report with a glance at the condition of the dairies in the vici-
yity of Ottawa and at the average quality of the milk supplied by them during the

IioIths of June and July, 1887.

Baking Powders.

im iBaking powders are usuaily composed of bicarbonate of soda, acid phosphate of
the, alu and a considerable proportion of varions flours. Instead of phosphate,

"ey sOetimes contain cream of tartar or free tartarie acid. Their cornmou pur-
pose is of course to render dough or paste porous by being mixed with iL and gene-
atug carbonic acid during the process of baking. I deem it right for me to make

a few observations respecting these articles which last year were the cause of a
Uroloniged law suit between the Government and certain manufacturers by whom
adiliteration on a large scale was practised with alum and the produet of the treat-

'"et 0f natural phosphates with isulphuric acid, a combination highly injurious to
ht f4 acid phosphates, sulphate of lime and other salts.
It is indeed true that phosphate of lime constitutes the greater part of our phy-
'structure, especially of the bones, that from his food man absorbs this sak ta
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larger quantities than bis system requires, that the excess is discharged through the
iniestines and the different secretions, and that the quantity of lime salts in the
tissues, bones, &c., is undoubtedly increased by that food ; but, on the other band,
the action of water and heat during the kneading and baking of paste prepared with
the so called phosphate, alum and other powders causes certain chemical combina
tions, the products of whieh are sulphate of aluminum, sulphate of lime, &c., sub-
stances which cannot be dissolved by the gastrio juices, and are cousequently the
cause of serious disorders of the digestive organs.

As this interferes with the assimilation of food, the tissues are deprived of the
mourishment which is needed to keep them in good condition.

Besides, according to Liebig, alum possesses the property of hardening and ren-
dering insoluble gluten and albuminoids, and this tends to disturb the functions of
digestion and to induce acidity of the stomach and dyspepsia

Furthermore, the astringent properties of alum are well known to medicine;
but when added to flour or bread alum is converted into sulphate of potash, which is
a laxative.

The same writer believes that the beneficial action of wheat flour on the system
is mainly due to the assimilable phosphates which it contains, and he is of opinion
that the addition of alum causes a chemical change; the product of phosphorie
acid acting upon aluminum is a sait which is insoluble and cannot be assimilated
and consequently the nutritive properties of the flour or bread are lost. This shows
pretty clearly the iudigestibility of the hot rolls eaten in some private families and
in most of the hotels in Canada and the United States.

I may add that if well-to do people, who have a strong preference for white
bread, the color and lightness of which are in reality almost invariably due to the
presence of alum and baking powder, were aware of the diseases to which they ex.
pose themselves they would deoidedly prefer bread made out of wheat in its natural
state instead of bread made out of wheat which has been refined by being deprived;
of its outer coating, the part which is richest in gluten and oily maiters, and by
having added to it mineral substnces or baking powder.

In conclusion, I may say that I am of the opinion of certain writers that the
preparation best suited to serve the purpose of a baking powd'r, that is to say to
to make bread light, is uuquestionably carbonate of ammonia, a volatile sait which
has the advantage of disappearing almost completely in baking and of not injuriously
afiecting the bread.

But the ne plus ultra of such helps to the fermentation of bread is yeast pro-
perly so-calleu ; for it is to gluten combined with yeast that is chiefly due the con-
veirsion of dough ino bread, or in other woirds, the power of bread to rise, by
causing the gluten to swell; and to the escape of carbonic acid gas bread or gluten
owes its lightness or sponginese. Ordinary baking powders possess ouly the latter
ol these qualities and it is highly desirable that they should bo completely banished
irùm commerce, the more so as courts of justice refuse to recogrize them as food.

.Milk.

Last surnmer, in obedience to orders from your Department, I visited several
dairies situated in the vicinity of Ottawa. I was accompanied by Mr. J. P. Lett,
who wats instu ucted to obtain from each dairy a certain number of samples to be at
at once analyzed in my laboratory.

As already appears from the separate reports forwarded to yon after each visit
maost of the stables were found to be clean, ventilated, swept and comfortable; the
nir inside was kept at a moderate and even temperature, and rather low than bigh.
In answer to inquiries we were informed that the litter was changed three or four
times each week. Sufficient space in the stable is allotted to ea-ch cow. The rack

nuui waier-trough are in the centre of the stable, so that two rows of cows are face
to lace. The water is supplied by means of an automatic pump and is usually from
a ueighboring spring. It was fresh, clear and pleasant to the teste. Some et these

16
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establishments were so well kept and contained such improvements and conveniences
that we were struck with astonishment and came to the conclusion that their Owners
are true men of progress.

In three or four of the stables which we visited-for we had orders to inspeot

only half a-dozen-we noticed a silo built of atone, above ground, open on top, with
air-tight and water-tight; sides and bottom. In this hole, in the autumn or even in
summer, according to the kind of produce is heaped a quantity of green fodder suffi-
cient to feed the cattle ail winter as well as if they were in a rich pasture. Corn is
usually selected because it is best suited for ensilage, both on account of its nutriti-

cus properties and of the large crop which it yields. Agriculturists consider the
silo the most important improvement on a well-kept farm, since it combines great
economy with great facilities for breeding and feeding cattle. The resuit is more head
of cattie, more nmilk, more butter, more cheese and consequently more money. We were
pleased to see that milkii g, which of ail dairy work is that which requires the

greatest cleanliness, was performed with extreme care. Upon the cow being driven
in from the pasture and placed in the stable, ils udder and legs were curry-combed,
'washed, sponged and rubbed down. The milking was done regularly twice a day
and at the same hour. The health of the cows, some of which were of a very good
breed, was so far as we could judge, perfect. If some of the dairies in the vicinitv
of Ottawa are still far from being what one would wish, I must say that as a rule
their sanitayy arrangements are very tatiefactory ; for the source Of diseases which
become herecitary and cause even the purest breeds to degenerate are heated and
Stinking stables, bad fodder, the want of currying, carelessness and lazmness on the
part of the milkers, over-exercise or over-work, the sudden transition from one diet
to another or from heated to cool air.

Since the health of the animal, the breed to which it belongs, climate and
proper care have everything to do with the nature of the milk and consequently its
quality, it follows that the condition in wbich we found the dairies and the cattie
led us to expect excellent resuits from the analysis which we were to make of the
lnilk, that is to say the presence of a large percentage of fatty substances; and in
fact the smallest percentage was 3.08 by weight as shown in the annexed table.
Rach sample was taken from the thoroughly mixed milkings of ten cows.

As a medical man, I cannot too highly commend the steps which you have
laken, at the suggestion of the analysts, to have dairies inspected and milk analyzed
throughout the country and at Ihe same lime as milk constitutes food in a perfect
form. It is a sort of animal emulsion, that is a liquid holding in suspension minute
globules of butter. Good milk is the perfection of food. Ambroise Paré rightly
termed it whitened blood ; for it presents a marked analogy to the sanguinary fluid.
As the milk is, so is the blood i

Milk is a favorite prescription of medical men as a pleasant and light food
which soothes the digestive organs and is exceedingly nutritious while it does not
fatigue the stomach. in ail diseases of the digestive organs (ulcers of the stomach,
kidney disease, &c.) in gout, herpes, syphilis, &c., a milk diet is continually found to
he moat beneficial. To facilitate urinary secretions, to stay the fatal course of
dropsy, of Bright's disease or of diabetes, to allay and sometimes even dispel the
dread symptoms of aneurism and heart disease, nothing is more certain than a milk
diet. ln malignant levers, such as small-pox and typhoid, in aoute mania, in the
Prolonged diarrhoa and dysentery common in warm climates, a milk diet is often
wonderfully effective. The adulteration of milk by the addition of moist sugar,
glucose, gum, fish glue or flour of some kind, is nowadays of rare occurrence, especi-
"'lYon account of the ease with which euch childish deceptions can be detected ;
but it is otherwise with respect to skimming and the addition of water by which
'neans milk is of course robbed of its nutritive element.

I cannot close this report without adding that the milk supplied by cows in
large cities is often unwholesome ou account of the unhealthy condition of the
anirnals. The bad health of cows kept in the mephitic atmosphere of large cities is
4ggravated by the tendency of their owners to unduly promote the secretion of the

17
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milky fluid by means of a particular diet, and it is not to bo wondered at that it is
thus rendered watery and insufficiently nourishing. In children it produces inani-
tion and choiera infantum, and prepares the way tor phthisis, that fatal ending of ail
physical debasement. What comes in with the swaddling eloth goes ont with the
winding sheet, says a Spanish proverb.

I may be taxed with writing a medical treatise in what is supposed to be a purely
chemical report, but I thought I might take the liberty of showing the public the
importance of obtaining genuine milk. I hope that, aided by the Iearned and zoalous
chief analyst, you will bo unremitting in your efforts to protect society from the
dangers of adulteration and from the infamous deeds of falsifiers.

Milk Standards.

On the 27th of May last, at a meeting of the public analysts of the Dominion a
eolut0 ion was carried in favor of collecting and analysing a number of samples of
Wbole Milk from various districts in the Dominion, with a view to establishing Imilkta]dards and limits.

The analyses have been deemed, by the Minister and Commissioner of Inlande v'en, 0 to be of sufficient interest to warrant their publication. The analyses
erformed in Ottawa, in duplicate, are given in the following tabular statements
gether with the names and addresses of the owners of the herds. Albumenoids,

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With regard to the percentage of butter fat found in these samples, it will be
seen that the various districts shew as follows:-

It thus appears, that there are whole milks offered for sale in the cities, of the
Daminion, likely enough at the same price, whose percentage of butter fat varies
from 2-52 to 5-40. This variation is, no doubt, caused by differences in the breed,
condition or feeding of the aninals. The number of the inferior samples is, how-
ever, small; among the 162 samples analysed in Ottawa, 35 are betwaen 3 and 3-5
per cent., and only eleven below 3. Still, the fact remains that the richest samples
might be diluted with an equal amount of water and still be as good, so far as
regards butter, as some of the inferior sorts of genuine milk. Watering, even to a
slight degree, may be readily detected, and, under the present law, punisbed. This
may also be accomplished when milk is skimmed, but it does not seem fair that the
dairyman, who mixes say fifty per cent. skim milk with a whole milk of 4-5 per
cent., thus re-iucing it to 3-2 of butter fat, should be panished, while the man who
keeps poor animals, feeds them insufficiently and sells milk containing only 2-75 per
cent. butter fat, which may be legally genuine, should be allowed to escape.

In Massachusetts this difficulty was overcome by altering the law which relateo
to the sale and inspection of milk, causing the section which defines adulteration to
read as follows i-

" In all prosecutions under this chapter if the milk is shewn upon analysis to
"conaix more than eighty-seven per cent. of watery fluid, or to contain lS
"than thirteen per cent. of milk solids, or to contain less than nine and three-teathg
"per cent milk solids exclusive of fat, it shall be deemed, for the purposes of this act
"to be not of good standard quality, except during the months of May and June, when
"milk containing less than twelve per cent. of milk solids shall be deemed to be not
"of good standard quality." Under this law it is not necessary to prove adulteratieO
but only that the milk is not of " good standard quality."

Judging from the foregoing analyses it would, however, appear that thirteen
per cent. total solids is too high a limit for Canada. The " total salids " or " dry
substance," as the Germans cali it, is obtained by adding together the butterfat and
the "other solids" given in the tables. The averages shown in the varions diS-
tricts are as follows:-

It thus appears that the average in Canada is at least one-half of one per cent'
below the Massachusetts standard. The total average of butterfat found in the whole
162 samples is 3-86 per cent., which deducted from the average total solids, 12'4,
per cent., leaves for the solids other than fat 8•62 per cent. In the event of standardo
being established in Canada, it would seem wise to adopt the principle that milt
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lu8t be of good standard quality, and to establish the following as the lowest limits.
lr its contents in nutritive substances;-

Since skim milk contains at least 0-5 per cent. butter fat, it follows that, when
Bold it should be required to contain 9 per cent. total solids.

The foregoing figures will serve to show that the public must not wholly rely
on the Department to prevent the sale of inferior qualities of whole milk, but must
exercise discrimination themiselves. The value of the various milks on the market
depends on the amount of butter they contain. For instance, if skimmed milk is
worth three cents per quart and whole milk, with 3½ per cent. butterfat sells at six
ents, it follows that other qualities with varyirg contents of butterfat should fetch
