A Lead Bill for Ireland.

It is stated as a fact that a committee of 
tiie Salisbury cabinet, composed of Lord 
Randolph Churchill, Sir Michael Ricks-Beach, 
Lord Ashbourne, and IU. Hon. William 
Henry Smith, is preparing a Land BP1 for 
Ireland. The first draft is based upon an ex­
tension of the Ashbourne Act It limits 
tenants’ purchase of lands to holdings under 
■xty acres. If-the commission sanctions the 
transfer the Imperial Treasury will advance 

amount, the commission paying four-fifths 
to theXynllard, and retaining the other 
until the tenants’ annual installments amount 
to one-fifth of the stipulated sum. The 
tenants’ payments shall extend over thirty- 
nine years, with interest at 4 pes cent 
per annum, as in the Ashbourne Act. 
The total necessary to be guaranteed by the 
treasury is estimated at £35,000,000. The 
sales under the Ashbourne Act having already 
exhausted the parliamentary grant of £6,000,-

J. & J. LUGSDINLast Week’s Storm.
Tbe end of last week many wrecks were re­

ported from the upper lakes, Lake Michigan 
in particular furnishing the greater number. 
It does seem as if there must have been a good 
deal of recklessness on toe part of masters of 
vessels or other responsible partie* in leaving 
port in defianee of plain warning* In the 
papers of Tuesday morning it was announced, 
from both the Washington and Toronto ob­
servât»»* that a storm centre was develop­
ing in the far Western State* What it 
would certainly develop into when it reached 
the lakes everybody should understand, but 
mariners particularly. This storm reached 
Lake Ontario on Wednesday, bringing 
heavy rain, but only moderate winds 
st first. By and by however, the 
wind veered from south to west, as 

l it always does in such cases, and then, 
became a*gale. On Lake Michigan the heavy 

I , lain with east wind, the turn of the wind to 
the west with increasing violence, and the 
turn ovards the north, with cold, later on— 
ill occurred in the order named some twelve 
hours or more before reaching Lake Ontario. 
Tbe warnings given were ample, and vety few 
vessels need Have been caught out in the gale 
at all But about this time of the year vresel 
masters are anxious to make just one trip 
more ; and for many a ship and many a sailor 
that trip proves tbe last one, and in a sense 
not contemplated.

Dakota is credited with having been the 
birth place of last week’s storm, which appeals 
to have run its coursç as far east as the centre 
of York State, and on our side the border 
fuither still. Now," this particular storm 
being over and gone, let mariners and others 
specially interested keep a bright look-out 
tor the indications of the next, 
which in the usual course of weather 
changea must soon follow. We need 
no Wiggins to explain So us that a second 
storm, send probably a worse one, will shortly 
fcjBow the first one of tbe wreck season. Here 
is.t^e regular sequence; First, a remarkably, 
6a*-beautiful day, such as Tuesday last was— 
what is called a “weather-breeder. ” Follow­
ing that east wind with rain, then a turn to the 
south. Next, again, * turn to the west, the 
wind going with the sun: that is the tin» when 
the wind becomes a gal* and vessels are 
wrecked. Lastly, the inevitable turn to tile 
northwest, with cold. The weather depart­
ments 00 both sides of the border will he 
to give ample warning; and somebody will be 
very much to blame it the warnings are not 
héedéit Now, captains and sailors: look out 
in time for the next storm, which may very 
probably come along this week.

Editor World : About the time of the Bunt- 
irtg conspiracy episode—now some three year* 
ago—The World had an editorial on the 
strength of the Mowat Ministry and its cause* 
which was peculiarly pat at the time and 
evoked much favorable comment. You there 
showed that the secret of Mr. Mowat’s 
strength lay, first, in the complete mastery 
each minister has attained of his office aad 
duties ; and, second, in the unison and har­
mony of the Cabinet as a whole.

That was true then, and holds equally tone 
to this day. Now, the question that hovers 
oil everyone’s life, in view of these fact* is 
just this: Why displace such a Government?
