A full report of the IUS Council
meeting has been made to NFCUS
but, owing to its length, it has
seeried advisable to make this
brief analysis in the hope that
more Canadian students will be
able to appreciate the highlights of
the IUS Council meeting).

The 1949 Council meeting of the
IUS was held in Sofia, Bulgaria
from Sept. 16 tv 25. While there
was but one official observer from
the NFCUS there, an observer from
the Student Christian Movement
and one from the Labour Progres-
sive Party Student organization
were also present. In allf there
were 71 student organizations rep-
resented at the Council with 150
representatives.

The Council showed as that the
IS follows the same irends which
have been noted the paast three
years, That the ITS fosters trends,
makes analysis and produces a pro-
gram that is not wholly acceptable
to Canadian students has heen and
is our opinion.| A minority within
the IUS oppose much that the IUS
does but the voting power of the
group is small. At present the Brit-
ish NUS and the Scottish NUS are
the only representative Western
Student organizations that retain
rembership, although this year
there were a number of South Am:
erican unions admitted. The latter

In the past year the IUS has in-
creased its membership consider
ably, attracting “splinter” groups
from Western countries, and

First In Series of 150th

Anniversary Addresses

THE first speaker in the Anniversary series of
addresses ‘has set a precedence which it will bci
difficult to surpass. Dr. Avila Bedard, Deputy Min-
ister of Lands and Forests in the Province of Que-
bec and Dean of the Faculty of Forestry at Laval
University, presented a significant and challenging
address to the student body on the afternoon of
January 23rd at Memorial Hall. He also addressed
a public meeting in the evening. Dr. Bedard, who
is highly qualified to present the many facets of
the conservation problem, outlined, from a cultural
as well as a fiscal point of view, the existing: trends
in the management of our greatest natural resource
—our forests.

DR. AVILA BEDARD

In replying to the introduction by Dr. Trueman
and Dr. Gibson, who recalled his first meeting with
Dr. Bedard twenty-five years ago in British Colum-
bia, the guest speaker humorously included a fable
of the mythical Paul Bunyon. The remainder of
Dr. Bedard’s address was, unfortunately for the
Canadian public, not myth but hard thought-provok-
ing fact. The flagrant abuse of Crown land has its
origin as far back as 1890 in New Brunswick, when
much of the Province’s forest land was alienated
to private owners, Dr, Bedard drew upon the ex-
perience of Italy, where large private domains of
woodlands have becn liquidated to satisfy owners’
immediate whims. He came our strongly for state
control of woodlands, since indusiry left to its own
devices often ignores natural rotations, to the event-
ual detriment of the dependent commaunity. In the
past, Dr. Bedard stated, public opinion has occa-
sionally forced governments to resort to expropria-
tion. However, he felt that government fiscal pol-
icy itself has created over-cutting. He, therefore,
made it clear that no totalitarian regimentation was
suggested. “The forest industrialist must maintain
desirable freedom.” However, Dr. Bedard quoted,
"Often they know the price of everything but the
value of nothing.”

From the point of view of conservation, Dr,
Bedard stated that all human institutions presup-
posed the existence of water, and that “Forests are
the disciplinary agents for both soil and water;
they are a public utility ana as such cannot be
lefi to the whims of individvals.,” The United
Nations Food and Agricultural Organization has
found that the present exploitation exceeds the pos-
sibilities of forest management. This fact was fur-
ther strengthened by Dr. Redard’s statement that

Byron, Dr. Bedaid threw out the challenge that
“Man marks the earth with ruin.” In conclusion,
the eminent speaker stressed the role of the faculty
of Forestry at U. N. B. and its joint responsibility
in protecting the future welfare of our nation, Dr.
Bedard quoted frequently from Professor McNutt
of the University. of New Brunswick, in referring
to past conditions within this province.

Quebec’s Deputy Minister of Lands and Forests
received his masters degree from Yale in 1907, and
was made assistant to the Deputy Minister until
1937, when he became Deputy Minister himself, the
position he now holds. Dr. Bedard's tremendous
energy and interest is evidenced in the fact that,
bésides performing the aforementiomed duties, he
is Dean of Forestry at Laval where he teaches for-
est management: silvies, dendrology, and mensura-
tion. Dr. Bedard is also a member of the Geograph-
ical Commission of Quebec, an asscciate of the So-
ciety of Forest Research, Finland; and a meniber
of the National Research Ccuncil Forestry commit-
tee. He has been decorated for his services by
France and Poland, and holds the Imperial Service
Order of Great Britain. He has representéed Can-
ada at many forestry conferences and contributed
to and edited many forestry publications of inter-
national renown.

“James McGill, James McGill,
Peacefully hie slumbers there,
Blissful though we're on the

tear . . ."

Beneath the rare “Ginko” tree
just outside the Arts Bailding,
James McGill llea peacefully. Were
James 1o return from his “blissful”
state for the purpose of visiting
Montrcal he might not recognize
Montreal as it stends today. The
embryonic beginnings of a univer-
gity, placed on the gently, southern
slope of Mcunt Royal — that was
MeGill in its genesis some 126
years ago.

Now, approximately 8,000 stu-|
dents throng McGill's campus with
its wide lawne, presently buried
under winter's whiteness, its grace-
ful trees,. its grey-stone buildings
and historic Roddick Cates. The
university is financed privately and
many of its buildings are named
after fambus men who have do-
nated money or services to the in-
stitution.

Among these are the Redpath

Library, the Redpath Museum,
Moyse Hall, Duggan House, Molson
Stadium, the Donner Building, Mor-
ris Hall, Purvis Hall, and the Rod-
dick (“erotic”) QGates. Since the
war, and because largely of her
swelled attendance, McGill has un-
dertaken an extensive program of
expansion, much of which is row
completed. Most publicized of the
additions has been the Radiatien
Laboratory and Cyclotron, an ultra-]
modern establishment stafied by
students who are working towards
their Doctorates of Philosophy.
. Another of the post-war projects
is Dawson College, McGill’'s annax,
30 miles from the mother campus.
Dawson has its own lectures 3nd‘
entertainment, Students’ Council,|
and perhaps bscause it is on the
gite of a former RCAF camp—its
own gripes and grumbles.

Old McGill University

MeGill’'s Chancellor and Vice-

Chancellor, Board of Governors and
Senate control most of the serious
workings of the university. But
for college life, the students de-
pend on their Students’ Society,
the governing body of which is the
Students’ Executive Council. The

President and the Secretary-Treas-

urer of the Society, the Presidents
of the Men’s and Women’'s Unions,

and the Editor-in-Chief of the Mc-

Gill Daily sit in on this council,
which is assisted in solvicg its
knotty problems by representatives
of the various facuities. Out of
their late-at-night gessfons coms
such decisions as grants to many
of the campus clubs, approval of
the constitutions of new ciubs, and
other weighty matters,

Ciubs, societies and the like run
the gamut from the Mc@Gill Student
Veteran Society, where the ex-ser-
vicemen can air their views, tc the
barn-dancing section of the McGill
Outing Club, where city types can
air their heels. There are literary
clubs and language clubs, ard
gports clubs ad infinitum, til! the
harassed freshie wonders swhy he
bothered to register in the ordin-
ary courses. Canada’s four main

Annual Worth Studying

Ten, fifteen and twenty years
from now, the speeches of today's
leading college debaters will be
front page news. They will be re-
ported ae delivered in Congreas, in
famous Jegai decisions, in social
service work, on educational prob-
lems, from pulpits and in attack of.
or defense of, the then welfare
state.

_This fact is incontrovertible, to
morrow’s leaders are today iaying
the groundwork of their destiny.
This is one of several reasons why
the 85th edition of the University
Debaters’ Annual: 1948-1949 (47
puges, $250, H. W. Wilson Co.,
New York 52), is a collection wali
worthy, studying. It's a verbatim
report of seven traditional intercos-
legiate debates, plus one symposi-
um-discussiorn, and one experimen-
tal type of cross-question debate
featuring direct participation by
the audience.

The subjects under discussion
are another reason why the book
is noteworthy. Briefly, the proposi-
tions discussed are: Aid to Educa-
tion; Direct Election; Taft-Hartley:
Planned Economy; Outlawing Com-
munism; War:with Russia . Marsh-
ail Plan; America and the Pacific;
and Federal World Government.

These are all current, important
problams whose solution, or lack
of solution, will have great effect
on the next generation,

This new collection is edited by
Miss Ruth Ulman and each debate
includes briefs and a comprehen-
sive bibliography.

Re-
member the sugar-sweet words and
music of “Silver-Haired Daddy of
Mine?” It was written and sung
by. Gene Autry, a one-time tele-
graph operator for the St. Louis to
San Francisco railroad. It sold
over 65,000,000 copies — a record
equalled by only four other songs.

Burl ives has been a singer of
true folk-songs of America for
many years, and is an acknowledg-
ed master in his field. The simplic-

ity and sincerity of the folk-songs
sung by Ives is evident in the so-
called “western” songs which are
reaching the Hit Parade today.
Ives' Canadian counterpart is our
own Ed McCurdy.

To follow this trend a little fur-
ther, there's a doleful hill-billy trou-
badour down in Tenessee who has
been bringing tears te people’s eyes
with amazing regularity for| the
past ten years, He recently candi-
dated for the goverrcrship of the
state, using kis puitar and so-called
voice as his biggest drawing card.
His name? Roy Acuff. He sings
with such sincerity that he ofien
sheds tears whil2 siuging. Maybe
you think nobody would| pay to
hear him. Well, Mr. Acuff twangs
out his shrill notes to the tune of
$100,000 a year.

Jimmy Wakely is another man
who looked good in a cowboy suit
and could SING besides. In past
years he has sung in western mov-
ies, but it is only recently that
Wakely has come into popularity.

Here i8 a song that has risen
steadily on the popularity lists in
beth Canada, where it was written,
and the United States. It has been
recorded by at least twelve differ-
ent groups.

The “Sons of the Pioneers,” un-
der the direction of New Bruns-
wick-born Bob Nolan, have been
regular producers of high calibre
western music for many years. Re-
member “Tumbling Tumbleweeds ?"”
Its sheet music and record sales
compare more than favorably with
the popular songs written before
or since. “My Best To You” was
very successful last year,

Now we come to a singer whn
towers above all the others in the
western type of songs and rivals
the best in the popular fleld. His
successful songs cannot be counted
on the fingers of both hands. His
name? KEddie Arnold. These songs
of Eddie Arnold, like all the other
songs mentioned so far, have been
successful in the western realm of
music, but have also become best-
sellers in competition with all the
best popular songs and artists of
the day. His record sales in the
past five years number in the mil-
lions. Eddie and his guitar ap-
peared as a musical mfilestone of
the reecording industry presented
by the “March of Time”. A short
while before Christmas, he appear-
ed as guest sitar on Perry Como’s
radio show,

Among tke singers who have laid
the foundation for the trend| in
popular music, we must include
Roy Rogers, Ernest Tubb, Elton
Britt, Jimmie Rogers, and, of
course, Jimmy Davis, the singing
governor of Texas.

There are several versatile and
beloved popular artists who have
in past years reached into the cac-
tus and chaparral and picked off a
few choice morsels. Ever hear
Bing Crosby sing “Mexicali Rose?”
Along the Navajo Trail was pretty
good, too,

Nineteen Hundred Forty-Nine has
been the big year in which “west-
ern music” really swept Americs.
One c¢f the trail-blazing combina-
tions was Dinah Shore and the
bouncing “Buttons and Bows.” It
was presented in the best western
style, complete with “gi-tar” and
ascordion.

The Sons of the Pioneers intro-
duced “Cool Water.” Vaughn Mun-
roe saw its dramatic musical pos-
sibilities and he and the Sons of
the Pioneers disced it together. |It
caught on immediately.

Sammy Kaye realized the possi-
bilities of “Roomful of Roses.” It

first became popular in the western
style, but when the “name” bands
played it, up it rose on the Hit

Parpde. Another waestern winner
that Sammy Kaye recorded was the
melodious “Careless Hands.”

More recently, Al Morgan hit the
jackpot with “Jealous Heart.” It
rose rapidly on the Hit Parade, and
now has fallen again.

Therr there was a tune which
created great controversy in its
time. REither you liked it or you
hated it. Stan Jones wrote it,
Vaughn Munroe recorded it, and it
was called “Riders in the Sky.”
Many adjectives have been applied
to it: dynamic, spectacular, horri-
bie, just to mention a few. In go-
ing along with his natural liking
for songs of the sod, Munroe next
gave out with a song first recorded
years ago by Elton Britt. It imme-
diately rose to third place on the
Hit Parade.
day.”

Very
brought out the most dynamic lit-
tle ditty in the world. It came

from the motion picture, “Singing|

Guns,” in which it was sung by
Vaughn Munroe. Just about every-
body took a whack at this one,
notably Frankie Lane, Vaughn
Munroe, Buzz Butler, Bing Crosby,
and even Nelson Eddy. “Mule
Train” was No. 1 song on the Hit
Parade for weeéks. At the time of
writing it has slipped to fifth spot.

“Slipping Around” and “I'll Nev-
er S'ip Around Again” are two
more songs of the sod that have
won a place on the Hit Parade.
They have been rocorded notably
by the teams of Jimmy Wakely
with Margaret Whiting, and Doris
Day and the Country Cousins. At
the time of writing the latter song
is in second place on the Hit Pa-
rade:

“Dear Hearts and Gentle People”
vag written for and first sung by
Dinah Shore. Bing Crosby has re-
corded it, using a prominent cow-
boy “gitt’ar” in the background.

TLe list of western or folk songs
that have recentiy hecome favorites
in America seems to be endless,
and a whole fiock of new oues are
on the way. Doris Day and -thy
Country Cousing have recorded
two future headliners, “Quicksil-
ver” and “Crocodile Tears.” They
will both probably reach the Hit
Parade.

I wouldn’t be surprised if Sir Er-
nest MacMillan should drive into
Massey Hall in a buckboard and
give cut with his own rendition of
“Riding Down the Canyon in My
0ld Recking Chair.”
