The Wonders of Grace.

The emotion of wonder is among the most
aelightful that we experience ; and, to the culti-
vated mind and heart, among the most elevating.
The pleasures of childhood and of the early period
of life, are mainly derived from the wonder with
which the new world of perceptions and experi-
ences into which we bave just entered fills us ;
and life loses its interest in proportion as we

. cease to have anything to wonder at. The nature

and the works of God answer to this capacity of
wonder in the mind of man. The order, the
nice adjustment, and the harmonious working
together of great laws, no less than the vastness,
spendour and majesty of the visible creation are
designed to awaken and gratify this sentiment,
While the process of cultivation and the expan-
sion of intellect deprive many objects of their
wonderful appearance, they open up through
science a view to far greater wonders, and furnish
us the highest reasons for admiration.

But religion, concerned as it is, directly with
the Author of creation, with the very nature of
that fountain whence all these wonders flow, and
with the relations of his intelligent creation to
himself, may be expected to furnish the best and
most sbundant material for our wonder. See
how the whole course of true religion in the
world has been attended with marvels. From
the deluge and the call of Abraham, the history
of God's chosen people was marked with won-
derful interpostions. Our Saviour and his apos-
tles attested the truth of their mission, by the
most astonishing proofs of supremacy over
natute. We are amazed as we read of the still-
ing of the tempest, the walking upon the sea,
the multiplication of the loaves, the healing of
the sick, and the raising of the dead. And we
seek in vain to express the' emotions which fill
and well nigh overwhelm us, when we read of
the stone rolled away from the supulchre, and
the joyful snnouncement—¢ The Lord is risen
indeed ! ” The great events of the Gospel his-
tory are miracles, i. e., wonders.

As we enter more deeply into the spirit of the

revelation, our worider finds grander material, so
that it not only expands, but is transformed into
joy, adoration; rapture. It was for beings capa-
ble of such feelings, that the lové of Christ in
the gospel was revealed. In contemplating this
love, inspiration itself, instead of deseribing, uses
lsnguage expressive of wonder only. *“ God so
loved the world that He gave His only begotten
Son.” And, centuries before, the prophetic
spirit exalted to catch a glimpse of this Divine
love to be exhibited in the person of the Re-
deemer, commenced, its sublime muster-roll of
descriptive titles with WONDERFUL! It passes
comprehension. Its length, and breadth, and
depdi, and height, cannot be measured. The
riches are unsearchable. The gift is unspeakable.
It has often seemed to us that one of the strong-
est proofs of the divinity of the Christian religion
1s just here. Human reason could not, and
would not have given such a conception of the
love of God as appeara in .the person and .'ork
of Christ. It does not belong to earthly things,
but to heavenly. When once it is made known
to us by the Spirit, it overwhelms us with a
ravishing glory that can be nothing less than
celestial: A religion with such a self-luminous,
central doctrine as this, cannot but be Divine
Yes ! it is as truly a miracle as any wrought by
the open grave or the couch of the suffering ;
and it has this advantage over such, that every
soul may be & witness of it.

Wonderful, too, are the works of the regene-
rating Spirit and patent to every observer. The
corrupt nature is purified. The Ethiopl?n changes
his skin and the leopard his spots. Scarlet be-
comes white as snow, and crimson as wool. The
profane and vulgar tinker of Bedford, becomes
the saint-like dreamer of the purest, most Serip-
tural, and most instructive of all allegories. The
deeply depraved son of Monica becomes the ex-
smple of Christian experience, and the teacher
of Christian doctrine, for all coming generations.

But all these are only prelibations of that wen-
der which shall fill our enlarged capacities in the
world of glory. There wonder shall form a part
of évery emotion experienced by the soul. In-
spiration, though cramped by the narrow ideas
and forms of speech it must needs employ, al-
ready amazes us with the glimpees it affords into
that world. ,But we fee! the power of its lan-
guage most when it gives up the attempt, and is
content to declare that “ Eye hath not seen, nor
ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of
man the things which Gud hath prepared for
them that love him.” There the grace, the ma-
jesty, the holiness of the Deity will be disclosed.
There his wondrous works in nature, in" previ-
dence, and in grace will be unfolded to our gaze.
There new and new commands of His
shall employ the heavenly host in new manifes-
tations\of the Divine glory. And the enlarged
emotions of our wondering spirits will find ex-
pression in raptures of praise, in adoring ecsta-
cies of worship, in songs and everlasting joy.
Because God is infinitely glorious, our wonder
shall be ever new, and our praise, our adoration,
and our joy shall be unceasing.

1 trust, fa-
thers and brethren, that the words I have utter-
ed will go and stir up pious parents to give their
children to the Church, and the children of ge-
nius and talent to give themselves to the minis-
try of the Word. I have served my master
now for more than thirty years. I am grown
grey in His service, but I can say—when I even|
saw how much richer I might have been ir: other
professions, and when 1 felt the utmost hard-
ship of my own—I can say I never regretted my
choice. 1 have been a poor servant. I have a
thousand infirmities on my head, and sius, un-
less washed away, on my conscience, for which 1
look for pardon only through the blood of
Christ ; but, fathers and brethren, poor servant
as 1 have been, I'll stand up for my master and
say—Christ has been a good, and blessed, and
gracious Master to me. To Him with confi-
dence, fathers and brethren, I commend you all,
May there be light in your dwellings, may there
be revivals in your congregations, and while the
Gospel of peace is on your lips, may the peace
of the Gospel be in- all your hearts. And as to
my beloved Church, I say with the Indian—May
her sky be without a cloud, may her counil fire
pever be extinguished. Fathers and brethren, I
thank you for all your kindness, and 1 thank
God for such a bright, and blessed, and peace-
ful Assemply. We have had sunny skies and
biessed showers without, and we have had a
most genial and blessed atmosphere within.—
Fathers and brethren, farewell! May God’s
blessing go with you to your homes. May you
all be made better, and holier, and happier, men.
Farewell, farewell! .Aud I bave only to say, if
we never meet again on earth, may we meet in
heaven ; and if we do meet again here, may we
be nearer to heaven than we are now.” ’

Brevity in Sunday-Schools.

Children soon become restless and weary if
duny exercise in which they are engaged is tedi-
ous in length. Superintendents and teachers in
Sunday schools* need always to remember this
fact, and be guided by it. ‘A teacher gives ad-
vice in the Banner of the Covenant ou this point :

“Be briel.” Such was the pithy advice of a
greatly revered father in Israel to his neophytes,
when introducing them into his pulpit. 1 would
fain whispeg it in the ears of my fellow teachers.
Make your iessons short. Make your questions
brief. Above all, ‘mske your prayers brief.—
You have only an hour for reciting lesson, hear-
ing catechism, reading and questioning, exhorta-
tion, singing and devotional exercises. If you
pray fifteen minutes, and if somebody addresses
the school fifteen minutes what time is left for
other duties ?

I listened last Sabbath, with great pain, to a
prayer at the opening of a school, which could
only be described by a word coined by the
Rhemish translators, longanimity. It was a
good prayer and an earnest one, and the offerer
remembered every interest in the church, from
China to the Potomac; but right in front of me
was & class of rowdy beys, without a teacher,
trying to steal each other's caps and cut the but-
tons off each other’s jackets, and the class be-
hind that was trading knives, and the infant
class was carrying on & comparison of mittens
and skating caps. O how I longed to pull that
brother’s skirt and whisper in his ear to stop.—
Would not five intelligible words—words carry-
ing some meaning known to the children—be a
more acceptable prayer for that Sabbath school,
than the fifteen minutes’ prayer for things which
they could not understand, and had no thought
of asking.

Teachers, never d three minutes in your
prayers. KEvery minute more is only training
the children to formalism and hypocrisy.

At the last Free Assembly, in Edinburg, Dr.

What have been its results ? What is the state
of matters now ? What is the church's duty,
and the duty of individual believers, with refer-
ence to the. continued large enjoyment of the
Holy Spirit’s presence and sbunlant working in
the midst of us ? . . . The first question, then,
is,—Has there been a contingance and extension
of the work duriog the yeas, since last Assem-
bly ? and the answer is,—There has. Of the’
fity-six or fiky-seven returns this year, eighteen
report a distinct and decided awakening in the
congregation and district. . None of these eigh-
teen had been reported to the Committee before.
The Commitiee have returas, during these two
years, showing a work of révival in one hundred
snd three of the congregations of the church.
And this by no means brings before us all that has
been done and is doing.  Still, in far fewer places
has an awakening taken place this year than we
had to report last year ; and the fervor and activi-
ty of last year have in many places very largely
abated. With regard to the results,—have they
been permsnent or evanescent ? FPermanent.
Now, various things combine to make a time and
work of revival bulk lazgely in the public eye.
And when all passes away but the instances of
real change,—when the awe that bad falien on
the general community disappears, and the tran-
sient impressions and convictions subside, and
nothing remains except the real converts, con-
sfituting a small minority of the community,—
the world gets up the cry, ¢ The revival has been
all a delusion—all excitement ; for it has come
to nothing. People are more careless and wicked
than they were before.” Now,this ery is sub-
stantially false. The revival.has been real, for
it has left fruit. In all plases where there bas
been an awakening, there have been real addi-
tions—in many instances large real additions—
to the living church of God. It is amasing and
delightful to think how many more living Chris-
tians there are in Scotland to-day than there
were two years ago. And move than that: I
believe these times of awakening and refreshing
have produced generally, among believers, a
higher spiritual tone, and. led them to seek after
and enjoy higher spiritual attainments. So that
the world is altogether mistaken when it says
that a revjval season in a place has been only

i t, and has passed without any good
fruits. 1t is as if in the inundations of the Nile
men were only to fix their attention on the over-
spreading of the mighty waters, and then, when
these subsided, were to ignore and deny the
glorious fertility they leave behind.”

Sierra Leone has long been deemed the white
man’s grave and what it was it still continues to
be. Not a few of the noblest of our race, shin-
ing Christians and fervent philanthropists, who
went thither to diffuse the blessings of salvation,
were soon cut down and called to their rest
without ought to le them but the fact that
it was “ in their hearts.”

There is reason to fear that most of Central
Africa is equally the grave of the white man.
Within the last twelve months we have bad ope
disafter following hard upon the heels of ano-
ther; the last in the series being the death of
Bishop Mackenzie and Mr. Burrupt—good and
faithful men—who went forth with a view to
carry into effect the suggestions of Dr. Living-
stone. That experienced traveller had taken
every precaution in his power to eschew needless
peril. He chose as ‘a settlement an admirable
station, high up the river, in the hope that it
might prove reasonably salubrious, and that the
mission company might get by degrees acclima-
tised, and be able to proceed in their work.

miserable babies, that seem as if they had neither
the wherewithal to buy food, nor the slightest
prospect of shelter for the night. What are
those babies fed on to keep thems so quiet?
There are also equally wretched-looking men,
whose strength is failing them, and whose con-

| stitution is shattered ; and a large, number of

both sexes are pasitively drunk. At a certain
hour, 100, we may see wending its way through
the crowd, a strange procession of vagrants,
marching single-file with & policeman at either
end, which seems a design to show all the phases
of human wretchedness. On both sides of the
wsay, and at every second, corner, sad in many
places much more numerous, are the shops sup-
ported by the patronage of the motly crowd, of
which the poor form so large a proportion. They
are not like the mean hovels and low corver
groggeries that ahound in Montreal, but palaces
fronted with golden and crystal light, and hav-
ing each three or four lsrge round ges lamps
bracketed outside, that they may be seen from

of native agency, and without this there is no
reason to hope that Africa will ever be evange-
lised.—Britjsh Standard.

The Bible-Women of London.

There is in active operation in London a small
army of female Scripture-readers, who are rather
oddly designated Bible-Women. Very little
noise, indeed, has been made about the mission
at all. Its supporters are a comparatively small
fumber of wealthy individuals, who obviate
amongst them the necessity of making any loud
public appeals ; and the work of the women is
performed in so silent and unosientatious a man-
ner as never to arrest the attention of the world.
Modesty, indeed, is the one idiosyncrasy of the
whole enterprise ; even its “ annual meeting”
is held in the lawn behind a gentleman’s man-
sion.

We confess that we regard this Bible-Women's
Mission with the greatest interest and satisfac-
tion. Its originator was Mrs. Ranyard, who, as
“L.N.R.,” is very widely and favourably known
as the authoress of  The Book and its Story.”
The constitution of the little army is very simple.
The women, who number in all nearly 200, are
divided into small companies, presided over, con-
trolled, and directed by lady superintendents ;
while the originator still has connection with the
movement, and indeed occupies a very laborious
post as commander<in-chief. Without doubt, to
the energy, piety, and administrative talents of
this estimable lady is owing the efficiency of the
corps, and , the success of its operations. The
women are taken from the humbler ranks of
society. Educated women of equal piety, no
doubt] would do the work better ; but these can
only be got as volunteers, and volunteers it would
be impossible to organize, or, if otganized, to
control. Pious educated ladies are perhaps the
most efficient of evangelistic house-to-house visi-
tors ; their infl is unbounded. Indeed, we
believe it almost impossible for our ideal lady to
pay a single visit to a wretched, depraved family,
without effecting an immediate and perhaps per-
manent good. Of a courteous reception and an
attentive audience she may be certain ; while'the
very constitution of her nature enables her at
once to find whatever of good there may exist
in the most hardened—enables her to awaken
the most sinéere penit nd enables her to
apply the * Balm of Gilead” with the utmost
fidelity, and ito exhibit Christianity in its most
alluring guise. The next best visiting agency
to a band of volunteer ladies, which, as we have
said, would probably be impossible, has been
established by Mrs. Ranyard. She has selected a

number of respectable, intelligent, pious fe

every directi We see through the
windows. and the door swings shut of iteelf;

customers pass in and out. Here is a poor wo-
man with a baby going in, and enough is to be
seen before it shuts to leave a painful impression
on the mind as we pass on, for, without exagger-
ation, it is a ghastly sight to see those collections
olfmu.p-hnnlwiuud.crd.lwidwi&htb
flush of stieng drink, snd with lack-luster eyes,
expresiveless except when lit with anxious ex-
pectancy, watching the preparing liquor, or per-
haps filled with inane delight by the movements
of a poor tottering woman in the middle of the
group ; for, strange s it may seem, both inside
and outside the women seem often to be much
mole numerous than the men. Outside the
door are the tempted moths hovering round the
glare, and the tempters doubtless near by ; while
everywhere are the baneful footsteps of the pes-
tilence that walketh in darkness, unabashed in
this unholy light. The dark side -of life which
elsewhere is hidden, has in London the light let
in upon it. And though crime is much checked
by means of a very efficient police, the very fact
that it cannot be hid seems to make it the more
barefaced ; and to those unaccustomed to it, it
seems at first sight as though London were all
wickedness together.
SUNDAY MORNING.

The Sabbath morning, however, brings with
it a somewhat different feeling. True, the gin-
shops are still open as though they had mever
been shut ; so are the tobacco-sheps and eating -
houses ; and if it be a fine day, multitudes of
p io rooms and other appendages of a
day of pleasure spread out their attractions.
Many of the street cries continue as usual, and
everything conspires to shew that there is still in
London a large heathen population; for if they
do not understand the meaning of the Sabbath,
it is not likely they have acquired much in any
other department of Christian knowledge.

Japanese Manufactures.
THE JAPANESE COURT AT THE GREAT EXHIBI-
TION.

That portion of the Exhibition buildiny devo
ted to Japan contains a small but eurious collec
tion of specimens of the arts and manufactures,
of that country, foywarded by Mr. Alcock, Eng
lish Envoy to the Tycoon. It attracts consider-
able sttention from visitors. It is not strictly a
representative exhibition, because there is no-
thing sent by the Japanese themselves. It
simiply contains such articles as a few foreigners
were able to collect. - The London 7imes says:

Small as is the collection, it is large enough
to prove the skill of the people in their own
manufsctures, and in ours, too, and above all, to
show that the general disposition of the people
leans to broad comic fum. There is only one
Leech in England, but in Japan there must be
hundreds, if not thousands. To be satisfied of
this, one has only to examine the wonderful col-
lection of little metal buckles for fastening the
dress, shown by Mr. Alcack. The designs in
some of these are irresistably grotesque, and at
once recall to mind the little black wood-cuts
with which Mr. Leech began his connection with
Punch. Probably every object in this collection
is by a different artist; yet though in some the
designe are so minute as to require a magnify-
ing glass to see them well, all are treated with
the same broad humor, so that it is almost im-
possible to avoid downright laughter as you ex-
amine them.

There is one figure of & man timidly ventur-
ing to coax a snarling dog, which is inimitable
in its funny expression, and so also is the ex-

' on another’s face, who is frightened by

a ghost. And all these works the reader must
remember, are not mere sketches, but are solid
little pieces of metal ‘work, the background be
ing of bronze and the raised figures in relief
being either gold, silver, steel, or platina, or, as
in most cases, of all four metals intermixed. [t
is evident from the platinum being so freely
used here that the metal must be more common
with the Japanese than with us, and that the
secret of melting it, to which our chemical
knowledge has only just attained, has long been
known to them. In the adaption of bronze to
otdinary domestic purposes, such as inkstands,
tobacco jars, candlesticks, and the like, there is
a wopderful ingenuity shown.
There is a bronzed tripod candlestick so inge
niously hinged that it folds up into the size of a
small envelope, and not much thicker. By the side
of this case is shown an object which is one of the
most curious of all in the whole building. 1tisa
small window-blind made-apparently of rods of
twisted glass strung together. The rods are as
hard, as clear, and as sharp as glass. Let the
visitor examine it attentively and then believe
of he- can that it is made of rice. Of all who
have seen or who are yet to see this wonderful
little screen of rods we venture to say not a hun-
dred will bélieve them to be other than what
they seem to be—pure glass. Yet Mr. Alcock
saserts that they are made from a gelatine of
rice, and his statement is borne out by the fact
that,;hard and sharp as they are, they sound
when knocked together Jike sticks of soft wood.
In the side of the case where the metal buckles
are shown we find in a eollection of ivory carv-
ings fresh proofs of the art, skill and comic ge-
nius of the people.

Let any one examine the litter of puppies
sprawling over each other} the grotesque look of
pain on the face of the woman who has been
startled by s fox, and tumbled forward with her
fingers under the edge of a basin; the trium
phant aspect of the companion figure, who has
succeeded in clapping his basin down on the fox.

Opposite this case is one of
porcelain, in which is s large plate that repre-
seats two Japanese ladies wearing French bon
nets and Mhy with d“ply flounced silk dresses
spread out by such an amplitude of crinoline as
even our belles seldom venture on. One has
s telescope with which she is pointing to the sea
with an air of nonchalance, while the other figure,
to still further exemplify European habits, has
her gloved hand filled with green apples.

In the background are two other Japanese la-
dies dressed in the costume of the country, and
who are shrinking with horror and astonishment
from their strangely attired sisters. The ceramic
caricature tells its own tale. The attitude of the
Europeanized Jap lady pointing to the sea
whence the barbarians are to come, the fidelity
with which our dress and very walk is co
pied, all show it to be meant as a warning satire
of what will result to Japanese costumes and
customs if once the Europeans are admitted
within the pale of their strange commusnity. It
is a curious " illustration of their manufacturing
skill that & passing joke like this should be re
presepted in such costly medium as this beauti
fully-finished porcelein. The specimens of ey
sheil porcelain shown in this case are, if anything,
almost thinner than eggshell. Even the renown
ed specimens of this china made at Worcester
are mere earthenware compared to them.

Deposits fn Sav-
ings Banks are dwindling away. From the
Savings Banks in Preston alone the withdrawals
have amounted to £17,000 in excess above the
average.

BY REV. H. W. WARREN.
Congregational singing has generally been
treated on tife ground of general desirableness,
wnd very little practical assistance has been of-
fered to those wishing to succeed in achieving
it. That desirableness having been established,
itis time to afford help to those who would
gladly welcome it.

Congregational, or chorus singing, is far dif-
ferent from solo, or even choir singing. The
solo singer is independent ; in a congregation no
oneis. The best choir leaders often fail to lead
a copgregation, for very different principles lie
at the foundation of each performance.
Congregational singing is apt to drag. This
is ruinous to any music. Unskillful singers are
apt to have their favorite tunes, and they will
cling to those they can sing at the expense of
those they cannot. These very ones often have
very prominent voices, which taey love so well
to hear that they scarcely notice any other. This
capital defect is not remedied by choosing tunes
written for quick time, nor by hurrying others.
The defect will be still mere apparent; and the
result is, not only music very ili adapted to
chuzch service, but most badly performed. The
remedy is found in practising the short articulate
style, termed staccafo, which makes the singing
prompt end distinet, and, in a large body, the
jerking of the staccato movement will not be
perceptible. The clear and distinet utterance of
each word by itself gives character to the per-
formance, and enables each singer to determine
how he stands related o the true time and tune.
The organist may be obliged to yield a little,
first, to the time of the sudience, but should
bring them up as scom as possible. Parts of o
mwduu&nﬁhphydju;

may be expressed in the musie.

The best isstrudient for sccdmpaning congre-
singing is enidrgas. But an organ
must not be played as for eheir singing. It
should be played as neatly in piano style as is
consistent with the majestic character of the
instrument. Thus it -distinctly marks the
time. Indeed, the organ itself should not be
quite the same as for choir singing. It should
be voiced louder, with dispasons especially
lusty, and a clear trumpet for sustaining ing lag-
gards. It should stand facing the people, near
the minister and not far from the floor. Per-
formances behind people are not in good taste,
and 10 turn the back on the minister and altar
hardly respectful. » !
In accompanying a congregation, let the notes
of the tune be played without additions. Inter-
ludes must be short, just a few chords for breath-
ing, but not a single note that can draw atten-
tion from the hymn; and where the verses are
connected by any stop less than a period, the i
terlude should be omitted altogether. Ift
strument is not played confidently it will do
burt than good. Every one will feel it, though
but few know it. There is danger of playing too
much organ.

According to.Dr. Mason, organs are necessary
to the greatest success and best style of congre-
dred, given by three thousand voices, grander
without an organ than with. Beware of extra-
| vagance ; all that is paid for an organ beyond Hf-
| teen hundred dollars is usually for fancy work.
Eight hundred dollars will provide one fit for any
one of three-fourths of the churches.

We must not be too exquisite about the sing-
ing. It is not a performance; it is an act of
worship, and as such above criticism. One that
has dohe more to popularize congregational sing-
ing in this country than any other man, says—
“ We do not believe that congregational singing
can prevail unless the essertial elements of a
good musical performance are given up.” That
Lowell Mason, the artist, composer, and doctor
of music, should say that, and still advocate it,
speaks well for his heart. He sees something
more than art, something higher. A rough boor,
singing out of time and tune, yet truly worship-
ing, i8, by.that worship, made a higher being,
exerting a higher influence than the frivolous ex-
quisite trilling operas faultlesaly.

It is not to be expected that the words of the
hymn should be distinguished by a non-partici-
pant.  All having books, and sll reading and
singing the words, it is no matter whether they
bear. Lowell Mason says—* No one can be able
fo hear the words . . . but we must remember
that there is no one to hear,

It is unfortunate that onr choirs have made us
believe in the necessity of singing all the parts.
It should never be attempted by the congregation.
Even if each part were assigned a separate quar-
ter of the house it would be unadvisable. The
result of trying to sing four parts is indistinctness
in each, feebleness as a whole, Try Twrner, or
Lenox, in a congregation, first by parts, and then
with every voice on the air, except, perhsps, a
very deep bass, and that congregstion will not
be apt to try singing by parts again. Follow
Wesley’s injunction, * and sing only the air;”
the organ will fill up the harmony and the voices
will be magnificant. It is the German method.
Go to the Nicolai Church, in Leipzic, and hear
two thousand voices pouring all their volume in-
to one tide of song, and the propriety ot singing
only the melody can be no longer questioned.—
Zions Herald.

ENGLISH METHODISM—LUAST YEAR'S INCREASE.

The Methodist Reporter, glancing st the state
of the work in England for the Conference year
just closed, expresses disappointment, in view of
the machinery in operation, that the increase of
members for the year is but five thousand. The
following article from that journal on this sub-
ject shews the great necessity of the times is
vigorous effort on the part of the whole Church
definitely aimed at advancement, sccompanied
by a copious outpouring of the Holy Spirit, so
as to secure a healthy revival of the work of God:

Let us look at last year's operations. We had
sbout 1,200 ministers actively engaged in the
British Isles, each of whom would preach on the
average 150 sermons, or even more, during the
year ; there were sbout 7,000 or 8,000 loecsl
preachers, whose number of sermons would pro-
bably average fifty each; we have over half a
million of Sunday-school scholars, from whose
ranks the Church’s membership should be swell-
ed; we had a very multitude of class-leaders
and tract-distributors ; and all these, besides the
300,000 Church members, every one of whom
ought to be a worker—and what was the result
of last year’s labours? A net increase of Five
THOUSAND'! As we we think of the apparently
enormous capacities of even our own Church,
and of the comyaratively insignificant results of
its operations, we sre almost led to consider the
conversion of the world through the instru-
mentality of the Church as an impossible achieve-
ment. 5,000 additional members in one whole
year! Why five times the number ought to
have been added from our senior school classes
alone, and probably would have been, had our
teachers aimed at, and been satisfled with no-
thing less than, the individual conversion of their
scholars. And what ought to have been the re-
sult of all the pulpit appeals on the scores of
thousands, who attend our chapels, but who are
not identified with us as Church members?
And ought our 300,000 members to be doing
nothing towards the conversion of the world?
Going in and out as they are every day amongst
the ungodly, ought not their influence to be felt
by the world? Is it too much to say that
there is scarcely an active member who might
not during the year have been the means
of the conversion of at least one sinmer? Let
but our own Church AWAKE to a semse of its
responsibility and duty; but let each member,
each officer, each minister, feel that it is imi-
peratively demanded of him by the Master
whom he has sworn to serve, that he should take
some part in the conversion of the world; and
we can grasp the idea of the world’s evangeliza-
tion, if even Churchmen and Dissenters were
wholly abandoned—as indeed they are partially
—to fighting each other instead of the “ world,
the flesh, and the devilL” Readers! pray and
work for a mighty revival; not a repetition of
the great Ulster awakening—we can’t pray for
that, in the face of the terrible reaction which
our own Church in Ireland has experienced—
bntsrevivdofindividualliﬁinthmo'bw
fess themselves Christians.  When each indivi-
dual Church member shall become sublimed
from a passive to an. active Christian, the Churches
themselves wiil give birth to every variety of
movement for reaching and winning the great
masses of our home ss well as of the -world’s
heathen.

LONXDON PREACHERS.

A correspondent of the N. Y. Christian Advo-
cate gives his views of quite number of the
London Preachers of different denominations.
We take the following from his sketches: New-
man Hall, the successor of Rowland Hill, is the
most sealous one that I bave seen, except Spur-
geon. He is about forty, dark, with dark eyes,
very pleasant voice, and a very impassioned man-
ner. Like Mr. Brock, he evidently feels “ Tis all
his busineas here below to cry, Behold the Lamb.”
He leans over the pulpit in the most entreating
manner,and sets forth the richness of the Gospel
promises and the neceasity of embracing them.
There was a total absence of formal sermonizing,
though he had his manuscript before him. It
was only an easy, eloquent, intense exhortation.

Richard Weaver I heard in the Tottenbam
Court Chapel, built by Whitefield. He is an
oddity, a ministerial vagrant. The house was
crowded almost after the Whitefleld fashior:. He
ismuch like the eccentricities which fly off from
every Church, and feel themselves greater than
all their brethren. Men and boys were round
the doors hawking his sermons, songs, and por-
trait, while he was busy within in describing,
with great vigor ef gesture and but little vigor of
thought, his experience and his labors. I should
judge him to be well meaning but unregulated.
He has power with the masses, as out: of them
he has just come, being o converted aud still un-
educated collier. It is not impossible that he
may be at his appointed work, for a great multi-
tude of poor people hung upon his lips that night
with the most intense interest. The Lord has a
great many kinds of work to be donein his
vineyard, and it is not for us to criticise the out-
of-the-way services to which pome are put.

After all, London fame settles on two men,
Punshon and Spurgeon. Arthur would divide
the honors with Punshion were he well. 1have
heard no sermon more tender and fervent in spirit,
more neat, concise, yet rich in thought, than one
I had the pleasure of hearing- from him, on * 1
beheld, and lo, a Laiab in the midst of the
throne, as it had fbeen slain.” From these
words with great skill he led us step by step
slong the highway of the Gospel. He seemed
feeble, but showed what power was his in his
better days. I trust that strength may again be
his.

Punshon reminded me of Bascom. He reads
fast, has but few gestures, is no orator, at least
in the pulpit, and carries his crowds by the splen-
dor of his language more than by all other gifts.
At least, 0 I judged from hearing one sermon.
He rushes with such impetuosity that you are
swept along as in an express train. His subject
was Jeremiah's ‘complaint against the Jews for
abandoning the living fountsins and hewing out
to themselves cisterns, broken cisterns that can
hold no water. Like the others, it was actual,
seising each word and showing its force and ap-
plication ; addressed to unconverted persons of a
Christian nation—here he enlarged on the differ-
ence between the work Jeremish and Paul had
to do—one to warn, entreat, and lament a fall-
ing Chureh, the other to build up the Church out
of the ruins of heathendom. His description of
the Jews was masterly. So was his portraysl of
the labor of man to save himself. Hewing out
to themselves cisterns, broken cisterns—that can
hold no water. His sermons are exegetical ora-
tions. His house was full, and were it known
where he preached his crowds would be enor-
mous. He ought to be advertised, unless he
could have & stated place, whichthe Wesleyan
polity forbids. He is a large, full-faced man, of
about forty, I should judge. His voice is ples-
sant. but mot striking. His forte is in these
rushir.g tides of gorgeousrhetoric, not overdoxe,
but full to the brim. Reading his sermon spoils
it for oratory, but does not seem to conflict with
his style, which might not be helped but marred
by sbandoning the manuseript. He may break
away from these inky letters on the platform ; if
80, his sweep must be grand.

MORAL HEROISM OF OUR PIONEER FATHERS.

THE SPIRIT RATION STOPPED IN THE NAVY.
—Secretary Welles officially promulgates the
section of the new law concerning the navy
which stops the spirit ration of the sailors, and
will be rigidly enforced. The section reads as
follows :

Section 4. And be it further enacted, That
from and after the first day of September, 1862,
the spirit ration in the navy of the United States
shall forever cease, and thereafter no distilled
liquors shall be admitted on board of vessels of
war except as medical stores, and the or-
der and under the control of the medical officers
of such vessels, and to be used on:{ for medical
purposes. From and after the said first day of
September next there shall be allowed and paid
to each person in the navy now entitled to the
spirit ration five cents per day in commutation
and lieu thereof, which shall,be in addition to the
present pay.

CorroN IN AFRICA.—Dr. Livingstone, the
well-known African explorer, in a recent letter
from the interior of Africa, remarks that Africa
is a continent of the future. It is impossible to
recite its capabilities. It is pre-eminently a cot-
ton country, for there the plant is perennial, and
requires little of that heart-breaking toil neces-
sary where it is an exotic; no frosts endanger
crops, and the best qualities yield largely. Slave-
hufiting is the greatest drawback known—it de-
populates the country so much that labour be-
comes dead in proportion to its prevalence.
