tection A Royal Commissioner investigat-
ing the case at that time found the company
was earning 50 per cent. profit on its common

stock. Or take the case of the Wm. Davies
Company, which. according to statements pub-
whed in Toronto a few years agn, made an
average of 53 per cent. for a periad of thirteen
years. We could quote numerous other cases
but these should be sufficient 0 show that
Parsons was not putting the situation
fairly before the country in quoting the profits
f the farmers’ companies as he did. If he
ishes to argue the point we are prepared
o go further

Mr. Parsons assumes that all those who
urge taxation of profits or reduction of taniff are
opposed to manufacturing. It would be just
as wise o assume that the manufacturers are
opposed to farming because they insist on
farmers paying the tariff tax th indus-
tries are necessary and neither one should be
allowed to impose an undue burden on the
other

We quite agree with Mr. Parsons that
extraordinary profits in manufacturing should
be taxed. We go further, however, and we
believe that ordinary profits in all lines of
business must be taxed to help pay for the
war. When this war is over the Canadian
war debt will be greater than the war debt
on any other country of the same population
before the war. To pay this debt everyone
rhust contribute, the manufacturer, the farmer
and everyone else who is making more than
a reasonable living. Manufacturing of course,
will develop faster if its pmfits are untaxed
Agriculture is the chief source of wealth in
Canada today and will be after the war
Agriculture would develop it ‘ch’ faster if the
tanfl tax were removed fron. 'werything the
farmer has to buy. If Mr. Parsons were
logical in his attitude against taxing manu-
facturers’ profits, he would urge the removal
of the protective tariff in order to develop
the agncultural industry, because the tariff
is a tax levied on the farmer_before_he_has a
chance to make profits. .

Mr. Parsons quotes with approval a state-
ment that Germany is bankrupt, due to her
foreign trade being éut off e Canadian
Manufacturers’ Association believes in protec-
tion in order to cut off competition from out-
side countries. Germany is today a thoroughly
protected country. All outside competition
s cit off. It ought to be a protectionist’s
paradise and, according to the protectionist
doctrine, Germany ay ought to be the
most prosperous country on earth. If this is
not true, and apparently it isa't, it might
be well for the Canadian Manufactuers’
sociation to consider whether the protective
tariff is not having the same effect in Canada.

In conclusion, Mr. Parsons fears we are
drifting into “unworthy socialism” and seek-
ing to tear down instead of build up. We
imagine this is a mere phrase and is intended
tor eflect upon the public policy of the organ-
ized farmers of Western Canada. Public opinion
is growing rapidly towards public ownership
and regulation of profits of all kinds in the
interests of the people. This is what we pre-
sume Mr, Parsons means by “unworthy
socialism.” If so, we predict that this same
“unworthy socialism” will spread like a prairie
fire in the next few years, not only in Canada
but throughout the world. Mr. Parsons might
consider the fact that Canada has produced
more millionaires and multi-millionaires in a
shorter time than any country with the same
population on earth. There is a reason why
and that reason is one of the explanations for
“unworthy socialism.”

We do not believe the basis laid down by
Mr. Parsons is one which will contribute very
greatly to a better understanding between the
East and the West. It assumes that the
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manufacturers’ viewpoint is the ogly correct - Aust Huneary the saoves ey :

They in turn become
buvers of better bulls from the larger bresdens
No breeder of renlly good stoek can hope to get
values for his stock in his own country until there
has grown up many smaller breeders. The Breeders’
Gazette of Chieago, in its February 14, 1918, isene,
contains five large advertisements carried by such
breed associationg. In one of these 20 different men
are contributing 60 hend of cows and bulls. This
s an average of only three ench and it is their
first sale. These men said: “"We each want to be
represented in the first sale of the MeLean County
Shorthorn Breeders’ Assoclation with aninmls of
merit, ereditable to each of us and to the Bhorthorn
interests of the county.

Buch competit-
lons have been conducted with great sue
coms at different places. Many striking shows have
been staged by assceiations {n many parts of the
United States, when without an sssociation there
would Imve been no concerted action snd no show,
This work can be made particularly offective In
buliding up strong local shows Boys' esif-feeding
competitions, such as are now b at Brandon,
Calgary and this spring at Edmonton, form a very
good line of patronage for elubs, becuuse it par
ticularly interests the boys, and they are the breed.
ers of our futare herds and flocks. In conneetion
with many fairs an association might see that sult-
able judges are selected to place snimals in buch »
manner as, will do justice to the most approved
type of the breed and sequaint the publie with it
by wiy of talks or explanations that would preve
vajmble publieity work for the breed.
