Some excellent advice appears in the columns 
of a contemporary, relating to the importance af 
attending.1 promptly to the matter of-fire insu­
rance.

'* Having taken possession of your premises, 
let your first care be to insure them, a* well as 
your stock in trade, against tire. This, is one of 
the duties most incumbent it|»n a young trades­
man. If the house which be inhabits, as well as 
all the goods in his shop, were positively hisown 
(that is to say, were actually paid fort, it would 
be one of the most absurd things upon earth to 
neglect the means of jirovidiug a remedy against 
the overwhelming conaeauences of lire, more es­
pecially a-hen am It remedy ia attainable without 
the slightest, difficulty or trouble. But in the 
other and more common case, where the goods 
are not morally his own, inasmuch aa his cred­
itors kt,ve not I wen paid for them, the neglect of 
this precaution becomes absolutely criminal. If 
a tradesman who bas obtained goods on credit, 
hesitates or neglects to insure them against fire, 
and they should afterwards lie consumed, and 
he be unable to pay for them in consequence, 
however much others may mince the matter, the 
simple fact will lie, that he has negatively robtied 
those who colifide<l iu him. ’

This Is a matter that creditors should look after 
much more strictly than they are accustomed to 
do, and they would benefit largely by their 
trouble. They often pay smartly for iheir neglect, 
and many booses, jvithout being aware of it. are 
their own insurers on large amounts of g.ieds in 
the hafuls of customers. There arc very few of 
what are stipjioaed to be substantial firms through 
the country that could stand a lire a yd pay up, 
owing to insufficient insurance. A ease has just 
oceurredV a western village, iu which a part of 
a factuA-was burned, on which there w.is no in­
sura five. This ought to have Iwen a warning 
but soon after the whole establishment was con­
sumed, and the creditors of the concern are asked 
to take ten shillings tor their claims, which is

BANKING AND COMMERCIAL 
REVIEW.

Wc hardly anticipated that the remon­
strance we uttered in the last Review against 
the inflation of stocks through speculative 
“ bulling ” operations, would have been so 
quickly followed by the effect aimed at. The 
collapse was aa sudden as that of a soap 
bubble on being touched, yet on this fragile 
structure many were hoping to float them­
selves to fortune, and on its continuance not 
a few have risked, not fortune only, but 
more, reputation and honor. Experience 
teaches beat; and we doubt not that buyers 
of Montreal stock at 30(7, and others have 
learnt a lesson for life. We knew that a very 
large amount of this and other stocks were 
placed in the hands of brokers for sale at a 
certain figure, quite enough to drown the 
market,- and that of Montreal at 300. <fco. ; 
enough were on hand té absorb ten times 
the available funds in use for these specula­
tions. We cannot permit this occasion to 
pass without protesting against the practice 
of Banks advancing funds on the security of 
their own stocks, or of others, unless for 
some sudden emergency strictly trading in 
character, and for a very brief period. To 
advance on its own stock is utterly vicious in 
principle, a stockholder is a partner, and has

i
n-j right to ask from the firm he is in for a 
loan of his share in the capital. In any 
private well conducted enterprise, a man 
would quickly be told that if he could not 
spare hie contribution to the joint funds of 
the concern, he must sell out to some one 
who could, and in any Bank where there is 
the requisite intelligence for managing such 
institutions, a proposal for advance on stock 
held by the borrower would be met with the 
same answer, “ sell out.”

There have been occasions in which timid 
boards have sought to strengthen the market 
by keeping needy stockholders from selling, 
or by buying stock in themselves, but the 
policy is daugerpu? and futile. Such tam­
pering soon becomes known, it is quickly 
judged to be a sign of weakness in the Bank 
and distrust of its prospects by the directors, 
and the invariable consequences arc general 
suspicion, forced axles, and instances could 
be quoted in which this policy has been the 
ruin of the institution. It should be the 
policy of ft Bank to strengthen its proprie­
tary, to weed out, whenever possible, weak 
and merely »}>eculativ3 holder*. The public 
notice the list of stock proprietors, and dis­
cern pretty shrewdly what its record and 
variations tell, and a systematic conservative 
policy, such as', is here indicated, makes 
itself manifest in the growth of public confi­
dence, and in that which justifies and sus­
tains it, increased growth and stability.

In presenting the official bank return 
which follows, we have to express regret at 
the errors which are too frequent in the 
Gazette statistics. In the column *‘ total 
liabilities ” 31st May, the figures for Banque 
du Peuple are wrung by $20,000! and in 
“ total assets” the figures for Union Bank of 
L. C., are in excess $27,000 of the correct 
ones. Yet the grand total is pat as though 
these errors did not exist J Such errors hav­
ing passed unnoticed through the audit office 
suggests a doubt as to the degree of couf- 
dence with which other statistics may be 
quoted beyond detection, by a careful ob­
server, and we must a»k Mr. Langton to see 
that these matters arc more carefully revised 
for his own credit and for the protection of 
the press and public from error.

The drain of gold still continues, the 
reserve being now $5.200, and less than at 
corresponding date in 1870, or about 35 per 
cent, diminuition, and ia now lower than at 
any date since October, 1809. At that last 
date the circulation was ten and a half 
millions ; specie held, eleven and a quarter 
millions, and in November 1809, the specie 
reserve txMtltd the circulation by $2,000,000. 
The extra-jrdinary change in the financial 
state of the country is very strikingly shown 
by comparing this fact with the present pro­
portion existing between Bank issues and 
specie on liand, the former being five and a 
half million in txieu of the latter ; that is 
specie has gone from 20 per cent, abort circu­
lation to 35 per cent, be Une it since the fall 
of 1809. The reports coming in front all 
parts of the country arc favorable, grass is 
not Very heavy generally, Lut a fair average, 
and the wheat, Ac., ia looking promising, 
so that we shall ere long, we trust, have 
something else to export for our creditor^ 
over the water than gold.

We gave some explanation in a previous 
issue of the mode of operating short loans in 
the New York market, by which the Bank ui 
Montreal had made large profits. A strange 
development in connection with this busi­
ness has come to light. Loa is on the pledge 
of gold are thought to be secured by that 
gold being held, but on Monday, the 12th, a 
large bank was called by a firm of brokers 
to return them a heavy amount of gold which 
it held subject to delivery on demands The 
bank lent out this gold for a charge of an 
eighth per cent., and was compelled to pay a 
half per cent, in order to produce the gold 
demanded. So the operation brought con­
siderable lose and no small discredit. It 
would seem as though the dishonorable reck­
lessness characterizing the cliques of gNJ 
speculators infected all who came into con­
tact with them, and even the purest are 
defiled by the touch of pitch.
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OUR NEW PACIFIC PROVINCE : 
WHAT IT IS.

ttXOOKD ARTICLE.

One of the principal so tirera of trade and 
wealth in British Columbia is in her timber 
forests. The Douglas pine grows to an enor­
mous sise, extending sometimes to a diameter 
of twelve feet and a height of 250 to 300 
feet, as ascertained by actual measurement 
The best spars in the world are obtained 
from this pine. Sound timber is obtained 
from these trees 150 feet in length, and 
squaring forty-five inches for a length of 
ninety feet. These proportions are not 
nearly attained by any Canadian timber. It 
is asserted, too, that the Douglas pine is the 
commonest tree on all the north-weet coast 
from Columbia River to far north of Van­
couver Island. Lumber sawn fmm this pine 
is shipped to Ran Francisco, the Sandwich 
Islands, down the South American coast, 
and in considerable quantities to Australia.

Besides forming one cf the principal arti­
cles ef export, lumber gives employment to 
a good deal of capital and labor in its manu­
facture. At New M’cstmir.ster there are two 
axw-mills, one of which can cut 70,000 and 
the other 80,000 feet per day. At Tale and 
Lytton there are two of less capacity ; one 
at Clinton has 12,000 feet capacity ; one in 
Cariboo of 10,000 ft et ; two in Qucsnel of 
10,000 feet, and two water mills beside of 
3,000 feet each per day. This branch of 
trade is capable of immense expansion as the 
country progresses and the demand for tim­
ber'and lumber increases.

It is a little remarkable that a country 
with Midi largo districts of good farming 
land should be so extensive an importer of 
breadstnffs. In 1870 no leas than 13,740 
barrels of flour and 266,667 bushels of wheat 
were imported for home consumption, while 
neither of these articles appears in the list 
of exports at all. This circumstance is no 
doubt chiefly attributable to the fact that a 
large proportion of the population is en­
gaged in mining, hunting, <tc., and are, there­
fore, consumers of bread stuffs, and not pro­
ducers. The country is, however, pretty 
well supplied with flour mills. In New 
Westminster there is one of 10 barrels j»cr 
day capacity ; in Yale and Lytton there are 
throe, one of 25 barrels and the other two 
of 10 barrels per day each ; and in the 
Lillooet District there are five of 100 to 160 
barrels per day capacity.

While making reference' to the manufac­
tures of British Columbia, we ought to men- 
tioh that the people are no* all teetotallers ; 
they seem to have got far beyond that point. 
This is evidenced by the fact that in Victoria 
there arc no leas than five breweries and one 
distillery ; at New Westminster there is a

distillery capable 'of producing 300 galluoa 
per month ; in the Lillooet district another, 
producing 160 gallons per month ; and there 
are, besides, four breweries in Queen el. The 
product of all these establishments, added 
to the 24,000 gallons of spirits, and the 
quantities of wine,ale and porter annually im­
ported, ought to plain tain the population in 
a sufficiently hilarious mood.

Besides the manufactories mentioned, there 
are at Victoria a number of establishments 
devoted to variou| industries. These include 
gas works, two tannines, one saeh factory, 
one foundry, three harness and saddlery 
■hope, and some flak-earing establishments.

The Fisheries of the Province are produc­
tive and valuable, and fish forma a consider­
able article of export. Salmon are canned and 
■hipped abroad ; cod is found ; halibut, stur­
geon, herring, and dogfish are abundant, and 
several other varieties are caught to a greater 
or less extent. This branch is being eteadily 
developed, and ^ growing in importance.

We append a price list of farm produce, 
showing the quotations of the articles named 
in the town of Tale in March last :—Wheat, 
per cental (1001ba)$3; barley, do., $3.60; 
oats, do., $3.50; beaus, do., 97 ; potatoes, 
da, 92 ; flour, per brl., 912 50; pork, per 
ICO lbs., 920; beef, do., 918; butter, per 
lb., 62{c. to fT^c. ; eggs, per doe., 60c. At 
these prices, farming should be a profitable 
occultation. There are, however, some 
serious drawbacks to the country when 
viewed from ttys stand-point of an agricul­
turist. Prominent among these is the dense­
ness of the forest, causing great labor and 
expenae in its removal, and leaving behind 
it immense stumps, which arc extremely dif­
ficult and expensive to np-tum, and each of 
which, with its wide-extending roots, monopo­
lises a large |>atch of earth. But the diffi-

He dwelt upon the impor­
tant fact that the bed debts of the year were 
so small that they were more than covered 
by sums received on account of debts for­
merly written off, He also stated that it 
was not the desire of the Directors to in­
crease the stock unless it was absolutely 
necessary, since the increase might disturb 
the proportion between the rest and the 
capital, and {postpone for some years any 
prospect of an increased dividend. The 
Directors were convinced of the importance 
of having a large rest, and did not intend 
proposing an increased dividend until the 
amount was equal to half the capital. II 
was evident that an increase of capital must 
have the effect of postponing pn increase 
of dividend ; whereas, if the espial remained 
as at present, and should the incoming year 
be as prosperous as the last, an increased 
dividend might follow soon. The Directors 
desire to ask the stockholders for discretion­
ary power to increase the stock whenever 
the circumstances called (or it ; but they 
had legal advice to the effect that they had 
had no power to do this until the new banking 
Act cornea into force—after the ljt July. If 
it became advisable to increase the capital, 
the stockholders would be called together 
specially fer the purpose during the year. 
This is a wise course, and will no doubt meet 
with the approval of the stock hoi derm, who 
ought to be in extremely good humor, since 
those of them who held the stock from last 
year have, by the two additions to the capi­
tal, at a low rate of premium, had a bonus 
of over 60 per cent.

QUEBEC BANK.

The net profits for the past year were 
9190,360.46, out of which two dividends, one 
of 3| and the other of 4 per bent, were de­
clared, leaving, with a balance from the pre­
vious year, a disposable surplus of 990,006. 
Out of this, 976,009 was taken to increase 
the rest, which now stands at 9100,003. 
Power was taken to issue $500,000 pf new 
stock, which, we learn, is being rapidly sul 
scribed for. This Bank is making stead; 
and satisfactory progress, not only by in­
creasing its business, but by strengthening 
its position.

—The county of,L'Assomption has voted $100,- 
000 to the Northern Colonisation Railway.

—The Galt town council have passed s By law 
to raise the sum of $25,000, to be expended in 
the extension of the Doom Railway to Oalt.

Levis axd Kenxebet Railway.—This is to 
be a wooden railway, and is being constructed by 
J. D. Hulbert, the contractor for the Quebec and 
< .oxford reed ; and the wo* is being pushed lor- 
ward with great vigor by some 600 men. The 
line will be completed at ea early data
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âttrrtings.

The Annual General Meeting of the Bank of 
Toronto ( Wing the fifteenth since the commence­
ment of Business ) was held, in pursuance of the 
terms of tW charter, at the Banking House of the 
InstSlinn, on 21st June/ 1871. •

William Gooderham, Esq.y- President, being 
called to the chair, the Caahici then at his request, 
read the following.

The Director* of the Bank of Toronto beg to 
present to the Stockholders the following Repott 
of their proceedings during the year jn»t closed.

At theannual meeting last year, the stockholders 
resolved U|«,n an increase of the capital to the ex­
tent of *2<iO,o(K>, making the total amount *1,- 
000,000. This was alloted sccordingly, and in 
nearly, every instance the allotment was taken 
by the stockholders aid payment made in due 
season. After this wj* done there remained 
seventy-six shares, which were disposed of at 
public auction, and realized 734 premium.

A Urge increase in the circulation of the Bank 
having taken place during the year, it was dteuinl 
desirable, in view of. the limitation iinp<ierd by 
the sr* flanking Act, to increase the capital ac­
cordingly. « •

A special meeting of the Stockholders was held 
on the 1st of March, 1871, and an increase of 
$500,000 resolved uju«n, the amount to be allotted 
fro rata as before. This allotment has been taken 
up to the extent of *465,600. and *400,7(H) has 
liven paid in to capital account thereon. The 
time lor |*iyment on account of this allotment 
expires on 1st December ne>t, after which date 
any broken amounts or shares not paid fur, will 
be offered for sale to the public by auction.

The premium on this increased stuck having 
lieen placed to the Rest, as provided by the Act 
in that behalf, there has been added thereto the 
srrtn of *38,486 on this account.

The capital cow paid up amounts in all to *1,- 
4f0,7(81, and the average capital for the year has 
ksu 8*1-2,600, the )>erc,ntage of new protit* 
I" ing -’i|. The year jusAtlised has lieen one of 
great activity and progirs* iu the country geher 
ally, and the^business of the Bank in every de- 
)<irtme«t has been largely augmented.

late years, that the increased amount will be less 
iu proportion to the total value then the auto at 
which it aloyd some years ago.

When the renewal of the Charter of the Bank 
came ut> for ctonsideration, under provisions of the 
Act of last yesr, the Government found it desir­
able to introduce an Act embodying in one general 
law the whole tanking legislation of the country. 
The measure was fully considered by the Legis­
lature, sn<l various important practical amend­
ment» emlwdicd therein. The Charters of various 
Banks were tenewed by this Act until the year 
1871, and that of the Bank of Toronto was iu 
eluded in the number. The settlement of the 
question of renewal of the Charter is calculated 
to give increased stability to • the business of 
Banking, slid the Directors congratulate the 
Stockholders that iu most of its essentisl features 
the Bill miladies the views and ptincipels for 
which they have long contended.

Tint subject of a future increase of stock hss re­
ceived the careful consideration of the Board for 
some time lack, and they bave decided to ask 
power from the Shareholders to issue *500,000 
additional stock whenever circumstances rosy 
seem to call for it The Board would observe 
that there is no present necessity for sn increase, 
but in view of a possible extension of business re­
quirements, and especially of a demand for 
circulation beyond the amount of the present 
capital, they wish to be placed in a position to 
meet any ciivuuistance that may arise.

Amongst the matters regulated by the recent 
Act was the power of the stock holders with regard 
to the making of By-laws. The Director* have 
deemed the present a favourable opportunity for 
revising the existing By-laws, and will lay on 
the table, for consideration, a new code, covering 
all the necessary faints to be regulated.

The Cashier, Assistant Cashier, Managers, and 
other olhrers of the Bank, have discharged thrii 
duties during the year in a manner which has 
given the greatest satisfaction to. the Board.
