The Volatile Oil of Hops.

It steam is passed through hops it carries
away a substance which, when condensed,
forms an oil that swims on water, and has
been called hop oil.  According to Kuhne-
mann, this oil is not a simple lLiydrocarbon,
but a mixture of a hydrocarbon with several
other compounds of oxygen, hydrogen, and
carbon. rl the so-called hop-oil is treated
with metallic sodium, the soaium dissolves
in the oil without any great evolution of
heat, and a stbstance 18 produced which is
for the greater parter seluble in abeolute al-
cohol. 1f the oil is made from hops that
have been treated with sulphur, a strong
odour of sulphuretted hydrogen is evolved
upon the aldition of phosphoric er other
acids, and can be proved to be such by its
reaction with lead test papers. By this re-
action sulphured hops can easily be detect-
ed. Further researches have shown that
this hop oil is a very complicated mixture of
a hydrocarbon with oxygen oils. The spe-
cific gravity and boiling point of this carbon
is lllﬁ urcertain, depending upon its purity.
The oxygenized bodies separated by sodium
bave the properties both of alcohol and
acids, The product obtained by distillation
i vapour of water varies in mixture and
composition according to the quality and
age of the hops very greatly. Kuhnemann
is engaged.in determining the boiling point,
vapour density, and specific gravity of the
oxygenised componnds, after which he will
make an ultimate ahalysis to determine their
formulas.

To most Americans Duopleix is only an
empty name ; and no wonder, since even in
France posth paration an goi
tion have come to him so slowly. Bat had
not Dupleix been thwarted by his own Go-
vernment, Frauce, instead of Eogland,
plght to-day, as ruler of India, be contend-
ing with Russia for Asiatic supremacy.

Born towards the cloge of the seventeenth
century, Dupleix. at the age of 20, went in-
to the service of the French East India
Company, of which his father was a direc-
tor. During upwards of twenty years he
dinﬁhyod so much energy and executive
skill a8 to reach, in 1742, the post of Gover-
nor of Pondicherry, haviog 8:; uander his
charge thres remaining French settle-
;uﬁ.thn_ at Mahe on the Mala-

interim Dupleix had by zeal and ability ex-
tended French power and prestige in Hindo-
stan beyond all precedent. In conjunction
with Labourdonnaie, the Governor of the
islands of Mauritius and Bourbon, he deter-
mined to take part in the war. In 1746,
Labourdonnaie, with a French fleet, attack-
ed, and, after a five days’ bombardment,
captured Madras, then a city of a quarter of
a mullion of ple, and the richest and most
important of English possessions in India.
He agreed, however, to ransom and quit the
city for a moderate sum ; but when ?Jupleix
heard of this, intervening, he prevented La-
bourdonnaie from fulfilling his agreement,
and caused him to be recalled to France.
With far-reaching sagacity and unscrupulous
ambition, Dupleix had seen that this was
the moment for establishing a French em-
pire io India, and he regarded the restora-
tion of Mairas as a blunder that might be
fatal to his plan, Holding Madras in viola-
tion of Labourdonnaie’s treaty, Dupleix next
forced the British to raise the siege of Pon-
dicherry, which they had begun in strong
force as a counter-stroke to the loss of Mu~
dras, The treaty of Aix-la-Chapelle soon

llowed, under which Madras and the rest

f India were restored to their old footing.
But the ambition of Dupleix, thus thwarted,
quickly turned itself towards other appli-
ances to gain its end. In 1749 Chunda Sa-
hib set up a claim azainst Anwar-u-Deen, as
nabob of the Carnatic, and at the same time
Mirzapha Jung set up his title against Na-
zir Jung as ruler of the Deccan. Dupleix
supported both aspirants against the incum:
bents 1n return for promises of territory and
spoils. A joint army of 2,330 French troops
and 40,000 natives marched against the na-
bob, who was defeated and sliin, and soon
Arcot, the capital of the Carnatic, fell into
the hands of Dupleix. The next year he
attacked the camp of Nazic Jung, while at
the sume time plotting with that ruler and
his dieaffected officers ; and in the attask
Nazir Jung was killed by a traitorous under-
ling, whereupon Mirzapha Jung was pro-
claimed ruler. The result of these opera-
tions was to carry to the zenith French pres-
tige in all southern Hindostan, while the
Enﬁlish were underrated alike by Moham-
medans and Hindoos. Mirzapla Jung, out
of gratitude, made Dupleix Governor of all
the Mogul’s territory on the east coast from
the River to Cape Comorin, Chunda Sahib
acting as his lieutenant iu the Carnatic;
and afterward, when Mirzapha Jung was as-
sassinated, his son Salabat, who had the aid
of Dupleix to succeed him, in gratitude ex-
tended French sway north of tle Kistnah as
far as Juggernaut.

But the great plan of Dupleix was des-
tined to be thwartel again, and this time fa-
tally. The Versailles Gonernment, unable
to comprehend the value of India, grew
alarmed when Dupleix unfo'dela plan for
further conquests in order to expel the Eng-
lish from India. It bastily ordered him' to
suspend operations, and refused the re-en-

er, and that the war in Afgh tan was vir-
tually at an end.  Later reports indicate,
however, that the movements of Yakoob
Khan cannot yet be regarded as a complete
submission of the Afghaus as a nation.

MgissoNTER'S great picture of ‘The Cui-
rassiers " has just been sold toa Belgiwn
amateur in Brussels for 300,000 francs. The
purchaser, who is one of the wealthiest and
at the same time one of the most intelligent
collectorsin & land full of rich and well-
chosen collectors, does not wish his name to
Le made public at present, as the picture
will not sent to him for some time to
come. Meissonier has taken it into his
atelier for the purpose of rotonching, and,
in fact, repainting the foreground.

Kixc Louis of Portugal is not only an ex-
lent monarch, but he has gained d’stinction
as a lilterateur, An intense admirer of
Shakespeare, and regretting that the works
of the great poet were not accessible to his
subjects, he has set sbout translating his
plays into Portuguete. A handsome edition
of Hamlet was published some time since,

East India Companies, who presumed that
their policy was simply to make what mo-
ney they could at peace with each other,
sent commissioners to a mutaal conference
in London, whose 1esult was that, in 1754,
Mr. Godhen was sént out to supersede Du-
pleix,

It is alleged, with a show of probability,
that the local directors of the English Com-

any wrote to their brother directors in Lon-
don : **Throw millions into the lap of La
Pompadour to get Dupleix recalled, or our
business is ended everywhere in Hindo-
stan ;" and that this was done—accomplish-
ing by gifts to Mme. Pompadour what Bri-
tish arms could not effect, and Dapleix was
recalled at the moment when his uncontest-
ed authority was extending itseli over a
hundred million Hindoos.

What is historically known is that in the
year 1754, when M. Godhen arrived in In.
dia, he signed a treaty, by which, without
obvious consideration, France renounced
every one of the vast territorial acquisitions
of Dupleix, and withdrew to the few com-
mercial footholds on the coast which she
held before ; while, to confirm the arrange-
ment, Mohammed Ali. the rival of Chunda
Sahib, favoured by the English, was recog-
nized as ruler of the Carnatic. Two years
later, in 1756, war again broke out between
France and England, and by 1761, the
French had lost even Pondicherry, and did
not have an acre of ground left them in all
India.

As for Dupleix, the sickness at heart with
which he saw his towering schemes brought
to the ground may be imaginel. His utter

Such, at least, according to the legend, is
the origin of that wonderful house of Roths-
child, whoee existence and operation are
surrounded with something of the myste- |
rions and dazzling spectacular display found
chiefly in fairy romances and Arabian
Nights tales.

During all the troubles of Europe in the
early part of the century Rothschild re- |
mained undisturbed. He negotiated two
loans of four million dollars each for Den-
mark, which, contemptible now, were enor- |
mous then, A large wholessle ‘‘ Yankee |
notions” or dry goods house might surpass |
them to-day. Mayer Rothschild had the |
faculty of turning all chances to good
count. |

Just before his death in 1812 he called to- |
gether his six sons—Nathan, Solomon, An- |
selme, Karl, Mayer, and James, and said to |
them : |

‘1 want you to promise me on your 8o- |
lemn oaths always to remain united in cariy- |
ng on the operations of our house.” |

They swore as he asked, but after his|
death separated ; or rather they divided En- |
rope between them. They established their
houses at Paris, London, Frankfort, Vienna |
and Naples. Each one shared in the general
operations of the houre, but had undivided |
supervision over his particular field. It was|
not a central bank with different branches ; }
there were five different houses, which if oe-
casion required, acted as one.

The Emperor of Austria ennobled all of
them as if they were all the eldest, which is
an Austrian custom, Their arms are five
golden arrows. By a remarkable coinci-
dence, an ancient writer predicted that
Charon, who, according to the old myth,
ferried people over the Styx, or river of
death, and who gets his pay from the pas-
sengers, wou!d have a large income in the
year 1855, and in that year, Nathan, the
eldest, and Solomon and Karl all died.
Everybody expected, as each “one dropped
off, to learn at least the secrets of that enor-
mous banking house. But there was not
the smallest chance to look into their big
books. Another Rothschild stood ready to
take them from the dead men's hands. The
firm is ldinuty. You can learn from it
only that the firm has a secret for making
money.

One of the great strokes of the Rothschild
house was made when Nathan, the London
banker, and an English citizen, followed
close in the rear of Napoleon, in 1815, as if
he foresaw the fall of that giant. The sun
had not set on the battle of Waterloo before
the ker was well on his way to London.
He boyght English consols, at that time very
low in‘price.  When London heard the great
news, consols rose and Rothschilds sold.
This transaction was entirely Rothschild-
like. In their transactions cbance is elimin-
ated as much, perhaps, as it is possible in
human affairs. The conceptions of these
grand schemes areclear and simple, however
vast. The accomplishment alone is diffi-
cult, because it requires a rapid glance over
the whole field, and large capital. But there
is in them indications of genius. In most
of these first great operations there is the
peculiarity of Christopher Columbus’ fa-
mous egg trick. Dollars, like soldiers, need
to be hurried en masse and at once against
a designated point. The Rothschilds in this
respect have been the greatest captaeins of
the century.

Capital has displaced man in the world of
industry. Formerly a man was a producer
or a negotiator, a borrower or a lender,
Now, by the substitution of capital, he may
be all of these at the same time. In Bei-
gium and Spain the Rothschilds are_produ-
cers of coal and quicksilver. By virtue of
the railroads they own they are also carriers;

A “Creche.”

_In view of the efforts makiug to estab-
lish » ““ creche” in N w York, we imagine
that the following will prove inteiesting to
a large number of our readers,

. A *creche,” says a Paris corresjondent,
is an establishment where working mothers
may Jeave their infants during the day to be
carcd for, It keeps during the hours of
work the infunt of fiftcen days to that of
thiee years. The creche is visited daily by
a physic’an and lady inspectors. No infant
ia allowed to pass the night in one. No in-
fant is admitted if sick.

There are over thirty cechies in Paris,
and several in the suburban vowns. They
accommodate from forty to one hundred in-
fants daily. Some are gratuitcus, others re-
quire a small fee. E:ch creche is construct-
ed after a certuiu fixed model, and contains
a garden, covered yard, play-room, diming,
room, kitchen, linen-room, provision and
toilet-room, and slceping or cradle-room.

The croche was first established between
thirty and forcy-five years ago. I visited
one yesterday. It is located at No. 20 Rue
Malesherbes. I found it in al respects as
represen'el—a most desirable refug: for a
