western theatre of operations.

“With the reduction of the fort­
ress of Antwerp, giving to the 
Germans control of the major 
portion of Belgian territory, it 
would appear that the catapultic 
drive by heavy massed flanking 
columns, reinforced by the forces 
that were engaged in the invest­
ment of the garrison, might again 
be instituted by the Germans. Un­
doubtedly such a manoeuvre is in­
cluded in the immediate scheme of 
campaign of the German general 
staff.

Ambuscade—The lying In wait at a 
party to take the approaching enemy 
by surprise.

Assault—Taking a position by
stotiti.

Battalion—One portion of an infan­
try regiment, usually about nice hun­
dred strong.

Blockade—A siege which is carried 
on by preventing the besieged hav­
ing any comrfin'nlcation with the out­
side.

Column—A formation of troops mas­
sed in deep files. Generally used in 
manoeuvres.

Convoy—A protecting 
companying ammunition, 
troops, provisions or anything . elsè, 
from point to point.

Cupola—A revolving, shot-proof 
turret for heavy ordnancè.

Guard (Advance)—They cover the 
troops who are tn the rear, and search 
the country round àbout the force to 
find out’ the enemy's whereabouts and 
movements.' They are generally 
about one-fifth as strong as the main 
body.

Guard (Rear)—This forms the rear 
of the troops and picks up stragglers. 
It also has to prevent the enemy 
from touching the baggage.

Line of Communication—This de­
partment extends from the base of 
operations to the front, and supplies 
the army fn the field with everything 
it requires. It is an exceedingly intri­
cate arrangement, and is controlled 
by a General of Communication.
Reconnaissance—There are -three 

chief kinds of thede. Those made in 
force, those by a detachment of caval­
ry, and those made cpntinually by 
Individual officers or sergeants to­
gether with a small party.- The first 
drives back or takes prisoner the 
enemy’s pickets. Number two encoun­
ters the enemy’6 sentries, tn order to 
draw the enemy out. and the last has 
to do surveying, such as examining 
roads and rivers, and So on.

The riders are dressed ln old suits 

of fatigue clothes, which will not 
suffer from a wetting, and on the first 
day the horses are simply walked 
Into the shallow edge of the pond, no 
deeper than, enough to cover their 
fetlocks.

Of course, there is a lot of snort­
ing and shying, but by dint of coaxing 
this is soon overcome.

Next day saddles are taken off, and 
the horses are persuaded to go a 
little deeper—perhaps up to the belly. 
Day by day they are induced to go-a 
little further in, and by the fourth or 
fifth day most start swimming quite 
naturally.

At first their riders' swim beside 
them, in order to give them con­
fidence. It is a risky business for » 
man to swim beside a horse until he 
is thoroughly accustomed to so doing. 
If he swims too close he may get a 
dangerous blow from the animal's 
hoofs.

As soon as an army horse swims 
easily he is next taught to swim 
beside a boat. Light, collapsible boats 
aril used, and as many as five or si* 
horses can be taken across a river 
behind or alongside each boat.

OTTAWA, Oct, 9—Canada’s offer 
of a second contingent for overseas 
service has been accepted by the War 
Office. It is expected that plans for 
the raising of the force will be acted 
upon as soon as certain details now 
under consideration are decided Up­
on. Offers of enlistment are already 
pouring into Ottawa from all parts 
of Canada.

The British Government is sending 
to Canada a special officer to super­
intend the purchase of equipment. 
This officer sails to-day. It - is under 
stood that he comes at the sugges.tioi 
of the Canadian government, the idea 
being that in the purchase of such 
suplies as clothing, .boots, shoes, etc., 
the presence of a representative thor­
oughly familiar with the War Office 
needs will serve to expedite the pur­
chasing. The necessity of forward­
ing samples to London will be ob­
viated and time will 'be saved. Pur­
chases of ammunition, etc., will be 
made as hitherto through the De 
partment of Militia and Defence.

The Government issued a memor­
andum yesterday calling the atten­
tion of shippers to the system of war 
risks insurance and the provision un­
der which ships must conform to the 
Admiralty rules as to routes, stop­
pages, ports of call, etc. This pro­
vision it is pointed out, is a protec­
tion for cargoes as well as ships, 
and the shipowners’ obligation to 
comply with the Admiralty require­
ments should be fully recognized in 

tracts of carriage.

The German emperor’s name 
will go down to posterity as ‘Wil­
liam, the Mood-stained,’ and ‘Wil­
liam, the assassin.’ ”

Regarding the duration of the 
war, Lord Curzon expressed the 
opinion thgt “more than one 
Christmas would pass before the 
soldiers returned home.”

“Germany has taken Antwerp 
to fortify it, to keep it, to make 
a great nayal port of it, to use it 

great jumping off place for 
her future attempts upon this- 
country. It is no temporary occu­
pation unless we make it so.”

In closing, Lord Curzon. advised 
his hearers not to begin "to divide 
up the German Empire “before 
you have got hold of it.”
