His 
own experiments showed that milk 
raised to 90 or 98 degrees, and Covered 
up till about one o’clock, then adding 
the rennet, produced good results.

Mr. Derbyshire agreed with Mri 
Bissell on this point.

Prof. Robertson said there was a 
necessity fop varying the amount of 
salt according to the season, spring 
milk requiring the least salt. And 
cheese made in the spring was not ex­
pected to keep so long and there was 
no necessity for so much. The use of 
salt was to preserve and dry the cheese 
and to fix its flavor. Too much would 
over dry the cheese and must Se avoid- 
ed. He did not believe in a fixed 
daily standard, but for dry curd 1J 
pounds in spring and 2j pounds in 
summer miebt be a safe quantity. He

complete process, A discussion on tha 
paper followed, which was continued 
with great vigor for some time.

Mr. James Whitton, Instructor for 
the Eastern District, then read his re­
port, in which it was stated that the 
quality of cheese produced showed a 
marked improvement, “it being al­
most an exception to find a cheese- 
maker who was not doing his best to 
tnrn out a fine article. " It asserted, 
however,that more attention was need­
ed toward the necessity of having pure 
milk sent to the factories, the instruct­
or having found fiom actual experience 
that fully one-half of the patrons wero 
in the habit of tampering with the 
milk, either by adding water or sub­
tracting cream. The discussion elicit­
ed on this report turned mainly on 
the statement in regard to adulturation 
and the means of bringing to book the 
parties guilty of the practice.

Mr. James Cheesgpan then deliv­
ered an address bearing on tests of 
the various breeds of animals, in which 
he advocated the setting aside by the 
association of a sum of money for 
prizes in this direction. Mr. Henry 
Wade, of the Agricultural and Arts 
Association of Ontario, at the close of 
Mr. Cheeseman’s address, said that he 
would be very happy to have the tests 
made during the next Provincial Ex­
hibition, at Ottawa, and that if the 
Dairymen’s Association would under­
take the conduct of it they would be 
giyen entire control, and that any 
prizes offered by them would be sup­
plemented by the Ontario Government.

The report of Mr. Howard Bissell, 
instructor for the western part of the 
district, was then read. This led to a 
highly instructive debate in regard to 
the system of drawing tho curd and 
the use of the testing iron, in which 
Professsr Robertson and others took 
part.

CHtJBOH DIBECTOBY. not pedigreed, but among which were 
a great number possessing marked 
merit, and some possessed of prepo­
tency, to which a pedigree would add 
great value. These animals, though 
excluded from established herd books, 
it was held need not be altogether de­
prived of a pedigree which he attached 
to them by means of a farm herd book.

It woulc(*be a cheap, full and reliable 
record, and an incentive would be 
given to the improvement of stock and 
realization of profit from it.

After reçess, Mr. Henry Wade, Sec­
retary of the Agriculture and Arts As­
sociation of Ontario, read a paper on 
stock raising, tracing the origin of 
the improvements in stock, and the 
manner in which they were effected, 
and explaining the results of cross­
breeding. Pedigrees and herd books 
also received a share of attention,.

agreed that it was desirable to mature 
the milk by beat and lapse of time 
rather than by the use of any acid.. 
It was difficult to scientifically define 
the maturing process. Patrons would 
do well to keep their millt warm at 
home in October, which would mater­
ially aid in the production of good 
cheese.

The President said he thought the 
maturing process was the formation 
of assimilating acid, which it was ad­
mitted was not the same acid which 
developed in iWiey afterwards. And 
this assimilating acid must be develop­
ed in the milk, because in the curd 
formed a disintegrating acid which 
would counteract tbe effect of tie 
assimilative acid if developed in the 
curd state. This assimilating acid 
could be best developed at from 90 to 
98 degrees, while the other acid form­
ed at a lower temperature. Maturing 
milk, he thought an ambiguous term ; 
but when this idea of producing the 
assimilative acid was given it became 
clearer. After years of study he had 
concluded that the cultivation of this 
assimilative acid was the secret of 
cheese making.

In answei*to farther enquiries, Prof. 
Robertson said the best plan of hand­
ling coarse card was to keep it at a 
temperature of 94 degrees until fully 
developed for salting.

The annual meeting of the associa­

tion opened in Brockville on Wednes­
day last, a large number of members, 
and others identified with dairy in­
terests being present, among whom 
were Messrs. D. Derbyshire, presi­
dent; D. M. Macpherson, of Lancas­
ter, the “ Cheese King James Ha- 
garty, James Bissell, Peter Daly, 
treasurer, Harford Ashley, secretary, 
and Howard Bissell and James Whition 
inspectors. Messrs. Henry Wade and 
Archibald Blue, of Toronto, the Hon. 
Harris Lewis, of Frankfort, N. Y., 
Professor Robertson, of Guelph Ag- 
rieullural n"\' j-, Mr. Lynch, Toron 
to aryl Mri James Clieeseman, 'jtfitor 
of The Dairyman, were also in attend­
ance.

The President, in his openii g ad­
dress, adverted to the pride he felt in 
the position attained by the association 
in the dairy wqrld, and more especially 
in connection with the recent Indian 
and Colonial Exhibition. Although 
the first shipment intended for that 
exhibition did not arrive in time, ow­
ing to the fact that the Dominion 
Government had engaged carriage for 
it by a tramp lino of steamships, 
second shipment was at once sent on, 
and thanks to the - indefatigable 
tion of Mr. Ballantyne, M. P., and 
Mr. Macpherson, and the able efforts 
of Professor Robertson, of the Dairy 
Department of the Guelph Agricultur­
al College, placed on exhibition, 
where it attracted the favorable at­
tention and admiration of everyone 
who saw it. In alluding to the pres­
ent prosperous condition of the dairy­
men of the district, tbe president im­
pressed on the meeting the great ne­
cessity that existed for increased vigi­
lance and care in the selection of suit­
able stock and also of housing them in 
good warm buildings. After some 
practical remarks on the method of se­
curing milk, Mr. Derbyshire referred 
to the need of having the best possible 
cheese makers employed, otherwise in 
spite of all their care they would find

thought it was necessary that there 
should be further instruction and sug­
gested the dividing of factory districts 
in:o sections of 10 factories, each of 
which should have a separate instruct­
or, over whom again he would recom­
mend the appointment of two general 
instructors. After some time spent in 
demonstrating the advantages to be 
obtained by these means, a general dis­
cussion followed, in which Messrs. 
MacPherson, Wlteray, Alexander, Mc­
Crae, Ashley, and others took part, the 
feeling being unamious in favor of the 
appointment of instructors as suggest­
ed by the President, the only question 
being as to ways and means. Mr. 
Ashley and others held that the benefit 
to be derived from such a course would 
be so great as to make it an object for 
all factory men, and cheese buyers 
well, to contribute to the funds needed 
for it ; while others expressed the 
opinion that not much could be ex­
pected from the buyers.

After recess a very able paper by the 
Hon. Harris Lewis, of Frankfort,N.Y., 
was read on the subject of butter­
making. The most important factor 
in butter-making was stated to be the 
butter-maker, and the second essential 
a good reliable thermometer, no person, 
however. skillful, being able by the 
sense of feeling to determine the tem­
pe ratuoe of milk, cream or butter.

of the Bureau of Industries, read a 
paper of comparative statistics bear­
ing on the dairy interests of Eastern 
and Western Ontario, wnich wvent to 
show that although from climatio or 
other influences the cheese-producing 
qualities of the milk procured in the 
Eastern District were higher than in 
the West, the cheese of the latter 
ertheless realized a higher average 
price in the English market than that 
of the East. After some discussion 
as to the probable cause of this, and 
the means to be adopted to remedy it.

His 
own experiments showed that milk 

• raised to 90 or 98 degrees, and covered 
up till about one o’clock, then adding 
the renneJuproduced good results.

Mr. Derbyshire agreed with Mr 
Bissell on this point.

Prof. Robertson said there was a 
necessity foj varying the amount of 
salt according to the season, spring 
milk requiring the least soit. And 
cheese made in the spring was not ex­
pected to keep so long and there 
no necessity for so much. The nse of 
salt was to preserve and diy the cheese 
and to fix its flavor. Too much would 
over dry the cheese and must he avoid- 
ed. He did not believe in a fixed 
daily standard, but for dry curd 1 j 
pounds in spring and 2j pounds in 
summer might be a safe quantity. He 
agreed that it was desirable to mature 
the milk.by heat and lapse of time 
rather than by the use of any acid.. 
It was difficult to scientifically define 
the maturing process. Patrons would 
do well to keep their milk warm at 
home in October, which would- mater­
ially aid in the production of good 
cheese.

The President said he thought the 
maturing process was the formation 
of assimilating acid, which it was ad­
mitted was not the same acid which 
developed in Whey afterwards. And 
this assimilating acid must be develop­
ed in the milk, because in me curd was 
formed a disintegrating acid which 
would counteract the effect of the 
assimilative acid if developed in the 
curd state. This assimilating acid 
could be best developed at from 90 to 
98 degrees, while the other acid form­
ed at a lower temperature. Maturing 
milk, he thought an ambiguous term ; 
but when this idea of producing the 
assimilative acid was given it became 
clearer. After years of study he had 
concluded that the cultivation of this 
assimilative acid was th« secret of 
cheese making.

In answei*to farther enquiries, Prof. 
Robertson said the best plan of hand­
ling coarse card was to keep it at B 
temperature of 94 degrees until fully 
developed for salting.

Mr. H. Bissell desired an explanation 
of the difference between fertSknta- 
tion, oxidisation and aeration. The 
Professor said lie preferflT™simp,, 
terms such as ripening milk, soaring , 
curd and curing cheese.

The Hon. Harris Lewis, of Frank­
fort, N. Y., then gave an instructive 
and humorous address on the “ Dairy 
Cow.”

Messrs. Henry Wade and 
Archibald Blue, of Toronto, the Hon. 
Harris Lewis, of Frankfort, N. Y., 
Professor Robertson, of Guelph Ag­
ricultural Coy-,», Mr. Lynch, Toron­
to arid VfJames Clieeseman, -jtfitor 
of ïhe Dainjtnan, were also in attend­
ance.

The President, in his openii g ad­
dress, adverted fo the pride he felt in 
the position attained by the association 
in the dairy world, and more especially 
in connection with the recent Indian 
and Colonial Exhibition. Although 
thi? first shipment intended for that 
exhibition did not arrive in time, 
ing to the fact that the Dominion 
Government liad engaged carriage for 
it by a tramp lino of steamships, 
second shipment was at once sent on, 
and thanks to the indefatigable exer­
tion of Mr. Ballantyne, M. P., and 
Mr. Macpherson, and the able efforts 
of Professor Robertson, of the Dairy 
Department of the Guelph Agricultur­
al" College, placed on exhibition, 
where it attracted the favorable at­
tention and admiration of

The President elect then addressed 
the meeting thanking them for the 
honor conferred on him, and assuring 
them of his confidence in their syp 
port for the advance of dairying in 
Eastern Ontario. Ho believed they 
were .not at prescut receiving «j much 
support from the Ontario Gn,eminent, 
as the magnitude of their work de­
served, and suggested makiag an ap­
plication for a further grant, which he 
felt confident that tile Government, if 
approached by a delegation from the 
Associ uicn, would be quite willing 10 

exieud to them. Referring to Prof. 
Robertson, of the Guelph Agricultural 
College, he "said he was proud to 
a gentleman who had shown such sig. 
nal ability at the head of the Dairy 
Industry of the province.

The treasurer’s report, showing 
balance on hand of $278.06, was then 
read by Treasurer Daly and adopted, 
after which Mr. Hiomas McDonald, 
of Morrisburg, Qnt., read an exceed- ■ 
ingly able paper on butter-making 
which elicited an interesting discus­
sion, in which ex-President Derbyshire' 
and Prof. Robertson were the leading 
participants.

Mr. Shaw editor of The Lire Stock 
Journal, then gave the Association the 
benefit of his experience in regard to 
barn building, advocating structure  ̂
combining warmth and comfort for 
the animals stabled, a good supply of 
water and improved facilities in hand­
ling fodder of different kinds requirt 
ed for the stock. After this subject 
had been briefly discussed, Professof 
Robertson again took the platfort^ 
and addressed the audience on cheese, 
making at great length and in an em­
inently practical manner.

Mr. Evarts then suggested thè 
appointment of a delegation to wait 
on the Ontario Government with a 
view to securing a larger appropriation 
of money, not less than $2,000 in ad. 
dition to the present grant, to aid m 
furthering the aims of the Association. 
Some discussion on the matter ensued, 
in which the President, ex-President, 
Messrs. Field, Miller, and others join­
ed, all being unanimous in the opini 
that if the delegation could cohvince 
the Government that the interests o? 
the Province would be served by such 
an advance they would not for 
ment hesitatfe to make the grant. It 
was also suggested that the Western 
Association bo invited to join in the 
movement, and that a sum ot $10,000 
annually would not be too much for 
the combined associations to ask for.

of the Bureau of Industries, read a 
paper of comparative statistics bear- 
mg on the dairy interests of Eastern 
aud Western Outaiio, wnich-w ent 10 
show that although from climatic or 
other influences the cheese-producing 
qualities of the milk procured in the 
Eastern District were higher than in 
the West, the cheese of the latter nev­
ertheless realized a higher average 
price in the English market than that 
ot the East. After some discussion 
as to the probable cause of this, and 
the means to bo adopted to remedy it.
Prof. Robertson detailed his experience 
in connection with the Ontario cheese 
exhibit at the Colonial Exhibition,and 
the means taken of placing it before 
the British public.

The meeting adjourned at 10 p.m.
THITHBDAT’8 SESSION.

The proceedings were resumed at 
half-past nine o’clock, the attendance 
being so much augmented ; 
the seating capacity of the court room.

Prof. Robertson continued his ad­
dress on the lessons to be learned from 
the experiences of the Indian and 
Colonial Exhibition.

During its progress a deputation of 
the town councillors and citizens of 
Brockville, headed by the mayor, en­
tered the courtroom, and presented an 
address of welcome to the assembled 
dairymen.

After the deputation had retired 
1 rof. Robertson concluded his address 
which was beyond all question- one of 
the most able and practical addresses 

given to any gathering of dairy- 
• The opinion was freely express­

ed among those who heard it that the 
right man had been put in the right 
place when Professor Robertson as­
sumed the management of the Ontario 
dairy exhibit at the Indian and Colo 
niai, aii^Jhat his efforts in,that direc­
tion hadTSfeen such as could not fail to 
produce favorable and lasting results 
for this province.

Mr. Peter McFarlanc, of Hunting­
don, Que., then read a paper on the 
production and handling of milk, iu 
which he pointed out the great im­
portance of a large average yield of 
milk per cow. To make a cow pav, 
he said, it was necessary that it should 
be more humanely, treated than 
too often tlie case, and should not be 
allowed to suffer from want of water 
and protection from cold. It was the 
habittouse for pasture land that which 
was too poor to produce hay, but if 
this plan was discarded, and 
pastured on the best pasture, the 
age production of milk might easily be 
doubled. The practice of giving cows 
impure water was condemned, and the AlexaB^. 9 
necessity of their free access to salt .foamed until 10 
at all fîmes dwelt upon. Treating on 
the other branch of the subject the 
handling of the milk, regular milkimr, 
scrupulous cleanliness and proper pre­
caution in cooling was strongly en­

into sections of 10 factories, each of 
which should have a separate instruct­
or, over whom again he would recom­
mend the appointment of two general 
instructors. After some time spent in 
demonstrating the advantages to be 
obtained by these means, a general dis­
cussion followed, in which Messrs. 
MacPherson, Wlteray, Alexander, Mc­
Crae, Ashley, and others took part, the 
feeling being unamious in favor of the 
appointment of instructors as suggest­
ed by the President, the only question 
being as to ways and means.

The vapor of the ureath 
condense on the beard in the shape of ice 
that will keep accumulating indefinitely if 
not removed, says Lieut. Scliwatka, writing 
in the Youth's Companion of his Arctic ex­
periences. Of course wo tried to keep our 
beards as short as possible, but living as 
Esquimaux, shaving was completely out of 
the question unless we lathered ourselves 
with a snowball and shaved with an icicle, 
bo all our efforts were confined to what we 
could do with a pair of scissors, and even 
then the ice would manage to get at this 
slim hold and build itself up into a ball of 
varying proportions. Our method of re- 
mo\ ing it was peculiar. When wc stop­
ped to rest we would bury our mouths in 
the palms of our open hands and breathe 
with deep inspirations for a minute or two. 
Tins would always make the icy mass drop 
off, especially if tlie board was kept short. 
If the reindeer hood comes too close up 
around the chin it also will accumulate 
jee in the same way, and in 
keeping it far enough away to 
avoid this the full chin is generally 
exposed. The chin, the nose, the eyes and 
parts of the cheeks are the only portions of 
the face exposed, for the hood comes down 
closely to the eyebrows. These exposed 
parts of the face are subject to frequent 
nips of frost, which during a very disagree­
able day of wind and low temperature mav 
exceed half a dozen an hour. The cure is 
to take the warm hand out of the reindeer 
mitten and

H11CNKD AFLOAT. , companion walking
by your side disappears, for so complete a 
local anæsthetic is frost that you would 
never have knoM-n it yourself. This is 
especially true of the protuberant parts of 
the chin and cheeks, but some times upon 
the nose, just at the instant of freezing, is 
felt a hornet-like sting that makes a person 
feel like jumping twenty feet into the air. 
I have often been asked if such bitter cold 
air would not freeze the tongue in the 
mouth while breathing, and I have 
noticed this sensation apparently once 
or twice when the thermometer stood at 
about 70 degrees minus, but could at once 
get rid of the feeling by breathing through 
the nostrils and closing the moifth for a 
short time. The question naturally arises : 
Y n°t breathe through the nostrils all 
the while ; but doing so continuously 
always results in such a persistent catarrh 
that it does not take one long to return to 
the usual method of breathing through the 
m outli, as by far less disagreeable. Every 
one has heard about the drowsiness that 
accompanies extreme cold, and supposed by 
many to be caused by breathing intensely 
cold air. None of my party experienced it 
111 tlie least in all our winter’s trip 1 
almost constant travel in not only tin 
greatest cold, but the longest continued 
cold endured by white men, showing that, 
living as the Esquimaux do, 110 such dis­
comfort or danger need be feared. I have 
said that this intensely cokUrtféather was 
usually accompanied by calms which made 
it quite bearable. I remember one quite 
noteworthy exception. One morning 
t ie thermometer at H o’clock showed us 
that it was 08 degrees below zero, but as it 
\\as calm and quiet we loaded our sledges 
for a short day’s journey to the igloo of an 
Esquimau, where we could buy reindeer 
meat for our dogs. We were just ready to 
start wlién a wind sprang up that felt like 
facing razor blades. Had it come ten min­
utes sooner we should not have thought of 
going, but being loaded we started. The 
dogs trotted, ami we ran along the whole 
way, except for <■ ne short rest, until we 
reached the welcome snowhousc. Both tho 
white men and the Esquimaux were frozen 
m unexpected places.

DEGRADED AND CONDEMNED.
iFailure of Effortm to Obtain the Reprieve 

of the Murderer of Mgr. Isqulerdo.
Sees Clearly With Her Eyes Closed. A Madrid cable says : 

of the Supreme Tribunal
With the refusal 

, , to commute the
death sentence of Father Galcote, the mur­
derer of Mgr. lsquierdo, all hopes of saving 
the priest from the garrotte have vanished. 
Strong efforts were made for a commuta­
tion rather for the purpose of saving the 
priesthood from the blot of the execution of 
a cleric than from any love for the disso­
lute Galcote, whose conduct was long a 
reproach to tlie Church. Father Galcote is 
the priest who, in order to revenge him­
self for an order of suspension inflicted 
upon him for .immoral conduct by the 
Bishop of Madrid, shot the latter with a 
revolver at the doors of the Pro-Cathèdral 

Palm Sunday last. Before being exe­
cuted by means of the garrotte on the plain 
outside Madrid, Father Galcote will he 
solemnly and publicly degraded from the 
priesthood. One by one his ecclesiastical 
vestments will he removed from him, and 
after Ins head has been shaved to obliterate 
all traces of the tonsure, his hands and the 
ciown of his head will be scraped with 
blades of steel in order to erase all traces of 
the sacred oil with which lie was anointed 
on entering the priesthood. During these 
proceedings a dirge is chanted 'hv the 
“ freres de miséricorde,” the cowls of whose 
monkish garments are drawn down over 
their faces, leaving only two little holes for 
the eyes. On the conclusion of the cere­
mony the criminal will he seated on a chair 
with his hack against an upright post fixed 
into the scaffold. A steel collar, the ends 
of which are passed through the post, is 
fastened round li is neck, and as soon as the 
yellow hag lias been drawn down over his 
face, the executioner gives a turn to the 
windlass, which causes tho>i«*J collar to 
tighten, and at the same tim/forces the 
point of a screw against the spiijal column, 
which it breaks. The body is then left 
during the whole day exposed to the- public 
gaze 011 the scaffold, and is only removed 
■for burial at nightfall.
