A man who possessed the courage of 
his conviction and who on all occ?.sklns 
stood up for that in which he believed, 
was Dr. George E. DeWitt, whoee pass­
ing on Monday evening at his home on 
Park street removed a citizen who was 
well known and highly esteemei.

For thirty-two years the deceased has 
been a resident of Wolfville, during 
which he took an active interest in ati 
that related to community affairs. He 
served faithfully in the Council and oc­
cupied the position of Mayor for three 
terms, from 19Q3 to 1095 inclusive.
Since then he has filled the post of medi­
cal health officer? and has been most 
diligent in his attention to all matters 
pertaining to the public health. He was 
a member of St. Georg-’s Lolg-, A.F. &
AM: anl a loyal supporter of tlv Bap 
hist church of which he had long been 
ievotei m-mber.

Dr DeWitt was a native of Bridge­
town, where he was bom on Oct. 15th,
1842, and was thus in his 83rd year. A 
man of wonderful physique he bore the 
weight of his years so well that it has 
only been recently tha* his many friends 
have been compelled to recognize "he 
fact that he was becoming an oil man.

70Your editorial goes even further and, 

taking Chicago as a text, attempts to 
prove that tne death penalty fosters, 
rather than deters, crimes of violence. 
But why pick on Chicago—wouldn’t 
Montreal or Halifax illustrate your point 
just as well?

If you look a trifle more carefully at 
the record of Chicago, perhaps you will 
form the opinion that what Chicago 
wants is not less death penalty, but 
more of it. The same may be true in 
Montreal and Halifax, if you doubt 
this, compare either with England, where 
Justice is sharp, sure and certain, where 
the percentage of escapes is smaller even 
than Chicago’s percentage of convic­
tions, and where the number of mur­
ders is proportionately small.

And let us, for the purposes of argu­
ment, admit that the death penalty is 
all that you say it is.

Why are we all so prone to make 
martyrs of murderers and forget their 
victims? Why so many flowers, peti­
tions for clemency, and demands that 
capital punishment be abolished?

Cook, the blue jeyed boy—but what of 
the peddler: Roberts, the poor old man— 
what of the poor girl, victim of hns senile 
lust: the four Bank bandits—what of 
Clerioux who died faithful to his trust: 
Bevis—and Charlie Fulton, a man who 
had fought for his country and died in 
the performance of his duty.. How 
ready you are to bail Paris, the con­
quering hero, and forget poor little Sadie 
McAulay: or banquet St. Pierre and 
forget that terribly mutilated body 
found down by the river bank, where 
your sister, and mine, died in horrible 
agony rather than surrender her honor.

We agree with you that “capital pun­
ishment* ’ is a terrible thing: we wish, 
with you, that it might safely be abolish- ‘ 
ed: we acknowledge that it is a sur­
vival of the old, vengeful, Mosaic law, 
and that, in one sense, it is unchristian. 
But to neglect the safeguarding of so­
ciety, to leave the weak without pro­
tection, would be equally unchristian.

The whole problem is—What crime 
deterrent, what substitute, will you put 
in its place? That is the question that 
confronts the advocate of reform. What 
is the answer?

Thanking you for your valuable space 
and trustfog that you will take none of 
my remarks in a personal sense, but 
rather as an attempt to induce con­
sideration of a problem that must have 
an answer, I remain,

BETTER STREET LIGHTING
THE INFORMATION that the civic authorities are moving in 
1 the matter of securing more efficient street lighting for the 

town will be regarded by citizens generally as good news. Tenders 
have been invited, so we are informed, for the supply of the ma­
terials required and the installation of a modem system. We have 
been spending a considerable amount yearly for the lighting of our 
public streets, but have not received adequate service to repay far 
the amount invested. This is due, so it is stated, to the fact that 
the whole system is antiquated and badly arranged.

With the new arrangement it is thought, the lighting may be 
very considerably improved without great additional cost, and 
even if more money is required to be expended the additional out­
lay would be well justified, as well lighted streets add very much to 
the comfort of citizens and the reputation of the town generally. It 
is to be devoutly hoped that the work may be speedily proceeded 
with so that we may have the advantage of the improved service 
during the season of short days and dark nights.

In this connection we would recommend to the consideration 
of the town govemmoit the making of an agreement with 
business places on Main^treet to keep their window-lights on every 
evening during the week instead of only two nights as at present. 
This could probably be arranged if the current for the service was 
provided gratis, to the decided advantage of all concerned. The 
same policy might be pursued with advantage in the matter of ver­
andah lights on the residential streets, which now present a deso­
late appearance at night.

These lights, if kept turned on, would give our town a very 
much more attractive appearance and add greatly to the comfort 
of those who under present conditions are obliged to grope their 
way around after nightfall.

MONTREAL, Nov. 19.—In summar­
izing the activities of the province for 
the last season, F. G. J. Comeau, general 
height and passenger agent, Dominion 
Atlantic Railway, said here today that 
more attention than ever before has 
been given to the apple growing indus­
try of Nova Scotia and that the tourist 
traffic increased more than 20 per cent, 
over the volun ° of last year, 
are the chief product of the country 
and given a British preferential tariff, 
Nova Scotia may be looked upon as 
the logical place for Britain to buy her 
apples.

‘As a matter of fact," Mr. Comeau 
said, Several British apple buyers are 
acquiring large orchards in Nova Scotia 
and large tracts of land which they in­
tend to put under fruit

With the apple growing industry in­
creasing from two to three hundred per 
cent, every decaie, only twenty per 
cent, of available orchari lan i is yet 
unier crop.

In respect of the tourist traffic Mr. 
Comeau state i that bureau estimates 
place the number of visitors to the prov­
ince at more than 1,000,000, this repre­
senting in wealth left in Nova Scotia a 
sum approximately $7,500,000.

Hon. George P. Graham, Minister of 
Railways, in a speech at the annual 
dinner of the Canadian Club of New 
York, on Tuesday, stated that Canada 
will have a minister in Washington in 
the near future.

By November the apples will all have 
been picked in most places in Canada 
and got safely under cover. The trees 
are now dormant for winter. Before 
leaving the orchard it is important to 
see that the young trees, especially, are 
protected from the depredations of mice, 
and, if possible, from rabbits. Protec­
tion is given either by wrapping the 
trees withv building paper or encircling 
them with a wire mesh, and partial pro­
tection, later, by tramping the snow 
about the trunks.

While pruning in November is not 
recommended as the most economical or 
best time, it can be done then without 
any serious harm if one is not able to do 
it in the early spring.

The removal of all broken, or dead 
limbs or any rubbish from the orchard 
before winter is desirable.

The vegetable garden should be clear­
ed of all old tops or unused vegetables, 
which might carry over insects or dis­
ease, and, if it is most convenient to 
apply a heavy coat of rotted manure 
now, it should be done with the object 
of digging or ploughing it undtr as soon 
as the ground is fit to work in the spaing.

In the flower, garden, roses will, in 
most places, need some protection. Cov­
ering the plants with earth just before 
winter sets in is one of the most satis­
factory practices, giving a broad, base to 
the mound of soil, so that the roots will 
have some additional protection. A 
few evergreen boughs thrown over the 
mound of soil will hefp hold the snow 
and give further protection. Climbing 
roses are best protected by covering 
with a box, which is filled with dry 
leaves and given a water-proof cover.

A little care taken in November will 
often save many valuable trees and 
smaller plants, and ensure better re­
sults the following year.

TO REMOVE SCORCH MARKS

Even experienced women sometimes 
make a scorch mark on the articles they 
are ironing. Here is a hint which many 
housewives may find useful.

Unless it is very deep, or the material 
is actually burnt, a scorch mark can be 
removed from white fabric Oy the fol­
lowing treatment: Mix two ounces of 
Fuller’s earth with half a pint of vinegar, 
add 4wo onions which have been finely 
chopped, and boil all together for about 
ten minutes or until the mixture has taken 
on the form of a thick paste. Stir the 
mixture with a wooden spoon. After 
the mixture has cooled a little spread it 
over the scorch mark and leave the

fabric to become dry. When quite dry 
brush the paste off and wash the gar­
ment in the ordinary way. Repeat the 
treatment if the mark has not disap­
peared after it has been washed.

What the Nova Scotia people desire 
is the imposition of the same import 
duty on slack that is now imposed on 
run of mine coal, whichj they claim, 
would give the Maritime Provinces an 
additional market at Montreal for some­
where between 1,000,000 tons annually.

There is no portion of Canada which 
has been so hard hit by tjie Fordney 
tariff as the Maritime Provinces. As 
our contemporary says, the industries 
in Quebec and Ontario that utilize 
steam coal are as a whole receiving some 
protection from the National Govern­
ment in respect to import duties on 
manufactured goods, and they should 
be the last unwilling to pay a trifle 
more for their fuel in order that other 
Canadian industries so vital to the 
country can be kept alive.
