The offer on behalf of 
the directors was made through the sec­
retary, J. F. Leishmon, and a resolution 
was passed thanking the directors for 
the manner in which they displayed their 
public spirit. Mr. Leish man's letter was 
as follows:

Acknowledging the receipt of J. G. 
Wilton's letter of Aug. 30. and state­
ment of furniture and equipment requir­
ed, would say I had an interview with 
W. A. Robinson the same afternoon with 
reference to the immediate requirements 
of the art section of the Technical School 
for appliances to lie used for teaching the 
Saturday morning classes, and agreed 
that I would see Adam Brown and place 
the matter Before him without delay. 
This was done last evening, t he decision 
being that the Board of Education take 
over, at as early a date as possible, the 
entire equipment of the Hamilton Art 
School as per inventory. By this I mean 
all that is the property cf the school used 
for class purposes and instruction and 
supplies known as materials, sold to stu­
dents. but not students’ work or goods 
loaned to the school. These goods, as 
per inventory, will be delivered by Miss 
Burke and my son. Robert, on behalf 
of the school, and received by whom yon 
may officially appoint. The intention 
of this action is to facilitate matters 
and save »nv extra oo*t the Board of 
Education might be put to. Our action 
in this matter will be ratified by our 
Board at* Ha first meeting when the 
member» return to the city.

THE MYSTERY.
Manÿ Rumors About Ethel Man­

ning But No News.

Story of Brother Being Held For 
Ransom Is Denied

I Starch Has Been Constant But 
Without Any Success

Prolonged searching by organized par­
ties for the missing Ethel Manning .meet 
with failure. The police of every city 
and town on the continent have been 
asked to aid in the search, but so far 
not the slightest clue of her where­
abouts has been discovered.

l<ocal detectives have traced up every 
theory suggested, only to be confronted 
with a .hopeless outlook, and their pre­
sent perspective is not at all encourag­
ing. When interviewed to-day the 
relatives of the girl could furnish noth

Mrs. Manning, mother of th$ girl, said 
she had a strong presentment that she 
could not shake off. that the girl had 
been murdered and thrown in 
but such an idea seems prenpetFFfms^ 
it would be very difficult, if not impn 
able, to take a body to the lake with oui 
being observed by somebody, even if it 
werr in the night time.

Frank King stands firm by his story 
of seeing her behind the crematory with 
a man, on Monday.

The rumor that twro hours elapsed 
from the time she left the house until 
sh>' arrived at Durrance’s grocery store 
seems without foundation, as Mrs. 
Uulme’s daughter, who lives directly op­
posite, was the only girl who saw her 
leave the/, house for the store. It was 
then aftejL. two o’clock in the after­
noon, aniFtshe was in Durrance’s store 
between two and three o’clock. *

Miss Olive Maxwell, 157 Macaulay 
street east, was sitting in front of her 
house on Sunday afternoon and saw a 
man loitering the whole afternoon in 
front of the house where the girl lived. 
She also saw him dodge behind a post 
when anybody came out from 168. Miss 
Maxwell describes the man. from what 
she could see of him. as he kept his back 
to her all the time, as rather fdiort, wear­
ing a dark suit and dark fedora hat. 
He also had a moustache, she thinks. 
His appearance was not very smart; in 
fact,' it was inclined to create the im-. 
pression the man was of a rough sort.

Perhaps the most sensational rumor of 
all is that when Mrs. Swan, sister of the 
iost girl, was living in a city in the 
States last year, her little hoy, Jack, 
was kidnapped by some man and held in 
ransom for $7*00. When anked if there 
were any truth in the matter the mother 
said there was not. and it was the first 
she had heard of it. She had no idea 
where .such a story started, as she inti­
mated it was ludicrous in the extreme. 
However, the rumor has l>ecome current 
around the district, and many think that 
for some unexplainable motive the girl 
has been lirfcd away or kidnapped, by a 
man from the States.

The man who remarked to Samuel 
White, 158 Macaulay street east, about 
the fine looking girls in the district, is 
supposed to lie a house agent, ns he went 
into a near-by empty house. He was a 
tall, dark man, well dressed, and of a 
decided foreign appearance. That was 
yesterday week, the 20th of August.

Mrs. Quigley. 479 Wellington street 
north, who told the story of a girl and 
boy calling at her house at different 
times, was taken to where Mrs. Swan 
lives, to see the boy, and immediately 
identified hiiu as the one,-entirely cor­
roborating her story of the girl 'seen 
with the man liehiml the crematory 
building on Monday afternoon.

Another feature not before brought t>-> 
light is that when the girl went in the 
store to telephone she informed her sis­
ter it did not matter about hurrying 
home. That might tend to suggest that 
she had some premeditated plans prior 
to returning to the house.

The still popular theory is, the girl 
has been luffed away, and is a victim of 
the white slave business.

Quite a number think she may yet 
be locked up in some room in the city.

The mother is heart-broken over the 
incident, and can account for it in no 
way. as she says the girl had not one 
enemy, for all who knew her loved her.

Year’s Inter-Track Work 
Below the Estimate.

The Board of Works on Tuesday night 
trill appoint a special committee to con­
fer with the Street Railway Comapny 
this fall about the new construction and 
road work to be undertaken next spring. 
The city officials are quite satisfied 
that the company will continue the poli­
cy pursued this year, when it renewed 
the tracks on James and Barton streets, 
until the entire system has been recon-’ 
structed. Chairman Allan estimates 
that the road work the city has raàpped 
out for next year will cost about $200,- 
000. This includes the paving of James 
street north from Stuart street ; York . 
street west from Queen to the cemetery • 
chapel; King street, west from Bay ( 
street to Marguerite, and Cannon street j 
from MacNab to Wellington. • Some of : 
the aldermen are talking of asking the 
company to consider the matter of ex­
tensions next year. It is not thought, 
however, that any extensions will he 
mftdc until the old part of the system 
has been rebuilt.

Two vital resolutions were adopted 
by the Ontario Municipal Association 
at their closing sessiori yesterday. it 
was decided to ask for legislation to 
provide that no municipal franchise 
should bo granted involving the use of 
public streets without the submission of 
the question to the electors. The oseo 
elation also decided to a»k for legisla- 
tion making it obligatory uppn munici­
pal councils to give effect to the major­
ity vote of the people on all questions 
submitted to them. The association 
also favored the f>as*age of a general act 
under which municipalities might adopt 
the commission method of government. 
Mayor Geddes, of St. Thomas, was elect­
ed President, and City Solicitor Waddell 
and City Clerk Kent, of Hamilton, 
appointed to the Executive Committee.

The city some time ago purchased 
from Thomas Wihwn, 22 Wentworth 
street north, a piece of property for 
$200, and opened an alley through from 
Barton to Cannon street. Thirty pro­
perty owners who were benefited were 
assessed on the local improvement plan. 
Twelve of them yesterday appeared be­
fore the Court of Revision and appealed 
against the assessment. The court 
however, confirmed it.

The damage done at the Beach pump 
ing plant by the breaking of the main 
shaft of one of the 2,500,000 gallon 
pumps will be repaired by Tuesday, it is 
expected, and the pump will be in com­
mission early next week.

Van Wagner School Closed 
Against Beach Children

Beach Commissioner Van Allen informed 
the Times this morning that the Com­
mission had already seen the difficulty 
and was taking steps to make suitable 
provision for the Beach children.

“How soon do you expect to have it 
settled?”

“I think we will complete arrange­
ments to-day, and be able to make an 
announcement to-morrow so that the 
children can go to school on Tuesday.

In scarcely any instance can this be 
considered correct. Evidence from farm- 
vis the whole Dominion over shows cow 
testing to be one of the best time-saving 
organizations ever introduced. Why? 
Because it shows definitely that many 
men have wasted precious time on cows 
that do not produce enough milk and 
fat to pay the cost of feed. Thus, the 
very men who say they have “no time” 
to take up cow testing are the very men 
who unconsciously waste thousands of 
valuable hours. There is time, appar­
ently, amongst the unthinking class of 
farmers for attending to thousands of 
profitless cows. With a herd of twenty 
unselected cows (out of which probably 
three are not making any profit) it 
would take the small total of twenty 
hours during the whole year, spread 
-over three days each month, to keep 
such simple records as would enable the 
owner to select with certainty the most 
economical producers. Why waste time 
year after year on cows that average 
‘about 14 lbs. of milk per day for seven 
months, when a few minutes per month, 
plus a little brain power, will materially 
assist in building up a profitable herd?

Chatty Letter From London Felling 

How to See Things.

The King’s Herses—Better Boys 
For Ireland—Funny Stery.

To the. Editor of the Times:
Sir;—Here we are again in this hust­

ling great city, the metropolis of the 
universe, after the pleasantest voyage 
we have ever experienced. Three years 
ago in a letter I told you of our strik­
ing a Scotch trawler during a fog in the 
Firth of Clyde ; last year of the thrill­
ing rescue of two fishermen in a small 
boat in the middle of the ocean during 
a storm at sea. This year there was 
nothing of much interest to record, 
save the large quantity of ice; never 
saw such bergs, and so large, so beauti­
ful; as we came up three passed by, as­
suming all sorts of fantastic shapes, and 
colored by the imagination they were a 
sight worth beholding. On arrival here, 
the first thing for a Canuck to do is to 
call at the Canadian Commissioner’s of­
fice and register. Other years we have 
always met and had a chat with our 
representative, Lord Strathcona. He is 
away in Canada at present, so we left a 
picture of the school named after him; 
with our compliments, and there is no 
doubt he will send us his photo to plàce 
in it. One of the advantages of calling 
at this office and making yourself 
known, is you get the entree to a lot of 
places of interest that the ordinary 
Londoner could never get within a mile 
of, except by strong wire-pulling. The 
first day there probably comes to your 
hotel tickets of admission to the House 
of Commons and the House of Lords; 
the next day there will be tickets of en­
try to the King’s mews, or stables, and 
for lovers of horses and their appurte­
nances this is a privilege very much en­
joyed. In these stables are 120 magnifi­
cent horses of every shade and variety, 
saddle and driving, used by the royal 
family and their equerries. Every horse 
is named after some famous place, hab­
ile or individual. The most interesting 
of all the buneh are the eight beautiful 
cream horses used only once a year to 
drive their Majesties in the state coach 
to the House of Commops. The stables 
are fine, loltv buildings, sanitary 
every way. There is a large separate 
room for the harness, there being separ 
ate sets for each pair of horses and 
everything to match and in unison. 
There are thousands of pounds in value 
represented here. Then there are the 
Queen’s carriage? and others, all of in 
terest; but the most interesting object 
of all is the state coach itself. It is 148 
years since it was first used by one of 
the Georges. It weighs over four tons, 
is 24 feet long; when the eight horses 
are attached it is 111 feet in length, and 
must be a pretty sight. The gilded fig­
ures anti gold work are superb; in fact, 
it is said to be the finest coach in exist­
ence. One fact about this visit is this, 
on your ticket of admission you are re­
quested particularly not to tip the ser­
vants. In this land of tips this ie a 
pleasant surprise, and in spite of no ti] 
they are most polite and agreeable 
showing one around. Every day almost 
there comes a ticket of admission to 
some interesting spot, so remember, Mr. 
traveller, and call at the Canadian Com­
missioner’s office and register, or you 
will miss many pleasant experiences.

We arrived at Liverpool just an hour 
before the Luca nia was burnt, and saw 
her lying at the dock; saw the Maure­
tania also pull out for America.

SHOT HIM.
Arther Sciilkt Killed by Soi-ii- 

Law’t Hired Min.

Zealandia, Sask., Sept. 2.—Arthur 
Scaillet was shot down in his tracks 
about 8 o’clock last night by Edgar 
Harold Hope, the eighteen-year-old hired 
man of the victim’s son-in-law. This af­
ternoon Hope is undergoing a prelimin­
ary examination before Magistrate Mc­
Lean at Zealandia, having confessed the 
shooting. It happened ou the farm of 
Scaillet’s son-in-law, Durnan or Durn-

Scaillet crossed over from his farm to 
that of his son-in-law, adjoining. He 
wanted to borrow a horse, but his son- 
in-law for some reason or other refused 
the elderly man’s request; the two, gos­
sip has it, never being on the best of 
terms. They fell to quarrelling verlially, 
and then to blows, and in the midst of 
this young Hope, Durnan’s hired man, 
went into the house and, seizing a loaded 
shotgun, ran td the scene feQ^Jet the 
father-in-law have the charge of No. 4 
shot in the heart.

Scaillet, it is said, died almost in 
stantly. Word of the affair was rushed 
over to Zealandia, about ten miles west 
(of where the shooting occurred, and 
Constable Gtey went to the scene. The 
body of Scaillet and bis slayer were 
taken to Zealandia, where they are now.

The report of the R. N. W. M. P. of 
ficer to Captain Walker here this morn­
ing reads: "Edgar Harold Hope shot and 
killed Arthur Scaillet, ten miles east of 
Zealandia, last night. Hope arrested 
and made free confession of crime. Pre­
liminary hearing takes place to-day.'

Hanbury Williams, military secretary to

Scotland. Sir John came to Canada 
with Earl Grey over four years ago, 
and has been one of the most generally 
popular and capable secretaries to vice­
royalty in .the history of Rideau Hall.

Before coming to Canada, be served 
with hie regiment in India, in Burma 
and in the Soudan and South Africa cam­
paigns, and was mentioned in despatches 
for distinguished serviqes. He was 
knighted last year on the occasion of 
the Quebec tercentenary celebration.

GRENFELL BOAT
REPORTED LOST, BUT DOCTOR 

THOUGHT TO BE SAFE.

Whole Crew Believed to Have Per­
ished—Fishing Boat Hauled Up a

‘'New Log Line and Buoyed it Near 
Spot.

St. John’s, Nfld., Sept. 2.—Information 
(received here gives meagre details of 
the loss of a yacht said to be connected 
with the mission work of tyr. Grenfell.

Anthony saying that the steamer Pros­
per o (Capt. Kean) brought news of 
the supposed wreck of a steam yacht 
from New York, near the entrance to St.

Further news is expected on the arri­
val of the Prospero on Friday.

It is hardly likely that Dr. Grenfell 
himself would be on the boat, as he al­
ways travels on the Strathcona, a yacht 
that was given him some years ago by 
Lord Strathcona. The yacht mentioned 
in the despatch is an American one, giv­
en him at New Y'ork. His headquarters, 
however, are at St. Anthony, where the 
wreck is reported from. About three 
weeks ago he left to return to the Lab­
rador coast, after delivering leçtures at 
Yale and Harvard Colleges on his work.

The Andrew J. McCosh, a memorial to 
Dr. Andrew J. McCosh, of Princeton, left 
Now York last June to be used by Dr. 
Wilfred T. Grenfell as an emergency 
hospital boat on the Labrador coast. 
The yacht is fitted up with an auxiliary 
engine, but it was the intention to have 
her proceed under canvas whenever it 
was possible.

DEAD AT AGE OF 124.

Joe Coture, of Owen Sound, Is No 
More—Was Giant in Strength.

Owen Sound Sun : Joe Coture is dead. 
And in his death Owen Sound loses one 
of its best-known figures. A man of ; 
giant fraime, and strength consistent 
with his size, he was a conspicuous fig­
ure, whether on the streets, or in his 
boat sailing up the river. But of late 
the old man had been failing. His big' 
frame grew gaunt, his step slow. About 
a month ago, while cutting wood, he 
gashed his foot with the axe. His sys­
tem, enfeebled by age, was not able to 
withstand the shock. According to his 
own story, «he was boni in 1785, and 
was therefore 124 years old. His mother 
was a squaw, his. father a Frenchman. 
The first three years of Joe - life were 
spent amid Indian surroundings, then 
his parents came to this locality and 
settled near the point where his cabin 
now stands. His early years wen- 
spent here; hut the “wanderlust” of 
his Indian ancestors asserted itself, and 
for years he travelled, visiting many 
places in Canada and the Republic to the 
south. His wanderings over, he returned 
and spent the rest of his days here fish­
ing and hunting and trapping until 
game became too scarce.

On one occasion it is said he went 
to buy a barrel of salt for his fish. 
The merchant jocularly sa id, “Joe, you 
can have a barrel if you’ll slinuldt'r it.” 
“All right.” growled Joe. and stoop­
ing. he caught barrel by the chinest 
and with a mightÿ* heave hoisted it 
over his head and set it across his 
broad shoulders. Then, grinning at the 
discomfited merchant, he walked off, 
carrying the barrel. When one looked 
at the man a year or so ago—six feet 
four inches tall, and broad in propor­
tion—the story was eas yto believe.

Joe was a great boxer

but with all his strength and all hie 
lov'g' for game, he -was never, quarrel­
some. He was always considered one 
of Owen Sound’s most pgjypeable and 
law-abiding citizens.

SHOOTING ACCIDENT
Yeung Farmer Kii|ed Near Syden­

ham—Two Deaths in Manitoba.

Kingston, Sept. 2.—Yesterday morn­
ing Stanley Scales, a young farmer of 
Sydenham, met death while duck hunt­
ing. Procuring a boat from a neighbor 
he was in the act of stepping into it 
when his gun was accidentally dis­
charged, the charge penetrating his right 
lung. He was found shortly after, partly 
in the boat and partly in the water. 
Dr. Lockhart, of Sydenham, was called 
immediately ,and, after careful inspec­
tion of the body, decided an inquest wm 
unnecessary. The body was removed to 
the home of the deceased, and interment 
will take place at Verona, his former 
home, to-morrow. He leaves a wife 
and one child.

Winnipeg, Sept. 2.—The usual casu­
alties of the shooting season are being 
recorded, and. although the opening was 
only yesterday, so far two fatalities are 
recorded. One of these occurred at Glen 
Ewing, where Maxwell McDonald, & 
leading business man. was instantly 
killed while cleaning his gun. To-day 
a report of the fatal wounding of Alfred 
O. Webb, a C. N. R. employee at Del- 
mar, has been received. He had wound­
ed some game, and while attempting to 
kill it with the butt of his sporting 
rifle he received a bullet in the abdo­
men.

We have no idea that the Canadian 
Government will enter upon any foolish 
tariff war.

Neither 
Tory nor Grit Government would agree 
to do so. Then the Provinces of Ontario 
and Quebec, acting perfectly within their 
rights, made regulations governing the 
cutting of timber on-Government owned 
lands, calculated to induce home manu­
facturing. In retaliation for this course, 
the Aldrich tariff Was devised to penal­
ize them. It will foil of its purpose; 
and the net^result will lie to compel 
United States consumers to sweat to 
fatten tariff combines. Shall we fool­
ishly retaliate, and thus enable other 
combines to bleed pujr people? Not 
likely—at least, while a Liberal Gov­
ernment rules. Canada’s tariff will be 
shajred as rrtuçh ns possible in the in­
terest of the Canadian revende and the 
Canadian people. If Uncle Sam chooses 
to injure his owu consumers at the 
command of tariff combines, that is his

FILLING UP THE COUNTRY
Some idea of the rapidity with which 

the Canadian West is being peopled and 
brought into productiveness may be 
formed when it is said that during July 
4,200 homestead entries were made. The 
stream of settlers is on the increase, 
in last July the homesteads entered 
were nearly a thousand fewer. Besides 
these homesteaders other thousands pur­
chased land from the railways and spec­
ulating land companies to which 
much of our natural heritage was given 
in the period from 1876 to 1896 before 
the present Government put a stop to the 
parcelling out of the country and inaug­
urated the policy of the land for the 
settler. Then there have been a large 
nuniber who have obtained land from 
the British Columbia Government, and 
settlement will from this time on grad­
ually filter into the north of that Pro­
vince, which is wonderfully rich and 
needed only the building of the Grand 
Trunk . Pacific to open it to the world. 
The fertil valleys and mineral-bearing 
mountains will soon begin to yield their 
riches to the hardy settlers.

And the quality of the population 
which we are getting is a matter for 
congratulation. I (Lie “hand-picked,” and 
when a poor specimen is found it is re­
jected. Moreover, n|pny of the newcom­
er# bring much wealth with them. In 
this way many millions in value are 
added to the general store of wealth. 
Many newcomers are from the United 
States, whence they come to better their 
conditions. They are people like our­
selves, speaking our language, inherit­
ing similar traditions, professing the 
same religio'n, and guided by the same 
principles. They will make good Can­
adians, and prove a bond of neigh bor- 
liness and good will between the coun-

which the machine dived suddenly at 

sharp angle into the water. Mr. 
Willard was thrown from his saddle 
clean through the network of wires 
and over the nose of the aeroplane in­
to the ice cold lake. He swam back 
and climbed to the uppermost plane 
of the machine, where he was found 
sitting calmly when two minutes later 

dozen canoes and rowboats ?qprrivcd 
on the scene. “The whole trouble 
xvas,” Mr. Willard explained after­
wards, “that as soon as I got over the 
water I could not sec a thing. It 
was just like flying in an inkpot. I 
could not tell how high I was, and 
when a gust of wind came along it 
lifted the tail of the machine right 
up. I wasn’t high enough in the air 
to get righted. We will have it put 
together again in a couple of days.”

Having waited in vain for the wind 
to drop completely, Mr. Willard de­
cided at about 7 o'clock that he would 
make the attempt, despite the some- 
xvhat unsteady breeae. Accordingly 
the aeroplane was brought out and 
placed in position on the grass well 
back from the shore. Mr. Willard 
mounted the seat, preparatory to etart- 
ing right off, but it was about fif­
teen minutes Irefore the motor could 
Ire made to start. When it did start 
at 7.25 o’clock the machine swept at 
a tremendous pace down to the beach. 
Just at the top of the incline track 
which had been built for it at the 
shore it rose gracefully like a huge 
bird about thirty feet and soared out 
ox-er the darkening water. It was not 
in the air more than ten seconds at 
the outside, but in that time from 300 
yards to a quarter of a mile were put 
between it and 'the shore.
As soon as he had risen from the 

ground, the aviator said in discussing 
the flight later, he had shut the pow- 
er down to half. When he saw it be­
gin to plunge he stopped the motor 
entirely. v

In an incredibly short time the ship 
was surrounded by small crafts, all 
eager to have a hand in bringing it 
back to land, and no less than six 
boats towed it in. It was back in its 
tent by 8 o’clock, half an hour after 
it had left the ground.

The injuries done to the aerial craft 
were surprisingly slight. Both blades 
of the propeller were broken, as well 
as several of the ribs and wires, but 
otherwise i», is still intact.

WHERE’S BERNIER?
i He Left For Arctic Regions Well 

Over a Year Ago.

Montreal, Sept. 2.—Tl^e news of Dr. 
Cook’s discovery of the North Pole 
has suddenly reminded the Canadian 
marine officials that Canadas own 
Arctic explorer, Captain Bernier*te sorn^ 
xvhere lretxvecn here and the Pole, while 
considerable uneasiness is felt in the de­
partment at his continued silence. Capt. 
Bernier left for the Arctic seas in 
July, 1908. and it is stated that no di­
rect word has been received from him 
since that date. Last year whalers re­
turning to Scotland reported that the 
Bernier expedition had hoisted the Union 
.lack ox-er a good many frozen stretches 
of territory, but since Oct. 14. nearly a 
year ago. not a word has been .heard 
foni Bernier or of him. 1 

White Captain Bernier was sent north 
to collect customs duties from American 
xvhaleVs and to plant the British flag on 
convenient spots on the Arctic islands. 
Ire lia-s long, had an ambition to go in 
search of the Pole. His long silence 
has led a number of the Marine Depart­
ment officials to suspect that- after as­
sessing the American whajers he has 
tried liis hand at a dash to the top uf 
the world. Captain Bernier left Quebec 
on July 28. 1908. acompanied by officials 
of the Hydrographic Survey and the In- 
tiroir l>partmcnt. an expert photo­
grapher and a good crew.

AT COBALT.
Typhoid Fever Increases Fifteen 

Cases Per Day There.

Cobalt. Sept. 2.—A conservative esti­
mate of the number of typhoid fever 
cases in .Cobalt to-day may be placed at 
300, and even the town authorities credit 
over 180 cases, when asked about the 
situation.

And it is a situation that is going to 
become startlingly serious, in view of 
the fact that typhoid is developing at an 
increased ratio of from 10 to 15 new 
cases per day.

The problem before the town is grow­
ing in difficulties, and there appears to 
be no remedy:

The limited accommodation of the Co­
balt Hospital is over-taxed. There are 
hospital tents pitched alongside the hos­
pital building, and more tents are being 
sent for.

There are 30 trained nurses in Cobalt 
town, and more nurses are Wing sent for 
and in the meantime the townspeople 
suffer because of a lack of systematic 
cleaning-up and drainage.

Only last week the guests of the Co­
balt Hotel were forced to abandon the 
verandah nnd keep their windows closed, 
because of the odors emanating from a 
car of pigs that were left standing di­
rectly in front of the hotel, from Friday 
afternoon until Monday afternoon.

COOK AT THE 
NORTH POLE.

Sir Robert Bill Describes 
Unique Position.

His

Itiliins Believe Tbit Cook Could 
Not be Misuken.

Vessel With U. S. Explorer Passed 
Cape Skagen.

New York. Sept. 3.—A London des­
patch to the World quotes Sir Robert 
Ball, professor of astronomy at Cam­
bridge University and one of the most 
distinguished of British scientists, as 
saying of Dr. Cook's discovery of the 
North. Pole :

"Two ^questions being asked all over 
the civilized world to-day are: First, 
why does any one want to go to the 
North Pole? Second, How does he know 
when he is there?

"To answer the second question first, 
the mariner who finds his latitude in 
the northern hemisphere to be 90 de­
grees, knows he can be nowhere else 
than at the North Pole. The astronom­
er will tell you that to any one standing 
at the North Pole the sun rises and sets 
qnly once ^ year—six months daylight, 
six months night, mitigated only by a 
little twilight at the beginning, and end 
of a peri.id of awtul gloom, broken by 
occasional moonlight or aurora.

"The pole is truly a unique spot on 
the globe. Cook standing there faced due 
south. Which ever way he looked he was 
more than twenty miles nearer the cen­
tre of the earth than if he stood at the 
equator. His weight was greater than 
anywhere else on the surface of the 
globe. A plum line in his hand pointed 
vertically upward to the pole of the

heavens, around which all stars revolvq. 
Half of the stars he could never see; the 
other half never went below his hori­
zon, and would have been visible 
throughout the six mouths of night. The 
famous constellation Orion circled 
around and aroud his horizon. The pole 
staj^etAtfd directly over his head.

"The gain to knowledge from Dr. 
Cook's discovery is inestimable. There 
still is much to learn of tides, currents, 
aud the ocean. Meterologists have a 
perfect torrent of questions to ask of 
any one speaking with authority from 
the North Pole.

"But there is another problem of the 
highest importance justifying all ef­
forts to discover the pole. Many scient­
ist# believe the Arctic regions have borne 
at certain times in the mighty history 
of our globe a very different aspect from 
now. The ice and snow which have pre­
served the mystery of the poles, prob­
ably have not existed continuously 
throughout the ages.

"It is believed that in the course of 
geological time the regions around the 
poles have more than once enjoyed a 
temperate climate, permitting highly or- 
ganired animals ami delicate plante to 
flourish. .If specimens of rocks connect­
ing the remains of fossil animals and 
plants have been brought forth, their 
scientific value could not be exaggerat­
ed. Thus nnd thus only could a - very 
great chapter in the history of the earth 
lie completed. Until the poles are ex­
plored man's knowledge of his dxvellling 
place will be sadly defective.

“To mariners. Cook's momentous ex­
ploit must brine especial gratification. 
Hundred» of their hardiest forerunners 
have sacrificed their , lives in the great 
quest, which is now their prize liefore 
the aviators have jiad time to snatch it 
froi.i them."

EACH COLONY.

Speech by Lord Beresford at Tor- 
oate Canadian Club Banquet.

Be Supreme on Sea and Keep Trade 
Routes Open.

J. A. Macdonald an Canada’s Place 
in the Empire.

Toronto, Sept. 3.—The Toronto Na­
tional Club banqueted Lord Charles 
Beresford last night. In his speech he 
«gain and again emphasised his con­
tention that the maintenance of ' the 
empire depended upon the keeping of 
its trade routes inviolate, and to do this 
it was essential that an Imperial fleet 
should be maintained which should be 
supreme on every sea. The part which 
tne overseas dominions should take in 
the bearing of the burden was for them­
selves to decide, but he was convinced 
from the loyalty which he had seen ex­
pressed in Canada during his visit that 
this country, at any rate, would not be 
found wanting.

>f spirits produced during the
twelve months was 5,176,048 gallons, 
decrease of 1,073,715 gallons, or about 
25 per cent, ns compared with the pre­
vious fiscal year. The foreign demand 
for Canadian distillery products also fell 
off. the quantity ex|x>rted being 311,314 
gallons, a decrease of 101.545 gallons. 
The excise revenue was $15,048,5811. a de­
crease of $020.073. The number of cigars 
taken for consumption during the year 
was' 102.105.371. ns compared witli 200,- 
133,255 in 1007. The number of cigar­
ettes manufactured last year was 356,- 
180.380. a decrease from the previous 
year of 28,304,674.___ _______

BREAKFAST MUFFINS.
Soak one cup -stale bread crumbs in 

one pint sour milk, one teaspoonful 
of soda dissolved in hot water, half 
a cupful of cornmeal, three table- 
spoonfuls graham flour, salt, table- 
spoonful of sugar, teaspoonful melted 
butter, two well beaten eggs, flour 
enough to make stiff enough to hold 
together. Sift one teaspoonful of bak­
ing powder in flour. Bake in hot but­
tered gem pans.
CREAMED ASPARAGUS SCRAMBLE 

One pint of thick creamed aspara­
gus tips, seasoned and heated. Break 
eight eggs into" a buttered frying pan. 
shake generously with salt and |top­
per. and toss up lightly with a knife 
until they are well scrambled, but 
soft and tender. Quickly stir in the 
asparagus and serve i with hot, crisp 
cheese wafers.

TO BAKE POTATOES.
While the fire is kindling place an 

asbestos mat on top of the stove or 
range, and on this immediately place 
your potatoes, which have been wash­
ed clean and wiped dry. Cover with 
a graqite pan—a two-quart pan will 
fit the common asbestos mat. With 
one turning they will be ready to 
serve by the time the rest of the meal 
is prepared and will be found mealy 
aiid piping hot without the usual 
waste of fuel and time in heating a 
cold oven and keeping it hot for an 
hour. They can be baked on a gaso­
line stove by slipping an iron stove 
lid underneath Vue asbestos mat.

BREAKFAST SALAD.
Scald two ripe tomatoes, peel them, 

and put them in cold water or fine 
ice to become cold; drain- and either 

1 slice or divide into sections. Peel

and slice thin one cucumber. Line a 
salad bowl with lettuce leaves, add 
tomatoes and cucumber, a teaspoon­
ful of minced parsley, and a few 
blades of chives. Over all pour n 
dressing of olive oil, vinegar, salt and 
pepper.

SALAD DRESSING.
One tablespoonful of flour, three table- 

spoonfuls of sugar, one teaspoonful of 
salt, one of dry mustard or two of pre­
pared mustard, a dash of red pepper ; 
mix together, beat the yolks of three 
eggs light, add a teaeupful of vinegar. 
Cook all together in double boiler until 
it thickens, add a heaping teaspoon ful 
of butter, l*at well. I jet cool and if con­
venient add a little either sweet or 
sour cream, not milk. This dressing 
jloured over finely chopped cabbage has 
made more than one dinner famous for 
me. and I have been immediately be­
sieged for my recipe for making same.

COOL DRINKS.
Make strong coffee by using one heap­

ing tablespoonful of coffee to each half 
cup of boiling water. Let boil, then add 
half a cupful of cold water. Strain and 
add to it an equal portion of boiling 
hot milk, sweeten slightly, and chill by 
standing in a refrigerator or pack in 
ice. Serve in thin glass with whipped

PINEAPPLE BUNCH.
One cupful of chopped pineapple, 

three sliced lemons, and one large 
orange, also sliced. Add one heaping 
cupful of granulated sugar and pound 
well ; add three pints of water, stir well 
and strain. Chill thoroughly before serv­
ing.

MUSKMELON PUNCH.
P,ress the pulp of fine flavored musk 

melons through a sieve until you have 
a quart of juice. Add half the quan­
tity of ice water and the juice of two 
lemons. Sweeten to taste, strain, and 
serve with cracked ice.

REFRESHING DRINK.
A cool, refreshing drink is made by 

using two teaspoon fuis of any fruit vine­
gar to a glass o’f water. To make the 
vinegar, put two quarts of any kind of 
berries, or grapes, in a crock, cover with 
good cider vinegar, and let stand for 
twenty-four hours. Then bring to the 
boiling point. Mash the fruit and strain 
through a cloth. Measure the juice and 
add an equal quantity of granulated 
sugar. Boil fifteen minutes and can or 
bottle while hot.

ICE TEA.
Steep required amount of tea in boil­

ing water for five minutes. Pour tea off 
the leaves and dilute with amount of 
cold water necessary#

Fill glasses two-thirds full with crack­
ed ice. Put a slice of lemon and a sprig 
of mint in each glass and pour in the 
tea—a most refreshing drink.

HAM (SOUTHERN).
Slice a ham one inch thick. Have the 

skillet smoking hot. Put in ham and sear 
both sides; turn constantly until a gold­
en brown. Lpwer the fire, add one table- 
spoonful sugar ; spread it well over the 
top of the ham. Cover lightly and let 
cook si owl v for twenty minutes.

The /wicker left*-Sydney with coal for 
the Fame Point lighthouse, and when 
64 miles off the roast of Prince Edward 
Island *a heavy southwest gaie sprang 
up. At midnight the schooner was 
headed .for the coast, and the men kept 
at the pumps for 22 hours..

When fifteen miles off the east point, 
the water having constantly gained, it 
was decided to abandon the vessel, and 
twenty minutes later she went to the 
bottom. The exhausted crew started in 
v leaky dory. After two hours’ rowing 
they were picked up by the American 
fishing schooner Emily Conroy and 
taken to Souris.

Insolvency»* in the Dominion of Can­

ada. as compiled for Dun’s Review, from 
statistics of R. G. Dun A Co., were 89 
in number ami $679,042 in amount of 4-A».4.'ar Fdy.. 
liabilities. 1 nese figures are much 
smaller than have been usual of late, 
failures for the previous month number­
ing 121, with liabilities of $985,997, while 
in comparison with the 124 defauts n 
August last year for $1.506.857 the dis­
parity is still greater. In manufactur­
ing classes the comparison is not so 
good as last month as regards the 
amount involved. 19 failures for $200,720 
comparing with 28 default» with liabil­
ities of only $154,080. but in the cor­
responding month last year failure» in 
this division numbered 30. with indebt 
edness of $495.925. In August, 1907 
there were 39 similar defaults, and the 
amount involved was $884.495. Trading 
failures on the other hand wake » con 
sidcrablv better Jhvwing than last 
montât and n moat satisfactory com­
parison with last year; In August, last 
vear. there were 70 suspensions, with 
liabilities amounting to $470.322. which 
compare with 90 failure for $813.917 in 
the previous month, and 80 defaults in 
volvbig $610,932 in August of last year.
There was one large failure in this class 
for upward* of $100.000; deducting this 
from the total the very good showing 
for the month i* accentuated. In the 
class embracing brokers and transport­
ers no failures were reported.

Mending Men’s Clothes.
(Mary Evans.)

Ij»ts of little things may lie done to 
make a man's garments last longer and 
look better than if he lias no woman 
kind to care for him and his wardrobe.
A man's clothes are expensive and usual­
ly well made, but the best tailoring in 
the world can’t prevent buttons coming 
off or coats wearing shiny at thg seams.

\ow, every man ha* a theory about 
the way a button should be sewn oil. 
lie knows it should have a “neck,” and 
nothing will persuade him that his wo- 
manfolk share this knowledge. He is 
therefore firmly convinced that if he 
t* wed the hut tons on they would never 
conn off. He wouldn’t lielieve it if you 
told him that the fault lay not in omit 
ting to give the button a “neck.” but in 
neglecting to finish it off properly after 
the nock had been twisted. At least half 
a dozen firm stitches are needed to do 
this well.

It trousers fray at the edge and it is 
necessary to turn up a1 slightly deeper 
hem. open the hem out all arqund, brush 
it and soap it on the wrong side. Tjjis 
makes it set well, giving it a firm ironed 
apearance. Of course, it ia necessary 
after slip stitching the hem to pres* 
on the wrong side with a damp cloth be­
tween the cloth and the iron. x 

COLD TEA FOR BLACK SUITS. 
Shiny seam* and shoulders must be 

sponged gently with warm water to 
which a little ammonia has been added. 
Sponging with cold tea will do wonders 
toxvard restoring a black suit. Inking 
the seams is n time honored method 
.which cannot he recommended, as the 
ink is apt to leave stains and noticeable

When putting away clothes brush 
them thoroughly and hang them out in 
the sun for eight hours. Repeat the 
brushing process. The object of expos 
ing them to the sunlight is to cause any 
moth eggs in the fabric to hatch, ami 
then the young caterpillars are easily 
dislodged by the second brushing. Hav­
ing done this, put the suit, or whatever 
it may he. away, with some moth pre­
ventive. taking care to place the preven­
tive especially down the front of the 
vest, on the lapel* of the coat, in fact, 
anywhere grease is most likely to be.

•When darning large holes In under­
wear place a piece of fine net under and 
extending a half inch each side of the 
tear; herringbone over the joint with 
half the stitch on the webbing and half 
on the garment. Itself. When the rib­
bing is quite worn out it may be re­
placed bv the special ribbing sold at 
most outfitter*.
MEND GLOVES WITH WAX THREAD

Men’s gloves should be mended with 
wax thrfcnd—not silk, as that cuts. Use 
number forty cotton drawn across a 
piece of .beeswax. Be sure to finish off 
the ends carefully.

tany way. When we first proposed to go 
to the Arctic in <vn airship, the reaching 
of the actual North Pole wae a matter 
of indifference to us. Our main object 
is to show- how a dirigible balloon can 
be itsed for exploration. Our airship is 
intended for surveying and the taking 
of photographs, and it will 1* so con­
structed as to land on the drift ice if 
necessary. There is still much to be 
done in Arctic exploration, and there 
is the probability of great geographical 
discovery. We regard Dr. Cook as a 
serious man. but as he had only Eskimos 
with him. any great enlightenment to 
science through his expedition is hardly 
likelv. as it must have been impossible 
for him to carry the necessary instru-

NO HAPHAZARD EXPEDITION.
New York. Sept. 2.—John R. Brad­

ley, the financial backer of Dr. 
Frederick A. Cook, took paine to ex­
plain to-day that the Brooklyn ex­
plorer's success in reaching the North 
Pole was not so much the result of 
chance as the opinions of several 
polar experts would indicate.

"This was no haphaxard expedi­
tion," he said ; "no intensified'-Arctic 
joy ride undertaken on nerve. We 
went about our preparations for this 
thing quietly and without brass band 
accompaniment, bnt we provided for 
every imaginable contingency.

"We studied out the mistakes and 
misfortunes of other men who had 
tried for the Pole, hoping to benefit 
by their errors, and we certainly 
benefited by their examples.

"I am not going to tell what the 
cost was. But I will tell you this 
much : One single item of the equip­
ment was 5,000 gallons of gasoline, 
and another was two barrels of gum 
drops. An Eskimo will travel thirty 
miles for a gum drop. His sweet tooth is 
the sweetest in the world.

"Cook, it is true, /has as much 
nerve as any man in the world, but 
he had something besides nerve to 
carry him through. I am not try­
ing to take any of the credit, bnt I 
want to say that he had the right 
kind of an outfit to take him there. 
Dr. Cook will prove to the satisfac­
tion of every fair man that he has 
done exactlv what he claims he 
did.”

EXPLORATIONS WILL NOT END.
Anthony Fiala, the Arctic ' explorer 

and commander of the Ziegler Expedi­
tion of 1903-1905, agreed with Mr. 
Bradley in placing confidence in the re­
ports of Dr. Cook’s success.

“This will not put an end to polar 
expeditions," he said to-day. “Other 
expeditions will push their way north­
ward. Dr. Cook says he has discover­
ed land in the far north. If the land 
is there others will find it and verify 
his story. If it is not there his story 
will be branded as false.” .

Asked if the conditions reported by j 
Dr. Cook at the Pole were as he ex­
pected. Mr. Fiala replied: “Yes; I 
did not look for the discovery of any | 
arctic continent, but I did believe that 
land would be found.

Victor D. Brenner, 'k certainly in the 
public eye, but in all the accounts print­
ed in the daily papers about tiro new 
Lincoln pennies and the artist who de­
signed them, there is no mention of the 
fact that Brenner is a Jew and a Rus­
sian Jew at that, who came to New 
York as a boy, sold matches in the 
street^and studied art at night in Coop­
er Union. '

Dr. Henry Lesser, a New York Jewish 
surgeon, recently performed a wonder­
ful operation by which he grafted the 
corner from the eye of a rabbit to the 
eye of a man, thus successfully restor­
ing sight to the latter, who had been 
blind for fifteen years. The patient is 
now able to distinguish colors and go 
about unattended.

Free scholarships for the sons and 
daughters of Jewish farmers in the 
United States have been established. 
These enable the holders to take courses 
of instrutcion which will be of vast ben­
efit to the children of farmers, and the 
subjects taught are of special import­
ance to them.

The oldest inhabitant of Warsaw, Rus­
sia, is dead. He was a Jew named Jacob 
Baumstick, and 104 years old. Up to 
two years ago he was actively engaged 
as a tailor. Ilis oldest child is a daugh­
ter, 85 years of age.

Sir Henry Aaron Isaacs, former lord 
mayor of London, is dead at the age of 
79 years. Sir Henry was a descendant 
of an old Portuguese family, Hîs fath­
er was active in the stock exchange and 

- Henry pursued the same avocation. He 
was charitable and took part in all 
movements tending toward the civic im­
provement of London. In 1887 he was 
made a sheriff of the city of London, 
and two years later he was elected the 
first Jewish lord mayor of London. He 
wa# knighted the same year by Queen 
Victoria. The celebrated attorney, Ru­
fus Isaacs, probably the greatest lawyer 
of England, is his hephew.

According to the best estimates given 
for 1908-9, which are compiled from var­
ious sources, the total Jewish population 
in 1908 was 11,677,473. Of these the 
largest number, 6,215,805, was in Russia. 
In Austria-Hungard there were 2,U7ti,- 
378; in the United States, 1,777,185; in 
Germany, 586,9Î8. Suppose, for the sake 
of argument, that all these less than 
12.000,000 Jews were gathered together 
in the United States, they would make 
about one-seventh of the population, less 
than 15 per cent. So those who enter­
tain the fet^r that the Jews are going 
to capture America may set their minds 
at rest. They may capture New York 
—but that is another story.

Dr. Jacob Vandor, a Jewish physician, 
who died recently at Budapest, made 
the following charitable bequests: 30,000 
kronen for the purpose of founding a 
scholarship for a Jewish pupil of a pub­
lic school in Budapest; 40,000 kronen 
to the Adele Brody Children’s Hospital; 
5,000 kronen to the Chevra tiadisha: 
4,500 kronen to the Jewish Hospital, and 
a number of smaller bequests.

An estate of $1,100,000 was disposed 
of in the will of Augusta Mannheimer, 
widow of Dr. Michael Mannheimer, of 
Chicago. Part of the estate is given to 
charity, but the bulk of- it goes to the 
children of the testatrix. The sum of 
$2,000 is given to the Chicago Art Insti­
tute for a prize fund or scholarship; 
$10,000 to the United Hebrew Charities 
for the benefit of the Michael Reese 
Hospital. The testator suggests that a 
contagious disease ward for children be 
maintained. The .Jewish training school 
i« given $5,000; Home for Aged Jews, 
$4.000; Chicago Home of Jewish Or­
phans, $4,000, and the AJexian Brothers i 
Hospital, $2,500. The coin collection ofi^ 
the late Dr. Mannheimer is to be given ^ 
to a museum or public institution. All 
of his medical books, consisting of many 
hundreds of volumes, are given to the 
Rush Medical College. With the books 
is a gift of $5,000 to establish a library 
to be named after her husband.

A bill has been introduced in the 
Turkish Parliament with a view of en­
couraging Jewish immigration into Pal­
estine. It is proposed to do away with 
the so called “red passports,” which had 
hitherto been given to every Jew land­
ing in Palestine aa an assurance that 
lie would not stay there more than 
three months. It is believed that such 
a bill will greatly facilitate Jewish set­
tlement in Palestine and remoVe the re­
strictions which deterred many -Jews 
from taking up their abode there.

The agricultural school Kiriah Sefer, 
near Lydda, which was founded by Herr 
Belkhtd, has been closed. It is stated, 
however, that this is only a temporary 
measure, and that the school will be re­
opened under the auspices of public Jew­
ish bodies in Palestine and Germany. >

Dr. Philip Fruehfmann, Burgomaster 
of Stryj and member of the Galician 
Diet, died recently at an advanced ago. 
The number of Jews in the Qiet has 
now been reduced to five.

But Churches and Schools Will he 
Kept Closed Longer.

Two Cases of Diphtheria Also at 
Prospect Place.

Other Nuisances In Township Are 
Receiving Attention.

The question of drainage of refuset 
into waterways, in the Crown Point dis­
trict came up again at the meeting of 
the Barton township Board of Health 
last night. The orders given certain 
individuals there by the board to cease 
the practice have not been observed, 
and at one stage in the discussion as 

what action should be taken in the 
matter, the members, on recommenda­
tion by Mr. F. Hills, decided to have 
the inspector get out a summons against 
the offenders. Mr. Hills said when com­
ing to the meeting last night he and 
Dr. Alway made an inspection of one 
place and found the conditions very 
serious. Dr. Alway remarked that the 
stench at this place was worse than 
ever, and there was danger of typhoid 
or diphtheria being caused by it. He 
recommended that the board take such 
steps as were necessary to stop the 
nuisance at once.

Mr. Hills said he thought matters 
had reached such a stage that they 
were being trifled with, and in taking 
steps to do away with the trouble the 
board could not afford to consider any 
man’s convenience in preference tb the 
public welfare. The instructions of the 
board had been disregarded, and he sug­
gested that, legal action be taken at 
once. Mr. Lewis said his men had been 
picking berries in the vicinity, and had 
informed him that they could stand the 
stench no longer. If the members al­
lowed this kind of thing, to go on they 
would become the laughing stock of the 
community, and would leave themselves 
liable to very serious criticism, as much 
responsibility rested upon them.

Although! the board passed a resolu­
tion that a summons be taken out and 
served on the perpetrators, Chairman 
Gage asked if it would not be a wise 
thing to have the inspector go down 
this morning and after making an in­
spection give those concerned a warning 
of the steps which the hoard had de­
cided to' take; if they complied' with 
the mandate, he suggested that no Irgal 
action he taken. His suggestion was 
acted upon, and for a day or so at. 
least no summonses will be issued.

Dr. Alway announced that he would 
probably free three or four houses from 
quarantine this Week, and others would 
follow rapidly, as the disease was dying 
out. The Board decided to leave this 
matter entirely in his hands, with power 
to raise the quarantine from the affect­
ed houses whenever he saw fit.
