Upkeep of l!g Charity Requires Fifty
Cents a Minute.

Dear Mr. Editor;

The 44th annual report of the
Hospital for Sick Children, Toronte,
shows a notable advance -in every
department of its service to the suf:
fering and crippled youngsters of

this province; The ward accommo-
dation has been taxed to its capacity,
and the summer annex, the Lake-
side Home, was opened for the first
time since the outbreak of war.

The daily average of cot patients
has increased during the year
from 192 to 228, including children
from . practically every county in
Outario. * Even had the cost of sup-
plies and labor remained stationary,
the substantial increase in_the num-
ber of patients would alone account
for the addition to the charity’s debt,
which at the close of the fiscal year
was $109,000. - This debt has become
an embarrassing burden. Further
increase must threaten impairment
of an emnviable efficiency.

The Hospital is in the forefront of
all institutions upon this coatinént
devoted to the care of gick children,
It cost $335,399 to. maintain last
year, ' This great sum not only puts

Ontario all the resources of medical
science, but, in'addition, provides for,
a training school for 120 nurses and’
for unsurpassed clinical fagilities
for the Uniyersity students who are
preparing to engage in their. pro-
fession throughout the province.
.The income which must be forth-
coming to finance this absolutely
essential work figures out at sevenm
hundred dollars a day; and, as there -
is no endowment fund, all but a
fraction of that amount has to be
derived from individual benevolence.
Therefore the Trustees are making

He then dwelt briefly
on the action of the Bramntford coun-
cil in going'~into the coal business
which has«<been a success from the
gtart. The citizens had all been look-
ed after and a big surplus supply
was stored away this fall. When the
dealers raised the priee of hard coal
to $14 per ton the City unloaded and
sold to the pedple at $11. He pointed
out that while the people of St. Cath-
arines are paying $18 a cord for
wood, the City of Brantford are sell-
ing it at $8.

They had also appointed a perman-
ent Medical Health Officer who was
on the job all the time. Some dwell-
ings had been gondemned as unfit for
human habitation. The City has built
thirty new homes which they will
sell or rent, Next year they will build
130 more. A new maternity ward has
been built at the hospital and a new
Isolation Hospital was built at a cost
of $100,000. The time has come he

Milstead did not so much as raise
his hand in violence against ‘' More-
head.

On the contrary, Morehead com-
mitted . suicide. Milstead is . alleged,
howewer;-to;have driven the well-to-do
farmer tq.su!cxde by posing as a fed-
eral .deteetive, and representing to
Morehead that He had come to arrest
him on: a™felony charge. Moréhead,
distracted" d@nd believing Milstead %0
be a detective, took his own life to

[, Prosécdting Attorney T é“;;*m
diecussing the case, declared e re-
garded his ev denne a8 complete in
showing that Milstead was actrally ns
gnilty ‘of murder as if he had slain
Morehead.

“Milstead is charged with being ac-
cessory before the fact to the suicide
said Fowler.

When the members were ealled to

| order- the Mayor explained that the
%t spread. of smallpox here.had led the

Board of Hedlth to meet two or three
times with'the result that it had con-
sidered the enforgement of. vaccina-
tion wise.

Resolution Adopted.

Without. further discussion Ald.
Eagle, seconded by Ald. Westwood,
introduced- the following resolution:

That while this Council does not
wish to disrespect any request or de-
mand from the Beard of Health, it
feels the enforcement of compulsory
vaccination at the present date migpt
be imposing' an unnecessary difficuity
on the citizens' but suggests that if
the number, of “cases of : Smallpox
shows any decidéd increase that the
Mayor  call a spécial session at any
hour he deems necessary in:order to
pass any bylaw required tp make
vaccination obligatory.

This . Council,  however; urges the
citizens to“be wvaccinated at once,
volunhry i accordance with: Medi-"
cal opimm that vaccination is a pre=
vention aga\nst ‘an sepidémic. - /

This Council does not wish to avoid
any responsibility but considers. that |
voluntary vaccmatlonAls being car-
ried on so guleuﬂ‘ occa-
sion does not wef exist to warrant
the passing of a mandatory bylaw.

Appointment of Doctors.

This " resolution was unanimously
carried without debate and the Coun-
cil adjourned. As the members were
going out attention was drawn to the

fact that a communication from the
Board of Health relative to the ap-
pointfient of doctors for each Ward
to" cagry out- veccination' had  been -
overlooked. The members were call-
ed together again for a few: minutes
and Dr. Cnttey, Medlcal Qfficer of
| Health, was ‘like&‘é ‘explain the re-
 quest and ' ‘Mr. Gum?nings was ask-
ed to read thb’ scetion of the Act
covering the appointment of doctors.
It provides that the Council shall ap-
point & doctor for gach ward of  the
city with a statedyhour or hours, on
a stated day or days of the week to’
vaccinate those who wished to have
the work done. The law, in fact, re-:
quires that this be done whether there
is an epidemic or not.

Dr. Currey said that he had been
vaccinating scores but he could not’
handle all the cases znd provision
should be made so that all who de-
sired to be treated could have the
service, He also said that in every
case of smallpox discovered lere on
examination it was disclosed that theé
patients had not been vaccinated.
Many wer¢ asking him to vaccinate
them, free when they could well af-
ford to pay. .’
