The mention of humility sounds 
like a discordant note in the har­
mony of praise with which the 
world is everywhere celebrating its 
achievements and progress as the 
century draws to a close. The 
word finds no place on our lecture 
platforms, in the newspapers, or in 
tbcnnblio utterances and messages 
ofTuen of civil prominence or s 
lion. The virtue itself is despi 
and bl-uned for hindering human 
advancement : it surely .seems a 
hopeless task to plead for it in an 
age which is termed so boastfully an 
aggressive ege. If the world in 
filled with pride, all the more neces­
sary is humility, and if it seem use­
less to recommend it, then all the 
more need of prayer that men and 
nations may be lowered in their 
pride, and appreciate the advant­
ages and motives which should keep 
them humb}e.

No virtue Is more plainly, strong­
ly or frequently recommended to us 
in Holy Scripture than humility, 
and yet for no virtue has the hqman 
heart such a dit like and'abhorrence. 
It is the virtue which Christ special­
ly commends in Himself for our 
imitation. “ I^earn of me for I am 
meek and humble of heart,” (1) 
and it is the one to which St. Paul 

I was inspired to attribute Christ's 
I exaltation and our i edemption :

He humbled himself, becoming 
I obedient unto death, even unto the 
I death of the cross. For which 
|cause Glod hath slsoexalted him and 
bath given him a name which is 

| above every other nsme." (2) It is

Thus, 
to speak of self-abasement or eeli- 
cootempt to those who are not 
familiar with the first motives of 
humility, may result in impressing 
some soul, with an exsggeiated 
senjt) of their un worthiness, and 
others with a hatred for the virtue 
that strikes so suddenly at the root 
of their self-esteem and exaltation.

We hqve thought it worth while 
to mention some of the erroneous 
notions that prevail about the virtue 
ot humility, because we can realize 
better our need to pray for this 
Virtue wh^n we consider how much 
men are dfcwlved about a matter 
that is so simple in itself, and so 
fundamental in the life of the soul.

First of all humility is a virtue, 
and aoooidiog to the Fathers and 
Hoc tors ot the Church, the founda­
tion of all the virtues. As such it 
is a habit, or abiding quality of the 
soul disposing it tq pertain actions 
for its own welfare and perfection, 
By it the soul is prevented from 
being carried to things above its 
capacities ; its impulses are checked 
from tending inordinately to great 
things. For this the soul must 
know its capacities and its deficien­
cies, and it must restrain every 
faculty from seeking tq §ttaio what 
is above its powers, repressing ex­
aggerated views of its own gifts and 
excellence, and deny ing^e very de­
sire or appetite for ^bfogq that 
surpass its nature. Humility, 
therefore, is the virtue which en­
lightens our minds to know what 
we are and whence we h%vq all that 
we possess,, and disposes the will to 
be content with what we may rea­
sonably hope to attain. It does 
not conceal from us one good trait, 
or exaggerate a single defect j it 
does not obscure or minimize any 
perfection or excellence that" we 
may legitimately aim at, indeed,

The general Provincial elections 
in Manitoba take place to-morrow. 
As already stated, the opposition 
to the Greenway Government in 
the last Legislature consisted of 
only six in a House of 40 mem­
bers. To turn such a Government 
following into a minority would 
seem to be a herculean task in­
deed ; but the extravagance and 
corruption of the Green way ad­
ministration, and the great ability 
and extraordinary popularity of 
the Opposition Leader, Hugh John 
McDonald, have aroused such en­
thusiasm in the Conservative 
ranks that the chances seem to be 

‘“against the Government The 
proceedings on nomination day 
pointed in this direction. At the 
last general election eight Gov­
ernment supporters were elected 
by acclamation, on this occasion 
every seat is contested.

Wednesday next, the 13th 
inst., is thé day for the elections 
in the Belfast and Murray Harbor 
Districts. The public questions 
at issue have been pretty 
thoroughly discussed and present­
ed to the electors in their different 
phases. Surely the electors of 
these districts are by this time 
fully conversant with the reckless 
and ruinous, deficit making and 
debt producing conduct of public 
affairs pursued by the present 
Local Government. The Kyte 
flying, vote-catching tactics of the 
Government in the present cam­
paign have been exposed, and the 
brow-beating and insulting of Sir 
Louis Davies have been laid bare. 
In view of all these facts there 
will be no excuse for the electors 
of Belfast and Murray Harbor if 
they refuse to defeat the candi­
dates of the Government and 
triumphantly elect Messrs McLean 
and Prowse.

This is the day of nomination 
for the elections in Belfast and 
Murray (Harbor. The campaign 
has been a lively one since it com­
menced, and the reports from both 
districts are most favorable for 
the opposition candidates. Jt 
would be surprising indeed, if the 
intelligent yeomanry of Belfast 
and Murray Harbor should do 
otherwise than elect the opposi 
tion candidates. They know that 
the Governmeihf have saddled the 
Province with a debt of $600,000 ; 
they know that the Premier has 
stated that the Government’s 
policy is to still further increase 
the public debt, by issuing more 
debentures ; they know that the 
Grits have proved false to every 
promise they have made regarding 
the obtainingof ourrights from the 
Dominion ; they know that Sir 
Louis Davies insulted the intelli­
gence of the electors by his threats 
during his recent campaign in 
those districts ; they know that 
Sir Louis and the Government 
and Government candidates are 
only trying to humbug the people 
regarding the railway and bridge. 
Knowing all this, surely the elec­
tors of Belfast and Murray Har­
bor will send Irving and McKin­
non to the right about on the 
'13th, and elect McLean and 
Prowse with sweeping majorities.

The Stanley has been laid up at 
Georgetown, and her crew have 
been paid off, the captain, chief 
engineer and only one or two more 
remaining by her. This does not 
look very much like putting forth 
an effort to make the winter navi­
gation of the Straits as near con 
tinuous as possible, as the public 
might naturally expect the Gov­
ernment to do with two winter 
steamers at their disposal. But 
the people should understand that 
the present Grit Government sel­
dom or never do what they are 
expected to do, and nearly always 
do that which they have promised 
pot to do. By the way, it appears 
the new winter steamer Minto has 
had to undergo a number of 
changes since her arrival here in 
order to.*nake herflt-forhet work. 
Fndeed, it seems she was not near 
completed when brought out, and 
that eight or nine thousand dol­
lars have been spent upon her to 
make good the defects of the con­
tractors. We are informed that 
the steam winch in the forward 
hold was in the way of the freight 
and had to be removed forward of 
the bulk-head, necessitating the 
cutting away of part of the for­
ward hatch and some of the large 
iron stanchions. A passenger 
room had to be prepared aft, in­
volving the cutting up of the deck. 
An injector for carrying the ashes 
overboard, covers for steam 
winches, fenders and various other 
appliances had to be provided. As 
a matter of fact, tearing up and 
reconstructing has been going on 
for some time. This is hardly 
what was to be expected in con 
nection with a steamer that re­
ceived such blowing as was given 
the Minto bjf the Grit press

AT OTTAWA.
THE GROWING TIME. —INCREASED TRADE 

CONFINED TO INCREASED PRICES.—HOW 
INCREASED PRICES MEAN INCREASED 
TAXES.—OIL AND BINDER TWINE.—THR 
FARMER IS THE PREY OF THE FOREIGN 
COMBINE—DR. BORDEN AND HIS TROUBLES 
—THE OFFICE SEEKER IS BUSY—THE 
CANADIAN CONTINGENT.

(Special Correspondence to the Herald.)

Ottawa, Dec. 2.—It is still a growing 
time. The finance department and the 
department of trade and commerce 
give ont monthly statements showing 
that Canadian trade is yet on the in­
crease, and that the revenue is coming 
in faster than ever it did before. For 
instance, it is annonnced that the cos- 
toms revenue for the five months from 
July to November, inclusive, was over 
twelve millions. How that compares 
with other years is shown by the fol­
lowing table giving the figures for the 
same five months :
1895...a...................... ...........$ 8,404 308
1897.........................................  10 669,606
1899.........................................  12,051,377

It will be seen that the revenue from 
customs is nearly half as large again as 
it was in the same five months four 
years ago, and some fifteen per cent, 
larger than it was two years ago. This 
increase in receipts corresponds with 
the increase in the value of imports.

PRICES NOT QUANTITY.
Bat the consumer of imported articles 

will be interested to know that the 
quantity of goods brought in i« no 
greater than it was in 1897, or even in 
1896. The price of iron and steel has 
more than doubled ip. ten months. 
Cotton goods are on the average prob­
ably twenty per cent, higher loan they 
were three years ago. Imported Wool­
lens have also advanced. Boots and 
shoes are twenty-five per cent, higher 
than one year ago. 8o that when the 
trade returns snow that the imports of 
Canada increase say thirty millions 
they do not mean that the Canadians 
have bought more goods. They only 
mean that they paid more for the same 
quantity of goods. As most of the cus­
toms duties are baaed upon values, it 
is easy to see how the revenues increase. 
The farmer’s wife who buys goods for 
her children’s clothes, or boots for her 
boys and girls, pays more than she did 
a year ago, or two years ago for the 
same article. The price at which the 
goods are imported is higher, and the 
higher the prier, the higher the doty. 
Then the importer and the retailer have 
to make their profits ont of the money 
paid into the custom house, as well as 
on the money sent to the factory abroad. 
Let ns, in considering the glowing ac 
counts which we read of the “ growing 
time,” as shown by^he trade returns, 
bear in mind that so far as last year is 
concerned, the growth is mainly in the 
vaine of imports, and that this is due 
not to the increased purchases, but to 
highei prices. Let it not be forgotten 
that when the minister of finance 
boasts of his increasing revenue from 
customs be is after all only boasting 
that be is able to get a larger amount 
of tax ont ot each yard of cloth, or each 
pound of metal, or each article of 
clothing.

SPECIFIC AND ADVALOREM.
Sir Richard Cartwright and Mr. 

Fielding have set forth on many occas­
ions that the great iniquity of the old 
tariff was the specific duties. They 
complained that this system, which 
levied a fixed duty on certain articles 
without a regard to price, was grossly 
unfair, inasmuch as it made cheap 
goods pay the same as dear ones. Some, 
bat not all, of theg-» specific duties have 
been charged to advalorem duties, or 
rates based on prices. The result as 
shown above is that the consumer is 
obliged to pay at the same time in­
creased prices and increased duties. 
It is only on the specific duties that he 
escapes increased taxation.' The con­
sumer is obliged to pay twice as much 
duty on some articles as he had to pay 
a year ago, though the tariff has not 
been changed. If the duty on these 
articles had been specific the purchaser 
would have, had to pay no more duty 
than a year avo. It is worth while to 
keep these things in mind when read­
ing the glowing reports of the finance 
department. For after all, the people 
pay the taxes ont of their earnings, and 
when ministers boast of an oveiflowiug 
treasury it only meena that they are 
getting so much more money out of the 
pockets of the people. If the enormous 
increase of revenue were need to reduce 
the debt, it would be good business to 
collect it, so that when prices go down 
and the revenues fall efi, the scale of 
expenditure would be low enough to 
make it possible to get along without 
devising new taxes. Bar, unfortunately, 
the growing expenditnre keeps pace 
wilh the growing revenue, and while 
the receipts from customs increase, the 
debt continues to climb higher and 
higher. In previous letters it was 
shown how the current expenditure of
1897 exceeded that of 1896, and how in
1898 there was a farther increase. But 
D e expenditure tor ordinary purpose 
during the fiscal year now nearly half 
expired, is showing a more rapid in­
crease than any of the three years 
preceeding,

CHEAP TO LIVE IN.
There was, doubtless, a good deal of 

claptrap in the claim made a few years 
«go by the liberal party that their 
policy would make the country a cheap 
place to live in. Cheapness ie not 
everything and when cheap geode 
mean cheap men, there ie something to 
be said on the other side. The worst 
result of a financial policy is cheap men 
and dear goods, and this is what the 
government has evolved out of its deal­
ing with coal oil and binder twine! 
These two articlee are mentioned be­
cause they figure most conepiciooely in 
the speeches of liberal leaders in and 
out of the house before the last election, 
It was charged that the farmers of 
Canada were subjected to oppressive 
Canadian monopolies controlling the 
production of those articles. To-day 
it happens that the Canadian farmers 
are more than ever subject to the com­
bine. We had formerly a Canadian 
oojppapy pompeting with the Standard 
Oil monopoly. Now ye b»ve the Can­
adian bneinen absorbed by the foreign 
combine, and many Canadian indue 
tries closed. At the same time the 
price of oil has increased five cents. 
So with binder twine. The control has 
paa.-ed to foreign producers, and Can­
adian dealers who act as tbpir agents. 
Some of the largest Canadian industries 
have been shat down. Importations 
have increased. The prison product Is 
handed over by the Dominion and 
On tari ) governments to the agents of 
the monopoly, eo that the farmer can 
get’ no benefit of the lew cost of 
production, And the sum of it all is 
that the (armer pays more for his 
goods than ever be did before.

POLITICS.
Mr. Siftoo and Mr. Pate'son, with 

their group of parliamentary attend­
ants, have retn-ned from their cam­
paign tour in Manitoba, where they 
have been giving Greed way a lift. Sir 
Charles Tapper, Mr. Foster. Clarke 
Wallace and other conservatives have, 
by way of recipyooity, gone west to do 
wbat they can for Hugh Jibn Mac, 
donald, and now Mr. Qreenway is 
e mplaining of federal interference.

Dr. Borden ie In trouble here. Gen- 
erel Hutton has been making military 
promotion# without consulting the 
minister, and so has /ailed to pay 
■officient rsgaid for party claims. The 
General has fondly supposed that he 
could manage the Canadian militia 
without regard t> politics. He has 
frequently declared that such was hie 
intention. It is not so easy to parry 
oat these principles.

The general was forced, by political 
ii flnenoe, to make changes in the list 
of officers in the Canadian contingent. 
H, ha* beep obliged lb leave at heme 
officers whom be /desired to send, and 
to send some m p with a pall ybom 
he would prefer o have left at Lome. 
In the routin-of his business be has

been prevented from making regiment­
al promotions which were in the regular 
order, and to make irregular promo­
tions. Dr. Bordon seems to mean well, 
but he is not always strong enough to 
resist Ibe influence of members of 
parliament on whom he and his col 
leagues depend for support. In the 
present case the general may, or may 
not be wrong. Bat he is subjected to 
an extrodinary humiliation, when he 
is rebuked for iesniog an order making 
Colonel Stone chief staff officer. It has 
been given ont officially to all the gov 
ernment organs that General Hatton 
has been called to account lor issuing 
this order without Dr. Bordon’s ap­
proval.

RACE FOR OFFICE.
It is believed that Mr. Beausoliel, M. 

P-, for Berthier, was, on Wensday. 
appointed postmaster of Montreal.

The appointment was agreed upon 
weeks ago, but has not been formally 
made. If it should be gazetted the 
fact would be some evidence that the 
government proposes to hold another 
session before the election. If a dieo 
lotion were expected within a few 
weeks, the appointment would be al­
lowed to stand over until then. D. C. 
Fraser, of Gnyeboro. who has given np 
his law practice absolutely and spends 
bis whole time touring a boat, has made 
forty speeches in Manitoba and the 
Northwest with Mr. Sifton. It is ex­
pected that he will soon get his reward 
in tbe'shape of a position on the bench 
in the Yukon districY By way of pre­
paration, Mr. Kirk, a former liberal 
member for Gnysboro, who showed a 
disposition to be a candidate, bat was 
not acceptable, has been provided with 
the office of warden of the Dorchester 
penitentiary. The late warden, Mr: 
Forster, who seems to have been a good 
officer, was suspended some fifteen 
months ago. He has been drawing his 
pay of $2,500 a year ever, since with­
out doing any work, during which 
period the faithfnl have been dis­
puting over the position. An investi­
gation was ordered a year ago. It was 
held, in secret of course, and lately, 
when the selection of Forster’s succes­
sor had been made, a report was ob­
tained to suit the requirements of the 
case.

THE TROOPS ENLIGHTENED.
The Sardinian, with the Canadian 

troops, has arrived at Cape Town. 
Owing to delay of the government iu 
deciding to send the corps, they were 
the last ot the colonial troops to arrive, 
They should have been at the bead of 
the procession as Sir Wilfrid rode at 
the head in the jubilee parade. As it 
wav, New South Wales, Victoria, 
Queensland, Western Australia, South 
Australia, New Zealand and Tasmania 
are ahead of Canada in the date of the 
arrival of their troops, as well as in the 
date of their offer of service. The 
troops, on their arrival in Africa would 
naturally look for letters and papers 
from home. It will be an unpleasant 
emprise to them to learn that the gov 
ernment scheme for inearing their 
lives has fallen throngb. The govern 
ment press, on the last day bat one be 
fore their departure from Canada, an 
nonneed that the paiuiater of finauc 
had negotiated a generous policy pf in- 
aurance, whereby the life of each man 
was insured from the day - the ship 
sailed, against death from any cause. 
Of coarse it was pointed out that this 
policy was far better than the one ar 
ranged by Sir Charles Tapper, which 
provided insurance against death or 
disabling wounds resulting from battle. 
The soldiers sailed away with this kind 
promise on behalf of the government 
ringing in the;r ears. When they read 
the.paperp fropn Canada they will .find 
to their surprise, that the government 
never ineared their lives at all. It may 
b« some consolation to know the reason 
of the failure. The finance minister, 
assisted by Mr. Taite, discovered that 
it would cost too much money.

Rev- R. P- McPhee.

Wé chronicle today the death of Rev. 
Peter MacPhee, which sad event took 
place at Georgetown on Wednesday 
morning November the 29th nit. Father 
Macfhee was born at St Georges, and at 
the time of bis depth gras in his sixty 
third year. He made his studies at 
Evrenx in France, where he was or 
dained priest in the year 1867. Im­
mediately after hie ordination he 
returned to Prince Edward Island and 
took charge of the parishes of St Andrews 
and St, Peters. Here he remained 
nearly two years, till the late lamented 
Bishop McIntyre, on the eve ef his de­
parture for the Vatican Council, Irans- 
ferred him to the parish of Rustico. 
Soon after his health began to fail, and 
in the fall of 1877 he paid a visit to 
France, in the hope that a sojourn in 
that genial clime would restore him to 
his usual vigor ; but in this he was 
doomed to disappointment. The fol­
lowing year he returned home l ut little 
improved, and resumed the pastoral 
care of Rustico and Hope River. He 
r.mained at his post with indefatigable 
zjal, laboring for the salvation of sou’s 
till in 1888 the pri carions state of bis 
health obliged him to resign. He then 
went to Colorado, in eager search of 
better health ; bnt in a short time he 
returned little benefited by bis trip 
abroad. On h.s return he took np hie 
residence in Charlottetown, where he 
remained till last year, when be re­
moved to Georgetown. Daring the 
last four months, he bad been confined 
to bed ; yet bore his sufferings with the 
most edifying patience ; and tbon^b 
hie death bad been expected still it was 
a pain and a shock to hie many friends 
when on Wednesday ?9th nit the news 
flashed over the wires that Father 
Peter was no more. At noon on Thurs­
day Nov 30th his remains were convey­
ed to St James Church Georgetown and 
a solemn libera chanted for the repose 
of bis soul. Thence they were brought 
by train to Cardigan Bridge where a 
large number of people awaited to 
accompany them to St. Georges. Arriv­
ed at this latter place, the body lay in 
state all night it) the church ; and by it 
knelt a crowd of watchers eager to 
render this last tribute of respect to one 
who wae a father pnd a friend. At 9 
a. in. Friday morning the 1st inst the 
assembled clergy chanted the office for 
the dead, after which Pontifical 
Requiem Maes was snog by the Bishop 
of Ch Town. Hie Lordship was as­
sisted by Rev Jas. E. Macdonald eg 
High Priest, Rev Stephen Phelan ae 
deacon, Rev Dr. Walker as sub deacon, 
Father MacLellan being in charge of 
the ceremonies. Revs D. F. McDonald 
R. B. McDonald, Wm Phelan and F. J. 
Macdonald occupied seats in the sanc­
tuary. The choir assisted by Revs P. 
C. Gauthier, F. X. Gallant, R. J. Gillie, 
J, C McLean and J. C. McMillan render­
ed the solemn Gregorian chant in 
admirable style. At the conclusion of 
ihe mass the Bishop announced that no 
sermoo would be preached, as it was 
the expressed wish of the deceased 
that no words of enlogy should be pro­
nounced over him. His Lordship, 
however, could not refrain from making 
mention of the humility that prompted 
Father Peter in trying to avoid the 
tribute of praige fie go richly deserved. 
After Ihe libera, tie body was borne to 
the adjoining cemetery where It was 
reverently laid to rest amid the sighs 
end tears <t his sorrowing friends. 
Eternal rest give to him O Lord and let 
perpetual light shine upon him.

EDDY'S

_____ of Modder River
described.—Canadians go 
to the Front they will act 
in conjunction with the 
Black Watch and Seaforth 
Highlanders.— Col Otter 
heard from.—No impor- 
war news since Modder 
River Fight.

The war office on the 29th received the 
following despatch from General Buller, 
dated Capetown, Tuesday, Nov. 28.

“ Moddkr River, Tuesday, Nov. 28,— 
Reconnoitered at 5 a. m. enemy’s position 
on River Modder, and found them strongly 
entrenched and concealed. No means of 
outflanking, the river being full. Action, 
was commenced with artillery, mounted 
infantry and cavalry at 5.36, the Guards on 
the right. Ninth Brigade on the left. 
Attacked position in widely extended for­
mation at 6.30 a. m., and supported by the 
artillery, found itself in front of the whole 
Boer force, 8,000 strong, with two large 
guns, four Krupps, etc. The naval brigade 
rendered great assistance from the railway. 
After desperate hard fighting, which lasted 
ten hours, our men, without water or food, 
and in the burning sun, made the enemy 
quit his position. General Pole-Carew 
was successful in getting a small party 
across the river, gallantly assisted by 600 
sappers.

“ I apeak in high praise of the conduct* 
of all who were engaged in one of the 
hardest and most trying fights in the an­
nals of the British army. If I can mention 
onearm particularly, it is the two batteries 
of artillery.”

The London Chronicle’s correspondent 
tells the following story of the Modder 
River battle ;

“ The enemy occupied a strong en­
trenched position. Their front extended 
for a distance of five miles along the bank 
of the stream. They were well protected 
with artillery and fought desperately.

The battle started at daybreak, our guns 
shelling the Boer left, while the enemy 
replied with artillery, Hotchkiss and Max­
im guns. The artillery battle lasted some 
hours, then there was a brief lull in the 
enemy’s artillery, of which General Me­
thuen is immediately took advantage. 
Our infantry advanced across the plain 
toward the river in two brigades. The 
Guards on the right were met by an awful 
hail of bullets from the enemy’s sharp­
shooters posted close to the river on the 
opposite bank. Our troops had no cover 
whatever ar^di were simply mowed down*

It seemed impossible to live through the 
terrible fire, but the brave fellows did not 
retreat an inch. The Boer fire was horri­
bly accurate and they must have num­
bered at least 10,000 men. The Scots 
Guards had advanced 600 yards before 
they were fired on. Then they had to lie 
down to escape the deadily fusilade 
which lasted without intermission through­
out the day. The Highlanders made 
several attempts to forpe the passage of 
the river, but they were exposed to such 
a murderous enfilading fire that they had 
to retire after they had suffered terribly. 
Subsequently a party of the Guards got 
over and held their own for hours against 
a vastly superior force, The general opin. 
ion of the staff is that there had never 
been such a sustained fire in the annals of 
the British army as that which our troops 
had to face. Our men fell in dozens while 
trying to repulse the enemy. Among the 
many heroric deeds One of the most con­
spicuous was that of Lieutenant Colonel 
Cordington, of the Coldstream Guards, 
Captain Sellhein, of the Queensland con­
tingent and a dozen members of the 
Coldstream Guards, who jumped into the 
river and swam nearly to the other side 
in the face of a steady fire. They were 
forced to retire, however, and joining 
hands swam back, one b^ing nearly drown­
ed in returning. The British guns kept 
up a heavy fire all day and fearful havoc 
was wrought in the Boer positionsl the 
enemy being forced to fly from their en­
trenchments Night put an end to the 
terrible bloodshed. The Infantry Brigade 
was terribly cut up. The Boers retreated 
at night, taking their guns with them, and 
we are now occupying their positions. The j 
enemy’s Iopscs must have been tremendous. '

The War Office has received the follow* 
ing from Gen. Forestier-Walker j—

Cape Town, Deo. L—Gen. Gatacre re­
ports pq change in the situation. General 
French has made a reconnaisance from 
Naauwport to Rosemead. The troops re­
turned todey.

South Africa.—Cape Town, Dec 1. “Just 
said good bye to Canadian contingent. 
All well and delighted to be going to the 
front. People ht re showed in an unmis- 
takeable manner their appreciation of 
sympathy and help of Canada in their 
hour of trial.—Milner.”

A telegram was received at Ottawa oa 
Monday from Colonel Otter, in command 
of the Canadian contingent. It reads as I 
follows : Cape Town.—Just landing here 
in excellent heajth and spirits. Deeliu- 
riers, of Ottawa, died on third day out of 
heart failure, The battalion’s strength 
is 1038, special 22.—Otter.

Deslauriers was the third son of.NJohn 
Deslauriers, for many years chief messen­
ger of the Department of Railways and 
Canals. He was one of the best known 
young fellows in Ottawa, and was promi­
nent in military and athletic circles.

CHAPTER XV.

CONSULTATIONS.
Four weeks had elapsed since the

The public Prosecutor, Mr, Joub- 
ert by name, had already stuoied the 
minutes of the preliminary investi 
galion ; be interested hlmself all the 
more in the cause because of his 
strong anti-clerical opinions, and he 
was delighted to avail himself of the 
opportunity of striking a blow at the 
opposition party just before the elec­
tions took place, as they would do in 
Easter week. Justice, too, seemed 
to be on his side, for he was person­
ally persuaded of the priest’s guilt.- 
“ The case appears most complete," 
he said when all the facts had been 
laid before him by the judicial in­
quirer. “I congratulate you and 
the Mayor of Ste. Victoire on ÿour 
prompt and wise action, which re­
sulted in the immediate apprehension 
and conviction of the criminial. A 
few points of secondary importance 
are not yet made quite clear, but 
when do we find it otherwise in these 
criminal .cases. The chief thing is to 
prove that this pious ecclesiastic was 
the perpetrator of the deed, and I 
think, if you work in concord with 
us, the jury will be certain to find 
him guilty. I will at once make ar­
rangements for the trial to come on 
during Holy Week, on the Monday 
perhaps, or the Tuesday. I antici 
pate no trouble as to this arrange' 
ment, for the presiding judge will 
doubtless be desirous to have it 
brought on before the elections. By 
the bye, who is the counsel for the 
defence ? ”

Your reverence appears to have 
had little confidence that I shall suc­
ceed in pioving your innocence,” tbe 
solicitor remarked.

“ A presentiment of evil ! Non 
sence ! Why, all the clergy are pray­
ing for you, and a number of the La 
ity, and in all the convents in the 
neighborhood they are praying for you 
as well. And yet you talk cf a pre­
sentiment of evil ! You will put me 
out of patience !" rejoined the cheer- 
ful old man. “Again I say : Cour­
age and confidence ! But now there 
is this question to be settled ; had we 
not better apply for a postponement 
of the trial ? It can hardly be refus­
ed, the interval is unusually short.’

“I have already said that the 
sooner the matter is concluded the 
batter pleased I shall be. Of what 
service wofild a postponement be to 
us? The few syitneeses for the de­
fence, who will be called lo give 
évidence of roy good character in 
tbe past, are all in this neighbor 
hood • those of my teachers who are 
still living, the Very Riv. Father 
Regent, the aged parish priest in 
whose house I lived, and under whom 
I worked for ten years during my 
firt-t curacy, besides a few of my par­
ishioners, if they are not ashamed to 
speak a word on behalf of their pas 
tor, oeder these recent circum­
stances, that will be about all. You 
see we have cot direct evideno for 
-toe defence,’!

“ That Is true. The witnesses you 
have mentioned shall all be sub­
poenaed for Monday in Holy Week, 
aod 1 will go bail that their evi­
dence will be so convincing, that 
the juiy cannot fall to see boy im 
possible it is that snob a man could 
commit such a crime. But we must 
go further in our defence, and make 
it apparent that this sacristan Loser, 
whom I fully believe, from all I 
hear of him, to b6 the real criminal^ 
might have been in tbe convent at 
the time of the murder. If we sue- 
ceed in this, the victory should be 
ours.

Peifeet frankness end com­
plete -confidence on the part of the 
client towards hie counsel is the first 
requisite for a successful defence, 
most beg you then, if you have any 
grounds for conjecture that tbe 
sacristan, or any other individual 
acquainted With the place, aid the 
oiioumetancee was in the house at 
the time of the murder, tell ft to me. 
Evèryooe must perceive bow val­
uable this would be to us.1’
