The intermediary in this case was
one of the persons accused in the
London election cunspiracy, and
bad a recommendation to the pur-
chasing agent from one of the
Tmpmntinenhl commissioners.
So flagrant was this case that the
firm which supplied the goods re-
turned to the Government the
excessive amounts in spite of the
contention of the Government
purchasing agent.

SMALL BUT SIGNIFICANT.

A dredging inspector appointed
by political influence aguinst the
advice of the district engineer has
confessed that he received $3a
day to give his whole time to in-
spection, while he farmed out his
job at $1.25 per day to another
Government inspector, who also
received $3 per day from the Gov-
ernment to give his whole time
inspecting other operations.
