The Laissez faire doc-
trine, the Lotalone policy, more and more
prevails. No great name in political econ-
omy advocates the opposite course, except
as a temporary expedient.

‘I'hese amimals, |
taken from Europe to the West Indies,soon
lose their covering of wool, and receive, in
its stead, a coat of fine hair; so that, 1o
many cases, it is difficult to distinguish
them from the goats ol the same region.
These, and many other facts of the same |
nature, are adduced to prove that climate
and other circumstancea are sufficient to
account tor the different tribes of mankind,
in opposition to the heretical notion of dil-
ferent origins amongst inferior animals, |
