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ONTARIO LEGISLATURE.

The Kprfrk From (hr Throne.

The opening ot the third session of the 
fourth legislature of Ontario drew a 
large and brilliant gathering to the par­
liament buildings yesterday afternoon. 
The proceeding was attended by the us­
ual parade, eclat and ceremony. The 
Tenth Royal Grenadiers furnished a 
guard of honor one hundred strong. 
The Toronto field battery fired a salute 
from two guns as the lieutenant gover­
nor drove from government house to the 
legislative chamber, and a detachment 
of the Governor General’s body-guard 
formed the escort. His honor was got 
up regardless of expense in a faultless 
suit of gold and black. The chamber 
was thronged with fashionably dressed 
ladies and notables. The galleries were 
crowded to their utmost capacity. The 
members took a back seat for the time 
being. The scene was animated and 
brilliant. There were ladies in rich and 
varied costumes, indulges in sablegowns, 
prelates in flowing purple robes, officers 
in glittering uniforms, and consular 
agents in silver and gold, the pictures­
que effect of the whole being euboued by 
the quiet dress of the members and 
spectators.

SPEECH PRO S THE THRONE.
Ur. Speaker and Gentlemen of the .Legis­

lative Assembly:
It is with much pleasure that I once 

more bid you welcome to the metropolis 
of the Province, and that I congratulate 
you upon the encouraging circumstances 
under which you assemble for the per­
formance of the responsible duties with 
which, as the representatives of the 
jieople, you have been put in charge. 
The public revenue for the year has con­
siderably exceeded the amount estimat­
ed ; the year has been one of the general 
prosperity, the result of the late abund­
ant harvest, the general revival of trade 
in ether countries, and the consequent 
demand for the products of our fields, 
forests, and mines; and the recent cen­
sus has shown that

THE POPULATION OF THE PBOV1NUE 
lias in the last decade increased by near­
ly 300,000, and amounts now to nearly 
two millions, notwithstanding the num­
ber of our people who, from various 
causes have during several years past left 
the province.

THE BOUNDARY QUESTION.
I regret that since your last sess:on no 

progress has been made towards a recog­
nition of the right of the province to 
that extensive portion of its territory our 
title to which, notwithstanding the 
award of the distinguished arbitrators 
appointed by the two governments, the 
federal authorities have continued to 
dispute. The grave practical evils re 
suiting from the dispute have, since you 
last met, been greatly increased by an 
act of the federal parliament transfer­
ring to the Province of Manitoba, so far 
as relates to provincial jurisdiction, the 
claim of the dominion to the most val 
liable part of the disputed territory, in 
eluding our organized municipalities 
south and east of the Height of Land. 
While a bill was before the house of 
commons, I addressed to the federal 
government a despatch protesting, on 
behalf of Ontario, against this part of 
the intended act. A copy of mv de­
spatch, with other papers relating tc the 
territory, will be laid before you.

DISALLOWED MEASURES.

i regret that I have to refer also to 
the disallowance of the act of last ses­
sion for protecting the public interest in 
rivers, streams and creeks. The com­
petency of the legislature to pass the act 
was not questioned, and the act was dis­
allowed mainly 'upon the ground that 
the minister of justice did not approve 
of the mode or extent of the compensa­
tion which the act gave to owners of 
property affected by the act. The cor­
respondence on the subject will be laid 
before you. The object of the act is of 
such importance as well to those engag­
ed in the lumber trade as to the province 
in general, and the duty of asserting the 
right of the legislature to deal according 
to its own judgment with all matters 
within provincial jurisdiction is so ur­
gent that a bill for the same purpose as 
the disallowed act will without delay be 
submitted for your renewed consider­
ation.

INSURANCE.
I congratulate you that recent decis 

ions of the judicial • committee of the 
privy council have set at rest all ques­
tions as to the right of the provincial 
legislature to legislate as our interests 
may from time to time require, on mat­
ters of internal trade, and in particular 
on the law of insurance. Some further 
provisions seem now necessary in order 
to render effectual the legislation which 
had for its object the securing of uni 
form conditions in the tire policies; and 
I invite your attention to the subject.

fare of the population engaged in it. 
During recent years in Great Britain 
and other European countries, and also 
in the United States of America, and in 
the Australian colonies of Great Britain, 
groat advantage ha= been found to tc 
sut from the collection of reliable crop 
reports and other agricultural statistics. 
A measure to secure like advantage to 
this province will be submitted for your 
consideration.

OTHER SUBJECTS.
I have also to recommend to your 

consideration such changes in the law 
respecting the Agricultural and Arts as­
sociation as may increase the usefulness 
of that organization, and bring its oper­
ations into harmony with the present 
needs and circumstances of the country.

A bill respecting market fees will 
again be submitted for your considera­
tion.

Other measures which will probaby 
be laid before you, and to which I invite 
your attention are, a bill for amending 
and consolidating the laws respecting 
line fences, ditches, and water courses; 
a bill to provide by a general law for the 
construction of water-works by cities, 
towns and villages; a bill providing for 
the crossing of railway tracks by streets 
and rbads; a bill for the inspection of 
boilers, with a view to affording some 
additional security against explosions; a 
bill to make provision for maintaining 
and promoting the public health; a bill 
for further simplifying the laws concern­
ing real property and conveyancing; a 
bill to remove some defects in the law of 
evidence; a bill to place on a more satis­
factory footing the law of libel in certain 
cases ; and a bill to facilitate the estab­
lishment of free libraries.

TIMBER SALES.
It having become necessary in the in­

terests ut settlement and revenue to 
place under timber license a few town­
ships lying to the south of French River 
and Lake Nipissing, in the Parry Sound 
and Nipissing districts, the activity of 
the timber trade last year afforded a fav­
orable opportunity of selling at public 
auction the right to cut the pine timber 
in these townships, covering the limited 
area of 1321 square miles; and it «grati­
fying to know that the result was most 
satisfactory, the sale having (among 
other advantages) increased the avail- 
able means of the province by nearly 
three quarters of a million of dollars, 
besides adding to the revenue the an­
nual rent to which the purchasers are 
liable, and the duties on the timoer 
which they may cut.

PROVINCE AND DOMINION.
In consequence of circumstances not 

within the control of either government 
the accounts between the Province and 
the Dominion are still unsettled ; and the 
money coining from the Common 
School fund for local improvements in 
the counties in which the lands that 
produced the fund are situate, has not 
yet been received by the province. In 
view of the prolonged delay, I recom­
mend the payment of the principal 
(about $126,000) to the counties inter­
ested, out of the Consolidated Revenue 
of the Province, in anticipation of the 
receipt of the money from the Domin­
ion.

NEW PROVINCIAL BUILDINGS 
adequate to the growing requirements of 
the province and the necessities of the 
public service, has continued to receive 
my attention during the past year. 
Much more time than had been expect­
ed was consumed in procuring necessary 
modifications to be msde in the plans 
received previously to your last session 
and in the preparation of the specifica­
tions. This preliminary work has now 
been completed ; tenders have been call­
ed for; and the result will be communi­
cated to you.

PUBLIC ACCOUNTS.

The public accounts allowing the re­
ceipts and expenditure of this past year, 
and the estimates of monies required for 
the services if the current year, will be 
laid before you. The estimates have 
been prepared with every regard for ec­
onomy consistent with the public in­
terest.

Garfield's death.

I cannot allow the present opportun­
ity to pass without expressing in my 
name and in that of the people of this 
Province, the grief and indignation 
which, in common with the whole civil­
ized world, we felt at the shocking and 
unprovoked murder of the late honoured 
and lamented President of the United 
States. By no community was Presi­
dent Garfield's death . more sincerely 
mourned than by the people of * fil-.

A Pea Piet a re ef Florence Nightingale.

On the occasion of the recent opening 
for the season of the Washington Train- 
Bchool for Nurses, Dr. J. M. Toner 
gave an interesting account of an inter­
view which he enjoyed during past sum­
mer, with Miss Florence Nightingale 
He said: “Upon my care being sent to 
Miss Nightingale I was immediately 
conducted to her room on the second 
floor. Here I found Miss Nightingale 
reclining upon a lounge, by the side of 
which stood a small table with writing 
materials upon it ; also the photographs 
of the nurses and the pamphlets and 
china I had sent her. She held my card 
in her hand, and addressing me by name 
aa I approached, and without rising, ex­
tended her hand and bade me welcome 
Florence Nightingale, though of English 
parentage, was bom in Florence, Italy, 
in 1820, and is therefore sixty-one years 
of age, but ahe looked not a day older 
than forty-six. Miss Nightingale's tea- 
tures are regular her face is smooth and 
unwrinkled, she has an English complex­
ion, large brown eyee and a well-nourish­
ed body, which would weigh 162 pounds, 
so that she is now the slight, fragile per­
son which thé engraved portraits, taken 
just after the Crimean war, represented 
her to be. Though she sat upright on 
the lounge when I entered the room, 
and again several times during my stay, 
yet she did not at any time move lier 
lower limbs, which were covered witli a 
shawl. I do not know the character of 
her invalidness, but whatever it is, it in 
no way affects her mental energy or the 
sympathy with the work of educating 
nurses. She has enlarged, clear and 
distinct views on the subject of nursing 
and training of nurses, and expresses 
them forcibly and fluently.

Instructions to Our Political 

Friends.

Not . toi.g since We jpeic occasion to 
publish the circular containing secret 
instructions to Tories which was circu­
lated at the Convention in Toronto. In 
doing so we said that with the instruc­
tions in general we had little fault to 
find, inasmuch as any illegitimate prac­
tices contemplai ed were hinted at rather 
than advised, and the advice given was 
on the whole, and as it appeared on the 
surface, good.

The Ottawa Citizen has chosen to pub­
lish a circular letter written by Mr. 
Blake, and we have much pleasure in 
reproducing the same. There is not 
from the beginning to the end one word 
or hint of the least approach to any ille­
gitimate practice, and the advice and 
knowledge conveyed is such as might 
with perfect propriety be given in any 
political assembly.

It might be mentioned in passing that 
no Tory journal published the circular 
addressed to the faithful of its party.

Toronto, Nov 30th, 1881.
11 bar Sir,—I take the liberty of lay­

ing before you the urgent need for im­
mediate and effective organization by the 
Reformers in every riding, and of asking 
you to promote this work in your own 
locality. I am most anxious to see in 
active operation, not merely riding and 
municipal organizations, but also com­
mittees in each polling sub-division. I 
would beg your earnest assistance in pro­
curing an early meeting of any existing 
organisation, and promoting this action. 
Allow me to suggest that the sub-divi­
sion committee, if not already formed, 
might have a chairman and secretary, 

sand be composed of from five to eleven 
members, according to the circumstances 
of the division, enlisting, where practi­
cable, the services of some ef the 
younger men of the party; that its 
members might bring in friends to 
its meetings; snd that its first duty 
should be to look after the next assess­
ments, on the basis of which the election 
is expected to take place.

For this purposes the committee 
should, in December, if possible, and at 
least in January, go over the voters’ 
list, discuss the changes which have 
taken place in the sub-division, and see 
whether any names should be added or 
•onitted; and the list of changes should 
bs handed to the assessor immediately 
after his appointment, and, if needful, 
he should be formally notified.

Make the roll right, if you can, while 
in the assessor s hands.

The new assessment roll should, when 
complete, be examined with a view to 
make it correct for the purposes of the 
voters’ list, and the Municipal Court of 
Revision should be appealed to, when­
ever it may be expected to correct er­
rors and omissions.

After the new voters’ list is prepared 
it should be gone over, and the proper 
steps taken to correct it by appeal. I 
enclose a memo, of hints on these points 
for the service of the committee.

The committee should meet occasion­
ally to discuss the political condition of 
the sub-division, with a view to its im­
provement, and should attend to the 
early and system trie canvass of the sub­
division. Many voters mav be won or 
lost, according as this wora is done or 
neglected.

The committee should undertake (with 
the aid, if needed, of other voters of the 
sub-division), the bringing up to the 
poll of the Reform voters, each man be­
coming responsible for certain named 
voters.

By a systematic organization like this 
we can materially improve the condition 
of every sub-division, and produce sur­
prising results.

In our Province where there are so 
many evenly balanced ridings, the vic­
tory depends mainly on organization.

The Conservatives are preparing to 
organize more thoroughly tmm ever be­
fore; they have warned their friends 
against all Reform assessors, and they 
propose to make the next assessment 
rolls the basis of a contest in every rid­
ing, and of a Conservative victory in 
Ontario.

They cannot do it, if we discharge our 
duty ! Whether they are to succeed or 
fail depends largely on you and men 
like you, and I took to you and our 
brother Reformers in your locality to 
meet them with energy, determination 
and steady work. I am sure you will 
prove to me that I do not look in vain.

I shall lie glad to hear from you on the 
subject of this letter, and to receive 
from the Secretary the names and ad­
dress of the gentlemen appointed f or his 
sub-division as officers and members 
(were there is no committee),the names 
of six influential Reformers of the sub­
division, and some account of the work 
in the sub-division.

INSTRUCTIONS, ETC.

1, —While the recent improvements in 
the laws as to voters’ lists have great1 y 
facilitated the work of correcting them, 
it would be a mistake not to exercise 
every precaution, both in having the 
proper persons entered by the assessors 
upon the assessment rolls, and in having 
errors in the rolls rectified as far as pos­
sible by the Municipal Courts of Revi­
sion.
IL—The following dates are important 

in this connection :
(j)—The assessor is to begin making his 

roll not later than the 15th Februa­
ry and to complete it by the 30th 
April, and to return it to the clerk 
on 1st May.

(fi)—In cities and towns the Council may 
provide that the assessment may be 
made between the 1st J uly and 30th 
September for the following year.

(f)_County Councils may pass by-laws
for taking the assessment in toAns. 
townships and incorporated vil­
lages between the 1st February and 
the 1st July

from assessment 
roll to the Court of Revision must 
be given to the Clerk within four­
teen days after the return of the 
roll.

(eÿ—The Court of Revision to sit only 
after ten davs's notice has been 
given, and to be finished by the 1st 
July each year; except in cities, 
towns or villages, where the court 
shall be closed in six weeks from 
the time of returning the assess­
ment roll.

(/)—An appeal may be had to the coun­
ty judge from any decision of the 
Court of Revision.

(g)—Within thirty days after the final 
revision of the assessment roll the 
clerk shall make up from it, and 
print and post up and distribute, 
the voters’ lists.

(A)—Notice in writing of objections to 
voters’ lists shall be served on the 
posting up of the lists in his office.

III. —A committee, or branch Reform
Association, for each polling sub­
division shall have in charge the 
looking after the assessment rolls, 
as well as the subsequent correction 
of the voters’ lists, and should first 
meet in good time to consider what 
new names can be properly handed 
in to the assessors, and to arrange 
for that being done.

IV. —The qualifications necessary to en­
title a person to be entered upon 
the voters’ lists are briefly as fol­
lows :—

(a)—'To bj of the full age of 21 years.
(/>)—To be the leona-jid-. owner, tenant, 

or occupant of real property assess­
ed, in cities, for $400; in towns, for 
$300; in villages and townships, for 
$200.

(e)—A joint rating must be double these 
amounts to give either party a vote. 

(d)—An linoome, farm, trade, calling or 
profession, of $440 per annum.

—Farmers sons resident on their 
fathers’ or mothers’ farm where the 
assessment is sufficient to allow 
votes.

V. —A copy of the assessment roll for 
each polling sub-division should be pro­
cured, and the voters' list shall be care­
fully gone over, name by name, by the 
committee, at a meeting thereof, to 
which as many reliable workers as possi­
ble should be invited to attend by the 
president and secretary of each munici­
pal association.

VI. —Two or more persons who know 
the sub-division should be selected for 
each, and they should ascertain from the 
list the following ;
(а) —Whether the Christian and sur­

names of friendly voters are cor­
rect

(б) —What persons on the list have ceas­
ed to be the owners or oocupants of 
the property in respect of which 
their names are on the voters' lists, 
and whether they still reside or not 
in the electoral district.

(c)—What persons have, since the time 
of revision of the assessment roll, 
become resident, in order that their 
names may be inserted, and the 
former owner or occupant’s name 
struck off the list.

(J)—Ascertain and remove from list all 
[icrsons who are under the age of 
twenty-one years, or are aliens, or 
are disqualified by law, such as all 
Judges, Customs and Excise Offi­
cers, Clerks of the Peace, County 
Attorneys, Registrars, Sheriffs, De­
puty Sheriffs, Deputy Clerks of the 
Crown, Crown Lands Agents, Post 
masters in cities and towns.

(c;—Ascertain what friendly persons, 
especially fanners' sons, entitled to 
vote, hav-e been omitted from the 
list, as the assessment is not con­
clusive as to the value of the pro- 
jierty or income, in respect of which 
they may be entitled to vote, and 
the Judge can determine their v ilue, 
on proper evidence offered.
-Ascertain and have struck off all 
doubtful persons whose names have 
been entered on the list, and are 
not entitled to vote.

PROCEDURE.
After due examination of the voters’ 

list, and it has been ascertained what 
persons should be added or struck off, 
proper notices of each objection must be 
given to the clerk of the municipality, 
or left at his office or residence before 
the 30 days limited for this purpose. 
The notices should be given in the name 
of a person entitled to vote in the elec­
toral district.

The forms requisite for each kind of 
objection are sent herewith, with only 
such blanks as are required for names, 
etc.

The Judge of the County Court will 
.ppoint a day for hearing the objections,

■‘Pâmes- el Aeetlee Bales.

An interesting case, Burgees vs. Bur- 
gets, d.i the question of ‘ ‘puffing" at au- 
tion sales came up betore his honor Judge 
Kingsmill, at Walkerton, on Thursday 
and Friday week. The particulars of 
the case briefly as follows:—The plain­
tiff, a farmer residing in the township of 
Glenelg, claimed from the defendants, 
who are also farmers residing in the 
same township, damages for non-per­
formance of an agreement to purchase 
certain land, alleging that the defen­
dants had bought at auction sale in June 
last a certain parcel of land and 
had signed an agreement for the pur­
chase of the same, which agreement they 
refused to carry out. The defendants 
admitted having bought the land at auc­
tion sale, and of having signed an agree­
ment for the purchase of the same, but 
contended that the sale was a void sale 
under R. S. O., chapter 98, as the land 
was offered for sale subject only to a 
reserve bid, and that plaintiff instead of 
confining himself to his reserve bid, em­
ployed persons commonly called “puf­
fers” to bid at said sale, and that such 
“puffers” did attend said sale and bid 
against defendants. His Honor after 
hearing the evidence—which was very 
conflicting — and argument, reserved 
judgment until Monday last, when be 
gave same in favor of defendants, hold- 
ina that there was sufficient evidence to 
show that one “puffer” had been em­
ployed by plaintiff, and therefore the 
auction sale was void.

Percberea Zenes

Harper’» MontUy for February has a 
lengthy and exhaustiye article on this 
subject, from which we make the follow­
ing extracts:

The Percheron horse is undoubtedly 
the most symmetrical and powerful for 
his size, and possesses the finest action 
and greatest endurance of all the large 
breeds in Europe. His general type is 
also the most ancient of any of which we 
have record or tradition, and this is the 
principal reason why he is more prepot­
ent than others in transmitting hie su­
perior qualities to his offspring.

Tradition asserts that the first great 
improvement in refining the large horses 
of France was made by Barb stallions 
captured from the Moors. In 731 thou­
sands of these fine Barb stallions were 
captured (for the Moors ride such only, 
and never mares) and distributed among 
the French soldiers, who, on returning 
to their farms, bred them to their own 
large native mares. The best and mpet 
uniform of this produce were then select­
ed and coupled smeng themselves, the 
result of which, together with other well- 
made crosses from time to time since that 
period, gives us the improved Perche­
rons of the present day, described us fol­
lows:

Head clean, bony and small for the 
size of the animal; ears short, mobile, er. 
ect and fine-pointed; eyes bright, clear 
large and prominent ; forehead broad; 
nostrils large, open.

Neck a trifle short, yet harmoniously 
rounding to the body and gracefully 
curved. {

Breast broad and deep, with great 
musculardevelopment, shoulders sloping, 
withers high ; back short; body well rib­
bed up; rump broad, long and nuiderate- 
ly sloping to the tail, which is attached 
high; quarters wide, well let down, and 
swelling with powerful muscles.

Legs flat and wide, with hard, clean 
bones, and extra large, strong joints, 
cords and tendons ; short from the hocks 
and knees down; pasterns upright; hoofs 
full size, solid, tough.

Action bold, square, free and easy.
Temper kind; disposition docile, but 

energetic and vigorous; hardy, enduring 
and long-lived; precocious; able to be put 
to light work at eighteen to twenty 
months old, possessing immense power 
for his size; never balking or refusing to 
draw at a dead pull; stylish, elegant and 
attractive in appearance ; easy, elastic 
and graceful in motion.

THE WARDEXSHIP.
Before the next issue of The Sion a l 

the election of the Warden for the year 
1882 will be an accomplished fact. Un­
der the circumstances it would not be 
out of place to make a few observations 
on the subject, so that the Reevus of the 
County, who hold the balance in their 
hands, may give the matter that reflec­
tion which it is deserving of. *

There are, we understand, three or 
four names before the public now in con­
nection with the jHisition, viz: .Messrs. 
Gibson, Hardy, Kelly and Johnston. 
Mr. Gibson is well-known as the able 
Reeve of Wroxeter, and is an old and 
tried member of the County Council. 
His name ha» boen mentioned in con- 
nection With the Wardenship on more 
tiltm one occasion. In 1880 he was 
brought before the County Council «os a 
candidate, at the time when Mr. Garrow 
was a.eoiuir*ee for the Wardenship. A 
severe struggle was .imminent, with, as 
some say, the chances of success in favor 
©f Mr. Gibson, when that gentleman 
arose, and, with the consent of his mover 
and seconder, withdrew from the c mtest. 
Mr. Johnston informed us some time 
since that these facts were not correct, 
but other members of the then County 
Council vouch for the truth, as above 
given, and our own belief is that Mr. F. 
W. J. was not imitating the late George 
Washington when he expressed his opin­
ion on the question.

But, to return to our subject. The 
Wardenship is a position which has here­
tofore been accorded to a tried and ex­
perienced member of the County Coun­
cil. In the past, intelligence, common 
sense and experience have been the ne­
cessary requisites for the holder of the 
position. Flowery rhetoric, shallowness 
or cheek were not looked upon as being 
the component parts for a Warden ; and 
w’e hope that the old rule will be ad­
hered to in 1882.

Wh.it 
the two Goderich Reeves did in the mat- 
ierof obtaining the vote on the iron bridge

In 
conversation with us some time since, 
Mr. Johnston observed, “We have a 
majority, and none jf-your fellows can 
get the position”—meaning that the 
Conservative majority in the Council 
would vote for one of their own party in 
preference t> a Reformer. Well, 
so be it, for Mr. Johnston has said it. 
And if Conservatism is to he the test 
for the position, who in all the party is 
more deserving of the Wardenship than 
the Reeve of Blyth. Mr. Kelly has 
fought and bled in the Conservative in­
terest. He has suffered defeat Und 
pecuniary loss for his party. In 1879 
Mr. Johnston loyally took second place 
to Mr. Kelly, and it is to be hoped that 
in 1882, when he has decreed that the 
party vote shall elect the Warden, he 
will not play cut-throat this old- 
time chief, or attempt to snatch the 
laurel from his erstwhile leader’s brow.

In conclusion, we fail to see wherein 
lies Mr. Johnston’s claim to the Ward­
enship. Despite his comparatively vain 
attempt at a pre-Raphaelite beard, he is 
a me.e youth—and although youth is 
not in itself a barrier to preferment, when 
backed by ability, experience and sound 
common sense, yet it should be looked 
upon as a drawback, when these qualities 
are known to be lacking in the aspirant.

Mr. Gibson (Huron), thought that 
notwithstanding the position assumed by 
the Opposition they had reached a grave 
constitutional crisis in their history 
(hear, hear).

Mr. Gibson—I suppose not, for those 
whom the gods destroy they first made 
niad. (Loud applause. ) It was never 
intended, he continued, that the veto 
power should be exercised ill such a 
manner. When introducing the meas­
ure last session the Commissioner of 
Crown Linds stated distinctly that in 
passing the Bill they were not making a 
new law, but merely interpreting the 
law as it stood, adding the clause pro­
viding for compensation. In this opin­
ion three judges of the highest court in 
Ontario concurred, so that if the matter 
had been intelligently considered by the 
Minister of Justice ho would have dis­
covered that he was recommending the 
disallowance of an Act which merely -sut 
forth clearly the law of the land. ^Ap­
plause. ) Iu the celebrated case before 
the courts quoted last session. Mr. 
Caldwell was a man wealthy enough to 
make himself independent of Mr. Mc­
Laren, and l>uh a mill above the d.tms 
on the Mississippi River, and sent ins 
lumber down over the Kingston and 
Pembroke Railway. But a poor lumber­
man could not do that, and although the 
relief in a particular case was no longer 
necessary, still it was required in the 
public interest and as a measure of jus­
tice. (Hoar, hear.) He did not want 
to infringe oq the Dominion prerogative, 
but he was determined to take as firm a 
stand upon the question of Provincial 
right (Applause.) Mr. Gibson proceed­
ed to refer to the want of a forest law. 
In some European countries for every 
tree cut down another must be planted, 
and some measure in this direction 
would, he thought, be of great benefit to 
Ontario. Regarding the refeience to 
the Agriculture and Arts Association, he 
remarked that Toronto, in his opinion, 
made a mistake in refusing the offer of 
the Provincial Association, and ths 
farmers would resent it. After advert­
ing to the Land Improvement Fund, 
which, lie said, should be paid over to 
the settlers in like manner to the Com­
mon School Fund. He concluded by 
regretting that the members of the Op­
position could not throw aside their 
party predilections and unite with the 
Government in endeavouring to secure 
justice for the Province, but they had 
taken another view and must abide the 
consequences. (Loud applause. )

West Rldlug Izrlcellnral Society.

The annual meeting of the West Rid­
ing of Huron Agricultural Society, held 
<>n Wednesday afternoon, in the Court 
House, was largely attended. The 
President, Mr. W. Young, of Colbome, 
occupied the chair.

The Treasurer’s report showed that 
the total receipts of the year, including 
a balance on hand from last year of 
$40.10, was $1,980.91. The sum of 
$1,041.50 had been paid in prizes, and 
the total expenses for the year footed 
up $1,906.04, leaving a balance in the 
treasury of $74.87.

Before proceeding to the election of 
officers it was decided that the Secretary 
and Treasurer of the Riding Society 
should not by mere virtue of their office 
have a vote on the Board, but that if 
elected directors of a Branch Society 
they could then vote.

Thqn came a war of words as to what 
constituted membership of the Riding 
Society, some claiming that an addition- 
1 dollar, above the Branch society or 
H orticultural society fee should be j aid, 
and some contending otherwise. The 
genial chairman, after allowing the dis­
putants togive their arguments pro and 
con, called the meeting to order, and the 
election of officers was proceeded with 
in a most satisfactory manner.

Newspaper laws.

We call the special attention of post­
masters and subscribers to the following 
synopsis of the newspaper laws ;

1. A postmaster is required to give 
notice by letter (returning a paper does 
not answer the law) when a subscriber 
does not take his paper out of the office, 
and state the reasons for its not being 
taken. Any neglect to do so makes the^ 
postmaster responsible to the publishers 
for payment.

2. If any person orders his paper dis­
continued, lie must pay all arrearages, 
or the publisher may continue to send it 
until payment is made* and collect the 
whole amount, whether it be taken from 
the office or not. There can be no legal 
discontinuance until the payment is 
made.

3. Any person who takes a paper from 
the post-office, whether directed to his 
name, or another, or whether he has sub­
scribed or not, is responsible for the pay.

4. If a subscriber orders his paper to 
be stopped at a certain time, and the 
publisher continues to send, the sub­
scriber is bound to pay for it if he takes 
it out of the post-office. This proceeds 
«pun the ground that a man must pay for 
what he uses.

5. The courts have decided that refus­
ing to take a newspaper and periodical* 
from the post-office, or removing and 
leaving them uncalled for, is primo /aria 
evidence of intentional fraud.

Washington, Jan. 15.—Guiteau was 
apparently in the best of spirits this 
morning when the reporter Culled at the 
jail. “I have decided not to sell my 
speech for money," he remarked, “but 
to give it the widest circulation through 
the press. After opening hie speech in 
precisely the same language used in his 
Christmas greeting, Guiteau says, “In 
shooting the president I deny 1 violated 
any law human or divine; nothing that 
the Deity directs a man to do can violate 
any law. I stand here as the agent of 
the Deity. The political situation is 
just what I knew it would be last June, 
if Garfield was removed. Everything on 
this case so far haa gone about as I anti­
cipated last June, which is evidence of 
the Deity’s confirmation of my act. The 
assassin rehearses his history as hereto­
fore given by himself and continues:— 
Soon after Robertson’s appointment the 
republican party began to heat up. This 
was about the middle of May; by the 1st 
J uly it was whiteheat ; and if this spirit 
had not been killed by the president's re­
moval the nation would soon have been 
in the flame of civil war. To prevent a 
repetition of the late war and its desola­
tion, the removal of the president was 
necessary. By his removal the repub­
lican party wai cemented and the nation 
to day is happy and prosperous. And 
to-day I suffer in bonds because I had 
the inspiration and- nerve to remove the 
president that the naiion might live.

When I saw Garfield under Blaine's 
vindictive spirit,and that he waa proving 
a traitor to the men that made him, it 
grieved me to the heart and I prayed 
over it. If Garfield was out of the way 
I thought one night in my bed every­
thing would go well. For two weeks I

Srayed over the feasibility of the presi- 
ent's removal. The more I prayed 

about it and the more I looked at the 
political situation, the more I saw the 
necessity for his removal. Finally af­
ter two weeks of earnest prayer I deci­
ded the Deity had called me do it, and I 
commenced preparation for it. This was 
about the 1st of June. I shot him on 
Jqly 2nd. Not being a marksman he 
lingered till September 19th, when he 
passed quietly and gently away, the 
Lord thereby confirming my inspiration. 
There was a special providence in his 
dyiag in New Jersey. I undertake to 
say the Deity allowed him to die there 
to protect me from the possibility ot 
legal liability for simply executing his 
will. The Deity has probably fixed the 
law so that their verdict cannot be legal­
ly enforced. I would have done the act 
at any time after June 1st if I had 
known I was to be shot dead the next 
moment High toned people are saying 
“well,if the Lord had not wanted him he 
would not have departed." Physical 
death is nothing. All men have died, 
all men will die. The president might 
have been taken by a railroad accident 
or slipped on an orange peel and broken 
his neck. Providence and I saved the 
nation; why should not I be a hero and 
the equal of Washington and Lincoln 
and Grant. Many people are beginning 
to see I have saved the nation. If there 
be in this assembly any dear friend of 
Garfield’s, to him 1 say Guiteau s love to 
Garfield was not less than his. If that 
friend demand why Guiteau removed 
Garfield, this is Guiteau s answer. Not 
that Guiteau loved Garfield less, but he 
loved his country more. Had you rath­
er that Garfield was living and die in 
war than that Garfield his dead to live 
in peace. No, as Garfield loved Guiteau, 
Guiteau weeps for him; as he was a good 
man Guiteau honors him; but by the 
Deity's inspiration Guiteau removed 
Garfield for the uood of his country. 
Beware, ye Americans, that you do not 
incur the wrath of the Deity by dealing 
unwisely by me, for I tell you the truth 
and lie not w hen I say 1 am here as God’s

The death of 
his son Michael and the peculiar circum­
stances that attended it, gave the de­
ceased and his faithful consort a severe 
shock, which calamity caused other diffi­
culties to disappear or fall into insignifi­
cance. This brave and generous Mich­
ael by this time had settled on a lot of 
Ilia own and was collector of the town­
ship in the year of his death.
