The interview aiso gives marching
orders for the Unionist party. in the
campaign now opening. He says:
“Don’t be afraid of theé food tax talk.
I have mever seen the good of giving
in. Food duties are very simple to
explain, and when explained they are
always understood. @We have over-
come our greatest difficulty in regard
to them, for people can’t go on re-
peating the same lie, and the little
loaf and black bread lies are now
piayed out. I don’t think we shall
hear much of them at the mext elec-
tion. If you don’t give in some-
thing always happens, The elections
show that the final victory will take
a little longer than we hoped, but
they make that victory more certain
than ever.”

Lost Ground in North.

Chamberlain - admits .that
reform lost some of the ground
viously won in Scotland.

most familiar friends in the folds of a
heayy ulster turned up above his ears.

Yesterday a game, of golf with
Lloyd-George and Mr. Masterman,
who hover twenty miles off at Nice,
was postponed at the last moment,
while Mr. Asquith’s writing™ table is
becoming blue with the accumulation
of felegrams.

It hardly seems from all this that
Premier Asquith and Lloyd-George
are, as some Tory ‘papers suggest, us-
ing their Rivierra holiday to hatch a
new Guy Fawkes plot against the
House of Lords.

Under Erdman Act Favors Telegraph-
ers of 1llincis Central.

Chicago, Feb. 7—Arbitration. the
first under the Erdman act, has prov-
ed successful so far as the employees
are concerned. The umpire in the ar-
bitration between the Illinois Central
and the telegraphers decided today
that the latter should receive ohanges
in eoonditions that would equal an
average increase of nearly 10 per cent.
The important parts of the decision
are:—

Telegraphers in relay offices shall re-
ceive ten hours’ pay ifor eight hours
work,

pay for eight hours™ work.

Telegraphers when they - work
leave of absence each year with pay...

The Order of Railroad Telegraphers
will have the right to represent the
telephone operators in train service.

A -number of working rules wene
granted by the umpire, which the
telegraphers state will make their-em-
ployment more congenial. While no
direct increase in wages was granted,
the changes made are nearly equal
to the demands made by the telegraph-
ers. They asked for a 10 per cent. in-
crease. Instead of giving them - the
money, the umpire decreased their
working hours, so that they would get
the advance in that way. The conten-
tion of the telegraphers was that they
were worked too many hours.

“WEEDING OUT.”

The Minister of the Interior has
introduced into Parliament a bill to
consolidate and amend the immigra-
tion laws of the Dominion. The meas-
ure indicates the aspect of the immi-
gration-problem which is now  most
apparent to those charged with hand-
Ying it. Judged by the character of
the bill, the immigration prospects
! are bright, so bright. that regulation
oi the movement is needed and justi-
fied, regulation to an extent which
undsr other circumstances would be
absurd. The. measure is langely re-
strictive, which is in itself proof that
to those best qualified to, judge the
prospeets are for a continmation of
the “rush.” A few years ago it was
not necessary.or advisable to go ' to
much trouble -to prevent “undesir-
ables” entering Canada, for very few
people ‘“‘unidesirable” or other, were
coming to the country. It is wuseless
'to make laws and establish machinery
to manage what dioes not exist and is
not “likely to exist. A restrictive im-
migration law fifteen years ago would
have been about as wise and about
a3 effective as a law Horbidding Mars
to collide with the eafth, for the
prospects of there being any consider-
able immigration were then about on
a par with the likelihood of a plane-
tary collision. It is because immi-
grants are coming in large numbers
ami because they are certain to con-
tinue tocome that regulative measures
are seen to be necessary and that the
expense of providing officers to oper-
ate therh is justified.

ALBERTA CREAMERIES.

Miss Agnes Deans Cameron, who has
been providing the world with reading
matter regarding the Canadian West
for the past year or so wrnites in the
Canada West:—

“At the time the province of Alberta
was formed the dairymen became dis-
satisfied with the private creameries
then in operation throughout the coun-
try, and asked the Federal government
to take charge of these industries, The
Dominion sympathized in the demand,
sent out experts to size up the situa-
tion, and as an outcome of their in-
vestigation omganized a chain of co-
operative creameries  throughout Al-
berta, These admirable. and well-tun.
institutions gre subjeet to:the control
ot the patrons through boards of . di-
rectors under absolute ' government
management, The farmers séparate
their 11k on “their ‘own ~farms by
means of hand' separators and the
cream is brought to the government
dairy stetion thpce or four times a
week. The cream on its axrival is
carefully weighed and tested. and at
the end of every, ‘month esch patron
‘gets cradit for his butter equivalent
and meceives-a cash advance from ‘the
creamery of 10 cents per pound. Evaby
thirty days a cheque. for the ibalange
due each creamery. contributer reashes
him from the department of agricul-
tare. The government makes ‘a uni-
form charge of four cents per pound
for its official butter making, and gne
cent per pound is also levied for the
creation of a fund to purchase build-
ings and machinery, of which asset
the patrons are made part owners pro
rata according to their individual con-
tributions.”

There are some dbvious  errors in
this. It was long before Alberta was
made a Province that the Federal Gov-
ernment fok up-the creamery busi-
ness. The arrangement made includ-
ol the Province. of Baskalchewan as
wéll as Alberta. The Provimetal Gov-
ernment. took over the creameries; con-
tinued the policy and extended it.
Nor does this paragraph make quite
elear that the scheme is one of Gov-
ernment dassistance rather than Gov-
ernment ownership. Eventually the
Government is paid back the money
advanced to equip the creamery from
the margin retained, and the concern
then belongs to the patrons.

A MARITIME REQUEST.

The British North America act gives
Quebec sixty-five members in Pariia-
ment. It also makes Quebec Phe
“pivotal’’ province, by which the
number of members from any wother
province is determined. After each
census-it is calculated what proportion
the population of Quebse bedrs .to
sivtyfive, and that' pfoportion fixes
the number of memibers to be returned
from each of the other provinces.

It follows of course that if amy pro-
vince increas-s more slowly in popu-
lation than Quebec it loses members.
Ontario has suffered from this to some
extent, having now fewer membeors
than ten years ago. The Maritime

Provinces have suffered more, having'

lost nine or ten meémbers in the read-
justments following the last two cen-
suses. The members . from those pro-
vinces fear that the process will con-
tinue.

BEER, COERCION
AND SNOBBERY

These Three"Elements Combined to
Reduce Liberal Majority Says
W. T. Stead,

Lendon,: February 7 (by William T.
:St,eagi).——’l‘he general election” which
has just closed will long be remember-
ed for the extraordinary alteration of
hopes and dgilpres; «by whichs each
party was extited’in toum, At first it
seemed that the Liberals were carry-
ing all before them and that the gov-
ernment would come back with a ma-
jority of 200. Then the tide turned
and sanguine Unionists confidently
calculated that the government would
find itself in a minority. At the end
the result shows that the electors have
split the difference and tha¢ the gov-
ernment has carried the budget by a
majority of 100, composed of all Lib-
erals, Labor men and Nationalists.

Three Causes for, Defeats.

The -meore closely the reports, -are
studied, the more closely does it ap-
pear that the Liberal defeats were due
to a combination of three causes:
“Beer, coercion and snobbery.” The
brewers, who own most of the drink-
ing shops, went Unionist almest to.a
man. The public-houses beeame Tory
committee rooms, The publicans and
all their dependents worked-as un-
paid canvassers.. It is.mof true that

|the beer wds free,. hut if is true that
[many

constituencies seemed ta, . be
swimming in ‘beer.” 'At the previous
election, although the trade is osten-
sibly anti-Libéral, very many brewers
and great numbers of the publicans
who are strong free traders, woted for
the Liberal eandidates. - This election
they voted as a man, not for tariff re-
form or against free trade, but against
the government which had dared to
lay its sacreligious hands on the trade
in liguor. This turn over, even if it
had stood alone, would have decided
the issue in many places.
Lords Put on the Screws.

would sweep the country: “Don’t de-
geive yourself; no living man <can
taise a mew issue for a general elec-
tion, The electors will never vote,
and have never voted, upon any 1ssue
but one:; ‘Shall we or shall we not
turn out this damn government?’
Hitherto, with the solitary exceplion
of. 1900, the electors have always turn-
ed out the government. . This election
ik remarkable for breaking this record.
For the first time a government has
appealed for a renmewal of cunﬁdencc
and bag received,. mot.perhaps in. SO
[drge @ measure as it desired, but to
an extent hitherto without precedent.

Another noteworthy fact is that this
is the first government which has ever
ventured to-legislate against drunken-
ness which has not besn promptly
sent about its business by the 'publi-
cans.

One Course for Government.

London, February 6—T. P. 0’Con-
nor, M.P., whose organization of the
Irish vote in the English, Welsh and
8cottish elections practically won the
Liberal majority, when asked for news
on the prospects of the present enor-
mously interesting ‘political situation,
said :

, fortunately, but the one
policy possible for the government
when parliament meets. The line of
safety and prudence is.aiso the line of
courage and straightforwardness, "Any
Liberal minister who now makes the
fistake of dallying or wavering with
the . question of the Lords would be
doomed to immediate extinction. ““All
the talk in Tory newspapers .about
compromises, ‘conferences and national
agreements is so much nonsense. One
point is eagerly doubted—whether As-
quith has or has not gbtained already
from the Sovereign the guarantee
neeessary to do-away with the present
veto of the peers. My impression is
there is a fairly clear understanding
between the King and Premier al-
ready, but if the King refuses him &
guarantee to create enough new
peers to Swamp the presenf Tory ma-
jority in the House of Lords, the gov-
ernment must resign.

Must Be No Halting.

“The one thing fatal to the Liberal
parfy would be to halt now 'in ‘ts
campaign against the Lords. "Much
nonsense is being talked about 'the
composite character of the' anti-peers
majority. The great issue ' against

the Lords will unify it whatever differ-
ences may exist between the:Redmond
Liberals afid the Labor party. They
are all united in a resolve to overcome
the Lords. - I take a cheerful view of
the prospects. I .see mno .sign of
wavering in Asquith. He is not a
man who wavers. He has something
of bluntness, brusqueness, cussedness,
if you please, of the typical Yorkshire
man. On the other hand,c he has
Yorkshire doggedness and " a high
sense of the sacredness of the given
word. He has Yorkshire thorough-
Bess in deing what he has set out to

0. :

Would, Lose Lloyd-George.

“If he wavered, everybody knows
he would lose  Lloyd-George = and
Churchill,; :and " no . Liberal cabinet
could exist a day without ;these! two
powerful, popular figures; but there is
no -necessity for any such heroic part-
ings. Finally, as to the small parlia-
mentary group. brought into being in
Ireland by Williom O’Brien’s return
to public life, it will -doubtless . be
anti-Liberal out of spits and mischie-
vous in purpose, but it will be irritat-
ing rather than formidable. It will
give trouble, but has not in it the
elements of durability or effectiveness
even for mischief.”

Chamberlain on Tariff Reform.

London,  February 6.—In an inter-
view, Joseph ©hamberlain gaid: “The
final vietory will only take a little
longer than has been hoped. Tariff
reform lost many votes owing to the
successful abuse of the House of Lords
and the wobbling of local leaders in
Scotland and the North of England.
Tariff reform must remain_the prin-
cipal object ' of Conservative policy,
1t is the most popular plank and there
is nothing to replace it.”

Respecting the suggestions that
the . policy should ‘be changed or an
Imperial side displayed in order -to
get rid of the food taxes, Mr. Cham-
berlain said: “There are always wob-
blers when a great policy is proposed.
but there will be fewer wobblers in
future. The working classes in many
parts are far ahead of the leaders on
tariff reform. It is no use -to wait
until your’e -asked questions about
food duties. It looks as if you were
afraid. They are very simple to ex-
plain and when explained they are al-
ways understood. I do not think-we
shall hear much of them at the next
election.”

If in parliament, he would try to
have the government out in . six
months. The Unionists’ aim - with
respect to the Lords shodld be to
strengthen it by a reform of its con-
stitution. Chamberlain again referr-
ed to the suggestion to drop the
Imperial side ?his policy, declaring
this is its strorigest side.’

Asquith Not Resigning.

London, February 6.—There has
been mo further talk of Mr. Asquith
surrendering the premiership to other
thands ,and it is nOw generally assum-
fed that he will meet the cabinet on
Thursday next. What will then be
decided is as yé€btmeertain, but is as
blindly discussed as ever. No  au-
thoritative voice has been hinted at
what will be the first step for the
government, when it assembles in
heterogeneous force in the House of
Commons. Nearly the whole Radical
press is clamorous in its demand that
Mr. Asquith Keep his ,Albert Hall
pre-election pledge and ‘‘smash the
House of, Lords” as soon as parlia-
ment gets down to business.

The old constitutional cry ““Griev-
ances before supplies” is raised, but
more moderate.voices urge caution.

To hang up the budget is merely to
increase the difficulties of the govern-
ment. The supplies as a matter of
fact have been voted. It is the me-
thod of raising supplies which has not
been decided. It is felt that any
bill, dealing drastically with the
House of Lords, in a manner to satis-
fy the extremists would result in im-
mediate dissolution, for the Lords
would not scruplé'to throw it out and
the government gould then only ré-
sign or swallow Bumiliation.

Budget First.
It is probable therefore that as Mr.

House of Commofis, when he 8aid his
first act would be'to send last yearfs
budget through the Heuse of Com-
mons as quickly as possible.. The
Lords will accept, at,”but its treatment
in the House of Commons willidepend
on what bargain ean be made with the
Nationalists. They have shown that
they are opposed to last year’s finan-
¢ial'bill and the $10,000,000 extra taxa-
tion its puts on Ireland’s back, but
apparently inspired articles in the
Redmondite press indicate that they
will vote for itrwhile demanding modi-
fications ind its’ Success0rs.

Nevertheless O’Brien’s little party
of Independent Nationalisis, may be
depended -upon 0 make the way of
the Redmondites as uncomfortable as
possible, forcing them to actions that
their constituents will strongly dis-
approve of. ;

Redmond as Prime Minister.

New York, February 6.—The New
York World . publishes_ the following
letter ¢ Kejr’ Hardys ~relative to
the politieal situation im; "the Old
country:
