Some years ago a friend of mine
had a pretty black and white check
8ilk for a summer afternoon and
dressy house gown. I always admir-
ed it immensely and this year decided
to have one myself.

I confided as much to my dress-
maker.

“But will it be dressy enough for

" what you want?’ she asked.
...}, thought, the question absurd at
the time, but since then I have seem
80 many women bound on informal
calls or shopping expeditions, wear-
ing blue and white or black and white
check silks that I have been forced
to realize that the gown I planned,
under the present style conditions, is
. proper for a general utility dress,
‘but -absolutely impossible for-a dress-
. .up gown.
“*Now, that little incident seems to
me to epitomize the reason why it
costs so much more to be well dress-
ed than it used to.

It-isn’t that black and white check
silk costs much more than it did ten
years ago. It is just because the
black and white check silk gown that
used to be a rather dressy gown, suit-

- able for afternoon functions, has now

You
put it on for an informal call or ¢
shopping excursion, but you would
feel very much underdressed if you
wore it to a formal function or (c
dine at the dressy restaurant.

A woman who knows the question
of clothes from A-Z writes in a re-
cent magazine about comparative val-
ues in much this same vein:

“One may to-day in Paris buy the
identical waists that were for sale ten
years ago, at the identical prices;
but with the change in fashion has
come the corresponding change 11
the uses to which the same garmen
is put. The thirty or forty-dollar
waist of that period would be ver)
pretty to-day, but one would weadl
them now where the eight-dolla)
waists were worn before, in order tc
be dressed at about the sathe degre¢
of smartness.”

TEMPERANCE ADDRESS.

On Thursday evening,.7.45, Rev. Ed-
win Moore and Rev. Mr. Aiken as-
cended the rostrum of Carbonear
Church to deliver speeches in the in-
‘terests of Temperance and Moral Re-
form.

Rev. Mr. Moore in his opening re-
marks declared that because the lig-
uor question had been so long before
the public it was time to have the
verdict from the public. The traffic
had no right to be licensed, and no
amount of argument to the contrary
carried any conviction in the face of
‘acts and circumstances, .and the
statement of this speaker was this
viz., that the State should not receive
revenue at the expense of the public
good. The speaker outlined the vari-
sus theories set forth by the defend-
ops of the traffic, and in his confuta-
fon gave some concrete illustrations
of the fallacies in the argument:—
His last appeal was to the intelli-
zence of the people, and closed by
;aying that it was high time that the
reneral conscience be appealed to and
hat to a man the' country should
ise, while the death knell of tem-
)erance tyranny was. being sounded.

Rev. - Mr:-Aiken followed* ‘and *on
rising declared his admiration for the
men who lived by the sea shore.
During his remarks he said:— (1)
I'hat a great wave of temperance was
yeing produced; (2) That decent peo-
ple wont encourage intemperance.
Teading men as an example of this
were quoted:—President Taft, of -the
.. S. A., became a total abstainer on
his election to the Presidential honor;
'nd so Emperor William, Rudyard
Kipling, Admiral Beresford and Gen-
-ral Grant are concrete illustrations
»f this position. The Nations wont
ncourage intemperance; the U. S. A.
~vere shutting up the saloon at the
ate of 40 per day. ‘We must face the
srigis, said the speaker, from the
shadow of Calvary. The cross stands
‘or that whieh is outwardly repug-
\ant but inwardly glorious. The sal-
yon stands far that which is outward-
y glorious but inwardly repugnant.
There is an awful charge to lay at the
door of the saloon; . the rumseller
gets from life exactly what he iq put-
ting into it, and to be consistent
sught to contribute-of his own self
and happiness to the continuity of the
bar-room. Genius, cried the man
‘rom the pulpit, has again and again
been dragged from its loftiqess of
yurpose and power to degradation and
contempt. The bar-room reduces the
legitimate business of a place in the
city as well as in the country, and
the country can’t be dry until the
city is dry, and what was more the
city was saved by the country. In
closing, after speaking about how the
saloon dominates the city, Mr. Aiken

krown here, particularly. in Heart’s
Content, where. at first he worked. He
‘was then removed to the office at
St. Pierre, and dfterwards brought
back to. Heart's- Content ag Superin-
tendent. He was then put in chdrge
‘of the New York office. He he earn-
ed the. respect of Americans: as &
“splendid specimen of a disdppearing
type, the finé old English gentleman
in business.” = He leaves a daughter
in St. John's, Mrs. David Markin,
wife of one of the Commercial Cable
Staff.

The N. Y. Times says of him:—

Correspondents of London -news-
papers in this city: were surpriséd
and shocked yesterday to read of Mr.
Trippe’s death. He was at his office,
seemingly as robust as_ever; only a
few days ago, and had a long talk
with a London journalist, telling of
his last visit to Europe and of how
he had,Joeked up Some relafives in
Switzerland.

“I may never have the' chance to
see them again,” Mr. Trippe: said,

“for I am getting te be an old mam’

Nobotly has ever been more. help-
ful to Liendon correspondents in Neéw
York than Mr. Trippe. Everything
he could. do. for them he did, willing-
ly and cheerfully. It did not matter
if many words or few were to be tele-
graphed. If by putting in a special
wire or sending an expert operator
he could help the gquick  dispatch of
an important message he would do
it, whatever trouble it .cost him.

And he had a delightful old Eng-
lish way of doing things. There was
none of the rush in that little private
office of his in Broad street which
one usually finds in the office of the
manager of a big concern. In his
efforts to help the patrons of his
company he did things which are now
often considered quite out of date,
but which were charming.

He used, I believe, to go “home”
every two years for six or eight weeks
and he g]cath enjoyed. these holi-
jays, but nevertheless he was an ad-
mirer of America and American in-
stitutions, and often spoke of the
necessity of England adopting some
of the American methods if she were
not to be outdistanced.

Mr. Trippe was Treasurer of the
Newfoundland Socxety of New York.

A Strange Plant.
The Drinking Orchid amd Its Fruit-
less Search for Water.

“The strangest orchids I ever saw,”
said a naturalist, “live on the edge
of a lagoon on the Rio de la Plato—
live; 1 say, for surely no animal is
more alive than they, and among
them I first realized the pathos of a
plant’s immobility, the cruelty of its
roots that bind it forever to one spot.

“ Reform’s” Last Word
Before the Election.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—Just one word before
the poll is taken and the men who
are to manage our civic affairs dur-
ing the next four years are chosen.
I am fully aware that the letters on
Municipal Reform which fyou have
been good enough to accept from me
have exerted very little influence up-
on the mind of the publie, nor did
I ever expect that they would have
much effect. The circumstances of
the case forbade any such hope.
These are not the days when whole
communities can bhe aroused from
apathy to energy by the clarion tones
of one single vpice; nor is mine a
voice which could ever or under any
conditions produce so tremendous an
effect. Nor have I an ambition to be
a Vox Clamantis. I would fain be
that “still small voice” which could
nevertheless awaken some sleeping
consciences to'a sense of civic- duty.
Hitherto ¥ have not been- very suc:
cessful even in that humble effort,
but I do not despair. Where I have
railed others better qualified may, and
I trust will, succeed. I conféss that
I had some .faint hepe that 1. might
have provoKed at ledst eme of “the
twelve candidates for Municipal hon-
ors to pledge himself against expen-
ditures upon fads and frills until the
city was cleansed and made a decent
habitation for its citizens. I had
hoped that at least ome of these gen-
tlemen would have pronounced
weainst the completion of the Wind-
sor Lake folly and - against the
erection of Municipal offiees un-
til the . sewers and drains were
purified. I would not be mis-
understcod. .I am no enemy to liber-
al end enlightened expenditure, nor
do I think that it lies beyond the
jurisdiction of Municipal bodies tc
supply the population with every
means of innocent pleasure. My pro-
test, however, is strongly raised
against any and every expenditure
on such purposes so long as the ecity
remains dirty and -unwholesome and
its deathmte higher than its situ-
ation and facilities for sanitation
warrant.. I:plead for an honest re-
cognition of our pressing wants and
an honest endeavour to supply them.
I raise my voice against the death
rate, against the sacrifice of life and
health in order to provide the
thoughtless with stupid recreation.
We are poor and we should learn to
eschew want or extravagance. Let
us be ' decent before we begin to put
on frills. Let us be practical before
we try experiments. Let us learn
our own duty before we expect our
rulers to perform theirs. We have
our chancge now: it has come at the
eleventh hour, and it has not come

There are
an infinite number of matters of
civic reform which sadly need dis-
cussion. Is it,too much to agk that
some few, a goodly number, a whole
committee, of citizens shall enforce
their demands upon the Council ?
Let ‘us drop partisan politics for a
season and remember for a while
that we are citizens of a town which
should be healthy, cheerful, beauti-
ul, even, and yet is none of these
things. Let us resolve to have things
ight or to make it very hot for those
who stand in the way of a movement
for Civic Reform.
