was affected by mysterious 

•auses. Such phenomena as sleep 
nd deep anaesthesia familiarize with 
is the fact that the mind is not ne­
cessarily always associated with the 
brain, but only when in a certain con- 
tition. It was still possible, he 
thought, that the brain was an in­
strument traversed, as freely as the 
car by sound, by some unknown in- 
luence which found resonance with- 
n it. The brain’s workings and the 
will power suggested, he said, that 
he brain was mysteriously affected 

by invisible and untraceable har- 
nonies. In this connection Prof.
, lac Donald said he could not avoid 
he use of the word “soul,” and ar- 
vued that • soul” might be independ­
ent of life or living matter, as we 
know it.

As in the case of the eye, it was

•xistence of some external tigent over 
ind above natural selection, which 
vould have done no more than assist 
n the process.

spheres.”

That Rush for
Cold Storage.

It will be remembered how im­
patient the promoters of the latest 
Cold Storage scheme were to obtain 
the sanction of the Legislature for 
the proposition they had concluded 
with the Government, and how one of 
them wrote to “Dear Friend Morris’’ 
to urge upon him the prompt en­
dorsement ôf the Legislature, in order 
that they might start to work on the 
gigantic enterprise they intended to 
undertake in Newfoundland.

The spring has passed, 
the summer has passed, and the fall 
is now well upon us, and there are 
no signs of those immense plants 
which were to be set going in the 
Spring. What is the Government do­
ing about the Agreement to which it 
was a party? It looks as if a cold 
chill has struck it, and as if all its 
life and energy have departed and that 
it is preparing for a period of hiber­
nation. Whatever may have happen­
ed to the Cold Storage project, there 
can be no doubt that a killing frost 
has struck the Government. Morison 
and Piccott must have got the shivers 
on Saturday night.

Close upon the, death of his only 
senior in the roll of King's Counsel 
comes the announcement of the death 
of Mr. Alexander J. W. McNeily, K.C.. 
who passed away at the General Hos-' 
pital at 5.30 this morning. During 
the summer Mr. McNeily’s health be­
gan to fail and he took a trip to Can­
ada, accompanied by his son, Mr. J 
A. W. McNeily, In the hope that the 
change might benefit him and that he 
might obtain expert advice. On the 
trip he visited Montreal. Toronto and 
Halifax. At Montreal he had the 
pleasure of meeting bis son James 
who is engaged surveying for the 
Quebec Land Office. On his way back 
to Halifax he suffered from hemorrh­
age and at Halifax entered the hos­
pital there until he could be brought 
here by the s.s. Stephano. The ses 
trip apparently braced him up, andhis 
wonderful spirit and cheerfulness 
seemed never to leave him. In his 
time he has played a large part in 
the social, political and legal life of 
the country. Mr. McNeily was born 
at Armagh, Ireland, on August 3rd. 
1845, and was a few months younger 
than the late Sir James Winter. He 
was brought to Newfoundland when 
he was four years old, and though 
not a Newfoundlander by birth, he 
has been a Newfoundland resident for 
sixty-two years. Mr. McNeily was 
educated at the General Protestant 
Academy in this city, and at Queen's 
College, Belfast. He graduated in 
Arts at what is now known as the 
Royal University, Ireland, and re­
turned to St. John’s to study law un­
der the late Sir Hugh W. Hoyles. He 
was admitted to the bar in 1870, and 
for over forty years has been engaged 
in law work. In 1877 be took into 
partnership with him his younger 
brother and formed the law firm ot 
McNeily & McNeily, which was mainJ 
tàined until the death of his brother; 
When his son became a legal prac­
titioner. the firm’s name was resumed 
and his son is now the. sole survivor 
of the firm. In 1880 be took silk, 
and was called to the lnner Bar. Not 
only was Mr. McNeily, K.C., eminent 
at the bar, but he worked his way to 
the front in several other phases of 
public life. In 1873 he was elected 
to the House of Assembly as a mem­
ber for Bonavista District, and con­
tinued to represent it until he was

elected for Twillingate and Fogo i 
1879. In that year he became Speak­
er of the House, but he was defeated 
in 1892, and remained out of the 
House for three years, when he was 
returned for the district of Bay de 
Verde and was appointed . Solicitor 
General. During the next year he 
resigned this high office and was 
elected a second time Speaker of the 
House, and in 1889 became Chief 
Clerk of the Supreme Court and Re­
gistrar of Deeds. This office he held 
for many years, after which he re­
sumed practice as a lawyer. He has 
also had much to do with society life 
In his early life he was a prominent 
member of the Loyal Orange Associ­
ation. He was also prominent in Ma­
sonic circles, and a Past Master of 
St. John’s Lodge, No. 579, R.E., F. & 
A. M. One of the most distinguished 
duties he was called upon to undertake 
was on the occasion of the Memorial 
Service to the late King Edward, 
when Past Master MeNeily delivered 
a touching and eloquent funeral or­
ation on one who had occupied the 
most elevated office in English Mas­
onry.- Not only was Mr. McNeily a 
graceful speaker, but he was a classic 
writer, with an ear for harmony and 
sonorous sound and apt in choice of 
words. Many of his musical critiques 
were a pleasure to those who read 
them. He took a delight in nature, 
books and general culture. He was 
as. much at home on the barrens >vith 
his gun and dogs, or by the side of a 
stream or take with his rod, as among 
his books, and he was always ready 
to assist in the promotion of societies 
which had such objects in view, as 
witness his connection with the Rifle 
Association, the Game Protection As­
sociation, the Inland Fishery Board, 
the Naturalists’ Society, the Histori­
cal. Society, and the Methodist Col­
lege. He was also a most pleasing 
and entertaining conversationalist, 
and in his love of sport, literature and 
chat may be regarded as the Isaak 
Walton of Newfoundland. He mar­
ried Jessie; a daughter of Hon. James 
Rogerson, who predeceased him some 
years ago, and whose demise was’ a 
severe blow to him. He leaves three 
sons—Mr. J. A. W., who is a barrister 
in the city, and James and Nicholas, 
who are in Quebec. To them the 
Evening Telegram extends sympathy.

Every pdnny of money ‘granted,’ as it 
is called, for such purposes, which 
Englishmen talk of as British money, 
is paid for by Ireland herself. Na­
turally the people who benefit by the 
money, who have the uncontrolled 
expenditure of it, and who have no 
responsibility to any one for this ex­
penditure, have no interest in econo­
my. They will not decrease their fat 
livelihoods out of any consideration 
for the good of the country. If Ire­
land were self-governed she could 
easily be governed as cheaply as Bel­
gium or any of the small nations of 
Europe.

Dear Sir,—Kindly allow me a small 
space in your widely read paper to 
answer some of many enquiries made 
of me relating to the "New Drawing 
Course” now being ta.ken up so 
largely by our teachers.

First of all, let me state that all 
the necessary materials required are 
very inexpensive and can be obtained 
at any bookstore in St. John's. It 
will not be possible to have an exhi­
bition of school drawings before 
Christmas, but I hope to announce 
later on that one will be held in the 
Capital about next Easter. Let every 
teacher in every school in every out- 
port make up his or her mind to 
have some good drawings ready by 
that Unie. The children are eager, 1 
know. Don’t delay preparation until 
Christmas. Begin now.

I believe a very generous prize list 
may be expected. Some teachers are 
a little in doubt as to what work to 
take up this year. I would strongly 
advise that every teacher begin this 
October on the “Plan of a year’s 
work.” which most teachers now 
have. If any teacher has not been 
able to start the New Drawing Course 
so far, let him or her begin at once. 
Start your Kindergarten class, and 
then begin your Primary classes, &c„ 
with Standard I. Don't wait for best 
materials, use slates and pencils un­
til better materials come. Make a 
beginning now.

To those teachers who started the 
work last year I would simply say 
repeat the two courses again in your 
schools. The children will be all the 
better grounded in the course by do­
ing so. They will make all the more 
rapid progress in the three higher 
standards next year. The teachers 
might, for a little change, substitute 
a few new models for some taken last 
year. But be careful to give easy 
models.

Miss 
fishermen of Miquelon and those who Bessie Cummings, the winner, was 
came from France to make St. Pierre 
headquarters for Grank Bank fishen- 
ies. Fifteen vessels, three of them 
former Gloucester craft, the value of 
which runs into hundreds of thous­
ands of dollars, have been lost with 
full or partial cargoes, and 58 fisher­
men have been drowned.

Despite the large number of vessels 
of the fleet which have escaped with­
out accident the season has been far 
from a successful one, though fish is 
nearly one-third higher than last 
year. The catch has averaged 40 per 
cent, less than that of last year.

The native fleet and that from 
France suffered ahput equally in the 
vessels which met with accidents. Re- 
flectiqns were cast upon the sea­
worthiness and longevity of Massa­
chusetts-built craft by the fact that 
two of the three former Gloucester- 
men lost sank following leaks. The 
Victor Helene, which was built at Es­
sex, Mass., in 1883, as the Stranger, 
sank on the Grand Banks, April 8, as 
the result of a leak. She was owned 
in St. Malo, France. The schooner 
Ville de Bordeaux, formerly the Mas- 
conomo, which was built at Essex in 
1888, went down similarly June 13.
The Valkyrie IV., formerly the Mabel 
R. Bennett, built at Gloucester in 
1892, also was lost.

Collision with icebergs caused the 
loss of two vessels in the same day.
April 19, when the brigantine Berrina 
and the bark Guillaume Tell, both 
French vessels, went down. Their 
crews, like many others, escaped to 
nearby vessels.

The brigantine Agonnaise and the 
bark Simone, from Greenville and St.
Malo, France, respectively, were 
crushed under the bows of transatlan­
tic liners while anchored on the 
Banks. Several men were killed 
aboard each. An unkflnown steam­
ship sent the Agonnaise to the bot­
tom May 22. The French liner Lor­
raine drove her great bow into the 
Simone in July.

A storm which swept the North At­
lantic on Aug. 19 and 20, causing 
great loss of vessels on the coasts of 
the Maritime Provinces and New­
foundland, with some loss of life, 
caused the sinking of three vessels 
of the St. Pierre fleet. The tug boat 
Progress sank off Cape Pine, and the 
schr. Madonna struck on the St. i 
Pierre coast and sank.

Fire forced a hasty abondonment 
of the schr. Terre Neuve, and she 
sank May 5.

The four other vessels which went 
down, some with parts of their crews, 
were the schooner Denise, July 10; 
the Mirande, July 20, and the Leon 
Emilie, Aug. 12, of the St. Pierre 
fleet, and the Bretonne, Aug. 2, of the 
vessels from Granville, France.

Mongolian Here.
The R. M. S. Mongolian, Capt. Pet­

ers. from Halifax, reached port at 3 
a.m. yesterday, making the run in 
two days in favorable weather. The 
passengers for this port were Dr.
Tait, Miss Radford, Miss Goldstone,
Mrs. M. W. Furlong and three child­
ren. The ship brought 300 tons of 
cargo and will leave to-night for 
Glasgow.

Official despatches say: Early this 
morning the shipg of the first Italian 
sguadfon entered the roadstead at 
Tobruk, where they found no Turkish 
warships. They summoned the gar­
rison to surrender but tlteJTurks re­
plied with a flat refusal and hoisted 
the Turkish flag. The battleships 
Vittorio and Emanuele opened fire. 
The first shots carried away, the flag 
apd made a large break ip the fort. 
Rear Admiral^Aubrey landed several 
companies of marines, who after a 
short struggle overcame the resist­
ance of the small Turkish force. The 
Italians occupied the fort and hoist­
ed their flag.

A desjatch from Brindisi says : 
Two Italian destroyers^ Arligliere 
and Fuciliere, stopped tlte Auktrian 
mail steamer near St. Jean de Mad- 
na. The commander, Biscorett i, went 
aboard the steamer, his bd6t carrying 
a white flag. On its return to the 
Arligliere the white flag was blown 
away and Turkish soldiers opened tire 
from the cliffs. The boat reached the 
Arligliere tn safety, and the Italians 
returned the Are, The Turkish bat­
teries, two encampments and the bar­
racks were destroyed. A large num­
ber of Turks were killed and wound­
ed.

His great abili­
ties were displayed in many walks of 
life. His eloquence, his literary at­
tainments, his culture, were well 
known and appreciated amongst us.

As a mark 
of respect to his memory the Court 
will now adjourn.

Bad Season at Miquelon
Fifty-Eight Men and Fifteen Vessels 

Lost.
St. Pierre, Miq., Oct. 1.—This has 

been a season of ill-fortune with the 
fishermen of Miquelon and those who 
come from France to make St. Pierre 
the headquarters for the Grand Bank 
fisheries.

Fifteen vessels have been lost with 
full or partial cargoes, and 58 fisher­
men were drowned with these or 
from other vessels.

With the large number of vessels 
of the fleet which have escaped with­
out accident the season has still been 
far from a successful one, despite the 
fact that fish bring a price nearly one- 
third higher than last year. The 
catch this season has averaged 40 per 
cent, less than that of last year.

Will Spend $3,000
on Banquet

For Ecumenical Conference Delegates 
—Some Class to This.

Extensive preparations are being 
made for the complimentary dinner to 
be tendered by the Toronto Methodist 
Social Union on October 13th to the 
delegates attending the Ecumenical 
Conference. Eight hundred persons 
will sit around the tables in Massey 
Hall, including in addition to the five 
hundred delegates, representative 
Methodists of the city, while the gal­
leries will be occupied by the ladies 
accompanying the delegates who are 
not delegates themselves.

The chief guests will be accommo­
dated at a crescent-shaped table on 
the platform and on a slightly raised 
position behind them will be the of­
ficiary, so that about 80 will be seat­
ed on the platform.

To the front, on the ground floor, 
will be three circular tables, one for 
eight persons and the others for sev­
en each. The other tables will be 
ranged in convenient position, and 
graded in height. About 300 will be 
spent on floral and other decorations 
of the hail and the cost of the banquet 
will be about $2.500 or $3.000.
