Despite his own injuries, Van Nos­
trand insisted on helping Bunny and 
the others carry North into the "club­
house, where a call was sent to the 
Coney Island Hospital lor an ambu­
lance.

| downward he threw the aeroplane onto 
its back, flew in this manner some sec­
onds, righted machine and repeated 
performances before reaching the 
ground, where he was given an ovation 
by an enormous throng.

In addition to this the Con­
tractor is to supply all rolling 
stock, tools, machinery, coa 
sheds, engine sheds, workshop:

But the Gov 
ernment cannot unreasonably 

- withhold consent to anything the 
.Contractors deem necessary for 
the complete and effective equip­
ment of the branch lines.

The means of finding who is 
to pay for this class of equip­
ment is somewhat complicated. 
In the first place it is governed 
by Section 35, which provides 
that this class of equipment shall 
be provitted as part of the work 
to be done for the $15,000 a 
mile to a certain amount, i.e., 
in quantity and capacity in such 
proportions as the mileage of the

MORRIS’S 
IMMIGRATION

POLICY 1
l _____________________________ _

Proposal to bring waits, strays 
and paupers front the slums ot 
London and other great English 
cities and settle them in New­
foundland.

The record of the Morris Govern­
ment is made up of broken promises, 
or of wild-cat schemes in an attempt 
to fulfil them. The only promise that j 
has been faithfully kept is that by 
which Six Million Dollars have been 
poured into the pockets of the Reid 
Company. No fear of Morris, the 
friend of capitalists, forgetting that: 
Not satisPed with the method of pay­
ment for Railway construction adopt­
ed by all preceding Governments.

Morris paid the Reids in Gold, there­
by bringing a loss to the Colony of
IIiiIf a Million Dollars.

His wild-cat scheme of cold stor­
age is also well in the mind of the 
people, but that which calls for most 
condemnation is the crazy, ill-advised 
scheme of immigration the Govern­
ment proposed to put into_ effect.

Immigration policy, we cannot do bet-, 
ter than quote the scathing denun: 
ciation given this ,policy by Sir Rob­
ert Bond in the Assembly on Feb. 
22, 1912. Here is what Sir Robert 
had to say of Morris’s Immigration 
scheme:—

"While on this subject of Agricul­
ture, there is, I would remark, an­
other very grave omission in the 
Speech under review. There is no 
reference whatever to the Govern­
ment's immigration policy. They had

such a policy in view, for, in the
opening Speech of the Second Session
of this Parliament we were told that 
measures were ‘being devised for the 
settlement of unoccupied lands along 
the line of railway by the establish­
ing there of farming colonies com­
posed of suitable agricultural emi­
grants from the British Isles.’ Two 
years have passed away since then 
but we have no ‘farming colonies’ es­
tablished along the line of railway, 
and this House and the public have 
been left entirely in the dark as to 
the measures that were ‘being de­
vised’ to bring about the immigration 
referred to. What were the meas­
ures that two years ago were 'being 
devised’? What class of emigrants 
did the Government propose to bring 
in here? For two years this House 
and the public have been living in a 
state of expectancy, wondering what 
the scheme could be that was taking 
so long time to ‘devise.’ and what 
class of people we were to have ad­
ded to the population of the Colony. 
Last year fifty-eight thousand per­
sons emigrated from the rural dis­
tricts of Scotland owing to the in­
creasing burden - of rates or taxes. 
Was unv attempt made by the Gov­
ernment to induce these people or

• any of them, to sattle in this Col­
ony? It will be admitted. I think, 
that no more desirable emigrants 
could possibly be found than those 
brawny, brainy, thrifty Scotch folk. 
Was that stream of emigration per­
mitted to flow past our doors without 
any effort being made to turn at least 
a portion of it this way? The Gov­
ernment have admitted that ‘the 
burden of taxation borne by the fish­
ermen and working classes is too 
great.’ Then, if that is true, why do 
they not endeavor to induce suitable 
emigrants to come here and share 
that burden of taxation with our 
people? In this matter they have 
been exhibiting less common sense 
(ban in their conduct of the financial 
affairs of the Colony, and that Ms 
saying a good deal. Are you un­
aware, sir. that instead of inducing a 
thrifty people fo come here and help 
bear the burden of taxation, they have 
been actually aiding a scheme to 
bring pauper children here and which 
would entail increased burdens on 
this Cblony? Such is the truth.
Let me draw aside the Curtain and 

let in the Light on this Matter. 
Shortly before this immigration pol 
icy was announced by the Govern- 

’ment through the lips of His Excel­
lency the Governor, some philanthro­
pic gentlemen in England had inaug 
urated a scheme to procure the emi­

gration to the colonies of the Em­
pire, of pauper children, or the waifs
and strays of the large cities of
Great Britain. They laid their 
scheme before the Premier of this 
Colony. It was approved by the Gov 
eminent, and the Premier, Sir Ed­
ward Morris, on behalf of the Govern­
ment, pledged this Colony to most 
extraordinary liberality in the fur­
therance of the scheme. He under­
took to give the promoters ‘A FREE 
GRANT OF FIFTY THOUSAND 
ACRES of the best land in the Col 
ony,’ ‘with exemption from taxes;’ to 
give them ‘a bonus on all areas elour­
ed of timber’; to give them ‘an annual 
grant of money for teachers’ salar­
ies’; and to give, them ‘a grant for 

! school buildings.’ I notice, sir. an 
I appearance of incredulity on the fa 
es of some honourable members, 
and 1 am not surprised at this, for it 
is difficult to conceive that such 
scheme could have met with the ap­
proval of the ‘People’s Party.’ Yet, 
sir. the facts as I have given them 
are vouched for in a pamphlet pub­
lished by the promoters of the 
scheme.

stone sparks. J t 
m a cross be­
tween hail on a 
tin roof and 
buck and wing 
artist with the

St. Vitus dance.
Ragtime is a series of musical char­

acters, no two of which hit the ground 
at the same time. It is played with a 
hop, skip and a jump, averaging about 
twelve hops to the measure, and is 
about as easy to dance to as a kettle 
drum solo.

Ragtime was invented about ten 
years ago by somebody wbodiscovcred 
that by taking an old Italian aria and 
running it through a feed chopper a 
very «weird effect could be produced. 
Some of these effects are so weird 
that people who are fond of classical 
music would just as soon listen to a 
duet between’an accordéon and a 
bagpipe.

Probably nobody has made more 
money out of ragtime than a French 
acrobat named Debussy, who gather­
ed most of his material by attending 
negro cakewalks. Nobody pretends to 
understand what Debussy is trying to
say, is he writes mostly for the black
keys and breaks out in a new kind
oï tempo every few minutes. No one 
but the critics for the New York, Bos­
ton and Chicago papers can listen to 
a program of Debussy music without 
winding jip in a padded ceil or calling 
feebly for ice water.

Ragtime nmstc is made in several 
different styles of body, on one chas­
sis, and is sold in carload lots to de­
partment stores, which retail it at 10 
cents per copy to throbbing customers 
who are passionately fond of music.
