That Great Imperial states-
man, Mr. Balfour, recently stat-
ed at a public meeting in Eng-
land that what Great Britain is
suffering from to-day is the ty-
ranny of an invisible govern-
ment. The Asquith Govern-
ment, he said, can only do just
what John Redmond permits it
to do, and it has to do what he
directs shall be done. Newfound-
land has been, and still is, in pre-
cisely the same position. There
is an invisible compelling power
behind the Executive Council
and its name is Reid. P. T. Mec-
Grath of the Herald in describ-

ing a similar c011c}itioru of things
i 1896 seid the  Government

and ' its followers were mere
“pawns which Reid moved at
will.” Morris, Gibbs, Cashin,
Robinson, Mott, were then as
they are to-day mere pawns to
be moved at the will of Reid, and
to give expression to his will and
pleasure.
In the Free Press of October
4th, 1904, John Alexander Rob-
' inson declared “the connection
of the Reids with political mat-
ters has always been most un-
fortunate for the country how-
ever fortunate for themselves.
It has long been a matter of no-
toriety that through Mr. W. D.
Reid’s friend and Solicitor, Sir
E.P. Moms, control of both Gov-
ernment and Government organs

has been secured by them.”

The -latter part of the forego-
ing assertion was a very serious
charge against éxr Edward Mor-
ris, for at that date, October
1904, and for the three years
following that daté he was Min-
ister of Justice in Sir Robert
Bond’s Cabinet.

If the editorial declaration in
J. Alexander Robinson’s paper
was true, then during the years
that Sir Edward Morris sat at
Sir Robert Bond’s council board
the Reids had him retained as
their Solicitor. Sir Edward Mor-
ris never publicly denied that

charge, and J. Alexander Robin-

801 ha§ never withdrawn it, but

to-day he approves and supports
Sir Edward Morris in the posi-
tion of Premier. If the Reids
could control the Government of
1904 by virtue of having Sir Ed-
ward Morris, then Minister of
Justice, in their pay as Solicitor,
how much greater must the Reid
control be when the same Sir
Edward Morris is Prime Minis-
ter. J. Alexander Robinson poses
as a truthful man and a honour-
able journalist. If he desires
the public to regard him in that
light, then it is up to him to in-
dicate how he can reconcile his
present support of the Reid con-
trol of the Government with his
former condemnation of -the

Two
vears have passed away since then
but we have no ‘farming colonies’ es-
tablished along the line of railway,
and this House and the public have
been left entirely in the dark as to
the measures that were ‘being de-
vised’ to bring about the immigration
referred fo. What were the meas-
ures that two years ago were ‘beinzf
devised’? What class of emigrants |
did the Government propose to bring
in here? For two years this House

In this matter they have
been wexhibiting less common sense
than in their conduct of the financial
affairs of the Colony, and that 'is
saying a good deal. Are you un-
aware, sir, that instead of inducing a
‘thrifty people jo come here and help
bear the burden of taxation, they have
been actually aiding a scheme to
bring pauper children here and which
would entail increased burdens on
this Colony? Such is the trath.

Let me draw aside the Curtain and
let in the Light on this Matter.
Shortly before this immigration pol-
icy was announced by the Govern-
‘ment through the lips of His hxcel-
lency the Governor, some phxlanthlo-
pic gentlemen in England had inaug-
urated a scheme to procure the emi-

gration to the colonies of the Em-
pire, of pauper children, or the waifs

and strays of the large cities of
Great Britain. They laid their
scheme before the Premier of = this
Colony. It was approved by the Gov-
ernment, and the Premier, Sir Ed-
ward Morris, on behalf of the Govern-
ment, pledged this Colony to most
extraordinary liberality in the fur-
therance of the scheme. He undei-
took to give the promoters ‘A FREE
GRANT OF FIFTY THOUSAND
ACRES of the best land in the Col-
ony. ‘with exemption from taxes;’ to
give them ‘a bonus on all areas clear-
ed of timber’s to give them ‘an annual
grant of money for teachers’ salar-
ies’s and to give, them ‘a grant fer
school buildings”’ 1 notice, sir, an
appearance of incredulity on the fac-
honourable members,
and 1 am not surprised at this, for it
is difficult to conceive that such a
scheme could have met with the ap-
proval of the ‘People’s Party.” Yet,
sir. the facts as I have given them
are vouched for in a pamphlet pub-
lished by the . promoters of the
scheme.
