A suggestion’ has been
made that ultra-violet rays might be
used to purify water by some simple
process, but this may prove impracti-
cable or_too costly. The great pre-
caution is to boil water, but this can-
not be done in the trenches without
risk of disclosing the exact position
@f troops. There must be proper ap-
paratus in the rear of the positions
wheré men may fill their water-bot-
tles. A system is required, but still
more required is the discipline of
knowledge and self-restraint. In the
R'ussq-Japanese War, the Japanese of-
ten endured the pangs of thirst rath-
r than drink water that had not been
até.ﬂlilzed It is to be hoped that our
own troops will recognize the vital
1;nportance of this matter. The Army
Medical Officers can be depended on
to. do the rest. Our hospital arrange-
ments® Jeave little to. desire, and the
introduction of the motor ambulance

at the disposal of those ‘'who are re-
sponsible for the health of the army
and’the treatment of soldiers,who are

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Kitchener’s Words
of Encouragement.

If the opening of the House of
Lords, - yesterday, had no other
good effecer, it serv ed a good -purpose
in drawing from Lord Kitchener, Sec-
retary of War, a plain if brief state-
ment of the doings at the front during
the past month or so. In- the west-
ern theatre of war the situation ap-
parently remains much the same.
Although the Germans transferred
troops to the Eastern front, they left
men enough to hold their trenches in
the West. There was an ebb and flow
in the tide of battle, and gains at vari-
ous points, more especially by the
French Army east of Rheims and in
Southern Alsace. This accords gener-
ally with the impression we have re-
ceived, for although we hear of ad-
vances here and there every day, the
names of the places at which fighting
has been taking place remained much
the same during the past five or six
weeks. Bigger sweeping movements
nave taken place elsewhere. than
France and Belgium. While the ebb
and flow of the tide along the West-
ern line of battle has been small,
there has been an €bb .and flow
in Eastern Prussia, West Poland,
South Poland, Galicia and in the Car-
pathian passes. The difference, how-
ever, is that in these regions the ebb
and flow has been much greater. The
Russians have sustained greater loss-
es to the Germans and inflicted great-
er losses on the Germans and Aus-
trians than have taken plaee between
the combatants in the West. Just
as German aspirations suffered a
severe set-back on the Marne in Sep-
tember last, they have suffered a
severe set-back in their .third and
last attempt on Warsaw which was
to be taken at any cost by the Kaiser's
orders before Christmas, just as the
Germans were to hack their way
through to Calais in November, no
matter what losses they sustained.
Lord Kitchener points out that the
notable victory of the Russians a fort-
night ago should have a far-reaching
influence on the Turkish operations.
These operations have not been mark-
ed with any advantage to the Turks.
The Russians have been able to hold
the Germans off Warsaw, while con-
ducting a gigantic rounding-up move-
ment, which bagged one complete
Turkish army corps and dispersed a
second one, and at the same time they
mfhcted a telling blow on the Aus-
tnans and have occupied six Hungari-
an townships, although Hungary had
withdrawn three army corps from
Serbia, which enabled the Serbian
army to inflict a decisive blow on the
.Austrian pretension in that invaded
land. A Treport comes to-day from
Rome that Austria has offered peace
to Servia on the basis of leaving Ser-
vian territory intact and offering her
Northern Albania with the Adria-
tic coast line from and including Dur-
azzo to the Montenegrin border. The
offer .seems absurd as Austria is pur-
porting = to offer what she hasi no power
to give. She has no troops there, the
kingdom of Montenegro, which as
Lord Kitchener states, has captured
important positions in Bosnia occupies
the land between Austrian territory
and Northern Albania, and her fleet
is lnvested in Pola and likely to be
captured when that fortified fort falls
to th ﬂeet of the Allies. lta.ly would
also have a say in, we ma.tter as well
as Britain and ‘France.

Russia’s Giant
Submarines.

In airehaft ‘and submarides Russia
leads the world: The giant Sikorsky
aeroplanc, a recently invented type,
is capable of carrying seventeen men,
and seems likely to make a more use-
ful fighting machine than the German
gas-filled dirigibles.

As to the submarines, Russia is con-
structing one which will be far larger
and better than any at present in ex-
istence. It is 400 ft. long. 34 ft. beam,
and 5,400 tons displacement, which
means that it is eleven times the size
of the next largest craft of the kind.
Its engines, of 18,000 h.p., will drive
it at twenty-six knots on the surface,
and its motors, of 4,400 h.p., will give
it fourteen knots submerged. It has
a cruising radius of 18,500 miles, can
run under water for 275 miles at a
stretch, has 4.7 guns for surface
fighting, and carries sixty .torpedoes
and 120 mines.

CAP-

LORD KITCHENEN’S SPEECIL
LONDON, Jan. 6.

War Secretary®Kitchener seized the
occasion this afternoon at the meect-
ing of the Housa- of Lords to inform
the Nation of the progress of the war
and of the military exigencies per-
mitted. The House of Lords had as-
sembled for a -brief session.

Addressing it Kitchener said:
During the month of December the
Allied forces made progress at vari-
ous points but the tide of battle eb-
bed and fiowed with varying success.
In spite of unfavorable weather, the
French army made noteworthy pro-
gress to the east of Rheims and in
Southern  Alsace. Notwithstanding
the transfer of German troops to the
eastern theatre of war, they left suffi-
cient streagth to hold their trenches
in the west.

German aspirations in Poland had
suffered a severe check, and it is evi-
dent they rezlized the infinite diffi-
culty of winter operations in Russia.

One ‘of the brightest spots in mili-
tary operations during December, has
been the extraordinary achievements
of the gallant Serbian Army.

Last night we reccived news, Lord
Kitchener declared, of a Russian vic-
tory in the Caucasus, which should
have far-reaching - influence on all
Turkish operations.

The much-talked-of advance of the
Turkish forces against Egypt, up to
the present, has not materialized.

The situation in South Africa has
undergone a most weltome change,
General Botha having handled the
military  sitnation therec,in:a masterly
manner, and stamped out rebellion.
The result has given us great confi-
dence in the future success of any
operations he may undertake.

L.ord Kitchener praised the courage
of the pecple of Scarborough, Whitby
and Hartlepool, during the recent
German raid on the east coast, and
remarked that no military advantage
can be gained by these wanton at-
tacks.

The hcuseholders” canvass, thus far
has resulied in the registration of
218,000 men, who are willing to serve
if called upon, said the War Secre-
tary.

He also referred to the advance of
the Indian army in Mesopatamia, and
the successful campaigns in East
Africa and Kamerun, the German col-
ony in West Afriea.

He paia tribute to Mcntenegro, the
smallest ally, which, he said, had ad-
vanced into Bosnia, and captured im-
portant positions.in the face of con-
siderable Austrian opposition.

The War Secretary told of the sur-
prise at the reverse suffered by the
Indian trocps at Giveanchy on Dec. 20,
when they lost a trench, which they
afterwards regained, and he added
that the British line, thus resumed,
has since been entirely maintained.

General French’s army, said the
Secretary, has since been increased
by a number of territorial units, and
another division, to which is attached
a fine Canadian regiment.

He expressed satisfaction with the
progress of recruiting, which, after
anticipated decrease at Christmas,
has now been almost restored to its
former-satisfactory level.

Speaking of the anxiety felt at the
beginning of the war at the death of
so many officers, Lord Kitchener de-
clared that all vacancies had been
filled. There was now a considerable
surplus, although the training of the
men had been carried on under the
worst weather conditions. A great
deal of extremely good work had been
done during the past month,

The great advantages which Ger-
many ,'enjoyed by reason of her_su-
periority of :numbers - and extensive
war preparations ,have eertainly di-
minighed, continued Lord Kitchener,

TRENCH LIFE.

With regard to .the matter of

trenches, descriptions of the Permant

trench fortresses which have been re-
cently published, almost of themselves
imply that. a good deal of the soldiers’
work in the present phase of the cam-
paign calls for patience as much as
for Pyrtitude and gallantry. This elab-
oration of war into a conflict between
two long lines of trenches was admit-
tedly ‘unforseen by military writers.

1t has, as a military critic puts it,
“made war stupid.” Thetroopsdo their
work with unfailing courage and are
ready to face any duty, however dan-
gerous. All the reports agree about
that. But the parties of soldiers who
have been heme on leave ‘do not like
this particular development’of the op-
‘erations. Living for many hours and
sometimes days at a time underground
in confined spaces, they lose some of
the sense of color which the thought
of war excites. They have a good deal
of fighting at times and a relief from
trench duty occasionally, but if it were
not for that they are almost as firmly
shut into narrow quarters as sailors
on battleships. It is strange that with
all the new phenomena of modern war
the campaign should have settled for
so long a time into monotony. But
it would be rash to assume perma-
nence in this present phase. The war
may have further surprising modifi-
cations with which to nonplus expert
| brophets.

| BRITISH TROOPS IN GOAT SKINS.

While the King was at the front he
is understood to have been very much
interested in the winter coats of goat-
skin and sheepskin that are now be-
ing served out to the troops in:the
field. These were ordered very short-
ly after, the war began, and there is
nocw believed to be an ample supply
in hand for alk present requirements.
The coats are now being distributed
to the men in the trenches as quickly
as possible, and it is hoped that dur-
ing the next week or two all will have
been supplied, while further "orders
for these coats are still to pe placed.
The Government some time ago com-
mandeered practically every sheepskin
in the country. and the suggestion-has
now been brought forward that the
exportation of these skins should be
prohibited, save to allied nations, until
such time as the War Office is satisfied
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that it has enough for all emergen-
cies. When the war broke out there
was no equipment for soldiers con-
ducting a winter campaign, but as soon
as the great probability of this was
realized, orders for suitable clothing
were placed with all despatch and
with excellent results.

EYOLUTION OF THE PRESS
BUREAU.

Lots of people criticise the far-
reaching powers and too often in-
scrutable actions of the Official Press
Bureau in Whitehall, but do they al-
ways realise the wonderful - evolu-
tionary process 'of development whie
it has- gone through in its brief three
joying phenomenal popularity in Lon-
end of August in.a couple of empty
sheps adjoining the -Admiralty  at
Charing Cross, it soon outgrew its
scanty accommodation and sought
more spacious as well "as more hy-
gienic premises across the street in
the fine pile of buildings owned by
the United Services Imnstitution. The
censors were given room upstairs, and
the famous lecture hall. ih which, by
the way, some of our leading strate-
gists, both naval and military, have
addressed distinguished gatherings in
recent years, was converted for the
use of the newspaper men—between
40 and 50 in number—who serve the
two dozen journals and agencies, both
British and American, who are repre-
sented day and night at the Bureau
throughout the seven days of the
week. Hardly had the flitting taken
place when the activities of the Bu-
reau were immensely increased by the
transfer of the cable censors there
from the General Post Office A pneu-
matic tube was installed from the
Post Office to the Bureau, and cable-
grams from all partsy; of the world
arriving day and night are now hand-
ed out to the representatives of. the
newspapers to whom they are ad-
dressed already censored. Sir Stanley
Buckmaster, often, I believe, in the
face of the strenuous Treasury oppo-
sition, has granted boon after.boon in
the way of structural alterations de-
signed for the comfort of those who
attend the bureau.:’ The' latest im-+
provement is a silence room, which is’
constructed on the lecture hall plat-.

Correspondent Estimates Appalling
German Total of 2,000.000 from
Latest Lists. :
Copenhagen, Dec. 26. (Dispatch to
The London Daily Mail)—Prussia S
casualty lists, numbered 101 to 108,
have been received here. They con~
tain the names of 35,883 killed, wound-
ed, and missing ' officers and men, *
bringing the total Prussian losses up
to 753,202,

To these are to be added 80 Saxon
lists, 82 Wurttemberg, 125 Bavarian, #i
and 13 navy lists, The Bavarian loss-
es are so heavy that it may be calcu-
lated that nearly half their army is ™%
out of action. .
The Prussian losses up to date, in-""%
cluding those not yet published, may"
be set down as about 250,000 dead,
400,000 missing, and 850,000 wounded
and bringing the total up to about one
and a half million. With the Ea‘{on
Wurttemberg, Bavarian and navy_
losses, the German losses altogethe:

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P If these totals of casualties of the * 4
German and Austrian armies, as es- . §
timated in this’ dispatch, are approxl_—"
mately correct, the Teutonic -Allies
have lost a very heavy proportion of
their active forces for a time, at least.
It should be remembered, however,
that a large percentage of the men
wounded in the present war return
again to the colors. Berlin has stated
that 70 per cent. of the German wound-
ed are able to return to the front
within a month.

In a recent issue of the Nineteenth
Century Yves Guyot, the French econ-
omist, compiled some figures as to the
men withdrawn from employment to
engage in the war. Germany’s total
he put at 4,350,000, which, in the light °
of recent events, seems an underesti-
mate, and that of Austria-Hungary he
figured as 3,500,000. Assuming the
grand total, 7,850,000, to be somewhere
near correct, there have been over 44
per cent. killed, wounded or missing
since the armies took the field, if the
3,500,000 casualty total is accepted.

It is a rather singular coincidence
that .early in the present month Hil-
aire Belloc, the English military ex-
pert, figured that the German casual-
ties were already 1,750,000 and those
of the Austrians 1,500,000. The total
of 3,250,000 is thus within 250,000 of
an estimate made three weeks later.

Sir Conon Doyle
Predicted Raid.

Suggested That Britain Might be
Starved Into Submission by Sub-
marines.

Sir Arthur Conan Doyle was the
first man to suggest that Great Brit-
ain might be starved into submission
by destroying her mercantile ﬂeet and
keeping foodstuffs out of the country.
He wWrote last spring a short story

| called “Danger” which was published

in Collier’s Weekly on August 22 and
29. In a bgx with the story was this
‘statement:

“This remarkable story was finish-
ed by Sir Arthur Conan Doyle before
his last"visit to America. He wrote it
as a last anxious warning to England
before she embarked upon another
war. And the war has come sooner
than ever he feared.”

Sir John Sirius, the hero, belonged
to the navy of one of the smallest
Powers of Europe. A dispute had aris-
en between this Power and Britain
over a colonial frontier and an ulti-
matum had been sent to the small na-
tion. The king and his ministers were
in favor of surrender, but Capt. Sirius
protested and said: “I will stake my
life that if you follow my advice
within a month or six weeks we will
bring proud England to her knees.”

The King became interested. He
asked his admiral how many vessels
there were in the fleet and learned
there were two battleships, four cruis-
ers, twenty torpedo boat destroyers
and eight submarines.

Sirius explained his plans. “Gather
the fleet.” he said, “under the forts
of the Blankenburg where they will
be protected from attack by booms and
piles. They can stay there till the
war ‘is over. The eight submarines
you may leave in my charge.”

The English were defied and the
submarines, named for the first eight
letters of the Greek dlphabet, took on
supplies and went to sea. The Eng-
lish fleet blockaded Blankenberg.
Sirius took the Iota, and the next
morning was off the coast of Norfolk,
and later stood guard between the
Mapsin Sands and the Nore. A mer-
chantmah, the Adele, of 15,000 tons,
was sighted loaded with frozen mut-
ton from New Zealand. That day six
British food ships aggregating 50,000
tons were .sent to the bottom. The
other submarines attacked vessels off
Southampton, Bristol, Liverpool and
Glasgow, and in the Irish Sea.

The British destroyers tried to cap-
ture the submarines. One was lost,

4 but.. the . seven others kept up their

work and after the first few days at-
tacks no vessel dared approach a Brit-
ish port. The food supplies in Great
Britain soon dwindled and food riots
in the thickly populated mnufactur-
ing districts followed, so that in less
time than that asked by Sir John
Sirius Great Britain madé peace with
the small power.

The fleet blockaded Blankenberg
harbor, the forts and the town were
destroyed, but this was of small avail.
The submarines sank British, French,
American and German vessels—all
that were carrying foodstuffs, whether
they were on the high seas or in neu-
tral waters.

Cotton Cargoes
for Germans.

The Hague, Dec. 30.—The American
steamer A. A. Raven, which arrived
at Rotterdam, December 24, from
Wilmington, N.C., with 6,600 bales of
cotton, was the first vessel since the
outbreak oif the war to reach a Dutch
port with a cotton consignment for
Germany.

The steamer was held up in the
English Channel by British warships
for an examination of her papers,
which delayed her 24 hours.

The freight charges for the Raven's
cargo was $10 per bale, which is five
times the normal rate. This.increase
was due to the great war risks at-
tending imports destined for Ger-
many. It was stated here to-day by
an American agent that the alarmist
rTeports concerning the dangers of
navigation in the North Sea might
have a tepdeney to drive the rates
still_ higher.

Since the war started the German
imports of cotton are said ‘to have
amounted. to fifty thousand ' bales,
most of it going by way of Gothen-
burg, Sweden, to which port sixteen
vesSels are now steaming. They are
due to reach Gothenburg inside of
two weeks. Their cargoes aggregate
about 75.060 bales.
