After Mr. Stoll, the organizing
manager and General Director, had
given some good advice concerning
to-day’s activities, Dr. W. W. Black-
all delivered the most instructive ad-
dress on local education heard for a
long time. To give an idea of the
strides education has made in New-
foundland, he submitted these fig-
ures: In 1891 there were in New-
foundland 124,784, or 63 p.c. of the
population, who could not write. In
1901 the number had been cut down
to 119,891, or 51 p.c. In 1911, the
number was 72,808, or 31 p.ec. In
other words, the per centage, during
those 20 years, improved by more
than 100. The explanation is found

in these: There were 547 schools,
with a teaching capacity of 32,339, in
1891, In 1914 there were 1,221—or
674 more—and the number of pupils
was 53,012, or 20,673 more. And the
explanation .of this is found in the
fact that the education grant in 1891
was $150,000, and to-day it is $550,-
000. In 1894 just 1,000 children en-
tered for the C.H.E. exame; to-day
there are 4,000 on the lists. En-
couraging as these figures are, how-
ever, the present campaign will re-
sult in improvements that will change
the entire aspect of education in this
country. An interesting story of yes-
terday’s campaign was told by Dr.
Blackall. One of the solicitors call-
ed at Jensen Camp for the purpose
of receiving a subscription from the
matron. While there one of the pa-
tients came up to the collector and
said, “Look here, T would like to
give something to this thing. Put
me down for $50.” Other patients

came along, .desiring to help, and the‘

sum of $175.00 was realized. Sir
Edgar Bowring, in his brief remarks,
told of a working man, with a family
ily of 14, who had subscribed for $50
a year, feeling that he wanted to be
in on the thing, and in fact the cases
resembling this are too numerous to
mention. Everyone seemed delight-
ed to give and all St. John’s have
proven most generous and free-
hearted. To-day is the last day and
by to-night $350,000 must be the re-
suit. That was the objective set and
that must be reached.

Since the appointment of Sir
Edgar Bowring to the office of
High Commissioner for New-
foundland in Great Britain,
more has been done to make
this dominion known to English
capitalists than has been ac-
complished for some consider-
able time. Constantly, in season
and out of season, making the
English people better acquaint-
ed with our climate, our re-
sources, our manner of living,
Sir Edgar has done yeoman ser-
vice, and instead of being look-
ed upon as a land of fog, ice and
fish, this country is becoming
regarded as a promising and
profitable development in the
scheme of imperial expansion.

Many events have helped to
make Newfoundland famous
during the past quinquennial
period. The breaking out of the
Great War, in 1914, and New-
foundland’s response to the
call, gave many people, outside,
food for thought. The gallant
deeds of the gallant sons of
Terra Nova on land and sea,
showed to the Empire and thq
world at large that the Ancient
and loyal Colony had not by any
means forgotten its claim to
the title.

A NOTABLE SPEECH.

LONDON, July 30.
(Reuter’s Ottawa Agency) — His

Majesty, King George, made another

notable speech yesterday, in replying
to congratulations from a joint deput-
atior of London County Council and
non-conformist ministers at Bucking-
ham Palace. The King said the awak-
ened consciousness of the nation de-
mands new developments and the re-

‘moval of many and grave defects in

our social system.

“I am confident,” said His Majesty,
“that our free and representativelocal
institutions will be equal to the task.
Let me recall to you some things that
are specially within my thoughts. Of
housing I have already spoken to re-
presentative authorities. I need only
repeat my earnest desire that nothing
will be left undone to meet the needs
of the moment, and to realize those
better ideals for the home life of our
people, which can alone make possible
a“ real improvement in conditions.
Great are the needs and great the op-
portunity. I am convinced also that
nothing is more essential to national
prosperity and happiness than educa-
tion. The potentialities—physical,
mental and spiritual of every com-
munity, should be developed to the
fullest extent. A true education would
embrace all these and would cultivate
them all in due proportion, and would
transform our national life in a gen-
eration. The care of the weak and
helpless, the protection of our infant
life, the guardianship and training of
those, who by infirmity of body or
mind, are unfitted tec engage in the
daily struggle of life, are also matters
very near to the hearts of the Queen
and myself.”

PRAISE FOR RUSSIA.
LONDON, July 31.

(Reuter’s Ottawa Agency)—Speak-
ing to members of the House of Com=
mons, at which General Briggs, Chief
of the British Military Mission, with
General Denekine, gave details of that
General’s achievements with British
help, Col. Winston Churchill, Secret-
ary for war, said General Denekine
had the nucleus of a good army. They
might advance or they might be driv-
en back, but they wculd continue to
fight while they lived. Col.. Churchill
reminded the meeting that Denekine
and Kolchak had from the first de-
clared war on the Geérmans, and had
never swerved from the path -of free-
dom and honor, which Britain. itself
had been treading since the war be-
gan. Col. Churchill said he could not
forget what Russia had done for us
at the beginning of the war, when
Paris might have been taken, if she
had not pushed on lLer armies. It was
most pathetic that in the Peace Cele-
brations the Russians could not-take
any part. Britains policy, Col. Church-
ill declared, was after all most mod-
erate. It was to endeaver to give a
measure of support to Denekine which
did not involve the sending of troops.

ESTHONIA’S PLEA.
LONDON, July 31.

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)—
Referring to the labor resolution pass-
ed at Southport against intervention
in Russia, the Esthonian provisional
government, in a statement, declared
they are struggling to.retain their
independence and through self-
determination, have established
a democratic republic, owing to the
Alied, and especially Britain’s help,
For this reason they trust the demo-
cratic people of England will not
refuse further support, and declare
that if it is withheld, Esthonia will
inevitably become a victim of im-
perialistic communism.

HAPPINESS FOR POLES,
LONDON, July 30.
(Reuter’s Ottawa Agency)—Premier
Pad-rwski, of Poland, presented the.
Peace Treaty to the Ratification Com-

mittee, and recommended its ratifica-

tion. Hesaid that the Treaty should
bring happiness to Poland. The Poles

had protested against providing for

Germans educational rights in Poland
when the Poles were not similarly pro-
vided for in Germany. The Allies,
however, had assured the Poles that
when Germany applied for admission
into the League of Naticns, their
rights would be the conditions of Ger-
manys admission.

It is to be hoped - that no mis-
judgment on the part of the Allies and
Associated Powers will lead them to
select St. Helena as’the Molokai of
the Kaiser. We say this irrespective
of the merits of his case as a whole,
whether or not it is wise to try and
condemn him at all.

To send the Kaiser
there as a prisoner wouid be almost
as to turn the old North Church into
a movie theatre or Independence
Hall into a police barrack. There is
room for only one ghost in St. He-
lena. Napoleon made modern Eu-
rope; Wilhelm II. almost destroyed
it. The greatness of the one shines
more resplendent for the
squalor of its surroundings. By far
the best way to accentuate the little-
ness of the modern pinchbeck hero
will be to trick out his end in the

tawdry splendors of his Achileion.
Make Corfu the antithesis of St. He-
lena in the coin current of world
speech.
