This book Is written in a clear and 

Interesting style. It does not reject

that parasites play their part In the ! 
disease, and that the germs may 
be one of those minute organisms 
that remain invisible under a mi- 
crscope and even pass through 
scientific filters.

After describing Dr. Sambon’s work 
in tracing other diseases to parasites 
Mr. Masters states:

He knew that the best pjace inwhlch 
to study a disease was where it 
occurred, so he determined to ex­
amine the homes of people who 
were dying of cancer, the condi­
tions In which they lived, their 
surroundings, anything and every­
thing, in fact, which might shed a 
little light on the disease.

He investigated certain places in the 
Italian Romagna and In Iceland, 
where cancer is peculiarly prevalent, 
and where there was cancer found in 
profusion signs of

rats, mice, blackbeetles, cellar 
beetles, meal-worms, meal-moths, 
and meal-mites. . . . Wher­
ever the trail of cancer was most 
marked, there were the pests.

Magna Charta Day
The promotion of a closer re­

lationship between English- 
speaking people in the interests 
of peace, to keep alive the re­
spect for law and order, to en­
courage the individual to cherish 
his rights as a citizen and to ex­
ercise them in such a manner 
that his influence will be of 
benefit not only to himself but 
to his fellow men, is the great 
object of the Magna Charta As­
sociation.

To-day, the 710th ^anniversary 
of the signing of the Great Char­
ter at Runnymede, has been set 
aside by the organization, not as a
holiday, but as a fitting occasion 
when our minds should be re­
called to the event that occurred 
in those early days, whereby the 
people of England demanded and 
secured a full recognition of 
their liberties and privileges. 
They did not approach the des­
pot as humble suppliants for 
concessions, but as claimants of 
their inherent rights, and to the 
credit of the Barons who made 
the demands, there was nothing 
inserted in the Great Charter 
which would indicate that they 
were desirous of making any 
discrimination between one class 
and another. —

Hundreds of years later, the 
demands were renewed in the 
Petition of Right and later in the 
Bill of Rights. Again were enum­
erated the rights and privileges 
of the people, and so down 

"through the centuries was es­
tablished the liberal constitution 
which is the proud heritage of 
those who live under the Union 
Jack or the Stars and Stripes.

It is impossible to regard as 
merely visionary a closer in­
timacy between the people of the 
Great Republic and the subjects 
of the British Sovereign when

To close one’s 
eyes to the actual state of af­
fairs or to claim that these are 
matters for others to attend to 
is to shirk a civic responsibility.

TO-DAY’S
DISQUIETING RUMORS FROM 

SHANGHAI.
LONDON, June 11 

A Shanghai despatch to the Ex­
change Telegraph Company says that 
numerous disquieting reports are 
reaching Shanghai alleging wide­
spread anti-foreign risings through­
out the country even at small places. 
There has been a determined effort to 
prevent the publication of foreign 
newspapers in Shanghai, and all 
Xlbtnese employees on these papers 
have ceased to work. Foreign staffs 
and volunteers up to the present have 
been able to get out the editions.

ITALY DEMANDS APOLOGY AND
INDEMNITY FOR EXECUTION 

OF ENGINEER.
ROME, June 14.

The Italian Government has offi­
cially decided that the Afghau'.stan 
Government must make a public 
apology and pay an indemnity of 
Æ 7,000 sterling for the execution on 
June 2 of a young Italian engineer, 
Dario PIperno, who was convicted of 
killing an Afghan soldier 03 July 27, 
1924. Azlmnllah Khan, the Afghan 
Minister in Rome, when interviewed 
to-day regarding Plperno’s execution, 
expressed regret that the Italian en­
gineer was put to death. Explaining 
the "secret execution” which has 
been reported, the Afghan Minister 
said he was sure the laws of his Coun­
try had been carried out properly. In 
Afghanistan, he said, death sentences 
always are carried out Inside the 
prison. Azlmnllah Khan said it would 
take forty days for a courier to reach 
Rome from Kabul, and not before 
that time would he be able to issue 
an official statement regarding the in­
cident. Meanwhile, he said, all of bis 
efforts would be directed to prevent 
tbe disturbance of the' relations be­
tween Italy and Afghanistan, which 
so far have been excellent.

RIOTING ON BOTH SIDES OF STD- 
NET HARBOUR.

SYDNEY, N.S., June 14.
Rioting broke out last night soon 

after dark on both sides of Sydney 
Harbor, the British Empire Steel Cor­
poration’s warehouse at Grace Bay 
town being looted at 12.30, and a pri­
vate citizen’s general store raided and 
cleaned out at Sydney mines earlier in 
the evening. It was stated that mobs 
of nearly one thousand miners were 
present at both incidents. Neither the 
Provincial police nor the military 
were involved in last night’s rioting, 
or had not been up to three o’clock 
this morning. The police and the bulk 
of the soldiers were still in training 
at the steel plant here while about 
half a company of soldiers were on 
duty at the New Aberdeen power 
plant, ov4r a mile from the scene of 
this morning’s disorders in Grace Bay.

ACTIVITIES IN STRIKE AREA.
SYDNEY, N.S., Jane 15.

An attempt early this morning to 
loot the warehouse of the British Em­
pire Corporation at Glace Bay was 
frustrated by the town police assisted 
by the special constables recruited 
from the ranks of the United Mine 
Workers of America. An entrance had 
been effected and approximately thirty 
were engaged in the work of looting 
when the police appeared on the 
scene, according to Chief of Police 
George Costey. The raiders were 
watched by a large crowd drawn up 
along the street opposite the ware­
house. The night’s activities also in­
cluded the rameaeking of three pri­
vately owned stores in the Caledonia 
District. A small coal ppeket near 
No. 2 bank head was on fire early this 
morning, but the blase was ex­
tinguished before much damage bad 
been occasioned. In the northern area 
a mob of upwards of one thousand 
raided Campbell Bros, dry goods store 
and cleaned it out. An attempt to raid 
the warehouse of the Mutual Ware­
house Co. was frustrated by the po­
lice.

SEVERING OF RELATIONS WITH 
BRITAIN DEMANDED.

PEKING, June 18.
Chinese students, merchants, shop­

keepers, and workmen in the largest 
demonstration made, here during the 
present trouble went to-day to the 
Foreign Office and demanded that the 
Chinese Government sever relations 
with Great Britain, and instruct 
Tnchnn of Hankow forcibly to take 
possession of the British concession 
there. This move followed the send­
ing by the British Legation of a 
lengthy reply to the Chinese not** of 
protest over the shooting of a num­
ber of Chinese last week during the 
attack on the British concession in 
Hankow. The reply declares that the

“The truth is, as Gladstone said, 
that nobody ever really learned this 
jumble.

! ‘bushel’—or ‘ounce’—or ‘hundred­
weight’—or ‘stone’?
