A Woman Shot by her Daughter. 
—The Lindsay Post tells of a fatal acci­
dent which occurred in Mariposa on Sun­
day, the 5th inst., by which Mrs. Horace 
Frankland was shot by her daughter. 
The dog was heard to bark, and on going 
to discover the cause the girl saw a lynx. 
She immediately told her father and he 
took out the rifle and fired at the animal, 
but. missed it. The daughter went into 
the house for another gun, and, as she 
said in her evidence, “ raised the hammer 
to examine the cap, and, as far as I re­
number, was going to put it down again 
when I heard the report, and Ma said,
‘ I’m shot.’ ” This was about 2 o’clock p. 
m. A neighbor, Mrs. Elliott, was sent for 
by Mr. Frankland, and quickly went to 
the assistance of the unfortunate woman, 
and found her lying in bed. She heard 
deceased say frequently that she blamed 
no one ; that it way accidental. She died 
at 5:25 p. m. The iliac artery was sever­
ed and death was caused by internal he­
morrhage.

More Evidence against Whelan
The last news from Ottawa on Saturday 

is that further evidence against Whelan 
has been discovered by Detective Cullen. 
He found out that the house adjoining 
McKenna’s (nearly opposite Mrs. Trot­
ter’ s) has been for a long time unoccupied, 
that the doors have been left lying open ; 
apd that in the back door steps two tracks 
and two only could be traced. They were 
those of a man who entered and left the 
house by that way. Both boot marks cor­
responded precisely on being measured 
carefully, ahd Whelan’s boots having 
been procured from the gaol were found 
to fit exactly in the bootmarks in the snow 
When asked for his boots this morning, 
Whelan sighed and was evidently upset, 
but said these were not the boots he wore 
on the night of McGee’s murder. If 
Whelan committed this murder, and of 
that the authorities have hardly the 
least doubt, then his sudden disappear­
ance immediately after would be readily 
accounted for. He could pass through 
the un tenanted building directly on to 
Wellington street, and two minutes’ 
walk would bring him to Russell’s where 
he was seen immediately after the mûr­

it is said to be capable of proof that 
after the debate on Monday night, Whe­
lan was observed in one of the passages, 
partly behind a pillar, as if watching some 
one.

More Arrests.
Four more men were arrested on Satur­

day, but there is little against them. It 
is supposed they are deserters. Three 
were found travelling on foot four miles 
beyond Kemptville, and were arrested as 
suspicious persons by Gerrold, the consta­
ble, of Prescott. They admit that the 
officers were justified in arresting them 
under the circumstance, but do not appear 
at all apprehensive as to the result of their 
examination. The fourth is a young man 
named Timothy Haurahan, who on learn­
ing that the officers were looking for him 
gave himself up. The only charge 
against him is the utterance of foolish 
words while under the influence of whis­
key, under which he becomes temporarily 
insane. With the evidence taken on 
Saturday the case for the Crown rests at 
present, and there is a lull in the proceed­
ings of the authorities. Mr. O’Reilly, 
Crown prosecutor, is off to Kingston, and 
is not expected to return before Tuesday. 
The indications continue strong that 
some of the conspirators must have un­
bosomed themselves to the authorities.

BY ATLANTIC CABLE.
Paris, April 11—The new army bill and 

other extraordinary war measures create 
great uneasiness throughout the country, 
and there is much murmuring and dis­
content, especially in the rural districts. 
The press are endeavoring to allay the 
excitement by saying the preparations 
are the best guarantee of peace.

Paris, Sunday, April 12—The Moniteur 
publishes an official report to the Empe­
ror by Minister Pinard, In which an ac­
count is given of the military changes 
which have been made since the bill for 
the reorganization of the army has gone 
into operation, and of the effect which 
they have had upon the country. The 
minister states that all the reforms intro­
duced in the Guarde Mobile in accordance 
with the provisions of that bill are now 
completed, and he asserts that these 
changes have been received with popular 
applause almost everywhere throughout 
the empire. He contradicts the reports 
of dissatisfaction and declares that the 
new army law is sustained and defended 
by the patriotism of the French people, 
who thus give a new proof of their con­
fidence in the Emperor.

Southampton, April 12, evening.—The 
steamship Union, from New York, 2nd 
inst., arrived about four o'clock p. in., and 
after transferring London passengers and 
mails, sailed for Bremen.

New York, April 12—The New York

meeting last ev’g, and protested against 
the proposed introduction of printing into 
the Sing Sing prison.

The British brig Hennas arrived yes­
terday from Porto Cabello. The captain 
states that on 7th a very severe shock of 
earthquake was felt at Porto Cabello, 
raising a sea in the harbor so that nothing 
could be done in the way of loading or 
discharging for five days. Several ves­
sels were capsized, but no serious damage 
occurred on shore. Such a shock has not 
been felt there for twenty years.

HATE THE LAKES TIDES?
EXTRAORDINARY FALLING OF THE WA­

TERS OF LAKE MICHIGAN.
The Detroit Free Press says : “ 'The 

water in Lake Michigan is said to be five 
inches lower than has been known before 
for eighteen years, and thirty-six inches 
lower than it was six years ago. This calls 
to mind some èurious facts in regard to 
the rise and fall of the lakes, and which 
for years has engaged the attention of the 
scientific men. While the lakes are sub­
ject to the same tidal influences which 
produce the oceanic tides ; and while these 
influences must be felt, practically,owing 
to the comparatively small area of the 
lakes, there is no tidal ebb or flow of their 
waters, it being so slight as to be imper­
ceptible. But for a period extending over 
fifty years other curious phenomena have 
been announced.and as yet, have not been 
satisfactorily explained. It has been as­
certained that, with considerable regular­
ity, there is a periodical ebb and flow in 
the lake, the water rising gradually from 
seven to nine years, and subsiding in the 
same manner, while at long intervals, the 
waters reach an unusually high and low 
stage, exactly corresponding with the rise 
and fall of the waters of the sea at the

These are the facts, and although 
they have engaged the attention of scien­
tific men, no solution has yet been reach­
ed. It has become apparent that t c 
lakes are not affected by freshets, drouths 
or evaporation ; but whether these pheno­
mena are the effects of subterranean chan­
nels and outlets, a sort of mystic connec­
tion which brings the lakes within the in­
fluence of inter-oceanic currents, is still an 
unsolved problem.”

The Impeachment Trial.
On Thursday, the Counsel for the 

President opened the case in Congress 
in behalf of their client. Judge Cur­
tis was selected by his colleagues for 
the task. He entered into a long and 
exhaustive argument on the meaning 
and intent of the Tenure-of-Office act, 
to show that the case of Secretary 
Stanton did not come under its provi­
sions. He denied the position which I -11 
had been assumed by the managers, : 
that Secretary Stanton is serving out ;
Mr Lincoln’s term of office. He then 
went on to show the relations which 
should exist between the President 
and the members of his Cabinet, who 
are his constitutional advisers, his per­
sonal staff, etc. They had never been 
regarded, he said, as incumbents of 
Federal offices in the same sense as 
other persons. He gave a history of 
the passage of the Tenure-of-Office 
law through the two House of Con­
gress, and quoted from the debates to 
show that its leading advocates dis­
avowed any intention to make it ap­
plicable to Secretary Stanton’s case.
He added that Senator Sherman, in a 
speech favoring the bill, said that the 
Senate would not sustain any Cabinet 
officer in retaining his place after the 
simplest intimation from the Presi­
dent that his resignation was desired.
But even if the act were applicable to 
Secretary Stanton’s case, he held that 
the mere act of removal did not con­
stitute a high crime or misdemeanor, 
unless it could be shewn that it was 
wilfully and maliciously done. The 
accusation was that the President 
knew Secretary Stanton’s case to come

Ninety-eight Persons Drowned.— 
The following particulars of the loss of 
the steamer Sea Bird come from Chicago 
on the 9tli inst. When off Whankegan, 
about 6:30 yesterday morning, the fire 
was seen issuing from a pile of freight 
stored around the after guards, outside 
the ladies’ cabin, and in teu minutes the 
entire stern of the boat was wrapped in 
flames. All on board became demoralized, 
even the officers, and nd effort was made 
to lower the small boats. The only sur­
vivors as far as known are C. A. Cham­
berlain and Edward llannabury, passen­
gers from Sheboygan. There were then 
about 100 persons on board, including the 
sailors, ten ladies, and seven or eight 
children. The captain of the steamer 
Cordelia seeing the Sea Bird burning, 
hastened to the vessel, and picked up the 
only two passengers saved, taking one 
from the water and another from the 
steamer.
