"Wardens’ report, which, among other 
things, refers to a gratifying increase in ".. 
the regular Sabbath collections for the <• 
Building Fund ; also to the fact that the 
pew liats have been paid almost the same 
as though the holders had occupied their 
sittings in the old church. They also

which they recommend that instead . of 
following the old system of carrying tp 
the account of the Vestry one “third of 
Che pew rents, and of paying to the Rec­
tor the remaining two thirds, and instead 
of paying an annual allowance in aid of 
his Curate’s salary, the Whole receipts of 
pew rents in future be carried to the 
credit of the Vestry , and a fixed sum be 
paid the Rector in full of his own salary 
and t .r all assistance, said sum to be 
$1,200 a year., being an increase on the 
amount lie formerly received. They 
also recommend .that the pew rents be 
raised to Ç4 each sitting per annum. 
They estimate that the revenue from this 
source, collections, -xtc., would about 
meet all the current expenditure. They 
make several recommendations with re­
ference to the renting-of pews.

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Naturalization of Foreigner*.
As our readers are'•aware, Mr. 

Young, the energetic member'for 
South Waterloo, lately brought be­
fore the House of Commons, the 
question of the naturalization of 
foreigners,and securing them all tliÿ 
rights of a British subject. This is 
not the first or second time that Mr. 
Young has directed the attention of 
the Government to this important j 

-^•«patter, so deeply ^interesting to so 
many of our German fellow-subjects^ 
and wo trust that Mr. Young may 
finally succeed in establishing the 
iact that a foreigner, once natural­
ized, is entitled to the enjoyment of 
all rights, privileges and immunities, 
as much as if he were bom a: British 
subject; and can,-consequently,claim 
the protection of the British Govern­
ment whereever he may be.. This 
is not at present the case. If a 
foreigner becomes a naturalized sub­
ject in Canada, he is not recognized 
elsewhere as a British subject, and 
cannot, therefore, claim the protec­
tion of the British Government out­
side the Dominion. This, of course, 
is a great hardship and grievance, 
and is keenly felt as such by many of 
our German population. And to al­
ter this unjust state of things, and 
place the naturalized foreigner on 
the same footing with the British 
born subject, is the object oî Mr. 
Young's resolutions.

ready alluded to, namely, that per­
sons of alien" birth, naturalized in 
Canada, lose all rights and privileges
