COMMUENCENENT OF AN ENQUIRY
INTO NI UNTIMELY IND,

Evidonoe of Persons Who Saw Deceased Before

and After tho Accident-The Inquest Ad-
journed—Fureral This Afternoon,

The news of the sad and untimely end of
ex-Ald, Joln Smith was heard with very
general regret throughout 'the city yesters
day. Anold and prosperous citizen, he
was respected for his good qualities aud
admired for his business enterprise, and his
loss will be severely felt and sincerely
mourned in many different qnarters, An
enquiry into the circumstances attending
his death was commenced before a coroner
"and jury last night. The evidence heard
was that of the geutleman who saw him in
the car going niorth, of a passenger in the
car which ran over the deceased, and of
various persons who saw the body and
rendered assistance immediately after the
accident. Medical testimony was also
taken, showing the naiture of the wound.
The funeral will take place this afternoon,

THE INQUEST.

Yesterday Coroner Riddel empannelled
the following jury: John Hallam, Philip
Jacobi, William Hewitt, Robert B. Brimer,
Robert James, Thomas Ogilvy, Heary W,
Darling, Thomas J. Darling, Alexander A.
Allan, James Staunton, Walter D. Beard-
more, William Ryan, Alexander Gemmel,
James Alexander and James Macdonald.
About half-past seven they went to the
house and ‘viewed the body, and shortly
afterwards the inquest was opened at the
Durham hotel, Yonge and St. ary streets.
The driver and conductor of the car in
question and of another car were present,
ready to give evidence. Mr. Franklin, the
superintendent, was also there, and Mr.
Shepley, barrister, watched the proceedings
on behalf of the company.

The first witness called was John Stalker,
who said: About a quarter to eight on Thurs-
day night I was standing at the south-east
corner of Isabella and Church streecs, and
saw one of the street cars coming up; I saw
Mr. Smith sitting in the car with his face
towards me, that is, to the east ; there
were also two or three ladies in the carj
the car passed the south crossing without
stopping and stopped at the north crossing,
when the ladies got out; Mr. Smith wuas
then standing up inside of the car; 1 then
crossed to the west side of Church street in
order to speak to Mr. Smith, thinking that

Mr. Ogilvy and Mr. Irving, that they might
assist in taking him home ; Mr. Irving and
I returned to Isabella street, west-of Church;
there we saw the body lying on the ground,
where it had been placed iu order that Mrs.
Smith might be informed of what had
happened; 1 assisted in removing his clothes,
aud noticed that he was severely brufsed in
both legs, wkich were apparently broken :
there was also a very severe wound in the
face, and the skin of on. ‘wrist was torn ;
I 'went to the spot ‘ast night with Mr. Me-
Donaid ; I saw nothing but a dark spot on
the track.

To Mr. Shepley—The building opposite
which I stopped was about 100 feet ‘north of
the crossing; the body was found about
sixty-six feet north of the crossing ; I should
think abcut twenty winutes intervened be-
tween my seeing Mr. Smith vefore and after
the accident.

I therefore searched one ot his pockets : a
parcel of letters, on the envelopes-of which’
the name John Smith was written ; on re-
tutniing to the body I placed my hand on
the region of the heart and felt no pulsa-
tion ;. Mr. Smith then gavea few convulsive

head pointing southerly, the right arm

ot bricks about three feet from the western
rail ; from the appearance of the body when
[ first saw it, and the large wound on the

After thanking the boys in a very feel-
ing manner for their gift, Mr. Cockburn
briefly reviewed the history of the college
during his prineipalship. A few years be-
fore-his appointment ih 1867, parliameni
withdrew the annual grant of $4444, which
had 'been enjoyed alimost since the founda-
tivn of the college in 1829. Since 1861 the
college had not received any pecuniary or
other aid from parliament. In order to
meet the loss of the annual grant, the
salaries of the principal and the masters had
been reduced. After ten years' hard strug-
gle on the part of the principal and the
masters, which resulted in a great’ increase
in the number of pupils, the senate of the
university of Toronte, under which the
¢ollege was placed, made up the deduc-
tions of these hard-earned salaries, The
expenses of the bursar’s office had been re-
duced from $1900 to less than $900 with-
out any lossof efficiency. In 1864 there
was a debt on the institution of $19,839,
which had not only been wiped out,
but had given place to a surplus,
which on the 30th  June last amounted
to  $3400. Duaring the last ten
years the college had been virtually re-
built, and greatly enlarged and modernised;
and not only had additional accommodatiou
for forty boys been provided, but two of

| the masters” residences had to be converted

into supplementary hoarding-houses 8o great

{ was the demand. The expense of these

iiprovements was met from a surplus fand
gradually accuwmulated to the credit of the
boarding-house account. When he became
principal, tlie college roll contained the

| names of 128 pupils, of whom 33 were

wards to $50 a year, the attendance had
constantly grown larger, until it average:

WE WANT MORE WAGES.

The Demand of Toronto Shoemakers, Tinsmiths
and Moulders.

There is a boom in the labor market in
Toronto,and several trades are agitating for
more wages.  No less than three trades met
last night with this object in view.

CUSTOM SHOEMAKKRS.
The hand-sewed or custom shoemakers,
from sixty-three to seventy in number,
have struck work. They do not actually
quit work until to-night, asmany of them
have work at home which they have to
tinish ; but no new work has been takeii
out for the last two days. They state that
they are paid at present from 25 cents to
$2.75 per pair, and that having to furfiish
their own materials they make only $7 or
93 per week. The demand is for an. in-
crease of 10 per cent., and about twenty
employers have acceded to their demands,
but others, ineluding Dack, Robertson and
Gemmell, who arc among the largest em-
ployers, are holding out. The men have
about $700 in hand, and are determined to
make a determined stand for higher wages.
A Yonge street merchant who was seen
by a World reporter vesterday made a very
dufferent statement from that given by the
shoemakers as to the amwount they earn at
present. He says they get on an average
$2.15 per pair, and make $10 or $12 per
week clear ; and that the employers furnish
all the materials except threa-,
; THE MOULDERS.
The Mouiders’ union met last night in
the Dufferin hall, to consider the advisa —
bility of withdrawing the union men from
the Massey manufacturing com pany, where
a number of non-union men are employed.

THE CITY ASSESSMENT.
R il
Commissioner Maughan’s Remarks on the
Figures for 1882.

The assessment commissioner has supple-
mented his report of the assessment that
appeared in these columns yesterday with
the following remarks :

In submitting the result of the assess-
ment for 1882, it will be seen- that there is
an increase amounting to $2,126,436, the
principal part being on realty fully war-
ranted on account of the large number of
new buildings during the year or in course
of comstruction, together with the general
prosperity of the city, the opening and ex-
tension of streets and other city improve-
ments. The comparatively large increase on
real property. notwithstanding the large
number of reductions .on old and dilapi-
dated properties, cannot be other than
highly gratifying. In order that the reso-
lutién of council, instructing the assessment
commissioner to, make a thorough revision
of the assessment for 1882, might be fully
complied with, it was thought advisable to
make a complete change, by assigning the
assessors to different wards from what they
had formerly assessed—thereby giving am-
ple opportunity for re-valuation, checking
measurements, and discovering and correct
ing errors, and bringing the verious kinds
of property to a more uniform and true
value. In carrying out the instructisns in
the resolution referred to, I am happy to
state I have had the co-operation of the
board, whose aim and desire have been a
faithful discharge of their official duties.
The increase on income, amounting to
$214, 622 this year, is the more gratifying as
showing a greater number of persons em-
ployed than in previous years, and indicat-
mng the general prosperity of the city. For
several years past tgz income has steadily
diminished.

It was not to be expected that those-com-
panies which had enjoyed freedom from
taxation for so many years would réadily
submit to an assessment which the act of
1880 made them liable for. I am happy to
say, however, as most of them now see the
justice of bearing their fair share of the
municipal burdeus, and none of them haye
given any trouble in the- matter of assess-
ment for 1882.

The return shows an. increase of personal
property of $279,768, dwe ‘to the establish-
ment of several shops and factories, manu-
facturers discovering thaf Toronto, with its
numerous railways, splendid water ¢onnec-
tion and large population, was the most ad-
vantageous and desirable business ‘centre,
without the danger of excessive (taxition.
