TyroxE, Pa., June 14—The funeral ser-
vices over the bodp of John Smith, a promi-
nent citizen, took place yesterday. .At the
grave the coffin was opened and signs of
animation were discovered. The body was
conveyed to a house and physicians were
trying to retore Smith to eonsciousness.

A Walk[Over in East Montreal.
MoNTREAL, June 14—Ald. Roberts has
resigned his candidature in the eastern

BUROPEANS IN TERROB

dND [|FLEEING FROM TROUBLED
EGYPTI BY THE HUNDREDS,
R
Property Left Behind—The Panic Increas.
ing—The Porte Entreated to Send
Troops to Alexandria.
ALEXANDRIA, June 14.—The streets are

blocked and the carts are piled with the
baggage of fleeing Europeans. All the men-
of-war in the harbor are crowded with
fugitives, The American frigate Galena is
crowded with families claiming American
protection. Revs. Joseph and Richard
Smith, of New York and Baltimore, have
taken refuge on board. An American
officer narrowly escaped, while in company
with a British officer, being killed in the
fight. Sunday’s disturbance was evidently
premeditated, bgpaking out at several
places at once. 'lge Europeans were drag-
ged out of their carriages and murdered

with sticks and the legs of tables or chairs,
obtaine.l by sacking shops. The British
consul is still in danger, Three officers of
the British fleet were buried at sea yester
day. Itis stated that the prefect of police
at Alexandria with the assistance of a
fanatie orator organized the outbreak, the
soldiers setting the examsple of sacking
shops. The khedive was coldly received
by the population here. He expressed
himself greatly astonished at the agitation
and excitement visible throughout,the city.
The natives declare they will resist all in-
tervention. There were patrols throughout
the city last night, the soldiers being placed
every bfty yards.

A council-of-war was held to-day and
orders were issued that the troops strictly
maintain order. Four policemen have been
arrested, charged with aiding the rioters,
A street quarrel occurred to-day, causing a
fresh panic, but the troops suppressed the
disturbance. The khedive and Dervisch
Pasha telegraphed to-day to the porte en-
treating troops to be dispatchell.§

The bodies of the engineer of the English
ironclad Superb, and ‘two seamen of the
Helicon, killed in the riot, were buried at
sea, because it wus deemed imprudent to
risk possible danger from a funeral ashore,
As the barge centaining the bodies passed
the United States steamer Galena, the ma-
rines fired a salute. The soldiers are open-
ly asking for the deposition of the khedive
and declaring they will, if necessary, op-
poae Turkey herself. Not only are women
and children leaving the country, but men
with large material interests in Egypt are
begging passages and leaving their property
behind, Many large capitalists are arrang-
ing to leave Egypt permanently, not in a
panic, but after calmly calculating the cost
of such a step.

The statement of Sir Charles Dilke in
the British honse of commons that the riot
in Alexandria was not politieal lhas caused
consternation among the European residents
and encouraged the natives to further vio-
lence. The Europeans anxiously desire
England to make a firm declaration of the
course that will be pursued in the Egyptian
crisis. - A mail steamer took 300 deck pas-
sengers who paid first-class fare and three
otler steamers took 1000. Bedtmnen asked
50 frines to carry persons on board the
steem>rs. The usual fare is one/franc.

The governor has i1ssued a proclamation
declaring that the arrival of the khedive
and Dervisch Pasha is a guarantee of order
and that the citizens may confidently re-
sume their avocations. A Turkish fiigate
1s sighted off the port. The khedive today
received diplomats, cfficials and several
leading Europeans.

One thousand three hundred Europeans
left here to-day but the soldiers are now
preventing further departures. The quays
are filled with terrified people. The tele-
graph officials are blockaded in the office
and cannot safely go out. The water sup-
ply in the city is failing.

Carro, June 14.—The English consul-
general desires British residents to quit
Egypt without an official request, which
might produce a panic, He has started for
Alexandria.

The panic is increasing and the exodus
of Europeans continues. The offices of
European control and several hanks are
closed.

It is reported that Scienkiewicz, the
French consul general has asked to be re-
called. He declines to be responsible for
the security of French subjects.

Loxpox, June 14.—In the house of com-
mons Sir Charles  Dilke denied Ithat the
Egyptian troops were disaffected. He said
Dervisch Pasha was confident of being
able to maintain order. He declined to
make any further statements. . Wlff (con-
servative) moved the adjournment as a
protest against the reticence and imbecility
of the government. A debate followed.

STEAMSHIP LOST AT SEA.

The Pera Strikes an Iceberg and Sinks—

Nine Men Drowned.

QUEBEC, June 14.—The steamship Pera
was lost on the 10th instant, having foun-
dered at sea after striking an iceberg off
Cape Race.

weighed by that of their Irish and Ameri-
can co-religionists.

The address declares in unmistakable
terms that the ‘‘national movement” has
the approval of the priests and bishops, and
even of the pope and all just and generous
men, without distinction of race or creed”
What movement is here contemplated we
petceive from an affirmance of the context
that *“the Irish have an undisputable right to
live on their own soil.” But this right can-
not be exercised if the soil is required to sup-
port twe classes of owners, viz, landlords
and occupants. So much is now admitted by
men of all parties, even English conserva-
tives being ready to introdnce a bill for
the abolition of landlordism by purchase
and the substitution of a peasant proprie-
tary, The bishops acknowledge that an
instalment of justice has been recently con-
ceded to the tenant efs ; but they in-
sist firmly that to tenauts, and also to
laborers, much more is due. And they
declare it is the duty of both the clergy and
the people to press such claims for further
redress in every peaceable and lawful way.
Among such legitimate methods of agitation
it can no longer be denied that those
originally practised by the land league
are comprehended, now that the Glad-
stone government has virtually sanction-
ed them by a release of the suspects.

Is it net quite plain whether the bishops
would include bojcotting among the in-
struments of agitation which they peremp-
torily condemn as subversive of social
order. ; If the system of ostracism known
as ‘‘boycotting” were carried no further
than it now usually is by the English
trades munions, we muast admit that a
good deal may be said on its behalf,
Where you injure er mtimidate nobody,
but merely refuse to held social commerce
of any kind with those persons who,
although members of your community,
refuse to join in furthering the common
goud, you apply a pressure which in
some form or degree is a familiar expedi-
entin all types of society. The difficulty
is“tbat such ostracism is apt to be accom-
panied by threats, and these again to cul-
minate in overt acts of violence. This, it
is charged, has been the practical result of
boycotting in sqme parts of Ireland, and
it was on the ground of the difficulty of
discriminating between the legitimate pres-
sure of non-intercourse and the illegal pres-
sure of intimidation that the government
refusel the other day to accept Mr. Par-
nell’s amendment of the clause bearing
on this subject. That boycotting,
if | carried one step beyond the
bounds of non intercourse, would be de-
nounced by the bishops,was to be expected,
and they are careful to enumerate among the
utterly reprehensible means of agitation the
refusal to pay just debts, the preventing of
payment by others, and the injuring of
neighbors in person or property.

That the bishops,however, did not reckon
among ‘‘just debts” the arrears into which
some 200,000 of the'poorer tenantsfell during
the three recent years of scarcity, and for
the non-payment of which large numbers
have been ejected during the present year,
is made sufficiently manifest by the
last paragraph of the address. They de-
scribe the evictions which are being made
for default in the settlement of back
rents as literally ‘‘sentences of death,” and
as the fatal and permanent provocatives of
the late crimes, which, the bishops declare,
would never have loccurred had not the
people been driveu to despair. It is, they
say, the duty, of the government to put an
end to such provocations as soon as pos-
sible. In other words, the Irish hierarchy
adjure Mr. Gladstone to follow the counselg
of Mr. Chamberlain and Sir Charles Dilke,
who would have him so far yield to Mr.
Parnell, as to postpone repression for the
present, if not forego it altogether, and
meanwhile to push through parliament the
arrears bill and purchase bill, which would
remose the causes of resentment and the
pretexts for crime.

of living to everybody, including a large
portion of the community in no wise bene.
n‘tod by the N. P, Take for instance
clerks, porters, messengers and servants
generally, male and female. These alto-
gether form a much larget portion of the
community than manufacturers and me.
chanics ; and 1 make bold to say that this
portion, with few exceptions, such as cor-
poration laborers and government employ-
ces who have been able to secure an ad-
vance of wages, has been injured and not
benefited by the N. P. [ have spoken to a
number of t_he class I am speaking of, as to
1ts  benefits, and have invariably
been answered, as one driver
answered to my remark, “You
find times good now under the N, P. don’t
you?' ‘“Well I don’t seeit. 1 have more
rent to pay; clothing and all the necessaries
of life are dearer, ani I get no more wages

thau I veed to, ‘Now teil we how am 1
better of.” Tam ?uoting actual facts now
Mr. Editor, not fancies of imagination.

Take another case of facts, I am a trades-

man; a traveler calls on me and shows me
samples of goods, made now in Canada,
that I have always been used to import.

I remark that 1 am pleased to see this
proof of home enterprise, although the
finish—as conld scarcely be expected other

wise in its infancy—is not quite equal to
Foglish manufacture. Then I enquire
prices and I find that I have ten per cent
more to pay than I have been paying for
imported goods, I remark this to the
agent; but he tells me that ten per cent
was added to the duty last session, 8o that
I would now have just the same price to
pay for English goods as he asks for Cana-
dian. Then the matter stands thus—to
benefit this manufactarer and his em}lluyu es
I have to pay ten per cent more for my
goods; and, as in my case [ get no more
from the public for them; [ am really taxed
extra to that amount just the same as if
this agent had come, as a government tax-
gatherer, and demaaded so much mouey
to support this manufacturer and his men.
Andif I did charge the public this extra
ten per cent then the public would be
taxed the amount. Now I have cited
demonstrable facts Mr. Editor and in fuce
thereof all Mr. Phippe clever physiolo-
gical analogies are to me only 8o much
silly twaddle—the raving fancies of imagin-
ation and opposed to the actual facts of
daily life and experience.  Then again, to
oredit the N. P. entirely with the meas-
ure of prosperity which, since 1878, has
placed the adversity of a former period, is
to overlook, or deny the matural results of
good harvests, and the welfare 07 commeér-
cial confidence, which always returns after
a period of depression as truely as the pen-
dulum vibrates to the right, after turning
to to the left. The fact is, as regards capi-
tal, that though men may grow frightened,
after a series of losses and determine to
reserve their capital, they soon find that
although larger crops have ceased, gains
have also ceased, and their money isslow-
ly frittering away, and gaining nothing ;
and then they get tired of idleness and
venture their capital again. And thus will
it ever be while man is as he is. Now to
overlook all these natural oscilliations of
capital, and bad and good harvests, and
attribute all the measme of better times
solely to the N. P., as does Mr. Phipps,
it seems to me only the rapsodies of a dis-
eased imagination. On the other hand it
is quite possible to allow that the N. P.
has improved matters for a portion of the
public, but that is not the main issue at the
present election. FACT.

He thinks proper to single put the
financial policy alleging what is not true
that Mr. Blake and his friends intend to
repeal it. Where is his proof of this?
True he intends, and very properly too,
to amend some of its errors. Ths
Globe does not speak the sentimonts
of the candidates now before the people or
of Mr. Blake either on the financial policy.
I can appeal to them—to such men as
Mr. Hodgins, Mr. McMurrich, Mr. Edgar,
Mr. Thompson, Mr. Mackenzie and others
—for the truth of this. Well, why this
harping on the financial policy ?* But
there are greater questions even than this
before the public. Are we to be robbed of
our territory by Sir John, and is the syndi-
cate railway to ride rough-shod over us
and the great Northwest ? Is our Ottawa
government to be a tool in their hands!?
Let Mr. Phipps answer these questions.

LEGAL Forcg V. MURAL
To !11}: WORLD : It iy the duty of every
.gotxl Citizen to submit to the law ; but it
18 equally the duty of every good citizen to
do all in his power to have hurtful or op-
Pressive laws eliminated from the statute-
book. The man whose standard of right
ana ’wrong is ‘* expediency " will ask re.
.gl.rdmg each law when he sees it in oper.
ation, does it really serve the cause of use-
fulness? He who believes lLie has discover.
ed, or learned, certain authoritative and ir.
alienable ““rights ” to which man, as man,
18 entitled, will require of each peice of
legislation that it shall not infringe these
‘* rights.”

Conseq uently the many good citizens who
read your”report of *“the midnight descent
upon Toronto’s places of sin,” wili be stirred
up to enquire in either of these two direct-
1ons, viz,, whether such legalized raids are
useful, or whether they infringe upon the
rigts to freedom of action, which are the
very basis aud support of law, and there-
fore more sacred to the law-abiding classes
than even law itself,

A very eminent judge in Ottawa recently
decided that even in the case of fallen
women the liberty of the subject must be
respected, and (if the case was Properly re.
ported) uniess sufficient evidence of crime
were furnished, any legal action which in.
terfered with such liberty, is illegal, It
would seem strange therefore in these
recent forceful raids delay should need to
be granted because the prosecution was
not ready with evidence sufficient, This
would seem to imply infringement of the
liberty of the subject in order to obtain
evndencg rathér than the consequence of it,
Over this question legal gentlemen are best
fitted to dispute. The average good citizen
will be no more apt to consider what possible
ugeful purpose do such raids effect? After
each we are triumphantly told in newspaper
paragraphs that there js a general exedus
of the frail and fallen, This means simply
that the_y are no longer found in their ac-
customed haunts. It does not mean that
they have all poisoned themselves, or de-
parted to a bourne whence they cannot
speedily return, If, as some allege, they
merely betake themselves separately to
more private boarding houses, in or near
the city, It is difficult to beliove that any
sudden moral reformation s thereby
wrought in them or their male associates,
If not-is any useful aim served by" this
spreading contamination into quarters
hitherto free from it? Again, even to the
good citizen who believes in the efficacy ‘of a
reign of terror, and deems it right thut
such evil-living persons should have hfe
made as miserable and unendurable as pos-
sible, it becomes a question whether the in-
fliction of such hardship can have any effect
in driving to virtue a class whom society
generally (although there are exceptions)
persists in refusing all opportunity te
change their mode of livelihood. Judged
by the standard of * uzefulnass,”” these
““raids” do not reflect Justre upon the legal
enacvments which made them possible,

Judged by the standard of right em-
podied id the habeas corpus act which gives
to each the right to possession of his or her
own body—a right which few in this age
and ‘country would care to see annulled—
the mere possibility of such * raids,” on
admittedly insufficient evidence, seems to
imply some dangerous defect in our sup-
plementary enactments ; dangerous in this,
that the innocent may be exposed to their
operation as well ds the guilty, and the
effect in some imaginable, if not real, cases,
might be most disastrous,

Again the right to possession of one’s own
body implies, of necessity, on the
part of law, the maintainence of that pos-
session, and the liberty of use of its facul-
ties. All crimes are the attempt of one
man to infringe this liberty in another
without his or her consent. "All crimes of
fraud or violence are of such a nature, and
are ‘‘crimes,” in the eye of that law of
which the habeas corpus act is the basis,
for that very reason. Rape and seduction
belong to this category. Prostitution does
not, simply because no principle of liberty
is thereby infringed. It requires no very
acute reasoning to demonstrate that prosti-
tution is morally wrong, and an equal sin
in both sexes, whether we reason from the
standpoint of rationalism and expediency,
or from religion and the laws of God ; but
the fact remains that human law is not
needed either to regulate, repress, or pre-
vent it.  Its growth or destruction are de-
termined by the growth or destruction of
the moral law and morality among the peo-
ple. If it is the business of law to teach
and enforce morality, and if law alone is
potent to do it, then we have made a fatal
mistake in divorcing church and state. We
mush choose between two. Itiis either the
business of the state to maintain equal free-

dom, and the free possession and exercise on
the faculties, alike to good and evil, so
long as each individual does not attempt
to coerce the personal fréedom of the
other, or else it is the business of the state:
to teach, enforce and form opinion upon all
moral, religious and purely personal
matters which do uot infringe equal free-
dom. In the former case we give the fullest
opportunity to religion and morality to
grow, and ‘“‘overcome evil with good.” In

the latier we permit only a certain estab-
lished :n1i bounded religion, and a legal
morality, 1.y opportunity to exist, an”d b
the light waich is in us be darkness,” that
darkness must then, so far as law is power-
ful, become more and more gross ; till,
sooner or later, a forcible ‘‘raid”’ has to be

SKECOND DAY OF THESNYNOD OF THE
DIVCKSE OF TORONTO. :
B R
Recelving Reports of Commdétees —The

Elcetive Members of the Exccutive

Committee—The New Coustitution

The second day’s sitting of the Anghicar
synod resumed in the school-house of the
Church of the Ascension yesterday morning
a* 18 o'clock, Bishop Sweatman presiding
The clerical gentlemen of the body looked
fresh and rosy after a good night's rest with
their friends in the city and seemed fully
prepared to tackle the great question which
was to come before them—the adoption or
rejection of the new constitution-— which
bas now been before the house for over a
year. A good deal of time, however, was
spent in discussing ‘matters more trivial
than this one, and at 6 o'clock, the hour
of adjournment, the synod had just
come to the vote, but after a hasty consui-
tation decided to leave the vote over nutil
this morning. The vote will be taken the
first thig: on re-assembly, and will be re-
corded according to orders and not in the
usual mode of standing vote.

THE MORNING SESSION.

DISFRANCHISING DEFAULTING PARISHES

After prayers Dr. Snelling, from the
cotirt on contested seats, entered and asked
for iostructions for the court, whett e
they should follow the solicitor’s opinion
sod break the resolution of synod disfran-
chising defaulters to the widows and or-
phans’ fund, or ignore the opinion and re-
cognize the resolution of synod in their
consideration of contested seats.

Rev. Septimus Jones moved, in view of
the legal opinion given, that the resolution
of synod disfranchising parishes which
had not paid their assessment for the wid-
ows' and orphang’ fund should be repealed.

Clarkson Jones moved in amendment
that in view of the resolution of synod the
vourt on contested seats be instructed to
return the delegates notwithstanding any
urrears, and that a case be submitted to one
of the courts for decision. The amend-
ment was carried after discussion.

CLERGY TRUST FUND. :
" The report of the clergy trust committee
was adopted.

Rev. xé?amon Brent, in accordance with a
recommendation of the committee, moved
an addition to the canon on the'distribu-
tion of the surplus of the clergy trust fund
80 as to provide that in the case of a bene-
ficiary of the fund dying during the cur-
rency of a quarter his stipend should be
paid to his widow to the end of the quarter.
Adopted. (

ENDOWMENT OF SEE ECTQRY LANDS.

Rev. Canon Logan read the report of the
committee on the endowment of see, rec-
tory lands, and land and investment cow-
mittee. The most important portion of the
report had reference to St. James’ rectory.
An application had been received from the
Ontario arnd Quebec railway company for
the purchase of a right of way through a lot
belonging to the endowment of this rectory.
They had asked Clarke Gamble for the
lease under which the lot sought to be pur-
chased was held, and also, under the pro-
visions of the Zstatue, askicg Mr. Gamble
to deliver over all deeds, leases, and other
documents pertaining to St James’ rectory
to the secretary-treasurer of the synod.
Mr, Gamble had replied, enclosing the
lease asked for, and stating that the further
request would be complied with as soon as

siblee. At a subsequent meeting on
April 13, the committee were informed that
Mr. Gamble, acting on the suggestion of
counsel, declined to give up possession of
the papers absolutely, but would allow the
committee to inspect or take copies of
them. A case was then submitted to legal
counsel for an opinion upon the matter.
The opinion ef C. Moss, Q. C., was
that, assuming the right of the Ontario
legislature to  legislate upon laads
appropriated for the rectories of the
province, the lands of St. James’ endow-
ment come within the provisions of the
rectory lands act. He did not think (M
synod was entitled to the custody of the
struments while the lands continued unsc.u
but upon their sale under the provisions of
the statute the synod would become entitl-
ed to the titles of the land sold. Subject
to the powers of sale vested in the synod,
the rector of St. Jamess had the right to
e the trusts of the lands. It was
stated further that these conclusions were
not free from doubt, and recommended that
a case should be submitted to one of the
superior courts. The committee recom-
mended that the new constitution abolish-
ing the various committees should not be
adopted until provision was made for the
retention of their committee.

The bishop pointed out that the commit-
tee had gone beyond its powecr in reporting
upon the new coustitution.

On motion of Ald. Boswell the clause
referring to the new constitution was stinck
out.

The report was then adopted, and on
motion of Dr. Larratt Smith an ad.i-
tion wasmade asking the court to decile
what churches in the township of York, if
any, were entitled to share in the rectury
fund,

REPORT OF MTSSION BOARD.

The mission board reported a net ia-
crease in the receipts of the mission board
of $305.48 over those of last year, while
the regular income showed an improve-
ment of $567.65, and the collections have
advanced $1851.62. The amount expended
in grants to missionaries was $1230 in ex-
cess of last year’s grants ; and the total
expenditure for the year fell below the in-
come by $1145.67. With the balance of
Jast year there is now a sum to the credit
of this fund of $3166.73, of whkich $847.90
was received in answer to special appeals.
Mention was made of the mission cf Rose-
mont—to which a grant of $200 had been
voted—having declined that sum on the
ground that they felt it their duty to be
:e]f-sustaining. [Applause.] The church-
woman’s mission aid having merged in the
bishop’s new diocesan scheme, their third
annual report was printed with the report
of the mission board. The report stated
that during the year there had been an in-
crease in the cash receipts of $212.11 and
$305.86 in the valuation of the boxes sent
out by the society.

The synod adjourned until 3 p.

THE ANGLICAN MISSION.

A Large Meeting in St. James' Scheol
House Last nght—Spee_ehu by Rev.
Dr. Sullivan and Others.

The annual missionary meeting of the
Toronto diocese of the English church was
held in St. James’ school house, Church
street, last night. The meeting was so
largely attemded, not only by members
and heads of the Toronto diocese, but also
by representatives from other dioceses that
in the opinion of everyone it was the largest
meeting of the kind 7 that had ever been
held in Toronto. The bishop of To-
ronto occupied the chi- He referred to
the favorable state ol inissionary cause
at the present time, which was manifest by
the great number present. The choice
made for the vacant bishopric of Algoma was
very favorable to the missionary cause.

There had been a great deal of fainthearted-
ness and lukewarmness toward Algoma, and
some thoughtthat the missionary work in
that district was a failure ; yet from the
statements of the late bishop it was learned
that instead of being a failure it had been a
decided success.

Rev. John Carey said that the work of
missionaries is to perform the most ele-
mentary Jluties of our christian work. The
health of the body depends upon consci-
ousness, and if we were not always urging
ourselves to our works we must be the
more unhealthy. The more§that love per-
vades the ehurch, the more it is edified.
Let us remember that we were laying the
empires of a church in this country.

Dr. Sallivan, bishop-elect of ; Algoma,
thauked the members for the warm re-
ception they bhad given him. = He did not
intend to speak of Algoma, as yet he was
not personally acquainted with it
but of the general missionary principle.
This principle i the fundamental principl
of the very life of Christ, because it is the
fundamental principle of growth. There
was not a simile or an enallage in the bible
that does not carry with it this principle of
growth. The direct divine commands also
bind the church to this principle of growth.
Wherever the church is planted on this
continent her success was due to this mis-
sionary principle. There was not a bless-
ing or religious liberty that we enjoyed
that did not owe its existence to the mis-
sionary cause. When many people were
spoken to about the missionary work they
said that charity begins ai home, True,but
though it began at home it did not end
there. For suppose religion had been con-
fined within the wall of Jerusalem,its home,
where would we -now have been ? [Cheers. |
The earth had been yielding up her increase
from the time she was created, and on this
acconnt are her wide acres one whit less
fertile? Nuy,'rather it has gone on increas-
ing with the insensible progress of time,
and so  with the man  who
yields up part of his gain to
the missionary work. His money will not
return to him void but with mighty returns.
[Applause.]

W. H. Howland said that when speaking
of missionaries we were too apt to consider
the man and not the character of the
work. When we seen a good man sent out
among the heathen we were led to say it is
a pity such a man should be wasted among
the Indians. A great many when told to
do something for the cause ask what can I
do? Yet if they would consider for a few
moments they will find something to do,
since there was work for all.

The bishop then tendered a vote of thanks
to Dr. Sullivan and the other speakers. .

THE MEDICAL COUNCIL.

The Secend Day’s Proceedings—The Pay
of a Medical Detective.

The members of the medical council met
again yesterday at 10 o'clock in Medical
council hall at Bay and Richmond streets.
A notice of motion;was given that it was ne-
cessary to issue a new medical register. In
reference to a claimn, by William Smith,
who was employed as a detective it was
stated that the agreement with Mr, Smith
was to pay him $200 per annum. A
e>mmittee was appointed to .investigate
Smith’s claim for additional remuneration.
A resolution of condolence was passed on
the death of Senator Brouse, a member of
the council, who died since the last an-
nual meeting. On motion of D. Geikie it
was decided to have the resolutlon engross-
ed and that a copy be
sent  to Dr. Brouse’s family

A discussion then ensued as to the ad-
visability of having an examination of med-
ical students at the end of every session,
instead of haviug them as at present, the
primary at the end of the third year and
the final examination at the end of the
fourth.

The council then adjourned  until 2
o’clock i_n the afternoon, when a motion
was carried that a new medical register be
issued, and detailing what it is to contain.

The treasurer read his annual report,
showing receipts of $7015.66 and an ex-
penditure which leaves a balance of
$1568.31.

The council then adjourned until 10
o'clock to-day. !

POGGY NIGHT POLITICS.

THE MEETING AT TRE NATIONAL
AMPHITHEATRE.
—

Mr. Evans and Mr. Edgar—A Fruitful Citi-
zen—The Mysteries of Law and Lawyers
Explained.

The National workingman’s amphitheatre
was nearly half full last night at 8.30,
when Chairman Evans rang his bell calling
the meeting to order, The thick mist hung
heavily over the political stamping-ground,
but this was considerably relieved by the
glare of the well-cleaned, well-trimmed
lamps scattered throngh the amphitheatre
and the lively airs rendered by Toulman’s
band. From the platform it was barely
possible to discern the size of the crowd,
but as the night wore on and
the mist lifted it was  noticed that
the throng kept growing smaller. It
was a poor night for an outside gathering.
The chairman, however, congratulated the
National workingmen’s union on the many
successful meetings which had been held
under its auspices in the good old amphi-
theatre. They were in fact the most suc-
cessful that ever had been held in Canada.
[Cheers.] He again referred to the mud-
throwing practised by his opponents, and
again felt called upon  to admonish Mr.
Edgar for his (Edgar’s) attacks on the
speaker. The Globe had been so good as to

say that he (the speaker) was president of
the Workingmen's union.. Well, while
that was a good position to hold, he was
unfortunately not its president. A
gentleman who sat behind him was the
president, and as that gentleman had pro-
duced fifteen or sixteen of the best citi-
zens of - Canada—[cheers and laughter]—
he thought that as he was so proficient
in those important matters he would no
doubt make a good president. [Loud
cheers.] Joseph Westman was the gentle-
man he referred to. [Cheers.] The speaker
next referred to the proposed Ontario steel
works, which when in full operation would
employ 6000 men, and how the coal con-
spirators had been thwarted in their com-
pact to make the people of Toronto pay
extortionate prices for coal by the Working-
wen’s union, [Cheers.] He still held that
the American producers paid the duty on
coal, no matter what that duty was. [A
voice—** Well, if the Americans pay the
duty why not put a duty of $4 on coal.”]
The question did not interest the chair-
man.

Joseph Westman spoke in a humor-
ous strain, and kept the audience in
the best of humor. The only thing that
he could liken the streams bill agitation to
was the conspiracy of Jesabel against the
life of Nahab to get his vineyard. The im-
perial parliament was the proper tribunal to
submit the boundary dispute to. As to
John O'Donohoe, he (the speaker) would
never speak to him again until he repented
of his sins, although he had known Mr.
©'Donohoe for a long time. Mr. O’Dono-
hoe was just where he ought to be and
where he would be taken care of. If he
mooted any unloyalty he would soon be
detected. The speaker had no use for
lawyers as his candidate. The Hon. Adam
Crooks had come to him (the speaker) and
wanted to shake hands with him.
He  told Mr. Crooks  that he
only came around every five years to shake
hands. [Laughter.] He also told Mr.
Crooks that the province paid him $8 per
day to make laws and then a citizen had
to pay a lawyer $5 to tell him what the
law meant. The citizen then paid another
lawyer §5 to tell him the very opposite of
what the first one told him. [Laughter.]
A lawyer wanted to make everything as
mysterious as possible. Mr. Hay employ-
ed 400 men and the legal candidate em-
ployed two clerks. Which should we
elect, the gentieman who hired so many
men, or the lawyer %,[A voice—*‘Is not Mr.
Beaty a lawyerjfalso,?’] But the law-

er could make more out of his two clerks
than Mr. Hay could out of his 400 men.
The Mercer institute was full of well-fed,
well-bedded inmates. A nice Jew had went
down there and got those inmates to make
shirts. The Jew then went to the whole-
sale merchants and offered to make them
shirts for 60 cents per dozen. The Globe
had slandered the chastity of the poor
working girls, but how were they to live
respectable and make an honest living if
they had to make shirts at 5 cents apiece.
[Cheers. ]

Robert Ferguson spoke as a workingman.
He could not understand how his
fellow-workingmen  could  vote for
anyone but a supporter of the
N. P. Mr. McMaurrich’s friends were
claiming for that gentleman the credit of
settling the late troubles between the strik-
ing shoemakers and the carpenters. He
(the speaker) could inform the meeting that
it was to Mr. Moore that thig~credit be-
longed, as the mayor had virtually done
nothing. [Cheers.]

J. W, Cheeseworth used to wonder why
Hon. Peter Ryan had sacrificed himself on
the reform altar. But now he knew. Mr.
Ryan dealtin shoddy, which paid a duty
of 10 cents per pound, which took a great
deal out of the pocket of Mr. Ryan. The
only thiug that he could say about Mr.
Blake was that there was not a spark of loy-
alty in him. He would be an ornament to the
Uniced States senate, as he was always
holding up the superior status of that coun-
try as compared with our own. Mr.
Blake had no love for his own country and
the electorate should be beware of kim.
[Cheers.]
