After
the adoption of resolutions in favor of short-
ening the time required for the qualification
of voters and extending the hours for poll-
ing votes and making constituencies pay
the expenses of elections the conference
appointed a deputation to convey its reso-
lutions to Gladstone and adjourned.

At a meeting of liberals held at the town
hall to.night Jobn Bright presided. He
said it was absolutely necessary if any pro-
gress was to be made in parliamentary re.
form that the question of suffrage be dealt
with first in a separate bill. He recom-
mended that the government deal during
the coming session with county suffrage
and London corporation reform bills, There
is one question, he continued, which 18 not
very remote and which will have to be
faced, namely, the constant conflict between
the lords and commons—a conflict full of
peril to one and full of humiliatior, vy both.
The two houses musi e reconciled and
made e'gnsllg,:apou-i'e to national wants.
My poliadal oareer draws very hear to its
cidse, but I eherish the hope that my coun-
trymen will, in the changes that are before
them, exbibit that wisdom and moderatiou
which become an intelligent people.
(Cheerr,) Herbert Gladstone spoke. He
approved of the assimilation of connty and
bordugh franchise, but doubted the expe-
diency of making such a bill a primary
question at next session, arguing that par-
lmme'nt ought to deal with the London cor-
_poraticn and county government bills be-
ore dissolution which must inevitably fol=
low the passage of a reform bill.

A Mock Marriage Followed by Barbarity
and Abandonment—A Long Hunt for
A Lost Child Proves Suceessful.

The St, Thomas Times of Tuesday tells
the story of the ruin of & young woman by
a sooundrel known asCharles Jarvis through
the agency of ® mook 'marriage.  Miss
Carrie Bell lived in Romney townshin, and
is the daughter of respedtable parents.
Carrie wis an active warker in the Sunday
school, and there first met the feliow
Jarvis. He waw handsome, stylish,
and polished in his manners, and
seemed to take an interest in Sunday
school work. He représentad himself as a
traveling salesman for & London gtatiouery
| house, and his abseno# from time to time
gave color to his stateiient,  After a year’s
actjuaintante he p inarriage to
Miss Bell unddwas lmﬁntﬁd bAfter much
persuasion, ao against her better judg-
ment, she ’conlentsd 46 a secret ma.rri.qge,
and it acoordingly took place on May 4,
1882, at Detroit. }‘he martiage wis duly
witnedsed by dne Juafus Joliffe, which is
now the only name remembered. The al-
leged minister’s name on the certificate dis-
appeared when the _certificate disappeared,
as will be related tef.

The secret of the tharriage was well kept.
Jarvis visibed his wifesb regular intervals
and appeared to have s genuine affection for
her, but would never consent to have the
marriagé: made known. - Even when the
time approached when' her hotlor would be
fnvolved unless protedted by an announce-
mbnt and proof of their iiarriaBe he atill
begged to have it kept secret.. On Feb, 7
of this year Jarvis cooveyed his wife to
Hamilton where; early in March a babe was
born; & boy, which was ohristened Charles
Hdward Jarvis. On Mareh 19, when in the
most critical condition, she was drugged in
the house in the Ambifious city where she
had been taken, and gverything of use and
value to her was stolep{lincluding her mar-
rlage dertificate and a paotograph of her hus-
band, When she asked for her babe she
was told that her hugband had employed
a nurse and takem the child t) Lon-
don, where she waé to follow as fast
‘s,:im was able to travel. This statsment
was confirmed by letters from Jarvis inclos:
ing money with which to pay her expenses.
As soon as her strength would permit she
bastened to London, Where & letter awaited
her telling her to propeed to Toronto, and
promising that she shatild sooft see her hus-
band and child and bs happy, From that
duy to the present time she has not seen or
heard from the man whom she calls hus-
band. Week after week, month after
month, she waited with what doubts and
fears mone can realigs. She declared her
marriage to her parents and friends. She
told of the birth of her babe and the
stealing and eruel sbaudonmeut of her-
self.” She had but fwo purposes in life
—one was to find her babe; the other her
husband, and to that end she went to
work., A visit to Detroit, where the mar-
riage took place, revealed the fact that mo
minister of the gospel of the name given
by her had ever re. None of the
names which she r bered were recog-
nized, and she discovered that she had been
the viotim of a mock marriage. There is
Rrot much use dwelling on the terrible suf-
fering that followed the shock of this infor-
mation, It weuld be interesting to recount
the many clues that were vainly - followed,
and the anguish of each recarring failure,
until despair of ever finding her lost babe
took possession ot her mother’s heart, little
Edward Jarvis was lost. The mother
did not and could not know his fate.

When hope had: about, deserted ber she
chanced to hear that Jarvis’ sister was
married to a farmer living a short distance
east of St, Thomas. She accordingly came
to this city yesterday afternoon, and secar=
ing the services of a local law fir n, one of
the members was made acquaiated with the
details of her sorrowful story, and the t#o
drove out to the farmer’s house. Here the
child was found and the sister willingly
handed over the infant to its now over-
joyed mother, being shocked to learn of the
cruel abandonment of the woman by her
brother. He had left the babe there repre-
presenting that its mother had died. She
did not know where Jarvis now was 80—
journing. The happy mother and her babe
remained in the city last night.

A Child Burned in its Cradle.

OrrAwa, Oct. 17 —The Free Press pub-
lishes further particulars of the death of
Mr. Bourgeois’ child by burning, It seems
that Mrs, Bourgeois left her little boy, 5

years of age, to watch his infant brother,
over 2 years old, who was then asleep in
the cradle while she went to-Mr. Watter's
store to get some groceries. In her ab-
sence the little ‘boy got hold of some
matches avd set fire to a newly filled mat-
trass, and ran into the street. In a very
few minutes the building was in a blaze.

THE GOVERNMENT LAUNDRY.

What the Mercer Laundresses Get For
Washing—An Indignant Letter.

A World reporter interviewed Mrs.
O’Reilly, the courteous superintendent of
the Mercer reformatory, over the telephone
last night, and was somewhat startled
when, in addressing that lady, he found
bhimself almost using the familiar worde, '
beg your pardon, but ‘is that you, Mistress
Reilly 7 However, the information sought
was readily given, and it was to this effect :
¢ That the Mercer takes in washiug; has a
public laundry'; that the frail inmates do
the washing; that the price to the public is
thirty cents a dozen for ordinary washing,
and extra for extra work; that the institu-
tion sends for and delivers the work at this
price; that the earnings therefrom are $80a
month; and that the matron does not know
whether the prices charged are or are not
less than those of ordirary city laundries
Mrs. O’Reilly was not questioned as to the
sewing doce by the inmates and referred to
in-the following letter :

To the Editor of The World.
Str: I saw a short notice in your noble
paper (whichris always open for the welfare

faundries, and I think it a great shame to
the heads ot our country to allow such a
monstrosity in our midst. It seems to me
such reformation is working damnation in
its end. This, sir, is easily seen by any in-
telligent man or woman. The government
builds reformatories, but they are not
doing that for which they are built.. The
Mercer reformatory takes in washing at
prices that no one con live on outside, not
washing alone, but gewing of all kinds at
a very low figure; and even some of our
wholesale 1.onses patronize this institntion,
thereby tlirowiog out of employment re:
spectable cirle. I have heard on good
anthority t1at these girls do nct kmow
what to do unless they go and make a liviog
in the sam¢ ¥wey that the majority of the
inmates of this Mercer reformatory used to
do. Sir, if such were to come to pass that
some of our girls were t7 go' astray on this
very accoui.t, is 1ot reformation’ working
damnation inits end.

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MODERN LANGUAGES IN UNIVERSITY
COLLEGE.

For some years after University college
was established there was a chair of modern
languages, and its incndibent was invested
with professorial dignity, provided with &
seat at the council board, aad granted &
voice in the academical management of the
institation. On the death of the late Pro-
fessor Forneri the chair was split up into
¢htee tutorships and the department vas
Jéft unrepresented in the college administra-
tion. Each of the three tutors did that
which was right in his own eyes, and as
thers was no coficerted action amonget them
it ‘was inevitable that the department
should suffer. 'We need only appesl to all
who have ever taken medern languages as
their honor ‘department in university ‘work
for confirmation of our assertion that great
injury has been done to the college and irre-
patable wrong inflicted on many generations
of students by this perfunctory arravge-
ment. Every department of college work
should be répresented in- the management,
and if any one is omitted both it and its
devotees are sure to suffer. It speaks
volumes for the inherent excellenge and at-
tractiveness of a modern language course
that this department has for the past
twenty years been so popular amongst the
ctudents in spite of the disabilities under
which it has labored.

;80 long as the three tutors originally ap-

pointod held their places it was not easy to
effect any reform, the carrying out of which

would have involved the displacement of
one or more of them. Fortunately for the
college, -however, two of them have re-
cently resigned their positions, thus leaving
the way open to suit a reconstruction as
may by the authorities be deemed most ad-
vantageous to the institution, A The tator-
ships left vacant are those in French and
Italian, and each of them is filled tempo-
Tarily by ome of the recently appointed fel-
lows, There is every reason to believe
that the students of the college will not
suffer for the present session from this tem-
porary arrangement, for the acting tutors
are capable of doing quite as much good in
the way of tuition as has been done by theé
lage incumbents at any period of their
tenure of the officcs, It follows that the
university and college authorities are in a
position to take time to deliberate before
making any formal recommendation to the
government in the premises.
We have used the expression ‘‘university
2nd college authorities” deliberately. Any
changs that is made will involve the expere«
ditureof money, and in all such changes
the university senat is as deeply interested
and has’ as good a right to be consulted, as
the college council. - The latter has to all
appeararce prompt=d the government to
advertise for a French tutor to fill the vac:
aucy; the former has yet to be heard from
on the sabject, and as there is a meeting of
the senate on Satarday we have no doubt
that the matter will come up for discussion.
The government would do well to ‘act
slowly in this important matter for more
reasons than one, and we trust that for the
sake of the college o decision will be ar-
rived at until it is possible for the council
and senate to make a joint recommendation.
No injary can result from the delay neccs

sary to admit of deliberation, and it would

be a fatal blunder to allow this opportunity
of effecting a real reform t» pass unimprov-
ed. .

OIVIL RIGHTS IN THE UNITED STATES

The supreme court of the United S:ates
has declared the civil rights act to be un-
constitutional, and this decision is likely to
have some important and far-reaching
effects. 'The act was passed during the re-
construgtion period after -the close of the
war ty the United States congress, the
object being to secure fair treatment for the
then newly emancipated negroes at the
