Professor Goldwin Smith, an old and dis­
tinguished journalist, a brilliant historian 
an 1 political controversialist, a shining light 
intellectually to our midst, and a gentleman 
of vast prominence, to still with the vigor of 
youth pouring forth his trenchant criti­
cisms on political social and f(feign matters, 
making even the most careful of our states­
men to the world at large hesitate before 
taking action. While a scholar of the 
highest order—one of the, if not the, Ikes 
educated gentleman to Canada, surrounded 
with wealth, an orator whose fluency ot 
speech, ease of manner, and beautiful diction 
seldom heard, have made him the pride and 
prize of the crowning intellects of our sweet 
Dominion—he never fails to give consider­
ation andfeentleness to the most meagre. He 
is a philanthropist to the strongest sense of 
the word, a Samaritan to the broadest 
manner, a coveted companion beyond de­
scription, one in whose society all care passes 
a wav and to whom the elegance of beautify­
ing nature springs to the front, giving in- 
stniction, sanctity, comfort and testing 
memories of what man can accomplish to the 
present generation and to the generations to
C°He" was bom at Reading, Berkshire, 
Aug. 13, 1823, and to consequently over 66 
years old now.

Canada is to a certain extent discredited 
by the circumstances surrounding the death 
of poor young Benwell, and everything that 
is in any way possible should be done by the 
proper authorities to stamp out any con­
spiracy that may be in existence, under the 
guise of “farm-pupil” agencies for luring 
young Englishmen to their destruction. A 
crime of that sort touches the imagination, 
and when the details of its horrors are read, 
as they will be by everybody in England, it 
will do much to prevent emigrants of the 
right sort from coming out. Not only on this 
account but because of the diabolical wrong 
that is thus perpetrated should theGovernment 
take the matter up with some vigor and 
promptness. The desire to fasten the blame 
upon somebody has led the question to be 
asked why the Government emigration 
bureau in England has n X enquired into the 
bona tides of the farm-pupil agents, whose 
advertisements are to be seen in every Eng­
lish newspaper of any importance?
