I bave grown pork on nothin,
but clover and water in the summer, an
finished with elops, soft corn, pumpkins and
boiled potatoes, with good results, The
main item in feeding is to keep the animal
healthy, and then it will eat well.

A few years ago it was a very common
practice to keep June to September pigs

Cutting Corn for Fodder.

Corn will ripen and matore even if the
stalk is cut while the grain is still in ile
milk so as to be practically as good for
feeding purposes on the farm as that suff.r-
ed to ripen in the ordinary way, although it
might not ba quite so acceptable in the
markets. And the difference in feeding
value between corn-fodder cut up before
frost and before the stalks have become
too bard and woody, and corastalks left
standing in the open field or not cat and
shocked until after froet has struck it, can
scorcely be compared, either as regards its
sustaining or fattening qualities or the
relish with which cattle will eat it. Tt is
generally calculated by the farmer that the
grain alone pays for the raising of the corn
crop, and the teed realized from the fodder
may be considered as 30 much clear gain,
There is a great deal of it upon an acre, and
it will certanly pay to save it in as good
shape as possible and when possessing its
highest feeding value, which can only be
done by cutting it up early befors it is {nlly
matured, and before the frosts have had an
effect upon it. Even when other feed is
abundant, we believe it will not pay to

HARRY ENGLISH'S CAREER.

A Onege Noted Outlaw Again Arrested as
" He Stapped Out of the Peni-
tentiary,

When Harry Enfli-h stepped out of the
penitentiary at Allegheny recently he was
accoeted by two tall men dressed in dark
clothes, writes a correspondent from Brad-
ford, Pa. They were detectives, and they
wanted Harry Eoglish for forgery. The
ex convict, & short and finely proportioned
man, who had just served three years and
six months for a similar crime, held out his
hands for the manacles. On Wednesday
the detectives brought Eoglish to Bradford,
and en Thursday he was placed in a cell at
Smithport, where he will await trial

English has a remarkable stcry.  Proir to
1880 he lived with his wife and three child-
ren on Washington street, in Bradford, He
was for a time in the empoy of Mayor
Broder. In the spring of 1880 he removed
hiz family to Cailedonia, Elk county., In
the meantime he had quitted the lumber
business, and took lessons in penmanship,
He was #o0 succersful that at the February
term of the McKean county court, several
indictments were found against him for
forgery.
Detectives Morrill and Wilmoth, of Brad-
ford, called at his home in the forest at Cal-
edonia, but he was gone. After rzmaining
in the vicinity several days, and finding no
traces of their man, the detectives returned
home, Postmaster Dixon kept them posted
as to the whereabouts of Fogiish, Early in
April Dixon wrote that Eoglish was at
home, and that he bad threatened to take
his (Dixon’s) life. He tesought the officers
to come and take the young man at once,
A posse consisting of Constables Frank
Warnith, Philip Vollmer, and Thomas J.
Burke, a justice of the peaco, after firing up
with liquor, started for the home of the
outlaw, Kuoglish was in front of the house,
To Constable Warnith’s demand to surren
der he replied : *‘Never alive” Then he
ran into the houss, with Warnith and
Burke close at his heels, As he bounded
up the staire the pistc] of Warnith was dis.
charged, the bullet striking English in the
leg. English dashed into his sleeping-room
and pulling down a Winchester rifls, fired
through the door, killing Warnith, Burke
dragged the boly out into the yard. Later
Jonstable Vollmer was fatally wounded
by a bullet from English’s Winchester,
Socn afterward Evglish sent out word that
he would surrender if he was permitted to
shoot Jack Burke This request was refus-

Although badly wounded in the leg, Eng-
lish left the house and made a dash for Ii

erty, The posse and a number of armed
citizens fired at the fleeing man, who was
wounded in seven different places, but es-
caped to the woods: For three days he lay
hidden under a bunch of willows within
three miles of his house. He then made his
way to the house of a relative in a remote
neighborhood, where his wounds were dress-
ed, Afterward he went to Canada, and
thence worked his way into the wilds of
Michigan, where he engaged himself to a
half breed Indian as a fisherman. Here he
was discovered by one of his old Bradford
friends, who, spurred on by the reward of
$2,200 offered by Elk and McKe:n counties
for the outlaw’s apprehention, gave his
companion away. In July, 1880, a Pinker-
ton detective surprised Eunglish as he was
returning from a day’s fishing, Loaded
down with irous, he was a few davs later
placed in the jail at Ridgway. In Septem.
ber of the same year he was tried on the

It was shown by the testimony that the
constables who attempted his arrest were
under the influence of liquor, and that they
fired shots into the house when within easy
gonshot range. Then, too, the constable
had fired the shot. On September 27 the
jury decided that Eaglish was not guilty.
At the January term of court, in 1881, Eng
lish was tried for fcloniously shooting Con-
stable Vollmer. Again he was acquitted,
but he was not allowed to go free, At the
same term of court he wae found guilty of
forgery, and on March 29 he was sentenced
to serve four years in the penitentiary, By
his exemplary conduct he received a com-
mutation of six months,

He was brought to McKean county to
answer to a charge of forgery preferred by
D. Coleman, of Kane, The forged
check, which was for $112, was drawn on
the First National bank of Olean, N, Y,
Prison fare evidently agreed with English,
who weighs 215 pounds. He is a black-
smith, and, by working over time, saved up
considerable money, At the time of the
murder public feeling was strong againsy
him, but the general impression now is that
he has been punished severely enough,

Farm Help.

Sir.—Will you permit me through your
paper to call the special attention of your
farmer readers to the emigration scheme
which is being successfully carried out by
| the ““Trans-Atlantic and General Emigra-
tion Association” of England, which has for
its object the sending out to Canada a res-
pectable class of young men desirous to set-
tle here as farmers. The association does
not encourage pauper emigration, proving
that the country does not require such at
present. The young men who have already
came out are all of the ‘“well-to-do” and
upper classes, who have, or will. have; suf-
ficient capital'to purchase, equip and stock
an ordinary sized Canadian farm, and from
this stand-point are desirable settlers,

We have a good many of these young
fellows n this township and county, and as
far as known the parties on both sides are
well satisfied. =

Having consentéd to superintend the lo-
cating of these pupils in the counties of
Lambton, Essex and Kent, I am now in a
position to announce that I will be able to
send a limited number (about twenty or per-
haps more) to respectable farmers for the
winter months, in return for their board,
lodgiag, and washing, payment for their
services not to commence till the lst of
March next, and then at a reasonable wage,
The reasons for encouraging them to come
out at this season are two-fold, 1st that the
young men (unaccustomed to work) may,
during the comparatively dull season, have
a reasonable opportunity given them to learn
the management and feeding of stock, and
theart of drivinga team; and 2nd, that
the farmers may have trained help early for
spring work, the advantage of which is well

French cavalry, this axiom has been true,
In the last great war cavalry on both sides
were on several occasions nobly sacrificed
in order to gain time for the infantry, or in
heroie effort to avert disasters already irre-
parable, but neither in the ‘‘death rides” of
Worth or Re:jonwille, or in the terrible
slaughter of Sedan, were the losses as hea
as those incurred by cavalry in the days of
muzzle-loaders. That the effect of the fire
of modern weapons, requiring as they do in
their use considerable skill and a correct
judgment of distance, would be very des-
tructive to cavalry moving rapidly outside
the zooe of 400 yarda remains to be proved.
In’ trial which took place in India between
4 Gardner guns and a detachment of 60
picked shots file-firing at 6 statiopary tar-
gets at 585 yards, the distance being up-
known, the latter made only 24 hits out of
411 rounds, and at 900 yards volley-firing,
the distance being known, only 36 hits out
of 630 rounds.

The Enst Indians are naturally free hand-
ed carvers. Long before the Caristian era
the Hindoos beautified the interiors of their
temples and homes with the most intricate
work df the kind, The facility of carving
has not left them, and a block of teak wood
under their chisels soon became the bed of
the most beautiful traceries and reproduces
the flora of the East in all its(variety of
forms. The Oriental wood carvers in one
respect are unequaled—they have original-
ity of conception united with a power of ex-
eoution whioh is wonderful.

* from Sweden and Norway were imported
in 116 steamers and sailing vessels, From
eleyen marks a ton, the price has latterly
risen to twenty-four marks, and is likely to
go still higher, 1n consequence whereof the
manufacture of artificiai ice is attracting
much attention.

The islands of Mauritius and Reunion, in
the Indian Ocean, which are 115 miles
apart, are to have telegraphic communica-
tiou with each other by means of signals
flashed from the mountain tops. The in.
strument adopted tor the purpose is the
heliotrope, a small mirror which is used in
trigonometrical enrveying. The population
of the two i.lands is 400,000, and, as
Mauritius is about being connected by cable
with all parts of Europe and Asia, the
heliotrope will include Reunion in the sys-
tem. The sun telegraph, which has already
been tested, will be useful in transmitting
intelligence from one island to the other of
the approach of cyclones, which are com-
mon aud very destructive there,

The nnmber of works sent in to the Royal
academy tnis spring reached the enormous
total of 8 093 an increase of 811 over last
year. Of these only 761 were unreservedly
accepted by the council 2116 being classed
as doubtful, and 5216 entirely rejected.
In the end as many as 1 856 works were ex-
hibited, and of thess 1 656 were sent in by
ountsiders, the members of the academy
being represented by a svm total of only
202 works, This total inciuded 166 paint-
ing, 23 pieces of sculptuwie, 9 architectural
drawings, 4 engravings, as against 906
paintings, 263 water color-drawings, 160
pleces of sculpture, 135 architectural draw-
ings, 47 miniatures and enamels, 58 crayon
drawings, and 97 engravings, all from
the hands of non-members of the Royal
academy.

One of the industries of thrifty France is
the making of wine from raisins, which is
carried on cspecially at Marseilles, Catte,
Bordeaux, and Bercy, About seventy
thousand tous of raisins are imported into
France frcm the neighboring high countries
and Syria, costing nearly $7,500 000. By
softening into water, and whe addition of
sugar and alcohol, a harmless wine is pro-
duced, of which no less than three million
hectoliters are ntade. Another dodge is to
treat the settlings, the residunm of the
native harvests of Spain, Portugal, Sicily,
etc,, with sugar, alcohol, and water, and
make frcm the compound what is called
‘‘second vat” wines. Thus France, in spite

of phylloxera, retains her position as
fhe yreatest wine-experting country in the
world,

An improved ¢lootric railway about 4}
mues long, and 39 inches gauge is now iu
operation between the cities of Frankfort
and Offenbach, the time being atout 25
minutes. The four dynamo-electric ma
chines are driven by two steam engines of
125 horse power each, In connection wich
the cables which conduct the current of
electricity, a switch is provided to regulate
and direct it. The conductors consist ot
tubes slitted along their entire length at the
bottcm and insulated on poles iike telegraph
wires, A small cylinder slides or runs in
the tubee. and from this a conductor con-
neots the car and the dynemo. The use of
this conductor prevents interruptions and
cat-outs, which are caused by froets and
moisture when the carriage runs on a con-
duotcr, as in the Berlin: Lichterfelde Electric
Railway.,

Great excitement was caused a faw days
ago on the Thames enbankment by the
ohase of a pcrpoise nup the river by men
armed with rfles on board a steam-tug.
The porpoise was a large and lively speci
men, and gave his pursuers some trouble,
He was three {imes fired at near West.

The Italian gov t has y pub-
lished some figures on the subject of public
instruction in Italy, The budget of public
instrucuion has risen from 16 300,000 francs
in 1871 to 130,400,000 francs 1a 1883 ; the
numbor of schools from 21,358 in 1811 to
42,510 in 1881 ; and the number of pupils in
the samo period from 1,008,674 to 1 928 700.
There are, moreover, 701 gymuasiums or
secondary schools with 3,674 professors and
41,124 ncholers, and having-a five years'
course of study, Above the gymuasiums,
agaid, ate colleges to the number of 298,
with 1,601 professors and 11,133 students,
and a course of study lasting three years.
In addition, thore are 383 technical echools,
with an attendance of 22,120. Lately, the
Royal universities, 18 in number, registered
in 1881 10,592 students, the two most im-
portant being those of Turin with 1.651
studeuts, and Naples with 2,851 students,
There hsve still to be added 21 high schools
indpendent universities, instructingal and
together 1,948 scholars.

This year's vintages in France are likely
to be of quite exceptional excellerice. A
good vintage, however, does not, unfor-
tunately, mean what it once did, the
ravaged of pnylioxera during the past six.
teen years naving so largely diminished the
number of vines, A few figtires will show
what havoe has been made by this scourage
of French vinelands. Fourteen years ago
there were 2 400,000 hectares of vineyards,
and now there are scarcely 1,000,000 under
oultivation, The production has fallen
within the same period from 72 000,000 to
30,000.000 of hectolitres, Not cnly has ex-
portation b i Iy reduced, but
importation has to be resorted to for the
supply of this country. Within only the
last four years wines have been brought into
the country from Spain, Italy, and Greece
to the value of 1,000,000 francs. Of the
1,500 000 hec ares deyastated, not more
|, than 20,000 hectares have as yet be replant-
ed* which is not to be wondered at, con-
sidering that it costs as much to replant as
the soil itself is worth.

A Human Skye Terrier,

The passenger who attracted the most
attention during the voyage of the City ot
Chicago from Liverpool to New York was
Theodore Jo Jo, a boy of 16, whose face re-
sembles that of a Skye terrier. His face is
covered with a long waivy mass of silken
bair, which in color is between light red and
silver gray. It haugs upon his brow down
to his eyes, parting in the centre and waiv-
ing off to either mde like that of a fancy
terrier, It*droops from his chesks in long
wavy locks, grows from the nostrils, and
hangs trom both ears. The length of this
luxuriant growth of hair varios from two to
four inches, and it is 8o thick that the skin
beneath is visible only in scattered spote.
The vyes of this dog-faced Loy also resemble
very cl sely those of a terrier. They are
sligntly vluish in color, almost perfectly
round, and the whites are visible entirely
around the pupils His mouth is furnished
with only the vwo caunine teeth above aund
two incisors below, and all four are thin and
sharp, resembling miniature tusks rather
thau human teeth, The entire body is
covered with a growth of thin, light hair,
but the thick heavy locks are found only on
the face. He speaks Russian and German
tolerably well, and a few words of English
and took great pride in showing that h
could write his name by signing it to th
back of his pictures in large, flowing charac
ters. Tho dog-faced boy was captured in
the forests of Kostroma, in the center of
Russia, about eleven years ago, with his
father, who is described as a wild man, with
the eame peculiar face which the boy now
peseesses.

with scarcely an effort by the flying car.
Again and again the heavy iron bounded
fitvy feet into the air, and it was only when
a soore of stout laliorers had laid hold of the
drag-rope (at cost of a few tumbles), that
the gambols of our playful monster were
brougnt to an end. Aud then Tissandier,
while obliging haads folded and packed the
balloon, produced a notebook and his map,
and calmly completed his record of the ex-
cureion,”—[Paris News.

Fall Work With Poultry.

On most farms, chickens as soon as they
are old evough t) leave their chickenhood:
coops, taku to_trees, sheds, cr anywhere
rather than to the poultry-houses, most
cases it is best that theg make such seles-
tion for their health and comfort ; but as
soon as the leaves fall, or the driving cold
atorms of Autumn sweep through the open
sheds, iv ig time to get them into their
warm winter bouses. The first step to-
warde prepariag 1o winter the stock, is to
sce that the pouliry-houses are all Eerfeetly
clean, All impurities that may have ae-
cumulated during the summer,. in corners
or nests, when the houses are not so much
used, must be removed. The houses should
be fumigated with sulphur and tob
ntems, burned indoors, and while all op:n-
ings and crevices are tightly stopped. hen
a coat of whitewash, with a little carbolic
acid in it, should be applied to walls and to
all boxes, nests, and everything in the
house, and the perches should be treated to
a coat of benzine sni carbolic acid. All
this is the work of time; but it will pay
well, for by these means the fow)s will come
into healthful qusrters free from vermin,
Without such precantion, hen mites are
sure to ofilict the stock. Some paople call
these pests lice, but they are of the mite
family ; sre mocturnal, like bed bugs, leav-
ing the birds and taking to perches or
woodwork of any kind in day-timo,

The next thing is to see that the fowle
have a dust-bath to keep their bodies free
from lice, as these breed and keep on the
fowls. The only way to keep or get rid of
them, is to keep a good bath of sand and
ashes—wood ashes when they can be pro-
cured—and the birds are only too glad to
do their part to cleanse themselves. There
are many kinds of lice on fowls, soms liv-
ing emtirely on the feathers ; others on the
bodies ; some keep about the heads ; others
only appear when. dirt accumulates abont
the bodies, When a fowl gets sick, these

arasites late rapidly, principally

cause the bird relaxes that activity which
ie necessary to keep itself clean, The dust-
bath should be close to a low window, so
that the sun will shine directly upoa it. A
box sunk till i‘s edges are level with the
floor, will tempt the fowls better than one
on the floor, as some fowls will not use it n
that position,

Early pullets will lay about this time,
and it is well to observe which lays the ear-
liest and keep it up, 80 a® to be able to se-
lect these as hens for breeding purposes, A
very important thing to attend to is to see
that no half-grown or stunted, sickly chick-
ens are admitted into the houses with tLe
flock, or they miy communicate disease to
the whole lot ; better kill off all such b rds,
even if you have to bury them, All broken
windows or boles that will let in ocold,
should be promptly repaired, so that ven-
tilation can be controlled by the prcper ar-
rangements, It is well also to see that the
birds from diff:rent roosting places sgree
when put together for the first time. Those
who have gone through the anuoyance of
driving in a large flock of chickens to their
houses in the fall, can appreoiate the
trouble, It is best for a number of persous
to surround them, drawiog oloser aad
closer to the house. The chickens should
see their way, and learn to go in ; if taken
off the trees and canied in, they do not
lesrn their way, and the operation has to
be repeated a number of times before the
birds will leara to go in of their own ac-
cord.

The Dairyman’s Best Way for Enhan-
cing Proflts.

Of the various ways throu gh which it 18
possible for the average dairyman to en
hance his prufits, the most effectual is tore-
dfice the cost of producing his milk. This
he car do in a variety of ways. One means
of doing #0 lies in the improvement of his
milking stock. This ie a certain but slow
way, and must be the work of years, A
more rapid way, and one that can be at once
nade available, consists in reducing the
cost of keeping his cows, This he may do
in citferent ways : first, by securi: g preater
warmth and more comfort for his herd in
winter. The heaviest item of expense
which he incurs consists in the cost of win-
tering his cows, and the more they are ex-
poted to the cold, the heavier that item be-
comes. Animals eat more in winter thaa in
summer, simply because more heat is ab.
sorbed from their bodier by the colder air,
just as a hot iron will cool faster on a cold
day than on a warm one, As the animal
heat must be kep: up to a uniform stand-
ard, the extra loss of warmth must be re-
stor.d by taking in more fuel ia the form of
focod, and this increases the cost of keeping
and the cost of producing the season’s milk.
Keep the cows warm, sad they will eat no
more in winter than in summer ; and they
will require less and less extra food in win-
ter, just in proportion as they are made
warm and comfortable, and b just so much
they will turn out milk at a reduced ex-

nse,

There is profit in keeping cows warm in
winter, It costs mnch less to tone down
the cald of our severe climate by providing
warm buildiogs for the herd once 1 l}.{g—
time, than to furnish extra food yedt after
year to restore heat needlessly logs'by ex-
posure to cold air. I do not~Emow of a

Shelters for Sheep.

A writer in La Semaines des Construci-
eurs, referred to by the American Architect
a8 "the olever ‘architect of the beasts,’”
discueses the proper way of building shel-
ters for sheep. The following brief sum-
mary of bis suggestions is given by the Ar

itect :

*The first criticiem that he makes upon
the ordinary close sheds used for the pur pose,
is that they are not sufficiently ventilated
for the health of the sheep. In Norway, it
is said, as well as in Holland, which hes a
much colder climate than France or Eng-
land, sheep live cut of doors the year round
without inconvenience ; but where merino
or other sheep of delicate constitution are
kept, they should be provided with a cover
to protect them from the heat of the sun in
summar, aud in winter from raia and wet
snow, which scak their fleeces, and often
chill them fatally,

““I'he sheds for this purpose may with
advantage be clored with a wall on the
porth side, but left cither entirely open, or
shel ered with louvre boards, on the touth,
If built thus, they can be kept dry and
wholesome throughout the year The doore
of such buildings, especially, should be very
wide, and ought to open by sliding.

*‘Sheep, in goiag in or coming out of their
houses, crowd upon each other, all try'ng to
get out at once ; and in the crash the lamby
ars somdatimes killed, while the sheep noar-
est the sides of the doorway ara pushed
against the timbers or stones, and often
leave tufts of their wool on the sharp edges,
or suffer braises, T'o prevent this in part.
the ‘architeot of the beasis’ recommends
that the jimbs should be provided with
vertical rullers to prevent friction and fao-
ilitate the movements of the sheep nearest
the side.

““With the sama- idea of preveating the
crushing of the animals agaisst the j.mbs,
» platform, of the same width as the door,
may be placed in on each side of it, slightly
ascending to the threshold, which 1s raised.
With these, the crowding in the opening
cannot take place, as the sheep at the edges
of the platform are pushed off before they
reach the door.

*In allotting space for housing a flock, it
may be useful to romember that the shorter
diameter of & sheep, or the space he ocou-
pies when eating, tide by side with others,
is about twenty inches, while the average
length is about five feet. The rack gener-
ally used for feeding measures about nine-
teen inches in width, to that twenty inches
by six feet seven inches, will bs the space
required for each animal while standing and
eating.”

Wintering Plaunts in Cellars.

Many plants, such as agaves (century
plants,) olcanders, large cactuses, etc., that
have grown too large to be accomodated in
the eitting-room or conservatcry, can be
successfully wintered in any moderately dry,
frost-proof cellsr, Alfter placing these large
plants ia the cellsr, it wilinot be necesssry
o give them any water, the objeot being to
keep them dormant all winter which can
be done by keeping the soil as dry as po:si-
ble, but not so dry as to allow the %mts
to shrivel, or become witherad, Large
plantsof this kind mentioned, often form
desirable ornaments during the summer
time, It is impracticable, in most cases, to
bring them into the house, jin winter, bnt
they can be kept for yewrs by cellaring
through the winter as stated, Large gera-
niom salvia, and heliotrope ryot«, and even
tea-roses, and carnations, can be kept mod-
erately well in the cellar by trenching them
in dry, or moderately moist sand. Thus
many choice spscimens of these plants that
we are loth to pull up and throw away when
winter approaches’ can be successfully kept
over till next season. It is a needless ex-

2nse to purihase a stock of new plants for
the garden every year, when we can winter
mary of the old ones in this simple and in-
expensive manner, The lcaved of all de-
ciduous plante should bs removed before
they are put away in this manner The
fcliage should rema'n on the oleanders and
carnations through the winter,—[American
Agriculturist for Ostober.
