Ann Qlanville and Her Champions Not 
Only Beat Their Own Countrymen, 
but Went to Havre and Outrowed 
Half a Ooaen Crack Frenoh Crews.

In the boat races that have from 
time Immemorial been rowed on the 
Hamoase, the estuary of the Tamar 
and the Tavy that forms part of the 
harbor of Plymouth, the women of 
Saltash have often distinguished them 
selves. In “Around and About Saltash’
P. K. B. Porter writes of Auo Ulan 
ville, whose amasontan feats of oar» 
roanshlp made her famous all over Eu­
rope;

“Some sixty or seventy years ago tht 
crew of Saltash women was often seen 
not only on the Hamoaze, but wherever 
aquatic sports were held. It was not 
often that Ann and the crew that she 
stroked were beaten In a match—never 
by other women.

“They competed for prizes at Bull, 
Liverpool, Portsmouth and Dartmouth, 
and It most not be supposed that a 
crew of men ever yielded the palm out 
of masculine courtesy, for, as a mat­
ter of fact, the men did not at all relish 
being beaten by a ’parcel of females.’

“In some of these contests Mrs. Har­
riet Screech, a daughter of Ann Gian- 
ville, who had fourteen children, row­
ed with her mother. As she was the 
youngest member of the crew she 
palled bow oar, the least arduous post 
In the boat

“Once this crew, rowing a match at 
Fleetwood in the presence of Queen 
Victoria, gave the men so sound a beat­
ing that her majesty asked to have 
Ann presented to her.

“However, the most famous event 
of Ann’s life took place to 1850, when 
Captain Bussell of H. M. 8. Brunswick 
suggested to her that she and her crew 
should go to Havre to the regatta tbere^ 
and challenge the Frenchmen, a pro­
posal to which she readily assented.

“When the Frenchmen beard of the 
challenge from les Anglaises de Salt- 
asbe they shrugged their jsbonlders, 
for they scarcely regarded It as se­
rious. And when the women appear­
ed to their white frilled caps prinked 
out with blue ribbons, In their short 
petticoats and white dresses, with blue 
neckerchiefs tied over the shoulders 
and crossed behind the back, they look­
ed puzzled.

"Tbe challenge of the Englishwomen 
created a stir not only In Havre, but 
for miles alc-ig tbe French coast and 
for many leagues inland too. And to 
England the greatest Interest was 
aroused.

"When the day of the regatta came 
there was a vast concourse of people 
to witness the contest Every quay, 
bllltop and housetop from which a view 
of the course coaid be had was crowd­
ed. Every one was on tiptoe of ex­
pectation. Before the start the Salt­
ash crew had a pull round ’to show 
themselves.’ Their steady stroke, the 
way to which they bent their backs to 
their work and the perfect ease and 
grace with which they pulled made 
tbe French open their eyes.

“Ann and her crew bad not the best 
start possible, nor at first did they 
bave the advantage. FIA minutes aft­
er the start six boats were ahead of 
them. But they soon tested their op­
ponents’ nerve. Ann, who bad tbe 
stroke oar, gave the word:
“’Bend your backs to it maidens, 

and hnrrah for old England!*
“One by one, with a cheer from old 

Ann. they passed the six boats. At 
last they drove their boat with the 
British color flying gayly at the foret 
Into the lead. It was a long course 
and a hard pull, bat they soundly 
thrashed the Frenchmen. Ann and her 
•maidens’ beat them by 100 yards The 
members of this famous crew were 
Ann Qlsnvtlle, Harriet Hosting, Jane 
House and Amelia Lee. A men acted 
as coxswain.

"Mrs House was so elated at the 
victory that on reaching tbe commit 
tee host she plunged Into the water, 
dived under the vessel and came np 
with a dripping and drooping cap on 
the opposite side.

“Ann (Banville died to 1880. at the 
aga of eighty-fire, dignified, vigorous 
and handsome to the last Her char­
acter was summed up by a neighbor 
in these words:

“ ’Her-was honest to a farthing, clean 
as a smelt end kind hearted is a 
queen.*"

Gold Came Before Silver In the Early 
Use of Metals.

It is not known just when gold was 
first used by man as ornament and 
coin, but 4,400 years ago the people of 
the far east and in the countries of 
northern Africa made most exquisite 
jewelry out of gold and precious 
stones. In fact, the art of their hand 
wrought ornaments has never beei\ 
excelled, and modern man has learn­
ed from them in technical skill. Gold 
as used in the early times was prob­
ably found in the form of nuggets, as 
the ancients would hardly have notic­
ed it in any other form. They ham­
mered it by hand and gave it a most 
beautiful polish.

Silver was not discovered for a long 
time after gold was in use in many 
countries, and when at last some one 
did discover it he thought it a form of 
gold, and it became known as “white 
gold.” The discovery of copper soon 
followed that of silver, and then in 
succession came tin, zinc and lead. 
An ingenious savage who lived in 
upper Egypt succeeded in making 
brass by fusing copper and zinc, and 
later he manufactured bronze by a 
mixture of copper and tin. This oo- 
curred about 4500 B.C., and tbe in­
ventor’s name was Anubis.

And Anubis made the first metallic 
axe, knife and chisel, and also he 
gave us the original saw, taking for 
bis model, so we are told, ‘the chin 
bone of a snake.” Like the teeth of 
a snake, the first saw’s teeth inclined 
backward.

Anubis also invented the first musi- 
/cal instrument of which we have 
knowledge. He used for a sounding 
board the empty shell of a tortoise 
across which were strung four tor­
toise sinews' as strings. Afterward 
this instrument was enlarged and a 
goat’s horns used for posts. It still 
had four strings and a bridge and 
brace. This crude musical instrument 
became known as the lyre, and from 
it developed all known stringed in­
struments. Of this instrument a his­
torian says:

“Horus afterward enlarged and im­
proved the lyre by increasing the 
number of strings to seven, though 
two of them had the same pitch. He 
also' provided a strap to support the 
increased weight of the instrument. It 
was then called by the Greeks a ci­
thers or kithara, and in central Af­
rica it is yet called a kisear. The 
Greek Terpander added an eighth 
string, called octachord, from which 
comes our word octave.

"Anubis seems to have composed a 
song and sung it to the accompani­
ment of the harp. He was also the 
first songster and poet of whom we 
have any knowledge.”

Thus it will be seen that metals are 
very old in the uses to which man has 
put them and musical instrumenta 
also of very ancient date, though for 
countless generations there was no 
Written music and the player compos­
ed his own melodies as he went along, 
which were exceedingly simplp.

"Ah, gwan, quit 
yer kiddin’. Dot Dawson. You know. 
Ain’t die there now?" came back the 
answer. "Well, I’m sure I don’t 
know,” said the doctor, "I’ll go and 
look her up,” and he kindly went to 
the records and made a careful search. 
“No, I don’t find her name here,” he 
advised his interrogator. "I don’t 
think she has been here for some 
time." For goodness’ sake, is that Mr. 
Blands house," came the query. "No- 
o-o, this is the goal,” said tjie Gover­
nor, and the sadden "bing" of the 
receiver at title other end announced 
the lady’s impatience at being given 
the wrong exchange.

SOME LAMP LORE.
Rub Off Top of Wick Daily With Soft 

Paper.
Despite the reign of the electrolier, 

the lamp still has many followers. 
Many take to lamps because they must, 
some because the light It sheds is sof­
ter, more becoming and better for the 
eyes. , k

When a lamp fails to give a good 
light do not waste time reviling the 
manufacturer, but look to your own 
duties.

Perhaps the wick is crooked or too 
short or not in squarely. Rub off the 
top of the wick each day with soft pa­
per and if it fails to draw pull it up on 
the catches or get a new one. Unless 
sure you can put in the wick correctly 
sènd the lamp to a store and have it 
done properly.

Perhaps a new wick is less necessary 
than removing the oil with which It is 
clogged. Boil the wick in vinegar and 
water and dry thoroughly.

Fill your lamps daily. Never light a 
lamp that is nearly empty, as it in­
creases danger of explosion. Fill a 
lamp by daylight If it must be done 
after dark keep away from a flame and 
wipe all oil from the outside.

Even with the best oil a poor light 
^résulta if the burner is not clean. It 
should be washed once a month in a 
quart of cold water to which have been 
added a tablespoonful of washing soda 
and a little soap. Boil several hours, 
pour off the blackened water, cover 
with fresh boiling water, soap and 
soda, boil five minutes, rinse in clean 
hot water and rub dry with a clean 
soft cloth that is not linty.

Lamp chimneys may be rubbed off 
with soft paper daily and when smoked 
should be washed in hot ammonia wa­
ter, rinsed in Sold water and polished 
with a tea towel and soft paper.

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Boxes Instead ot Barrels.
The experience of last season in the 

apple business has brought out one fact 
pretty clearly, which is, that if Ontario 
apple growers are not to hand over the 
apple market of the West to the fruit 
growers of the Pacific States and British 
Columbia, they must reorganize their 
methods of packing and shipment. It 
is admitted that apples grown in Ontario 
are superior in quality to anything that 
the Pacific slope can produce. But the 
fruit from the Pacific slope, it is said, can 
be relied on as being up to representa­
tion, whereas it is charged that the ship­
ments from Ontario cannot be trusted all 
the way through the package. Further­
more, the Ontario growers will persist in 
putting up their apples in barrels, and 
barrels are what the western dealers do 
not want. They want the apples packed 
i 1 boxes, which the British Columbia or 
Oregon grower is willing to do, but which 
the Ontario grower as yet is-not, on 
account of which the Ontario grower, it 
is said, has lost a good deal of his hold 
on the western market, and if he ’persists 
in shipping his apples in barrels is likely 
to lose it altogether.

Are They to Go ?
We see by an article in the Sunday 

Buffalo Express that a class ot employes, 
with whom we have got to look upon as 
something we could not possibly get 
along without, are to be put to one side 
by the onward march ot invention. We 
mean the “Hello Girl.” An invention 
has been patented, and is now in use in 
some large centres, that when we want 
to talk to anyone on the line, all that we 
would have to do is to press the button 
and connections will be made automati­
cally. It may be cheaper for the com­
pany, but when it comes to do away with 
the sweet voice saying “Number please?” 
there will be a great big kick by patrons.

St. Clair Tunnel Holds Record
The train service operated by the 

-Grand Trunk System through the St. 
Clair Tunnel is the most powerful rail­
way service handled by electricity in the 
world. This electrification operates 
within a zone of approximately four 
inile.% and motive power is derived from 
1,600 horsepower electric locomotives 
weighing 135 tons, with a nominal draw­
bar pull of 50,000 pounds and a maxi­
mum speed of 35 miles an hour.

Duringlhe twelve months of 1912, the 
company^ records show that 197,801 
loaded ^ars\ and 86,092 empties passed 
througlMlie? tunnel in addition to 35,096 
passenger cars. Estimating on a basis of 
17 tons to a car, this gives a total tonnage 
passing through of nearly 3,500,000 tons. 
These figures, of course, do not include 
the company’s material, such as coal, 
lumber, ties, etc., which would swell the 
total to much larger proportions.

These contain much water—81, 87, 88 
and 91 per cent respectively—and only 
about 1 per cent protein, bnt they run 
high In carbohydrates. Mangolds, for 
Instance, contain 10.4 per cent

Their chief value Is lh their palata- 
billty, succulence, digestibility and their 
addition of bulk to the ration.

Bulk Is necessary to a hen’s ration. 
It helps her to digest She will eat un­
til satisfied, and If nothing but grain Is 
supplied she will stuff with that and 
the result Is overfat few eggs and In 
digestion.

Such vegetables save money, they 
Insure a spongy, moist crop, afford va­
riety and are enjoyed by Biddy, the 
turks, ducks and geese.

147 calves, 1,330 hogs, 
177 sheep and - lambs and 104 horses. 
Trade was fair, with a good demand for 
choice bptcher cattle at steady, prices, but 
not any higher than last week. There 
were but few heavy choice steers offering, 
one small lot topping the market at $6.90, 
which was 10c lower than last week’s 
best price. A few lots sold around #6.75, 
but the general run of choice heifers and 
steers did no better than $6 to $6.35. 
Choice fat butcher cows were steady to 
firm up to $5.50 and bulls steady from 
$4.25 to $5.25. Sheep and lambs were 
very «trong at last week’s best prices, 
with small offerings. Hogs were again 
in good demand, with a moderately light 
run, and the market 25c higher at $9.25, 
fed and watered.
