. Tapping The Sun’s Power.

The problem of tapping the giant strength 
of the sun, of controlling some portion of the 
power and heat so freely given to man, has 
been passed from ancients to moderns through 
the hands of the greatest men of learning of 
all times without any adequate solution until 
the dawn of the twentieth century. The 
Grecian Archimedes, the Edison of his day, 
was the first to handle the question 
and to set it travelling down the cent­
uries. Ericsson, the American, and Mouch- 
out, the Frenchman were among the last to 
seek the solution, and both succeeded in 
making the sun operate small motors. No­
thing more was done un till Dr. William Cal- 
ver of Washington invented the pan-helio­
meter and can now control a greater degree 
of heat than man ever operated before.

The fiercest degree of heat that anyone has 
hitherto been able to make is the 6,000 de­
grees that has been registered in the electric 
arc. Dr. Calver is able to generate 24,000 
degrees of heat. Of this he is able to con­
trol 10.000 degrees with absolute safety, 
while he is at present at work constructing 
an apparatus which will easily give him the

AND AWFUL DEFILE BETWEEN 
EUROPE AND ASIA.

THE DARK
Capital Paid-up, 
Rest, - Eight miles from Vladikavkaz is the post­

ing station of Baka; eleven miles father is 
Lars, and five miles farther is the world-fam­
ous Gorge of Dariel, the “Caucasus Gates” 
of Pliny, the dark and awful defile between 
Europe and Asia, writes Henry Norman. 
Gradually, as we drive on, the hills rise and 
close in on us till at length they fall almost 
aheer to the edge of the rushing Terek and 
the narrow road, leaving only just room for 
these at the bottom of a rocky cleft, 5,000 
feet deep. The air strikes chill as a vault; 
not a ray of sunshine enters; the driver 
stoops low lashes his horses, instinctively 
we lapse into silence.

The geologist calls this gorge a “fault/' 
for it is not a pass over the mountain chain, 
but a rent clear across it. To the imagina­
tive traveller, however, it is a fit scene for 
the most wonderful highway in history, 
Seventy years ago it. was a perilous road, ft* 
avalanches, or the sudden outbursts of pent»» 
up glacial streams, swept it from end to en<, 
but the Russians have spent twenty million 
dollars npon it and made it safe. In 1877 
nearly all their troops and stores for carry­
ing the war into Turkey and Asia came by • 
this road, and it will be used again for the ^ 

purpose, although to a much less de­
gree, for there is now direct railway connec­
tion from Moscow to Baku, at one end of tfre 
Trans-Caucasian Railway, and therefore tp 
Kars itself via Tiflis, and equally to £an 
from Batum, at the other end, to which 
fortified port steamers would bring troop* 
and supplies from Odessa and Novoroseisjt 
in the Black Sea.

The death of Her Majesty Queen Victoria, 
which occurred yesterday morning, follow­
ing aa it did her very brief illness, is a 
bereavement not only to the subject* of her 
Empire but will cause sorrow throughout the 
length and breadth of the world.

For some time past the state of the Queen’s 
health has caused a great deal of anxiety, and 
on the 18th inet, the following official an­
nouncement was made from Osborne House.

“The Queen during the past year has had 
a great strain upon her powers, which rather 
told upon her nervous system. It has there­
fore been thought advisable by Her Majesty’s 
physicians that Her Majesty should be kept 
perfectly quiet in the house and should ab­
stain for the present from t raneaoting busi­
ness."

London, Jan. 20,—After the physicians’ report 
of the seriousness of the Queen’s condition yes­
terday. instant messages were sent to Lord 
Salisbury and Home Secretary Ritchie urging 
their official attendance at Osborne House, to 
be present at the end. They will reach Osbui 
early to-morrow morning, and 
remain until the last.

The Privy Council will then immediately be 
called in the Castle, and within one hour or the 
Queen’s decease Lord Salisbury will proclaim 
Albert Edward, King of England.

London, Jan. 21.—Throughout the United 
Kingdon yesterday was a Sunday of anxiety 
and susoense. No one in England outside the 
circle of the Court knew the real condition of 
the Queen, nor the nature of her disease. The 
bulletins threw out but little light on the uni­
versal question whether or not death was im­
minent.

The London newspapers had not learned that 
Her Majesty had suffered a shock of paralysis. 
Extra editions of the Sunday papers contained 
no information beyond the official bulletins, 
but there were many of them and they were 
eagerly bought.

There were small gatherings in the vicinity 
of Buckingham Palace and Marlborough House 
as well aa other centres where the bulletins 
were posted, crowds assembled to witness the 
arrival of Emperor William, but apart from 
such incidents, however, the customary qu 
of a London Sunday was not disturbed.

Time may level the monuments raised by 
a loving people to commemorate these two 
great names, but Soott and Burns will still 
continue to live in the hearts of the Scot­
tish people.

A visit to Melrose Abbey and Abbotsford 
has directed our attention along thie line of 
thought. Thirty miles by train, and the 
conductor calls out “ Melrose." Melrose is 
a neat little town situated near the Tweed. 
Ir. is rather picturesque in its general appear­
ance, the buildings being partly modern and 
partly ancient. Three minutes walk from 
the station and we are in the old abbey.

Melrose Abbey was founded by David I. 
of Scotland, 1136. and during 
he reformation buffered much 

Roof and statues were demolished, and fora 
l'-ng period the abbey was used by the peo­
ple of Melrose as a quarry for obtaining 
building material. At the present time 
Melrose is nearly a roofless ruiu, but mag 
nifioent even iu ruins.

" If thou would‘st view fair Melrose aright.

Go virit it by pale moonlight,
For the gay beams of lightsome day 
Gild but. to glout the ruins gray;
When the broken arches are block at night.

To the Editor of the Halifax Herald :
Sir,—Absence from the city and pressure 

of work have prevented my making any 
comment on Mr. Parker’s letter in the Herald 
of December 19ch sooner. I think some 
scrutiny and comparison of the statements 
contained in it are warranted, as a half truth 
ie a very dangerous thing, and it is also quite 
a question as to whether in all cases Mr. 
Parker has got the saddle on the right horse. 
Now, referring to the opening of the fruit 
season, he says : “ The ravages of the dread 
ed fungi, known as the ' black spot,' appeared 
to an unprecedented extent and appreciably 
affected the quality of the fruit. Many ap­
ples became misshapen and undeveloped, and 
the crop depreciated in quantity and quality, 
and the fruit growers taced the opening of 
the shipping season with sinking spirits, and 
with the output of their expected banner 
crop out in two. To add to their despair, 
few buyers appeared to be in the field, and 
the growers, many of them for the first time, 
were compelled to ship their own stock. 
W. H. Chase, who handled perhaps one- 
fourth of last year's crop, and the smaller 
dealers, taking their cue from him, were 
very cautious."

But the condition of the fruit crop was, 
according to Mr. Parker, in a few weeks

ment of the season ? Was it on account of 
any transportation question, or was it, first, 
on account of the bad q » • lity of the early 
fruit; and, second, the » i l worse condition 
of the foreign market ? Aud why is it that 
thie same buyer is now, in view of improved 
markets, ac ively operating! Finally, in 
connection with thie question of quality, we 
must ask Mr. Parker to explain how it is 
that a shipment of Codlins, a variety that 
some people contend should never be shipped 
on account of their liability to rot, arrived 
in perfect order, but that Ribstons and Kings 
►towed in the same tier in same steamer with 
them arrived damaged?

ihe abbey are peculiarly interesting. The 
material is gray sandstone, which permitted 
perlect nicety ol chiselling, and yet pre­
serves as perfectly as marble the sharpest 
edges and the minutest figures. It is a per­
fect example of gothic architecture.

In its perfect state the abbey comprised a 
a cruciform oburob of 250 by 137 ft., a square 
uioiater of 150 ft. baud side, aud an enclosed 
«%ali about a mile in circuit. Melrose has 
been a burial place for centuries. Stones 
maik the resting places of many who sleep 
bere, but ihe inscriptions in many 
nearly effaced by time and action of the 
weather. The heart of “Robert the Bruce," 
after au unsuccessful effort to carry it to the 
Holy Land, is deposited here. Alex. II., 
D-'Uglas, the "Flower of Chivalry," with 
scores of others, find a resting place in the 
abbey. Well might Byron sing:
" Within this pile no common

In every part of the abbey one finds some­
thing worthy of the highest admiration. 
One’s auennun, indeed, seems rivetted in 
admiration of this mouldering fragment, 
ihai shadows forth ihe matchless perfection 
of whai has beeu. Much of the ornamental 
is as perfect today as if it had been carved 
only yesterday. The exquisite beauty of 
he foliage tracery, grotesque corbels, and 

ornamental sculpture excites one’s surprise. 
In the south transept is a beautifully carved 
window called the “Crown of Thorns." 
The elegance and beauty of the eastern 
window, viewed in conjunction with the 
rieuder shafts of shapely stone which so grace­
fully support the roof of the edifice, is strik 
ing, and well merits the tribute paid by Sir 
Walter Scott.

The north aisle is conspicious for the neat- 
uesa of the pointed roof and the row of mas 
sive pillars from which it springs. In the 
ornamental frieze running along above the 
arches of the east wall, no two of the orna­
mental figures are alike; roses and lilies, 
thistles aud ferns, and heaths in all varie 
les, oak leaves and ash leaves and a thous 

and beautiful shapes besides, are chiselled in 
~uch inimitable beauty, and such grace of na­
ture that cannot be surpassed.

The ohurch from the south entrance has 
been thus described: “The flying buttress­
es, the pillared arches, and the pillars them­
selves like bundles of lances which garlands 
have bound, the windows with ibeir rich 
and varied tracery, some with grand flowing 
lines branching out into beautiful shape# 
and forme, others with ibeir foliaged tracery 
combine to make the scene imposing and 
sublime to any mind.”

The exterior view. It is said that there 
were formerly seventy statues within and 
without the abbey. But fow of these re­
main. There is one of the Virgin Mary, 
and a few others. In viewing the ruin from 
the surrounding church yard one is more and 
more impressed with the symmetry and beau­
ty of the sacred rvin.

“ Iu and aroUL this sacred spot lie at 
rest king and p> sant, abbot and monk, 
priest and warrior, rich and poor all hushed 
and silent, without any distinction, freed 
from the cares of earth."

We take our leave of Melrose Abbey with 
feelings not unmingled with regret. Three 
miles walk through a beautifu lcountry, com­
prising meadows, slopes, glens and hills, and 
we are at Abbotsford, the home of Sir Wal­
ter Scott.

Abbotsford is situated in a pretty little 
park, near the bank of the river Tweed. 
The grounds at Abbotsford are not large and 
cannot be called beautiful, but the beautiful 
walks and drives in the little forest beside 
• he quietly flowing Tweed, have a peculiar 
charm quite their own. The view from Ab 
bothfoad beyond the Tweed is not wanting 
m naiural beauty. The variety of hill and 
dale, river, fores-, and sloping meadow, and 
richly cultivated fields combine in formir 
picture not soon forgotten.

The mansion at Abbotsford is rather im­
posing. It has a frontage of 160 ft. It com­
bine^ in its architect are a picturesque mix- 
ure of - be quaint, the antique and the mod­

ern, with decorative features in wonderful 
profusion. We are informed that it has a 
gateway from Linlithgow palace, a portal 
from the old Tolbootb, Edinburgh, a lintel 
from the Common Hall of Old Edinburgh 
University, some oak wood from Holyrood 
Palace and a roof from Roslyn, so that Ab 
ootsford becomes as much a museum as an 
edifice. The house ie filled with curios, a 
library of 20,000 volumes and some very 
good pictures.

We leave Abbotsford and reach the outer 
gates. We are startled by the mingled 
sounds of the clattering hoofs of galloping 
horses, the haying of hounds and the blow 
ing of horns. This ie a fox hunt, indeed. 
We have read of fox hunting, and seen pic­
tures of it, but thie was a real, live fox hunt, 
The porter telle me that Lord somebody, liv­
ing two miles away, has a large hunting 
par’y visi ing him from London. He keeps 
a pack of fifty hounds. Today they turned 
five foxes loose, and hounds and horsemen 
follow, pell mell, in pursuit. What a pow­
wow! The horses and dogs are running 
across fields and hedges, and seem vieing 
with each other in the enjoyment of the 
►port. What excitement| The excitement 
is catching; porter and servants become in­
terested. The excitement is at its height, 
and a fox crosses the road 20 yards in front 
of us, and trots quietly do 
or 40 rode The dogs cross and re cross the 
track, wild with excitement, without getting 
fairly on the track. The dogs and horses 
move off over the hills, in the opposite di­
rection from the fox, and reynard passed 
quietly over into the grounds of Abbotsford, 
and i* safe from the pursuit.

We walked back to Melrose, along the 
beautiful Tweed, and got to the station as 
-he moon appeared over the edge of the hor 
rizon. We could scarcely believe that we 
had visited Melrose and Abbotsford and seen 
a real, live fox hunt in one day.

The plain fact is, that this variety and many 
others were diseased on the trees, and prac­
tically in a state of decay before shipment, 
and there have only been a few lots landed 
in even fair condition.

shipment of bad fruit, badly packed, going 
to a bad market, ie looking for something he 
will never find.

Now, a word about this wonderful dis­
covery of “ steaming deals," made by 
receiver on the other side, desirous of 
ing eome excuse for the unprofitable result 
of his sales. There ie only one case where 
the carrying of deals operates against the 
condition of the apples, and that is where a 
nine or ten foot deckload is taken, and the 
batches are in consequence not removed in 
warm weather, and this, of course, is only 
possible prior to the 12th of October, after 
which the 3 feet deckload regulation is in 
force. Now, we contend that a rotting bar­
rel of apples stowed alongside of a sound 
barrel of apples is far more injurious than 
500 000 feet of deals would be, and, given a 
sufficient quantity of rotting frqit in a ship’s 
hold, the condition of the entire shipment 
on arrival will be questionable.

Business men In other lines find it advan­

tageous to co-operate. Why should not farm­
ers? Fertilizers, mill feeds, coal, machinery 
and, in fact, all implements can be purchased 
in car lots sometimes 40 per cent below retail 
prices. Conversely, when farmers by co-oper­
ation can market their produce in carlots, they 
can again eliminate middlemen’s profits. When 
a committee of farmers can go on the exchange 
and deal in goods in lots of carloads they more 
readily obtain advantageous quotations than 
can the individual farmer from the village re­
tailer.

While co-operative stores have many good 
features, it is oft times better to obtain dis­
counts from existing stores. Thus: Send pro­
posals to the several boot and shoe dealers, 
grocers, clothing and dry goods merchants, etc., 
to bid for the trade of your organization. For 
instance, say to«èhem: "We control one hun­
dred families; our trade in your line will prob­
ably mount to from $5.000 to $10,000 annually. 
What discount from regular prices will you al­
low our members if we divert our trade to your 
store?" Competition usually prompts them to 
bid low for a block of trade like this.

No organization should omit the advertising 
board, which should be hung in the meeting 
room. When any farmer wishes to buy or sell 
horses, seeds or any of the various supplies that 
farmers obtain from each other, he can jot it 
down, and thus form a sort of "board of trade" 
which will provea source of mutual benefit. An 
assessement would supply all the agricultural 
and scientific papers and magazines. It would 
also permit the chartering of a train or steam­
boat, and provide occasionally a day's outing 
at seashore or mountain.

Making Oceans of Deserts.

Few people realize how completely of late 
years, the surface aspect of this weakened 
old globe of ours has been altered and im­
proved.

The world of today, says the Lcndon Mail, 
in fact, differs from the world of our ances­
tors much as a society lady, in all the glory 
of fold and frill and furbelow, differs from 
her savage sister running wild in pestilential 
wooda As art has transformed one so has 
it the other. Only the Mme. Rachael who 
has made the earth, if not exactly beautiful 
forever, at least a pleasant and healthy place 
wherein to dwell, is no charlatan with a 
tray load of cosmetics, aud a glib tongue, 
but a civil engineer, owning nothing more 
harmful than a few mysterious looking in­
struments and a measuring tape. And the 
marvel of it all is that what has been done 
is but an infinitesimal fraction of that which 
may and doubtless will be done. Who oan 
doubt, for instance, that the Sahara desert 
—that mole upon the world’s face—will one 
day be but a memory ! It was an inland 
sea onoe. It would not be a very difficult 
thing to convert it into one again.

A canal 60 miles long, connecting with 
the Atlantic the vast depression which runs 
close up to the coast nearly midway between 
the 20th and 30th parallels of latitude, would 
do the business beautifully. The water 
would not, of course, cover the entire sur­
face of the desert. Here and there are por­
tions lying above sea level. These would 
become the island of the new Sahara ocean.

What would be the results that would 
ensue upon this stupendous transformation ? 
Some would be good and some bad. Among 
the latter may be mentioned the probable 
destruction of the vineyards of southern 
Europe, which depend for their existence 
upon the warm, dry winds from the great 
African desert. As some compensation for 
this, however, the mercantile marines of the 
nation affected would be enabled to gain im­
mediate and easy access to vast regions now 
given over to barbarism, and a series of 
more or less nourishing seaport towns would 
spring up all along the southern borders of 
Morocco and Algeria, where the western 
water shed of the Nile sinks into the desert, 
and on the northern frontier of the Congo 
Free State.

In a similar manner the greater portion 
of the central Australian desert, covering an 
area of fully 1,000,000 square miles, might 
be flooded. The island-continent would 
then be converted into a gigantic oval dish, 
of which the depressed central portion would 
be covered with water and only the “rim” 
inhabited.

Pickle Test for Mumps.

There has recently been an epidemic of 
mumps among the school childien of Denver. 
According to the rules of the health depart­
ment a child may not return to school until he 
has fully recovered. Every afternoon has 
brought to the health department fifteen or 
twenty youngsters, some with swollen cheeks 
and some without. It Is the duty of the physi­
cian in charge of the office to examine these ap­
plicants for clean bills qf health and see if any 
trace of the infection remains. But the force 
of the health department is small, and some­
times there is no one In the office for an hour at a 
time. This works a hardship on mothers wait­
ing with their children,and Dr.Carlin bethought 
himself of the magic touchstone by which Miss 
Mollie Currigan, guardian of the outer office, 
might herself test applicants.

"Pickles are the thing.” said Dr. Carlin. "If 
a person with theslightesttrace of inflammation 
in the thyroid glands takes a bite of anything 
sharply sour, the face is instantly contorted. 
In extreme cases the pain is extreme."

So a bottle of mixed pickles was added to the 
pharmacopoeia of the office.

Now, when there is no doctor in the office 
Miss Currigiu lines up the applicants for cer­
tificates and goes down the lines with the bot­
tle of pickles. If the child takes the pickle and 
smiles as a healthy child should, he may go 
back to school again; but if ho scowls in pain, 
then he is condemned to stay at home.
