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Kitchener’s Mysterious Ballet Your Oven Gains
by Our Oven TestBear River \♦

CLARKE BROS Lord Kitchener, one of the most 
distinguished of the Knights of the 
Bath who recently were installed at 
Henry VII’s Chapel in Westminster 
Abbey, once had as narrow an escape 
of bis life as ever befell a soldier. It 
was in the course of the prol )nged 
and fiercely fought campai; n in the 
Soudan In the ‘eighties’ in the first 
year of that decade in fact.

There was a lively s irirish going 
on at a place named Handoub, just 
outside Suakin when Kitchener, who 
was then a rising young officer of 
Engineers, was shot at by ons of the 
Mahdi's negro soldiers. The bullet 
found its mar’i in the side of Kitch­
ener’s fact ‘at the bac'< of the chiek. 
It was a Remington bullet, and in­
flicted a really dreadful wound, 
breaking the bone at the base of the 
jaw. It took a long time to get the 
splinters of bone out, an the doctors 
were unable to operate, as the bullet 
and fragments of bone were too close 
to the jugular vein. The ball codld 
not be loacted, and the doctors pro­
nounced his case as hopeless. They 
said the patient could not live and 
his sister, accordingly, was sent for 
from England.

The future savior of the Soudan, 
however, differed from the surgeons, 
and steadily refused to believe in 
their gloomy prognosis of bis case, 
and, though he had to endure a jour­
ney down the Nile to the hospital at 
Cairo, confined in a small cabin in 
sweltering heat, his thfa, muscular 
physique and iron willpower kept the 
dreaded fever at bay. The hospital 
doctors also failed to 1 nd the bullet, 
and came to the conclusion tbit it 
bad worked its way out during the 
voyage down the Nile. Kitchener 
himself was of the opinion that the 
bullet had, by some mean), come out, 
unnoticed by the surgeons or himself, 
and gradually the terrible wound 
healed, and Kitchener returned to 
duty.

Bulbs for flowering n?xt Spring must 
be planted now. The most useful 
kinds are tulips, hyacinths, narcissi, 
snowdrops, crocuses anl scillas. A 
judiriously chosen selection of these 
will give bloom from the time the 
enow goes until the month of June.

Bulbs do best in loamy, well-drained j 
soil. They will rot in soil not well 
drained in a wet Summer. A s niy 
loam is better than a clay loam. The 
soil should be dug to a depth of 
twelve or fifteen inches and well- 
rotted manure worked thoroughly in­
to it the previous Suring, if p ossible. 
If applied in the Fall, the manure 
should be buried below where the 
bulbs will be after planting, as when 
pure manure comes in contact With 
the bulbs they are l'able to rot or be- 
some diseased.

HOUSEHOLD HINTS FOR SOUR 
MILK.

The acid in sour milk je very help­
ful in removing certain stains from 
white clothes; it will remove ink if 
the stained part, before it is dry, is 
dipped in the milk and rubbed to 
wash out as much of the ink as _ pos­
sible; if there is still a discoloration, 
leave it to soak until the ink is quite 
absorbed by the milk.

Any article scorched in ironing 
should be immediately covered with 
sour milk and left over night.

A white undershirt muddled or 
much soiled at the back will wash 
more easily if soaked over night in 
diluted buttermilk.

Fruit stains yield r.adily to this 
simple solvent and sometimes newly 
contracted Ironrust spots can be re­
moved by soaking in th2 same way. 
The advantage of buttermilk ove- 
ohemicals is that, in a farmhouse, it 
is always available and that there is 
no danger in its use.

White goods that have become yel­
low thr DUgh age, or from having lain 
unused for some time or through bad 
washing, should be first wrung out of 
warm water, then coverèd with but­
termilk and left to soak in it for 
some days, then washed in the usual 
way.

Wash linoleum with clean warm wa­
ter—no soap—and then go over it 
with a clean cloth dipped occasion­
ally in good thick buttermilk.
