Architects apparently have a very
mysterious and unintelligible mcthod of arriving
at the figures. Not long ago St. George's was
placed at 2 considcrable disadvantage in com-
parison with some other Churches, when a
question arosc as to scating capacity. Our
figures were given from actual measurement,
while others were, we suppose, from architects’
estimates, resulting in a very incorrect view of
